I attribute my successto the
practices:

First Mot bedding and rebedding
as is the common practice, but plow,
ing deep with the cultivator. Selec
ting and floating my seed, thereby
taking out poor inferior seed.

Second Planting the seed deep
and keeping the rows below the
ground level, so that they caughtall
the water and held it around the
plants instead of in the middles.

Third By using knives instead of
plowing with sweeps keeping a
couple of inches of dirt loose that
prevented the ground from crack-
ing, and not cultivating the crop
after it reached knee high, for when
a crop is plowed after it reaches
the knees feeder roots are cut there
by mjurying the plants.

I feel that I have gained some
vaiuaoie experience in carrying on
the demonstration, in that I have
gained some practical experience in
growing grain sorghums I learned
that it is not good practice to bed
the land in late spring which causes
a loss of moisture, that rows below
tne level gives better drouth resis-
tance, a larger yeild, that good seed
is also very important as well as
proper distance in the drill. I
found that the less you cultivate
milo is better than lots of plowing
for it standsdry weather better.

In conclusion I will state that I
have found that large yeilds may be
had on average land if one uses
plans in advance, he can expect a
