Tax pavers of Texas will pay &
State rate of 74c this year compared
with the 60c in each of the two
preceding years. This was decided
Wednesday when the automatic tax
boards made its calculations and
set the rate, following a wait of sixty
days and becoming convinced that
the Legislature would not pass by
two-thirds vote a bill to fix the rate
of 0fc, so ak to mnke it effective im-
mediately,

The new rate of 7dec is composed
of three wunits, the constitutional
maxigiums of 35¢ for schools and Te
for pensions and 33¢ for general pur
poses, which is 3¢ less the
limit. During the last two years
the first two items were the same,
but the general fund rate was ¥c.
