Claws, hoofs of animals, frogs, 
snakes, human flesh, dried or bak<Hl 
rais. hoib-d crows. magpi«-s and dog- 
m<-at come in (or their share as reme­
dies for disease, but for the sake of 
brevity will only discuss a few.

Snakes and frogs are employed for 
iul>errulosis of the lungs or other con- 
tilin' d forms of sickness A live frog 
and snake ar»‘ gathered together, al­
lowing the snake to bite the frog, 
alt'-r wbicb both are killed and put 
into a Jar containing some yeast, rice 
and water. The Jar is sealed and 
buried in the public n>ad. Just where 
another crosses It, and is allowi-d to 
remain exactly one hundred days, 
when it is tak'-n up from nnderneaih 
the ground and inspect'-d. If tb<-re is 
a good sixed “mother,'* such aa forms 
on vinegar, floating on the surface of 
the fluid, the product is considered 
finished and r>*ady for immediate use 
as a medicine. The "motber " only to 
taken and that at one dose. There is 
usoslly. whst the Koreans call a 
“ snake preparing man.** living about 
over the country in most eyery local­
ity, who prepares the medicin<- for 
sale. Bhorlly before the expiration 
of the hundr^ days. Ibe manufactur­
er or. possibly better said, the brewer 
goes around over the country inquiring 
if there are any who are in need of the 
medicine. If so. the price is agreed 
on. which ranges any where from a 
f 'w  yen (one yen equals fifty r**ntsl 
to fihy. On the last day of the one 
hundred days, the seller and puro'.iaa- 
•T go together to the place where Ibe 
r< medy ia bnried in order to note two 
things; ( I )  whether the remedy ia

whether or not th<-re is a good 
mother' in the jar when it is opened, 

wb'-reby all possibility of buying w 
"fake“ rt'medy is avoided.

The flesh of dead human b<-inKa has 
to-en stolen and eaten with the liop<> 
of curing '-pilepsy. Certain portions 
of the mother's flesh is n-gardod as 
highly esential for the cun* of any 
dia<-ase that a child may have.

I taring the summer months, when 
lu asonal diseases are moat p<-rvalen(. 
dogroeat is very popular for the sick, 
atpl in days gone by in Korea there 
were dogmeai restaurants where the 
iMHiple could go and buy a mesa of 
dogmeat. Ilut these conveniences 
arc now a thing of the past and the 
people have to kill their own dog. 
When a family kills a dog th'-y gener­
ally divide with their neighbora. and 
(•y this recipriK-al process dogmeai 
may be had in oonv>-nient quaiitiilea 
without expense or waste.

The medical profession in Korea is 
daily fare to face with thea<- prob­
lems of which the outside world hears 
only a distant cry. and while they may 
appi-ar a bit weird and gniesont'-. they 
are conservedly true to the siihji-ct of 
domestic miHlirine as praclii-< d by the 
Korean people.

TIm* apostolic life abounds in sug­

gestions of |H>wer. It is not only that 
there is [lower fh some i>articular di­
rection. there is basal exiM-utlve force 
which gives im|>etus to everything. 
The life is filled with "go“ and “drive" 
and strength of rharaeier and conduct. 
Power resid'-s behind every farult.v, 
and every disposition, and every form 
of servlci-. The life is eflicient and ef- 
f'-ctive. It is ss though a man had a 
fine equipment of tools, but his hand 
is weak and trembling, and suddenly 
there is given to him a mighty 
str«-ncth of grip, and he is able to 
to seize ui>on every tool and make 
it accomplish its appointinl puriMHie. 
“ Ve shall receive isiwer when tne 
Holy Chost is come upon you." and 
that energy em|M>wereil everything, 
and gave intensity and strength in 
every exercise of the apostle's life. 
I.et us look at one or tw-n directions 
in which this holy power was reveal- 
•■d.

The aiNwtolic life was distinguished 
by the strength of its relationship to 
f'od. It was powerful in its ability to 
lielleve. We can do nothing more 
vital to any man than to encourage 
and strengthen his finest faith. When 
our faith in the Highest is limp and 
uncertain, every thing lacks assurance. 
When (here is lameness in the mov*s 
ments of the spirit our conduct can 
never be firm. .\nd therefore did the 
Holy Spirit energize the early aiKMtl<>s 
in their supreme relationships and 
steadied them in their faith. Now- 
faith Is. first of all. an attitude and 
then an art. It is primarily a spiritual 
liosture which n-veals itself it .moral 
obedience. And to be rich In faith Is 
to possess a poise of soul whirh steadi­
ly contemplates and rests In the love 
of (iod. in sunshine and in shower, 
and throuKh all the changing seasons 
and tem|»eratureg of our years. When 
the nnul to thus quietly steadied in 
this spiritnal assurance, its faith is

expressed in manifold holy ministries 
of hope and love. This ability of 
faith is one of the radiant ehamcler- 
istics of the early Church, and it was 
the creation of the lioly Ghost.

Ilut Just as apostolic life was eiii 
IKiwered in its relationship to God. so 
was it quietly eni|Kiwt-red in ita n- 
sistances to the enemy of God. There 
are tw-o phrases us<-d by the .Ai>ostle 
Paul in whii h this sovereign aliility 
is descrilu-d. "able to resist the wiles.” 
"able to quench the darts.”  I do not 
know any third way in which the en­
emy of God aiiproaches the souls of 
men. Me driws near to us In wiles, 
lie dresses himself in all kinds of flat­
tering guises, he exereis'-s himstelf in 
d'-'-eitful mimieries, he uses glosstMi 
innumerable. Me disguises the ugly by 
thniwing about it .a seductive lime­
light. Me hid'-s his destruetiveness in 
liowers of rtises. The IVu'rs iis»-d to 
send their ammunition alxiiit in niano 
eases: and this is a fitting symliot of 
many of the stratagems of our foe. Me 
comes to us as an angel of light, hid­
ing the lightning which is his iiecu- 
liar equipment. Me makes the liroad 
way fascinating. While the narrow 
way often app«ars reiu'llant. The en­
trance to th«- hi-oad way is marked by 
a glittering crown, while a heavy cross 
is hidden not far away. The entrance 
to the narrow way is m irkeil liy a 
<-n»ss. hut the emwn of life is not far 
away.

They 
could distinguish mere ease from holy 
I>eace, and all transient flimsiness 
from the things that abide. .\nd this 
vigilanee and strength were ih<- equip­
ment of the Holy Ghost. Me kept the 
soul awake and vigorous, and they 
W'-Pe not taken by suriiris*-.

Hut another aposPdic ability is ex­
press'll in the kindred phras'-, “aidt* 
I'l quench the darts of the evil one.” 
For som'-times the en<*my rentes to us 
in sudden flame, and not in seductive 
light. Me leaps upon us In an irrita­
tion rather than steals iii>on us in 
some sotithing eoiisolation S.tme in 
flumniatory suggi-stion is flung across 
the threshold of the mind, and <iur 
life is all ablaze. The fiery dart finds 
'-ongenial material and life is eon- 
siimed with unholy passion. ,\ spark 
fntm a itassing engine can kindle a 
(ire which can destroy a eountrysiii<-; 
and the spark of an Inf'-rnal sugges­
tion. or the merest hint of critieisin. 
or some transient incident can eenv'-rt 
the soul of the unwary into a house of 
unclean fire. Now th<'S»- early aiM>stl--s 
had a power to qu'-nch these ilaris. 
It is a wonderful '-<iuipment to he keiit 
so coot and qubd in dis)>osiiinn that 
when the Inflammatory thing is thrown 
it tinds nothing eongenial and s|ieedi- 
ly dies. out. "rhis is the ministry of 
the Comforter.

Every great refornt 
er has levelled his attaek u|ian a 
stronghold. There were many in the 
days of the early Church, and a gr.“!ii 
many still remain: and our |M>wt-r of 
asstiult. definite in aim and invineilile 
in attack, is to be found in the in­
dwelling and fellowship of that might> 
.Advocate who is himself also the Min 
toter of our peace.

There is a third great r<-lationship 
in which the New Testament dt'S'-rilu's 
the iK>wer of those who an- in coat 
miinion with the Holy Ghost, and that 
is their itower in their relationship to 
the children of men. "With great 
power gave the apostles witness." 
That is an ability which distinguish-

Krerjr year our Church taken 
credit for more Sunday School nchol' 
art lhaa It han. This la caii«ed by 
the fact that erery achool is expected 
In report lla erona earullmeni for 'he 
year. There is an system of transfer 
linit scholars from one ncliool to an­
other. While in reportina t'hurch 
membership a pastor taken the num­
ber of members reported at the pre- 
crdlBii confrreno-. adds Ihe cn>.<s num­
ber enrolled daiinc the conference 
year and then deducts from the total 
the number remored by certificate, 
death, or otherwise, la the Sunday 
School n-port be takes no account of 
tbooe dismissed or Iraneferred. but 
adds to those on the roll the llmt Sun­
day after conference all who wer- re­
ceived into the school from any quar 
ter durinjc the conference year. Thus 
It occurs that If one pupil moves from 
place to place and beUmien to a doxen 
schools in the course of a year he in 
counted twelve times in footina up 
Sunday School starintirs. In our cities 
where there are several fhurchen and 
many of Ihe members do not own 
honies It frequently appears that one 
lierson will belons to several schools 
between annual cmferencen. .md the 
same thins often takes place in sninll- 
er communities. There shtMihl l>e a 
plan for transferrlnz scholars tnim 
OM school to another similar to our 
system of rhun-h certlflcates. Further­
more, nobody has yet leam'*d bom to 
keep many of our pastors from su«‘ss- 
ins at statistirs. and stre'chins tbeir 
suessers when they suess. For in­
stance. the Central Texas Conference 
shows a net loss In Sunday S<-hnol 
scholars last year of Ifit-"* In face of 
the fact that every pn-sidinz elder in 
the conference reported an Incn-ase in 
Sunday School interest and a sain in 
Sunday School enroHment In his dis 
trtet. The explanation Is th.-it the year 
before much wild leportlnc was done 
Some pastors c*»nf»*ssed to this **ditor 
that they had reportisl onion and oth<-r 
nondescript Sundiy Schoids. others 
acknowledsed that they had been care­
less. Still others, who had n» w 
chantes. accus**d their pred*v-»ssors of 
overestlmatinz the Sunday School en­
rollment An assessment of live cenU 
l>er rapita on the Sunday School had 
a soberin* effect The brother who 
had reported six hundn-d when the 
aroas enrollment was ai>ooi two hun­
dred and was asked to odiect thirty 
dollars from his school for Sunday 
School Fxtenslon rep<irt<d only two 
hnndnd last fall And the charge 
whero union schools had been Included 
In the report canfully ellminat<-d 
them after an asessment mas I. vied 
apalnst the Sunday School enndlm.-nt. 
Whatever the facts as to other con- 
fennees the above statemi-nts are the 
correct explanation of the apparent 
loos in the Central Texas Conference. 
Still l»r. Chappell's fhets and Azures 
afford much food for thouzht. In vlem' 
of Its Importance the Sunday School 
Is not makinx the prozrvss that It 
oozht to be makinz. either u  to In­
crease In numbers or elAclency. We 
therefore urze every pr»-acher and 
Sunday School worker to zlve Dr 
Chappell's article a careful readlnz.

Out o f nine conferences in the for- 
eizn mission field, four show a loss in 
.'tunday School enrollment, mhile 
llrazil. China. Cuba and the Mexican 
Ibirder Mission made small zains. .All 
the conferences in the far West ex­
cept New Mexico and Columbia show 
a loss. The zreat State o f Texas had 
a net loss o f .3C3I.

There are Indications that these 
fizures in some instances may not he 
trustworthy. For instance, the Illinois 
Conference reports a zain of five 
schools, and Hf>i ofilcerx and teach<Ts 
but a loss o f 10 17 pupils: the I,|tt|e 
Rock Conference, a zain of sixteen 
schools, but a loss o f 139 olfierrs and 
teachers and .3272 scholars: th- N'orth 
\lali:ima Confcrenci-. a zain of nine 
■schools and 319 officers and teachers. 
Itiit a loss of 191 pupils and the West­
ern North Carolina Conference a pain 
o f seven schools and 130 officers and 
teachf'rs. but a loss o f 3211 smnils. 
Altout the onl.v reliable information to 
tw- zained from such contradictory re­
ports as these is that s<ime of our 
conferences are still the victims of .x 
pood deal o f careless and inacciimto 
iHtokkeepinz.

Rut after makinz all reasonable al­
lowance for errors, there is still 
enouzh In these statistics to provoke 
us to serious consideration It is well 
known that the Sunday School is at 
present the chief source o f our In­
crease In Church memlM-rshii). tVhat 
about the volume o f the stream when 
the fountain b^-zins to fall? .Another 
fact to be aerioiisly ponden d is that 
rnoix- than half o f our population under 
twenty years o f ace are not in the 
Sunday School and are recelvine al­
most no rellzlons instruction If these 
'Pillions are not mon for Christ within 
the next few y«-ars. the tu-olcibilitv 
that they will ever be won Is 4-xce.s|- 
Inply meazer. Rut If the n*i>orts piven 
above are even approximately correct, 
me are dolnz almost nothinp for them: 
since It is evident that we have not 
ev<-n kept pace mith the normal In­
crease o f children In our own Church.

What is the matterT Is it iwvssihle 
that, in spite o f all our talk about the 
Imfiortance o f the relipioiis traininc 
of the y<mnz. we are not i-eallv eivin-r 
to this departm«-nt of our work the |n- 
telllzent and emphatic atfen'iop which 
it ouzht to r»‘ceiveT Or. ar<- I;ick- 
inz in azeqcles ne<-ded for extendinr 
and Improvinz the Sunday School 
work? Perhaps there Is some pround 
for affirtpatlve answers to both of 
th'*se questions. It Is not easy for a 
preat orzanization to make a radical 
chance In Its viem-poin'. .Adult ev.-inpel- 
Ism has so lonz had the leadinc place 
In our thinkinz and plannlnp Ih it we 
find It exceedincly difficult to put the 
child first and the adult s*‘cond

It Is penerxlly assumed that our pr**- 
sidlnz elders and pastors are to be 
held la-sponslble for Sunday School «‘X- 
tension and development, and this is 
larcelv correct. Rtit most of the preat 
denominations ar«- findinc it exp<dient 
to put special Sunday School workers 
in the field to supplement the efforts 
o f their rezularly established aptmcles 
For instance, the Methodist Episcopal 
Church has twenty five Sunday School 
field secretaries morkinp under the di­
rection o f the fleneral Sundav Scho«d 
Board, while Ihi- Stonthern Raptlst .As- 
so4'lation has more than thirty and the 
North<-rn Presbytvrlan Church more 
than one hnndn-d Possibly we need 
to Increase our fon-i- of Sunday School 
field workers.

Rut whatever th*- trouble may be. it 
is cb-ar that the .situation calls for 
serious attentien. AVe cannot afford to 
permit imr Sunday School work to lap 
AA'hatever is nec»*ssary in the way of 
lime and money for its larper success 
must be ziven.

Item One.— .Adopted by the Council 
on the principles of lesson makinz. 
namely: That they should meet the 
immediate and future relipious require­
ments o f those taupht at each staz<* 
of development: should he praded and 
liropre.sslve; should [irovide for < om 
ld<-te relipious development— physical, 
iiitellertual, emotiniinl. vtditionul and 
r.wial; should be Pas<-d uiion the 
Itilde; should he eo-ordinated in every 
pan as closely as may I»e and vitally 
<-orr€‘la|ed with the rest o f tdiK-ation 
and of life and should lie prepansl 
with referenc<- to actual conditions 
and to particular types of conditions 
in city and country and should be de­
termined by the Sunday Sehool apeney 
o f the denomination which is to use 
them.

Item Two.— Plans were outlined for 
lesson courses for use in foreipn fields 
and a committee apiiointed to study 
the qu'-stion of n-lipious wlucation of 
iiicominz foreipners.

Item Three.— Plans were made for 
•-durational Sunday Si-hool exhibits in 
the place of the commercial exhibits

Item Four.—Outlines of typ«>s of 
summer schools to be estabiish*-d and 
a numle-r of plans for initial invest! 
pitions in different fields o f Sunday 
School teachinp. development a no 
I-ropapation.

Item Five.—Two joint sessions \ver<- 
h*-ld by the Council and the Fxecutivi- 
t'ommittee of the International Sun­
day School .Association, at which ef 
forts were made to find a common 
iiasis of co-oi»eration. Nothinp definite 
was ac«-ompIished. however, and ad-1 
<-d emphasis was piv*-n to the riplit of 
the d<-nominaflonaI lead-rs to in itiit- 
all plans for Sunday Sehoid work with­
in their own denomination.

It<-m Six.— .An «-ditorial in the Sun­
day School Journal" for N'ovemtu-r. 
1912. calls attention to ttu- aetP-n of 
the last Oeneral Confer--nce whi<-h 
•'onimits to the Mt*th<Klist Hoard of 
Sunday Schools the suitcrvisioii of alt 
lessons for their schools. FoIIowinp 
this action this Board has apiminted 
a siM-cial committee on curricula.

Statinz th«> n-ason for this inde|>eii 
dent action the editorial poes on to 
say: "The fatal thinp alsnit evi-ry ef 
fort to prepare for ••ommon use in all 
d*-monstrations is that it s a clop uimn 
propress. O f n«H-essity any cours4- 
that would be toleratetl in all Churches 
must Ite a compromise course. whi<-h 
means a levelinz down. In that pro- 
• ess all independent. |>ropr<-ssiv<- ini­
tiative is rul«-d our. S<-ant chance is 
Riven to n*-w ideals. It m»-aiis prac- 
tiia lly  that pn>pr<-ssivism must sunx-n- 
iler to obJe<-tinz conservation: or. if 
the surrender is not complete, it will 
1m* so netirly so as to make the rat<- 
«>f ;>rozress most lmp<*rceptibl<*. The 
propress of the world has nev*-r lM*«-n 
accomplished by advancinp en masse: 
the few have first detacli*-d thems*-lves 
from the mass and pone forward, set- 
linz up new standards and prea< hinp 
new ideals. When the propr«*ssiv<- 
imipram has been trii-d out in inde- 
IM*ndent experiment the conservative 
•-olumns have mov**d for-.vard. But 
the pioneers must lx- ziven fr<-<-doni 
o f action in order to incite the ma­
jority to advance. The r»*ar column 
is prompted to march only when it 
has discovcrrxl that the front eoliimn 
h.as left it iM-hnd. The front and rear 
columns should keep within hailinz 
distance of each other, but the rear 
•xtliimn should not be permitt*-d to de- 
t<-rmine the line or rate of march."

Tlu-se facts are heralds of a new day 
for the Sunday School, and should 
pn-atly t-ncourape its b-ad-rs. who 
have bt-en poinp the monotonou.s 
rotinds o f superficial Bible study, if 
study we may call it. with the use of 
tricks and devices to incn-ase the col 
bs'tions and draw the crowds.

ALAMO HEROES MONUMENT.
1 am an invalid, nearly ninety years 

old. and read no newspap<‘rs but th<- 
Texas Christian Advocate and the 
Home and State. But on the fifth 
pape o f the Advocate of .April 3, I 
find an article o f the above caption, 
which surprised me and excites a spir 
it o f inquiry, which I hope you will an­
swer so far as you can. as I judpt- 
that there are many others who will 
pladly appreciate the information

Th«- article referr«*d to d<*scrib«‘s a 
monument to be built on the Alamo 
prounds to the memory of the heroes 
of the .Alamo, which will tower S02 
f»-et hiph. with an immenst- base con- 
taininp a room for each county in the 
State and reserved space for rooms 
for countlM ret to be created, besides

other (-ostly fixtures, and the top of 
the dome is to Im- ziven to the I'uited 
Stat<-s for an observatory, lint it does 
not say who planned it, who is to su- 
pt-rvise the liuilding of it. how much 
time will prohahly he required to 
build it, what it will probabl.t cost, 
who is to pay for it. nor wlio will l»- 
its custodians.

Several o f thos»- h- ro<-s were my 
personal friends; and had I not b*-en 
prev*-iit*-d by circumstances wliich 1 
••otild mit control I would liav«- b<-<-n 
one o f them, thouph I was not quite 
sixt<-«-n years old. Henc<-. 1 tliiiik that 
that the interest that I f*-el in a mniiu- 
Dient to thi-ir memory is not sutpris- 
inp.

I say positively iliat such a moiiu 
m*-nt ought not to Ite Ituili on -he 
.Alamo pround. for it would ruin -h<- 
view o f the pround on wliich the battl*- 
was fought: and for tbt- same reason 
the Hugo Schmel'zer liuildinp. which 
was erected several years aft*-r the 
battle, ought to be pulled down and 
removed. Then the .Alamo I ’la/a 
would contain the exact area of the 
fort which our heroes defended while 
one o f them lived, except the oliapel, 
which was i-ast o f the area, thoupli 
joiii(-d to it. This was our hosiiiial 
for the sick and wouml<-d amt eiiaiit 
to stand during all time. Tlie .Alamo 
ground ought to be preservt-d as near­
ly as possible precisely as it was be­
fore the battle, or iium- diately after 
it.

Much a monument, if built at all.

It ought not to be 
built in .Austin, for the modest stnic- 
ture in front of the eapitoi. with th-- 
hero«-s' names engraved on its pillars 
and the statue of a sentinel on its 
arch, is a striking r*-minder o f their 
eourapi- and self-sacrifice, and far b<-t- 
t<-r than the gigantic monument 
under consideration.

I am opposed to it also on «-conom 
leal grounds. I do not believe that 
the State is able to pay for it. if it be 
built by the State.

Further, if the State bulids such a 
monument no part of it should b<- 
given or sold to the I'nited States or 
any other pow<*r. Texas alone should 
own and control it all.

Now the questions which I profiosi- 
io propound: Who planned it? Who 
is to supervise the building of it? In 
wh.-it probable time can it be built? 
What will be its probable cost? Who 
will pay for It? Who ary- to be its cus 
todians?

Christ 
know what tka law waa and what the 
BMida araa But John tba Baptist fait 
uaworthy to coasecrata Christ, but 
Christ said. ’'SnOca It to ba so now 
for than It bacomath us to falilll all 
rightaouanaas.** Thau John m o s t  
hava sprtuklad Christ and tharaby 
sat h‘m apart for tba o « ra  of the 
priesthood and to tba sacred mission 
for which ba came Into the world. 
TtM>n wa reasonably aooehida that 
tka srord “hapUta' simply came into 
naa Instead of “sprinkle."

And they did as ha com 
msa-l-f Ibam. aad convarts to their 
lanchlag were iaducted Into the 
fTiarch or kingdom wh eh (Tiilst had 
fOuadad as relist had directed Now. 
bow does all this comport with what 
Isaiah had huadteds of years bafora 
prophaslad coneaming C h r i s t ?

inio the Church la such a short time 
of a few boars only.

Then we have a right to conclude 
tbat sprinkling was the proper mode 
of baptism, but now at this late day 
we have some over-aasioos leolois. I 
may say. who are not satisfied with 
Oraak scbolnrs. and to make their 
owa opinion amra plata. they propose 
to insert the word “Immarsa" In pa­
renthesis in tba great eommand of 
(Christ! Tkaraky changing tha Scrip­
tures to suit their own keliaf Now. 
la this right? Is it fratamal and ae- 
eordtiig to simple rules of brotherly 
kiadaess? Is it not an atUmpt to 
torre thair osra people to cling more 
cloaely to tbslr owa view and causa 
othars to have a Uke kaUaf? It is not 
right. It Is aot charitaMa. All reason­
able people believe that tha mare 
mode of baptism has nothing to do 
with tba saivatloa of anybody aad at­
tach but little Importance to R. aap- 
way. Whan I was a boy of slstaen 
ysars I knew Uttie or nothing about 
baptism or any otbar Sertpiare doc­
trine. but I ballaved the Methodist 
Church was reaUy a Church, that iu  
praackars had a right to preach and 
to baptize, aad after going on proba 
tkw for sis months In the spring of 
IlUfi I was admitted Into full membar- 
sh<pi and over staeo then I hava bean 
tally satlslicd with the Mathod.st 
slow of baptism (immorsioa in paran- 
tkaols eseaptedl. aad. aftar study ing 

awsstioB for aaarlr seveaty

years, I am better satlsfled than ever 
in my previous life. So immersion ia 
parenthesis will not afford me any 
comfort or change my opinion in the 
least, but rather provoke me to deris­
ion and to disgust, and I believe it 
will have tha same affect upon thou­
sands of others.

CALLING ALL OF US TO JOIN
THEM. BUT OPPOSING ANY OF 

THEM JOINING US.
Many of our Northern Methodist 

brethren never weary of calling for 
"organic union" with our Church, and. 
after the Northern habit of South-lec­
turing. they s|>eak with a tone of cen­
sure for us that we are not mors ready 
to arcade to their demands for what 
they call “a united Methodism." But 
do they really desire Christian unity 
as much as they lust for ecclesiastical 
union and domination?

At their (lenaral Conference, held

U Or ■

last May in Minneapolis, the following 
action was taken with the obvious 
purpose to discourage any of their 
members who come South from Join­
ing our Church:

"Whereas. It is an evident fact that 
many thousands of the members of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church emigrate 
from the East and North and West to 
our Southland—unadvised by their 
pastors where they may find out 
Churches in the cities and country in 
the South: and.

•’Whereas, It is an uncontrovertible 
fact that a very gre.-if per cent of such 
members emigrating from the East. 
North and West to the South—drift 
Into other Churches to the great loss 
and detriment of our beloved Church: 
and.

“Whereas, Our Church In the South 
land Is able and anxious to administer 
unto their spiritual wants, in the En 
gllsh, German and Sw-edish tongues.

“TTierefore. be It resolved. That our 
pastors be most earnestly admonished 
to take due cognizance of the afore­
said facts, for the purpose: to advise 
and direct such members to be loyal 
to our Church, when they reach the 
South, to the honor of our great and 
beloved Church, and to the glory of 
God."

.And this action was taken, notwith­
standing th e  agreement reached 
unanimously by the Joint Committee 
of Federation as far back as January, 

of which the following is a part:
"M’here one o ' these Churches has 

been long end flrmlv established, gives 
evidence of healthv and vigorous life, 
is growing surely and rapldlv. and Is 
active and enterprising In providing 
for the spiritual needs of the commun 
Ity. according to the doctrines and 
usages of ATethodIsm It seems unwise 
that the other should enter and seek 
to divide the Methodls* peonle. If a 
feeble start has alreadv been made, 
the societies wh'eh have beep formed 
make slow and doubtful progress, and 
are maintained vear a f t e r  year by the 
heln of missionary Binds- to withdraw 
would endanger no Interest of the 
Kingdom of God. hii* remove an nn- 
seemlv and unnro*lfahlo eomnetitlon. 
and augment the re«ourees In men 
and monev tor the cultivation of 
needy fields "

in snpnorting the resolution In the 
General Confet-enee a* 'tinneanolis (a 
resolution In the teeth o f this agree­
ment o f the Pommlsslon of Pedern 
tioni it was said bv on" of the speak­
ers. “Jt «s an eridept fart tha‘  there 
are thousands o f our people In the 
South, emigrating from the North, 
who are eonstanttv seeking o u r  
Churches, and not fl"dlne them drift 
Into other Churches ”  This siatemen* 
shows what “ a treble start" the North 
em Chiireh has made among the white 
neopie o f the South- when their 
Churches are hard to find ther must 
he ••feeble." And their negro member­
ship is pot so grea* a« some have siip- 
Tiosed. After coiiptlnr their largo 
negro mem*'ershln llvlp^* in rieiaware 
snd about Wash'n"ton C 'tv it appears 
from their ow-n Year t>oek that aearee- 
Iv one-seventh of *h" negro Metho­
dists In the T'nped q^ates are In the 
Northern Alethodlst Chnreh

But notwithstanding all these facts 
the Northern General Conference 
took the action wh'eh we have nuoted. 
to ston snv of the|r members who 
come South from un'tlug with onr 
Church, no thev roa|lv wan* Metho 
dist unity as much as thev thirk thev 
do? I f our Church Is no’ a good niace 
for any of their members coming 
South, woitld it he w-eI1 to torce them 
into our Oiurrhes hy orgmnlc iin'e- 
If we ran not minister to them now. 
could we do hotter for them then" 
And If they are not enough at home in 
our fTiurehes now to find In *bem fel­
lowship comfort. snd edification, 
what would be their ease If thev were 
brought Info our Churches hy the coer­
cion of “organic union"*’

We fear our Northern brethren, who 
clamor so loudly for "organic union." 
wish to swallow us In hulk while thev 
are unw-illing t*> ••nd"r*’ us In detail. 
’They still pursue the old pol'cy of 
Bishop Ames—the po'lc" of "disinte­
gration and absorption." But this policy 
will fall, as It has always failed. Their 
own people, coming Sotitb. are gener­
ally too fair-minded to < ndure such 
a policy: and. hence, thev come Into 
our Chiirck. This explains the action 
of the General Conference at Minnea­
polis. which Is so utterly Irconalstent 
with the agreements of the Joint Com 
mission on Federation

White people from the North, com­
ing Sooth, do not like the policy of the 
Northern Church with reference to the 
negro; and the negroes evidently pre­
fer other Chnreh relations, tor most 
of them tan overwhelming majorityl 
refuse to Join the Northern Alethodist 
Church. Nevertheless, the General 
Conferenee at Minneapolis declined 
to consider the recommendation of the 
Joint Commlaalon to set the negroe.s 
apart Into a General Conference of 
their own: ignored the whole plan of 
unifying .American Methodism by re-

ready, whm shown that he was 
wronc. to turn quickly to the richt, 
and was ready to aiwdoaize when bo 
dtscorerod that he had been unjust.

They 
hroucht hia body to the ('hurch and 
there cathered the larc>-st aasemhiace 
ever cathered In Grandview to show 
respect and honor to the dead. m.vkinc 
the loncest funeral itmcesslon ever 
vrttneseed In this town, and as they 
carried his body to the church alt 
buslticas ceaaed and hnst.-ed with 
cloned doors until bis body was laid 
away In the earth.
