DELINQUENT TAX
BILL EXPLAINED BY

9. 0.P.ATLFF

The fol'owing ie a hrief cutline of
the provisions of the delinquent tax
hil! which has been passed by the
House and Senate as interpreted by
Dennis P. Ratliff of Haskell, Rrepre-
sentative in the House from Haskell
County

The bill, which releases penalties
and interest on delinquent taxes is
a fusion of the O'Neal bill in the
Senate and the Leonard hill in the
House

The bill provides that all taxes
delinquent to the State, any county,
and other political subdivisions of
the State on PFebruary 1, 1933, may
be paid at any time prior to July
1, 1984, with interest and penalties
which have already accrued deduct-
ed. If these taxes are paid prior to
October 1, 1033, there will be added
a penalty of one per cent; if they
are paid between October 1, 1933
and December 31, 1933, there will be
added a penalty of two per cent;
if they are paid between January 1,
1984 and March 81, 1984, there will
be added a penalty of four per
cent; if they are paid between April
1, 1984, and June 30, 1984, there will
be added a penalty of six per cent.

The above provisions shall not
apply to cities, independent school

districts or special school dbtrlpu

While there are unmistakable signs of an upward
rend in business. we cannot expect a return of general
prosperity until we can so adjust our affairs that the con-
sumer will be placed in a position to buy the things he
needs and must have. In other words, purchasing power
must be restored, and the restoration of purchasing pow-
er depends upon jobs for the vast army of unemployed.

To this end President Roosevelt recommended to the
Congress last week a gigantic industrial control and pub-
Lic works bill, which provides:

First, for the machinery necessary for a great co-
pperative movement throughout all industry in order to
crtain wide re-enrplovment, shorter working week, a de-
cent wage for the shorter week and to prevent unfair
competition and disastrous overproduction.
