Are You An
Environmentally Alert
Consumer?

It’s no secret that many areas across
the country are facing a solid waste
crisis because of an over-abundance of
trash and not enough places to put it.
Remember the floating barge of trash
on the East Coast that no one would
accept. We are not quite to that point
yet; however, we all need to do our part.
There are several solutions to the
dilemma that we can all implement into
our every day lifestyles.

The first is source reduction. This is
any practice that reduces the amount of
waste and may include making things
last longer, reusing products or
reducing packaging. This is the
preferred option to the problem since it
focuses on preventing the problem from
occurring rather than trying to fix it
afterward. Source reduction also saves
natural resources (such as trees and oil)
that are used to manufacture  the
products. It can be as simple as using a
sponge, rather than a paper towel or
resigning products so that less
packaging is needed. For example,
think about the packaging involved
with deodorant. The product itself is
usually in some sort of a plastic case.
The case is then packaged in a
cardboard box. The box may, in turn, be
packaged in plastic wrap. The boxes
themselves are packaged in larger boxes
when shipped to the retailer. Is all of
this really necessary? One company has
included in its advertisements that its
product is not repackaged numerous
times. We should be aware of what we
are buying. We are the ones who end up

paying for all of the packaging as well
as disposing of the packaging.

Another step is to reuse containers
and products. Can you use that plastic
butter dish for something else, or the
glass container that the applesauce
comes in? If you can’t, then you should
think about recycling it. Many items
now are coded with a symbol or code
that tells recyclers what it is so that
they will know how to recycle the
product. Our only problem is finding
places that will recycle the items. There
are several recycling places in the area;
however, you must take your items to
them. There are still items, though, that
many of these places do not have the
capability to recycle.

One day, everything will be recyclable
and we will all do our part in the
process. Until that day comes, we must
all do what we can to help alleviate
needless waste today.
