Hospital Honeymoon Over
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The honeymoon is over at the Fisher County Hospital.
Board members met last Monday night for the fourth time 

in a month and all but put the hospital employees on official 
written notice that beginning next month things may change.

The board seemed nervous as they pondered their 
financial future and from this vantage point, their 
nervousness was justified.

board is asking head nurse, Alta Hinson, and 
^Administrator, James McCallay, to be prepared to present a 

full employee review at the December meeting. The board 
apparently seems to feel the job of running a hospital can be 
accomplished with fewer people and they seem ready to cut 
the fat, first in the area of unnecessary personnel. The 
hospital is in trouble financially. The projected figures have 
not become a reality since the move to the new facility.

If the financial trend continues on the current course, the 
county is headed toward a collision with bankruptcy in the 
next few years.

We have sat in on enough board meetings in the past 
couple of years to recognize a problem area. We have also 
heard people criticize the board without offering any 
solutions. In an effort to make a small move toward seeing 
Fisher County assured of continued medical services, we will 
attempt to shed light on a few problems and also offer a few 
grass roots solutions.

First, the conflicts between the Fisher County doctors and 
the Fisher County Hospital Board members must be 
resolved. We suggest that a fact finding committee be 
named to put in writing some of the problem areas between 
the board and doctors and that this same committee offer 
some solutions. If the doctors and the board can’t come 
together we’re in deep trouble.

We think the fact finding committee should be composed 
of Fisher County leaders that are willing to sacrifice several 
hours of hard work without pay for a lot of criticism and a few 
words of thanks.

This fact finding committee should be appointed by the 
Fisher County Hosptial Board with the approval of the 
doctors. We think the sooner the committee is named the 
better off we will be.

We hope the fact finding committee will not limit 
themselves to just pinpointing problems between the board 
and doctors. We hope the committee will offer solutions to 
any problems with respect to the medical future of Fisher 
County.

The sole purpose of the committee should be to make a 
one-time report (in two copies) to be given the doctors and 
the board. After their report is given the committee should 
be disbanded in order to let the doctors and board decide 
how much, if any, of the information submitted is worthy of 
consideration.

The board began taking action on what we consider the 
second problem area. At what point do you begin cutting the 
excess fat? Do you hire all the people to run a hospital at 75 
percent occupancy then wait for the patients; or do you get 
the patients then gradually increase the personnel?

There are far too many hospital employees sitting around 
complaining about how hard they work and how under-paid 
they are to suit a lot of people. Many residents, tax paying 
residents, resent walking through the hospital and see 
employees sitting on their posteriors with one eye on the 
time clock. The solution is apparent. The hospital needs a 
general shakeup from top to bottom. They need to be told 
that times are tough and that if attitudes and habits don’t 
change--there won’t be a hospital in a few years.

The honeymoon is over. We hope a few open their eyes 
before its too late and a divorce becomes a necessity.

The members of the Fisher 
County Hospital Board met 
in regular session last 
Monday night and hired 
Bruce Garrison, former asso­
ciate of Respiratory Care in 
Lubbock, as the new head of 
the respiratory care depart­
ment.

Garrison, former em­
ployee of Respiratory Care 
Associates, worked in the 
Fisher County Hospital until 
September of this year. He 
was hired by the board, not 
only as head of respiratory 
care, but to assist with the 
operation of the ambulance, 
and work on the hospital 
floor. He is a certified 
registered therapist and 
licensed vocational nurse. 
His starting salary was set at 
$1,000 per month.

The board voted to 
purchase its own respiratory 
equipment after Respiratory 
Care Associates of Lubbock

pulled out of the local 
hospital because of an 
apparent lack of sufficient 
revenue to justify their 
organization staying in Fish­
er County.

James McCallay, Fisher 
County Hospital Administra­
tor, reported to the board 
that Respiratory Care Asso­
ciates of Lubbock has 
received an approximate 
revenue of $23,000 from the 
time they began through 
September 30 for their 
services.

In other action the board 
discussed in great detail 
possible money saving cuts. 
They quizzed the administra­
tor on everything from 
excessive personnel on the 
payroll, a high light bill of 
over $5,000 for the month of 
Sept.-Oct., low average daily 
occupancy, to a report that 
someone was turned away 
from the hospital lab after

being sent out by local 
doctors. The person turned 
away was seeking a blood 
test for marriage. The 
Hospital Administrator in­
formed the board that he 
would check into the situa­
tion concerning the person 
being turned away.

The board tabled a 
discussion concerning con­
struction of a new sign for 
the hospital because of an 
obvious money shortage.

The board heard McCallay 
report on landscaping, the 
status of the leaking roof and 
reports on faulty electrical 
testing machinery for the 
hospital.

One discussion by the 
board centered around the 
apparent existing lack of 
communication between the 
board and local doctors. The 
board was briefed on an 
incident involving a person 
being transported to the

cautious at the present time 
and waiting until they got 
this year’s crop out.

Another manager said he 
felt the farmers were holding 
back because of finances. 
“ On two and two that figures 
out to be about $18.00’’, said 
the manager. “The farmer 
knows the diapause plan is 
needed but a lot of them 
need to make arrangements 
with the bank for the 
money’’, said the manager.

One of the larger farmers 
in Fisher County said the 
time is now for the big 
decision. Either we go along 
with the program, invest a 
few dollars for the future, or 
face losing approximately 3 
to 4 million dollars a year in 
production.

Curtis Schaefer, Fisher 
County Entomologist, said 
that for a diapause program 
to be effective it must have 
two criteria, (1) one hundred 
per cent participation of 
producers in a given area. If 
one field is left out it can 
produce enough potential 
over wintering boll weevils to 
infest neighboring fields the 
following year. (2) insecti­
cide treatment needs to be 
started in mid-September 
and continued on a 10-14 day 
schedule until cotton growth 
is terminated by desiccant or 
frost. If a desiccant is used a 
recommended insecticide 
should be included to kill 
potential overwintering wee­
vils.

Schaefer indicated that 
boll weevil in Fisher County 
has reduced yields, forcing 
land out of cotton production 
and because of the cost of in 
season control has cost 
county producers an estima­
ted 2.2 million dollars in each 
of the years 1975 and 1976. 
Schaefer also said that his 
2.2 million dollar estimate 
was extremely conservative. 
“The estimate was figured 
on .45 cent cotton.”

CONTROL PROGRAM FOR 
FISHER COUNTY AND 
ADJOINING COUNTIES 
Each of the undersigned 
promises to participate in 
diapause boll weevil pro­
gram for Fisher and adjoin­
ing counties. The projected 
approximate cost of the 
program is $1.50 per ground 
acre with a maximum of six 
treatments. Each of the 
undersigned promises to pay 
the projected cost of nine 
dollars ($9.00) per acre for 
each tract of land upon which 
cotton is planted. (Example: 
80 acre tract cost will be 
$720.00 regardless to whe­
ther land is skip row or

planted solid in cotton.) 
ASCS records will be used 
for determination of actual 
acreage in each tract of 
cotton land. Each of the 
undersigned promises to pay 
one-third of his or her total 
cost not later than May 1, 
1977 with the balance to be 
due and payable not later 
than July 15,1977. Payments 
to be made to the said 
program’s account at either 
the First National Bank of 
Rotan, Texas or the Citizens 
State Bank of Roby, Texas. 
Any funds not used will be 
refunded to the producers. 
The estimated starting date 
for aerial spraying is Sep­

hospital for medical care 
then allegedly being inform­
ed by personnel that the 
doctor would see the patient 
at the clinic, not the hospital. 
The board recognized that 
cooperation between the 
Fisher County Hospital 
Board and the local doctors 
was the key to the future 
medical care in Fisher 
County.

A motion by Kir met Terry 
to approve charge order #7 
that spells out that the board 
accepts $4,400 as a settle­
ment for liquidated damages 
in not furnishing the hospital 
on time was approved.

Another discussion center­
ed around Roy Roberson 
doing general carpentry 
work at the new hospital. 
The board discussed pur­
chasing tools for Robertson 
and also talked about 
Robertson doing some of the 
minor repair work left by the 
general contractor at the 
hospital.

The board heard president 
Ralph Ammons read a letter 
from Condley Co. of 
Brownwood outlining the 
approximate cost of the 
yearly audit. The estimated 
cost is not to exceed $6,000 
and will include the audit 
report, their opinion on the 
financial statement, an opin­
ion on the district’s weak­
ness with regard to internal 
financial control and an 
unaudited hospital cost re­
port, The board was stagger­
ed at the estimated cost and 
decided to check with area 
hospitals to determine if the 
audit estimate was in line.

Board president Ralph 
Ammons read a letter of 
resignation from Linda Stu­
art, medical records clerk, 
pointing out some conflicts 
and misunderstandings with 
hospital personnel.

The meeting adjourned at 
9:30 p.m.

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Hamlin only stayed a short 
time but it was enough to let 
everyone know what kind of 
a team they had.

Defensively we 
couldn’t quite make the 
tackle to bring Delbert 
Thompson down and he had 
a good first half.

We lost 10 games this year 
but won on many other 
areas.

must have something to work 
with to have a winning 
season. This does not mean 
that you must have superior 
athletes, the best equipment 
or the easiest schedule. This 
“ something” includes sev­
eral environments that a 
player must have mentally to 
be able to do his best at 
anything he tries to accomp­
lish. I think the first and 
second enviroments go hand- 
in-hand and these are 
Religion and family. The 
third environment is an 
athletic school environment, 
the fourth is his team 
environment and the last is 
self.

If an athlete has support 
from home and believes his 
life is directed by God, then 
he will . probably have 
pleasant experiences in his 
school work. If an athlete is a 
good student in his school 
work then he is more apt to 
be a better student in his 
athletic endeavors. If an 
athlete works toward team 
goals, more than likely he 
will accomplish self goals.

In our fast pace of life we 
as parents are overlooking a 
lot of the mental aspects it 
takes to play the game today. 
We expect our kids to win on 
Friday night without really 
being prepared. Now days 
it takes more than good 
athletes to win the district. 
This is very evident, es­
pecially this year. Many 
teams (who said this was 
their year) did not make it 
although they thought they 
had the material to do so. 
Some probably lost because 
of the “ Environments” men­
tioned above. The one that 
gets us most is “ Self” . I’ve 
heard several coaches say 
that “ individualism” lost 
them a winning season this 
year. This means that 
instead of an athlete striving 
to win by a team effort, he 
tried to place self ahead of 
team and if it were followed 
up the other enviroments 
were not there also. Many 
times we place our own kids 
way above everything else 
and forget it takes 10 other 
just like ours to win the 
district. With II “ individu­
als” its hard to win at

anything.
I can say without a doubt 

that we did not have any 
individuals on our team this 
year. Even though we had a 
poor season (win wise) our 
kids did the best they could. 
They never gave up and no 
one quit the team because 
we were losing. Although we 
did not have the number of 
seniors we needed to win 
with, the six that stuck it out 
deserve a lot of credit and 
praise in helping our attitude 
toward having a better team 
next year and for the years to 
follow. Our six seniors this 
year were Jerry Carr, John 
Cox, Lyndon Heffernan, 
Paul Hinson, Wes Morrow, 
and Ysidro Yanez.

For some the season could

never end. I truthfully cannot 
say I was glad it was over. 
I’ve had much better seasons 
(win-loss) but probably had 
my best year as far as the 
kind of kids we had to work 
with. Every Monday they 
were there as if they had won 
on Friday. Our workouts 
were good, no one wanting to 
take the easy way out. Lots of 
times with a season like ours, 
you encounter all kinds of 
problems, we had probably 
our fewest problems this 
year after having a season 
like we had, than I’ve ever 
had as long as I’ve been 
coaching.

The JV had a 9 
win-2 loss season, our 8th 
grade lost only one game 
while our 7th grade was 
undefeated. Coaches lank- 
ford, McCown and Posey did 
an outstanding job in 
developing these teams this 
year. I am looking forward in 
working with them when 
these young athletes become 
of age to help us win the 
district in future years.

COTTON REPORT

Local market cotton prices 
ranged from 35 to 37 cents 
over Government loan rates 
during the week ending 
November 11, according to 
B.B. Manly of the USD A 
Cotton Classing Office in 
Abilene. Prices were stable 
and were mostly 36 cents 
over loan rates for all 
available qualities. Grade 42, 
staple 31 cotton that miked 
within the 3.5 to 4.9 range 
brought from 68 Vi to 70 Vi 
cents per pound. Premium 
micronaire grade 41, staple 
32 cotton brought from 70 Vi 
to' 72Vi cents per pound. 
Forward contracts were of­
fered at 35 and 36 cents over 
loan rates, but very few acres 
were contracted. Producers 
received from 96 to 102 
dollars per ton for cottonseed 
at the gin.

Cotton quality was high in 
comparision to that of the 
previous season with micro­
naire being the quality factor 
most involved. About 86 
percent miked within the 
desirable 3.5 to 4.9 range. 
Ten percent was low mike 
and 4 percent was high mike. 
Grade 42 was the predomi­
nant grade at 24 percent. 
Grade 32 accounted for 21 
percent and grade 41 
accounted for 14 percent. 
Staple lengths were 44 
percent staple 31, 27 percent 
staple 32, and 23 percent 
staple 30. Thirty-four per­
cent of the samples classed 
were reduced in grade 
because of bark or grass 
content.

A total of 12,300 samples 
were classed at Abilene 
during the week ending 
November 11, which brought 
the seasonal total to 41,221.

Parity Is Best Says 
State Farmers Union

Texas Farmers Union has 
reacted to the agricultural 
“ price report” released on 
Friday, October 29, with a 
statement that it amounts to 
“bad news for farmers and 
consumers.”

The statement released for 
publication on Friday at the 
Texas Farmers Union state 
office in Waco stated as 
follows:

The “ agricultural prices” 
report reflecting prices re­
ceived by farmers as of 
October 15, shows that the 
economic well-being of the 
nations farmers and ranchers 
has slipped again. The 
national parity ratio, an 
accurate measure of the 
agricultural economy, rela­
tive to other segments, has 
dropped to the lowest of any 
months since 1971. The 
report shows that it is now 
only 68% of parity.

This means that farmers 
are doing worse, relative to 
the rest of the economy, than 
they did even in the 
depression years, when they 
were receiving 81% of

Colorado City legislator con­
tinued.

Should the Governor’s 
proposal be enacted by the 
65th Texas Legislature, a 
total of $850 million in state 
money would be used to 
finance public education and 
assist local school districts. 
“ According to the propo­
sal,” Martin said, “ the 
operating and maintenance 
cost allotment would be 
increased from $95 for each 
student in average daily 
attendance to $105 for each 
student in average daily 
attendance.”

A partial breakdown of 
state funds is as follows: $50 
million to operations and 
maintenance costs; $25 mil­
lion to transportation costs; 
$15 million to personnel 
units and adjustments; $250 
million to state equalization 
aid. The increase of $15 
million in the area of 
personnel units would bene­
fit the smaller schools which 
have difficulty in maintain­
ing adequate staffs, accord- 
in gto Governor Briscoe’s 
office.

House Bill 1126, passed by 
the 64th Legislature, stipu­
lated that personnel units 
would be adjusted for 
schools with an average daily 
attendance of fewer than 
1,000 students and those 
schools which covered an 
area of at least 300 square 
miles. Under the Governor’s 
proposed legislation, the 
requirement of 300 square 
miles has been deleted.

sometimes called Duckweed.

“During the past year the 
plant has spread eastward 
into Lubbock county where 
several plants were seen 
along roads north and 
northwest of the city,” 
Abernathy said.

“ Rough Blackfoot is a very 
prolific seed producer,” he 
adds. “ Equally important, 
the seeds are resistant to the 
preplant incorporated herbi­
cides normally used in 
cotton.”

“ Rough Blackfoot can 
emerge either early or late in 
the growing season, depend­
ing on available soil mois­
ture,” he says. “ The flowers 
on the plant are very 
distinctive in that they 
appear as yellow clusters at 
the junction of the branch 
and the stem. The plan can 
become four or five feet tall 
by harvest and turn very 
woody upon maturity. This 
can severely interfere with 
the stripper harvest of 
cotton.”

In research tests conduct­
ed by Abernathy and his 
research assistant, Wayne 
Keeling, the only treatments 
giving acceptable results for 
controlling the * weed pest 
were herbicides such as 
Caparol and Sancap when 
applied preemergence and in 
combination with the a 
preplant incorporated herbi­
cide. However, the research­
er cautioned that enough 
rainfall must occur to 
activate the preemergence 
herbicide treatments.

“ Farmers should be aware 
of Rough Blackfoot and do 
everthing possible to dispose 
of isolated plants,” he says. 
The plant produces such a 
tremendous amount of seed 
that what might be one plant 
this year could become a sea 
of troublesome weeds next 
year.

Sudden-death hazards 
were animated by Joe L. 
Smetana, Waco Safety Direc­
tor for The Texas Farm 
Bureau as part of a graphic 
electric shock prevention 
demonstration held recently 
at the Vo-Ag Department at 
Rotan High School.

The average modern home 
as 120-volt or 240-volt, 
60-cycle alternating house­
hold electrical current with a 
capacity of over 100 am­
peres. Electricity is constant­
ly seeking ground. Unfortu­
nately, the human body can

complete the electrical cir­
cuit. Medical authorities 
agree that if the amount of 
current required to light a 
12-watt bulb, which is only 
1/10 of an ampere, should 
flow through your heart, 
death might result in just one 
second.

Smetana achieved the 
animated effect of electric 
shock to the human body, via 
arm-to-arm and arm-to-feet 
with the use of a special 
plastic figure representing 
man-the “ misuser” of elec­
tricity. The plastic man,

several household applican- 
ces and portable power tools 
have special wiring and 
bulbs that actually light 
up"producing the anima­
tion.

With each sequence of 
accident producing events, 
both inside and outside the 
“ danger house” , Smetana 
offered prevention and pro­
tective methods such as: (1) 
make sure the entire electri­
cal system is grounded; (2) 
ground all major appliances; 
(3) maintain and don’t break 
off the 3-prong plug; (4) 
attach the grounding “ pig 
tail” wire on adaptors; (5) 
use “ double insulated” 
portable power tools; (6) use 
ground fault interrupters; (7) 
disconnect electric power 
before servicing or cleaning; 
(8) be extra cautious of 
electric service and power 
lines when moving equip­
ment, aluminum or metal 
ladders and pipes; when 
children fly kits model 
airplanes etc; when vehicles 
collide with electric power 
poles.

Regarding first aid-Sme- 
tana warns--“ With high 
voltage shock, primary first 
aid is mouth to mouth 
resuscitation to restore brea­
thing; however, with low 
voltage (household current) 
shock, the victim usually 
requires heart-lung resusci­
tation to restore both heart 
beat and breathing.

Proof Of Age For Social Security
If you are reaching the age 

at which you plan to retire or 
file for Medicare, there are a 
few things concerning your 
proof of age that will help 
avoid long delays at the local 
social security office.

You are required to 
furnish a birth certificate or a 
baptismal record if one of 
those records were made 
before age five. Either would 
be sufficient to establish 
your age.

If you do not have a birth 
record made before age five, 
a delayed birth certificate 
recorded before age 55 is 
generally acceptable.

Though most records are 
helpful in establishing the 
proper date of birth, the 
older the record, the more 
valid it would be. Some of 
the more common supportive 
records of birth you might 
have are: a school record, 
your children’s birth certifi­
cate, a church record, 
insurance policies, a Bible or 
other family record, military

record, passport, old driver’s 
license, or old voter’s 
registration.

Summer Job Program 
Told By Burleson

Congressman Omar Bur­
leson (D-Tex) said today that 
the Civil Service Commission 
is now receiving applications 
for the 1977 competitive 
examination for summer 
employment with the United 
States Government. The 
examination, which includes 
a written test, applies, to 
most Federal summer jobs in 
clerical and administrative 
positions, as well as in 
engineering and the physi­
cal and biological sciences, 
GS-1 through GS-4.

The Congressman urges 
applicants to file early to 
receive maximum considera­
tion for employment because 
opportunities for summer 
employment are extremely 
limited.

Tests are scheduled locally 
by CSC area offices. Appli­
cants who file with an aiea 
office by December 9 will be 
tested in January. Those who 
file by January 13 will be 
tested in February. Any 
applications postmarked af­
ter January 12 will not be 
accepted.

Notification of when and 
where to report for the 
written test will be given 
about two weeks in advance.

Those candidates who took 
the test and qualified for 
summer employment in 1976 
may renew their eligibility 
without taking the written 
test again by submitting an 
updating form by January.

Complete instructions for 
filing for the written test and 
for renewing eligibility, 
along with all necessary 
forms, are included in the 
CSC announcement No. 414, 
Summer Jobs in Federal 
Agencies, which may be

obtained upon request 
through Congressman Burle­
son’s Washington Office, 
2369 Rayburn House Office 
Building, Washington, D.C. 
20515, or from Federal Job 
Information Centers, most 
college placement offices, or 
from the Civil Service 
Commission, Washington, 
D.C. 20415. The nearest Job 
Information Center is listed 
in most local telephone 
directories under “ U.S. 
Government” , or the toll- 
free distance telephone num­
ber in Texas can be obtained 
by calling 800-555-1212.

The U.S. Postal Service is 
not participating in the 1977 
summer employment pro­
gram. Inquiries regarding 
summer employment in the 
Postal Service should be 
directed to the post office 
where employment is 
desired.

American farmer is to 
produce an adequate amount 
of food and fiber. The 
present policies are sure to 
result in severe shortages in 
the very near future. Live­
stock prices are below the 
cost of production and are 
destined to cause serious 
meat shortages in possibly 
one year or 18 months at the 
longest.

Parity is the best measure 
of the economic well-being of 
farmers, and is still an 
integral part of national farm 
laws. Farmers are entitled to 
100% of parity to give them 
the incentive to take the risks 
that they must take to 
produce in abundance. The 
news that the parity ratio has 
dropped below the 70% 
mark is very bad for the 
nation*.
