Farm Bureau 
Says Higher 
Prices Here

Consumers “ are going 
to have to adjust”  to 
higher food prices because 
of excessive cost increases 
on the inputs of produc­
tion, Texas Farm Bureau 
President Carrol Chaloup- 
ka declared.

The Dalhart grain farm­
er and cattle producer 
responded to the Wednes­
day announcement of a 
sharp rise in the latest cost 
of living index with 
increased costs of food, 
particularly beef, being 
singled out as the main 
culprit.
ged the sharp rise in beef 
prices and defended them 
as being “ very necessary”  
because “ the cattle indus­
try has suffered a four-to- 
five-year disaster.”

He expressed doubt that 
the producer is realizing 
the full benefit of the retail 
price increase, comment­
ing that processors and 
distributors pad price 
in crea ses  “ w henever 
there*̂ s an opportunity”  
producing what he termed 
“ a wratchet effect”  with a 

1 '̂ total price rise of “ ‘more 
than what we think might 

 ̂ be justifiable.”
He said Farm Bureau 

would protest any move to 
relax limitations on beef 
imports to slow the price 
rise. “ We don’t need to 
beat the cattlemen down 
any longer; they’ve had 
their share of problems for 
a period of years,”  he 
declared.

“ We can no longer 
produce in America with 
inflation like it is at prices 
we’ve received in the 
past,”  he emphasized, 
noting that the costs of 
production items “ are 
accelerated primarily be­
cause of excessive labor 
increases.”  If farmers and 
ranchers are to continue 
producing an adequate 
supply of food, they will 
have to receive better 
prices, he declared.

Bullock Says 5% Of All Federal Outlay Comes To Texas
State Comptroller Bob 

Bullock said Thursday that 
federal expenditures in 
Texas during the past 
state budget year totaled 
$20.2 billion—$1,651 for 
every man, woman and 
child in the state.

This represents a 14 
percent increase from the 
previous fiscal year when 
federal outlays in Texas 
totaled just under $17.7

billion. That amounted to 
$1,446 per person.

Overall, Bullock' said, 
5.1 percent of all federal 
outlays during federal 
fiscal year 1977 went into 
Texas. This compares to 
.4.9 percent curing the 
previous budget year.

An analysis of federal 
expenditures is contained 
in the May issue of “ Fiscal 
Notes,’ ’ the monthly fi­

nancial report prepared by 
the State Comptroller’s 
Office.

As in the past, the U.S. 
Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare 
accounted for the biggest 
chunk of federal spending 
in Texas in Fiscal 1977- 
some $6.8 billion.

HEW expenditures for 
the past year were up 19 
percent in Texas, primari­

ly because of increased 
Social Security benefits, a 
boost in medical assist­
ance grants and higher 
Medicare costs.

Department of Defense 
outlays, meanwhile, in­
creased 13 percent to 
$6.35 billion in Fiscal 1977 
and Department of Agri­
culture expenditures in 
Texas were up 19 percent.

Texas ranked 35th

among all states and the 
District of Columbia in per 
capita federal outlays in 
Fiscal 1977-the same 
position it held the 
previous budget year.

Bullock also reported 
that state income in 
January totaled $597 mil­
lion, raising total revenues 
for the current fiscal year 
to $2.96 billion. This is a 
14 percent increase over

the first five months of 
of Fiscal 1977. The state 
fiscal year runs from 
September 1 through Au­
gust 31.

Expenditures through 
January, meanwhile, total­
ed $3.34 billion, up 17 
percent from last year.
