has done for us.

As I  sat down to write this week's column, I  was 
reflecting back on some o f my experiences growing up 
and remembered the specail 'M other's D ay" gift I 
purchased for my mother 25 or so years ago.

My scheme to make money—I set out to get her present 
by travelling up and down the street picking up 2 cent 
soft drink bottles, returning them to the local store for 
the deposit.

Late that Saturday afternoon I  went to a flower shop 
with a pocket full o f change and I  still remember how 
proud I  was that I  had scraped together enough to get my 
Mom an orchid. The lady at the shop said to be sure and 
keep the orchid refrigerated or it would ruin, so I  ran all 
the way home for fear my newly purchased gift would 
wilt before my eyes.

After sneaking in the back door, avoiding my Mom, I  
reached the refrigerator and strategically placed the 
attractively boxed orchid behind several quarts o f milk. 
When I  closed the refrigerator door I  began wondering 
about what the flower shop lady told me. She said, "keep  
it refrigerated or it will ruin". I  thought to myself, if 
refrigerating it will keep it from ruining, freezing it ought 
to keep it even better, after all the freezer is much colder 
than the refrigerator.

I  dug it out from behind the milk bottles, and stashed it 
behind a rock-hard half-gallon o f ice cream.

Needless to say, the dumb orchid was a pitiful mess on 
Sunday morning but that didn't matter to Mom, she 
proudly pinned it on her Sunday best dress and we all set 
out for church.

She was the only mother at church with a dead, brown 
orchid, that had the appearance o f a month old piece of 
lettuce.

Search Underway By Mayors 
For Five Vietnam Veterans

The mayors of Rotan 
and Roby are putting on a 
county-wide search for five 
Vietnam era veterans that 
have exemplified out­
standing community achi­
evement in order that they 
can be presented a 
Presidential certificate 
during Vietneim Veteran’s 
Week to be observed in 
Fisher County May 28 
through June 3.

Rotan Mayor Lester 
Sescil and Roby Mayor 
Carl Matthies are encour­
aging all Fisher County 
clubs, organizations, chur­
ches and individuals to 
nominate a veteran now 
residing in Fisher County 
that served whether over­
seas or state side during 
the period from 1960 until 
1975.

The mayors will appoint 
a county cross-section 
nominating committee to 
screen all nominations to 
narrow the field of appli­
cants to five outst2inding 
community achievement 
recipients.

In a letter from The 
White House concerning 
the recognition certifi­
cates, it said “ Veterans of 
the Vietnam Era did not 
receive the Nation’s full 
gratitude during a long 
and controversial weir, nor 
after it was over. Further, 
upon their return to the 
community, they were 
often burdened with myths 
and stereotypes attributed 
by many to Vietnam 
veterans-- ‘ ‘walking time 
bomb,’ ’ drug-addict, anti- 
patriotic and the like. The 
purpose of this Presiden­
tial recognition program is 
to bring to the general 
pubhe’s attention the con­
tributions of these vet­
erans to American life. 
Hopefully this acknowl­
edgement of good citizen­
ship will counteract many 
of these myths.’ ’

The mayors indicated 
that nominations will be 
received for the Presiden­
tial Awards until Friday, 
May 18. 'The selection 
committee will meet on 
Monday, May 21, and 
review all nominations.

As criteria for nominat­
ing Fisher County vet­
erans that have served in 
the military between 1960 
and 1975 the following 
guidelines should be con­
sidered: (a) making sig­
nificant contributions to 
the community, state or 
Nation in civic involve­
ment, community projects 
or human assistance; (2) 
overcom ing obstacles, 
whether physical, social or 
economic, to attain posi­
tions they now have; (3) 
demonstrating personal 
involvement, such as vol­
unteer service in civic, 
rehgious, youth and other 
activities; (4) helping other 
veterans through coimsel- 
ing and assistance; (5) 
demonstrating outstand­
ing character in civilian 
life through an act of

bravery or heroism; (6) 
representing genered ex­
cellence or accomplish­
ment in any civic, profes­
sional or personal endea­
vor.

Mayor Sescil and Mayor 
Matthies have recruited 
the assistance of Fisher 
County VFW Commander 
Austin McKinney in col­
lecting nominations. For

the benefit of those 
desiring to nominate a 
veteran for the honor, 
there is a simplified 
nomination entry on page

To Build 
Radar

The Rotan City Council 
voted to install approx­
imately 5 blocks of new 
city sewer line for the 
residents on the east side 
of Roby Ave., at their 
met‘ting last Tuesday 
night.

The action was taken 
after two residents, Mrs 
Ellis Markham and Mrs 
Cynthia Weaver appeared 
before the council req­
uesting that the sewer line 
be installed. The motion to 
install the line was made 
by Councilman Nowlin and 
seconded by Councilman 
Rodney Tankersley.

In other action the 
council listened to a 
presentation by David 
Fuller, representing Kus- 
tom Signals, Inc., of 
Shavmee Mission, Kan­
sas, concerning the pur­
chase of a new moving

radar unit for the police 
force. The radar salesman 
explained the workings of 
the unit and told council- 
men that the cost would be 
$1,895.00. No action was 
taken on the matter. It 
was requested that Police 
Chief LaFever look into 
getting some literature on 
other radar units for 
consideration at a future 
meeting.

Mayor Sescil reported to 
the council on a special 
meeting of the Council and 
the Rotan Housing Auth­
ority Board conducted last 
Monday night. At the 
meeting, according to 
Sescil,it was agreed to 
increased the charges to 
users of the Rotan Comm­
unity Center. Effective 
May 1, all charges on 
dances and family re­
unions being conducted at 
the Community Center will

be increased to $50.00 
each.

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Parker Won,t Snip This Friday

A.B. Taking Barber's Holiday -First Since Opening In 1936
For the first time in 41 

years, A.B. Parker, 70 
year old owner of the Ideal 
Barber Shop in Rotan, will 
close his shop for the day.

The special occasion is 
his oldest granddaughter's' 
graduation ceremony at 
West Texas State Univer­
sity in Canyon. Brenda 
Hinson, 22-year old dau­
ghter of Mr. and Mrs. 
Garvis Hinson, will receive 
her Bachelor of Science 
Degree in Nursing from 
WTSU this Friday and 
Parker, the dean of Fisher 
Coimty barbers, says “ I 
plan to be there to see her 
get that degree” .

He'll close his shop for 
the day Friday for the very 
first time since opening for 
business on July 5, 1938. 
“ Oh, I’ve had a few days 
off over the years, but the 
shop has never been 
closed” , he said. “ Usuedly 
whenever I’ve taken off, 
it’s been for a fishing trip 
and I’ve had someone 
working for me that would 
keep the shop open” , said 
Parker.

For the past 5 years 
A.B. Parker has been 
operating the Ideal Barber 
Shop by himself.

He came to Rotan in 
March of 1926 when he 
was 18 years old and went 
to work as a barber for 
Allie Hardin. He stayed 
with Hardin until Christ­

mas Eve of that year, then 
went to work for E.T. 
Warren. He barbered for 
Warren until opening his 
own shop in 1938.

Parker married Oleta 
Mize, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. H.F. Mize of Rotan, 
on June 1, 1928. They

have one daughter, Alta B. 
Parker, who married Gar- 
vis Hinson.

Garvis and Alta Hinson 
have three children. Bren­
da, the oldest, who will get 
her degree this Friday at 
West Texas State Univer­
sity. She has accepted a

position at the coronary 
C2ire unit of Methodist 
Hospital in Lubbock. 'Their 
son, Paul, age 20, is a 
sophomore at Angelo State 
University, and the young­
est daughter, Linda, will 
get her diploma in a few 
weeks from Rotem High 
School. She plans to attend 
college io San Marcos in 
the f ^ .

When asked when he 
was going to retire and 
take life eeisy, Parker said, 
‘ ‘I am not. Not as long as I 
am able to do my 
work—never’ ’ , he flatly 
said. ‘ T just enjoy being 
around people eind I really 
love what I am doing” , 
said the 70 year old 
barber.

When he started cutting 
hsiir in Rotan in 1926, 
haircuts were going for 50 
cents—now they eire $3.00. 
‘ ‘Business was pretty good 
in 1926, 27 and 1928” , 
said Parker. When the 
depression in 1929, 
haircuts were dropped to

35 cents.
Back in 1926, men used 

to get their hair cut just as 
high as possible on the 
sides, with just a little hair 
on top. In the 50’s and 60’s 
there were a lot of flat tops 
and burrs, and of course 
now we’re seeing a lot of 
long hair.

Parker has never missed 
a day of work because of 
sickness. ‘ ‘Ive had a little 
cold and gone to work, but 
nothing more serious than 
that in the 53 years that I 
have been cutting heiir” , 
he said.

‘ ‘When I first went to 
work as a barber in Rotan 
we used to work on 
Saturday fi*om 7:00 a.m. 
until 10:00 p.m., that’s 16 
hours, and it wasn’t 
uncommon to walk out of 
the shop at 2:00 in the 
morning” , he said. 'They 
used to close the door to 
the shop at 11:00 p .m ., but 
it would take 2 or 3 hours 
work out the customers 
already in the shop at

closing time.
‘ ‘Back in the early days 

Saturday was by far the 
biggest haircut and shave 
day. Almost every man 
that came into the shop on 
Saturday wanted a haircut 
and shave.”  ‘ ‘Now” , 
said parker, ‘ ‘I guess my 
best shave customer is 
Louis Hayes, and I ’ll 
average shaving him about 
once a week. 'There are a 
few others that will get a 
shave once in a while, but 
not many. ’ ’

'This Friday is going to 
be a special day in the life 
of A.B. Parker. He’D be on 
the road to Canyon and 
there’ll be a ‘ ‘Sorry-We’re 
Closed”  sign hanging in 
the window of his shop.

‘ ‘I just know my cust­
omers are going to 
understand—after all, 
she’s the oldest granddau­
ghter and Oleta and I feel 
we need to be there to see 
her get her degree. She’s 
worked hard in college 
working toward this de­

gree and we can certainly excitement and honor” , 
take a day off to share her said Parker.
