Gas Shortage
Afton Richards, publisher of the Jayton Chronicle, had 

some interesting thoughts a few weeks ago in his column 
“This Week“ concerning the oil and gas shortage, 
thought you'd enjoy reading his views.

“This comumn repeats what we have said many 
times—you just can't bypass the law of supply and 
demand. When the government tries it, it either creates 
an extreme shortage, or else it creates a black market. 
This is true right now in the fuel crisis.

I f  all controls were taken off oil and gas, prices 
probably would go up some for awhile, but then many 
observers feel the crunch would soon be over, and then 
prices would come back down to a fair level.

We found this out in the matter of coffee and sugar. 
For awhile these prices went out of sight. But the people 
dug in, either doing without, or paying the huge prices, 
until the supply caught up with the demand, and now 
prices are down at a reasonable level.

No one can really understand why some of the 
producers of domestic oil are required to sell their 
product at a very low price, and then we turn around and 
buy Arabian oil and gas at a price much, much higher 
than they are allowed to get for their domestic oil. This is 
not fair, and it may well be the answer to the entire 
problem.

I f  a firm owns an oil field, capable of producing a lot of 
oil, but has a ceiling on that oil of $5.00 a barrel, but 
Arabian oil is being sold here for $15.00 a barrel, can 
one really blame them for holding their products off the 
market until the controls are taken off?

If  a farmer produces cotton, and is forbidden under law 
to sell it for more than twenty cents per pound, and then 
on the other hand the mills are buying foreign grown 
cotton for sixty cents a pound there would be 
developments that would make last winter's tractorcade 
to Washington look like a Sunday School party.

In past years most of the exploration in the oil industry 
[wildcatting] has been by the independent operators, 
who, when left alone, have put competition in the oil and 
gas market. Do you remember back in the early 1960's 
when major company stations were selling gasoline for 
31 cents a gallon, when right down the street an 
independent station might be selling it for 21 cents. Take 
the tax off and the bargain gas was selling for a little over 
half of what the regular gas was. This was the 
competition system working under the law of supply and 
demand.

Many observers feel, that if the government would 
take off controls, and let the industry use its ingenuity in 
producing and marketing gasoline, and taking care of its 
own supplies, the price might go up for awhile., but soon 
it would catch up with itself, competition would set in 
again, and everyone would have plenty of gasoline, and 
prices would level off.

Very few people feel there is a real honest-to-goodness 
shortage of oil and gas. They feel the shortage is 
man-made, simply because the government is dabbling 
where it has no business, and is so crippling the 
independent operators, who where they can not market 
their products in the price-controlled market and make 
any money-so they just leave their oil and gas stored up 
in the ground, where there are no storage costs, and no 
deterioration, and wait until the situation changes.

There are two systems of commerce. One is the good 
old American free enterprise system, of supply and 
demand, and free competition. The other is the 
communist system of everything government controlled. 
Just these two, and no other system in between.

This column still has confidence in the free enterprise' 
system, if the government will let it work. Why don't we 
try it for a cuange?''

Court Action Applauded 
By Cotton Council
National Cotton Coimcil 

President Hoke Leggett 
applauded action of the 
Fifth Circuit Court of 
Appeals in granting a stay 
of the cotton dust standard 
due to take effect in gins 
bn September 4.

The stay, issued May 29 
in New Orleans, was in 
response to a motion filed 
by the ginning industry. It 
delays enforcement of the 
Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration’s 
standard requiring medi­
cal surveillance andfrespi- 
rators in gins pending a 
court decision on the 
merits of the case, 
o Coimcil President Leg­
gett said the court action 
was “timely” since the 
ginning season is only 
weeks away in some areas 
of the Cotton Belt.

“It means gins will not 
face the impossible task of 

'trying to comply with 
these burdensome re- 
quirements this season,” 
he added.

While the court order 
did not spell out the 
grounds on which the stay 
was granted, Leggett said 
the action was encourag­
ing since the industry’s 

.'petition had maintained 
that (1) the standard’s 
enforcement would cause'
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irreparable harm, (2) the 
industry was likely to 
prevail in subsequent 
court proceedings, and (3) 
a stay would serve the 
public interest.

The Council president 
said the stay serves the 
interests of gin owners and 
workers alike, pointing out 
that gin workers have not 
been shown to have any 
more respiratory problems 
than the general popula­
tion.

“When the court rules 
on the mortis of the 
industry’s case, we hone it

will stqke down *This 
unjustified standard,” 
L e^ ett stated, “and m 
the meantime, we hc; ' 
the stay will cause the 
states which operate their 
own occupational safety 
and health plans to hold 
off any further action until 
the court decision.”

Meanwhile, the dust 
standard affecting all 
other sectors of the cotton 
industry remains under a 
stay ordered last October 
by the District of Columbia 
appeals court pending 
judicial review.

New findings show that 
vaccination with a live 
virus at the age of 15 
months or after is more 
effective.

It is important to protect 
children against measles 
and its complications 
which include encephalitis 
and brain damage. Death 
also may occur in one of 
every 1,000 reported  
measles cases.

THE CHOICE ISYUUBS. BE CHDOSEY.
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State Capitol halls that 
were crowded just one 
week ago are quite now 
that the 66th Texas 
Legislature has packed up 
and gone home, but 
speculation continues as to 
just when Governor Bill 
Clements will call law­
makers back for a special 
session.

His timing will depend 
heavily upon the subjects 
he wants included in the 
special session. To date he 
has already told legislators 
he may want them to 
consider the topics of 
initiative and referendum, 
a regional presidential 
primary and wiretapping. 
More may be added.

Although one guess is 
as good as another, many 
old-timers think that if 
Clements decides to call a 
session strictly for initi­
ative and referendum and 
wiretapping, he may wait 
until sometime just before 
the 1980 primaries so that 
voters will have the results 
of that session fresh on 
their minds as they go to 
the polls.

However, Clements last 
week expressed strong 
interest in a proposed 
m ulti-state presidential 
primary and said he might 
be persuaded to include 
the proposal in the 
upcoming special session, 
whenever it may be.

The regional primary 
concept is also being 
advanced by Speaker of 
the House Bill Clayton, 
who said it would give 
Texas and neighboring 
states a collective regional 
voice through simultan­
eous presidential pri­
maries, possibly in March.

Clayton appeared with 
Clements at a press 
conference last week to 
say he has been worldng 
with legislators from Okla­
homa, Arkansas, New 
Mexico and Georgia, but 
that the concept “depends 
on a lot of legwork" to 
install it in time.

Should the states agree 
to hold a regional primary, 
Clements may move to call 
a special session as early 
as late summer or early 
fall in order to set up the 
primary.

The regional primary 
would have the effect of 
spotlighting Southern and 
Southwestern issues early 
in the presidential race, 
rather than the traditional­
ly first-in-the nation New

Hampshire primary.
Whatever the outcome 

of Clayton’s efforts, Clem­
ents has futher clouded 
the special session crystcd 
ball by stating tJiiere is no 
doubt in his mind that 
Texas Republicans will 
hold a presidential pri­
mary and called on 
Democrats to do the same.

Meanwhile, with law­
makers out of town for 
awhile, the attention turn­
ed to Clements as he 
began to sign bills into 
law.

One of his first actions 
last week was sign into 
effect the “Tax Relief 
Amendment" approved by 
voters in November 1978.

One immediate provi­
sion is that each residence 
homestead will be exempt 
from $5,000 in school 
district taxes. Because the 
act is retroactive to 
January, 1979, the exemp­
tion will be on the 1979 tax 
notices most taxpayers will 
receive in October.

Persons older than 65 
and disabled taxpayers 
will be eligible for another 
10,000 exem ption on 
h om estead  p rop erty . 
School taxes on a home 
will be frozen for a 
person’s lifetime once he 
or she qualifies for a senior 
citizen exemption.

Also effective immedi­
ately are all non-business 
vehicles owned by a family 
from state, county, city 
and school district proper­
ty-

Something farmers and 
ranchers have been wait­
ing for is a new system to 
appraise farm, ranch, and 
timber land.

Other Texas officials

who commented in Wash­
ington, DC or in Austin on 
the energy situation were 
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, 
Attorney General Mark 
White, Land Commission­
er Bob Armstrong, Rail 
road Commission chair­
man John H. Poemer and 
his fellow commissioner 
Mack Wallace.

Both Hobby and Arm­
strong criticized President 
Carter’s proposed windfall 
profits tax on oil compa­
nies, Hobby testifying 
before a U.S. Hoi se of 
R epresentatives energy  
subcommittee. Hobby call­
ed the tax “misguided" 
and said it would “create 
the worst of both worlds" 
by driving up fuel prices 
an stifling exploration. 
Wallace, who accompan­
ied Hobby, generally sup­
ported the lieutenant gov­
ernor’s views.

In Austin, Armstrong 
said the windfall prfits tax, 
if implemented, would 
deprive Texas schools and 
universities of some $245 
million in oil royalties 
during the next five years 
unless states were ex­
empted. “It simply does 
not make sense to equate a 
state performing govern­
mental service with a 
corporation. Every dollar 
we get from oil royalties 
will go to education, not 
into someone’s pocket," 
Armstrmig said.
