Required Crop Insurance 
Hus Oct. 31 Deadline

The Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (FCIC) is reminding 
fanners o f the October 31 sales closing 
date for insurance on seven major 
crops. “This deadline is especially 
important to many growers,” stated 
FCIC Manager James E. Cason, 
“because they must purchase insurance 
for 1993 on the same crops for which 
they will be seeking 1992 disaster 
assistance payments.” The seven crops 
included under the October 31 sales 
closing date are wheat, barley, oats, rye, 
nursery crops, potatoes and sugarcane.

The 1990 Farm Bill established 
mandatory linkage between crop 
insurance and disaster assistance. The 
law requires that, with some 
exceptions, farmers must purchase crop 
insurance on their 1993 crops as a 
condition for receiving disaster 
payments on the same crop for losses 
suffered in 1992.

“As the primary federal program to 
provide reliable and predictable 
assistance to farmers to manage the 
risk o f crop failure, federal crop 
insurance provides an essential element 
o f economic protection and stability for 
both farmers and taxpayers,” Cason 
said. “This program assures that crop 
losses do not cause econom ic 
catastrophe for the farmfer or the

federal budget,” he continued.
In order to help farmers comply with 

the law, FCIC granted an extension on 
the original sales closing date, allowing 
producers until October 31 to purchase 
insurance. Farmers cannot avoid the 
crop insurance requirement by delaying 
disaster sign-up and are required to 
obtain a 30 percent or higher market 
price election to qualify for disaster 
assistance.

FCIC is a wholly-owned government 
corporation established in 1938 as an 
agency within the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture. It currently offers 
insurance coverage on 51 crops in over 
3,000 counties across the United 
States, serving the national interest by 
improving the economic stability of 
agriculture through a sound system of 
crop insurance. FCIC currently offers 
insurance on crops that comprise 75 
percent o f agricultural production. 
According to Cason, the agency plans to 
expand coverage over the next five 
years to include 95 percent o f 
agricultural production.

Producers who need additional 
information concerning crop insurance 
requirements under the 1992 disaster 
relief legislation should contact their 
nearest FCIC field office or their 
insurance agent.

Wil Bomar carried 
into the endzone for the one-point PAT, 
and the Owls led 55-12.

When the Owls kicked o ff again, 
Smith made a clothesline tackle on the 
Eagle retumman at the Three Way 24. 
The Eagles ran for a first down on the 
Silverton 21, with defense by Hill, and 
on third down they fumbled and Zeb 
Holt recovered for Hie Owls on the 14.

Offense by the Owls didn’t pick up a 
first down in spite o f a pass completion 
by Towe to Smith, and Hill punted to 
the Three Way 22. Defensive efforts in 
the game now were being handled by 
Smith, Towe, Hall, Lance Bradford, 
Hill, Brooks, Henderson—not at the 
same time, o f  course—but after 
allowing a first down on the ten, gave 
up a touchdown. The PAT pass was 
complete, and the score moved to 55-19. 
The next possession for the Owls was 
cut short by a fumble with 2:52 
remaining in the game, and Three Way 
came back with another touchdown run 
with :51 remaining in the game.

Owls Come From Behind, Take 
55-25 Victory Over Eagles

Three Way’s Eagles took an early 6-0 
lead here Friday night, but the Owls 
came storming back and won easily, 55- 
25, to set up this week’s showdown with 
third-ranked Lazbuddie. The Longhorns 
are good this year, make no mistake. 
Silverton’s Owls have their work cut 
out for them, and they will have to go 
about this game the same way they did 
the game at McLean earlier in the 
season if they are to win another 
district championship.

The game will begin at 7:30 p.m. on 
Payne Field in Silverton, and the Owls 
will need every fan on hand to make a 
lot o f noise for them. Pep rally is at 3:00 
p.m. in the gym. Be there!

Silverton kicked o ff to open their 
game with Three Way here last week, 
and defense by Frank Ramirez, jr. and 
Zane Henderson forced a fourth-down 
punt which went out o f bounds on the 
Silverton 12. Runs by Lance Holt 
netted a first down on the 30, and 
Michael Hill carried to the 39. Lance 
Holt grabbed a pass from Ramirez to 
advance to the Eagle 39, after which 
the Owls lost the ball via the old fumble 
route, and Three Way took over on the 
Silverton 35.

After making a first down on the 
seven, the Eagles scored with 6:21 
remaining to be played in the opening 
stanza. The Owls blocked the PAT kick, 
and Ramirez picked it up and ran fifty 
yards, failing to get it into the endzone. 
This gave the Eagles an early 6-0 lead 
over the Owls.

The ensuing kickoff was taken by 
Ramirez to the Silverton 29, from 
where the Owls scored on a pass from 
Ramirez to Lance Holt on their first 
play. The PAT kick failed, and with 
6:01 still showing on the clock, the 
Owls had knotted the score at 6-6.

Starting on their 32 following the 
kickoff, the Eagles ran for a first down 
in spite o f defense by Henderson and 
Matt Francis. The Eagles moved for 
another first down, but Three Way’s 
ballcarrier was illegal and the 
procedure call moved the ball back to 
the Silverton 31. On fourth down the 
ball went over to the Owls at the 39, 
due to defense by Stan Gamble.

Lance Holt picked up eight yards on 
first down, and Hill ran 32 yards up the 
middle to score on the next play. There 
was no PAT, and with 2:20 still to be

played in the quarter, the Owls moved 
ahead to stay, 12-6.

Taking the next kickoff at their 34, 
Three Way was held to no gain by Casey 
Frizzell, and saw the ball go over on 
downs at the Silverton 18 with :47 still 
on the first-quarter clock. Lance Holt 
ran for a first down on the Three Way 
30, and Ramirez completed a pass to 
Lance Holt for a short gain. Hill scored 
on a 28-yard run on the first play o f the 
second quarter, kicked the PAT, and 
moved the Owls into a 20-6 lead with 
9:52 still to be played in the period.

Hill kicked o ff deep and the Eagles 
took possession on their 27. Defense by 
Frizzell again made the going tough for 
the Eagles, and on second down, 
Frizzell intercepted an Eagle aerial and 
went into the endzone for a touchdown. 
There was no PAT, and with 8:22 still 
to be played in the first half, the Owls 
moved into a 26-6 lead.

When the Owls kicked o ff again, 
Lance Holt held the return at the Three 
Way 26, and on first down the Eagles 
lost the ball via the fumble with Frizzell 
recovering for the Owls on the 25. 
Lance Holt carried for four and Braden

Towe rushed the ball before Ramirez hit 
Frizzell with a pass that was good for 
another touchdown. There was no PAT, 
and with 6:56 left in the second period, 
the Owls led 32-6.

The Owls kicked o ff again, and Three 
Way brought it out to their 31, then 
scored on their first play, going 50 
yards into the endzone with 6:36 
remaining to be played. There was no 
PAT, and this narrowed the score to 32- 
12.

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Veterans Given First 
Chance to Bid in 
October Land Sale

According to Billye Kesler, Veterans 
County Service O fficer for Briscoe 
County, a catalogue listing 550 tracts o f 
forfe ited  state: land reserved 
exclusively fo r  bids from  Texas 
veterans is now available from the 
Texas Veterans Land Board (VLB) by 
calling 1-800-252-VETS. Bids will be 
opened on October 27, 1992, at 1:00 
p.m.

Located in 128 Texas counties (with 
the majority in North, Central and East 
Texas) the tracts, known as Type I 
properties, range in size from five to 66 
acres.

The VLB will finance the full amount 
o f all winning bids. There is no limit on 
the amount loaned or on the number of 
tracts that an individual can bid on; 
however, eligible Texas veterans are 
limited to one land purchase in the sale.

“ Texas veterans should take 
advantage of this sale if they are in the 
market for land to use for recreation or 
an investment,” said Garry Mauro, 
chairman o f the VLB.

Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers (PCG) has submitted a Section 
18 Specific Emergency Exemption 
request to the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) in an effort to 
get approval for the use o f Baytan® 30 
Flowable Fungicide on cottonseed in 
1993.

Baytan is a seed treatment that has 
proven effective against Thielaviopsis 
basicola, or Black Root Rot as it is 
commonly known. This type o f seedling 
disease has been identified as an 
increasing problem in many High 
Plains and Trans-Pecos cotton fields.

Black Root Rot can affect a cotton 
producer’s bottom line in a couple of 
different ways. If the stand survives an 
attack o f the seedling disease there can 
be a severe reduction in yield potential 
per plant. If it doesn’t survive the 
grower can be forced to replant or even 
give up on his crop.

It has been demonstrated that other 
treatments are not effective in field use. 
There is no other economically or 
environmentally feasible alternative 
practice that can adequately address 
the situation but Baytan® 30 FL has 
been shown to be effective against the 
disease.

This PCG Section 18 request is the 
second such request made in an effort 
to allow the use o f Baytan on the High 
Plains. The first request was granted a 
crisis exemption by the Texas 
Department o f Agriculture (TDA) 
allowing producers limited use o f the 
product in 1992. That exemption was 
revoked by EPA in June. The new 
request will go from TDA directly to 
the EPA for approval.

“The new request for a section 18 
exemption was submitted late last 
week,” notes Roger Haldenby, PCG 
Executive Assistant. “The new request 
contains additional research data and 
hopefully will answer some of the 
questions that prompted the revoking 

„of our previous exemption. The hard 
part o f getting an application like this 
approved is showing a significant yield 
increase as a result o f the product’s use. 
There are so many other factors 
affecting yield between planting and 
harvest that mask the effects o f a seed 
treatment.”

He adds that with a seed treatment 
like Baytan the biggest benefit a

producer receives is maintaining 
healthy initial stands o f cotton and 
avoiding the cost of replanting all or 
part o f the crop.

An application for full labeling of 
Baytan on cotton is also under 
consideration by EPA but is unlikely to 
be granted until well after the 1993 
planting season.
