METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY
The State of Texas has adopted an amendment to the State Penal Code making meter 
tampering a third degree felony. A third degree felony comes with a punishment of 
confinement in the Texas Department of Corrections for a term of not more than 10 or less 
than 2 years. In addition to imprisonment, an individual adjudged guilty of a third degree 
felony may be punished by a fine not to exceed $5,000.
Before the amendment of the law, it was a class A misdemeanor for meter tampering unless 
the loss of service was more than $200. Under the new law, any meter tampering regardless 
of the amount of loss is now a felony of the third degree.
Meter tampering consists of, but is not limited to:

(1) Diverting electricity from passing through a meter device.
(2VPreventing electric service from being correctly registered by a meter device.
(3) Unauthorized activation of service.

As a special note to our members, it will also be considered meter tampering if a meter is 
reset and electrical service is restored by anyone other than a Cooperative employee.
All Cooperative meters are sealed. This seal should not be cut or broken without special 
authorization. In cases where the seal must be cut for emergencies, the Cooperative should 
be notified as soon as possible so that the meter can be resealed.

To the teachers and students o f Knox City Elementary School:

I would like to thank all ofyou for the care package I received. All o f the items 
that were sent were greatly appreciated. I was able to share everything with the 
other people that I work with.

There are 10 o f us here that are from Texas, about halffrom our Abilene unit 
and halffrom our parent unit in San Antonio. We are about 2 ^  miles from the 
Croatian border, and about 200 miles north o f Sarajevo. During the war, there 
was major fighting in this area, with hundreds of thousands of land mines being 
placed all over. On a daily basis, we still find about 10 to 20 mines, and this is 
after two years. There isn 7 much actual fighting now, the major emphasis is on 
trying to rebuild the country. Which is where we come into the picture. I help 
coordinate with the local officials, ad act as a liaison between the military and 
the civilians. We have different areas that we have to work in. We also help with 
the rebuilding o f schools, churches, hospitals, roads, water wells and houses.

There are about 8000 U.S. soldiers here, and the average time that we stay is 
anywhere from three to nine months. At the camp that Tm at, we live in tents, 
and when it rains we have to slog around in the mud. The living conditions are 
improving all the time.

The group that Tm with has been here since the middle of December, and are 
expected to leave around the middle o f July. During the winter we had quite a 
few snow storms and below freezing temperatures, and now with spring we’ve 
had a lot o f rain. It normally rains two or three times a week. The temperatures 
are normally in the 70s, with the overnight lows in the 30s and 40s.

I have to be going for now, but /  want to thank you all again for the care 
package. It is a really good idea that you have, because it boosts our morale to 
get something from home. That is something that everyone over here looks 
forward to, is getting mail.
