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Near tragedy

averted when

Lifequard Julie Speck
does 'everything right'

Julie Speck appears a little uncomfortable with the title of 'Hero', but
that is the term being used to describe her efforts in saving a child from
drowning at the city swimming pool last Friday afternoon. Working in
her summer capacity as a lifeguard at the public swimming facility, the
23 year old came face to face with her worst fear and responded
professionally with training and instinct to save 5 year old Jarek Allen
Wilde from certain death.

Events at the swimming pool began about 4:30 last Friday afternoon
when Julie had to leave her lifeguard tower to talk to a group of unruly
boys by the diving board at the deep end of the pool. While walking back
to her tower, Julie spotted a young child on the bottom of the pool,
floating face down on the black stripe that is painted on the bottom of
the pool separating the shallow and deep ends. Seeing the bright red
swimming suit on the child, Julie knew instantly that it was 5 year old
Jarek Wilde, who was at the pool with his sister, Tiffany.

Diving into the water, Julie pulled Jarek up from the bottom and
brought him to the surface. After getting Jarek out of the water with the
aid of a bystander, Julie realized immediately that the child in her hands
had stopped breathing. Yelling at her mother, Sherry Speck, (who was
running the concession stand and had started into the pool area when she
saw Julie dive into the water) to call 911, and operating in an almost
automatic mode due to her lifeguard training, Julie immediately began
the first stage of lifesaving by breathing two full breaths into Jarek's tiny
mouth. Further CPR was not needed as Jarek began to cough and spit
up a little amount of water. To Julie's amazement, the youngster then
began to breath on his own.

Holding Jarek until help arrived, Julie said she felt totally helpless at
not being able to do more at that point, but she was also amazed at how
fast emergency workers arrived at the pool. First to respond were Knox
City Fire Chief Domingo Garcia and Fred Ledesma. Both helped to take
care of Jarek for the few minutes that it took the Knox County EMS crew
to respond with the ambulance. Knox City Police Officer Doug
Stephens also responded, but slipped as he entered the pool area and fell,
badly breaking his thumb.

Because the back maintenance gate to the pool was locked with no
key available to pool personnel, Domingo Garcia lifted Jarek up and
handed him over the chain link fence to EMS personnel Ronnie Brown
and Billy Newten when they arrived. Jarek was taken to the emergency
room at the Knox County hospital. While still on the way to the hospital,
EMS personnel radioed ahead for the hospital to have the CareFlight
medical helicopter from Abilene respond to Knox City. CareFlight's
helicopter was already on a mission, so AreoCare's helicopter from
Lubbock was called and the flight crew immediately responded to Knox
City.

f{fter being treated at the Knox County Hospital by both Dr. Hamadeh
and Dr. Rao, Jarek was airlifted by the AeroCare to Covenant Children's
Hospital in Lubbock for observation. Jarek's dad, Craig Wilde, was able
to ride in the helicopter with his son. Doctors at the Lubbock hospital
kept Jarek overnight for observation, running many tests and expressing
amazement at the fact that x-rays showed there was no water in Jarek's
lungs. One Doctor stated to the family that could only be attributed to
extremely fast action on the part of the lifeguard who rescued Jarek.

Thanking God for the end result of this near tragedy, Julie stated that
"God was the one who did it, he had me in the right spot at the right time.
God kept me calm enough to function, I did not even have time to think
until it was all over." Julie also expressed her thanks to the emergency
workers for responding so fast, and to so many people who have called
her since last Friday. "I have been very moved by the care and concern
shown to me by all the calls," stated Julie.

On a word of caution to area parents, Julie wanted to pass on this
message: "I have been telling people all summer that the pool is not a
baby-sitting service, parents need to be here with their kids. If the

arents of the kids I had to correct had been here watching over their own
children, I would not have had to leave the lifeguard station and might
have seen Jarek quicker."

Julie is the daughter of Danny and Sherry Speck of Knox City. The
whole family is helping to run the pool this summer. Her parents help
with admissions while running the concession stand and her brother,
Shawn, is also a lifeguard at the pool.

Craig and Debbie Wilde
are thankful parents

Craig and Debbie Wilde are extremely grateful and thankful that their
Syearoldson, Jarek Allen Wilde, is still alive today, thanks to the efforts
of Knox City Lifeguard Julie Speck.

Praising Jarek's new 'guardian angel', Debbie realizes that the only
reason her son is happy and smiling today is due to the quick response
of Julie when she spotted Jarek floating at the bottom of the municipal
swimming pool last Friday afternoon.

Working at her job as a Registered Nurse and Director of Nurses at
the Knox County Hospital in Knox City, Debbie received the worst kind
of news that any parent could ever hear when the call came in to the
hospital for the ambulance to respond to the swimming pool for a
drowning child, her child. Beating the ambulance to the scene, Debbie
could only stand and watch as others tended to the emergency care of her
son. Skilled in the medical profession, Debbie has a lot of praise for all
those that helped her child last Friday afternoon. She recognized the
expert care being administered to Jarek by everyone involved in the
rescue, and although she is still very emotional and has a hard time
talking about the ordeal, she does not hesitate to give thanks where it is
due. In visiting with the doctors at Covenant Children's Hospital in
Lubbock, Debbie was told in numerous conversations that the quick
work of Lifeguard Julie Speck resulted in Jarek's outcome as the rescue
was accomplished fast enough that x-rays did not reveal water in her
son's lungs.

When she heard her son was the near drowning victim that the
ambulance was being dispatched for, Debbie says a lot of things flashed
through her mind. "There have been a lot of lessons learned here, and I
can never express enough my appreciation to Julie for her saving my
son," stated Debbie with tears welling up in her eyes. "The Knox City
Swimming Pool is not a baby-sitting service, so many parents just drop
their young children off and leave them. This causes the personnel at the
pool tosupervise the behavior of alot of kids as well as having to do their
lifeguard jobs." She went on to say that she knows she is equally at fault
and she has lived with a tremendous amount of guilt since last Friday
since she too was a parent who just dropped her kids off at the pool.
Fully realizing her mistake, Debbie hopes that other parents will learn
a lesson from this also. While she thought Jarek was all right in going
to the pool with his older sister, Tiffany, Debbie knows she should have
been there also. "This could have happened with me sitting right next
to the pool", stated Wilde, "because it happened so fast."

Debbie wanted to caution other parents to make sure that their
children know how to swim, and to have them wear some type of
flotation device if they do not know how to swim. She also feels that a
key to the back maintenance gate at the pool should be made available
to pool personnel as the EMS workers were not able to gain access
through the locked gate and Jarek had to be lifted over the fence to the
ambulance crew.

Debbie also wanted to thank Janet Johnson, wife of First Baptist
Pastor Johnny Johnson, for her help at the pool with being able to
console her daughter, Tiffany. "She was extremely upset and blaming
herself because she felt she should have been watching Jarek better,"
stated Debbie, who went on to say that "Janet was there and really helped
to calm Tiffany, I can never thank her enough for all she did."

Even though she is a Registered Nurse with many years of experi-
ence, she could only watch as a concerned parent as so many others
worked on her son last Friday. That experience has made her realize just
how fortunate the citizens of Knox City and Knox County are to have
a medical facility like the Knox County Hospital right here in the city.
"We hear a lot of talk about what we don't have because we are in a small
rural town", stated Wilde, "but what we do have here is second to none.
From our EMS personnel to our doctors everyone at the hospital, they
are always there for anyone needing their assistance." With the closest
other area hospital located in Haskell, Wilde stated her belief that "a lot
of people would not be alive today if we did not have this emergency
room and hospital here."

Holding her son tight on her lap and wiping back the tears that flowed
throughout this interview, Debbie said over and over how wonderful the
people of Knox City really are. "Atone point,  know that more than half
of Knox City was outside the hospital waiting for news about Jarek, and
that tells a lot about how much people here care for one another."

City Council splits vote 3-2, will not
hire additional maintenance employee

Councilman expresses anger at question about clean up project

In its regular scheduled meet-
ing on Thursday night, July 8, the
members of the City Council of
Knox City heard many items, and
decided not to hire an additional
employee for the maintenance
department by voting 3 against,
and 2 for the proposal.

Present for the meeting were
Mayor Bud Reynolds, City Man-
ager Danny Parker, City Secre-
tary Brenda Correll, Councilmen
Jeff Stanfield, Tommy Mangis,
David Chapman, Domingo Garcia
and Charles Lankford. Visitors at
the meeting were Attorney Bobby
D. Burnett, Municipal Judge Rob-
ert Harrison, Robert H. Springer
from Stovall Investments, Inc.,
Walt Marshal from Baker Hughes
Western Geophysical, and Rob-
ert B. Daws from Bettis, Boyle &
Stoval, Oil and Gas Producers.

The first item of business on
the agenda was public comment.
When there were none, Mayor
Bud Reynolds went to the next
item, that being the approval of
minutes. During this item, Coun-
cilman Tommy Mangis ques-
tioned a school in Austin that
Municipal Judge Robert Harrison
recently attended, commenting,
"I'd like a little more information
on the schools that everyone at-
tends, if they have to be going, or
don'thaveto." Harrisonresponded
by telling the council that the
school he attended was the result
of changes in the law by the last
legislative session of the Téxas
House. He also thanked the coun-
cil for the opportunity to attend
the schooling.

During the approval of Eco-
nomic Development Corporation
minutes from the 4A EDC Board,
Councilman Tommy Mangis had
questions about the $4,000 assis-

tance grant for the new auto parts
store. Councilman Charles
Lankford then read Article 6 of
the 4A EDC Board bylaws to the
council. His stated point in read-
ing the article of bylaws was that
" like we said last time, that one of
the board members has to be a city
council member. City Manager
Danny Parker responded by point-
ing out that the article was worded
"generally shall be" a member of
the council, meaning that the de-
cision was up to the council. No
action was taken on the matter.
Councilman Mangis had other
questions about EDC, including
what the enterprise zone was, and
was EDC trying to help local busi-
ness owners like Wayne Clark
with his garage. EDC Project
Coordinator Dave Thompson re-
sponded by explaining the enter-
prise zone, and the very strict state
laws governing the use of EDC
funds, and that Wayne Clark had
never approached EDC with a re-
quest for assistance of any kind.
Thompson further stated that
"EDC was more than willing to
help any business, local or those
wanting to move to Knox City, if
all the legal guidelines are met
and approved by the board."

RichPalmaaddressed the coun-
cil next and presented a plaque to
the city to show appreciation for
the support that the city gave fora
recent youth event at the city park.
Palma stated that "The help from
the City of Knox City was appre-
ciated, and we all need to do more
for our kids here." Following his
presentation of the plaque to
MayorReynolds, the council gave
Palma a round of applause for his
efforts in working with local
youth,

Next up on the agenda was a

request from Bettis, Boyle &
- Stovall, Oil and Gas Producers, to
run seismic studies throughout
Knox City. After a presentation
by three representatives of the
proposed operation, members of
the council decided to table a vote
on the matter, pending further

consideration of the facts as pre-
sented. City Manager Danny
Parker was instructed to contact
other communities where this kind
of test had been run and to find out
if there were any negative factors
involved.

Next on the agenda was Attor-
ney Bobby D, Burnett, he had
been asked to come to the meeting
by City Manager Parker to advise
the council on a legal matter con-
cerning the right of way on a cer-
tain street within the city limits.
The matter was discussed, then
tabled with no action needed at
this time.

The Keep Texas Beautiful cam-
paign was discussed next, a mo-
tion was made by Jeff Stanfield
and seconded by David Chapman
that the city join the KTB organi-
zation, all voted in favor. The
Keep Knox City Beautiful orga-
nization was discussed next.
Councilman Mangis presented
information on the unofficial or-
ganizations first project, the demo-
lition and removal of the back
ends of two buildings in the down-
town business area. One was the
former Janie's Barber Shop, and
the other was a beauty shop at one
time. Mangis presented informa-
tion that the City of Knox City
had paid $300.00 to the workers
of Councilman Charles Lankford
as compensation for their work on
the project, and that Councilman
Lankford had absorbed $300.00
out of his own pocket on the
project. Councilman Lankford
also expressed an interest for the
Keep Knox City Beautiful orga-
nization to undertake a project to
clean out all the alleys within the
community. Concerns about cost
and liability insurance with the
proposed project were discussed,
but no action was taken at this
time.

During the discussionabout the
Keep Knox City Beautiful
Organization's first project (the
demolition and removal of the
back ends of two buildings down-
town), Dave Thompson wanted
to know if he could ask a question
about the project. When told yes
by Mayor Reynolds, Thompson
expressed the concern of some of
the downtown business owners
who wanted to know what the
next step of the project was, or if
it was going to be left as is. (See
photo insets). Councilman
Tommy Mangis appeared very
angry and demanded to know who
was complaining and why no one
had contacted him about the mat-
ter. Thompson replied with the
names of the business owners he
had talked to. Again displaying
anger, Mangis then lashed out at
Thompson, stating: "Well, I think
it's funny that no one has com-
plained to me because I'll damn-
guarantee you that I'll take care of
whatever is wrong if they talk to
me." To that, Thompson replied :
"I do not know why people have
not complained to you, but maybe
if this is the kind of reaction they
would receive, it might be'why."
Atthat point, Councilman Mangis
left the room and the building,

making a comment that he was,

going to look at the buildings him-
self. Councilman Stanfield also
left and followed Mangis from
the building. In a short while,
both returned and sat back down
at the council table. Mangis then
stated to the rest of the council, "I
want to offer my apologies to the
council because this is not how I
normally respond."

The matter of an auditor for the
city's annual audit was the next
agendaitem. After adiscussion of
the cost involved, City Manager
Parker was instructed to shop
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around for another auditor who
might be less expensive.

The council voted next to hire
the same firm they had used be-
fore to do the work necessary to
renew the city's wastewater per-
mit with the state.

The agenda item of hiring a
new worker for the maintenance
department was next. Afteravery
lengthy discussion the issue that
included cost, where the employee
would live, and worker produc-
tivity, the council voted 3-2 not to
hire another employee at this time.
Councilmen Garcia and Stanfield
voted for, Councilmen Mangis,
Lankford and Chapman voted
against. Councilman Mangis
stated that he was voting no be-
cause "I have asked for employee
evaluations, and until I get those,
I'1l vote no."

The possibility of entering into
an agreement with the City of
Haskell for seal coating projects
was discussed next. As presented
by City Manager Parker, that type
of an agreement could result in
lower costs. The council voted in
favor of letting Parker proceed
with research into the matter, with
no agreements to be considered
until the matter was brought back
before the council for review.

A legal matter was next on the
agenda. In response to a letter
from an attorney representing a
lady involvedinatraffic accident,
all council members voted in fa-
vorofletting City Manager Parker
hire an attorney to represent the
city if the matter gets to that point.

The presentation of departmen-
tal reports was next. During the
presentation of the Police Depart-
ment report by Officer Stephens,
Councilman Mangis stated that
he wanted the issue of possibility
of acounty-wide law enforcement
agency placed on the agenda for
the next meeting.

The water department report
was next, during that discussion
Councilman Lankford expressed
his thanks to the city employees
for a recent project to clean out a
drainage ditch, stating, "I would
really like to express my appre-
