Knox City Elementary has
earned the rating of "recognized",
the second highestrating awarded
by the state. Each campus and
school districtin the state of Texas
is rated by data from TAAS tests,
attendance, and drop out rates
where applicable and placed into
these categories: Exemplary, Rec-
ognized, Acceptable and Unac-
ceptable.

To achieve a recognized rat-
ing, a school district or campus
must have at least 80 percent of its
total students, as well as each stu-
dent group, African-American,
Hispanic, White and economically
disadvantaged, pass the reading,
writing and math portions of the
TAAS test. Recognized standards
also include an attendance rate of
94%. The elementary campus has
shown improvement for several
years and in the spring of this year
received a cash award of $709 for
improvements in TAAS scores
from the previous year. The stu-
dents and teachers of KC Elemen-
tary will continue to strive toward
the Exemplary rating, but are very
pleased to have attained the high
ranking of Recognized, principal
Maribeth Williams said.

Last session of Legislature '\makes Changes in
Texas Laws that become effective September 1

Traffic laws

Driving-related legislation that
takes effect Sept. 1 includes:

° Large trucks (including 18-
wheelers), assorted vehicles pull-
ing trailers and school activity
buses will now be able to drive
the same speed limit as cars on
interstates and highways num-
‘bered by the federal and state gov-
ernment, a maximum speed limit
of 70 mph day/65 mph night on
those roadways. The truck speed
limit will remain the same (maxi-
mum 60 mph day/55 mph night)
onfarm-to-market (FM)roads and
ranch-to-market (RM) roads.

° School buses without com-
mercial vehicle inspection stick-
ers will now have a maximum
speed limit of 50 mph. The prior

law allowed school busestotravel

55 mph on interstates. School
buses with commercial vehicle
inspection stickers will now be
allowed to travel 60 mph on
interstates and state numbered
highways.

° The speed limit on beaches
has been lowered to 15 mph.

° Although legislation to raise
the driving age had been intro-
duced during the session, nothing
passed. The standard legal driv-
ing age in Texas remains 16.

Seat belts

The current seat belt law has
been broadened to cover all chil-
drenina vehicle, no matter where
they are seated. That means that
allchildren under 15 mustbe prop-
erly restrained-period. The new
law also now requires seat belt
usage for children under 15 years
of age in one-ton pick-ups. (Please
note that children under two years
of age must still be seated in an
approved car seat.) One other
change clarifies that safety belt
means a lap belt and a shoulder
strap, if the vehicleis soequipped.

DWI
~ The DWI threshold will drop
from 0.10 to 0.08 blood alcohol
content This change in the law
also will affect the Administra-

tive License Revocation program,

"Hometown Banking With

which allows for the civil suspen-
sion of driver licenses for those
who register a .08 or above, as
well as those who refuse a breath
test.

Vehicle inspections

Vehicle inspection fees will in-
crease on Sept. 1, 1999. Safety
Only Inspection - $12.50, Motor-
cycles - $12.50, Mopeds - $5.75,
New Car Initial Inspection -
$21.75, Emission Only Inspec-
tion $13.00, Safety and Emis-
sions Inspection $25.50.

° Starting Jan. 1, 2000, all gas
caps will be pressure-tested dur-

- ing vehicle inspections to make

sure caps are not leaking gas fumes
into the atmosphere.

Drivers license

Beginning Sept. 1, new driver
licenses, identification cards and
renewals will have a writeable
surface on the back, so license
holders will have the option to fill
in a contact number to call in an
emergency if law enforcement
agencies need to contact next-of-
kin. License and 1.D. holders al-
ready are able to write in where an
emergency directive to physician
is filed and any allergic reactions
to drugs the license holder may
have.

Sex crimes

Sex-offenderregistration infor-
mationavailable to the publicused
toinclude only an offender’s name
and street name. It will now in-
clude the offender’s numeric ad-
dress and photograph.

°The penalty for failing to com-
ply with sex offender registration
requirements was strengthened
from what had been a state jail
felony across the board for all
offenders. After Sept. 1, the pun-
ishment for failure to comply with
registration will depend on the
seriousness of the specific crime
for which the sex offender was
‘convicted: For example, if an-of-
fender has a single conviction for
a serious felony offense that re-
quires lifetime registration and
annual verification with local law
enforcement, that offender could

be charged with a 3rd degree
felony for failure to comply with
registration. If an offender has
more than one conviction for' a
serious felony offense that re-
quires lifetime registration and
verification with local law en-
forcement once every 90 days,
that offender would be charged
with a 2nd degree felony for fail-
ure to comply with registration.

° Collection of DNA identifi-
cation has been expanded to in-
clude all offenders who are re-
quired to register as sex offend-
ers, and all offenders convicted of
aggravated assault, homicide and
burglary of a habitation. Offend-
ers incarcerated or convicted in
Texas of sex-related offenses have
been required since 1996 to give
blood samples for DNA profiling
andinclusionin the state’s CODIS
database. (Combined DNA Index
System.) CODIS is a DNA profile
repository that law enforcement
investigators throughout Texas
and the nation use to help solve
sex crimes, which often are com-
mitted by repeat offenders. The
CODIS database has helped Texas
law enforcement officers crack
six unsolved sexual assaults since
June 1998.

° A Sex Offender Compliance
Unit will be added to the DPS
Special Crimes Service to inves-
tigate and apprehend sexually vio-
lentoffenders. The Special Crimes
Service already has a fugitive ap-
prehension. unit that targets vio-
lent re-offenders.

° The Special Crimes Service
also will electronically monitor
certain sex offenders (those sub-
jectto civil commitment) who are
deemed likely to re-offend and
are believed unlikely to respond
to traditional mental illness treat-
ment aimed at keeping them from
committing additional sex crimes
. © Failure to stop or to report
aggravated sexual assault of a
child*will be a Class A misde-
meanor. e

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Looking for a place to hunt doves?

By Dana Wright
Texas Parks & Wildlife Dept.

If you are looking for a place to
dove hunt this year, the Texas
Parks & Wildlife (TPW) may have

_just what you are looking for. For

the last five years TPW has leased
lands from private landowners for
dove hunting rights. These spe-
cial public dove hunting areas are
open to any hunter with a valid
Texas hunting license and a $40
annual public hunting permit.

The permit also allows public
access to over 1 million acres of
land for many other types of hunt-
ing and outdoor recreation oppor-
tunities, including deer, feral hog,
turkey, quail and waterfowl. And,
all young people, under the age of
17, can hunt free with a permitted
adult on all public hunting lands.

Maps of the dove areas and
other public hunting areas are
available to individuals purchas-
ing an annual public hunting per-
mit. For this area of the state, there
are public hunting areas located

in Collingsworth, Cottle, Donley,
Fisher, Gray, Knox and Hemphill
Counties.

The areas in Collingsworth,
Fisher, Gray and Knox County
are special public dove hunting-
areas that were leased by TPW
because of their location, ease of
access and we felt that they would
offer some quality dove hunting
opportunites. These areas contain
plenty of dove-attracting food
supplies, such as sunflower, cro-
ton, millet and wheat and will also
have a water source and areas for
roosting. We hope these areas will
attract a lot of doves as well as
hunters to take advantage of these
areas.

The dove season for the North
Zone is September 1, 1999 - Oc-
tober 30, 1999 with a daily bag
limit of 15 withno more than 30in
possession.
