1999 Sheriff's Dept. report

The year of 1999 was a very
interesting and learning experi-
ence for not only myself but also
for the other employees that work
with me at the Knox County
Sheriff's Department. Through-
out the year, the number of crimi-
nal offenses fluctuated, one month
we were swamped, then the next
month, almost nothing criminal
"reported". The numbers reported
are as follows:

Assaults: 165, Thefts/Burglar-
ies: 53, Drug offenses: 5, DWI or
DUI by minor, 11; Estray cases 7.

A total of 92 cases as indicated
above, with 71 of them cleared by
this department. This does not take
into account the large array of
other miscellaneous cases to nu-
merous to mention.

Along with the criminal cases,
this department had a yearly total
of 343 pieces of Civil Process that
had to be served. The civil pro-
cess papers include divorce pa-
pers, child suppoit notification
suits, subpoena notices, civil ex-
ecutions, etc., just about anything
that is not considered criminal
where one person is suing another
for money or property.

During the year, we saw trained
employees quit for one reason or
another, with the result being hav-
ing to hire others, usually requir-
ing training. The training must
not only be for the actual job, but
also for familiarizing the new
employee with written and im-
plied policies of the county and
the Sheriff's Department.

We have tried to encourage
realistic law enforcement and co-
operation throughout the county,
with our assistance being readily
available when necessary. This
cooperation is not only with the
other local law enforcement de-
partments, but also with law en-
forcement agencies statewide. We
have also worked to improve com-
munication and cooperation with
the citizens of the county, includ-

ing the other County Departments.

Mid year we picked up a early
80's model Bronco from Hwy. 82
in Benjamin, which had been

- abandoned. After some repairs,

the vehicle was made functional
and was added to the department
as another vehicle in the event of
actual rain and muddy roads ap-
pear, or the need to gain access to
rough terrain arises. The vehicle
is 4-WD and appears to be reli-
able as an energy vehicle, and I'm
glad to have it in our inventory.

The Federal Contract to patrol
the Brine Lake area was made a
reality, and it began in October
1999. With the funds from patrol-
ling the lake, we were able to
obtain a second full time patrol-
ling deputy, making this county a
little more secure and allowing
for more time to be spent on in-
vestigating offenses that are re-
ported. The second full time
Deputy, T.L. Shelton, lives in the
community of Truscott.

In turn, with the second full
time deputy, we were able to en-
tertain the idea of having a drug
dog locally. Through donations
and fund raisers from some very
generous and helpful citizens, the
dog was made a reality. Deputy
Jason Zeissel now is the dog han-
dler, and is available throughout
the county if the need arises.

And as always, I encourage
citizens to communicate with this
department if you have a problem
and we can be of some type of
assistance to you. I also solicit
suggestions on how we can im-
prove the operations of this de-
partment. As an added note, I en-
courage all citizens who do have a
problem to contact this depart-
mentimmediately. Waiting 2 days
to 2 months makes it very difficult
to gather evidence and settle a
case.
