VRJC increases
enrollment due to
nursing shortage

VERNON - "A registered nurs-
ing shortage exists both in Texas
and nationwide," Cathy Bolton,
Vernon Regional Junior College's
Director of Health Sciences, said.
Pointing to a recently released
estimates from the Texas Nurses
Foundation, Bolton notes that the
state needs about 40,000 more
registered nurses with rural Texas
accounting for 25 percent of this
shortage. Nationwide, the U.S.
Labor Department predicts that
an additional 450,000 nurses will
be needed by 2008.

"VRIC s trying to do its partin
addressing the need for nurses.
The College has increased the
enrollment limit in the nursing
program by 18 percent beginning
this fall," Bolton said.

The registered nursing pro-
gram, also called Association
Degree in Nursing (ADN), in-
cludes a generic track (for stu-
dents who have no previous nurs-
ing experience) and a licensed
vocational nursing track (for stu-
dents who are licensed vocational
nurses).

The College also has a voca-
tional nursing program. The ap-
plication deadline for the Vernon
campus program is August 1.

Physical Therapist Assistant is
another health-related program
available on the Vernon campus.
The lectures come through inter-
active television from Amarillo
Collegetoa VRIC classroom, and
the labs are also held on the VRIC
campus. The PTA program may
be completed in two years. Upon
graduation, students are eligible
to take the state licensing exami-
nation.

Early registration will be held
on August 8, and regular registra-
tionis set for August 21 at Osborne
Administration Building on the
Vernon campus.
