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Transfersof Pupils
Must Be Made In

Month of August
The following statement re-

garding the transfer of pupils from
one school district to another, was
issued by County Superintendent
Matt Graham this week:

"For the benefit of those who
may have forgotten the last date
of transferring, I want to remind
you of the section of the transfer
law regulating this date 'no
transfer shall be made after Aug-
ust 1

"Transferring may be done as
it has beenhcrc-to-fo-rc with the
exception of the application hav-
ing to be presentedat the County
Superintendent's office by the
person desjring to transfer his
child and thischangein the trans-
fer law 'provided that any dis-tr-ic

tor independent district being
dissatisfied with any transfers
made by the county superinten
dent may appeal from such action
to the county board of trustees
of said county who shall have the
right to annul and cancel the
transfer allowed by the county
superintendent.'

"The county board may make
the transfer of a child whosegrade
is not taught in the home district,
but for convenienceit would be
better for the parents to transfer
the child if he has definitely de-
cided the high school he is to at-
tend.

"According to information re
ceived from the State Department
of Education, the receiving school
must charge tuition on transfers
after the state apportionment has
been exhausted. The tuition per
month that is charged will vary
with the different schools and is
determinedby the cost of

36 Modernization
Loans In County
Amount to $16,720

Latest figures reveal that 36
loans amounting to $16,720.18have
been made in Haskell County un-
der the ModernizationCredit Plan
or Title I of the National Housing
Act, according to a statement by
r. s. L.uttrell. Ft. Worth. Asso
ciate Director of the Northwest-
ern Texas District of the Federal
Housing Administration.

The" Northwestern District of
Texas with headquarters in Fort
Worth comprises 113 counties of
north andwest Texas.During the
20 months operation of the Fed
eral Housing Administration, there
has been a total of 9,610 loans
amounting to $3,241,505.08 made
under Title I throughout this dis-
trict, states Luttrcll.

Title I or Modernization Credit
Loans are made by banks and
other financial institutions ap-
proved by the Federal Housing
AfJminij"ration; the loans tre
made for repaiiing, altering, mod-
ernizing and the improvement of
real property. The obligation is
repaid in small .equal monthly
payments over a period of years
not to exceed five. This particu-
lar section of the National Hous-
ing Act expired on April 1, 1936,
but becauseof the demand for
this type of loan, and the great
benefits to property owners,build-
ing material dealers,and labor in
the building trades, the Moderni-
zation Credit Plan was extended
to April 1, 1937.

"Altogether, many thousandsof
business firms, and millions of
wage earners,have profited", says
Luttrell. "The recovery evident
during the past year and a half
in practically all lines of industry
related to housing indicates that
the ModernizationCredit Plan for
the Federal Housing Administra-
tion has acted as a substantial
force.

"The Impetus gained as a re-

sult of this emergency measure
is being enlarged and carried for-
ward by increased home-buildi- ng

activity, which was given a start
and has been greatly accelerated
bv the timely inception of the In
sured Mortgage System or Title
II of the Federal Housing Ad-
ministration. New residential
building started during the first
six months of 1936 is double that
of the first six months of 1935,
based on building permits issued
in the district.

"This revival of home-constructi- on

has resulted in the rapid re-

employment of building-trade- s
workers ,to such an extent that
in many areas there are today
no idle skilled craftsmen avail-
able", statesthe FHA official.

"The widespread effect of the
National Housing Act may best
be judged from the fact that loans
have beenmade in aU except four
of the one hundred and thirteen
countiesIn this district", saysLut-

trell. "Information on the FHA
plan of financing repairs, altera-
tions and modernization of homes
as well as for the construction of
new homes may be had at any
lumbar yard, building material
dealer, approved lending agency
or by writing direct to the Federal
Housing Administration office in
Fort Worth, Texas."

The New Deal has dealt
kindly with the American worker.
