July 9. The Meek Blood Center 
Bloodmobile from Abilene will 
be at the hospital from noon until 
6:00 p.m. "This is our first time to 
have a blood drive in Knox City, 
and we are looking forward to 
building a long-term relationship 
with the good-hearted people of 
Knox City and the surrounding 
community," Frances Baker, do­
nor recruiter, said. "The summer 
months always present a difficult 
challenge, so we are grateful to 
the hospital for hosting this blood 
drive. The blood drives are cru­
cial in helping us maintain ad ad­
equate supply of safe blood."

Meek Blood Center, which is 
part of Hendrick Health Systems, 
as established in the early 1950's 
by Dr. Jarrett Williams. From the 
beginning, the mission has been 
to be the "life blood of the Texas 
midwest". The Center supplies 
blood for Hendrick Medical Cen­
ter as well as fifteen other medical 
facilities.

Less than five percent of 
healthy Americans eligible to do­
nate blood actually donate each 
year, yet seventh-two percent of 
the populations will require a 
transfusion of some type of blood 
product or component before the 
age of 70. Accident Victims, can­
cer patients, premature babies and 
patients being treated for severe 
anemia are some of the recipients 
of blood donations. Each dona­
tion can help up to three different 
people. Platelets and plasma are 
separated from the red cells to

meet the differing needs of the 
public.

To be eligible to donate blood, 
a person must be between the ages 
of 17 to 71. They must weigh at 
least 110 pounds. Most mainte­
nance medications (such as blood 
pressure, hormones, cholesterol, 
etc.) can be accepted.

Giving blood is easy. Follow­
ing registration, the donor will 
answer simple medical history 
questions and receive a mini­
physical.

Only a brief pinch will be felt 
and the five to eight minute dona­
tion will be over with before one 
knows it. Afterward, the donor 
can relax for a few minutes with 
refreshments.

Each donor will receive a T- 
shirt, compliments of Meek Blood 
Center, to show their appreciation 
for the donation.

Another way Meek shows their 
appreciation is to offer a free cho­
lesterol screening each time a do­
nation is made.

Those wishing to participate in 
this should call the Meek Blood 
center three days after donating to 
receive the results.
