conditions prevail, expect wild-
fires in dormant grasses to ignite
readily, spread rapidly and be
more difficult to contain.

Texans should look for fire
danger to remain higher for the
next couple of days while this dry
air mass hangs around, according
to Tom Spencer, fire risk assess-
ment coordinator with the Texas
Forest Service in Huntsville.

During the next couple of days,
itis particularly important for ev-
eryone to observe proper outdoor
safety precautions. The Texas
Forest Service recommends post-
ponement of outdoor burning dur-
ing the current dry, windy condi-
tions. Agency fire prevention lead-
ers also ask that smokers dispose
of smoking materials properly,
either in an ashtray or crushed in
bare dirt. The agency also recom-
mends caution with the use of
welding and other spark-produc-
ing equipment around dry grass.

Fire danger is greatest in West
Texas, where dormant vegetation
was already dry before the front
came through. Spencer indicated,
though, that the transition from
low to high fire danger can hap-
pen quickly wherever dead grass
is present, so all areas of the state
will experience greater wildfire
risk until weather conditions mod-
erate.

Groundwater
Conservation
locating wells

The Rolling Plains Groundwa-
ter Conservation District is in the
process of locating the existing
wells in Baylor, Haskell and Knox
Counties. Chapter 36 of the Texas
Water Code provides that the Dis-
trict shall locate and register all
wells in the District. The wells are
being precisely located by lati-
tude and longitude with Global
Positioning Systems (GPS) oper-
ated by the Texas Boll Weevil
Eradication Foundation.

Using the resources of the
Texas Boll Weevil Eradication
Foundation (TBWEF) to locate
these wells is the most cost-effec-
tive method for the District. This
will eliminate the overhead of
buying equipment and hiring and
training personnel for what will
be a one-time activity. The
TBWEEF personnel began locat-
ing wells about 10 days ago. At
the present time, wells are being
located outside of city limits
within the three counties.

It is important that all wells in
the District be located and regis-
tered, if the well is producing or
not. Even if a well is dry at the
present time, with the lowered
water table it is important that the
well location be known.
