Texas stands to lose 'free' 
status for cattle tuberculosis

By April, the US Department 
of Agriculture (USD A) could can­
cel Texas’ “free” status for cattle 
tuberculosis (TB) eradication be­
cause two of the state’s estimated 
153,(KX) cattle herds have been 
diagnosed with the disease since 
summer 2001. Texas had gained 
TB-free status in November 20(X), 
with the exception of portions of 
El Paso and Hudspeth Counties, 
which had been “zoned out,” due 
to recurring infection cases of the 
bacterial infection that can cause 
cattle to develop internal lesions.

“According to the USDA’s 
Code of Federal Regulations for 
tuberculosis, any state will lose 
its ‘free’ status when two infected 
herds are detected within a 48- 
month period,” explained Dr. 
Linda Logan, Texas’ state veteri­
narian and executive director of 
the Texas Animal Health Com­
mission (TAHC), the state’s live­
stock health regulatory agency. 
“Our first infected beef cattle herd 
was found and depopulated in 
Fayette County this past summer. 
We have just completed depopu­
lating an infected beef and dairy 
operation headquartered in Pecos 
County. Commercially sold milk 
products are pasteurized, or heat- 
treated to kill bacteria, such as 
TB.”

TAHC and USDA staff tested 
more than 60 herds and traced 
five years of cattle movement into 
and out of the Fayette County 
herd in their effort to pinpoint the 
origin of the TB infection. Epide­
miology tracing and testing is still 
underway for the Pecos County 
herd.

“We anticipate that the USDA 
rule to downgrade Texas’ TB sta­
tus from ‘free’ to modified ac­
credited advanced status could be

published sometime in April,” 
commented Dr. Richard Ferris, 
area veterinarian-in-charge for the 
USDA’s Animal and Plant Health 
Inspection Service, Veterinary 
Services (USDA-APHIS-VS) in 
Texas. He noted that the specific 
regulation changes will affect all 
of Texas, except El Paso and 
Hudspeth Counties, which will 
remain separate, due to high-risk 
herds awaiting federal depopula­
tion.

“Upon publication of the rule, 
Texas breeding cattle that are be­
ing moved out of state will have to 
be tested for TB and be identified 
with an official ear tag,” said Dr. 
Ferris. Breeding cattle can be ex­
empted from the testing require­
ment, if they’re interstate move­
ment is directly to slaughter or to 
a specially designated feedlot. 
Also, cattle from TB-accredited 
herds are exempt from the testing 
requirement, as their herd has been 
tested regularly to gain status.

As always, within 30 days prior 
to interstate movement, Texas 
breeding cattle (unless they are 
moving directly to slaughter) must 
have a certificate of veterinary 
inspection and a test for cattle 
brucellosis, if the animals are not 
from a certified brucellosis-free 
herd.

“The USDA is deferring until 
January 2003 its requirement for 
Texas feeder animals to be offi­
cially identified before they leave 
the state,” said Logan. “This iden­
tification can be an official ear 
tag, or registered animals can be 
identified with a brand or tattoo. 
Unless a waiver or other arrange­
ments can be agreed upon with 
the USDA before January 2003, 
feeder heifers leaving the state 
after that date will have to be TB

tested, unless they are moved to a 
specially designated feedlot or 
directly to slaughter.

Dr. Logan said more than 1.4 
million cattle were shipped out of 
state in fiscal year 2001. Most of 
those were feeder or slaughter 
animals. “The cost of tagging 
feeder cattle will be high, and we 
anticipate federal assistance for 
extra workload and expense,” she 
said. In two years, Texas could 
apply with the USDA for rein­
statement of TB-free status, if no 
additional infection is detected, 
she said.

Dr. Logan explained that a TB 
skin test must be conducted by an 
accredited veterinarian, who in­
jects tuberculin into the skin near 
the animal’s tail, in an area called 
the “caudal fold^” The veterinar­
ian then examines the site 72 hours 
later for a swelling response that 
might indicate that the animal had 
been exposed to TB. If a response 
is detected, she said a second skin 
test can be run on the animal’s 
neck. If this “comparative cervi­
cal” test also is positive, the ani­
mal must be slaughtered and its 
carcass carefully examined for TB 
lesions.

“TB testing requires that ani­
mals be held for at least three days 
in a pen, pasture or other holding 
facility for each test, and this 
would be very disruptive to cur­
rent trade and movement prac­
tices,” Dr. Logan said.

Dr. Ferris said nearly all U.S. 
TB cases, including the recent 
ones in Texas, are initially de­
tected through surveillance at 
slaughter plants. USDA and state 
meat inspectors check all cattle 
carcasses for internal lesions char­
acteristic of the bacterial disease.

Q: If I feel I am not responsible 
for all or part of my debt, is it 
possible to appeal? How?
A: You have the right to request a 
waiver. If a waiver is granted, part 
or all of your debt may be for­
given. A waiver cannot be granted 
if there is fraud, misrepresenta­
tion or bad faith on your part that 
led to the creation of the debt. To

VA explaining why you should 
not be held responsible for pay­
ment of the debt. Include a "Fi­
nancial Status Report" along with 
any documentation that supports 
your statements. ,To be eligible 
for waiver consideration, you must 
be a veteran, spouse or ex-spouse 
of a veteran. If you request waiver 
of an education, pension or com­
pensation debt, your request must 
be submitted within 180 days of 
the date you were originally noti­
fied of the debt. For loan guaranty 
program debts, you have one year 
from notification. If you want an 
oral hearing, say so in your letter. 
Send all requests to: Department 
of Veterans Affairs, Debt Man­
agement Center, and P.O. Box 
11930, St. Paul, MN 55111.

Q: I heard that VA accepts com­
promise offers. What are they and 
how do I make one?
A: VA can also consider a lesser 
amount as full settlement of your 
debt. This is referred to as a "com­
promise offer." To ihake an offer, 
you should send VA a letter stat­

ing you are 
making a com­
promise offer and specify the 
amount you wish to pay. You 
should also complete and return a 
"Financial Status Report" with 
your letter Your offer will be re­
ferred to the Commrttee on Waiv­
ers and Compromises for consid­
eration. If accepted, you will be 
advised of the terms of accep­
tance. Compromise offers must 
normally be paid in a lump sum 
within 30 days of acceptance.

Q: If I choose not to request a 
waiver or offer a compromise, 
what other options are available? 
A: You may be considered for a 
monthly payment plan. Please fill 
out and return the Financial Sta­
tus Report and make sure you 
complete item 24B with the 
amount you wish to pay. Debt 
Management Center will contact 
you with an acceptance of the 
payment plan or an alternative 
monthly amount that would be 
acceptable. Do not send a check 
with the Financial Status Report.

When lesions are found, the carcass is retained pending laboratory 
diagnosis. If TB infection is confirmed, the carcass is condemned. 
Animal health officials will determine the herd of origin for the infected 
animal, so that any remaining cattle can be tested. Cattle moved into or 
out of the herd are traced and tested as are neighboring herds. Any 
infectqd are depopulated, with the USD A providing indemnity funds to 
the producer. '

“We know Texas has been at particular risk for TB, because Texas 
livestock brokers import nearly a million Mexican feeder cattle each 
year. Cattle TB continues to be a problem in many Mexican states. Many 
of these Mexican feeder animals are placed on pastures across the state 
until they’re heavy enough for the feedyard. Potential exposure between 
these cattle and domestic cow-calf operations sspreads our risk across the 
state,” said Dr. Logan. She noted that, in fiscal year 2001,64 TB-positive 
cases were detected in U.S. slaughter plants. Of the 50 cases investiga­
tions that have been completed, 48 involved Mexican-origin cattle. Since 
October 2001, Mexican-origin cattle have been involved in seven of nine 
TB cases in feedlot animals.

“We’ve worked closely with Mexico on TB eradicatiqn since 1988, 
when the USDA began offerin- training and technical support,” she said. 
“Since 1994, Mexican cattle have been imported under a ‘consensus 
agreement.’ New federal regulations will be implemented for Mexican 
imports this April, which will provide more disease protection not only 
for Texas, but also for the other states that receive Mexican-origin feeder 
animals. “

Mexican-origin roping steers also may place domestic cattle at risk, 
commented Dr. Logan, as she pointed out that two TB-mfected Mexican 
roping steers were detected in fiscal year 2o6l.

“Mexican rodeo stock are to be tested negative for TB within 12 
months before being used in events,” said Dr. Logan. “TAHC regulations 
also require that they be retested for TB every 12 months thereafter. Due 
to the potential for TB exposure from these animals, and the fact that they 
may expose valuable stock at fairs and rodeos, we will be redoubling our 
efforts to ensure that owners have had these animals tested, according to 
regulations.”

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New Regulations Mean Short Time-Frame to Secure NAP Coverage
Growers of Noninsurable Crops Need to Act Now

COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS - March 19,2002 - Federal regulations published today set the stage
for better risk protection for growers of noninsurable crops, but leave only a short time for producers to 
take advantage of the benefits available for crop losses in 2001 and 2002. Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
offices stand ready to accept applications from producers for coverage available through the Noninsured 
Assistance Program (NAP).

Crops eligible-for NAP 9overage are those for which crop ihsurance is not available, including fruits 
and vegetables, aquaculture, pecans, turfgrass and forage crops.

“The new regulations governing NAP give producers the opportunity to purchase affordable protection 
against crop losses, “ says John Fuston, State Executive Director for FSA in Texas. “It’s critical that 
producers file their 2001 and 2002 applications for coverage and pay their service- fees by April 18,2002. 
Like crop insurance, once an application period closes, the opportunity to obtain coverage is gone,” he says.

NAP coverage requires a service fee of $100 per crop, per producer with a $300 cap per county. Out- 
of-pocket expenses for any producer will not to exceed $900, even if production occurs in more than three 
counties. Service fees may be waived for eligible limited resource producers.

“The new, streamlined program has already begun to benefit Texas growers. To date Texas has 
dispersed more than $212,000 for NAP crop losses incurred in 2001,” Fuston says.

Under the previous NAP program, coverage was only available when catastrophic losses occurred in 
a widespread area. New provisions allow for individual coverage tailored to meet a producer’s specific 
needs and allow for a customized crop protection plan. With the elimination of area crop loss provisions, 
each qualifying individual loss can be addressed based on its own merits.

“Because FSA has the ability to protect against individual losses, response time is quicker and payment 
to the producer will be at the end of the growing season,” says Fuston,

As outlined in the regulations, maintaining eligibility for 2001 and 2002 crops requires producers who 
otherwise would be late in filing the application apply and pay service fees within 30 days of publication 
of the rule. NAP continues to require reporting of crop acreage, yields and production as a condition of 
eligibility. In addition, producers are required to report losses the earlier of 15 days after damaging weather 
occurs or the date loss becomes apparent. »

“Good record-keeping by producers is becoming increasingly more important: This is especially true 
for NAP because accurate records ensure producers receive the best coverage available under the 
program,” says Fuston.

Fuston explained, if producers timely filed a notice of loss for the 2001 crop year they may be eligible 
for NAP benefits. However, if this notice of loss was not filed within 15 calendar days of the disaster or 
the loss became apparent, then the producer is not eligible for 2001. ^

In addition to filing applications for coverage and paying fees within the next 30 days, NAP crop 
producers have the opportunity to certify their 2000 crop production to both support their proven yields 
ar^ submit 2001 crop production records to substantiate loss claims. i

“The window of opportunity for NAP coverage for 2001 and 2002 is now down to less than 30 days. 
So I would encourage interested producers who timely submitted notices of loss on 2001 crops to apply 
for coverage by April, 18,2002, and encourage 2002 NAP producers to heed this deadline as well,” Fuston 
states.
