Former #6 ranked team upset with loss, protest game officials ■

See you at the game ... Knox City will host Paducah 
Friday night - 7:30 p.m. - at Greyhound Stadium

After losing their first district game 15-13 to the Knox City Greyhounds last Friday night, the Hamlin Pied 

Pipers coaching staff and school superintendent apparently refuse to let the game end on the playing field, 
choosing instead to file protests against the_ officials from Wichita Falls that called the, game. Word was 
received at the NEWS office on Monday of this week that a protest had been filed over a facemask penalty 
called against Hamlin in the third overtime period, and that the game film would be reviewed as a result of 
the protest. As of our press deadline, it was not known what the outcome of the protest was, although the 15- 
13 win by Knox City's Greyhounds stands as a district win for Knox City and a district loss for the former class 
2A Hamlin Pied Pipers. It is ironic that Hamlin is choosing to protest one penalty called against them, but they 
seem to be overlooking several calls in their favor that Knox City fans thought were unfair. Two pass 
interference calls received a lot of boos from Knox City fans, while three late hits and one more facemask 
offense by Hamlin players right in front of the home stands never drew the attention of a yellow flag.

Long before the game went into the 7-7 tie and three overtime periods, the Greyhounds proved their 
dominance over the Pied Pipers early on. Knox City's powerful offense rolled up 282 yards on 66 carries, while 
the awesome Greyhound defense held a much bigger Hamlin offense to just 94 yards on 29 rushes. Knox City 
ground out 16 first downs, while the former 2A Pied Pipers^were held to just 8. Knox City only tried to pass 
the ball 9 times, with 2 completions and 3 interceptions. Hamlin went to the air early, throwing 24 times with 
just 5 completions and 1 interception. Knox City fumbled 4 times and lost the ball to the Hamlin defense 2 
times. Hamlin fumbled 3 times with 1 recovery by the Greyhound defense. Once again, turnovers and 
penalty's hurt the Greyhounds, KC drew 10 yellow flags for 73 yards while Hamlin was penalized 9 times for 
46 yards. Without the penalty's and turnovers, Knox city might have rolled over the Pied Pipers, 28-0.

Knox City's scoring started in the first quarter with 7:34 left on the cloqk when fullback Scooter Thompson 
took the ball across the goal line on a 2 yard run up the middle. Dominique Collier kicked in the extra point 
to put the Greyhounds out front. Hamlin scored next on a 77 yard run by quarterback Austin Steele with just 
35 seconds left in the first quarter. Anthony Gonzalez kicked in the extra point to tie the game at 7-7. With 
a strong defensive battle on the field, that score would remain throughout the remainder of the game and 
through the first two overtime periods.

In the third overtime period, Hamlin scored first on a 1 yard run by quarterback Austin Steele. A pass 
attempt by Hamlin for the extra points failed, leaving the scoreboard showing Hamlin 13-Knox City 7. It didn't 
take the Greyhounds long to score when Riley Spells ran the ball into the end zone from 9 yards out. With 
the score tied at 13-13, Dominique Collier busted through the line for the two extra points and Knox City's 
15-13 win over Hamlin. A lot of fans did not understand why Knox City elected to go for the two points with 
a run instead of kicking in the extra point. Since no one can ever remember Knox City being in a three overtime 
game, the rules are not known by most. UIL high school rules clearly state that the teams can kick or run extra 
point attempts in the first and second overtimes, but a third overtime period does not allow a kick attempt. A 
lot of 'Monday morning quarterbacks' were fooled by that, with some going so far as to criticize our coaching 
staff for running the extra point attempt in.

With the home fans erupting into absolute hysteria, the cheering, hollering and hugging must have lasted 
five minutes after the game ended. Stunned Greyhound players wondered around on the field, some in a daze 
and some with tears streaming down their faces, intensely proud that they had held and defeated the number 
six ranked team in Texas class A football. In what might have the longest game in Knox City football history, 
our players were on the field from the 7:30 kickoff until the 10:45 p.m. final buzzer.

In other district action, Munday defeated Crowell and Paducah defeated Rotan. After the first week of 
district play, Knox City, Munday and Paducah are 1-0, while Hamlin, Crowell and Rotan are 0-1. This week's 
action will see Paducah coming to Knox City, Munday will host Rotan and Crowell will travel to Hamlin. At 
Monday night's meeting of the KCHS Athletic Booster Club, Head Coach Wayne Hutchinson told the support 
organization that despite Paducah's season record of 4-2, the Greyhounds are not taking this Friday night's 
game lightly. The Paducah quarterback and runningback who have been out with injuries are reported to be 
ready for this game, and runningback Patrick Hemphill is always a threat. Game time is 7:30 p.m. at 
Greyhound Stadium.
