premium, medical bills, and pre-
scriptions; Proof of resources, 
such as checking or savings 
account statement or passbook, 
life insurance policies, tax state-
ments for real estate; and Immu-
nization Records. 

The District Court heard two 
pleas when it met in Clarendon on 
Monday, January 26.

District Attorney Luke Inman, 
assisted by Greg Buckley, pros-
ecuted the cases for the State of 
Texas with the Honorable Judge 
Stuart Messer presiding.

Joseph Marvin Shadle was 
placed on probation for a period of 
two years for the Class A Misde-
meanor offense of assault.  Shadle 
pleaded guilty and was placed 
on deferred adjudication for the 

offense.
Shadle, 34-year-old resident of 

Clarendon, was arrested in Donley 
County for the offense that took 
place January 8, 2014 by Donley 
County Deputy Sonny Marasco. 
Shadle was indicted by a Donley 
County Grand Jury on June 25, 
2014.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Shadle was required to pay a fi ne of 
$2,000 fi ne to Donley County, $398 
in court costs, and successfully 
complete 100 hours of community 

service. If Shadle violates proba-
tion, he could face up to one year in 
the Donley County Jail.

Justin Lane Rose was placed 
on probation for a period of three 
years for the third degree felony 
offense of possession of marihuana.  
Rose pleaded guilty and was placed 
on deferred adjudication for the 
offense.

Rose, 26-year-old resident 
of Dallas, was arrested in  Donley 
County for the offense that took 
place December 30, 2013 by DPS 

Trooper Max Honesto. Rose was 
indicted by a Donley County Grand 
Jury on November 13, 2014.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Rose was required to pay a fi ne of 
$3,000 fi ne to Donley County, $458 
in court costs, $180 restitution, and 
successfully complete 200 hours of 
community service. 

If Rose violates the term of his 
probation, he could face up to 10 
years in the Institutional Division of 
the Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice.

CC spring 
enrollment 
down 4.4%

Clarendon College reports 
spring enrollment is down slightly 
following the 12th day of class last 
Wednesday, February 4, but contact 
hours, which determine CC’s state 
funding, were up slightly.

CC President Robert Riza said 
the strong economy in Gray County 
impacts the college’s Pampa Center 
with more students going into the 
workforce than pursuing education.

Contact hours for this semester 
were reported at 260,808, up two 
percent from spring 2014. Riza said 
Clarendon is one of seven commu-
nity colleges across the state to expe-
rience growth in contact hours.

 “The downturn in oil and gas 
didn’t happen strong enough or soon 
enough to impact our enrollment,” 
Riza said and noted that the college 
is also living with a declining popu-
lation in its rural service area.

Total enrollment this spring is 
1,070, which is down 4.4 percent 
compared to 1,119 at this point last 
year. The home campus reports 
the biggest enrollment with 321 
students, up 9.9 percent from last 
spring. The Pampa Center has a 
headcount of 210, down from 317 
last year.

The Childress Center reports 
50 students, which is up from  44 last 
year; and the Amarillo Cosmetology 
Center has 55 students this spring 
compared to 33 last year.

“We have 75 commuters in 
Clarendon and the second highest 
dorm count in recent times,” Riza 
said.

The president said the increase 
in contact hours is the result of 
increased attention to career and 
technical training programs.

Riza said the college will 
launch its Industrial Technology 
Program in the second eight weeks 
of this semester, but those numbers 
won’t impact spring reporting to the 
state.

Chamber 
banquet 
sells out

Clarendon Chamber of Com-
merce offi cials reported Tuesday that 
tickets for this week’s Awards Ban-
quet have sold out, and a full house 
is expected in the Bairfi eld Activity 
Center Thursday evening.

No tickets will be sold at the 
door for the event, which features a 
reception and silent auction at 6 p.m. 
followed by the banquet, entertain-
ment, and awards at 7 p.m.

Several table sponsors will be 
competing to see who has the best 
decorations refl ecting their business 
and featuring the Valentine’s banquet 
theme of “Clarendon: Sweetheart of 
the Panhandle.” 

Dr. Don Newbury will be the 
headline entertainment, and the 
Chamber will honor three of Donley 
County’s top citizens with the Saints’ 
Roost Award and Man and Woman 
of the Year and also recognize out-
standing youth from Clarendon and 
Hedley high schools. 

Newbury, the former president 
of Western Texas College in Snyder 
and Howard Payne University in 
Brownwood, is an acclaimed speaker 
and noted writer with his column, 
The Idle American, appearing in 
about 150 Texas newspapers, includ-
ing the Enterprise. He has addressed 
more than 250 annual Chamber 
of Commerce banquets across the 
United States and conducts seminars 
to stimulate community pride, and 
speaks for chamber boards at plan-
ning retreats. 

Two hundred people are 
expected to attend Thursday’s ban-
quet. 

County okays 
new security

Security will soon be upgraded 
and modernized at the Donley 
County Courthouse following Mon-
day’s meeting of the Commission-
ers’ Court.

County Judge John Howard 
said the court discussed the 12-year-
old security system, which the judge 
said “is beyond its service life.”

Commissioners approved Pan-
handle CyberMedics’ proposal for 
installing a new system at a cost of 
$21,390. Funds for this project will 
come from the Courthouse Secu-
rity fund, and Howard said the new 
system should be in place soon.

In other county business, the 
court approved resolutions in sup-
port of positions held by the County 
Judges & Commissioners Asso-
ciation. One resolution opposes 
unfunded mandates from the state 
to the counties, and another opposes 
efforts to place appraisal and revenue 
caps on local governments.

King appointed to 
key committees

AUSTIN – Texas House 
Speaker Joe Straus (R-San Anto-
nio) released committee assign-
ments for the 84th Legislature last 
Wednesday, and State Rep. Ken 
King (R-Canadian) issued the fol-
lowing statement regarding the 
committees he will be serving on. 

 “I am proud to announce 
that Speaker Straus has appointed 
me to on the House Administra-
tion, Calendars, Environmental 
Regulations and Public Educa-
tion Committees,” King said. 
“I am honored that the Speaker 
and leadership have the faith and 
confi dence to appointment me to 
these key committees. I believe 
that these appointments put me 
in a position to continue to fi ght 
for rural Texas and House District 
88.” 

Clarendon’s main street will 
have one fewer businesses in a short 
time after Stavenhagen Video owner 
Bill Stavenhagen announced this 
week that he will soon be closing 
his doors.

The local RadioShack fran-
chise was not among the 1,700 com-
pany-owned stores being shuttered 
by the electronics giant this year, 
but Stavenhagen said franchises like 
his may soon feel the impact of the 
national chain’s fi nancial struggle.

“If they cut us [franchises] 
loose, we’ll have two problems,” 
Stavenhagen said. “We’ll lose name 

recognition, and we would have to 
fi nd a new supplier or multiple sup-
pliers.”

After 27 years, Stavenhagen 
says he has no complaints about 
his relationship with RadioShack. 
Instead, he says the Internet was 
ultimately the demise of his store 
with Netfl ix cutting into the video 
rental business and shoppers saving 
money online.

“The Internet killed us,” he 
said. “I never thought it would 
happen. At Christmas everyone 
goes online to beat the crowds. That 
hurts Amarillo stores, but it really 

hurts local businesses.”
Stavenhagen said some people 

may not realize how lucky they have 
been to have had a RadioShack in 
Clarendon for so long, but he also 
said he can’t blame people for want-
ing to save money. 

Stavenhagen returned to 
Clarendon 34 years ago to lay carpet 
and to partner with his brother, 
Mac, in Stavenhagen Furniture 
before opening a RadioShack fran-
chise on Kearney Street in 1988. 
He later merged his stored with the 
Clarendon Outpost for 9½ years 
before returning downtown. 

He said he truly appreciates the 
customers he has through the years. 

“It’s been a good run. I haven’t 
gotten rich, but I made a living for 
34 years,” he said. “Clarendon is a 
nice place to raise a family, to live, 
and to retire. I want to thank my 
customers for their support over the 
years.”

Stavenhagen Video will hold 
a going out of business sale in the 
near future. After that, Stavenhagen 
says he plans to retire.

“It’s a new chapter in my life, 
and I’m kind of excited about it,” he 
said.

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Kidd, Skelton win 
re-election for city

A thirteen percent voter turn-
out returned two incumbents to 
the Clarendon City Council Satur-
day, May 9.

Aldermen Sandy Skelton 
and Doug Kidd were the heavy 
favorites among those balloting, 
winning out over challenger Brit-
ton Hall.

With 146 votes cast, Skelton 
received 124 votes, Kidd received 
114, and Hall garnered 34.

Skelton and Kidd will remain 
on the council for two more years. 
Mayor Larry Hicks will also 
begin a new two-year term since 
he did not attract a challenger in 
this election.

In Howardwick, a handful of 
voters renewed that city’s optional 
one-quarter of one percent sales 
tax for street improvements. City 
Hall said Monday that 34 people 
voted in favor of the tax and one 
person voted against it. City offi -
cials there say the measure doesn’t 
raise much money but that the city 
does need it.

City sales 
tax fi gure 
falls again

Clarendon’s sales tax revenue 
dropped for the third straight month 
when Texas Comptroller Glen Hegar 
released April allocations last week.

City sales tax fi gures slid 7.24 
percent compared to one year ago, 
coming in at $36,571.80 compared 
to $39,429.81 for the same period 
one year ago. 

The calendar year-to-date total 
has now slipped 1.20 percent to 
$159,219.56.

Howardwick’s sales tax revenue 
also continued sliding, falling 13.53 
percent for the month to $1,118.01 
and down 6.78 percent for the year 
at $5,480.43.

Hedley was up 20.56 percent 
this month with an allocation of 
$1,011.22 compared to $838.71 last 
year, but that city is still behind 15.64 
percent for the year at $3,016.81.

A look at surrounding commu-
nities show a mixed bag of sales tax 
income fi gures for this month with 
Wellington down 13.13 percent, 
Childress up 12.56 percent, Mem-
phis up 8.33 percent, Claude down 
5.75 percent, and Shamrock down 
10.21 percent. Amarillo was up 5.51 
percent, and Pampa was down 13.63 
percent.

Statewide, Hegar said sales tax 
revenue was $2.3 billion, up 1.1 per-
cent compared to April 2014.

“As we predicted in January, 
state revenues have grown at a mod-
erate pace. April is the second con-
secutive month of relatively slow 
growth in sales tax revenue, and I 
remain cautiously optimistic about 
our economic progress,” Hegar said. 
“Growth in total sales tax revenues 
collected this month was muted by 
the signifi cant slowdown in the oil 
and gas mining sector; however, col-
lections from other major economic 
sectors – including retail and whole-
sale trade, restaurants, construction, 
and manufacturing – continued to 
grow. This marks the 61st consec-
utive month of growth in sales tax 
collections.”

The sales tax fi gures represent 
monthly sales made in March as 
well as January, February and March 
sales by businesses that report tax 
quarterly.

Judge John Howard said the 
county will also be purchasing ban-
ners promoting the 125th anniversary 

of the Courthouse and patriotic bun-
ting for the Courthouse arches. New 
brochures have also been printed for 
the Courthouse anniversary.

Howard also said the county is 
pursuing getting a historical marker 
for the old horse trough on the south 
side of the square near the Court-
house Annex. The exact age of the 
trough isn’t known at this time, but 

it is believed to be one of the only – 
if not the only – horse troughs on a 
courthouse square in the state.

In other county business 
Monday, commissioners approved 
Deputy County Clerk LaVerne Pin-
ion’s attendance at a state confer-
ence, discussed using GovDeals for 
online auction services for surplus 
equipment, and approved upgrading 

the Microsoft Offi ce software on 
county computers.

The court also renewed the 
county’s property insurance through 
the Texas Association of Counties 
and considered but took no action on 
adding a paid LifeStar membership 
as a county employee benefi t.

Dr. Matt Halsey was named as 
the county Rabies Control Authority.

The District Court heard fi ve 
pleas when it met in Clarendon on 
Monday, May 18, 2015. 

District Attorney Luke Inman, 
assisted by Greg Buckley, prose-
cuted the cases for the State of Texas 
with the Honorable Judge Stuart 
Messer presiding.

Joe Johnson Frye pleaded true 
to allegations listed in the State’s 
Motion to Adjudicate Guilt and was 
sentenced to 12 years in the Institu-
tion Division of TDCJ for the second 
degree felony offense of burglary of 
a habitation.  

On May 23, 2013, Frye, 42, 
from Brownfi eld, originally pleaded 
guilty to offense that occurred on 
April 28, 2013, in Hall County.  

The State fi led the motion on 
April 1, 2015, alleging nine viola-
tions of community supervision. 

Frye is also required to pay 
$376 in court costs to Hall County 
and a $2,500 fi ne.

Guy Timothy McWilliams was 
convicted for the third degree felony 
offense of theft and was sentenced to 
10 years in the Institutional Division 
of TDCJ.  

McWilliams, 50-year-old resi-
dent of Flomont, was arrested in 
indicted by a Hall County Grand Jury 
on January 21, 2014, for the offense 
that took place January 4, 2010. The 
investigation was conducted by DPS 
CID Lieutenant Adam St. Clair.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
McWilliams is required to pay a 
$381 in court costs.

McWilliams was also convicted 
for the state jail felony offense of 
theft of a fi rearm and was sentenced 
to nine months in the State Jail Divi-
sion of TDCJ.  

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
McWilliams is required to pay a 
$381 in court costs.

Jason Leroy Turk was placed on 
probation for a period of two years 
for the state jail felony offense of 
possession of a controlled substance.

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Clarendon College is the 
second best community college in 
the State of Texas, beating out 64 
other institutions in a new ranking 
by Schools.com this month.

The survey ranked and scored 
community colleges on a 10-point 
scale, using data including the 
percentage of students enrolled 
in distance education, student-to-
faculty ratio, cost of attendance, 
graduation rate, the number of 
transfer to four-year public college 

in Texas, and fl exibility.
The recognition follows a 2010 

survey by CNN/Money, which found 
Clarendon College was number 
one in the state in terms of student 
success.

“This validates what we’re 
doing,” said CC President Robert 
Riza. “We’re doing the things that 
make education accessible and 
available so students can continue 
down their paths.”

Dr. Riza credited the college 

employees who have the closest 
contact with the students as being the 
reason for CC’s success.

“It goes back to the faculty and 
staff who make these things happen,” 
Riza said. “We can make the plan, 
but they have to implement it, and 
they do.”

CC Board Chairman Jerry 
Woodard said the ranking by 
Schools.com refl ects the effort of the 
college to serve students.

“This shows we’re making a 

difference in people’s lives,” he said.
The Schools.com article praises 

the College’s online course offerings 
and low student-to-faculty ratio, 
which is one of the lowest in the 
state.

Riza said 28 percent of 
Clarendon’s students take at least one 
online class and seven to ten percent 
of students take online classes only.

Riza also said Clarendon has 
a student-teacher ratio of 16 to 
one, its cost of attendance is very 

competitive, and CC’s graduation 
rate at 33.5 percent is one of  the 
highest in the state for community 
colleges.

Galveston College, led by 
former CC president Myles Shelton, 
is ranked number one on the top 10 
list, with Lone Star, Collin County, 
and Western Texas rounding out the 
top fi ve schools.

Hedley ISD ag instructor Lon Adams 
was appointed to the Clarendon College 
Board of Regents during a called meeting 
Monday morning, June 22.

Regents met in closed session briefl y 
before electing Adams to fi ll the unexpired 
term of the late Tex Selvidge.

“Lon comes with a tremendous 
background in education,” Board 
Chairman Jerry Woodard said. “His 
background, his community involvement, 
and his experience as an ex-student will 
enhance our board.”

Adams will be sworn-in at the board’s 
July. His term will expire next May.

In other college business, the Regents 
held their regular meeting last Thursday, 
June 18, in the Pampa ISD board room.

Among the items considered on 
the board’s short agenda, a contract with 
Interquest Canine Detection services was 
renewed, and a bid on tax delinquent 
property in Howardwick was accepted.

Regents approved a $5 per hour 
increase in tuition and adopted course fees 
as presented. President Robert Riza said 
the increases keep CC in line with other 
colleges and yet still below that of Vernon 
College and Frank Phillips in Borger.

The board ratifi ed the employment 
of Michele Lockharts as an administrative 
assistant in Childress, Susan Russell as 
the associate dean of fi nancial aid, and 
Gatlin Duncan as assistant rodeo coach 
and ranch horse coach. The resignation of 
Elena Valdez as the  nursing administrative 
assistant was also acknowledged.

 Renovations continue on two 
historic buildings in downtown 
Clarendon after the owner of the 
properties received assistance 
from the Clarendon Economic 
Development Corporation.

David Koehler of Dallas 
received the 19th and 20th awards, 
amounting to $2,000 each, under the 
CEDC’s Façade Grant Program for 
improvements to properties at 206 S. 
Kearney and 300 S. Kearney.

The fi rst building, commonly 
known as the Poor Boy’s Antiques 
building or Greene Dry Goods 
building, was erected by pioneer 
merchant H.W. Taylor about the turn 
of the century. The building has been 
idle for many years, but Koehler has 
added a new deck to the front of 
the building and utilized the façade 
grant program to install a bead board 
soffi t and replicate historic signage 
and decorative images on showcase 
windows.

Koehler’s representative, Vicki 
Munie, says she and Koehler want to 

put the building back as close to its 
original state as possible. 

“This grant allowed us to install 
the bead board,” Munie said. “I’ve 
always liked history, and it is fun to 
work on this project.”

Munie will next be working on 
the fl oors of the showcases and doing 
some more exterior painting. She 
says the goal is to open the building 
back up as an antiques store.

Koehler’s second grant was for 
improvements to the 1927 Latson 
Building, more commonly known 
as the JAMZ building. Munie 
constructed or repaired windows 
and doors on the north face of the 
building, which stands at the corner 
of Third and Kearney. 

The improvements greatly 
enhanced the building, but work still 
needs to be done to the east face of 
the building. Munie and Koehler 
are examining historic photos to 
determine how best to proceed on 
the property. No defi nite plans have 
been set for the building’s ultimate

Donley County Sheriff 
Charles “Butch” Blackburn was 
appointed to the Board of Direc-
tors of the Sheriffs’ Association of 
Texas at their 137th Annual Train-

More than 1,500 participants 
were in attendance at the Henry 
B. Gonzales Convention Center, 
where they heard outstanding 
speakers, had opportunities for 
signifi cant and timely training 
sessions, and visited more than 
240 exhibits showcasing some 
of the latest technology in law 
enforcement.

Sheriff Blackburn has been 
the sheriff of Donley County 
since January 2001. He distin-
guishes himself in his county and 
throughout the state as he assumes 
this leadership role in the Sheriffs’ 
Association of Texas.

The association is one of 
the oldest law enforcement asso-
ciations in the nation. The Sher-
iffs of Texas met for the fi rst 
time on August 14, 1874, in the 
courthouse in Corsicana, Navarro 
County, Texas. The meeting was 
called to order by Sul Ross, Sher-
iff of McLennan County, who 
later became a notable part of 
Texas history.

The Sheriffs of Texas began 
their annual training confer-
ences in 1878. These training 
conferences today are the larg-
est composite gathering of law 
enforcement offi cers in Texas. 
Sheriffs and other county and 
local law enforcement offi cers, 
federal and state offi cers, and 
major industry security personnel 
attend. 

In addition to the annual 
training conferences, the asso-
ciation conducts training for law 
enforcement offi cers

Blackburn said the men admit-

ted that they had gone to Colorado 
to buy drugs and were on their way 
back to the Dallas area. 

In addition to marijuana, the 
men had THC wax with them, a 
more potent derivative of marijuana, 
the sheriff said.

CC grads 
ace the 
RN exam

The fi rst graduating class of the 
new Clarendon College Associate 
Degree in Nursing (ADN) Program 
has achieved an outstanding pass 
rate of 93.75 percent on the NCLEX-
RN licensing exam, the gateway 
exam for receiving an RN license 
and practicing as a Registered Nurse 
in the State of Texas.  

Sixteen students graduated from 
the College’s fi rst class of ADN stu-
dents this May, and in addition to the 
licensing, these students have earned 
an Associate of Applied Science 
Degree in Nursing, which requires 
general education course work in 
addition to the nursing courses.

“Obviously we’re very proud of 
our students success,” said CC Presi-
dent Robert Riza. “It goes back to 
the hard work and dedication of our 
faculty. Dr. Cathy Rosser has been 
helping us this year and mentoring 
our faculty, and our program direc-
tor, Cathy Bailey, has done an amaz-
ing job getting our students ready for 
graduation and for this exam.”

The Texas Board of Nurses 
(BON) governs the practice of the 
Professional Nurse, also known as 
Registered Nurse (RN), as well as 
all other nursing programs in the 
State.  The annual NCLEX exami-
nation pass rate for each profes-
sional nursing education program is 
determined by the percentage of fi rst 
time test-takers who pass the exami-
nation during the examination year.  
Successful nursing programs must 
maintain an eighty percent (80%) 
pass-rate for fi rst-time NCLEX-RN 
candidates each year.

“This group of nursing students 
faced each challenge they experi-
enced head-on, and prevailed each 
time,” David Hall, CC Associate 
Dean of Career, Technical, and Con-
tinuing Education said.  “They have 
risen to a new level of comprehen-
sion and competence in their fi eld; 
and I am proud to know can now 
take their training and confi dently 
and positively infl uence well-being 
in our communities.”

The College is also grateful for 
the communities and organizations 
that support its mission and students, 
specifi cally the College’s ADN 
clinical partners located in Pampa, 
Childress, Wheeler, Shamrock, and 
Amarillo.

Riza said the program serves an 
important purpose for the college’s 
service area.

Hall also said the ADN gradu-
ates come from the local commu-
nities and have been provided the 
opportunity to learn at local clinical 
locations.

The ADN Program at Clarendon 
College includes start dates for 
bridge students who currently hold 
Vocational Nursing licenses, and 
also those who are new to the health-
care fi eld.

The Clarendon City Council 
again wrestled with the Third Street 
question during their regular meet-
ing last Thursday, July 23.

Engineer Clayton Scales pre-
sented four differing proposals to 
solve the vexing problem of drainage 
on the newly paved street between 
Bugbee Avenue and Broncho Sta-
dium. The rollover curb installed as 
part of street project earlier this year 

does not channel storm water and 
results in signifi cant erosion behind 
the curb.

The estimated costs to fi x the 
problems range from about $200,000 
to put 10-foot concrete lanes behind 
the rollovers to about $97,000 to 
place a six-inch stand-up curb on the 
south side of the road and a 10-foot 
hot mix asphalt lane behind the roll-
over on the north side. 

Aldermen discussed the merits 
of each of the four proposals in an 
attempt to determine how to carry the 
most storm water for the best price. 
City Administrator David Dockery 
also discussed possible solutions, 
and asked Scales to do more studies 
with specifi c attention the cost and 
effectiveness of an eight-inch stand-
up curb.

In other city business, the coun-

cil discussed the need for a raise in 
sanitation rates. Dockery said the 
department needs about 14 percent 
more revenue to cover its expenses. 
Alderman Sandy Skelton said he was 
in favor of covering expenses “as 
long as the expense is reasonable.” 
The council will consider the matter 
further at a future meeting.

Aldermen approved a raise in 
the employee retirement contribu-

tion rate from 5 percent to 7 percent. 
The contribution is matched by the 
employees, and city offi cials said the 
employees supported the plan as a 
way to retain employees.

A motion was approved to insti-
tute a Municipal Court Security Fee, 
which will add $3 to each citation. 
The funds will be used for security 
for the municipal court, including 
City Hall, which houses the court.

Downtown grant off 
the table for now

Clarendon won’t be applying 
for downtown revitalization funds 
this year as the city and economic 
development board focuses on 
other priorities.

The city had considered 
seeking a grant through the Texas 
Department of Agriculture, but the 
necessary matching funds were 
more than the city and Clarendon 
Economic Development Corp. 
could afford at this time.

City Administrator David 
Dockery told the City Council last 
Thursday that after meeting with 
the CEDC on July 13, Clarendon 
would not be pursuing the grant. 

Dockery did say that the 
CEDC wants downtown revital-
ization as a goal and intends to 
have some renderings drawn up so 
people can see exactly what such 
a project would look like.

Sirens ready 
to scream in 
Howardwick

The City of Howardwick is get-
ting ready to make some noise after 
installing three new storm sirens this 
week.

The $57,000 project replaces 
fi ve older sirens and is being paid for 
largely by grant funds from the US 
Department of Agriculture, accord-
ing to City Secretary Tammy Jordan.

The USDA provided $41,137.50 
for the new sirens, Greenbelt Rural 
Electric Coop. provided $3,100 for 
poles and power, and the city paid 
the balance, Jordan said.

The new system will provide 
better coverage that the old system 
and can be radio-controlled by local 
offi cials and by dispatchers at the 
Donley County Sheriff’s Offi ce. The 
sirens can be set to tone differently 
for fi res and tornadoes.

The largest siren located north 
of the community building can put 
out 128 decibels at a distance of 
100 feet and will cover a radius of 
one to 1¼ miles. Two smaller sirens 
are located in the city’s northeastern 
addition and on the southwest side of 
the city in the Nocona Hills section. 
Those sirens output 120 decibels and 
cover a radius up to three quarters of

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The Clarendon City Council 
approved a 14 percent increase in 
sanitation rates during its regular 
meeting last Thursday, August 13.

Mayor Larry Hicks said the 
city had been struggling to keep 
up with expenses in the sanitation 
department for several years.

City offi cials said the increase 
will raise about $36,000 for the 
department and stave off having 
to use other revenues to support 
the trash service. The rate increase 
will also include a new $40 set out 
and pick up fee for delivering and 
retrieving Dumpsters that aren’t 
part of a regular service.

Alderman Doug Kidd asked 
if it would be cost effective to con-
tract sanitation services, and City 

Administrator David Dockery said 
he would be happy to look into that. 
Dockery noted that the city has built 
up an enormous amount of capital 
equipment in the sanitation depart-
ment that would be hard to rebuild 
if it was ever done away with. 

The board voted unanimously 
to approve the 14 percent rate 
increase. Aldermen Larry Jeffers 
and John Lockhart were absent.

Aldermen also listened to 
proposals from engineer Clayton 
Scales to solve drainage issues on 
West Third Street. The board voted 
to pursue an option that will lay 10 
feet of blacktop behind the north 
and south rollover curbs in order to 
armor those areas and carry storm 
water better. The work is expected 

to cost about $117,000 and will be 
paid for from reserve funds.

Will Jordan of Texas Pan-
handle Cyber Medics presented 
a proposal for contracted code 
enforcement services. The city cur-
rently pays Jordan $500 per month, 
and he is seeking twice that amount 
in the new contract. 

City offi cials discussed need-
ing better reporting, and Jordan 
said he’s losing money under the 
current contract. Former alderman 
Bob Watson said he was interested 
in the job. No action was taken on 
the contract.

Aldermen considered aban-
doning one block of Fourth Street 
west of Collinson Street, which 
has never been opened. Neighbors 

Larry Gray and Kenny Black asked 
for the street to be abandoned, and 
citizen Roger Estlack spoke in 
open comments against the request, 
asking the council to think about 
future development. Gray said his 
house was for sale and closing the 
street would benefi t future owners. 
The council approved the request 
with the property owners to split the 
legal costs and the city to maintain 
a 20-foot utility easement and right 
of access.

In his administrator’s report, 
Dockery said the permitting process 
for a demolition landfi ll was con-
tinuing, and he said the Clarendon 
EDC will be working with Texas 
Tech University to develop a master 
plan for downtown development. 

Howardwick 
board okays 
annexation 

The City of Howardwick 
expanded its boundaries with a vote 
of the Board of Aldermen last Tues-
day, August 11.

The Saints Roost Section was 
annexed by the city, Mayor Mike 
Rowland said. 

The mayor said health and 
safety were primary concerns in 
taking this action, and he said resi-
dents living in that area will receive 
benefi ts from being part of the incor-
porated area of the city.

“Our concern is the grass out 
there is four feet tall in some places,” 
Rowland said. “If there were a fi re, it 
would endanger Howardwick.”

The Saints Roost Section 1 
and 2 was originally intended to be 
part of the city, Rowland said of the 
area that is bounded by Hwy 70 on 
the east, Rick Husband Blvd. on the 
south, and the existing city limits on 
the west. It encompasses about 0.8 
square miles and is already platted 
with streets and has the same water 
system as the city. 

City Secretary Tammy Jordan 
said one person – an unregistered 
voter living in the Saints Roost sec-
tion – objected to the annexation at 
last week’s meeting. She said the 
city has logged two complaints about 
the action concerning taxation and 
livestock.

“They can keep their animals; 
I don’t care,” said Rowland. “And 
their taxes will go up, but its 25 cents 
per $100 valuation.”

Rowland said the city will pro-
vide road maintenance in the Saints 
Roost section and will also provide 
mowing services. All residents of 
Howardwick are required to keep 
their lots mowed, or the city will 
mow the lots and bill the owner.

Rowland said residents in 
Saints Roost already enjoy some city 
benefi ts – the availability of trash 
disposal, the availability of postal 
boxes at City Hall, and the protection 
of the city’s fi re department.

Jordan said in addition to 
addressing safety issues, the offi cials 
intend to provide an alternate access 
road into the city itself from Hwy. 
70 through Saints Roost. Currently 
access is mainly through Rick Hus-
band Blvd. 

Rowland said fi nalizing annex-
ation at this point only requires fi ling 
the proper paperwork with the state.

An anonymous benefactor 
wants Clarendon to have a water 
recreation facility and has put up 
$500,000 to challenge the commu-
nity to make it happen.

Alderman Sandy Skelton 
announced the big news during the 
regular meeting of the Clarendon 
City Council last Thursday, August 
13. Skelton said he had been 
approached by the benefactor in July 
and that he and City Administrator 
David Dockery immediately began 
looking into the opportunity.

“This is all very preliminary,” 
Skelton said. “We could be look-
ing at anything from a really nice 
swimming pool to a water park 
like Wellington has or something in 
between.”

What the fi nal project looks 
like will depend entirely on the suc-
cess of fundraising and the support 
of community. City offi cials have 
learned that the price tag for water 
recreation projects can range from 
$1.5 million for a pool and a few 
amenities to $3.4 million for a water 
park like the new one in Welling-
ton with slides, diving pools, splash 
pads, a swimming area, and covered 
picnic pavilions.

Clarendon Aldermen were 
enthusiastic about the prospect of 
a water park or pool as something 

many people have wanted for many 
years. 

Reaction on social media vali-
dated the public’s interest in the proj-
ect. The Enterprise broke the news 
on Facebook and Twitter when Skel-
ton made his announcement Thurs-
day night. The post had reached 
more than 1,000 people by the time 
the meeting adjourned 45 minutes 
later. By Tuesday morning, it had 
reached more than 3,700 people and 
had received almost 900 clicks.

Dockery suggested a steering 
committee be appointed very soon 
to guide the project and help with 
fundraising. The council agreed that 
Skelton would represent the city on 
the committee, and aldermen will 
bring committee nominations to 
their next meeting on August 27.

Dockery says the committee 
will be charged with looking at all 
aspects of the project, including the 
location of the facility, the size of 
the facility, and the cost to build and 
operate the facility.

An early site possibility for the 
committee to consider is due east of 
the Post Offi ce at Fourth and Kear-
ney, where the city already owns 
property which is connected to Pros-
pect Park by a sidewalk and lighting. 

Dockery also presented more 
information during Monday’s meet-

Clarendon sales tax 
rebounds in August

Clarendon’s sales tax rev-
enue rebounded this month after 
dropping more than seven percent 
in July, according to information 
from Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar.

The city received its August 
allocation last week and saw 4.91 
percent growth for the month with 
a total of $39,188.98.

The sales tax fi gures repre-
sent monthly sales made in June 
as well as April, May and June, 
by businesses that report tax quar-
terly.

The most recent numbers 
show Clarendon is now 0.12 per-
cent ahead for the calendar year-
to-date at $261,332.69.

Howardwick also was up this 
month at $1,150.04, an increase 
of 7.57 percent.  That city is still 
behind 1.88 percent for the year at 
$8,703.65.

Hedley’s fi gures showed 
continued weak sales with a 32.47 
percent drop for the month at 
$663.31 and a year-to-date fi gure 
down 19.06 percent at $4,140.05.

Statewide, Hegar said sales 
tax revenue in July was $2.4 bil-
lion, up 2.7 percent compared to 
July 2014.

“July’s modest growth in 
sales tax revenue is in line with 
the biennial revenue estimate 
issued in January,” Hegar said.

Admission to the anniversary 
showing will be free with a $6 
donation to the Mulkey Theatre.

The Mulkey opened just nine 
years before for the Sandell. Barn-
hill acquired the downtown theatre 
in 1960 and ran the theatres with 
the drive-in operating during the 
summer months and the Mulkey 
open during the cooler months.

Morrow says there will be no 
movie next Friday, August 28, and 
the Saturday anniversary show 
will start at dusk.

A split Clarendon City Council 
voted 2-1 to approve a bid on tax 
delinquent property during the 
regular city meeting last Thursday, 
August 27.

At issue is a 1999 Oakwood 
mobile home, owned by Nancy 
Shapiro and Bryan Leeper, located 
on the north side of the city. Back 
taxes on the trailer house total 
$24,236.95 for all local entities, 
including $5,157.31 for the city 
alone. With fi nes and fees, the total 
owed on the structure is $25,362.46.

The Donley Appraisal District 
solicited bids to settle the back 
taxes and has submitted the lone bid 
to local entities for their acceptance, 
with the city being the fi rst to act. 

The lone bid was for $100 and 
was from Leeper’s son, Tim Leeper, 
prompting further questions from 
the city council, which ultimately 
approved the bid. Aldermen Sandy 
Skelton and John Lockhart voted in 
favor of accepting the bid. Alderman 
Doug Kidd voted in opposition. 
Aldermen Beverly Burrow and 
Larry Jeffers were absent.

Chief Appraiser Paula Lowrie 
said this week that the appraisal 
district has been trying to address 
the back taxes on the mobile home 
for a long time. The appraisal 
district’s attorneys made several 
attempts over the years to collect 
taxes dating back to 2003 from 
Shapiro, but they were unsuccessful 

in serving her.
The home sits on land owned 

by Bryan Leeper, and Lowrie said 
it was only recently that his name 
was added to the mobile home. She 
said there is nothing wrong with 
Tim Leeper bidding on the property 
since he owes no back taxes.

Lowrie said the mobile home 
was put up in a sheriff’s sale last 
December but received no bids, 
making it the property of the local 
taxing entities. She said Bryan 
Leeper now wants it off his land 
said the district has advertised 
unsuccessfully trying to sell the 
home.

“We would be out thousands 

When Sarah Burcham arrived 
in Clarendon in 2008 as the 
community’s newest Physician’s 
Assistant, she never imagined 
owning and operating the local 
clinic. And yet, that’s exactly what 
happened.

Burcham and her husband, 
Daniel, took over the ownership and 
management of Clarendon Family 
Medical Center on July 1, but 
patients probably haven’t noticed 
much difference.

“We’re not looking to make a 
lot of changes,” Sarah said. “The 
Howards had a great system in 
place, and we plan to continue that.”

Talks of a change of ownership 
began not long after clinic 
founder, Dr. John Howard, was 
elected Donley County Judge last 
November, the Burchams said. 

“We were at a point that we 
were thinking of moving closer to 
family,” Daniel said. “We’re nine 
hours away from her family and 16 
hours away from mine.”

But then, the Burchams say, 
Howard began talking to them about 
the possibility of owning the clinic. 
He was committed to being a full 
time judge but not wanting to totally 
give up medicine, his wife, clinic 
manager Lori Howard, had put in 17 
years and was ready to retire. The 
timing was perfect.

“This was a turning point for 
us,” Sarah said. “And we decided to 
make the decision.”

Dr. Howard was happy to see 
the Burchams get the opportunity to 
own the clinic.

“I’m pleased to see local 
professionals will continue to 

operate the clinic with the same 
philosophy,” Howard said. “I’m 
still at the clinic as a supervising 
physician for an excellent group of 
professionals. I’m not prepared to 
stop practicing medicine.”

Howard said he is committed 
to his new role as county judge but 
said medicine is still his fi rst love.

With Mrs. Howard staying on 
to advice in a transition period and 
Dr. Howard continuing his role as 
medical director and supervising 
physician, the Burchams 
have stepped into the roles of 
management. 

Daniel’s sister, Jami Vierig, 
moved from Atlanta, Georgia, to 
Clarendon to become the clinic’s 
new business manager, bringing 
with her a 14-year-old son, Christian 
Wooten, and leaving a daughter in 

college back in Georgia.
The new owners also brought 

back a familiar face, Devah Pittman, 
a well-liked Physician’s Assistant. 

Sarah and Pittman, along with 
Misty Nobles, makes up the main 
caregivers at the clinic with Howard 
still seeing patients on Wednesdays. 
Daniel, with a degree in business, 
oversees that aspect of the clinic.

Daniel’s main focus is 
maintaining the clinic’s position in 
the community, providing 14 jobs, 
10 of which are full time.

“The impact and the role 
we can play in the community 
makes it worth being away from 
our families,” he said. “I really 
like helping keep jobs here. A big 
company wouldn’t keep the same 
atmosphere, and we care about 
everyone in the community.”

County 
calls for 
tax hike

Donley County is proposing an 
increase in its road and bridge tax as 
part of its budget proposal for fi scal 
year 2016.

The County Special tax rate, 
which funds road and bridge 
maintenance, will increase by more 
than three cents from $0.107900 
to $0.14 in proposed budget. The 
county’s total tax rate – ad valorem, 
special, and debt rate combined – will 
go from $0.627654 to $0.657406 and 
will raise the annual tax on a home 
valued at $100,000 by $29.75.

The $2.2 million budget 
proposed by commissioners is about 
$36,000 higher than the current 
budget

County Judge John Howard 
said the fi scal year 2015 budget had 
some road and bridge expense in the 
maintenance and operations budget 
and that has been moved back to 
the road and bridge budget in the 
proposal.

“We hope to engage a multiyear 
approach to improve the state of 
roads in the county,” Howard said.

Total road and bridge budget 
disbursements increase by more than 
$77,000 in the proposed budget.

One notable stand out in the 
budget is an $8,000 reduction in 
the county’s support of the Burton 
Memorial Library from $33,000 
down to $25,000. Howard said 
the revenue just isn’t there for the 
current level of support and that the 
county had to deal with mandatory 
expenditures versus discretionary 
expenditures, which included the 
library.

The budget offers no raises 
for county employees, refl ects a

The future of Clarendon’s 
nursing home is uncertain after 
the owner of the Community Care 
Center closed its doors last Tuesday, 
August 25, leaving 19 residents 
looking for a place to live and 40 
people out of work.

Administrator Susan Hodges 
said 17 residents were relocated 
Tuesday and the last two were 
moved Wednesday. Attempts by the 
Enterprise to contact the owner were 
unsuccessful.

“I’m just devastated along 
with the employees and residents,” 
Hodges said. “It has been extremely 

diffi cult on everyone.”
The 60-bed home was purchased 

from the Donley County Hospital 
District by Royce Freeborn’s 
Denton-based Community Care 
Management Services in 2008 for a 
sale price of $1,108,500. However, 
occupancy had declined recently, a 
problem Hodges blamed on a former 
administrator who lost the support 
of the community. Hodges had 
previously managed the home for 
Freeborn and was asked to return in 
June to try to turn things around.

“They fi red him (the previous 
administrator) and brought me in, 

but it was too late,” she said.
Hodges said the closure was 

the voluntary fi nancial decision of 
Freeborn and that she got the call 
from him Tuesday telling her to shut 
it down that day.

“It was one of the most 
heartbreaking things I have ever had 
to do,” she said and noted that some 
residents had been at the home for 
six to nine years and that about ten 
of the residents were people from 
Donley County.

Hodges commended the 
center’s staff for making the 
residents’ wellbeing their highest 

priority in the face of the closure.
“All the staff stayed on through 

all shifts even though they knew they 
weren’t going to get paid,” she said.

Hodges was uncertain what 
the future of the facility will be. 
She described the physical plant as 
being in “fair” condition and said it 
needs repainting and some cosmetic 
repairs.

Donley County Appraisal 
District Chief Appraiser Paula 
Lowrie said the nursing home’s 
owner was not given a tax abatement 
on the facility when he purchased 
it. He did, however, apply for a 

tax abatement for some planned 
improvements or additions, but those 
never happened.

Lowrie said Freeborn was 
current on all property taxes 
associated with the nursing home 
and the more than eight acres of 
land associated with the facility. 
That property has a taxable value of 
$625,888, she said.

When the nursing home sold 
in 2008, Freeborn’s company also 
purchased the hospital district’s 
Community Services Building, 
which houses Dr. Richard

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The district court heard 
three pleas when it met in 
Clarendon last Monday, Octo-
ber 5. 

District Attorney Luke 
Inman prosecuted the cases 
for the State of Texas, with 
the Honorable Judge Stuart 
Messer presiding.

Dan Leon Clark was 
convicted for the third degree 
felony offense of driving while 
intoxicated, and was sentenced 
to ten years in the Institutional 
Division of TDCJ, but the sen-
tence was probated for a period 
of three years.  

Clark, 46, from 
Clarendon, was arrested in 
Donley County for the offense 
that took place on February

Norma Ann Garcia was 
placed on probation for a 
period of four years for the 
second degree felony offense 
of burglary of a habitation.  
Garcia pleaded guilty and was 
placed on deferred adjudica-
tion for the offense.

Garcia, 33, from Welling-
ton, was arrested in Colling-

sworth County for the offense 
that took place on August 
7, 2015, by Collingsworth 
County Sheriff Kent Riley. 
Garcia pleaded to an informa-
tion fi led by the State on Octo-
ber 1, 2015.

Pursuant to the plea 
agreement, Garcia is required 
to pay a $4,000 fi ne to Collin-
gsworth County, $376 in court 
costs, and successfully com-
plete 300 hours of community 
service. If Garcia violates pro-
bation, she could face up to 20 
years in the Institutional Divi-
sion of the TDCJ.

Robert Lamar Tyus was 
placed on probation for a 
period of three years for the 
state jail felony offense of pos-
session of marihuana.  Tyus 
pleaded guilty and was placed 
on deferred adjudication for 
the offense.

Tyus, 51, from Colorado 
Springs, CO, was arrested 
in Childress County for the 
offense that took place on Feb-
ruary 11, 2014, by Childress 
County Deputy and K-9 Unit 
Kenneth Arant. Tyus pleaded 
to an information fi led by the 
State on June 26, 2015.

Pursuant to the plea 
agreement, Tyus is required to 
pay a $2,500 fi ne to Childress 
County, $329 in court costs, 
$180 lab fee, and successfully 
complete 100 hours of com-
munity service. If Tyus vio-
lates probation, he could face 
up to two years in the State  Jail 
Division of the TDCJ.

Hedley Aldermen 
consider new fees

Increased rates for sanitation 
and other charges are in the future 
for Hedley residents following the 
October 1 meeting of the Board of 
Aldermen.

Riley Shadle suffered two 
broken and dislocated vertebrae 
when he collided head on with a 
Lockney player, his grandfather, 
Jim Shadle, told the Enterprise 
Tuesday morning.

The Shadle family was giving 
thanks for the prayers that have 
offered from far and wide, and Jim 
said Riley was getting some sensa-
tion in his upper body and able to 
shrug his shoulders but that only 
time would tell the extent of his 
injury or length of his recovery.

“It’s all just baby steps right 
now,” Jim said. “He basically needs 
to rest, and he’s still got a vent tube 
in, but he’s very cognizant and 
wants to talk.”

Jim and his wife, Susie, 
weren’t at the game, but they beat 
Riley to the Lubbock hospital after 

they got the call and said the whole 
experience has been very scary.

“He had no feeling at all 
from the neck down when it ha p-
pened and was having some trouble 
breathing,” Jim said. “It was the 
C3 and C4 that was fractured and, 
worse than that, displaced. The sur-
geon said it was the worst displace-
ment he had seen without the spine 
being severed.”

Riley, the son of Che and 
Linde Shadle, was playing offense 
in the third quarter when the injury 
occurred. He was transported to 
the Lockney hospital and then air-
lifted to University Medical Center 
in Lubbock, where he underwent 
fi ve surgeries over three days to 
align and stabilize the vertebrae and 
relieve swelling of his spinal cord.

Doctors also had to work 
on blood vessels going to Riley’s 
head that had been crimped in the 
injury, performing an angioplasty to 
straighten them out.

“He’s holding up good right 
now, but we’ve just got to let the 
Lord take it and wait and see.” 

Jim praised the staff at UMC 

and said Riley’s surgeon has been 
great, being very thorough and 
explaining everything as things 
progress.

The outpouring of love and 
concern from not only Clarendon 
but also Lockney and other com-
munities has made an impact on the 
Shadle family.

“It’s just overwhelming,” Jim 
said. “But I’ve always said that’s 
our fi nest commodity in the Pan-
handle and West Texas – the people. 
We may have differences on some 
things, but when people are hurt-
ing we come together. The Lockney 
people have just been unbelievable.”

Donations, prayers, and sup-
port have fl ooded in from Lock-
ney, Valley, Hedley, and elsewhere. 
Valley ISD students and Memphis 
students wore Clarendon’s school 
colors Monday to show support for 
Riley.

Clarendon students wore 
Bronco clothes Tuesday, and the 
CHS Fellowship of Christian Ath-
letes hosted a Riley Rally in the 
school auditorium Tuesday morn-
ing.

An account has been estab-
lished at the Donley County State 
Bank to support the family during 
this time. Donations can be made 
at the CHS offi ce or the bank. The 
CHS Student Council is also sell-
ing “Pray For Riley” t-shirts to raise 
funds for the family. They are $15 
each and can be purchased by call-
ing the school at 806-874-2181.

Motorcyle wreck 
hurts HHS graduate

Prayers were being said this 
weekend for a recent Hedley High 
School graduate who was injured 
in a motorcycle accident.

Seth Ruthardt was a member 
of the Class of 2014 and was 
severely injured, suffering fi ve 
fractured vertebrae in his neck, 
two broken ribs, and a dislocated 
shoulder. Social media reports 
said Ruthardt was in ICU but 
expected to be okay.
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The district court met in 
Memphis last Monday, Novem-
ber 2, and heard 22 pleas, includ-
ing one case of local interest. 

District Attorney Luke 
Inman, assisted by Greg Buck-
ley, prosecuted the cases for the 
State of Texas, with the Honor-
able Judge Stuart Messer presid-
ing

Brandi Nicole Blanco was 
placed on probation for a period 
of four years for the state jail 
felony offense of unauthorized 
use of a motor vehicle.  Blanco 
pleaded guilty and was placed 
on deferred adjudication for the 
offense.

Blanco, 30 from Kerrville, 
was arrested in Hall County for 
the offense that took place on 
September 21, 2014 by DPS 
Trooper Daniel Hawthorne. 
Blanco pleaded to an informa-
tion fi led by the State on October 
30, 2015.

Pursuant to the plea agree-
ment, Blanco is required to 
pay $381 in court costs to Hall 

County. If Blanco violates pro-
bation, she could face up to two 
years in the State Jail Division of 
the TDCJ.

Blanco was also placed 
on probation for a period 
of four years for the second 
degree felony offense of bur-
glary of a habitation.  Blanco 
pleaded guilty and was placed 
on deferred adjudication for the 
offense.

Blanco was arrested on Sep-
tember 21, 2015 for this offense 
which was being investigated by 
Donley County Chief Deputy 
Randy Bond.  Blanco pleaded to 
an information fi led by the State 
on October 30, 2015.

Pursuant to the plea agree-
ment, Blanco is required to pay a 
$1,000 to Donley County, $488 
in court costs, $80 in restitution 
and successfully complete 300 
hours of community service. If 
Blanco violates probation, she 
could face  up to 20 years in 
the Institutional Division of the 
TDCJ.

Grahn runs 6th at state

Construction on a 224 Mega-
watt windfarm along the Donley and 
Gray county border should begin 
next month and be completed by the 
end of 2016, according to a report 
Monday at the Donley County Com-
missioners’ Court meeting.

Vince Green with EDF Renew-
able Energy said Blattner Energy 
will be the general contractor on the 
job and that foundation work should 

begin in December.
The project will see a total of 

112 two-Megawatt wind turbines 
erected in northwestern Donley 
and southwestern Gray county near 
Interstate 40.  Ninety-fi ve of the 
turbines will be in Donley County, 
Green said.

Blattner Energy is planning 
a job fair for general laborers as 
well as heavy equipment operators 

next Thursday, November 19, at 
the Pampa Chamber of Commerce 
offi ce, 200 N. Ballard, from 9 a.m. 
to 3 p.m.

Commissioners approved a 
request from EDF to delay by one 
year the start of a tax abatement for 
the wind farm, which is being termed 
Salt Fork One.  Plans are already 
underway for a second wind farm 
nearby called Salt Fork Two.

In other county business, com-
missioners and County Judge John 
Howard discussed whether county 
road hands need to have commer-
cial driver’s licenses and whether the 
county must require random drug 
testing of CDL holders. No action 
was taken, but the subject will be up 
for discussion again next month.

Commissioners also agreed to 
have the judge work with the Texas 

Association of Counties to get a pos-
sible schedule for risk management 
trainings.

The court approved a policy 
for the cremation of paupers and 
adopted a resolution supporting the 
2016 Indigent Defense Grant Pro-
gram.

Commissioners also discussed 
the need to clean and repair gutters 
on the courthouse. 

Local voters say no 
to one amendment

Texas voters approved all 
seven proposed amendments to 
the State Constitution last Tues-
day, November 3, but Donley 
County voters were not quite so 
agreeable.

Local voters were opposed 
to Proposition 4, which would 
permit the charitable foundations 
of professional sports teams to 
conduct raffl es. Although the 
measure passed statewide with 
69 percent of the vote, Donley 
voters said “no” by a margin of 
154 to 156. Precincts 1 and 3 were 
against the raffl es, while Precincts 
2 and 4 favored the idea.

Statewide the least popular 
amendment was Proposition 3,  
which changes a constitutional 
requirement for certain elected 
offi cials to live in Austin. It passed 
with just 66 percent of the vote.

Turnout in Donley County 
was better than Texas as whole 
with 317 voters, or 13.7 percent 
of voters, going to the polls com-
pared to 11 percent statewide.

Local sales tax revenue slid 
again when Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar made his monthly allocations 
to Texas cities last week.

Clarendon’s revenue dropped 
2.61 percent to $41,667.64 for this 
month, dragging the city’s calendar 
year-to-date fi gure down 1.47 per-
cent at $361,589.53.

Sales fi gures have struggled 
all year in Clarendon with the city 
seeing declines in sales tax revenue 
in seven of the last 11 months.

This month’s allocations  are 
based on sales made in September by 
businesses that report tax monthly, 
and sales made in July, August, and 
September by businesses that report 
tax quarterly.

The City of Hedley saw its fi g-
ures rise for the month from $848.92 
at this time last year to $1,540.66 this 

month. But that city is still down 7.85 
percent for the year at $6,149.42.

Howardwick’s revenue for this 
month dropped 11.23 percent to 
$12,054.95 and is now behind 3.78 
percent for the year.

Statewide, Hegar said local 
sales taxes were up 1.2 percent for 
the month, but the state’s sales tax 
revenue fell more than fi ve percent. 
Hegar said that sales tax revenue for 
the state in October was $2.28 bil-
lion, down 5.4 percent compared to 
October 2014.

“October state sales tax rev-
enue was depressed, as expected, by 
declines in spending in oil and natu-
ral gas-related sectors,” Hegar said. 
“Other major sectors of the Texas 
economy, including construction, 
information, and services, continued 
to show growth in tax remittances.”

Seliger honored by 
local governments

State Senator Kel Seliger 
(R-Amarillo) this week received 
the Friend of County Government 
award from the Texas Association 
of Counties and the Legislator 
of the Year award from the Jus-
tices of the Peace and Constables 
Association of Texas for his work 
during the 84th Legislature. 

“I am honored that these two 
organizations, representing gov-
ernmental entities most respon-
sive to the immediate needs of 
Texans, would recognize my work 
on behalf of preserving local con-
trol,” said Seliger. 

Prior to his election to the 
Texas Senate in 2004, Sena-
tor Seliger served four terms 
as Mayor of Amarillo and as a 
member of the Amarillo City 
Commission. Seliger outspo-
ken advocate for local offi cials 
making local decisions.

CC changing approach to 
developmental education

Clarendon College is chang-
ing the way development education 
is taught and putting students on a 
fast track to success, and now the 

word is spreading among academic 
circles.

Last fall, CC undertook a new 
math pilot program where students 
needing developmental education 
were enrolled directly into college 
level courses paired with a supple-
mental lab, rather than the typi-
cal one- to three-semester route of 
taking developmental level courses 
and labs and then the college level 
course afterwards.

This shortened path has proven 
to increase the percentage of enter-
ing developmental students that 
successfully complete a college-
level course and has cut the time to 
complete that college-level course 
by up to three semesters.
