Dallas. June 3. Faxm real estate
taxes per acre in Texas and fifteen
other representativeStates decreas-
ed 13 per cent from 1932 to 1933, a
preliminary survey by the United
States Department of Agriculture
indicates No exact figure is cited
for the averagetax per acre on Tex-
as farms in 1933, but this report in-

dicates that the average probably
about 15c per acre, against the

1932 average of 17c per acre Such
a tax would be the lowest since
1919 when the average was 15c per
acre but nearly twice as high as
the 1913-1-4 average cf Sc

After increasing steadily from
1914 to 1930, average farm taxes
per acre in Texas have declined
slightly more than 30 per cent dur-
ing the last three years from the
1930 high of 23c per acre Taxes
have declined much more slowly
than prices of farm products and
still are relatively higher than
prices, in comparison with prewar
levels.

Average farm real estate tax per
acre in Texas for the last twenty
years, as estimated by the United
States Department of Agriculture,
has been: Sc in 1913 and 1914; 9c in
1915 and 191C; 16c in 1920 and 1921;
17c in 1922; 18c in 1923; 19c in

SAGERTON WHEAT TO

FORT WORTH MARKET

The first carload of Texas grown
wheat of the 1934 crop to reach the
Fort Worth market was received
Mondav. The car was shipped by
the Haskell Mill & Grain Company
and was loaded at Sagerton.

The wheat graded No. 1 dark
hard, testing 02 poundsto the bush-
el and had a moisture content of
12 per cent.

According to news dispatches
from Fort Worth, grain men were
well pleased with the protein con-

tent of the new wheat, which was
placed at 15 50 per cent by the Fort
Worth prain laboratory. This high
protein content contrasts with
about 12 to 13 per cent reported
from the new crop of Oklahoma
wheat that has been received on
the Fort Worth market, and it is
bleieved by grain men that the
Texas crop will command a prem-
ium.

The Haskell county crop is the
best in a number of years consider-
ing the acreage, according to grain
men.

There have been 10 cars shipped
from Haskell up to the presenttime
and the prevailing price today is
75 cents per bushel.

is a reduction to 1 2 per cent until
July, 1938. Loans made direct by
Vvint-c- ! nam-- rt r.ite of 5 2 Oer
cent, but there is a reduction to 5

per cent untf. 193S. ine rate on
Commissioner's loans is 5 per cent.
Against these rates farmers in most
cases had been paying from 5 per
cent to 8 per cent, but on numerous
loans thev had been paying 9 per
cent, 10 per cent, and even above
10 per cent.

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THE DIGEST POLL SHOWS TREND

Straw votes are aways interesting, if the subject
that is being voted upon is an interestingone. and in the
case of the presentLiterary Digest poll, the subject is
one in which everyone i- - interested.

The straw vote up to date does not show any re-

sults that differgreatly from what might have been ex-

pected. All but one of the nine states, votes from which
have thus far been tabulated, show a majority in favor
of President Rooseelt"policies. One state. Maines,
shows a slight majority the otherway.

The majorities in favor of the President'spolicies
do not appearat first glance to be as large as one might
haveexpected,but four of the statesbeing tabulatedvot-

ed for Hoover in 1032. Furthermore, if you stop and
remember,first, that most of the statesthus far report-
ed are normally Republican bylarge majorities, and sec-

ond, that an adverse critic is always much more anxious
to express himself than is the man who is merely stand-
ing in line and approving what is being done, you will
probably agreethat the majority in favor of the Roose-
velt policies is as large as could be expected and thefinal
result of the Digest poll will give a fairly satisfactory
basis for predictions as to the outcome of the November
elections. Not many people, however, are greatly in
doubt as to how those elections will turn out. Many peo-

ple who cast ballots in the Digest poll may be basing
their ote on more or less theoreticalopinions as to the
principles of government, but not so with the average
voter when he goesto the poll. If he feels that things
are really going better with him than they were under
the previous administration, he will vote to keep the
presentadministration in.

Things are better with most people today than they
were two years ago. So. unless there hould be some
suddenand unexpected change between now and Nov-

ember, the average voter may be expectd to endorsethe
presentadministration at the next election. And two
years hence thesamereasoning will apply.

If things continue to get better for the next two
years the averagevoter will naturally cast his ballot in
favor of continuing the presentadministrationregardless
of politics or theoreticalconsiderationsas to the increase
of liberty or privilege for this, that or the other class.
