City eyes 
revenue 
increases

The Clarendon City Council is faced 
with raising taxes and sanitation rates to 
balance its 2017 budget and will hold tax 
hearings on August 11 and 28.

During its regular meeting last Thurs-
day, July 28, aldermen voted to propose a 
tax rate of $0.74800 per $100 valuation, 
which is higher than the effective rate (the 
rate required to bring in the same revenue 
as last year) of $0.707967.

The city’s taxable values dropped this 
year by about $990,000, according to the 
Donley Appraisal District.

In addition, City Hall is looking to 
correct a nearly $30,000 defi cit in the san-
itation department by proposing to raise 
trash rates by about nine percent.

A sewer rate increase was also under 
consideration in order to bolster the city’s 
changes in obtainting a Community Devel-
opment Block Grant, but as the ENTERPRISE 
went to press, aldermen backed away from 
raising sewer rates during a workshop 
Tuesday evening. 

In other business last Thursday, alder-
men accepted with regret the resignation 
of Bill Stavenhagen from the Clarendon 
Economic Development Corp. board 
and appointed Leslie Norrell to serve the 
remainder of that term.

The council accepted the low bid of 
Kyle Hill for low-water crossing work that 
needs to be done on Front Street to fi nish 
out the city’s “in-kind” obligation from a 
2012 TxDOT grant at a cost of $16,000.

A special panel charged 

with suggesting changes to the 
state’s testing and school account-
ability system will recommend 
that state lawmakers implement a 
series of individualized, computer-
based exams to measure student per-
formance and progress throughout 
the year. 

But at its fi nal meeting Wednes-
day, the 15-member Commission on 
Next Generation Assessment and 
Accountability opted to strike a line 
from its draft report saying those 
tests should “replace the current 
STAAR assessment program,” with 
members acknowledging that many 
schools don’t have the technological 

infrastructure, including broadband 
Internet, for digital testing. 

A periodic, computer-
based testing regime, some-
thing many school districts 
already employ, would “provide 
useful, real-time feedback to educa-
tors, parents and students,” according 
to the panel’s draft report to the Leg-
islature and Gov. Greg Abbott. The 
panel, whose recommendations are 
not binding, is charged with pro-
ducing a fi nal report by Sept. 1, fi ve 
months before lawmakers reconvene 
in Austin to take up the issue. 

“I don’t think any of us is 
recommending getting rid of 
STAAR tomorrow,” said the panel’s 
chairman, Andrew Kim. 

The Comal schools superinten-
dent said there will still need to be 
one summative test at the end of 
the year – “whether it be STAAR or 
something else” – because federal 
law requires states to administer a 
statewide exam. 

Wednesday’s vote on the report 
was 9-1, with fi ve commissioners 
absent and the head of an infl uential 
anti-testing group casting the lone no 
vote. 

Theresa Treviño, president of 
Texans Advocating for Meaningful 
Student Assessment, said she “really 
had to make a statement” because 
she felt that none of the 14 recom-
mendations in the report sought to 
limit the high-stakes components 

of the state’s current testing and 
accountability system. 

Treviño said she might have 
voted in favor of the report if the com-
mission hadn’t struck the sentence 
saying the recommended “computer-
adaptive assessment system” would 
replace the widely disdained STAAR 
tests. But she said her main concern 
was that the report doesn’t recom-
mend removing requirements that 
5th and 8th graders pass reading and 
math exams to move on to the next 
grade – or that high schoolers pass 
fi ve end-of-course exams before they 
can graduate.  

“We are one of only 14 states 
that require high stakes for gradua-
tion,” she said. 

A recent survey organized by 
State Board of Education Chair-
woman Donna Bahorich found that 
a majority of educators, parents 
and students support eliminating all 
statewide testing and overwhelm-
ingly oppose those high-stakes 
requirements.  

The commission did recom-
mend extending a 2015 law set to 
expire next year that allows high 
schoolers to fail up to two end-of-
course exams as long as they pass 
all their coursework and a special 
“graduation committee” – made up 
of their principals, teachers, school 
counselors and parents – agrees. 
(Similar panels exist for 5th and

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Iran deal more 
dangerous than 
ever imagined
By US Sen. John Cornyn

This month marks the one-year anniversary of the 
Obama administration’s one-sided nuclear agreement 
with Iran, which I couldn’t support then and continue 
to oppose now.

At the time, President Obama called the deal 
a “diplomatic breakthrough.” He even claimed that, 
without this deal, the United States would have no 
option left but another war in the Middle East. And 
he stressed repeatedly that under his deal, Iran would 
“never” be able to get a nuclear weapon.

The past twelve months tell a different story. 
Where we were guaranteed transparency and open-
ness, we’ve found deception; where we were promised 
a better diplomatic relationship with a theocratic 
regime, we’ve been met with hostility and aggression; 
and even though the administration trusted Tehran to 
accept international norms, it turns out – unsurpris-
ingly – Iran continues to completely ignore them.

The early stages of the Obama administration’s 
nuclear talks with Iran were conducted in secrecy. 
Unfortunately, we’re only now beginning to see the 
full extent of the administration’s deception. Last 
week, it came to light that a critical component of the 
Iran deal was kept from the public eye. The document, 
according to media reports, eases restrictions on Iran’s 
nuclear program before the agreement officially ends. 
And it allows Iran – after just 11 years – to replace 
key equipment, like centrifuges, with updated, more 
technologically-advanced models that could cut in half 
the time it takes to produce enough weapons-grade 
uranium for a nuclear weapon – known as their “break 
out time.”

In other words, the document just released offers 
a frightening reality: under the deal President Obama 
struck, after just 10 years the Iranian government will 
be well-positioned to create a nuclear weapon in six 
months or less. That’s not keeping Iran from ever cre-
ating a nuclear weapon, as the President promised. It 
essentially reinforces Iran’s ability to do just that.

What’s more, reports of the administration using 
millions of American taxpayer dollars to buy Iran’s 
heavy water – a critical component in the creation of 
nuclear weapons – indicate that President Obama is 
doing little to stop the financial windfall that Iran has 
enjoyed under this deal.

But this is just the latest example of the Obama 
Administration’s deception in selling a bad deal to our 
country.

Just consider the events that unfolded in January 
when two U.S. Navy boats with 10 American sailors 
on-board strayed harmlessly into Iranian waters. Iran’s 
Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps – the IRGC – 
took them captive after forcing them to surrender at 
gunpoint. Our sailors were blindfolded, hauled back 
to Iranian soil against their will, interrogated, and 
detained. In a humiliating show of disrespect, the Ira-
nian military documented the entire event and almost 
immediately broadcasted videos and photos of the cap-
tured sailors on state-run media outlets.

Most would assume such a display would elicit 
strong words of condemnation from the president 
of the United States. But that’s not what we heard. 
Instead, the administration patted itself on the back, 
ignored Iran’s humiliating treatment of our sailors, and 
claimed the deal with Iran somehow brought the sail-
ors safely home. In doing so, the president missed the 
point: these sailors shouldn’t have been taken captive 
in the first place.

I offered legislation earlier this summer that 
would require the president to hold the regime in 
Tehran accountable for this aggression. We can’t 
afford to let this hostility stand, particularly when 
Iran likely violated the Geneva Convention and other 
rules of international law. Even though the president 
didn’t have the wherewithal to call out Iran’s actions, 
I’m glad the U.S. Navy did. Last month, following a 
thorough investigation, the Navy determined Iran had 
in fact violated international law by wrongfully keep-
ing these American vessels from conducting innocent 
passage.

Supporters of the Iran deal would like to paint 
this as a minor incident or skirmish – one that dis-
tracts from the otherwise positive trajectory of a more 
responsible, less hostile Iran.

But that’s simply not true.
The deal hasn’t compelled Iran to change course 

at all. Iran remains the foremost state-sponsor of ter-
rorism. It continues to support Hezbollah and bankroll 
efforts to attack American and Israeli interests in the 
Middle East. The regime still actively works against 
U.S. efforts on the ground in places like Syria, Iraq, 
and Yemen, inciting violence and equipping terrorist 
groups across the region to thwart our efforts to bring 
greater stability and peace. On top of all that, in com-
plete defiance of the United Nations, Iran test-fired 
ballistic missiles last spring.

The Iranian government doesn’t fear the Admin-
istration’s so-called “snap-back” sanctions, because 
it knows President Obama would never do anything 
that might jeopardize the deal – his signature foreign 
policy “accomplishment.” It should go without saying 
that Tehran has done nothing to foster greater trust as a 
responsible actor on the international stage.

Time and again, instead of calling out the regime 
and creating consequences for its bad behavior, the 
Obama administration chooses to downplay Iran’s 
aggression and ignore the facts. But the most troubling 
part of this saga is that the President and his team 
didn’t dedicate their time to crafting a deal with real 
teeth to hold Iran accountable. Instead, they distorted 
the truth to create a fairy tale.

Now, one year after the deal was struck, we see 
its true effects: a dangerous and hostile regime with 
a clear path to a nuclear weapon; the detention and 
humiliation of ten American sailors; and an Adminis-
tration unwilling to level with the American people.

A few friends from 50 years ago 
still remember our wedding day – 
August 12, 1966. The occasion is a con-
versation starter when we gather.

Brenda and I smile, our memories 
quickly rekindled by unlikely occur-
rences at the ceremony.

Friends and kin remember it for 
obvious reasons. It rained hard in Alpine, 
Texas, that day. Gullies gushed through 
the arid land, where ranchers joke about 
occasional six-inch rains – when drops 
land six inches apart. During the storm, 
lightning danced across the sky, one bolt 
striking First Methodist Church….

*****
When the organist started playing 

Here Comes the Bride, the instrument 
emitted only groans and shrieks. Yep, 
the sky bolt had done a number on the 
organ.

And, Brenda’s aunt, an accom-
plished musician, had traveled almost 
300 miles to play the wedding march. It 
was not to be. Instead, sounds wafting 
throughout the sanctuary seemed more 
like screeches and whines of hyenas frol-
icking across a steam calliope keyboard. 

For Brenda and me, memories 
center on the lightning strike, and her 
late mother’s admonition at the recep-
tion….

*****
It was held, of course, in Fellow-

ship Hall. I’ll not forget those standard 
4x8 folding tables, their leg joints creak-
ing after many years of placement for 
punch, mints and whatever.

I remember the punch bowl, and my 
mother-in-law cringing with the ladling 

of each cup, 
fearful errant 
drops might 
permanently 
stain the white 
lace tablecloth 
she’d found on 
sale to use at 
such a time as 
this.

Remem-
bered most, 
though, were 
the instructions to Brenda as she picked 
up the knife to slice the wedding cake. 
This single comment shattered my hopes 
that her mom’s considerable kitchen 
talents had been passed along to her 
only daughter: “Remember, dear, use 
the sharp edge.” Hey, this is the risk a 
“cradle-robber” takes….

*****
Funny how a half-century seems 

like a long time from the front end, but 
glancing back, not so much. Oh, there’s 
talk about 70 being the new 60. Why 
not? Clearly, folks are living longer.

Consider Delmon and Vida Hodges 
of Fort Stockton. They’ve been mar-
ried 62 years, having lived there since 
unpaved streets. Serving 16 years in 
Pecos County elected offices, Hodges, 
now 89, still conducts oil “bidness” 
daily. 

Friends know they’ll ignite fires of 
extended conversations when they men-
tion the Lions Club. He’s been a member 
since all the Lions were cubs….

*****
He and Vida keep their strength up 

to show up where they’re expected to 
show up. They were 100% faithful to 
attend grandchildren’s graduation exer-
cises a few weeks ago. On the face of it, 
we might consider this “ho-hum” stuff.

One of the benefits of being a 

reporter is you get to sample food prod-
ucts made by the people you interview.  
Such is the case with Guy and Patsy 
Hester in Ozona.  They have a place 
called Ozona Flour Mill & Goods, The 
Home of Mesquite Bean Flour.  Patsy 
makes five different types of breads 
with the flour they grind themselves.  I 
brought home some banana nut and it 
was delicious.  Guy and Patsy also make 
a line of jellies made with Texas fruit.  
Customers come from as far away as 
California and Michigan.

“A preacher’s wife is the one that 
got me started in this,” says Patsy.  “She 
asked me if I put mesquite bean flour in 
my breads, which I have been making 
for lots of years.  So Guy suggested we 
go outside and get some beans and see 
what we can do.  So we got some and 
put them through our processor and 
made flour.”

Guy says they have several ranches 
in the area where they pick beans.

“Then we bring them back here 
and hang them up to dry.  Before they 
get completely dry, we stick them in the 
oven and heat them to dry some more.  
Then we take them out, let the cool off, 
then run them through our hammer mill.  
We come out with fine flour about the 
color of brown sugar.”

The flour by itself is powerful stuff.  
You don’t want to use it straight.

“You use one-fourth of mesquite 
bean flour and three-fourths regular 
flour, wheat flour or whatever kind of 
flour you like,” says Patsy.  “My breads 
are ten dollars a loaf.  I’ve got pumpkin, 
banana, cranberry, zucchini and hum-
mingbird, made with bananas, pineapple 
and cherries.  Most of them have pecans.  
I put the flour in rolls, regular bread, 
even put it in my buttermilk pie.  I make 
cornbread with it.  That’s my favorite.”

Guy makes mesquite bean coffee by 
putting the beans in the oven until they 
turn completely black, then grind them, 
hulls and all.  It makes a strong coffee.  

He suggests using it sparingly.
They pick the beans in July and 

August.
“You pick them when they’re 

purple,” says Guy.  “I think the first year 
we picked a hundred and twenty pounds.  
Five pounds of beans make three pounds 
of flour.”

The flour sells for ten dollars a 
pound.  If you want to grind your own 
beans, that service is available.

“We’ll mill them either for two 
dollars a pound or go on the halves.  We 
don’t want any beans off the ground.  
Nothing green.  We want only beige, 
purple, red or brown beans.  You can 
tell by the way they look and the way 
they feel that they’re ready to be pulled.  
When you grab hold of that bean it just 
pulls right off.”

The Hesters started their business 
four years ago and have a building dedi-
cated to producing the flour.  The equip-
ment is state of the art.

The recommendations do 
not include the massive changes 
many parent and teacher groups are 
looking for, something many of the 
commissioners acknowledged in 
closing remarks Wednesday.   

“It’s not a perfect set of rec-
ommendations by any means,” said 
commissioner Pauline Dow, the 
chief instructional offi cer for North 
East schools in San Antonio. “I think 
it’s sort of part of our duty to also 
help stakeholders recognize that 
[testing and measurement] is a com-
plex issue and that we have to think 
about it in that wa y.”  

LUBBOCK –  Alternative crops 
will not supplant top commodities 
such as corn and cotton, but produc-
ers choose them as drought-tolerant 
rotation options that can pay off 
when the price is right, said a Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension Service 
agronomist in Lubbock.

Dr. Calvin Trostle said alter-
native crops such as sunfl owers, 
sesame and guar also give producers, 
especially in the Rolling Plains and 
High Plains regions, viable options 
when it comes to replanting on a 
failed fi eld. They can also be used for 
rotations for soil health, or enduring 
heat and drought conditions, as well 
as provide access to other markets 
when prices and industry demand.

In Central Texas, some sun-
fl ower fi elds are being harvested 
now, Trostle said. Good yields are 
being reported. One producer in Ellis 
County said sunfl owers performed 
better than any other crop he planted 
this year, Trostle added.

Prices on sunfl owers and 
other oilseeds have been better in 
the recent past, Trostle said. But 
sunfl owers have a wide planting 
window, are drought tolerant and 

make good rotation crops for com-
modity crops like cotton.

“Producers seem to like them, 
but it comes down to how many con-
tracts are there to be fi lled,” he said. 
“The price goes up and down based 
on the number of acres the industry 
needs.”

Trostle said guar, or cluster 
bean, a drought-tolerant legume, 
has become an option in West Texas 
cotton crop rotations. Guar is used to 
produce food emulsifi ers and lubri-
cants for oil and gas drilling and 
fracking.

Trostle said producers in West 
Texas and some other areas are 
facing moderate drought and high 
temperatures, as well as a lack of 
precipitation that have been stress-
ing dryland plants. Those conditions 
make sesame, sunfl owers and other 
crops that can take heat and lack of 
moisture appealing to producers.

The number of alternative crop 
acres planted goes up and down like 
most other crops from year to year, 
Trostle said. Under the right condi-
tions it can be a good decision.

Dr. Clark Neely, AgriLife 
Extension statewide small grains and 

oilseed specialist in College Station, 
said canola performed well for pro-
ducers despite heavy rains. Canola is 
a cool-season oilseed crop harvested 
before summer, similar to wheat.

Neely said more producers are 
becoming aware of the crop as an 
option to wheat, which has experi-
enced dipping prices, Neely said. 
Canola follows the soybean market 
and prices were strong, around $6.50 
per bushel currently, but peaked at 
over $8 per bushel at harvest time, 
compared to wheat, which stayed at 
or below $4 per bushel.

Canola prices generally peak 
at harvest time for the Southern 
Great Plains as the majority of North 
American canola is spring canola, 
which is harvested in late summer 
in North Dakota and Canada, Neely 
said. This gives winter canola grown 
in Texas a price advantage.

Neely and Trostle said interest 
in alternative crops fl uctuates with 
prices on typical commodities such 
as cotton, corn and wheat.

“Anytime you see dips in the 
commodity prices, you’ll typically 
see more alternative crop acres 
planted,” Neely said.

This week we will learn how to 
block unwanted calls, how to help 
our service families, and tips for 
online shopping.

“Looking to block unwanted 
calls?” by Andrew Johnson, Divi-
sion of Consumer and Business Edu-
cation, FTC

Are you signed up for the 
National Do Not Call Registry, but 
still getting unwanted sales calls? If 
a company is ignoring the Registry, 
there’s a good chance it’s a scam. 
Report calls like this to the FTC. 
But that’s not all you can do. Here 
are some other options for limit-
ing unwanted calls: Mobile apps. 
Call-blocking apps let you create a 
“blacklist” of numbers that won’t be 
able to call your cell phone. Some 
apps allow calls only from a contact 
in your phone or an already approved 
number – and block the rest. Many 
of these apps are free or only cost a 
few dollars.

Features built into your mobile 
phone. Check and see what features 
your phone came with. You might 
already be able to block specific 
contacts, identify unwanted incom-
ing calls for future blocking, and set 
“do not disturb” hours. Cloud-based 
services. Typically, these work by 
analyzing your call data and combin-
ing it with other people’s call data to 
create crowd-sourced blacklists. You 
may have to register your phone line 
or download a mobile app to use a 

cloud-based service. Call-blocking 
devices. Designed for home phones, 
some devices use databases of known 
spam numbers to know which num-
bers to block, but let you add your 
own list of numbers, too. Others rely 
on you to create your own blacklist. 
Some devices allow calls only from 
approved numbers.

Your phone carrier. Whatever 
type of phone you have — landline, 
cable, internet or mobile device — 
many carriers will let you block any-
where from 10-30 numbers. Many 
also let you block anonymous call-
ers who prevent their phone number 
from appearing on caller ID. Some 
charge a fee for these services.

Unfortunately, scammers 
see those sacrifices as an opportunity 
to create confusion and drum up end-
less varieties of trickery to separate 
military personnel from their money. 
That’s why the FTC, the Department 
of Defense, the Consumer Finan-
cial Protection Bureau’s Office of 
Servicemember Affairs, Military 
Saves, and many other partners work 
together on Military Consumer, an 
educational initiative designed to 
help service members, veterans, and 
their families navigate the market-
place and spot and avoid scams.

“Online shopping: Tips to keep 
close to your wallet” by Mia Smutny 
Consumer Education Intern, FTC

Read the seller’s description of 
the product closely, especially the 
fine print. Words like “refurbished,” 
“vintage,” or “close-out” may indi-
cate that the product is in less-than-
mint condition, while name-brand 
items with bargain basement prices 
could be counterfeits. Know what 
it will cost. Check out websites that 
offer price comparisons and then 
compare “apples to apples.” Factor 

shipping and handling into the total 
cost of your purchase. Do not send 
cash or money transfers under any 
circumstances.

Check out the terms of the 
deal, like refund policies and deliv-
ery dates. Can you return the item 
for a full refund if you’re not satis-
fied?  If you return it, who pays the 
shipping costs or restocking fees, 
and when you will get your order? 
A Federal Trade Commission (FTC) 
rule requires sellers to ship items 
as promised or within 30 days after 
the order date if no specific date is 
promised. Many sites offer track-
ing options, so you can see exactly 
where your purchase is and estimate 
when you’ll get it.

Pay by credit card. If you pay 
by credit or charge card online, your 
transaction will be protected by the 
Fair Credit Billing Act. Under this 
law, you can dispute charges under 
certain circumstances and temporar-
ily withhold payment while the cred-
itor investigates them. In the event 
that someone uses your credit card 
without your permission, your liabil-
ity generally is limited to the first 
$50 in charges. Some companies 
guarantee that you won’t be held 
responsible for any unauthorized 
charges made to your card online; 
some cards provide additional war-
ranty, return, and purchase protec-
tion benefits.

Keep Records. Print or save 
records of your online transactions, 
including the product description 
and price, the online receipt, and the 
emails you send and receive from the 
seller. Read your credit card state-

ments as you receive them; be on the 
lookout for charges that you don’t 
recognize. 

Protect Your Information. Don’t 
email any financial information. 
Email is not a secure method of trans-
mitting financial information like 
your credit card, checking account, 
or Social Security number. If you 
begin a transaction and need to give 
your financial information through 
an organization’s website, look for 
indicators that the site is secure, 
like a URL that begins https (the “s” 
stands for secure). Unfortunately, no 
indicator is foolproof; some fraudu-
lent sites have forged security icons. 
Check the privacy policy. Really. It 
should let you know what personal 
information the website operators 
are collecting, why, and how they’re 
going to use the information. If you 
can’t find a privacy policy — or if 
you can’t understand it – consider 
taking your business to another site 
that’s more user-friendly.

How to Report Online Shop-
ping Fraud If you have problems 
during a transaction, try to work 
them out directly with the seller, 
buyer, or site operator. If that doesn’t 
work, file a complaint with: the Fed-
eral Trade Commission at www.ftc.
gov/complaint. Your state Attorney 
General, using contact information 
at naag.org. Your county or state con-
sumer protection agency. Check the 
blue pages of the phone book under 
county and state government, or visit 
consumeraction.gov and look under 
“Where to File a Complaint.” the 
Better Business Bureau.
