Statement of the financial con-
dition of the City of Haskell is
published this week, reflecting the
receipts and disbursements in the
various funds for the two-ye- ar

period from April 1, 1934 to
March 31, 1036.

The statement was compiled
from an audit completedlast week
by J. B. Allred at Co., public ac-
countants of Wichita Falls. The
published document, is necessari
ly condensed from the volumin-
ous audit, but shows total expe-
nditure and receipts for the. two-ye- ar

period.
The complete certified audit is

on file at the.City Secretary's of-

fice, and is available to any in-

terested citizen for inspection.
Total taxes, both current and

delinquent, collected during the
period covered by the audit
amount togM,099.zs, and prac-
tically one-ha-lf of this amount,
I1S.M7JC was required to retire
eustanding indebtedness.

Next largest amount, -- xb.90B.B3,
was auotod to the general fund,
the audit"ahowa, with the balance
remitted to Fire, Street and Li-

brary funds and for payment of
tax commissions.

The statementshows substan-
tial cash balances on hand in all
funds except one the Street
fund, which is "in the red" to the
extent of $66.10. Largest balance
is shown in the general fund,
with $4,379.61 on hand.

Curtailment of the Saturday
afternoon service has beeenmade
mandatory upon the local office
due to shortage of clerical help.

$10,000 Bond Issue Would
Be Used to Supplement

Government Funds

Considerable Interest In being
manifest in a proposed $10,000
bond election to be held in Com-
missioners'Precinct No. 2 on Sat-
urday April 11th.

The election was called recent-
ly by the Commissioner's Court
following presentation of a peti-
tion signed by a large group of
property-owne- rs of the precinct.

Purpose of the proposed issue
will be to supplementFederal and
State funds in the construction of
hard-surfac- ed roads within the
Precinct of approved caliche or
macadamtype.

Some misunderstanding as to
the purposeof the proposedissue
has become prevalent, proponents
state, and for this reasonurge all
voters to consider the proposition
fully.

Advocatesof the issue point out
that the proposed bonds can be
used only for the purposeof sup-
plementing government funds on
approved projects. Ratio of 85 per
ceni or money expended,accord-
ing to those favoring the issue. In
other words, the precinct would
pay only 15 per cent of the cost
of building hard-surfa-ce roads.
Bonds would be sold only as gov-
ernment aid and approval was
given on projects and in the
event such aid was not available,
no bondswould be sold, as money
secured through the bond issue
can not be used for any other
purpose.

Issuanceof the bondswould en-
tail only a slight increase in. the
tax rate on property within the
Precinct, this increaseamounting
to between 5 and 8 cents on each
$100 rendition, proponents have
estimated.

This figure is based upon the
average rendition of all real es-
tate in Precinct 2, the averagebe-
ing $9.00 per acre. On this basis,
and with the maximum Increase
of 8 cents as mentionedabove, the
cost of retiring the bondswould
only amount to 72 cents yearly
on each 100 acres of land, advo-
cates of the issue estimate.

Balloting on the proposedissue
will be heldat all voting boxes in
the precinct.

WHISKEY AND BEER

WHEN CAR HALTED

Suspicion and Sheer Luck

Haskell officers seized a size-

able quantity of bonded whiskey
and 5 casesof beer through sheer
luck Monday night when they in-
tercepted an automobile on the
highway between Rule and"Ro-
chester, after their suspicions
were aroused by occupantsof the
car.

Charges of possession and
transporting liquor were alleged
in a complaint filed by a member
of the sheriffs departmentagainst
T. E. (Shorty) Vaughn of Has-
kell as a result of the seizure.
Bond set in the amount of S250
to await the next County Court
term was perfected by Vaughan
Tuesday.

Deputy Sheriff Mart Clifton
and City Marshal Al Cousinswere
en route to Haskell from Roches-
ter when they passed Vaughan,
his wife and another couple, in an
automobile driven by Vaughan.
Stopping' the car for an investi-
gation, officers said they found
14 quarts and 18 pints of bonded
whiskcyr-"Hlra- m Walker" and
"Cream of Kentucky" and five
casesof "three-tw- o" beer.

Only one complaint was filed
in connection with the seizure.
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Vernon Lays Claim
To BeingFirst Rural

School In County
Were present-da- y residents of

Haskell county asked to hazard
.1 guessas to the location of the
lirst rural school in Haskell coun
ty, doubtless few could give a
correct answer.

These few would be among the
ciT-l- settlers here and further,
ihov would have first lived in
the southwest part of the county,
along the valley traversed by
Willow Paint, small stream which
proved a haven to many a cattle-
man of the early days whose
herds found an abundanceof wa
ter in this sparkling stream.

The Vernon school, six miles
east of the present town of Sager-to-n,

'according to Alf Denson,pio-

neer resident, was the first rural
ichool in Haskell county, a one
room wooden building, it was
erected in 1887, one year after
the county was organized anu
Vernon was also recognizedas the
first rural voting box in the coun
ty.

First settlers in the vicinity
were W. D. Garrcn. J. F. Arms
trong and Sam Vernon, for whom
the school was named. Mr. Ver-
non died recently at Spur, Texas.
Garren and Armstrong now reside
t.t Van Horn, Texas.

The small schoolhousc which
marked the advance of rural
school facilities in a pioneer West
Texas country was also the scene
cf many community gatherings,
Mr. Denson recalls, affording a
place for chhrch service's and
other gatherings in early days.
The first teacher to hold classes
in the building was a Primitive
Baptist preacher, a Rev. Rogers,
Mr. Denson recalls, and the re-

vered minister exhorted many a
West Texas cowpunchcr from his
evil ways to tiic "straight and
narrow."

The early-da- y educational
building was doomed to a short
life, it seemed, for in 1892 five

cars after its construction a
half-bre- ed Indian youth who had
1 come angered at his schoo-
lteacher "fired" the building,
v .lich burned to the ground des-r't- e

efforts of the few people re-

ding nearby to extinguish the
f'ames.

Sparsely settled, patrons served
by the school changed the loca-
tion of the re-bu- ilt school, which
today stands some distance from
the stie chosenby early residents.
Today the Vernon school is rank-
ed as one of the most progressive
rural schools in the county.

Denson, a pioneer resident who
ca.nehere with his parents in the
early days of the county, remem-
bers that he received his first
retooling at Vernon, and recalls
the many herds of cattle which
'.ere watBred along Willow Paint.
In thosedays the "watering hole"
v. . s known throughout West Tex--..

as "Rawhide Bend" and pro--'

ided an inexhaustible water sup-m- v

from springs in the smalj
mils to the west winch today do
not exist for some unaccountable
i" ason.

Importance of the small com-
munity was recalled by Mr Den-,o-n

in telling of the "highway"
then called a public road from
the county seat of Haskell to
Vernon a road which ran an air-
line direction from the county
courthouse and which was laid
cut by W. D. (Dave) Garren with
a team and a trail wagon.
Residentsof the community, Den-
son says, could stand in the mid-
dle of the early-da- y road and
glimpse the spire of Haskell's pre-
tentious courthouseof that period.

"UTTEK COLLAPSE" VS "SPIRITUAL
AWAKENING"

The Honorable Roger Babson, statistical ex-

pert and well-kno- financial writer, after re-

viewing the economic forces of the world, cornea
to the conclusion that "businessshould continue to
improve for a few more years."

However, do not conclude that the business
forecaster is optimistic. He believes that "eventual-
ly a 'receiver' must be appointed for this grand old
world of ours, cutting down debts, wiping out
trade barriers, and ghing every country a fresh
start."

Mr Babsonsays, "This can come about either
through utter collape or through a spiritual awak-
ening." As far as we are concerned,we wish to go
on record in favor of the "spiritual awakening" be-

cause we have no desire to experience whatever
an "utter collapse" may be Boiled down, this
spiritual awakening means a little less selfishness
on the part of individuals and nations, willingness
and readinessto render service for just reward and
the cpousalof a "live and let live" policy.

A SOCIAL SECURITY DANGER

The people of the United States should under-
stand thoroughly what is involved in the Social
Security Law. At present, when the goals are dis-

cussed,few stop to think of the taxes and finan-
cial factors involved.

In 1937, however, the workers to be covered
will begin to pay a tax of 1 per cent on their wage
or salary and employers will contribute an equal
amount, making a 2 per cent tax in all. Gradually
increasing until 1949, the tax will finally become
6 per cent contributed equally by workers and em-

ployers. In 1942 old age pensions will begin, but
the first incometo the Government is expected to
greatly exceedthe moneypaid out, and by 1980 the
reserve fund will reach the gigantic total of around
547,000.000,000.

While some critics have questioned the man-
agementof such a fund, another objection has been
raised by M. Alfred Linton, life insurance execu-
tive, who thinks that the real danger will come
fromthe failure on the part of Congressto keep its
hands off the reserve fund. This actuary says that
Congressmen,not understanding the essentialprin-
ciples underlying a present reserve to make fu-

ture payments, will be tempted to liberalize pay-
ments and thusjeopardize the future of those who
have contributed to the enormousreserve.

While the Haskell Free Pressardently advocates
the principles of social security legislation, the fear
voiced by Mr. Linton is basedon somethingbesides
fault-findin-g. It undoubtedly will be a menace to
the successfuloperation of old age pensions,un-

less the peopleof the United Statesare thoroughly
educated in regard to the function of an adequate
reserve. Moreover, they must stand guard over the
fluid created.Justhow this is to be effectively done
is a problem.

STOCKS NOT A BAROMETER

The stock market has completed a full year
of advancing prices,and theprospectsare for con-

tinued gains. An average of fifty stocks, which
stood at 33.98 on July 8,1932, the low point of the
depressionhas now risen to 120.78. About a year
ago .the averagewas 77.92.

While it is interesting to observethis evidence
of confidence on the part of investors, we should
not mistakenly assume that stock market prices
accurately reflect general conditions throughout
the United States. While the nation, as a whole,
has madetremendousimprovement from the depth
of the depressions,reflected in the price of stocks,
it is possible for large portions of our population
to suffer economically in the midst of a rising
stock market.

THE PUBLIC FALLS AGAIN

The life of the American sucker seems just
one grand schemeafter another. It has not been
long since the heyday of the chain-lett- er gag; and
now lotteries under the guise of "sweepstakes"
and "treasure hunts" are pulling the public leg for
a new shakedown So ng has the lottery
game become in recent weeks, declares William
Hodson, commissioner of public welfare of New
York, that "it appears potentially a more sinister
racket than thiscountry has ever before suffered."
To put an end'to this racket, Hodson suggestsnew
legislation and intervention of the federal authori-
ties. Becausethe American peopledo not mind be-
ing fooled if it is done under theguise of "chance,"
the Hodson proposalsappear to be the only safe
solution. It is too much to hope that the public will
ever refuse outright to be hood-winke- d.

GOLDEN TEXT: "Come:
for all things arc now ready."
Luke 14:17.

(Lesson Text Luke 11:15-24-.)

Seven miracles of mercy per-
formed by Jesus on the Sabbath
Day arc reported in the gospels,
four of them by Luke.

One of the chief Phariseeshad
invited Jesus to dinner and his
opponents watched him in order
o find something to criticize and

condemn.Seeinaa man ...,li. ....
dropsy and realizing fully the
rather hypocritical leselistlc
strictnessof the Phariseesregard-
ing conduct In the Sabbath Jesus
asked the critics hvo auestlons.

The first was whether it was
lawful to heal on " - cibbath and
receiving no answer Jesus healed
the afflicted man. Then, answer-
ing their unspoken disapproval,
Jesus asked the second question,
whether or not there were any
present who would not rescuehis
ox fallen into a pit, even if it nap-pen-ed

on the Sabbath Day. Once
again, there was no answer.

Observing the conduct of those
who were also at the dinner Jesus
used thesituation there to ham-
mer home vital spiritual truths.
To the guests, who were vying
with eachother for favored places
of honor and prominence,he rec-

ommendedhumility. To the host,
Jesus pointed out that hospitality
to friends, kinsmen and rich
neighbors in the expectation of a
like recompense was selfish,

From Montreal Mr Josselet
went to Chicago, where he first
entered theUnited States.

Securing employment as a coal
miner in Illinois, he clearly re-
calls that the miners were paid
SI.40 for each ton of coal loaded,
and that he nnd two companions
averageddigging 9 tons daily.

After two years as a miner, Mr.
Josselet came to Sherman, Texas,
and purchased a small farm near
that city. Seven years later he
married Miss Catherine Hugon on
Valentine Day, 1880. The couple
moved to Gainesville in 1882 and
spent 18 years in that section, en-
gaged In farming and ranching.

Disposing of his Cooke county
property, Mr. Josselet and his
family moved to Haskell in 1900
and he nurchaseda large tract of
land north of this city. When the
Wichita Valley railway was built
through this section in 1908, tra-
versing a portion of his land, a
switching point located on his
property was given his name.

Mr. and Mrs. Josseletwere the
parents of eleven children, nine
of whom are living today. Mrs.
Josselet died a number of years
ago. and she and two children
are buried here.

In a telephone conversation
with the King county sheriff at
noon today, he stated that no
tangible evidence as to the slay-
er's identity had been developed,
but that his investigation would
be continued.The officer said the
King county Grand Jury had ad-
journed, after questioning some
twelve witnesses in an effort to
uncover evidence in the case.
Several of the witnesseswho ap-
peared before the body were
from Haskell county, he said, but
that no one was being held as a
suspect.
