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County okays 
loaning shed 
to cemetery

Donley County Commission-
ers met in regular session Monday to 
consider several agenda items.

An application for a feral hog 
abatement grant through the Texas 
Department of Agriculture was con-
sidered and approved.

The court approved a resolution 
from Herring Bank on depository 
business.

Justice of the Peace Pam 
Mason’s request to attend continuing 
education training in Lubbock was 
approved but without any expense 
reimbursement as the Judge Mason 
already has the required hours 
of training. A similar request for 
Mason’s clerk to attend the same 
training was denied.

Commissioners considered 
plans for disposition of surplus vehi-
cles, and Judge John Howard said 
the county is considering holding a 
joint surplus property auction with 
the City of Clarendon.

The court discussed a shed 
currently being used by Justice of 
the Peace Denise Bertrand near her 
Hedley office. That shed is to be 
moved and will not be needed when 
Bertrand’s new office is constructed. 
Commissioners approved loan-
ing the shed to the Rowe Cemetery 
Association with the association 
bearing the cost of moving it.

Commissioners voted to keep 
the current mileage reimbursement 
rate at 51¢ except for the county 
agent’s mileage when moving live-
stock, which will be 54.5¢ per mile.

The new posting cabinet at the 
Courthouse entrance was discussed. 
Judge Howard said the cabinet will 
be used primarily for posting notices 
but will also likely include a county 
directory.

Cruz staff members 
to visit Clarendon

Staff members of US Sen. 
Ted Cruz will be at the Donley 
County Courthouse next Wednes-
day, March 21, to meet with local 
officials and members of the 
public. 

Local Republican Chairman 
Bill Word says the senator’s cam-
paign staffers will be here about 
2:20 p.m. and will be available in 
the Commissioners Courtroom at 
that time. 

County Commissioner Daniel 
Ford and Precinct 3 & 4 Justice of 
the Peace candidate Pat White were 
the big local winners last Tuesday, 
March 6, when local voters went to 
the polls.

Turnout was markedly low 
with less than one-third of registered 
voters bothering to participate in the 
process. A total of 675 voted out of 
2,199 who were registered, a turnout 
of 30.7 percent. Republicans cast 
672 local votes, and 37 Democrats 
voted in their party’s primary.

In the Republican Primary, 
Ford was challenged for his Precinct 

2 seat by Randy Bond, but was he 
retained his party’s nomination, 128-
113.

Justice Denise Bertrand was 
challenged for her position in Pre-
cincts 3&4 and lost the nomina-
tion to White, 161-119. Bertrand’s 
second term ends at the end of this 
calendar year.

Neither Ford nor White are 
facing any Democratic opposition in 
the November General Election.

Donley County Republicans 
rejected weeks of negative cam-
paigning against State Sen. Kel Seli-
ger and State Rep. Ken King, giving 

them solid local wins of 64 and 59 
percent respectively. Seliger and 
King also both received a majority 
of votes throughout their districts 
and avoided the specter of a runoff 
election. Seliger is unchallenged in 
November, but King will face Demo-
crat Ezekiel Barron.

Clarendon’s hometown con-
gressman, Rep. Mac Thornberry 
was unchallenged on the Republican 
ticket and will face Democratic chal-
lenger Greg Sagan this fall.

In statewide offices, US Sen. 
Ted Cruz picked up more than 84 
percent of local GOP support and 

easily won the party nomination 
statewide. He faces Beto O’Rourke 
this fall.

Republican Gov. Greg Abbott 
saw similar local support and won 
statewide. Democrats Lupe Valdez 
and Andrew White will be in a 
runoff for their party’s nomination. 
Local Democrats were split on the 
governor question with seven liking 
Valdez, seven preferring Grady Yar-
brough, and six voting for White. 

Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick had a 
tougher time locally but still picked 
up a majority, 65 percent, of Donley 
Republicans and carried the state 

easier. His Republican challenger 
Scott Midler has since endorsed the 
Democratic primary winner Mike 
Collier, who was the local Demo-
crats’ choice.

Majorities of local voters in 
both primaries approved of the non-
binding propositions put forward by 
their parties.

Going into the General Elec-
tion, only one local race will be 
challenged. County/District Clerk 
Fay Vargas is running for re-election 
on the Democratic ticket and will 
face Republican Bobby Woodard in 
November.

Donley County and area resi-
dents will have an opportunity to 
meet a Texas artist and participate 
in a unique project this Spring Break 
weekend.

Texas artist and rancher Terry 
Jones will be on site at the Herd 
Wear Retail Store on US Hwy 287 
in Goodnight 
S a t u r d a y 
and Sunday, 
March 17 and 
18.

J o n e s 
created the 
fabulous and 
famous 300-
pound welded 
wrench bison 
statue on display at the store, and 
he will be discussing the Herd Wear 
Retail Store’s upcoming 12-foot tall 
Charles Goodnight statue that he 
has been working on for the past 
six months and will take another six 
months to complete.

The Goodnight statue will 
include donated objects that Texas 
Panhandle families want to include 
to honor their Panhandle heritage.

“Goodnight did not build the 
Panhandle on his own,” says Herd 
Wear Store owner and bison rancher 
Cecil Miskin. “We want this monu-
ment to represent as many of the 
pioneer families out here as want to 
participate.”

Local residents can bring some-
thing from their family’s history – an 
old tool, farm implement, car part, 
etc. –anything metal that Jones can 
weld into the base of the statue. 

“We’ll engrave the family name 
and make it a part of this art work for 
all those traveling US 287 to enjoy 
and recognize that the ‘Panhandle 
Spirit,’ the cooperation and success 
that comes with working together, 
has been here since the beginning,” 
Miskin said.

Jones loves using old busted 
guns, spurs, badges, household 
items, and almost anything metal.

The beauty of Jones’ work 
is that as you back away from the 
statue, suddenly, the pieces disappear 
and only the animal shows up. That 
is because Jones studies the muscu-
lature of his subjects as a whole and 
captures the essence of his subjects

AUSTIN – The Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety (DPS) is 
reminding Texans that there are only 
two official websites for conduct-
ing Texas driver license/identifica-
tion card/driver record transactions: 
www.texas.gov and www.dps.texas.
gov. 

To prevent fraudulent use of 
your personal information and to 
avoid paying unnecessary fees, only 
conduct transactions on these two 
websites. 

While many unofficial web-
sites actually include a disclaimer 
that they are not in fact an official 
government website, these private 
non-governmental sites can still be 
extremely deceptive to customers 
and provide inaccurate information 
and charge unnecessary fees.  

Customers seeking to conduct 
online driver license/identification 
(ID) card/driver record transactions 
are advised to type www.texas.gov 
or www.dps.texas.gov directly into 

the URL address line to ensure 
they are visiting an official website 
(using a search engine can easily 
lead customers to a private non-gov-
ernmental website).

The following fees listed at 
www.texas.gov are the only fees a 
customer should be charged; any 
other fee amount would be an indi-
cation of an unauthorized website: 

• Renewal of driver license 
(with or without changing address): 
$25

• Renewal of ID (with or with-
out changing address): $16

• Renewal of driver license 
with motorcycle (with or without 
changing address): $33

• Change of address only for 
driver license or ID: $11

If a customer believes they 
have encountered a fraudulent web-
site, they are urged to contact the 
Texas Attorney General’s Consumer 
Protection Division at 1-800-621-
0508.

DPS warns public about unofficial websites

Local cities’ 
see sales tax 
revenues rise

Local cities’ sales tax revenues 
all grew for the second month in a 
row when Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar distributed allocations for 
March last week.

Clarendon’s revenue of 
$28,183.64 for March reflected an 
increase of 6.48 percent from the 
same period in 2017. The March 
allocation brings the city’s year-to-
date total to $100,411.56, which is 
up 5.5 percent for this time last year.

Hedley saw 14.85 percent 
increase for the month with an allo-
cation of $457.77, bringing that 
city’s total for the year-to-date up 
29.62 percent at $2,420.14.

Howardwick also saw growth 
with revenue of $1,069.63, up 31.79 
percent. The lakeside city is now 
57.78 percent ahead of its total from 
a year ago at $3,420.65.

The March allocations are 
based on sales made in January by 
businesses that report tax monthly.

Statewide, Hegar distributed 
$670.9 million in local sales tax allo-
cations for March, 8.3 percent more 
than in March 2017.

Keeping the 
sun shining 
on officials 

“Open government is good government” is the 
message of Sunshine Week, March 11-17; and while it 
is proper to pause to reflect on that concept annually, 
the fight for transparency is not one that is limited to 
seven days each year.

If you asked the average citizen, he or she would 
probably agree that open gov-
ernment is a good thing and 
that people should have a right 
to know what their govern-
ment is doing. Unfortunately, a 
shadow is being cast on open-
ness at all levels as those in 
power now find it fashionable 
to demonize the people whose 
job it is to keep government 
accountable.

This can be seen starting at the highest levels of 
our government where the president and his admin-
istration have taken the traditionally adversarial rela-
tionship with the media to new levels and routinely 
dismiss any unfavorable reporting as “fake news.”

Whether by design or as an unintentional con-
sequence, the United States government is becoming 
increasingly less open about its business. According to 
an Associated Press analysis released just this week, 
“The federal government censored, withheld, or said 
it couldn’t find records sought by citizens, journalists 
and others more often last [fiscal] year than at any 
point in the past decade.”

Closer to home just last month, a representative 
of the Texas Attorney General’s Office made it seem 
okay to delay releasing information as a way to punish 
reporters.  The Dalllas Morning News reported that the 
AG’s communications director, Marc Rylander, said 
during an open meetings/open records training session, 
“Communications guys love it when reporters make a 
request and you all wait until the 23rd hour of the 10th 
day to send it back to them.” A moderator at the train-
ing tried to pull Rylander back in line saying, “Don’t 
do that. Right? Right?” To which Rylander responded, 
“Depends on who the reporter is,” and later said, “It’s 
gotten so bad in newspapers especially that I almost 
got to the point that I avoid the newspaper people at all 
costs because newspapers have fired or had to let go 
all of their good journalists. … They peddle their rags 
on Groupon. … I mean, it’s a joke.”

It is bad enough that our state and federal offi-
cials have such a negative personal view of the press 
that they let it influence how they conduct their public 
duties. But the attitude is also becoming more preva-
lent at the local level as well. Just less than a year ago, 
one local board member, who was being grilled on 
open meetings issues by your editor, retorted, “What 
business is it of yours anyway?” 

And sometimes citizens themselves don’t value 
the job “the media” does when reporting the news. 
Such was the case last month when the Enterprise 
came under attack after an illegal meeting was shut 
down by the sheriff and a small group of attendees 
began accusing the paper of not printing “the truth” – 
or at least their version of it. 

There is, of course, an adversarial relationship 
between the press and those in positions of authority. 
Your editor has at times been at odds with different 
local officials to the point of even being lectured or 
ridiculed in public meetings by county commissioners, 
city aldermen, and school board members. 

It happened again just last month when a public 
official took the opportunity to use the “other busi-
ness” agenda item to critique our reporting on a previ-
ous meeting. It’s not always fun being in the reporter’s 
shoes, but it typically means you’re doing your job 
when a public official squeals for having been called 
out for his actions.

This newspaper, like so many others across Texas 
and across America, will not back down in the face of 
bullying, whether it comes from the White House, the 
state capitol, or a local official or citizen. 

You have a right to know what’s going on with 
your government, and we’re here to champion that 
right. That’s what Sunshine Week is about. As we have 
stated before, the biggest defender of that right is not 
breitbart.com or World Net Daily. It is the traditional 
media – the often vilified “press” – that people love 
to hate. The big boys will hold the president’s feet to 
the fire – and even help bring him down if necessary, 
while the Enterprise and thousands of other hometown 
newspapers across this land will continue to shine the 
light on city councils, school boards, college boards, 
and county commissions.

Together we’ll fight in state legislatures and in 
Congress to keep government practices open so that 
you can see what your elected representatives are 
doing and find out what they are up to… even when 
they don’t want you to know.

Some state leaders have been 

dimming the lights, ensuring that even 
the most basic information about our 
government is getting more difficult to 
uncover: Who, really, is that candidate 
running for office? How are our hard-
earned tax dollars being spent? Remem-
ber the Alamo, and how do we track its 
restoration money?

Texas Supreme Court rulings favor-
ing secrecy plus inexcusable inaction 
in the state Legislature have severely 
weakened the Texas Public Information 
Act, a law rooted in the open govern-
ment reform era of the early 1970s. For 
many years it was one of the strongest 
transparency laws in the nation.

But let’s not be sad for long. It’s 
time to get to work and renew Texas’ 
commitment to government in the sun-
shine.

There’s no better time to launch 
this renewal effort than during “Sun-
shine Week,” March 11-17, a national 
celebration of open government and the 
people’s right to know. 

Access to public information is 
essential to our precious First Amend-
ment right of free speech to speak out 
about government.

In Texas, where everything is 
bigger, and where we need all the sun-
light we can get shining on government, 
we’re going beyond a single week. We’re 
celebrating “Sunshine Month” through-
out March.

The non-profit Freedom of Informa-
tion Foundation of Texas is working with 

other public interest groups to highlight 
open government activities this month 
and the months to come with the aim of 
repairing the Texas Public Information 
Act in the 2019 Legislature.

Several state lawmakers are already 
committed to this mission, including 
Reps. Todd Hunter of Corpus Christi and 
Giovanni Capriglione of Southlake and 
Sen. Kirk Watson of Austin. 

Hunter recently told transparency 
advocates he plans to step up his lead-
ership on open government and free 
speech rights.

“What is positive? First Amend-
ment, freedom of speech. That’s posi-
tive,” he said. “Some of us must stand 
up, be vocal and take a positive, con-
structive approach. … Bottom line is, 
good government, open government, 
settles everybody down.”

He’s particularly interested in 
working again on the “common sense” 
issue of ensuring dates of birth remain 
accessible in public records, despite 
a court ruling to the contrary. Among 
other things, birth dates on candidate 
applications help voters scrutinize the 
background of someone running for 
public office. 

In last year’s legislative session, 
Watson and Capriglione authored bills 
that would have improved the ability of 
citizens to see how their tax money is 
spent on contracts with private compa-
nies and on taxpayer-funded non-profits 
performing traditional government 
duties. Those measures didn’t pass, so 
there’s more work to do.

The FOI Foundation of Texas is 
joining with the Texas Public Policy 
Foundation, Public Citizen, Texas Press 
Association, Texas Association of 
Broadcasters and other organizations to 
promote government in the sunshine.

This new coalition’s website is 
www.txsunshine.org. Look for plenty of 
action on social media channels, too. 

On March 29, the Texas Public 
Policy Foundation is hosting “Open 
Government, Engaged Citizens: A Con-
versation on Texas’ Public Information 
Act,” a free panel discussion in Austin 
featuring Watson and Hunter and mod-
erated by Ross Ramsey of the Texas 
Tribune.

In April, the FOI Foundation of 
Texas in cooperation with the Texas 
Attorney General’s Office will kick off 
this year’s regional Open Government 
Seminars, offering detailed training in 
state open government laws. The first 
one is April 17 at the University of Texas 
at Arlington.

We need ongoing attention paid to 
the people’s right to know. Information 
is what helps you speak out and hold 
government accountable, whether you 
are concerned about property taxes, edu-
cation, the environment, health care or 
any other issue.

Let’s get the sun shining again in 
Texas.

“Tips for using peer-to-peer 
payment systems and apps” by

Online peer-to-peer, or P2P, 
payment systems let you send money 
to people quickly. I’ve used them to 
collect money from the parents on 
my daughter’s soccer team and to 
send money to my brothers when 
we’ve bought a gift for a friend. 
Personally, I almost always know 
where my phone is, but I can’t say 
the same for my checkbook. The use 
of these services is a growing trend 
I just read an article that estimates 
there will be more than $700 billion 
in peer-to-peer payments in the U.S. 
in 2018. There are several mobile 
peer-to-peer apps out there already 
and banks are also getting into the 
game. If you use a peer-to-peer pay-
ment system, here are some tips to 
keep in mind. 

Peer to peer payments in many 

apps, when 
you receive 
a payment, 
the money is 
added to your 
P2P system 
b a l a n c e . 
It’ll remain 
there until 
you trans-
fer it to your bank account or use 
it for another transaction within the 
system. If you transfer the balance to 
your bank account, confirm that the 
deposit went through. The transfer 
could take a few days or even longer 
if it’s flagged for additional review.

Scammers try to get you to 
pay them in many different ways, 
including by sending money online. 
So make sure you know who you’re 
sending money to. If you use the ser-
vice to receive money from someone 
you don’t know personally, maybe 
as payment for tickets to a concert 
or a game, or for an item you’re sell-
ing, transfer the money to your bank 

account and make sure the money 
is there before you send any goods. 
Read the terms of service if you’re 
not sure if these kinds of transac-
tions are permitted on the service 
you use. Peer-to-peer payment sys-
tems require access to your financial 
information, so check your account 
settings to see if you can enable 
additional security measures that 
aren’t on by default. Consider turn-
ing on multi-factor authentication, 
requiring a PIN, or using fingerprint 
recognition like Touch ID.

Some systems or apps might 
share information about your trans-
actions on social media. Check 
social media permissions or settings, 
some may be set to share your infor-
mation with everyone by default. 
Adjust your settings based on what 
you’re comfortable sharing.

Venmo, one of the players in 
this space, just reached a settlement 
with the FTC for some of its alleged 
practices.
