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Peanut leaders hold annual meeting

State and national officials
were present Tuesday when local
producers gathered at Bertie Fan-
nie’s in Memphis for the annual
meeting of the Panhandle Peanut
Growers Association.

Coinciding  with  National
Peanut Month and National Agri-
culture Week this week, PPGA
members learned about current
trends in the peanut industry and
also received updates on broader
agriculture issues.

PPGA  President Michael
Newhouse of Clarendon urged local
producers to be active in their asso-
ciation, stressing the importance of
letting policy makers know their
stories and the importance of their
industry.

Marshall Lamb of the National
Peanut Research Laboratory in
Dawson, Geo., gave producers an
overview of market and production
trends.

After low yields and poor qual-
ity from the 2016 crop, Lamb said
the 2017 crop was the second best
yields since 2012 and came from
1.829 million acres, which was
the highest since 1991. The result,
Lamb said, was the largest peanut
crop production in history.

“I researched that all the way
back to 1909 and then figured I
could quit at that point,” Lamb said.

Lamb said a record drought in
Argentina right now is affecting the
world market for peanuts, and offi-
cials are also keeping an eye on a
large surplus supply in the United
States resulting from the 2017 crop.
He urged producers to be patient
for the next three to four weeks to
see how Argentina, where harvest
is getting underway, will impact
supply.

Bob Parker, the CEO of the
National Peanut Board, also spoke
at Tuesday’s meeting with praise for

Panhandle producers.

“This area has a history of
sending great leadership to the
national board,” Parker said, noting
the contributions of the late Donley
County producer Bob White and
recognizing the new regional and
state leadership of Newhouse, Jeff
Roper, and others.

Parker focused his remarks
mostly on the research and market-
ing led by the national board, par-
ticularly the group’s work on peanut
allergies.

New research has shown that
peanut allergies can actually be
prevented, Parker said, if infants
are exposed to peanuts as early as
four to six months, a finding which
up ends a generation of parenting
advice and is a huge discovery.

“When we started this
research, a lot of people thought
it was a waste,” Parker said of the
millions of dollars the industry

has invested. “But thank goodness
we had people of vision in place.
Now we’re the poster child of food
allergy research.”

Parker also discussed the
development and marketing of new
“milked peanut,” which is higher
in protein that almond milk and is
now available in stores on the east-
ern seaboard and online nationally
through Amazon.

“This is the first new peanut
product category to be launched
since the development of peanut
butter over 100 years ago,” Parker
said.

Other  speakers  Tuesday
included Caleb Pool with Congress-
man Mac Thornberry’s office, who
gave a legislative update; insurance
agent Kathy Fowler, who spoke on
issues of crop insurance and subsi-
dies; and Shelly Nutt, the Executive
Director of the Texas Peanut Pro-
ducers.

Court gives
local man
six years

A Clarendon man was sen-
tenced to six years in prison when
the district court met here last Tues-
day, March 13.

District Attorney Luke Inman,
along with Assistant District Harley
Caudle, prosecuted the case for the
State of Texas, with the Honorable
Judge Stuart Messer presiding.

Alan Dwayne Harper was con-
victed for the third degree felony
offense of unlawful restraint and was
sentenced to six years in the Institu-
tional Division of TDCI.

Harper, 61 from Clarendon,
was arrested in Donley County by
Deputy Mike Spier on February 10,
2017.

Harper was originally placed on
community supervision on June 19,
2017, receiving four years deferred
adjudication. The State filed its
motion to adjudicate on November
13, 2017, alleging five violations of
his community supervision.

Harper pleaded not true to the
State’s allegations and a contested
hearing was heard by Messer. After
all the evidence was presented,
Messer found two violations of
Harper’s community supervision and
finally convicted and sentenced him
for the felony offense.

Harper is also required to pay a
$1,000 fine and $488 in court costs.

The District Court also issued
sentences when it heard five pleas,
including one local case, when it met
in Clarendon February 27.

Monica Anne Cook pled guilty
and was placed on deferred adjudi-
cation community supervision for
a period of six years for the second
degree felony offense of possession
of a controlled substance, metham-
phetamine.

Cook, 37 from Pampa, was
arrested in Donley County by DPS
Trooper Kelly Hill on November
25, 2017. Cook pleaded guilty to an
information filed on February 26,
2018.

Pursuant to the plea agree-
ment, Cook is required to pay $458
in court costs, $180 drug lab restitu-
tion, a $6,000 fine, and successfully

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Two trade
wrongs don’t
make a right

President Trump’s plan to impose import tariffs
on steel and aluminium has provoked righteous anger
from the EU. The Commission wants to respond with
targeted tariffs on US goods such as motorcycles,
jeans and bourbon whiskey — tradeables with major
producers in GOP areas. The thinking? To put maxi-
mum political pressure on Republicans to change
Trump’s mind.

Early indications suggest though that this strategy
is doomed to fail. Yesterday’s resignation of President
Trump’s top economic advisor Gary Cohn (a free
trader, who was organizing downstream manufacturers
to lobby to dissuade the President) is as good a lead-
ing indicator as any that the President’s mind is set.
Today US Secretary to the Treasury Steve Mnuchin
has reportedly confirmed tariffs will happen. And if
the EU goes ahead with its “proportionate response”?
Well, Trump says he’s ready for more tariffs, this time
on EU cars. An import tax arms race becomes an out-
and-out trade war pretty quickly.

The spectacle is rather depressing. As my col-
league Dan Ikenson has outlined, in isolation Trump’s
tariffs would not be that economically significant.
After all, the EU imposes over 12,500 tariffs of its
own, some of which are high. But Trump’s use of a
“national security” justification and his broader gun-
boat diplomacy threatens to open a Pandora’s Box of
global risks and retaliation.

Of course, the President’s reasoning for protec-
tionism is not sound. Given the origins of US imported
steel includes major military allies, a “national secu-
rity” justification is absurd. By increasing the input
prices for downstream producers, tariffs on steel and
aluminum are a wanton act of domestic self-harm. And
all this to notionally “protect” jobs in two industries,
when independent economic analysis suggests each
extra job “saved” in these sectors would cost five times
more lost in others, with a net loss of 146,000 jobs
overall.

As dangerous as President Trump’s policy
undoubtedly is, any game theorist will tell you that
under the assumption of commitment to this course —
or worse — the optimum strategy for the EU changes.
Tit-for-tat retaliation risks exacerbating the economic
pain at an already precarious moment, and taking
us to a mutually destructive equilibrium. Instead of
goading Trump with punishment tariffs and rejecting
his “national security” argument out of hand, the EU
should do, well, nothing. At least not on tariffs.

This sounds counterintuitive. If a trade war is
underway, shouldn’t the EU, as a major player, bring
its big guns to town? No. Politicians may enjoy the
military analogy. But in actual wars, countries try
to blockade rivals, to prevent the goods wanted and
needed by adversaries from reaching their shores. In
trade wars, in contrast, tariffs are a form of economic
blockade on ourselves. They are in effect like a suicide
bomb — saying we will risk economic self-harm to
cause some damage to your producers if you choose
that path too. Yet if the US is hell-bent on damaging
itself economically come what may, then is it really
worth the self-inflicted damage?

Put another way, in most (though not all) eco-
nomic situations, the primary losers from the imposi-
tion of tariffs are actually domestic consumers. Yes,
US producers of bourbon and jeans will dislike EU
tariffs on US imports. But EU consumers will face the
higher prices resulting, and the loss of economic wel-
fare from not buying products they value more highly.
Tariffs on popular goods would be fighting stupid with
stupid, destroying value creation. If Trump’s decision
is truly fixed, the best course of action for overall eco-
nomic health is to not retaliate.

In trade, two wrongs really don’t make a right.
But they do make less dynamic economies. Producers
operate facing the prices in front of them, and allocate
resources to seek the most profitable ventures. But
domestic tariffs distort these price signals, diverting
resources away from sectors where we hold a com-
parative advantage and instead placing them in sectors
insulated from global competition. All this worsens
economic performance further and lowers productivity.

Here, the EU talks a good game about the costs
of trade wars. But if it truly values free trade and the
rules-based trading system, then now is the time to
take the high ground. If the President wants to whack
US consumers of steel and aluminum, and distort US
economic activity to less productive sectors, then that’s
his problem. If he wants to abandon and undermine
the global trading system then more’s the pity. But the
EU need not hit its consumers too.

No, instead of throwing more fuel on the protec-
tionist fire, it should reach out to Trump and push for
multilateral action at a WTO level to counter genuine
anti-competitive trade distortions in these industries.
Better, it should acknowledge that its own Common
External Tariff is corrupted by its own blatant protec-
tionism — something President Trump uncomfortably
highlighted in regard to cars yesterday. The EU should
expect foreign countries to do as they do, and not as
they say, after all.

None of this should be taken as an apology for
the President’s action. His justifications are unprec-
edented and clearly a veneer for a narrow, misguided
effort to protect favored sectors. But faced with a
bombastic, volatile actor with a penchant for tariffs,
the EU now faces a choice: a risky path of escalation,
including self-harm, or to accept the limited damage of
Trump’s tariffs on two relatively small sectors.

The best way of preventing a trade war is to
choose peace. One hopes in this moment, the EU will

really believe its own arguments.

His annual sprinkling of spring-
time — heralded by the seeming over-
night arrival of blossoming Bradford
pear trees — reminds Dennis and Susan
Hester of the approaching Easter season,
and lessons learned from Katie, their
first of four daughters. They also recall a
miracle of the Lord on what would have
been her 15th birthday. It involved her
dog and a panda bear....

I spoke recently to senior adults at
First Baptist Church, Watauga, where
Dennis is now pastor. That’s when I
learned what happened on July 29, 2004,
four weeks after her death. I share it now
in the spirit of the hope of Easter.

Katie was the only person in world
medical history known to have survived
such an array of complications. Doctors
thought her life would be measured in
hours — not years — and periodically sug-
gested ending life-extending procedures.

For starters, her heart faced back-
wards.

Jangled, confused and weary, the
Hesters motored aimlessly westward.
After visiting the Grand Canyon, they
proceeded to California. On July 29 —
which would have been Katie’s 15th
birthday — they camped in California’s
Sequoia and Kings Canyon National
Park. Rays of sunlight slivered through
the giant trees as the family approached
the rough-hewn cabin of the first park
ranger....

One ray spotlighted words deeply
carved on the left door post — “Rosie and
Panda.” The Hesters were lump-throated,
realizing that if their arrival had been a
few minutes earlier or later, the carving
would have been in the shadows.

The affirmation occurred within 20
minutes of Katie’s time of birth. Some
1,500 miles from home, they felt bur-
dens lightening and spirits soaring. They
recalled Katie’s aunt saying, “God does
not give you children you need; He gives
you children who need you.”

Tax time brings out new schemes

Hi, gang! well its tax time again
and most of us will be unhappy
unless we are getting a refund.

Today, I have two articles. One
for tax scams and, starting in April,
new Medicare cards are coming. Of
course, the scammers are all ready to
pounce. You know us old folks don’t
read and understand sometimes, so
please advise us about these scams.
Bob

“Watch out for these new tax
scams” by Colleen Tressler, FTC.

They’re at it again... tax scam-
mers scheming new ways to steal
personal information and money.

In the first scenario, identity
thieves file a fake tax return and
have the refund deposited into your
bank account. The thieves then
contact you, often by phone, and,
posing as the IRS or debt collectors
for the IRS, demand you return the
money to the IRS. But following the
thieves’ instructions actually sends
the money to them. In another ver-
sion, after you get that erroneous
refund, you get an automated call,
allegedly from the IRS, threatening
you with criminal fraud charges, an
arrest warrant, and “blacklisting” of
your Social Security number. The
caller gives you a case number and
a telephone number to call to return
the refund. Don’t take the bait. If you
or someone you know gets an unex-
pected tax refund, follow the guid-
ance outlined by the IRS for how to
return the funds to the agency. The
steps for returning paper checks and
direct deposits differ.

In a different scam, criminals
are using imposter tax prepara-
tion sites and phone numbers to
steal peoples’ personal information.
Here’s how this scam works: You go
online to find a tax preparation ser-
vice to prepare and e-file your tax
return. But instead of landing on a
legitimate site, you misclick to a
lookalike site created by scammers.
The site looks real, and it’s set up to
collect personal information that can
be used to commit fraud, including
identity theft.

The FTC has these tips to fight

office. When using an online tax
preparation service, look for the tax
preparer identification number.

The IRS requires all paid tax
preparers to have one before filing
any returns. To determine if a web-
site is encrypted, look for https at
the start of the web address (the “s”
is for secure). Some websites use
encryption only on the sign-in page,
but if any part of your session isn’t
encrypted, your entire account could
be vulnerable. Look for https on
every page you visit, not just when
you sign in.

Ask tax preparers about their
data security policies, and how they
protect your information. Respond to
all mail from the IRS as soon as pos-
sible. If tax identity theft happens to
you, visit IdentityTheft.gov to report
it to the FTC, file an Identity Theft
Affidavit with the IRS electronically,
and get a personal recovery plan.
For more information, check out our
imposters webpage. If you spot a
scam, report it at ftc.gov/complaint.
Your reports help the FTC and other
law enforcement investigate scams
and bring crooks to justice.

“New Medicare Cards Are
Coming Soon” by Lisa Weintraub
Schifferle, FTC

Here’s what you need to know
about your new card. Plus, how
to avoid related scams. Starting in
April 2018, Medicare will begin
mailing new cards to everyone who
gets Medicare benefits. Why? To
help protect your identity, Medicare
is removing Social Security num-
bers from Medicare cards. Instead,
the new cards will have a unique
Medicare Number. This will happen

automatically. You don’t need to do
anything or pay anyone to get your
new card. Medicare will mail your
card, at no cost, to the address you
have on file with the Social Secu-
rity Administration. If you need to
update your official mailing address,
visit your online Social Security
account or call 1-800-772-1213.
When you get your new card, your
Medicare coverage and benefits will
stay the same.

If your sister who lives in
another state gets her card before
you, don’t fret. The cards will be
mailed in waves, to various parts of
the country, from April 2018 until
April 2019. So, your card may arrive
at a different time than hers. You can
check the rollout schedule to get a
better idea when you may be receiv-
ing yours. When you get your new
card, be sure to destroy your old card.
Don’t just toss it in the trash. Shred
it. If you have a separate Medicare
Advantage card, keep that because
you’ll still need it for treatment.

As the new Medicare cards start
being mailed, be on the lookout for
Medicare scams. Here are some tips:
Don’t pay for your new card. It’s
yours for free. If anyone calls and
says you need to pay for it, that’s a
scam. Don’t give personal informa-
tion to get your card. If someone
calls claiming to be from Medicare,
asking for your Social Security
number or bank information, that’s a
scam. Hang up.

Medicare will never ask you
to give personal information to get
your new number and card. Guard
your card. When you get your new
card, safeguard it like you would any
other health insurance or credit card.
While removing the Social Security
number cuts down on many types
of identity theft, you’ll still want to
protect your new card because iden-
tity thieves could use it to get medi-
cal services. For more information
about changes to your Medicare card
go to go.medicare.gov/newcard. And
if you're a victim of a scam, report it
to the FTC.

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SBA Economic Injury Disaster Loans Available

Small nonfarm businesses in 79
Texas counties — including Donley
and neighboring counties — are
now eligible to apply for low inter-
est federal disaster loans from the
U.S. Small Business Administration,
announced Director Tanya N. Gar-
field of SBA’s Disaster Field Opera-
tions Center-West.

These loans offset economic
losses because of reduced revenues
caused by drought in the following
primary counties that began on Nov.
14, 2017.

Primary  Texas  counties:
Archer, Armstrong, Bailey, Baylor,
Bowie, Briscoe, Carson, Cass,
Castro, Childress, Cochran, Collin-
gsworth, Cottle, Crosby, Dallam,
Deaf Smith, Dickens, Donley, Floyd,
Foard, Garza, Gray, Hale, Hall,
Hansford, Hardeman, Harrison,
Hartley, Haskell, Hemphill, Hock-
ley, Hutchinson, Kent, King, Knox,
Lamar, Lamb, Lipscomb, Lub-
bock, Lynn, Marion Moore, Morris,
Motley, Ochiltree, Oldham, Parmer,
Potter, Randall, Red River, Roberts,
Sherman, Stonewall, Swisher, Terry,
Titus, Wheeler, Wichita, Wilbarger
and Yoakum.

“SBA eligibility covers both

the economic impacts on businesses
dependent on farmers and ranchers
that have suffered agricultural pro-
duction losses caused by the disaster
and businesses directly impacted by
the disaster,” Garfield said.

Small nonfarm businesses,
small agricultural cooperatives,
small businesses engaged in aqua-
culture and most private nonprofit
organizations of any size may qualify
for Economic Injury Disaster Loans
of up to $2 million to help meet
financial obligations and operating
expenses which could have been met
had the disaster not occurred.

“Eligibility for these loans is
based on the financial impact of the
disaster only and not on any actual
property damage. These loans have
an interest rate of 3.385 percent for
businesses and 2.5 percent for private
nonprofit organizations, a maximum
term of 30 years and are available to
small businesses and most private
nonprofits without the financial abil-
ity to offset the adverse impact with-
out hardship,” Garfield said.

By law, SBA makes Economic
Injury Disaster Loans available
when the U.S. Secretary of Agri-
culture designates an agricultural

disaster. The Secretary declared this
disaster on March 8, 2018.

Businesses primarily engaged
in farming or ranching are not eli-
gible for SBA disaster assistance.
Agricultural enterprises should con-
tact the Farm Services Agency about
the U.S. Department of Agriculture
assistance made available by the
Secretary’s declaration.

However, nurseries are eli-
gible for SBA disaster assistance in
drought disasters.

Applicants may apply online,
receive additional disaster assistance
information and download appli-
cations at https://disasterloan.sba.
gov/ela. Applicants may also call
SBA’s Customer Service Center at
(800) 659-2955 or email disaster-
customerservice@sba.gov for more
information on SBA disaster assis-
tance.

Individuals who are deaf or
hard of hearing may call (800)
877-8339. Completed applications
should be mailed to U.S. Small Busi-
ness Administration, Processing and
Disbursement Center, 14925 King-
sport Road, Fort Worth, TX 76155.

The deadline to apply for eco-
nomic injury is Nov. 8, 2018.

Beef conference to address drought conditions

CANADIAN - As a cattle
rancher, knowing when and what
resources are available on the land
is the key to efficiency. These topics
will be addressed at the 2018 Hemp-
hill County-Texas A&M AgriLife
Beef Cattle Conference and Ag Tour
set for April 24-25.

“This year’s conference is going
to be our best ever, as we have gath-
ered 15 nationally recognized speak-
ers and will have a trade show with
50-plus agribusinesses represented,”
said Andy Holloway, Texas A&M
AgriLife Extension Service agricul-
ture and natural resources agent for
Hemphill County.

Holloway said producers from
Texas and 10 or more other states
are expected to attend to hear experts
address industry hot topics.

In addition to speakers, attend-
ees will be treated to three beef
meals and two ranch tours, as well as
a tour of the Hemphill County Pio-
neer Museum.

The cost is $100 and a spouse
ticket is $85. The main conference
will be in the Jones Pavilion, 1101
N. Sixth St. in Canadian.

com/. Participants can also call the

The theme this year is “How
to produce more calves out of your
cowherd,” Holloway said.

“An important part of produc-
ing more calves is how well your
production practices on the ranch
match the cattle to the environ-
ment, and how prepared you are for
the conditions that Mother Nature
throws our way,” Holloway said.

On April 24, a special panel
discussion, “Wildfires, How Do We
Prepare?” will feature Dr. Morgan
Russell, AgriLife Extension range
specialist, San Angelo; Adam Isaacs,
Hemphill County rancher; and Tif-
fany Dowell Lashmet, AgriLife
Extension agricultural law specialist,
Amarillo.

“We added this panel discus-
sion because this year is shaping up
to be a dry one, and we know from
past experience wildfires can and do
happen,” Holloway said. “Dr. Rus-
sell is an expert on prescribed burns
and she will walk us through the ben-
efits of planning ahead, while Tiffany
Lashmet will help us talk through all
the legalities involved.”

On April 25, speakers will use
local ranches as backdrops for more
in-depth discussions on analyz-
ing cattle production from a forage
availability standpoint.

Dr. David Lalman, Oklahoma
State University Harrington Chair
and beef cattle specialist, Stillwater,
Oklahoma, will speak at the Rader
Ranch near Glazier on “Efficiency
and Matching Cattle to the Environ-
ment.”

Lalman will emphasize increas-
ing profitability and sustainability,
reducing production costs through
improved forage utilization, better
matching beef cattle genetics to
forage resources and evaluating beef
production systems and alternatives.

Dr. Tim Steffens, AgriLife
Extension  rangeland  specialist,
Canyon, will continue at the Rader
Ranch with “Matching My Produc-
tion Cycles to Forage Quantity and
Quality.” He will discuss how the
calf crop can be affected by what is
growing in the pasture.

When the tour moves to the
Haley Ranch, Dr. Ted McCollum,
AgriLife Extension beef cattle spe-
cialist in Amarillo, will present
“Dusting off Your Drought Plan.”

“We’'ve been without signifi-
cant moisture for about five months
now, and if that doesn’t plant us
squarely in a drought, I'm not sure
what does,” Holloway said. “Dr.
McCollum will help our attendees
check off key management practices
necessary to help them survive in
these extended dry periods.”

Teens join TxDOT to urge young drivers to buckle up

AUSTIN - Texas teens have an
important message for their friends
and fellow students: Always buckle
up. The message is part of the Texas
Department of Transportation’s
annual “Teen Click It or Ticket”
campaign, in part-nership with high
school students, to urge young driv-
ers and their passengers to wear their
seat belts every time they’re in a
vehicle.

“In Texas, 42 percent of all
teenagers killed in traffic crashes
in 2016 weren’t buckled up,” said
TxDOT Execu-tive Director James
Bass. “We know seat belts save lives,
but only if motorists use them. We
want to make sure this message gets
through to teens, and no one knows
how to reach teens better than other
teens.”

Partnering with students from
the Texas-based group Teens in the
Driver Seat, TxDOT’s “Teen Click It
or Ticket” campaign will reach teens
through radio and TV public service
announcements, social media and

peer-to-peer outreach at statewide
high schools. The initiative kicks off
Thursday with an entirely student-
run press confer-ence at Memorial
High School in Houston.

Teens also will lead interactive
events at high schools and sporting
events this spring to convince their
peers that seat belts are their best
defense against being killed or badly
injured in a crash. A mangled truck
involved in a rollover crash will be
on display at each event. Two Texas
teens survived that crash with only
minor scratches thanks to their seat
belts.

The campaign also will offer
teens the digital experience of wear-
ing virtual reality goggles to test
their reaction times.

“Research from the National
Highway Traffic Safety Administra-
tion tells us that new teen drivers are
twice as likely to be in a fatal crash
as adults,” said Bryce Cunningham,
co-chair of the Teens in the Driver
Seat national Teen Advisory Board

and a senior at Chisum High School
in Paris, Texas. “It just doesn’t make
any sense to not wear your seat belt
when you’re in a vehicle.”

In Texas in 2016, one in five
vehicle crashes involved a teen
driver. Of the 269 teen drivers and
passengers killed in crashes that
year, 114 were unbuckled.

Texas law requires drivers and
all passengers to wear a seat belt.
Unbuckled drivers and passengers
— even those in the back seat — face
fines and court costs up to $200.

Amarillo is the largest Texas
city on Historic Route 66 and fea-
tures a mile-long district on Sixth

Streets with lots of original architec-
ture, new clubs and restaurants and
great antique and gallery shopping.
The Big Texan Steak Ranch on the
east side of town and Cadillac Ranch
just west of town.

Vega is home to the Milburn-
Price Culture Museum while Adrian
is the midpoint of Route 66.

Glen Rio is a real ghost town
on the TX/NM border. It is Exit 0 off
Interstate 40 and features the rem-
nant of a First Motel/Last Motel in
Texas sign.
