Clarendon sales tax
jumps 18.7 percent

Clarendon’s sales tax reve-
nue jumped sharply Texas Comp-
troller Glenn Hegar distributed
May allocations last week.

The city’s revenue was up
18.76 percent at $44,303.94 this
month based on strong sales in
March as well as sales made by
quarterly filers in the first three
months of the year.

Clarendon’s calendar year-
to-date sales tax revenue is now
$170,708.75, an increase of 9.19
percent over the same period in
2017.

Other local municipalities
also posted gains this month.

Howardwick was up 48.25
percent at $959.47 this month,
coming up 24.34 percent for the
year-to-date at $5,437.29.

Hedley’s revenue grew 1.77
percent for the month at $891.76
and is now 32.93 percent ahead
for the year-to-date at $4,159.21.

Statewide, Heger delivered
$861.8 million in local sales tax
allocations for May, 9.4 percent
more than in May 2017.

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New H’wick council to revisit early action

The new Howardwick City
Council took office in a called meet-
ing last Friday, May 11, but will
revisit one of its first actions to stay
in compliance with the Open Meet-
ings Act.

Four of the five citizens elected
to the council on May 5 took the
oath of office. City Secretary Sandra
Childress administered the oath to
Aldermen Doc Holladay, Marietta
Baird, Debbora Sharpton, and Brice
Hawley. Alderman-elect Johnny
Floyd was not present, but was
chosen by his fellow council mem-

bers as the city’s new mayor pro-tem.

Mayor Greta Byars discussed
the appointment of a Planning &
Zoning Commission for the city as
provided for by ordinance.

The code says the mayor and
aldermen make up the planning
and zoning commission or it allows
the mayor and aldermen to appoint
people to serve as the commission. A
motion was approved Friday night to
appoint the mayor, council, and resi-
dent Sam Grider to the commission,
pending Grider’s acceptance of the
appointment.

After the meeting, it was
brought up that a commission made
of up a quorum of the council would
have to abide by the Open Meetings
Act, including posting an agenda 72
hours before each meeting.

Just over one year ago, the
Clarendon College Board of Regents
found themselves in a similar situa-
tion after appointing half of its then
members to a committee. Don R.
Richards, a Lubbock attorney spe-
cializing in media law and serving as
an Advisory Director of the Freedom
of Information Foundation of Texas,

told the Enterprise at that time that
state law is clear on such matters.

“Committees appointed by a
governmental body also are subject
to open records requirements,” Rich-
ards said. “In addition, committees
of the board, as well as committees
appointed by the board which may
involve a mixture of either board
members and private members, are
also ‘governmental bodies’ under
Texas law and are therefore subject
to open meetings laws when such
committees have been delegated
final authority by the board.”

The powers of the Planning and
Zoning Commission, according to
the code of ordinances, “include the
enforcement of restrictions in force
and the addition of certain other
amendments to be determined, that
contribute to the orderly and pleas-
ing development of a genteel retire-
ment and recreation city.”

Howardwick City Hall said this
week there will be no meetings of
the planning and zoning commis-
sion until a called meeting of the city
council can be held to revisit this
issue.

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Firefighters battle multiple wildfires

Local and area wildfires kept
Clarendon and neighboring volun-
teer firemen busy last week as hot,
dry conditions continued to make
for extremely dangerous conditions.

Clarendon Fire Chief Jeremy
Powell said his department fought
fires from Tuesday evening through
Saturday, starting on the JA Ranch
and then later assisting Silver-
ton firemen with fires in Briscoe
County.

In Armstrong County, several
fires merged into what has been
called the Mallard Fire that has
consumed more than 74,000 acres
of canyon and ranch land since last

Tuesday. The wildfire even gener-
ated enough heat and smoke to alter
the local weather on Friday with a
pyro cumulus cloud forming and
bringing with it, thunder, lightning,
and some rain.

At one point Friday afternoon,
the Goodnight community and areas
south were evacuated due to the
threat of fire spreading that direc-
tion.

The Mallard Fire encroached
into Donley County Friday eve-
ning, jumping US 287 and burning
1,200 acres between the county line
towards the Ashtola community,
Powell said.

The Texas A&M Forest Ser-
vice called in help from across the
United States under the command
of the Southern Area Red Incident
Management Team. Red Team
Incident Commander Mike Dueitt
joined Texas A&M Forest Service
Incident Commander Rich Gray in
unified command.

Local volunteer firemen were
turned away from the fire Sunday,
Powell said. Clarendon firemen
attempted to respond to another
possible encroachment into Donley
County late Monday afternoon but
were turned back by federal authori-
ties, Powell said.

As of Monday afternoon, Red

Team sources were reporting the
Mallard Fire was 20 percent con-
tained. The fire was being attacked
by four large helicopters, two small
helicopters, five single-engine air
tankers, 45 engines, six dozers,
three hand crews, and personnel
totaling 340.

Texas Forest Service Public

Information Officer Kari Hines said
Tuesday morning that the contain-
ment of the fire was unchanged at
that time. The area did receive some
decent rainfall Monday night, but
that precipitation largely missed the
area of the fire.

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Harrington
Foundation
gives $100k
to city pool

Clarendon’s water recreation
project has received a $100,000
grant from the Don and Sybil Har-
rington Foundation, according to
information presented to the City
Council last Thursday, May 10.

City  Administrator ~ David
Dockery made the announcement in
his report to the board and said that
funds available for the swimming
pool now total approximately $1.9
million.

Mayor Sandy Skelton told the
Enterprise that the city’s focus will
now turn toward construction of the
facility.

“Speaking on behalf of the
Steering Committee, we are very
pleased with the recent $100,000 gift
from the Don and Sybil Harrington
Foundation,” Skelton said. “With
that significant donation, we can
now plan for the construction of the
aquatic center/pool and those discus-
sions will begin at our next Steering
Committee meeting on June 5.”

The mayor also said he wanted
to reiterate some basic facts about
the funds available for the water rec-
reation project.

“I would like to remind Donley
County residents that the approxi-
mately $1,900,000 raised thus far
was for the exclusive purpose of
constructing Clarendon’s first ever
public swimming pool,” Skelton
said. “The anonymous benefac-
tor who challenged the City with a
$500,000 matching grant in 2015
indicated that those funds could only
be used for a swimming pool (not the
paving of streets or for any other pur-
pose). Several local and area founda-
tions as well as numerous property
owners and individuals in Donley
County believed in the project as evi-
denced by their generous donations.”

Skelton said the location
selected for the pool, on the south-
east corner of Fourth and Kearney,
was also chosen for specific reasons,
specifically its ownership by the city
and its existing connection to Pros-
pect Park via a lighted walkway.

“That location was attractive to
the Texas Department of Parks and
Wildlife and, as a result, a dona-
tion in the amount of $500,000 was
received a couple of months ago,”
Skelton said. “Once the pool is con-

Citizens offer ideas on city’s sign regulations

Eleven citizens attended a
public hearing at the Burton Memo-
rial Library Monday night to give
their thoughts and feedback on
sign regulations inside the City of
Clarendon.

Mayor Sandy Skelton opened
the meeting and said its purpose was
strictly to get input as the city con-
siders changes to the existing sign
ordinance.

“The goal is to have a reason-
able sign ordinance that is pro busi-
ness,” Skelton said. “Some signs are
out of compliance, but we haven’t
done anything about it. Some busi-

nesses are out of compliance, and the
city is out of compliance too for not
enforcing the ordinance.”

The city’s existing ordinance
regulates almost all signs in the city,
although religious signs and sym-
bols are exempted, officials said.
Monday night’s discussion centered
mostly on the current ordinance’s
prohibitions on electronic signs and
off-premises signs, which includes
both billboards and temporary signs
such as those used for local fundrais-
ers and used to promote the Whistle-
Stop Trade Days.

Former alderman Tommy Hill

urged the council to consider the
investment made by people with
existing electronic signs, which he
said can cost about $15,000. He also
said the council should try not to hurt
any business with the sign rules.

Whistle-Stop owners Jordan
and Kimberly Green said they erect
about 80 temporary signs for the
monthly trade days, about seven of
which are located inside the city.

“I agree there should be stan-
dards and that signs should not have
bad things on them,” Jordan Green
said. “They should be respectful and
tasteful.”

Green also proposed that the
temporary off-premise signs could
possibly be permitted with a regu-
lation that they must come down
within 36 or 48 hours. Other also
suggested permitting temporary off-
premise signs and possibly even lim-
iting them to use by local businesses
or non-profits.

No one spoke in favor of doing
away with sign regulations com-
pletely. Several comments were
made about requirements for height
and set-backs from the roadways for
safety issues. TxDOT regulations
cover some of those issues, but the

city could set more stringent require-
ments than the state does.

City  Administrator ~ David
Dockery said the challenge with
modifying the sign ordinance is to
make rules that apply to everyone
and cover every situation. He asked
for continued thoughts and feedback
from those in attendance, noting
that the process of drafting new sign
rules could take 60 to 90 days.

“l want to express to every
business owner, you are extremely
valuable to this community,” Dock-
ery said. “We want to find a solution
that’s good for the community.”
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Constitution
will ‘trump’
president

Trump at news conferenceDonald Trump can
fantasize all he wants about taking away White House
press credentials from news outlets that he doesn’t
like.

It’s unpleasant for the journalists in Trump’s
crosshairs to hear such bluster, but journalists and free
press advocates ought not to even imagine a moment
when, in misplaced solidarity, they all walk out of the
White House press room in protest over even one cre-
dential being pulled.

As strong a message as one hopes that would
send to the nation, we must remember that Trump
can’t really extinguish the constitutionally protected
role of journalists as “watchdogs” — but journalists, in
a moment of anger and hubris, could abandon it.

Just consider an empty press room and what press
critics can say about commitment and the necessity of
even having a White House press corps if the reporters
that compose it can just walk away, even symbolically.
In reality, nobody wins in that scenario, even Trump.
But we know who certainly will lose: the public.

After months of Trump’s attacks on “fake news”
and the media, the desire for journalists to “give it
back” is understandable. “You can’t throw me out
—I'm leaving” is a classic retort to such blather and
nonsense. It’s not the first time he’s made the threat:
The Trump campaign did temporarily pull a few press
credentials from correspondents it deemed hostile —
something that, as a private operation, it could legally
do.

Trump early Wednesday suggested taking away
news outlets’ press credentials over negative reporting:
“... 91% of the Network News about me is negative
(Fake),” he tweeted. “Why do we work so hard in
working with the media when it is corrupt? Take away
credentials?”

How silly. The adult equivalent of the childhood
taunt, “I'm taking my toys and going home.”

Ironically, most of the reporting that Trump
dislikes is done by journalists working outside the
White House press room — who, in yet another twist he
ignores, are among the most likely to bring the public
news about what Trump or other top administration
officials say each day.

A benefit to all of us from this latest Twitter
tirade is that news consumers finally have Trump’s
genuine, gold-plated personal definition of “fake”
news — it’s anything critical of him, which is a long
way from “false news,” as in inaccurate or deliberately
untrue information, and miles distant from blatant
propaganda.

One way to consider the credential threat is as a
bluff, meant somehow to intimidate. And therein is the
temptation for White House correspondents to call that
bluff and walk out.

No. Wrong thing to do.

The best response is not a walk-out but rather a
“report-in”: Hold the White House accountable even
more than usual, in every possible way — packed press
briefings, followed by phone calls and emails seeking
comment on when the credentials will be returned, in
addition to the news of the day. Each day. Every day.

Provide daily reports on presidential goings-on
to the banned organization or reporter. Suddenly, the
targeted news outlet, along with being able to report
freely from just outside the fence, will have the largest
White House correspondent contingent possible.

The public gets much-needed information, the
“penalized” journalists don’t miss a step, and the
purely political ploy has no meaning — literally.

Stay on the job, report the news and any president
will soon come to see that having temporary control
over credentials for the White House briefing room
gets “trumped” every time by the 45 words of the First
Amendment.

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Foreigh roots become Texas boots

A group of immigrants in Dallas
has formed an organization called Roots
to Boots. Boris Gremont and his wife
Joan immigrated to the US from South
Africa in 1978 and settled in Dallas.

“When |
went to see the certification board, they
said, ‘give us ninety dollars, stay here for

He was showing some South Afri-
cans around town and took them to a
grocery store. Whey they saw 60 kinds
of bread they thought the country was
too confusing and decided not to immi-
grate to the US.

Boris found a job in the accounting
department at Neiman-Marcus.

“Once I gave a financial report to
some executives and when I was about
forty-five minutes into my presenta-
tion, one of them asked me to start over
because he didn’t understand a word I
had said.”

When Boris left South Africa,

prison sentence,” says Boris. “And they
don’t have the American legal system
that you have here with all the lawyers
fighting for you.

Boris had a friend who found a way
to take his wealth with him when he left
South Africa. “He decided he was going
to take his money out in diamonds, since
South Africa was a diamond-producing
country. So he devised a scheme. He
was going to put his arm in a plaster cast
and he was going to imbed the diamonds
in the plaster cast and take it through the
airport and go to London. He called the
security authorities at the airport the day
he was leaving and said there was a Brit-
ish Airways flight from South Africa to

London and that a short fellow (he was
short) was planning to take that flight.

“A sound amplifier is not a hear-
ing aid” by Colleen Tressler, FTC

An estimated 35 million Ameri-
cans suffer from some degree of
hearing loss. If you’re one of them,
it’s important to know the difference
between a hearing aid and a personal
sound amplification product (PSAP).
Hearing aids and PSAPs can both
improve a person’s ability to hear
sound. They are both wearable,
and some of their technology and
function is similar. However, only
hearing aids are intended to make
up for impaired hearing. So when
Florida-based ~ Global  Concepts
Limited, Inc. claimed its inexpen-
sive MSA 30X sound amplifier can
improve people’s hearing, providing
sound quality or speech recogni-
tion benefits similar to hearing aids,
the FTC took notice. Ads for MSA
30X claimed, for example, that the
product allows users to hear people
clearly in crowded restaurants with-
out missing a word. Over the course
of its investigation, the FTC found
the defendants had no proof to back
up their claims.

Today, the FTC announced that
Global Concepts Limited, Inc. has
agreed to settle a complaint alleg-
ing it made false or unsubstantiated

People should buy a PSAP only after
ruling out hearing loss as a reason for
getting one. If you suspect hearing
loss, get your hearing evaluated by a
health care professional. If a hearing
aid is right for you, it’s a good idea to
do some research. Here are a few tips
to help you get started:

Look for a reliable provider.
Ask family and friends for referrals,
talk with your doctor, and check out
potential sellers (retailers, audiolo-
gists, and dispensers) online before
you visit.

Consider the price. As with
many tech devices, a more expensive
model might be worth the price to
you, or it might contain fancy fea-
tures you don’t really need. At the
same time, be skeptical of hearing
aids that seem to have an exception-
ally low price. Don’t buy a hearing
aid without first trying it out. Most
states require a 30- to 60-day trial
period.

“Fake Law Firm Threatens

Victims of Tech Support Scam” by
Kathy Stokes, AARP

With the tech support scam, you
get an online popup or a call from
a well-known tech company (like
Microsoft or Apple) that a virus has
been identified on your computer.
The scammer convinces you that he
can fix the problem for a fee. Victims
who catch on and stop payment are
now getting hit with an associated
scam. You cancel payment for the
fake tech support you purchased
only to receive an official-looking
letter from a law firm. The letter says
that by not paying for the tech sup-
port you signed up for, you are com-
mitting an act of “civil theft” and
will be responsible for the cost of
the service plus court fees. The letter
threatens legal action if you do not
pay a specified amount, providing a
case number and phone number for
you to contact within 24 hours.

The letter at first is alarming
and looks legitimate until you slow
down and look at it more carefully,
at which point you see grammatical
and typographical errors. Read the
letter carefully, looking for telltale
signs of a scam. Look up the law firm
online to see if there’s any trace of
it. Report the scam to www.ftc.gov/
complaint. If you are unsure, call
AARP’s Fraud Watch Helpline for
guidance at 1-877-908-3360. When
it comes to fraud, vigilance is our
number one weapon. You have the
power to protect yourself and your
loved ones from scams. Please share
this alert with friends and family.

So many tankers have filled
with water in the Panhandle it has
caused the water table to drop so use
that water as liquid gold.

The second thing we can do is
help with food packets made up by
our fire department auxiliary.

Scouts learn about composﬁe materials

B-17 Texas Raiders Flying Fortress
will be returning to Amarillo on
Thursday, May 17, to be on display
Friday through Sunday, May 18-20.

The historic World War I
bomber will be on display at the
Texas Air and Space Museum
located at 10001 American Blvd
north of the Bell Helicopter complex
at Rick Husband Amarillo Interna-
tional Airport. Tours of the aircraft
will be available on Friday from 12:
00 p.m. to 5 p.m. and on Saturday
and Sunday from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00
p.m.

Manufactured in 1945 and
commissioned to the U.S. Navy,
this B-17 has been restored to its
wartime configuration and is one
of only 11 B-17s still flying. Later
equipped  with  rotating-scanner
radar, it became one of the first Air-
borne Warning And Control System
“AWAC?” aircraft. It was used in Sea
Search Early Warning Patrol along
the Atlantic seaboard, finishing its
military service in Japan. In military
service, the aircraft had 77 months
of service and 3,257 hours of flying
time.

In civilian service, it was used
as a cargo and aerial photographic
aircraft to perform high-altitude
mapping over the northwest U.S,

Central and South America. It was
then converted into an aerial plat-
form for satellite tracking equip-
ment.

The aircraft was used in aerial
surveys for oil and natural gas in
the North Sea Project off western
Norway and Scotland.

In 1967 it was purchased by the
CAF for the purpose of preserva-
tion and painted in military colors,
including nose markings as “Texas
Raiders” with the Texas State flag. A
1993 restoration was included in the
PBS documentary “Honor Squad-
rons.” Today the aircraft is hangered
in Conroe — North Houston Airport
as part of the CAF Gulf Coast Wing,
participating in air shows through-
out the Midwest, including the 75th
anniversary in 2010 of the first B-17
flight.
