On June 1st of this year, I will have had twenty years experience as an active trial
attorney, including time spent serving the citizens of Titus, Camp, Morris and
Marion Counties in Northeast Texas as their elected District Attorney. I want to put
my experience to work for you.

When I announced my candidacy, I did so not only because I felt I could do the job
better, but because I felt that the citizens of the district had been denied for too long
their rightful voice in the administration of criminal justice in the community. Too
many cases were being settled out and plea bargains cut without regard to the
rights of the people injured by the commission of the crimes, the peace officers who
worked long and hard to bring the offenders to justice, and the trial juries who
ought to have been allowed to speak out as to what they thought an appropriate
punishment in those cases should have been.

Trial juries will be impanelled and allowed to speak out in all serious
criminal cases such as those involving the sale and delivery of drugs and controlled
substances. The people will be invited to become a part of the system more often
than once every four years on election day.

The 50th Judicial District is a four-county judicial district, and no one county is
entitled to monopolize the services of the District Attorney. Of course, some coun-
ties’ needs are greater due to larger populations and the resultant greater activity
of crime. I can promise you that if I am elected I won’t forget that I am the servant
of all of the people of the district and I will do my very best to see that every county
is adequately represented. So long as I am not actively engaged in the trial of a
criminal case in another county and cannot absent myself, I will never be more
than a telephone call away from any citizen or peace officer needing my assistance,
and I will personally respond at any time day or night, and render whatever
assistance is needed.

If ybu want me as your District Attorney, I urge you to come to the polls and vote
for me on April 12th in the Democratic Primary Run-off Election. Each and every
single one of your votes is important and necessary.
