NEW QUARTERS

Old East Ward Building
Will Be Razed for
Material

Local CWA officers and dierctors

last Wednesday, moved their offices
from the old East Ward School
to the building formerly occupied by
Ode!l Feed Store, half a block off
the West side of the square and
just behind the JonesCox Company
store.

The CWA had a three year lease
on the old school building provided
the county did not decide to open
the school again, but insamuch as
there have been two grants and ap-
propriations made for the erection
of new school buildings, it was de-
cided that it would be economical
to tear down the old East Ward
School and use the material in the

new construction projects.
Thursday found the OWA officers
and directors busy getting their new
quarters in shape. They have built
railings to separate the office into
a store room partition in the rear
of the building and are erecting
desk room and oase worker's file
space.

A new water system will be con-
structed in Haskell soon, with the
aid of a PWA grant and a bond is-
sue voted by the city,

Advertising for bids has begun
and the letting of the contract will
be soon after the 29th of October,
which is the day the bids will be
opened and tabulated.

The project calls for two separate

contracts ,one to be a General water
improvemant program which in-
cludes the installation of new pipes,
valves and fire hydrants and con-
necting the fire plugs that are al-
ready installed. This contract also
calls for the building and installa-
tion of reservoirs, \mﬁ houses,
and a chlorinator to give Haskell the
most modern of water supplies,

The second contract will call for
the erection of a new elevated tank
to give sufficient pressure for the
water. All construction will be un-
der the supervision of Morey and
Morey of Dallas, consulting engi-
neers who have laid out this project
and drawn plans to fit the needs of
Haskell.
