! out the United States in response to the annual proclam-
ation of the President.

Miss Anna Jarvis, of Philadelphia, originated the
idea of Mother's Dav, which was obsgerved in several cit-
ies in 1910, the custom being extended rapidly in the
following vears,

Congress in 1913 passed a resolution offered by
Thomas J. Heflin (later Senator) recommending observ-
ance of the day by its members and by the executive de-
partments at Washington. In 1914 Congress authorized
k the President to designate the second Sunday in May of
each year as Mother's Day, the first proclamation under
this authority being issued by President Wilson on May
9, 1914.

As is well known. the object of the day is to recall
memories of the mothers who have passed to the beyond,
and to pay special tributes of affection to those living.
Strew flowers on the graves of the sainted mothers who
have passed on, and don’t forget the living mothers. If
yYou are away from home make it a point to get home on
Mother's Day, and pay a loving tribute of affection to
her. If it is impossible to get home write her and send
some token of love and affection. Let her know that you
have not forgotten her.

The badge of the day is the white carnation, em-
blematic of the purity, beauty and fidelity of a mother's
love. By some the red carnation is worn in honor of liv-
ing mothers,

Few of us reflect as often as we should the debt of
love and gratitude we owe to our mothers. By thoughts
and acts of sincere affection on Mother's Day, we not
only honor them, but also honor ourselves.
