Prneumonia ranks second as a cause
of death in Texas, in 1032 almost
six thousand persons died of this
disease, It should be remembered
that contagious and infectious dis-
eases canot be decreased or elimi
nated without the cooperation of
the people and that means that peo-
ple who are sick with contagious or
infectious disease should be isolat-
ed and visited as little as possible
by relatives and friends.
