The marker was erected by the
State Hi;hmr Department in col-
laboration with the Texas Cen-
tennial Commission.

Wording on the Haskell county
marker, on the top of which ap-
pears a five-pointed star around
which the inscription “Texas
Highway Department, 1936" ap-
pears, is:

“Haskell County, created Feb-
ruary 1, 1858; re-created August
21, .1876; organized January 13,
1885. Named in honor of Charles
R. Haskell (1817-18368) a Tennes-
sean who was shot with Fannin in
the massacre at Goliad. Haskell,
the county seat, crossed by R. B.
Marcy in surveying a route to
California in 1849, First settlement
at Haskell in 1882
