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CLEAN UP; PAINT UP

The first clay of spring is more than two weeks past,
and spring is just around the corner.

Thoughts of gardens, the open road, golf courses,
swimming pools and other summer diversions are crowd-
ing into the collective public mind.

Municipalities, too, will soon be taking cognizance
of Winters' demise, and within the next few weeks
thousandsof cities and communities throughout the na-

tion will inauguratea "Clean Up, Paint Up" campaign.
Much can be done by the individual initiative of each

property owner to brighten every home in this commun-
ity throughoutthe entire summer.

Spring is the logical time for such activity. A little
work it takes only for a short while will bring amaz-
ing results in Haskell as it has in other sections.

Take a few sparehours to trim shrubbery, plant
trees or grassseeds,mow and rake your lawn, arrange
for all rubbish to be moved away, and daub a coat of
paint over the fence or the trellis work. It doesn'tcost
much money to do this, but it enhancesthe appearance
of your home andofi the town as a whole.

You would make a fine contribution to the appear-
ance of your town and your property if you could also
paint your home, but if you cannot afford this, at least
beautifyyour premisesas much as you can.

Habits formed in early spring are likely to remain
throughout the summer. If your home is cleaned up
early in the spring it is likely to stay that way the year
round.

Haskell has natural advantagesthat can be utilized
to make this one of the most beautiful communities of
West Texas, if you will do your part.

RECOVERY AN ACTUAL FACT

The conviction that the country is definitely emerg-
ing from the depressionwas spreadupon the record this
past week by heads of two of the country's largest in-

dustrial units, and by the chief of the government's most
powerful financing agency.

Myron C. Taylor, chairman of the United States
Steel Corporation, told stockholders at their annual meet-
ing in Hoboken that revival was no longer a matter of
opinion, but a matterof fact. "We thoughtwe had turn-
ed the corner last year," he said, "and could see ahead
immediate signs of revival today we know we can."

Alfred P. Sloan. Jr., president of General Motors
Corporation, said in his annual report to stockholders
that "industrial recoery is under way with irresistible
force."

JesseJones,chairman of the ReconstructionFinance
Corporation, in an interview in Washington pointed to the
now definite expectation that the R. F. C. will run $500,-000,00- 0

under the budget estimates for the fiscal year
ending in June,as clearevidenceof better conditions". He
pointed out that bankersare trying to make loans, that
money can be borrowed through normal channels more
easily, and that demand for government support is less
than anticipated.

The statementsof these three chieftans of business
and finance are viewed as distinctly significant at this
time, inasmuch as April is often the month in which the
peak of the spring busnessupturn is reached.

In the meantime, the movement to raise wages, and
where possibleto reduce working hours, is spreading.
Prices in some lines, notably steel and automobiles, are
rising, and here lies danger. A slow rise in prices may
prompt more active consumerbuying, but sharp,sudden
increasesmay causea buyers' strike. Prices should not
rise faster than the purchasing power of the consumers.
That would retard recoverv.

A COMMENDABLE POLICY

Congratulations are due William Wrigley, Jr., Chi-
cago chewing gum king, for his appreciation'of the full
responsibility of the employer in the presentscheme of
social reform.

For years a reserve fund has been set aside to in-
sure dividend payments to stockholders in times of de-
pression. Now a similar sinking fund is to be laid aside
as a reserve for employes to insure their continued em-
ployment. Already, out of surplus $1,000,000has been
placed in this fund.

In setting forth that employes deserve the same
protection that is given stockholders, Mr. Wrigley
adoptsa policy that can be put into operation by many
industrial concerns when businessbegins its real recov-
ery.

After all, it is to the men of liberal mind and broad
vision like Mr. Wrigley that American civilization must
look if an approachto the millenium is to be realized.
