THANKSGIVING DAY

How the observance of a day of Thanksgiving by the
Pilgrims after their first harvest in 1621 was the begin-
ning of what has become a national custom is well
known. The story of how this custom gradually be-
came widespread has also been frequently told.

But few of this generation know that the establish-
ment of a uniform date for Thanksgiving Day was
brought about by a woman, Mrs. Sara Josepha Hale,
born in Newport, N. H., in 1788, Left a widow with five
children she took up writing as a means of support, and
was editor of a women's magazine from 1828 until 1877.

She founded the first Seaman’s Aid Society in Bos-
ton, raised a large sum in aid of the Bunker Hill monu-
ment and was active in many movements for the advance-
ment of women. When in her early forties Mrs, Hale
began her long campaign for making Thanksgiving Day
a national holiday and its celebration on the same date
throughout the country.

For about twenty years she wrote editorials in her
magazine, and bombarded presidents and governors with
personal letters in support of the idea. Finally Presi-
dent Lincoln adopted her suggestion in 1864 and design-
ated the fourth Thursday of November as a day of na-
tional Thanksgiving. Since then his example has been
followed by all succeeding Presidents,

While it will seem to many that they have little in
the way of material blessings for which to be thankful
this year. we may be mindful of the spirit of sympathy
and practically helpfulness which has greatly developed
during the tryving times through which we are passing.
Never before has such interest been shown in the plight
of the unfortunate, nor more earnest and sacrificing ef-
forts made for their relief. For these manifestations we
may be thankful, as well as for the indications that con-
ditions have begun to improve, that our faith in our na-
tional future is fully justified.

AUTO POWER BY RADIO

Another prediction which may soud fantastic was
made some time ago, to the effect that we shall in a few
years have automobiles that will run without fuel, the
mt:lt_ive power being supplied from a central station by
radio.

The idea is advanced, not by a erank or visionary,
but a no less authority than G. M. Williams, president of
the Marion company. who declares that such a plan is
rgceivim: serious consideration by leading automotive en-
gineers.

According to this plan, each car would have a cer-
tain wave-length, and by throwing the switch a genera-
tor of corresponding wave-length in the central station
would supply the power, Many cars might have the
same wave length, so long as the total load could be
carried by the corresponding generator.

We do not vouch for the practicability of this sug-
gestion, but only pass it on as an indication of what may
happen. In any event it illustrates the daring concep-
tions of the modern engineer, and who can say that the
idea may not some day be made to work?

BANNING OF FIREARMS

Former Commissioner Whalen of New York wants
legislation to prohibit the sale of firearms, on the theory
that criminals would therefore be unable to get them.
This brings up an old question in which there is room for
argument on both sides, but we doubt that a no-gun law
would help much.

The trouble is that the professional crook would find
a way, through smuggling, bribery or other unlawful
means, to get his gun anvway. Even if all firearms
were required to be registered it would take another
army of inspectors to keep track of them, and besides,
every criminal would provide himself with a good sized
arsenal before the law could be put into effect.

Maybe the object sought by Mr. Whalen could be ac-
complished the other way around—by making it compul-
sory for everybody to carry a gun after sundown. Then
the cwooks would have less advantage.
