During the football season pep
rallies are held once a week on
the campus for the entire student
body and the leaders of the pop
squad from the school which they
play that week are there.

Daily announcements are made
by the teacher in charge of the
room, from an announcement
sheet which is sent around, one
to each room. The school has its
own newpaperand it is published
once every two weeks. Nearly
everyone subscribes for it.

A DEFINITE GAIN

The American economic systemhas said gaps
and inefficiencies, when viewed at close range. In
the long view, however, it shows up a good deal
more advantageously

Figures compiled by the National Industrial
ConferenceBoard, for example, show that there
has beena substantial improvement in the lot of
the American wage earner since 1914.

Average hours of work in manufacturing are
today approximately 23 per cent below their 1914
level; at the same time, averageweekly earnings,
ndjusted to take into considerationchanges in tno
eost of living, are 39 per cent higher.

This is a very noteworthy improvement. It has
been accomplished slowly, with many up and
downs along the way but, over the years, the
American system has made a definite and solid
advance in terms of humanwell being.

THE EXPERTS ARE WORRIED

The experts are worried about the coming
boom. They talk of the threatening inflation as if
it were alreadyupon us and there is the possibility
that they know what they are talking about.

The fact of the matter is that the nation is
moving up rather unevenly from the depths of a
great depression. Whether the economic cart will
gather dangerous momentum depends upon a num-
ber of influences, some of which the government
can control and some of which escape explanation
as well as management.

So far as we are advised the experts are not
able to advi-- individuals how to protest them-
selves againstall the dangersthat wholesale infla-
tion would entail. The best protection is to avoid
the pitfalls of excessive inflation. This may mean
that the government will have to reversesome of
its tendencies, which is what was to be expected.
The course that took us from the bottom of the de-
pression will have served its purposewhen the na-
tion reaches the economic leveland.

CCC'S OTHER SIDE

The Civilian Conservation Corps,drawn up to
rehabilitate our great forest resources, seems to
have been doing a pretty fair job of human

as well. Howard W. Oxley. director
of CCC camp educational activities, reports to the
War Departmentthat 40.000 young men who were
illiterate when they enrolled in the CCC now can
read and write. During the past year, for instance,
92 per cent of the men who were found to be il.
literate at the beginning of the year have been
attending classes regularly. Here is an activitv
which is every bit as important as the firest con-
servation work, if not more so The prime qualifi-
cation for citizenship in a democracy is that a man
be at least literate. The CCC. by bringing educa-tiona- l

opportunities to men who had been denied
them is amply justifying its existence. And it
should be possible to say this without thought of
the current political campaign. The CCC is not a
partisan issue. It is a national program that has
worked.

KAILUOADS' rnosrEcxs IMPROVE

from 40 to SO per cent more passengersthan last

While we will have the story of
Abraham in a few weeks, our first
reference describes conditions In
the city of Sodom, toward which
Lot pitched his tent after excrcis-in- g

his choice of pasturesoffered
by Abraham. At that time, Lot
had every reason to believe that
he had received the best of the
bargain as the fields wcre luxu-
riant with grassfor his herds and
there was plenty of water. Ho
had failed to considerJhe tempta-
tions which result from associa-tio-n

with wickedness.
Later, however,Lot realized the

fact that his choice had not been
so wise and, in order to escape the
de:truction which God was to
bring to the sinful city Lot, with
his family, fled from Sodom and
went to Zoar. We recall the fate
of Lot's wife, who looked back,
perhaps with longing eyes at
things she had left behind, and as
a punishmentfor her disobedience
of God's command not to do this
was turned into a pillar of salt.

Its Effects on Man," Professor
Haven Emerson states that there
is general agreementamong stu
dents, teachers, doctors ond scien
tists on the following points:

I. Alcohol Is a narcotic which,
by depressing the higher centers,
removes inhibitions.

2 Outside of the nervous system
and the digestive tract, alcohol
used as beverage has little demon-
strable effect.

3. It is a food, utilizablo as a
source of energy, and a sparer of
protein, but it is such only to a
very limited extent.

4. The therapeutic usefulness
and value of alcohol are slight.

5. It may bo a comfort and a
psychologiesaid to the aged.

A DEFINITE GAIN

The American economic system has said gaps
:and inefficiencies, when viewed at close range. In
the long view, however, it shows up a good deal
more advantageously

Figures compiled by the National Industrial
Conference Board, for example, show that there
has beena substantial improvement in the lot of
the American wage earner since 1914.

Average hours of work in manufacturing arc
today approximately 23 per cent below their 1914
level; at the same time, average weekly earnings,
adjusted to take into consideration changes in tm
cost of living, are 39 per cent higher.

This is a very noteworthy improvement. It has
ceen accomplished slowly, with many up and
downs along the way but, over the years,
American system has made a definite and
advancein terms of humanwell being.

THE EXPERTS ARE WORRIED

The experts are worried about the coming
boom. They talk of the threateninginflation as if
it were alreadyupon us and there is the possibility
that they know what they are talking about.

The fact of the matter is that the nation is
moving up rather unevenly from the depths of a
Heat depression. Whether the economic cart will
rather dangerous momentum depends upon a num-
ber of influences, some of which the government
can control andsome of which escapeexplanation
as well as management.

So far as we are advised the experts are not
able to advise individuals how to protest them-.wive-s

againstall the dangers that wholesale Infla-tio- n

would entail. The best protection is to avoid
the pitfalls of excessive inflation. This may mean
that the government will have to reversesome of
its tendencies, which is what was to be expected.
The coune that took us from the bottom of the de-
pressionwill have served its purpose when the na
tion reaches the economic leveland.

The Civilian Conservation Corps, drawn up to
rehabilitate our great forest resources, seems to
have been doing a pretty fair job of human

of CCC camp educational activities, reports to tin-W-

Departmentthat 40,000 young men who were
illiterate when they enrolled in thc CCC now can
read and write. During the past year, for instance,
92 per cent of the men who were found to be il-
literate at the beginning of the year have been
attending classes regularly. Here is an activity
which is every bit as important as the firest con-
servation work, if not more so The prime qualifi-catio-

for citizenship in a democracy is that a man
be at least literate. The CCC. by bringing educa-
tional opportunities to men who had been denied
them is amply justifying its existence. And it
should be po.sible to say this without thought of
the current political campaign. The CCC is not a
partisan issue. It is a national program that has
worked.
