RetirementPlan
For TeachersIs

Explained Here

Details for five per cent pay-
ment to the TeachersRetirement
Fund were explained to public
school teachers of Haskell in a
meeting Wednesday night by C
B Brecdlovc, superintendent.Mr
Breedlove has just returned from
Austin where he consulted Stato
school officials concerning the new
law.

Five per cent of the teachers,

monthly check is sent to the Re-
tirement Fund department and
bears interest at the rate of three
and one-ha- lf per cent compound-
ed annually and may bo returned
to him upon withdrawal.

The State will match the an-
nual contribution made by the
teacher and this fund will make
up the amount for payment to re-
tiring teachers.

Personswho teach thirty years
in the State may retire when they
reach the ago of sixty. Any per
son who has reached the age of
sixty and has taught thirty years
may retire after teachingtwo more
years.

If a teachershould for any rea-
son find it desirable to withdraw
from the Retirement System be-
fore the age of retiring will re-
ceive all the money he has con-
tributed plus Interest. This pro
vision makes it safe for a young
teacherwho is not sure how long
ho will remain in the teaching pro-
fession to become n mnmher nnr!

In analyzing the lives
of successfulmen and women, wc

usually find that they got the work

habit early in life and never lost it.

Herbert Hoover was a worker. He

was born in 1874, in West Drnnch,
Iowa, the son of a blacksmith. His

father died when he was six years
old, his mother when he was nine;
and ho went to live with an uncle

who operateda Quaker academy in

Oregon. Herbert earned his board
by doing odd chores, feeding and
currying the horses, milking cows,

and tending the furnace. All of

this was In addition to his regular
school work and, as if this were not
enough work for a young boy. he
studied English literature and his-

tory outside of school hours. Later
in Salem, Oregon, Herbert worked
as an ofnee boy for nis uncic, ana
went to night school until ho had
enough credits to enter LelandStan-

ford university. Ho worked his way

through by acting as clerk for the
registrar, and handling and deliv-

ering the San Francisco News on

ihn enmnus. Later he started a

laundry agency,calling for the bags
of soiled laundry and delivering the
bundleshimself.

In 1803, Herbert Hoover got a Job
with the United States Geological
society. He had natural ability at
engineering. That togetherwith tho

hnblt of work, gained rapid prog
ressfor him. He becamenationally
known as a successfulengineer and
a businessman. In 1928 he became
President of the United States.

Herbert Hoover was born with no

silver spoon. Orphaned early, ho

had to fight for every bit of knowl-

edge, for every opportunity. But
Herbert Hoover was born with the
habit of work, and he had the good

luck to keep that habit.
