In Lynn County, 

there are many volunteers, and 

during National Fire Prevention 

and Safety W eek, O ct. 4-10, 

the focus is on those w ho 

contribute so m uch to society by 

volunteering to serve in the four 

fire departm ents here.

Tahoka, Wilson, O’Donnell 
and New Home all have excellent 
volunteer fire departments that pro­
tect and serve the citizens of their 
communities and surrounding ar­
eas. During Fire Prevention Safety 
Week, tell the members of these 
fire departments how much they 
are appreciated for their dedication 
and tireless service that they pro­
vide so willingly.

As a nation, and especially in 
Lynn County, citizens rely oa the 
volunteer fire service every day to 
save lives and protect property in 
tiroes of danger and disaster. These 
volunteers perform fire suppres­
sion and other related emergency 
services for local jurisdictions, and 
are also expected to attend oth­
er non-emergency duties as well 
(training, fundraising, equipment 
maintenance, etc.) In addition, they 
often respond to traffic accidents, 
assist with traffic control, assist 
EMS, assist with landing zones for 
medical transports, fuel spills, bee 
attacks and other disasters.

Firefighters also provide an im­
portant role in educating the public 
regarding fire and safety. By teach­
ing fire prevention and educating 
the public on how to respond in 
emergency situations, they can help 
save lives. During Fire Prevention 
Safety Week, firefighters remind 
citizens to have a fire safety plan 
for their family at home, to practice 
that plan with family members, and 
to test smoke alarms to make sure 
all are working.

The men that serve in our local 
fire departments have sacrificed 
many hours in training, continuing 
education, and most important­
ly, in responding to the call when 
needed, no matter the hour day or 
night. They are true heroes to their 
communities, because they do this 
volunteer work in addition to their 
full-time jobs, and sacrifice time 
with their families, to provide a 
service that should never be taken 
for granted.

The four volunteer depart­
ments, while operating under the 
auspices of the city governments 
for which they serve, are funded 
from various resources. In addi­
tion to funding from each city, as 
well as annual funding from Lynn 
County governmental coffers, each 
fire department also undertake 
their own fundraisers to bring ad­
ditional funding to purchase extra 
equipment or other needs for their 
departments. Most host an annu­
al dinner/auction that communi­
ty members are good to support.

Lynn Ccxmty property owners 
should expect to receive their 2020 
property tax statements during the 
month of October, according to in­
formation this week from the Lynn 
County Appraisal District, which 
sends out statements to collect (xx>p- 
erty taxes as set by all county taxing 
entities.

All taxpayers with multiple 
properties will receive a single 
combined multi-item statement, in­
stead of individual statements for 
each property.

January 31 is the deadline to pay 
property taxes. After that, the late 
payment fees, penalties and interest 
begin to add up quickly.

A $25,000 homestead exemp- 
ticMi on schod district taxes (deduct­
ed from the total value o f the home) 
is available for jwoperty owners who 
use the home as their principal resi­
dence on January 1 ttf the tax year.

Homeowners may file an Ap­
plication for Residential Homestead 
Exemption with the appraisal district 
for the $25,000 homestead exemp­
tion up to one year after the taxes on 
the homestead are due. Once you re­
ceive the exemption, you do not need

to re^jply unless you should move or 
your qualification ends.

An additional $10,000 exemp­
tion on schoed district taxes is avail­
able for homeowners age 65 or older, 
or disaUed. And, their schod district 
taxes are frozen at the total amount of 
taxes that were due when they turned 
65 or disaUed, no matter what rate 
the schod district’s current tax rate 
is set (unless you move to a different

home, and the rate is then frozen at 
the current rate).

A $3JXX) exemption on county 
taxes is given for homeowners age 65 
or dder, and for disabled under 65.

Also, disabled or over-65 home- 
owners may opt to pay their taxes in 
four installments instead of a one­
time full payment. To make the in­
stallment payments, the homeowner 
must notify the Appraisal District

(each year) before the end of Janu­
ary, of their intent to pay their tax 
bill in this method. The first pay­
ment is due by the end of January, 
with the other three payments due in 
March, May and July.

D e e r  c a u s e  2 o f  3
a c c id e n ts  in  c o u n ty

Three accidents were 
reported in Lynn County 
Sheriff’s Office call sheets 
this week, two of them 
involving striking deer during 
the early morning hours.

At 3:02 a.m. Sept. 30, a 
caller told the LCSO that she 
had struck a deer in her Nissan 
Optima on US 380, about 2.5 
miles east of FM 1054. No 
injuries were reported, and 
the vehicle was towed from 
the scene.

At 5:32 a.m. on Oct. 2, 
the LCSO had a report from 
OnStar that a customer had an 
accident on US 87 southbound 
lanes at CR 6, and patched the 
driver through to the Sheriff’s 
Office. The driver reported 
that he had struck a deer and 
he was not hurt, but that his 
vehicle was not drivable. The 
vehicle was towed from the 
scene.

Another accident occurred 
last Friday, Oct. 2, at 3:54 
p.m. on US 87 about 2 miles 
north of CR 29. According to 
the LCSO call sheet report, a 
caller reported that a vehicle 
had wrecked about 2 miles 
south of Wildcat Mfg. on US 
87 southbound lanes, and 
that there were“ people in the 
vehicle screaming,’’ and then 
the call was disconnected. 
Tahoka VFD, Lynn County 
EMS, a Sheriff’s Deputy, and 
DPS were all dispatched to the 
accident scene. The vehicle 

^was a 2018 Jeep registered to 
Ilida Grisson of Pampa, but 
no driver information was 
provided. All individuals from 
the vehicle were transported 
to the Sheriff’s Office and 
then transported to a hotel 
in Lubbock. The vehicle was 
towed from the scene.

Covenant Children’s 
Emergency Room notified 
LCSO that they had a 4-year- 
old in the ER with a dog bite 
that Occurred in Lynn County, 
reported to have been at 
263 US Hwy 87. The child 
reportedly had a 3-4 inch 
laceration on the face, from 
the forehead down to the nose. 
'The dog’s owner reportedly 
paid the insurance deductible 
for the child’s medical 
treatment, and the dog was 
placed on a lO-day quarantine 
at the owner's home.

Another dog call came 
from Wilson at 3:10 p.m. Sept. 
28, when a caller reported 
that two white pit bulls had 
chased her when she went to 
the dumpster. According to 
the call sheet, the caller told 
LCSO that the “dogs belong 
to a house near the water 
tower that has about 45 dogs 
that keep barking at all hours 
of the day.”

A grass fire was reported 
in the median of US 87 about 
a mile south of the Tahoka 
Cemetery overpass at 8:20 
p.m. Oct. 2. LCSO had several 
calli on the fire, and Tahoka 
VFD was dispatched to the 
scene. While on scene, the 
VFD requested a deputy at the 
scene due to multiple vehicles 
with blowouts due to debris 
on the roadway from a semi­
truck on fire.

There were numerous 
other calls to LCSO, for 
assisting motorists, domestic

disturbances, welfare checks, 
reports of suspicious persons, 
and a call from a woman who 
asked for a deputy to come 
to her residence because 
she felt threatened by her 
husband whom she said was 
under the influence of drugs. 
Deputies arrested the husband 
on charges of assault with a 
deadly weapon.

Tahoka Police, LCSO and 
DPS units all responded to a 
report of a party involving 
juveniles, possible underage 
drinking, and possibly drugs, 
in the 500 block of Ave. J 
near the cemetery overpass 
in Tahoka Saturday night. 
According to Police Chief 
Jeff Parker, officers found 
several youth who “scattered” 
when officers arrived, some 
of whom tried to evade. Chief 
Parker told The News that one 
vehicle was damaged when 
it was driven into a cotton 
field, and that two vehicles 
were towed from the scene, 
with marijuana allegedly 
discovered in one vehicle, 
and what was believed to be 
other drugs reportedly found 
in another vehicle. Several 
citations were issued, but 
no arrests were made at the 
scene.

Police were called to the 
scene of a minor accident in 
Tahoka at 2 p.m. Oct. 4 in 
the 2000 block of N. 2nd. A 
2008 Buick Encore driven by 
Glenda Whitley reportedly 
backed into an unattended 
parked 2016 Chevrolet Malibu 
owned by Michael DeLeon. 
No injuries were reported.

Police received calls twice 
during the week reporting 
reckless drivers around the 
baseball and softball field 
complex on South 9th, at 
approximately 11 p.m. Oct. 
1, and again the next night. 
Officers found multiple 
vehicles in the area, and 
discovered that drivers were 
playing “hide and seek” with 
their vehicles. Warnings were 
issued to all drivers.

A Tahoka resident told 
police that someone had 
entered his vehicle in the 1300 
block of Ave. N and removed 
three fire extinguishers, 
and emptied them outside, 
sometime prior to 9:30 a.m. 
Oct. 2.

A report of a fire brought 
police to a residence in the 
1300 block of South 4th, 
where they found that a fire 
had already been extinguished 
from a pile of burning limbs 
on the property, which the 
homeowners had burned. 
Police warned the owners 
that burning is not allowed on 
property inside the city limits 
of Tahoka, according to city 
ordinances.

On Oct. 5, a woman called 
police to the 1800 block of 
N. Sth because she wanted 
them to check a “suspicious 
bag” that was lying beneath 
her vehicle. Police discovered 
that the bag held the skeletal 
remains of dead birds, but 
figured that the bag, which 
was lightweight, had blown 
underneath the vehicle.

Other reports to police 
included a lost wallet, animal 
control issues, and welfare 
concerns.

Some departments also write 
grant applications to seek 
grant funding from other 
sources.

The Wilson VFD just 
recently hosted a drive-up 
fish fry and auction, and 
O’Donnell VFD has a drive- 
up hsh fry scheduled for Sun­
day, Oct. 25, from 11 a.m.-2 
p.m. at the OVFD Fire Hall. 
Tahoka VFD usually has an 
annual fish fry as well.

O’Donnell VFD has a 
membership list of 24 active 
members, with over 410 hours 
of training. Brandon Pyron is 
Fire Chief, and is employed as 
a Flight Paramedic. Accord­
ing to the OVFD 2019 call 
log, the department responded 
to 104 calls during the previ­
ous year, including 2 structur­
al fires, 1 non-structure fire, 7 
wildland/grass/trash fires, 1 
fire-utility, 2 fire-standby, 14 
motor vehicle accidents, 52 
EMS assistance^ 15 landing 
zones, 4 utility stand-by, and 
6 traffic control.

Bryan Reynolds is Fire 
Chief of Tahoka VFD, which 
has 20 active members. Reyn­
olds is the manager of Farm­
ers Coop Gin Association 
#1 in Tahoka. According to 
Reynolds, the department re­
sponded to 46 calls in 2019, 
including 11 grass fires, 8 
house fires, 5 car fires, 9 other 
fires, 4 vehicle accidents, 5 
hazmat responses, 3 assis­
tance, and 1 tornado response.

Ryan Gill, Fire Chief of 
New Home VFD, reports that 
the department has responded 
this year to approximately 10 
fire calls (mostly grass fires) 
and two vehicle accidents. 
Gill is self-employed as a cot­
ton farmer, and there are 12 
members on the New Home 
VFD.

Wilson VFD has 11 mem­
bers on the force. Craig Wil­
ke, a farmer, is Fire Chief. Da­
vid Maldonado, Training and 
Public Information Officer for 
the department, reported that 
the Wilson VFD responds to 
an average of 20-30 calls an­
nually.

All of the fire departments 
are good to respond with a 
helping hand for their neigh­
boring fire departments in the 
county when needed.

At their October 13 regu­
lar meeting, the High Plains 
Underground Water Con­
servation District (HPWD) 
Board of Directors are ex­
pected to approve dates for 
one or more public hearings 
to receive comments on pro­
posed rule revisions.

HPWD Board Mem­
bers met with the District’s 
County Advisory Commit­
tees (CAC) during a series 
of annual meetings in March 
2020. At that time, the CAC 
members provided feedback 
on current HPWD rules and 
recommended that the Board 
proceed with draft revisions.

The proposed rule revi­
sions cover a wide range of 
topics, including:

• Removing requirement 
for pump log submittal in or­
der for a water well permit to 
be considered administrative­
ly complete.

• Adding a “Sunset Pro­
vision” for the conservation 
reserve (water banking) pro­
gram.

• Separating the “Permit 
Application” and “Permit” 
language to help identify 
when the application is ad­
ministratively complete and 
when the board must act on it.

• Revising property line 
spacing requirements as sug­
gested by County Advisory 
Committee members.

• Changing production 
reporting language from “Re­
ports shall be submitted to the 
District” to “Reports may be 
submitted to the District.”

• Adding “Sunset provi­
sions” for contiguous acreage 
connected by pipeline.

• Removing the require­
ment for a litigation policy.

• Removing meter sealing 
provisions from the rules.

• Removing “illegal well” 
language from definitions in 
the rules.

• Changing the defini­
tion of “abandoned wells” 
to match Texas Department 
of Licensing & Regulation 
(TDLR) statute.

• Making other non-sub­

stantive rules cleanup, such as 
numbering and grammatical 
edits.

During the October meet­
ing, the HPWD Board mem­
bers will review proposed 
rule revisions and set dates for 
one or more public hearings 
in November. In accordance 
with state law, public notice 
must be provided 20 days in 
advance of the rulemaking 
hearing(s). The proposed rule 
changes would be adopted in 
December.

“These proposed rule re­
visions are based upon four 
guiding principles,” said 
Board President Lynn Tate of 
Amarillo. “They are: 1) Leave 
the District in a better place 
than when this Board started;
2) Do no harm. Create rules 
where people can comply;
3) Examine longer term is­
sues that may be confusing 
or problematic; and 4) make 
certain staff can follow and 
implement policies,” he said.

The HPWD rules were 
last revised in March 2015.
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
