Is Expected to Prevent
Extensive Harm

Increacing cotton leal worm in-
festation in this section caused
many Haskell County farmers to
start spraving and dusting poison

this week to rid the field of this
dreaded scourge
Reports to County Agent B. W.

Chesser on the Increasing number
of cotton leaf worms have come
from all parts of the county but
no one has reported any extensive
damage, due perhaps to the timely
use of poison

There have been a few reports
of boll worms in some fields but
not enough to warrant additional
precaution in protecting cotton.
Spraying and dusting with calcium
arsenate is thoroughly effective in
killing the leaf worm but has lit-
tle effect on the boll worm except
in a certain stage of growth.

Most farmers in poisoning use
the popular method of fastening a
«x4 across a cultivator carriage,
with bags attached and when jolt-
od by blocks wired to the wheels
the poison is shaken on the plants
as the cultivator s drawn along
the rows

Faster and more modern is the
airplane dusting method. The J. Lo
