GLASS CLOTHES NEXT

Among the new things under the sun lately
coming to public attention is *“liber-glass,” which
as it name implies is fiber made from glass, and it
s now beginning to be used in the manufacture
{ cloth on a commercial scale,

Some five vears ago, research experimenters
working with blow torches and powdered glass al-
most accidentally produced some small strands
which were found to have great strength. Continu-
ing thelr investigations and experiments a process
for weaving these strands or threads into various

brics was developed.

To produce fiberglass, the molten gliss is drawn
from a fumace through many tiny openings, in
runds as small as one-ten thousandth of an inch

diameter. and twisted into threads, which In
turn are woven on textile looms into a shiny, pli-
ble fabric. This fabric has great strength and has
the added advantage of being lireproof.
