Chisos Mountains in Big Bend Section
Believed Part of th_g A ppalachain Chain

The Chisos mountains in the Dig
Bend of Texas, says Dr. Ross A
Maxwell, junior geologist of the
national park service, are believed
by geologists to be a part of the
Appalachian mountain system, and
lie 80 miles south of here Mara-
thon.

Dr. Maxwell has been stitioned
in the region more than n year
making a geological map of areas
to be included in the proposed Big
Bend national park of Texas.

A few miles south of Marathon,
Dr. Maxwell says in a detailed des-
cription of the region, pinkish-
white and yellow-white ridges are
visible, These were laid down hor=
izontally in the bottom of an an-
cient ocean that once covered all
this part of the continent, after
many vears there rocks were fold-
ed into mountain ranges, but rain
and wind broke up the rocks and
streams carried them away ‘“until
only the roots of this mountain
range remained.”

In n subsequent period that geo-
logists call the cretaceous the sea
again buried the old mountains
under several thousand feet of cre-
taceous sediment but erision strip-
ped away the later deposit and
again the roots of the old mountain
