All varieties of evergreens are 
$2.50; hardwoods are $1.50.

A limited number of wildlife 
seedling packets for quail, pheas­
ant, deer and turkey also are avail­
able for farmstead plantings. Each 
wildlife packet contains 100 trees 
and is available for $75.00 per 
packet.

Minimum orders are required 
on windbreak seedlings, but the 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Service will work to try to get what 
you need. There is no required 
minimum on the larger trees avail­
able.

Windbreaks properly located 
and containing the right tree spe­
cies will provide wind and snow 
protection for farm homesteads as 
well as livestock. Living wind­
breaks also provide nesting places 
for small insect-eating birds as 
well as food and cover for numer­
ous High Plains game birds. Wind­
breaks for shelter or wildlife habi­
tat are permitted under CRP con­
tracts.

Advanced planning is very im­
portant for the successful establish­
ment or renovation of windbreaks. 
The installation of a drip irrigation 
system for windbreak establish­
ment is highly recommended.
