DPS Reminds
Motorists To
Watch For Kids

As the new school year starts,
the Department of Public Safety
reminds motorists to slow down
around schools and to watch for
children who may be exiting
school buses. Drivers also should
be aware that children may cross
streets without watching where
they’re going.

“The first few days of school,
it’s easy to be distracted,” said Col.
Thomas A. Davis, jr., director of
the DPS. “Make sure you’re alert
and paying atention when you’re
driving, especially in and around
school zones or near school buses.
You don’t want to become part of
a tragedy.”

More than 1.3 million Texas

children a day ride school
buses,which continue to be the
safest form of highway
transportatin--fewer than one per-
cent of traffic accidents in the state
involve them.

The most common time for ac-
cidents is when school buses are
loading or unloading students.
According to the national School
Bus Loading and Unloading Sur-
vey, most childre injured or killed
while getting on or off buses are
under the age of 10. All students
should be taught to follow safety
rules and to watch for traffic be-
fore crossing streets.

Texas law forbids vehicles
from passing a school bus while
its alternately flashing red warn-
ing lights are activated. Motorists
can be fined up to $1,000 for pass-
ing a school bus whie the warm-
ing lights are activated. Subse-
quent violations can lead to sus-
pension of a driver license for up
to six months.

“Stopping for school buses is
the law. We have zero tolerance
for vehicles that pass stopped
school buses; if you pass a
stopped school bus, you will re-
ceive a ticket from DPS,” Davis
said. '

No one was killed in a Texas
school bus crash or during loading
or unloading of a school bus in 1998
(the latest year that full statistics are
available), but 1,227 people were
injured in school bus accidents and
22 were injured while loading or
unloading school buses. In 1999, an
Austin child was killed by a drunk
driver as she attempted to cross a
street after exiting a school bus. The
driver was convicted earlier this
year.

REFERENDUM

In accordance with the provision
of the Texas Agriculture Code,
Chapter 74, Subchapter D, and 4
Tex. Admin. Code, Chapter 3, Sub-
chapter A, the Texas Department of
Agriculture (the Department) will
conduct a referendum on the
proposition of whether or not cot-
ton growers shall establish a boll
weevil eradication program in the
Northern High Plains Boll Weevil
Eradication Zone and pay a maxi-
mum annual assessment in the
amount of $12 per land acre of ir-
rigated cotton and $6 per.land acre
of dryland cotton, including skip-
rows, for up to thirteen years, plus
a maintenance fee thereafter. The
initiation of a program at this as-
sessment level is contingent upon
obtaining financing to allow an
eradication program to operate
within a maximum budget level of
$96.93/acre, the projected cost for
a four-year eradication program. If
approved, the program and assess-
ment are expected to begin on a
date determined by the Texas Boll
Weevil Eradication Foundation and
the Texas Department of Agricul-
ture based on biological and geo-
graphical considerations and the
availability of resources. If the nec-
essary financing is not arranged
prior to program commencement,
the program will not be initiated
and no assessment will be col-
lected.

The Northern High Plains Eradi-
cation Zone consists of all of
Swisher and Hale counties; the part
of Randall County that lies south
and east of a line running along
Highway 60 from the Deaf Smith
County line east to Interstate 27,

then running north along Interstate
27 to the Potter County line; the
part of Armstrong County that lies
west and south of a line running
along FM 294 from the Carson
County line to Hwy. 287; then run-
ning due south to Mulberry Creek;
then running east along Mulberry
Creek to the Donley County line;
the part of Briscoe County that lies
west of a line running along Hack-
berry Creek from its intersection
with the Armstrong County line to
its intersection with the Prairie Dog
Town Fork of the Red River, con-
tinuing south along Cherokee
Creek from its intersection with the
Prairie Dog Town Fork of the Red
River to County Road 27; continu-
ing south along County Road 27
to Hwy. 256; continuing west
along Hwy. 256 to the Caprock
escarpment; and continuing south
along the Caprock Escarpment to
the Floyd County line; and the part
of Floyd County that lies south and
west of a line running along FM
97 beginning at the Motley County
line; continuing west to the Ca-
prock escarpment; and continuing
north along the Caprock escarp-
ment to the Briscoe County line.
Also, as part of the referendum,
a representative of the above-ref-
erenced zone will be elected to
serve on the Texas Boll Weevil
Eradication Foundation Board of
Directors. The board is charged
with administering the boll weevil
eradication program in Texas.
The referendum and board elec-
tion will be held by mail balloting.
Ballots will be mailed by Septem-
ber 11, 2000. All ballots cast by
mail must be postmarked no later
than October 2, 2000, in order to
be valid. Any cotton grower hav-

ing cotton production in the year
2000 within the zone defined above
is eligible to vote, and if he or she
resides in the Northern High Plains
Zone and has at least seven years
experience as a cotton grower, can
have his or her name placed on the
ballot as a candidate in the board
member election. A cotton grower
is defined as a person who grows
cotton and receives income from
the sale of cotton. The term in-
cludes an individual who, as owner,
landlord, tenant or sharecropper, is
entitled to share in the cotton
grown and available for marketing
from the farm, or share in the pro-
ceeds from the sale of the cotton
from the farm.

Any person eligible to vote in
the referendum or board member
election that resides in the North-
ern High Plains Zone and meets the
seven year experience requirement
may place their name in nomina-
tion for election to the Texas Boll
Weevil Eradication Foundation
Board by written application to the
Department at the address provided
below. Nomination forms are pro-
vided by the Department and must
be signed by the nominee and at
least ten other eligible voters. The
nomination form must be received
in Austin by September 4, 2000 and
must provide the legal residence of
the applicant. A nomination form
may be obtained by contacting the
Department office or any county
agent located in the voting area.
