Crop Conditions 
Continue Decline

How far down can a crop go 
once it starts moving in the wrong 
direction? That’s the question on 
everyone’s mind as the month of 
August hosted an incredible turn­
around for many High Plains cot­
ton producers.

That question will start being 
answered, at least in part, by the 
Texas Agricultural Statistics Ser­
vice (TASS) as that agency re­
views and tabulates the results of 
crop surveys taken at the end of 
August.

Almost everyone agrees that the 
September 1 crop estimate, which 
will be released September 12, will 
reflect a change from a month ago. 
How much, however, is purely 
guesswork at this time.

Many in the industry were sur­
prised by the August 1 estimate 
and the forecast of some 600,000 
acres of abandonment on the Texas 
High Plains. The main reason for

their surprise was that the crop ap­
peared to be in good shape and the 
area had experienced only isolated 
incidents of adverse, crop destroy­
ing weather.

Since that time, however, the 
TASS abandonment forecast is be­
ginning to look a little less surpris­
ing and possibly even a little con­
servative.

Dryland acreage south of Lub­
bock has taken the greatest hit from 
a very dry July and August period.
The dryland crop, which was for the AV 
most part planted on a series of rain­
fall events during the month of 
June, simply did not receive any 
moisture to carry it after the June 
rains were depleted.

Irrigated cotton also has taken it 
on the chin. In some areas, espe­
cially those where growers did not 
have the water necessary to keep 
the crop fully supplied during the 
past month, yield prospects may be 
less than anticipated.

A WEEKLY SUMMARY OF COTTON MARKETING NEWS
For The Week Ended August 24, 2000

Weekly export sales lent little 
direction to the cotton trade this 
week, while weather was mildly 
supportive as a serious drought 
continued in Texas, and forecasts 
confirmed ideas that tropical 
storm Debby would not bring 
much-needed rain to dry crops in 
the mid-South.

The scorching heat continued 
to stress the cotton crop in Texas. 
In fact, late plantings coupled with 
persisting high temperatures and 
drought have been disastrous for 
the state’s crop, and yields will 
come in lower than expected. Ac­
cording to USDA, the adverse 
conditions have resulted in the 
abandonment of one million acres 
of the usual 6.3 million planted in 
Texas, and more is being lost rap­
idly.

“The reduction in the cotton 
crop will impact more than just 
cotton producers,” one market 
observer commented. “It will im­
pact gins, small business and the 
economy of the entire area,” he 
explained.

The Texas Rolling Plains and 
the area south of Lubbock have 
been the most affected by the dry 
conditions, according to Carl 
Anderson, an agricultural econo­
mist. He said the Rolling Plains 
has cut its yield estimates in half, 
and producers south of Lubbock 
already have lost 25 to 30 per­
cent of the dryland crop. Unfor­
tunately, any rain probably would 
be too late to assist the crop and 
might even be detrimental due to 
increased insect problems.

Additionally, cotton crops in 
other areas of the U. S. are suffer­
ing as well. For the week ended 
August 20, USDA rated the U. S. 
crop condition at only 47 percent 
good to excellent, down from 51 
percent the previous week. Also, 
the crop’s overall condition rating 
fell to 91.3 percent with 100 per­
cent considered normal. The in­
dex was the lowest this season and 
below the 92.5 percent reported 
at this time one year ago.

The declining condition of the 
U. S. crop has caused ending crop 
estimates to spiral 
downward,though many in the 
industry may wait until next week 
when USDA updates its weekly 
crop rating before penciling in 
more losses.

“Despite the fact that most in 
the industry still estimate U. S. 
cotton production at 18.5 million 
bales, given the current crop rat­
ings, you could certainly make a 
case for an 18.0 million bale 
crop,” an analyst said.

Meanwhile, export sales of U. 
S. cotton rose considerably in the 
week ended August 24 as import­

ers sought supplies to fill in pro­
duction gaps. Once again, the vola­
tility of New York futures and a 
strong U. S. dollar hindered some 
sales, but the Mexican purchases 
held steady. USDA’s export sales 
report showed net sales of 49,300 
bales for the week, considerably 
higher than the previous week’s 
sales of 21,900 bales. Featured buy­
ers included Hong Kong, Mexico 
and Venezuela.

Spot cotton sales were down 
slightly in the five trading days 
ended August 24, as sales on 
TELCOT totaled 2,067 bales, down 
from the 3,734 bales sold the week

before. Average daily prices re­
ceived by producers utilizing the 
electronic marketing system ranged 
from 49.48 to 55.23 cents per pound 
versus a range of 51.39 to 56.00 the 
previous week.

One analyst attributes the recent 
slow spot cotton sales, as well as 
sluggish futures trading, to an un­
certainty over the size of the U. S. 
crop and volatility in the futures 
market. Despite a recent rise in 
prices, producers have been unwill­
ing to accept prevailing bids for 
2000-crop cotton, because they ex­
pect a smaller crop which could 
drive prices higher.
