Five Haskell county farms em-

bracing 697 acres of land have
been selectedby the Haskell
County Land Use Planning Com'
mittee as demonstration farms in
a soil and water conservationpro-
ject, if was announcedthis week
by County Agent G. R. Schumann.

On these farms a complete soil
and water conservation program
will be planned through the co-

operationof the two governmental
agencies, tho Extension Service
and theSoil .ConservationService.
These agencies will be represent-
ed in this project by County Agent
G. R. Schumann and J. M. Bird,
Project Supervisor, Soil Conser-
vation Service, Stamford..

In planning the soil and water
conservationprograms for these
farms, the entire group will be
planned as one unit. A soil map
for the area was made last week
by Mr. Hickersonof the Soil Con-servati- no

Service, and engineering
work on the area will be com-
pleted as soon as the presentcrops
are harvested.

Basis for the selection of these
farms by the Land Use Planning
Committee included two primary
considerations,that of landowner
consent, and accessibilityfor pub-
lic inspection. Cooperation of
farm owners wasrequired in fur-
therance of the project, and loca-
tion of the areachosenwas desir-
ed where the demonstrationcould
be easily Inspected by all peo-
ple interested.

The area selected for the local
project is surrounded by public
roads and is located1 about two
miles northwest of Haskell. Farms
embracedin the project include
thoseoperatedby C. G. Burson, C.

Best Varieties for This Area
Are Listed By The

County Agent

In line with steps being taken
to avert the possibility of a de-

cline in the Texas reputation for
growing good baking varieties of
wheat, state and county AAA of-
ficials are pointing out to local
wheat growers that they may be
penalized in the form of lower
wheat loans on inferior varieties
of wheat.

'It is too late to do anything
about iton the 1940 loan," an AAA
official declared, "but a lower
loan rate for the poorer varieties
might be requested in the future
if Texas producers continue to
plant such varieties."

Called by County Agent G. R.
Schumann a meeting of wheat
growers was held here recently
attended by more than 60 grain
farmers. At this meeting wheat
varieties were discussedand the
danger of planting inferior wheat
was pointed out to those present.

Varieties of heat recommended
for this area are Tenmarq, Kan-re- d,

Turkey Red, and Standard
Blachull, the County Agent said,
explaining that Experiment Sta-
tion reports from Denton, Iowa.
Park, Chillicothe and Amarillo,
thesevarieties will yield as much,
or more than somevarieties beinplanted in this area, and have amuch better milling quality.

HASKELL, TEXAS
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HATCHERY NEARS
COMPLETION

Austin, Texas Improvements
on tho Huntsvllle state fish hat-
chery near Huntsvillc were com-

pleted Sept. 1 and tho enlarged
hatchery will be ready to produce
its share of the at least 10,000,000
fish the Texas Game, Fish and
OysterCommission expectsto raise
next season. The cost of improv
ing the hatchery was nearly $30,
OOO.'It was a WPA project.

The hatchery has beenincreased
in size from 32 to 38 poundswhich
will total more than 33 surface
acres of water. In addition, all of
the ponds havobeendeepenedand
the water inlets and outlets on
half of the ponds have beenalter
ed for more efficient handling
Pond drain ditcheshave been im
proved by lining them with rock
and cement.The hatchery is being
beautified.

While work is ncaring comple-
tion on the Huntsvillc Hatchery
tho Game Department, according
to an announcementby the exe
cutive committee is preparing to
enlarge the Jasper hatchery by
thirty ponds, whicfi will nearly
double thecapacityof that South
east TexasHatchery. Considerable
work will also be done on tho
Olmito Hatchery near Olmito, the
executive secretary said.

Fruehauf, Detroit manufacturer of commercial
trailers, in a recent statement.

A feature of this report Is that It refutes the
statement, which has been made by interested

that motor transport does not pay its share
of road building and maintenancecosts. Eastman
shows that highway users in the ten years begin-
ning in 1927, overpaid by more than 385 million
dollars their shareof thesecosts, also that trucks,
so vital to the needs of home and business, pa'
millions of dollars per year more than their pro-
rated cost of the highwaysthey use Eastmansays:

"In one year highway transportation overpaid
more than 110 million dollars, while railroads were
subsidizedto the extent of 35 million dollars;water-
ways were subsidized by 128 million dollars
and airways by over 21 million dollars."

Comments Mr. Fruehauf, "From" the stand-
point of the public the report is a great
victory, because it checks the effort to increasethe

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PRIME TURKEYS FORTHE
THANKSGIVING MARKET

(By George P McCarthy, Exten-
sion Poultry Husbandman)

It Is only two months from
now until we will bo marketing
our first crop of 1940 turkeys. For
your Information there Is still a
large carryover of turkeys In
cold storage.At the present time
there Is approximately 25,000,000
poundsof turkeys still In storage
but these birds are moving into
the channels of trade very nice-
ly. But with this fact In mind, I
think we should give careful con-

sideration to our marketing pro-
gram for this fall.

The market Is going to demand
a well finished turkey this year
in order to be able to dispose of
the turkeys at a reasonableprice
to the producers.Unfortunately In
the past we here in Texas have
not beenproducingas good quali
ty turkey as we can produce. Most
of the turkeys still are range tur-
keys and during the late summer
the ranges are very depleted and
the turkeys do not have a suffi-
cient amount of feed especially
green feed. During the growing
period th.py consume large quan-
tities of insectsand as a resist of
this are quite often heavily infest-
ed with Intestinal parasites. Be-
cause the quality of our Texas
turkey has not been what It
should be, there hasbeena penal-
ty placed on it which in some
cases amounts to $1.00 per bird
over turkeys marketed in other
states.It is up to all of us to see
that the turkeys we market this
year are in good condition and
ready for the market at the time
they are sold.

The Texas Poultry Federation
composed of Texas poultry pro-
ducers, hatcherymen, feed manu-
facturers, buyers of poultry pro-
ducts and others, is definitely in-

terestedin carrying out a program
this year that will enable Texas
turkey producersto place on the
market this fall the best quality
turkeys that have ever been sold
from this state.

Before they are
placed on a fattening feed, it is
good managementto see that these
birds are treated for Intestinal
parasitesso that they can be.plac-
ed on a fattening feed and can get
maximum results from the feed
consumed. If you have a small
flock of turkeys you may be in
terested in giving them individual
worm capsulesto rid them of the
intestinal parasitesor if you have
a large flock you will perhapsbe
interested In using a flock treat-
ment in the mash.You can secure

feed dealers,hatcherymenor drug
store. I would like to Justmention
In this connection that thereare
a number of reputable concerns
putting out poultry remedies.
Thesearc licensedcompanies nad
handle their products through lo
cal dealers.Thereare a few peddl
ers of poultry remediesthat are
not put out by reputable concerns
and I would make certain that the
products I use docs come from a
manufacturer wlUi an established
reputation and I would bo very
lcary of buying from houso to
housepeddlers that arc handling
poultry medications.

After the turkeys have been
thoroughly treated for intestinal
parasites then I would put them
on a good 'fattening ration. This
may be eithercommercialor home
mixed. If you are using a commer
cial fattening ration, then I would
utilize all of the home grown
grains that I -- have.

In finishing turkeys It Is best
to coniine them to a small enclo-
sure of an acre or so of land, de
pending of course on the number
of birds to be finished. I would
would keep the fattening mash
before them in open hoppersand

Also see that
they have plenty of clean fresh
water. The water has a tendency
to become sour where are birds
are consuming mash and there is
a large sediment of mash in the
bottom of the water container.
Sec that the containersarc clean-
ed at least once eachday, and of-

ten It is necessaryto clean them
twice each day. If you are inter-
ested in securing formulas for
home mixed fattening rations, see
your local County Agent.

There will be a number of small
underdevelopedbirds that are not
ready to start on a fattening pro-
gram at the present time. These
birds shouldbe kept on a growing
mash until a later date and then
put on a fattening feed and mar-
keted at Christmas or New Year,
dependingupon the age and con-
dition of the bird.

In marketing the turkeys select
the breeding stock first to see
that none of the breeder birdsare
sold. Then go through the rest of
the birds and sec that those arc
well fleshed, fat and free of pin
feathers. If the toms are not ma-
tured and free from pin feathers,
I would hold thesebirds for the
later market. If we follow a pro-
gram of this kind, there Is no rea-
son why of the quality of the Tex-
as turkey can not comparefavor-
ably with the turkeys from other
sections and the producers will
not be penalizedtoo severelyas a
result of the crowdedmarket con-
ditions which now exists.

Then comes the letting of con-
tracts. Items of defenseare neces-
sarily complex. No
operator with factory in his
brief case is qualified. Companies
with experience in working in
the materials usedunder the strict
dimensional limits necessaryare
considered. Organizations which
have the man-pow-er with hard-wo-n

"know how" experience are
vital in supplying defensemater-
ial.

To make guns, tanks, airplanes
and rifles, the manufacturer must
have raw materials to work with
In this respect we are compara
tively fortunate. With few im
portant exceptions, all materials
neededcan be found within the
limits of the continental U. S
Supplies, such as rubber, tin and
antimony, are being accumulated
in stock piles. The flow of these
commodities isup to the Industrial
Materials Division of the National
Defense Advisory Commission
which is responsiblefor having
them ready when they arc needed
The Industrial Materials Division
has already determined that there
arc plentiful supplies of steel,
copper and other essentialmater
ials available.

The Production Division of the
Defense Commission is charged
with seeing that there are adc
quatc production facilities to fill
contracts issued by the Army and
Navy. The next problem after
finding manufacturers is provid-
ing machinery because machine
tools are fundamental to the en-
tire defenseprogram.

Before we can step up our pro-
duction of defensematerials, we
must have the machinesthat can
make rifle barrel that is accur-
ate within ten thousandthof an
inch and can also make bullet to
fit that barrel with the same ac-

curacy. Thesemachines which
carve toughenedsteel to these
tight dimensionsmust bo specially
designed.

It takes several
months for the manufacturers to
receive 'their contracts, make
ready their plant facilities to
house these machines,and locate
skilled workmen necessary to
operate them. When all are ready,
the production can begin on a big
scale.

Thus, the basic work makes'
possible the easy flow of mater-
ials through the shops. American
industry then begins to meet ra-
pidly the heavy requirements
placed upon it by the program.
Delivery of the contracts calling
for twenty-fiv- e thousand com-
plete aircraft is thereby assured
and we will seethe plants with
capacity for turning out 200,000
pounds of explosivesper day in
full production promptly. The
first powder plant contract was
let within eight weeks after the
National DefenseAdvisory Com-
mission was organized. In 1917,
the contract for the first powder
plant was not signed until seven
months after we had entered the
war.
