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Reagan's budget cuts inflict ‘political pain’

WASHINGTON (AP) — Government officials on both ends of the federal
funnel — giving and receiving — predict the deep budget cuts sought
by President Reagan will create political pain in Congress and economic

suffering for Americans.

Among the targets reported under consideration by Reagan budget-cut
ters are such politically popular programs as Social Security, food stamps, child
nutrition and economic aid to farmers and cities.

“We begin what may well turn out to be the most painful political pro
cess through which any of us will ever go,”” Rep. James R Jones, D-Okla.,
said Tuesday as the House Budget Committee he heads began studying
its own list of potential program cutbacks

At the White House, meanwhile, big-city mayors received the bad news from
Reagan about his plans for sharp reductions in urban aid. New York Mayor
Edward Koch said the president promised “those who are truly in need will not
be asked to suffer, but all others, hopefully, will suffer equally.™

Reagan, who must persuade a reticent Congress to support the reduc
tions. was to meet with congressional leaders in the Capitol this afternoon to

discuss his economic proposals ‘

The president also plans to make a televised address to the nation Thurs

day night to spell out his general view of the economy’s problems and why
his proposed cures are necessary to lower inflation and unemployment
and restore healthy economic growth. He is to submit a package of tax cuts,
offsetting budget reductions and regulatory changes to Congress Feb. 18.

Getting Congress to enact the budget cuts, however, will not be easy,
Jones said as the Budget Committee reviewed 105 suggestions from con-
gressional economists on how to prune billions of dollars from the budget.

““We leave behind the easy talk and get down in the trenches with 105
specific items, every one of which will do some damage to some people
somewhere,"" he said.

Black leaders in Congress, who met with Reagan Tuesday, emerged from
their White House meeting saying they feared Reagan's budget cuts will
come down hardest on their constituency.

“We told the president we are gravely concerned that policies de-
vised to rein in inflation do not disproportionately burden the poor, the el-
derly and moderate income people ' said Rep. Walter Fauntroy, D-D.C.,
chairman of the Congressional Black Caucus.

Even as the administration worked on its spending cut proposals, Rea
gan’s chief economic spokesmen urged Congress Tuesday to raise the
national debt limit by $50 billion to finance the current budget deficit.

The House Ways and Means Committee voted to raise the debt ceiling
from $935 billion to $985 billion after Treasury Secretary Donald T. Regan

Reagan is setting his sights on reducing the 1981 budget at least 2
percent, or about $13 billion from a total of $663 billion in estimated
spending.

For 1982, Reagan’s economic advisers are looking to eliminate between $35
billion and $40 billion from a $739 billion budget proposed by the Carter
administration, congressional sources said.

A list of potential cuts drawn up by Stockman and circulated through
Congress suggests major reductions in a variety of aid programs.

The proposals include eliminating Social Security survivor benefits for
college-age students and reducing Social Security disability payments.

Democrats who voted
for giving the government authority
to borrow to pay its bills were brand-
ed by conservative organizations as
fiscally irresponsible, Shannon re-
called.

Rep. LL.A. Bafalis, R-Fla., said Re-
publicans have voted against debt-
ceiling bills in the past “‘because we
didn't vote for the spending’ that
forced the government to borrow.

Beware beggars

The Better Business Bureau is
warning local residents to be leery of
persons who seek handouts on
grounds that they're deaf.

According to the National Associa-
tion of the Deaf, some of the soliciturs
are actually peddlers who travel in
groups under the direction of a boss
who provides transportation and
usually receives 50 percent of the
take.

““The beggars make from $175 to
$400 weekly, depending on their en-
ergy and how ‘easy’' a community is
for a soft touch,” notes a BBB an-
nouncement on the subject.

Typically, the party hands out a
small card bearing an appeal for
contributions. The card also contains
the statement: ‘'l am a deaf person.”
The reverse side of the card bears the
sign language alphabet.

The scam can net the person $50 to
$60 a day, with holidays and celebra-
tions bringing in more than $100.

The BBB advises caution when con-
tributing to this type of solicitation.

!

Laneita Bingham prefers not hav-
ing to do the driving downtown, and
especially during bad weather. ‘‘Ri-
ding MidTran gives you time to relax
and unwind before you get home. I'd
rather sit back and let them do the
driving.”

Mario Salazar has moved several
times to various spots in Midland.
And each time, MidTran has found a
spot for him. *‘I think I've ridden
every bus they have,” he said with a
laugh.

He sees no disadvantages to the bus
system, and says the best thing is that
“it gets me to work on time. This
bus,” he said of the passengers, ‘‘is
about the perkiest one."”

One of the last passengers to hop on
was Penny Wood. When asked her
name, she queried, ‘‘What is this,
True Confessions”’’ She added later
that *'I enjoy riding MidTran. You
meet a lot of crazy people. MidTran
has worked hard to work out the
bugs.”

Georgia Beauchamp sees a definite

need for MidTran because of the
downtown parking problem. ‘‘When
you have to park in Crane County and
walk to work, it’s ridiculous. The city
fathers should have done better plan
ning on these downtown office build-
ings.”

OPERATIONS SUPERVISOR
Doris Carter will mark her anniver-
sary with MidTran on Feb. 25. **We've
worked most of the kinks out of the
operation and it's running fairly
smoothly now. The routes have been
redone and we're running on time,"
she said.

The only exception is when it's
snowing and icy, according to Ms.
Carter. The drivers are advised to
take it slow ‘‘for the safety of our
passengers.”’

More buses are needed *‘to accom-
modate more of the public. I have a
waiting list of 200 to get on MidTran’s
subscription service. Some have been
on the list at least six months. And |
get six to 10 calls a day that I have to

turn down.”

Subscription rates for the service
which picks up the people at their
door, delivers them downtown and
back home in the evening costs $21 a
month.

Ruth Meyers, a passenger, said she
hadn’t figured out if it was cheaper to
take MidTran than her own car. But
Starling added that by the time cost of
gasoline, wear and tear on the car and
cost of parking was figured, *‘I think
MidTran is at least as cheap.”

Kilgore has been driving only 5%
months, and he ‘“‘loves’ the job, he
said, holding up his trophy for the
passengers to see. “The routes aren’t
hard to learn. The people are always
ready and everybody has been so
nice.”

Although Ms. Mast is gpnoving up the

ladder, she said, *‘I'm going to miss
driving. I'll really miss the people.”

Cabinet debating grain embargo

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Reagan’'s Cabinet is debating whether
to keep or lift the Soviet grain embar-
go amid indications there will be little
effect either way on American farm-
ers

But the president of the American
Agriculture Movement said today h¢
would favor continuing the boycott
only if price supports are increased.

And AAM President Marvin Meek,
calling the boycott ineffective, re-
minded Reagan of his campaign
pledge to end the sales ban.

It still boils down to what we said
last November,"” Meek said. “*We're
willing to go along with it as long as it
doesn’t destroy our markets.”

A White House official, who asked
not to be identified, said a decision
today is doubtful because it ‘‘is so
tough.”

“There's powerful symbolism on
both sides,”" he said

Lifting the embargo would be a
gesture to farmers, but retaining or
expanding it “*would also send a
strong signal internationally.”" he ex-
plained. “*Economically, it doesn’!
make that much difference to farm-
ers.”

Agriculture Department econo
mists say the 1980 decline in grain
prices can be blamed largely on a glut
of supplies from bumper 1979 crops,
rather than the embargo.

Farm commodity prices may be
slightly lower because of the embar-
go, some government experts say,
and food prices probably have not

increased quite as much as they oth-
erwise would have.

When former President Carter an
nounced the embargo Jan. 4, 1980, in
retaliation for Soviet intervention in
Afganistan, he had the support of
farm groups and their members.

The order blocked delivery of 17
million metric tons of U.S. corn and
wheat, plus some soybeans and othei
products, that the Soviet Union had
been expected to take last year. It
exempted 8 million metric tons of
grain that were specified under a 1975
agreement calling for regular pur-
chases of U.S. corn and wheat by the
Soviets.

To help offset the embargo’s impact
on farmers, the Carter administra-
tion spent about $3 billion to buy or
otherwise withhold from the market
all agricultural exports denied the
Soviets.

Within weeks, however, farm sup
port began to crumble as grain prices
dropped. That slide occurred, many
believed, because Carter had de-
prived producers of a lucrative for-
eign market.

The 1980 farm-income figure of $24
billion — for all farm products —
represented a drop of more than 22
percent from 1979's $31 billion, but
Agriculture Department economists
say the tailspin was due mainly to
leftover supplies from bumper 1979
harvests.

The department had predicted
weeks before Carter announced the
embargo that 1980 net farm income

Audit planned to bring tax

found out, hundreds of corrections
have been made on the tax rolls.

“We didn't come here to be criti-
cal,” said Runyan.

The shortages came about after the
tax rolls were stored in computer
banks.

“Obviously, the bugs and the proce
dures were not ironed out (in the
conversion), and we were caught in a
trap,” said the city manager

Jones, the man in charge of tax
rolls for the city, school, college and
hospital, implied that the compu-
terized system could be beneficial.

“It'll do everything imaginable if
the computer is programmed proper-
ly,"" he said.

Dr. James Mailey, the Midland ISD
superintendent, appeared somewhat
disturbed over the outcome of the
computerized tax rolls.

“I'll say very bluntly,”” he said,
“‘there have been some changes, and
it hasn’t been for the better.

“Certainly, this year is a ‘horror
story’ (which) we need not get into
again,”" Mailey said.

Runyan suggested that the shortage
was due to a lack of a ‘‘series of
checks and balances.”

IN A RELATED discussion, Jones
and Walt Holton, appraisal board
member who represents the hospital,
got off on the rising valuations of
property in Midland.

“It's inflation, plain and simply,"”
Holten said.

“It's supply and demand,” coun-
tered Jones.

“Supply and demand is causing in-
flation.” suggested Holton.

In another facet of taxation, the
board turned to collection of delin-
quent taxes.

“*Most of it (overdue taxes) is there
like a lump of lead,” said Gil Tomp-
son, appraisal board president. ‘“‘It’s
going to sit there from now on."

Nuessle nixed the suggestion that
County Attorney Robert Rendall’s of-
fice be charged with collecting the
delinquent taxes.

“I don’t think that we want to bur-
den the county attorney with collect-
ing taxes,”" he said.

On yet another tax topic, the tax
appraisal board decided to solicit bids
for setting the valuations on minerals,
including oil and gas, utilities and
pipelines in Midland County.

The board also is to consider a
retirement program for the anticipat
ed 25 people on the chief appraiser’s
staff and is awaiting the Midland
County Commissioners’ Court deci-
sion on building space to house the
chief appraiser’s staff. That staff is to
be in full operation by Sept. 1, 1981.

would be down sharply, probably
about 20 percent, because of infla-
tion.

Farmers' net income this year is
expected to rise just as sharply —
perhaps to a range of $27 billion to $32
billion — because of higher prices
triggered by last fall's drought-re-
duced harvests of grain, oilseed and
cotton and adjustments in livestock
production.

Last March 28, however. the
American Farm Bureau Federation
asked for an “‘immediate end" to the
embargo, contending not enough was
being done to offset its effects at home
and suggesting it was having little
impact on the Soviet Union.

Department analysts dispute that
assessment of the embargo’s effect.

“Certainly,” they said, ‘‘the sus-
pension presented Soviet planners
with a troublesome element, and even
cautious inferences suggest that the
impact has been more than trivial.
Furthermore, the lower-than-expect
ed grain harvest (in 1980) will mag-
nify the effects of the suspension in
1981."

Still, when Carter officially extend-
ed the embargo last month, the Na-
tional Grange was the only major
farm group that still supported it. And
even the grange said the embargo
should “‘include all trade’ with the
Soviets.

How much has the embargo affect-
ed American farmers and consumers
financially?

“*Not enough to measure,’’ says Bob
Bergland, Carter's agriculture secre-
tary. ‘When you take the total into
account — the corn growers as well as
the cattle feeders, hog producers, the
dairy industry and the chicken people
— I think that the final accounting
will show the grain embargo will have
no economic effect of consequence
one way or another.”

Howard W. Hjort, the Agriculture
Department’s chief economist in the
Carter administration, said that at
the most, the embargo meant ‘“‘lost
exports’’ equal to about 2.5 percent of
the value of products actually export-
ed in 1979-80.

The lost sales increased the supply
of commodities on hand and ‘‘tended
to keep commodity prices slightly
lower than they would have been oth-
erwise.”’ he said.

That provided ‘‘somewhat lower
feed costs’’ for livestock, he said.

“Given this trade-off, the change in
receipts translates into a 1 percent
change in net farm income,” Hjort
said. ““The net effect of the suspension
on 1980-81 receipts and farm income
will also tend to be mixed but — on
balance — beneficial.”

Two years after his triumphant
homecoming to the acclaim of mil:
lions, Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini,
the embodiment of the Iranian revolu-
tion, spends his days quietly in a
house on Tehran's northern fringes,
praying, receiving visitors, submit-
ting to medical examinations.

Despite his relative seclusion, the
somber ofd clérgyman remains the
ultimate authority in Iran. And his
heart disease — along with other re-
ported but unconfirmed ailments — is
an ever-present source of concern for
his followers.

Reports from Tehran say a white

way, a constant reminder of his mor-
tality.

Most observers of the Tehran scene
believe the death of the 80-year-old
Khomeini will usher in a period of new
tension and conflict among the other
revolutionary leaders as they strug-
gle for power.

Ayatollah Hossein Ali Montazeri,
57, who currently resides in the holy
city of Qom, 100 miles south of
Tehran, is regarded as Khomeini's
most likely successor as the ‘‘fagih,”
the paramount leader of Iran’s Shiite
Islamic faith. The influential faculty
of the Qom theological school has
endorsed Montazeri.

But the constitution of the Islamic
Republic of Iran leaves vague the
procedure by which the fagih is to be

selected, saying only that he should
be ‘‘known and accepted as the leader
by the majority of people.”

The highly charged political atmo-
sphere in Iran could turn the success-
ion process into a free-for-all.

Even after a successor is chosen, he
probably will not command the de-
gree of respect and obedience accord-
ed the white-bearded, dark-eyed Kho-
meini.

When he flew from Paris to Tehran
on Feb. 1, 1979, Khomeini ended a
14-year exile during which he had
become the voice and symbol of oppo-
fitipn to Shah Mohammad Reza Pah-

avi.

He landed in Tehran to a tumul-
tuous welcome from more than a
million ecstatic Iranians shouting,
“Allah Akhbar!” (“‘God is great”).
The shah had fled the country two
weeks before, and the shah’s last
government fell two weeks after,

Khomeini, establishing his head-
quarters in Qom, set about assem-
bling the power structure of the new
Islamic republic, overseeing the writ-
ing of a new constitution.

He had a heart attack in February
1980, was taken to a Tehran hospital
and later settled down in the Tehran
area to recuperate.

Since then his son Ahmad has often
acted as his spokesman, but the aya-
tollah emerges once or twice a week
to address crowds outside his house in
the village of Jameran. The speeches
are broadcast on national television.

Khomeini's word is law

No major political decisions are
taken without Khomeini’s blessing,
including last month’s release of the
American hostages.

President Abolhassan Bani-Sadr,
Prime Minister Mohammad Ali Rajai
and the rest of Iran’s feuding leaders
make regular pilgrimages to Kho-
meini’s home to seek approval or
advice from the “Imam.”

“In cases where my opinion is not
the same as the opinion of Imam, I
express my opinion,” Bani-Sadr said
recently. “‘But I follow Imam’s deci-
sion and I believe this is the meaning
of being in line with Imam.”

In large part, Khomeini has re-
tained his hold on the revolution by
not taking sides in the endless politi-
cal squabbling:—

Many middle-class, less religious
Iranians were never enamored of the
Imam and his puritanical reforms.
But according to reporters in the Ira-
nian capital, where Khomeini's face
glares from countless posters and
billboards, the devotion of millions of
others remains unshaken.

They say they admire Khomeini for
his honesty, piety and simple way of
life.

“I am a poor man because the shah
made me poor,” Nassroullah Ham-
zahpour, a one-eyed porter in the
Tehran bazaar, told a Western jour-
nalist. “I am loyal to the Imam be-
cause, first of all, he believes in God,

and second, because he believes in
people and their prosperity. "
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Studying the options

The Reagan administration is
apparently looking into Iran’s
takeover of the United States em-
bassy in 1979 that sparked the
recently ended hostage situation
there.

And the new president is study-
ing the option of force in the event
such a takeover is attempted
again. That’s a wise decision.

When the takeover of the Tehran
embassy occurred it apparently
caught U.S. officials by surprise
even though those officials had
been warned in advance that vio-
lence was possible if the late Shah
was admitted to the United
States.

Whether the problem stemmed
from a lack of communications by
the United States’ intelligence
network or the failure of Presi-
dent Carter to adequately assess
the situation needs to be clarified
so a repeat of that situation can be
avoided in the future.

It’s always important to have a
game plan on hand for every con-

_ceivable situation that may arise.

It’s also important to have as
much information as early as pos-
sible about developments in other
nations. It is that information
which our leaders rely on in their
decision-making. .

When that decision-making mo-
ment arrives, the president
should have a wide range of op-
tions from which to choose. Ap-
parently in 1979, force was not one
of the options available to Jimmy
Carter.

Just because ‘“force” is an op-
tion doesn’t mean it has to be used
in every situation. To be effective,
of course, it must be ready for use
at any particular moment.

We think President Reagan is
acting wisely by looking at the
possible use of force to retake a
captured American embassy in
the future. With that option at our
disposal in November 1979, 52
Americans might not have lost
14'% months of their lives.

It's true, of course, that they
might have lost their lives. But
the option could have made the
difference.

Don’t rush to trade

A number of American com-
panies are reported straining at
the leash to resume trade with
Iran, including the world’s largest
oil company, Exxon.

How can the heads of these
firms justify rushing to trade with
a nation that has acted in such a
barbaric manner for more than a
year to fellow Americans?

Those who direct these firms
should be reminded that there are
some things far more important
than making an extra buck.

The United States no longer
needs Iranian oil or trade with

Iran. So why should there be any
rush to resume trade with that
country as long as it is ruled by
the tyrant Khomeini and the mili-
tant thugs who abused and tor-
tured Americans for so long?

The public is in no mood to have
dealings with Iran after this terri-
ble episode. American businesses
should respect this attitude and
avoid dealings with this outlaw
nation. In time there undoubtedly
will be a resumption of some
trade with Iran but for now
American companies should let
Iran know that it is the world’s
No. 1 outcast,

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WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND
Henry Kissinger’'s comeback attempt falls flat

WASHINGTON — In Hollywood,
when superstars begin to fade, their
desperate efforts to regain the lime-
light can be embarrassing: facelifts,
chasing after younger companions,
attempting roles they're too old to
handle. Then adulation turns to pity
— or, worse, ridicule

In Washington, the same thing can
happen to a superstar who suddenly
finds himself stripped of the power
that earned acclamation in his hey-
day. That's what has happened to the
Metternich of the Nixon-Ford era,
Henry Kissinger.

Finding himself on the outside look-
ing in on the new Republican admin
istration, Kissinger decided on a polit
ical facelift that would make him
once again a superstar. A whirlwind
tour of the Middle East, hobnobbing
with the high and the mighty, would
surely convince President Reagan
that he couldn’t get along without
Kissinger

Unfortunately for the little profes
sor’s ambitions, the facelift operation
fell flat. Arab leaders viewed his self
promotional junket with contempt or
amusement. Kissinger succeeded in
demonstrating-4o the Reagan people
that, far from being an indispensable
man, he is someone it might be wise to
ignore in reshaping American policy
toward the Middle East.

Actually, Kissinger's road show
was doomed before the curtain went
up, if for only one reason: Ronald
Reagan’s national security adviser,
Richard Allen, does not happen to be
one of Kissinger's admirers. Their
hostility goes back to Allen's brief
career as a Kissinger subordinate on
Richard Nixon’s National Security
Council — a career that Kissinger
effectively spiked. Now Allen is on the
inside, and he intends to keep Kis

singer on the outside

But Kissinger, with the supreme
self-confidence that has been his
trademark, evidently thought a dis-
play of the old razzle-dazzle, personal
diplomacy could overcome even
Allen’s opposition. And amazingly
enough, for a while the scam almost
worked.

Diplomatic sources told my associ
ate Lucette Lagnado that Arab lead-
ers were puzzled at first about Kis-
singer’s trip. Despite Kissinger's re
peated assurances that his junket was
strictly private, the Arab leaders
couldn’t quite believe that he wasn'
on at least a semi-official mission for
Reagan

But once they were quietly in-
formed by the Reagan people that
Kissinger had no standing in the new
administration, his production of A
Star Is Reborn™ turned into a travel
ing ““Gong Show."

Take the Jordanian episode. Kis-
singer had boldly requested an audi
ence with King Hussein in Amman
The Jordanian ambassador contacted
the Reagan people for guidance and
was told Kissinger was indeed on his
own

As one amused diplomat explained
“If Kissinger was not coming to meet
the king on an official basis, then why

Donovan’s confirmation hearings were a ‘trial by fire’

WASHINGTON — I'm glad that
Raymond J. Donovan, whom Presi-
dent Reagan chose to be secretary of
labor, showed anger and used profan
ity during his confirmation hearings.
He should have, because the charges
that he paid off hoodlums and con-
sorted with mobsters were unfounded
and amounted to character assassina-
tion. Those great civil libertarians,
Sens. Edward Kennedy and Thomas
Eagleton, should hang their heads in
shame for their role in this smear
job.

What happened was that the FBI. in
checking out Donovan, as it does all
Cabinet nominees, learned that one of
their seamier informants, Ralph Pi
cardo, claimed that he saw Donovan's
picture in the paper and remembered
him as the “Ray” whom he met 14
years ago to get payoffs for the
Teamsters’ Union in return for labor
peace.

Picardo, according to the FBI, ‘‘is
an unsavory character, by his own
admission.” He was once sentenced to
prison for murder, though the convic-
tion was overturned by appeal. Picar-
do has admitted involvement in
arson, passing bad checks, theft, and
falsifying records.

First, Picardo said he met with
Donovan 15 or 20 times, then he
changed it to 10, and also changed the
years of the meeting from 1967 and
1968 to 1965 and 1966. He described
“Ray”’ as having black hair, wearing
plastic rimmed glasses, and being
heavier than Donovan is now. True,
Donovan’s hair is black, but he's only
worn glasses for four years, and his
weight has been the same for 20. The
FBI said Picardo was even confused
lbout‘the building where he. claimed

he made the deal.

Donovan firmly denied that he ever
met or did business with Picardo.
“Picardo is lying,” Donovan said an-
grily in his testimony. ““I think he
must be a pathological liar. I'm told
by my attorney that witnesses have
called him wacko, off the wall, full of

The FBI put 27 agents to work on
the “‘check-out,”” interrogated 124
people, and finally concluded that
they had found nothing bad on Dono-
van. ““None of ... (the) sources was
able to provide any information to
show any specific criminal miscon-
duct on the part of Mr. Donovan,”’ the
report said.

The ethical way to deal with
charges by the likes of a Picardo is to
investigate them first, and, if sub-
stantiated, then exercise the option to
publicize.

Years ago, Sen. Joe McCarthy
gathered heaps of charges on a per-
som; and insinuated he was a traitor or
a Communist. Next, he flung the
charges to the eager press, thus
smearing the person beyond belief.
Quite often, McCarthy's charges were
later proven unfounded. Small conso-
lation for the poor devil whose reputa-
tion had been severely damaged.

Kennedy, a self-proclaimed defend-
er of civil liberties, couldn’t resist
publicizing the raw, unverified FBI
material on Donovan. Kennedy just
had to allow those unfounded charges
to be made public first, and disproved
later.

Michigan Sen. Donald W. Riegle
won no prize for virtue in this episode,
either. He righteously declared his
concern over what would happen *“‘if
organized crime ever penetrated the
Cabinet.”

The new secretary of labor did not
deserve such abuse. Donovan was a
poor boy who studied for the priest-
hood, but had to quit his vocation in
order to support his younger brothers
and sisters. He came out of his Irish
neighborhood to take a job in the
construction business. After many
years of hard work, he became a top
official at Schiavone Construction Co.
of Secaucus, N.J.

When you are in construction, you
are around Irish, Italians, Poles,
blacks and labor unions — quite often,
the Teamsters. If you are aware of
what the Italian immigrants did when
they came to America, you will see
how many use their old-world skills as
stonemasons and builders in the
granite quarries of Vermont, in the
streets and buildings of Boston and
down through the Atlantic seaboard
into the great cities and sprawling
urban areas.

Donovan made sense when he said,
“If you are in the construction busi-
ness in this country, you're suspect. If
you are in the construction business in
New Jersey, you're indictable. And if
you are in the construction business in
New Jersey with an Italian name,
you're convicted.”

Americans eat up stories about the
Mafia and Italians. ““The Godfather"
set box-office records. Latin names
roll trippingly from the tongue, so roll
the vowels and let the innuendo flow.
Kennedy does not distinguish himself
by joining this kind of game.

Few Cabinet nominees have been so
vilified in the confirmation process as
Donovan. Of course, in 30 years, he
dealt with Italian-Americans, Team-
sters and a whole raft of working
people. That's the construction busi-
ness. Being in it doesn’'t make Dono
van a crook.

How priggish it was, too, even
mean, of Senator Eagleton to suggest
that Donovan submit to a lie-detector
test. *'I consider the thought an insult
and outrage’ was Donovan’s heated
response.

If Donovan was malicious, he could
have asked Eagleton how come he
didn’t volunteer to take one when Sen.
George McGovern picked him as his
running mate in 1972.

Washington's new game
is ‘keep yp with Reagans’

WASHINGTON — You can say
what you will about the Reagan ad-
ministration, but you can’t deny it has
turned Washington into the fashion
capital of the world. All it took was a
rich First Lady from California, and
her richer California friends and sud-
denly this dusty, peanut-farming,
Amaretto-drinking town turned into a
land of lynx and sable.

The new California ‘‘laid-back
look™ has affected everyone.

I went to buy a hot pretzel the other
day from my favorite stand on K
Street, when I noticed that Mary had
a new look. Her frayed sweater had
been patched all over with ultra-
suede, her muffler was thrown back
across her shoulder, her wool Redskin
hat was perched on top of her head
like a pillbox, and she was wearing
white gloves as she made change.

“Mary,” I said, ‘‘you look absolute-
ly smashing in that outfit.”

“Bill Blass designed it for me,”” she
said. ‘‘I adore his lunch-time
things.”

““May I have a pretzel, please?”’ |
asked.

She handed me one wrapped in a
page from last month’s Vogue maga-
zine, and accepted my 50 cents.
“Don’t get me wrong. I don’t have
anything against Adolfo.

Even tiny Oman gave Kissinger the
brushoff. Few officials would talk to
him.

“They treated him at
arm’s length,” one reliable source
said. Kissinger's host in Oman was a
private citizen, Dr. Umar Az-Zawawi,
who has ties to the government but no
real power

And one of Kissinger's few ‘‘tri-
umphs'’ on his tour — a meeting with
Israeli Prime Minister Menachem
Begin — wound up as a minus. Jor-
dan’s leading newspaper ran a pic-
ture of Begin hugging Kissinger — the
Arab equivalent of an American polit-
ical candidate being embraced by
Leonid Brezhnev

Stripped of the well-orchestrated
pomp and circumstance of his glory
days, Kissinger's road show turned
into the curious, amusing perfor-
mance of a vaudeville-circuit one-
man band. The fading' superstar’s
comeback laid an egg.

WHISTLING IN THE DARK: When
the Office of the Special Counsel was
created two years ago, it offered pro-
tection to whistieblowers in the feder-
al bureaucracy and the promise of
punishment for government poohbahs
who abused their power. But unfor-
tunately, the office has apparently
fallen victim to one of the problems it
was set up to solve: bureaucratic red
tape

When a whistleblower alerts the
special counsel to a dereliction of
duty, the complaint is referred back
to the agency involved. While the
informant is protected, all right, the
accused agency is also: It is given 60
days to respond to the charges.

Then the bureaucrats under fire, as
experts in the field of paper-shuffling
procrastination, frequently ask for
extensions on the 60-day response
time. The Office of the Special Coun-
sel has been admittedly liberal in
granting the extensions, with the re-
sult that many investigations drag on
for months. Meanwhile, the whistleb
lowers sit around with their lips
pursed, wondering what ever hap-
pened to their tips.

WATCH ON WASTE: Recently I
reported that a group of Agriculture
bigshots violated specific orders and
held a conference of mostly Washing-
ton-based officials in Charleston, S.C.

Group to hold hearings on nursing shortages

CHICAGO, Ill. — Regional public hearings on the
now critical nationwide shortage of nurses will be
convened in six cities by the National Commission on
Nursing beginning Feb. 20 in Chicago.

On March 4, a public hearing will be conducted in
Houston, Texas, at Stouffer’s Greenway Hotel at 6
Greenway Plaza E.

The NCN is a 29-member group that reflects the
first national coalition effort of representatives from
the fields of nursing, medicine, hospital manage-
ment, government and academia. The coalition is
seeking solutions to the problems related to the
nursing profession in the 1980s and beyond.

The public -hearings, designed to obtain regional
opinions on nursing concerns including retention,
recruitment, education and collective actions, will
be held from 9 a.m. to 4: 30 p.m. beginning Feb. 20 in
Chicago at the Chicago Marriott Hotel; Feb. 25 in
Boston in the Boston Park Plaza Hotel; Feb. 27 in
Atlanta in the Peachtree Plaza Hotel; March 2 in
Denver at the Hilton Hotel, March 4 in Houston at
Stouffer’s Greenway Hotel; and March 6 in San
Francisco in the San Francisco Hotel.

“The Commission is seeking information from as
large a cross-section of people as possible,” said
NCN coordinator Marjorie Beyers, RN, Ph.D.

“We urge testimony from all who can help identify
various regional nursing problems and solutions,”
Dr. Beyers said.

The hearings will follow a congressional model,
with all testimony submitted in writing. Those wish-
ing to testify in person must submit their written
testimony to Dr. Beyers 10 days prior to the hearing
at which they will appear. Oral testimony will
be limited to 10 minutes, followed by a five-minute
question period. Provisions will be made for ‘‘walk-
in”’ witnesses.

f The hearings will be moderated by NCN chairman,
H. Robert Cathcart, president of Pennsylvania Hos-

pital in Philadelphia, and by the co-chairman
of the public hearings committee, Vernice Ferguson,
RN, director of nursing service of the Veterans Ad-
ministration Central Office in Washington, D.C.
Questions will be asked by a panel composed of
several commissioners.

Information gathered through the public hearings
will be used to develop recommendations that will be
made public next September. These recommenda-
tions, in published form, will be made available to
groups that request them. At that time the com-
mission will also identify successful hospital recruit-
ment and retention programs which can be used as
models in other hospitals.

The commission, formed earlier this year, is cur-
rently sponsored by the American Hospital Associa-
tion, the Hospital Research and Educational Trust
and the American Hospital Supply Corporation. The
commission has a three year charter.

The “sponges,” or “jumpers,” were hired to re-
pair an estimated 7,500 leaking steam generator
pipes. The leaks were discovered last April, but
inspectors said no radioactive water escaped from
the plant.

People from all walks of life showed up to answer a
brief newspaper advertisement in a San Diego news-
paper last fall.

Southern California Edison Co. is using the volun-
teers for a month or two at a time, until their
radiation limit is reached, and rehiring them after a
new three-month exposure period begins.

The Nuclear Regulatory Commission allows the
workers to be exposed to 3,000 millirems of radioac-
tivity in three months. A rem is a measure of
the damage that radiation causes to humans. In an
average medical X-ray, an NRC official said, a
person is exposed to 20 to 25 millirems of radia-
tion.

Sixty-six regular workers at San Onofre were
overexposed last fall. Two weeks ago, Edison was
fined $150,000 for what the NRC called lax safety
measures and inadequate monitoring.

Since then, worker safety at San Onofre has
improved greatly, the NRC says.

Edison, majority owner of the nuclear plant be-
tween San Diego and Los Angeles, says it hired 100
health physicists and spent hundreds of thousands of
dollars for new protective clothing and radiation
monitoring equipment.

Swiss interceding
for jailed writer

BUFFALO, N.Y. (AP) — The husband of a free
lance writer imprisoned in Iran since May was
hopeful that today would bring word on whether his
wife will soon be home.

John Dwyer said Swiss diplomats were to meet
with Iranian officials in Tehran to discuss his wife,
Cynthia B. Dwyer

“The State Department will inform me (of any
progress) sometime in the morning,”” Dwyer said
Tuesday. ‘‘Apparently her health continues to be
good.”

He declined further comment.

Meanwhile, Terry Mikelson, pres. aide of Rep.
Arlen Erdahl, R-Minn., a member of the House
Foreign Affairs Committee, told the Buffalo Courier-
Express that ‘‘the State Department told us that the
Iranian prosecutor was on the verge of making a
decision.”

““We were informed by State late last week that all
of a sudden the case was much more sensitive than it
was before,” said the aide to Erdahl, who had been
drafting a congressional resolution demanding Mrs.
Dwyer's release

“We've been operating under two contrasting as
sumptions. One is that the Iranians have finished
their investigation, and that they have found there is
no reason to hold her and that she is an innocent
dupe,” he said. ““The other assumption is that if the
United States heats up this controversy, it will entice

various factions in Iran to put pressure on the
prosecutor and force charges being placed.”

Joseph Reap, a State Department spokesman, told
the newspaper, ““We understand that the meeting
will address the disposition of her case, but we have
no information as to what the Iranians plan to do.”

Mrs. Dwyer, 49, the mother of three, went to Iran
in April to gather background for articles she hoped
to sell on her return. The Iranian foreign ministry
reported that revolutionary guards took her into

custody May 5 at her Tehran hotel and accused her of
being a CIA spy

She has been held at Evin Prison in Iran since her
seizure.

Dwyer, head of the English Department at Buffalo
State College, learned of the meeting from newsmen
He telephoned the State Department after hearing
that Flavio Meroni, a deputy at the Swiss embassy in
Iran, had confirmed the meeting in an interview with
with radio station KXRB in Sioux Falls, S.D

“There are some hopes now to get her out in the
near future because things apparently are moving
on. But one cannot be sure,”” Meroni said

Over 25,000 signatures have been obtained on
petitions calling for Washington to step up negotia
tions to win Mrs. Dwyer’'s release, and Rep. Jack
Kemp, R-N.Y., said he would give the petitions to
President Reagan

Judge may ban return
of $20 million to Iran

DALLAS (AP) A federal judge says he may
issue an order that would ban the return of about $20
million in Iranian funds to Iran, in spite of the
agreement that resulted in the release of 52 Ameri-
cans held hostage in Tehran

U.S. District Judge Robert W. Porter took no
action Tuesday on a request for a preliminary
injunction banning the return of the funds by
Electronic Data Systems Corp., but said he thought
the Justice Department’s case against the order was
weak

To gain the release of the American hostages,
then-President Carter agreed that all outstanding
Iranian assets in the United States would be transfer
red to the Federal Reserve Bank in New York

Most of the funds were then to be deposited in an
international account, with distribution against
claims to be made by an international panel.

The agreement applies to an interest-bearing cer
tificate of deposit worth $20 million being held in a
New York bank for payment of a claim by million
aire H. Ross Perot’s Dallas-based computer compa
ny.

EDS lawyer Thomas W. Luce III told Porter that
federal law “‘allows the president to freeze but not to
seize"" funds placed aside for payment of *Iranian
debts. Luce also challenged the validity of the
Algerian hostage accords, maintaining that the
president cannot supercede a ruling by a federal
court

Porter was not convinced by Justice Department
Attorney Mark Rutzick’s argument that an injunc
tion would tie the Reagan Administration's hands as
it reviews the hostage agreement

Abducted girl freed because she's ‘too pretty’

METAIRIE, La. (AP) — A 17-month-old girl
snatched from her home by a gunman who stuffed
her into a gift-wrapped box was found unhurt after a
man telephoned her anxious parents and said she
was too pretty to kill, authorities say.

“He called and told us ... she was such a beautiful
baby, otherwise he would have wasted her,” the
toddler’s father, Ron Hocum, said late Tuesdd)

He and his wife found their daughter, Lori, sobbing
and wandering alone at the Lake Forest Shopping
Center several hours after Hocum made a televised
appeal for her safe return.

No suspect had been apprehended by e arly today,
but Jefferson Parish sheriff’s deputies had a com-
posite sketch of the abductor,

The abduction occurred about 1 p.m. Tuesday
when a man armed with a pistol broke into the
Hocum home in this well-to-do suburb of New
Orleans, authorities said.

The Hocum house is a few doors away from the
residence of Gov. David Treen. Hocum is a salesman
specializing in luxury foreign cars, authorities
said.

The girl was at home with a maid at the time,
according to Kathleen Landry of the sh5riff’s de-
partment.

““The man forced himself into the house. He tied up
the maid and he stole a camera. He'had a big box
that was wrapped up like a Christmas present. He

put the little girl in the box and he took her and left,’
sh( said.

Hocum said his daughter probably didn’t realize
what was happening to her.

“She probabl\ thought that going out in a big box
was fun,” he said.

But her family was gripped by terror.

“I'm not sure my heart is still beating,” Hocum
said. “It was such an emotional experience. Every-
body says they know how you feel. But they
don’t.”

Hocum went on television shortly after the abduc-

tion to beg the gunman not to harm his daughter.

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Atlanta won't share info
on child disappearances

DECATUR, Ga. (AP)
— Atlanta police are re-
luctant to share informa-
tion on their investiga-
tion of 17 missing and
slain children, and the
cases might be solved
more quickly with more
cooperation, a suburban
official has charged.

Meanwhile, the Atlan-
ta Constitution reported
today that at least two of
children were acquaint-
ed.

DeKalb County Public
Safety Director Dick
Hand said Tuesday the
special task force creat-
ed to investigate the
cases should pool their
information with neigh-
boring police depart-
ments and with Atlanta’s
uniformed officers.

“All in all, we have got
to have closer coordina-
tion and information,”
Hand said. “‘I think if
that approach had been
originally taken, we'd
probably be further
along than we are now.”

One of the 14 child
slayings being investi-
gated by the task force
involves a DeKalb Coun-
ty child. Christopher Ri-
chardson, 11, disap-
peared from his Decatur
home last June and his
skeletal remains were
found Jan. 9 in East
Point, another suburb.

Hand said DeKalb po-
lice have assigned their

own investigators to the
Richardson case and
have urged the depart-
ment’s uniformed offi-
cers to take an active
role in preventive patrol-
ing and information
gathering.

“If you lose sight of the
importance of the uni-
formed division, you're
making a big mistake,”
Hand said. ‘‘The crimi-
nal investigations divi-
sion is support, basical-
ly. That uniformed man
is probably the one who
will crack this thing.”

Atlanta police, mean-
while, issued another
lookout Tuesday for a 15-
year-old black youth
missing since Jan. 5
whose case has not been
assigned to the task
force.

Police spokeswoman
Phyllis George said the
youth, Lee Manuel

Gooch, was last seen at a
downtown bus station
and is believed to be a
runaway. His case is
being handled by the de-
partment’s missing per-
sons bureau rather than
the task force.

The 35-member task
force has been assigned
to investigate 14 child
slayings and three disap-
pearances, all of which
have occurred in the past
19 months. All of the vic-
tims have been black and
all have been between
the ages of 7 and 15.

In another develop-
ment Tuesday, Rockdale
County authorities said a
Decatur man has been
charged with making
terroristic threats in a
telephone call to the
sheriff’s office in which a
man claimed responsi-
bility for the death of an
Atlanta child.

Dear Glen: Either exercise or diet
can lead to a significant reduction in
cholesterol; to feel your best, howev-
er, the combination of diet and exer-
cise is recommended.

Another possible explanation is that
no two children, even those in the
same family, are reared in identical
environments. Each child in a given
family is exposed to different influ-
ences which may result in behavioral
problems in one or more of the chil-
dren but not the others. For example,
there are many studies which com-
pare behavioral and intellectual -dif-
ferences between first children, mid-
dle children and youngest children.

It can also be said that no two
children in one family are reared by
exactly the same parents. Parents
change throughout the years for
many reasons, increased maturity
and experience being two possibili-

ties. The child born first to young,
naive, struggling parents will have
different parenting from the child
born six to eight years later to those
parents.

In your own situation, many or all
of these factors may have an influ-
ence on your 16-year-old’s behavior. It
would not be possible to judge from
your letter which factors are most
influential. If you are interested in the
prospect of exerting an influence on
your son’s behavior it would be best
notto assume a biological or genetic
cause to his problems because such
an assumption would almost certain-
ly defeat your efforts to bring about a
behavior change by making your ef-
forts tentative and uncertain.
Question: How long does it take to
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recover from the death of a loved
one?

Answer: The grief process in pre-
viously well-adjusted individuals may
take from six to 18 months. The grief
process involves several stages, none
of which can be rushed to an early
conclusion. If the ‘‘grief work” is cut
short or denied, future problems may
be encountered.

In individuals with previous prob-
lems in adjustment, the grief process
may be considerably lengthened to a
period of years instead of months.
This is usually due to the unusual
psychological dependencies which the
survivor often displayed to the de-
ceased.

Question: It seems that more and
more people are taking tranquilizers

these days and some even bragging
abou it. Are mental problems more
prevalent now than in the past?

Answer: The overall incidence of
mental problems, especially of the
more severe disorders, has remained
relatively constant.

Meanwhile, state Division of For-
estry officials said they had brought
the last of three major brush fires
under control.

Toxic substance found on atoll

COLLEGE STATION, Texas (AP) — Man has now
polluted the entire surface of the earth,%according to
the findings of Texas A&M University researchers
who reported traces of a man-made, cancer-causing
chemical on a remote Pacific island chain.

Hexachlorobenzene, known as HCB, was found on
Enewetak Atoll during tests by the A&M scientists,
the first time the chemical has appeared in the
isolated region. And those results, published in a
recent issue of the journal ‘‘Science,”” mean that
man has now polluted the surface of the entire
planet, the scientists conclude.

““The chances are there’s now no place on earth
you can go without finding HCB,” said Dr. C.S.
Giam, head of chemistry at A&M and leader
of the Enewetak expedition, during an interview
about his report. “The thing wasn’t meant to be
dramatic or frightening to people, but it is a scien-
tific fact.”

In the report, Giam and Dr. Elliot Atlas, a senior
research chemist, wrote, ‘‘Presence of HCB at such
locations (as Enewetak) indicates widespread con-
tamination of the atmosphere.”

Restarting TMI
reactor asked

HARRISBURG, Pa. (AP) — The Nuclear Regula-
tory Commission staff has suggested that an unda-
maged Three Mile Island reactor be restarted at low
levels to avoid brownouts in Pennsylvania, New
Jersey and Maryland.

Possible brownouts were forecast in a report
compiled by the U.S. Department of Energy, ac-
cording to James Tourtellotte, NRC assistant chief
hearing counsel.

“The DOE staff found that the regional power
supply adequacy and system operations will be
negatively impacted by a continuing outage of
the facility,”” Tourtellotte said in documents submit-
ted Tuesday to the Atomic Safety and Licensing
Board.

The board is holding hearings on whether to
restart the Unit 1 reactor. The NRC suspended its
operating license nearly two years ago, when the
nation’s worst commercial nuclear accident crippled
the twin Unit 2 reactor at Three Mile Island.

Tourtellotte suggested the NRC authorize opera-
tion of Unit 1 at “‘power levels up to 5 percent.”

He said the possibility of an accident at such levels
is small enough to waive some of the standards
required for full-scale generation.

Tourtellotte said the NRC has the power to lift the
license suspension before completing the restart
hearing, “provided the NRC sets forth an adequate
basis for the decision.”

The NRC staff proposal was among a number of
suggestions offered in response to a memo from NRC
Chairman John Ahearne. Ahearne asked for ways to
expedite the hearings, which began last October and
are expected to last at least until spring

““These are the first measurements of HCB in the
remote marine atmosphere,” Atlas wrote. ‘““The
relative constancy of the compound between sites
suggests that HCB is very stable and may remain in
the atmosphere a long time.”

HCB is a byproduct of more than a dozen manu-
facturing processes, including rubber manufactur-
ing, and is a key ingredient in fungicides. Sea
dumping of the compound was banned in the 1970s.

Enewetak, a group of islands about 2,200 miles
southwest of Hawaii, was chosen as the site of the
first hydrogen-bomb test in 1952 because it was
so remote from any populated areas.

Giam said that means any man-made pollution
found there had to have originated somewhere else,
“such as the United States or Japan — I mention
those because they are heavily industrialized na-
tions.”

The research by Giam and Atlas was part of
Sea-Air Exchange, a National Science Foundation-
financed study involving a dozen American and
foreign universities.

HCB has given rise to health worries in the past.

‘“Concern over HCB in the environment was

heightened by high levels found in beef cattle in 1972.
Since then, it has been identified in many environ-
mental areas including river water, the air, es-
tuaries, soils and sediments, as well as in fish, birds,
bird eggs and human fatty tissue,”’ said Atlas.

An Environmental Protection Agency report pub-
lished a year ago noted that HCB produced cancer in
hamsters. It also was believed to be a factor in the
deaths of breast-fed babies in Turkey during the
1950s as well as an epidemic there of skin sores and
discoloration, the EPA reported.

The chemical also was linked by the EPA to
disruptions of enzymes among people living in a
small Louisiana town seven years ago.

Giam and Atlas also reported finding minute
traces of other powerful pollutants, including po-
lychlorobiphenyls — or PCBs — as well as residues
from the insecticides DDT, chlordane and dieldrin,
during their tests of the air, water and rain at the
atoll.

Small amounts of two compounds used in the
plastics industry, DBP and DEHP, also were discov-
ered in the Texas A&M samples, collected between
April and August 1979.
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Maker of Rely tampons says recent
report on TSS decline-is misleading

CINCINNATI (AP) — The maker of
Rely tampons says it is ‘“‘very mis-
leading’’ to link a reported decline in
toxic shock syndrome with the with-
drawal of the tampon brand from the
market.

A Procter & Gamble spokesman
contended Monday TSS still is occur-
ring in numbers as- high as in the
months before its super-absobent
tampon was voluntarily recalled.

“The current number of cases of
TSS being reported are at levels at
least as high as those which caused
concern last spring,” said Don Tas-
sone, a spokesman for the Cincinnati-
based firm.

“(And) cases of TSS continue to be

diagnosed outside the United States,
where Rely has never been market-

ed,” he added.

TSS is a rare but sometimes fatal
disease that has been linked to the use
of tampons but is caused by a bacteri
um. Studies of toxic shock victims
have shown that a greater percentage
had used Rely tampons than other
brands.

The incidence of the disease also
has been linked more generally to the
use of super-absorbent tampons, but
exactly how tampon use and type are
connected with the disease is not
known.

Tassone’s comments came in re-
sponse to a report issued last week by
the National Center for Disease Con-
trol in Atlanta. The CDC said reported
cases of TSS had fallen sharply since
September, when Rely was taken off
the market. The CDC also found that

Children’s sleepwear treated
with Tris located in southeast

ATLANTA (AP) — Children’s
sleepwear treated with the fire retar-
dant Tris, banned after it was linked
to cancer, is being recalled by a dry
goods chain that unknowingly sold the
garments in nine Southeastern states,
a company official says.

The Family Dollar Store chain is
trying to contact customers who
bought the treated children’s sleep
wear, said George Mahoney, genéral
counsel for the Charlotte, N.C.-based
company.

The recall was announced Tuesday,
a day after the Consumer Product
Safety Commission disclosed that
150,000 garments treated with the fire
retardant had turned up.in stores in
Philadelphia and North Carolina.

The commission banned Tris in 1977
after it was linked with cancer, order-
ing manufacturers that used the fire
retardant to recall their garments.
The manufacturers were given per
mission to sell the items to a salvage
operation to be cut up into industrial
rags, and officials said that’s where
the problem apparently started.

Not all the garments were cut into
rags, and after changing hands sever-

al Limes, some were sold to flea mar
kets and discount houses, said Tom
McKean, a compliance officer in Phil-
adelphia for the Consumer Product
Safety Commission.

Mahoney said the Family Dollar
chain bought the treated sleepwear in
Philadelphia late in 1980 and distri
buted the garments to all its 425 Fam-
ily Dollar Stores.

“We had no reason to suspect they
contained Tris,” he said, ‘‘since we
assumed — as everyone had — that
the product had been destroyed.”

Family Dollar Stores is sending its
outlets signs telling consumers they
may return the products and receive
a refund, Mahoney said. He said he
did not know how many of the gar-
ments were sold and whether recall
efforts have been successful.

The chain has stores in Alabama,
Florida, Georgia, Mississippi, North
Carolina, South Carolina, Virginia,
West Virginia and Tennessee, Mahon-
ey said.

The commission, meanwhile, is
continuing its investigation into why
— 3% years after Tris was banned —
garments treated with the substance
now are showing up on store shelves.

The Georgia Supreme Court gave
custody of the unborn child to the
Butts County Department of Family
and Children Services on Jan. 20 and
ordered Mrs. Jefferson to have a Cae-
sarean if doctors determined the op-
eration was needed to save the child’s
life.

The ruling came after doctors told
the court Mrs. Jefferson’s birth canal

was blocked by the placenta, a condi
tion that was almost certain to kill the
child if a Caesarean was not per-
formed. The placenta nourishes the
unborn child.

The Caesarean involves cutting
through the abdomen and the wall of
the womb to remove the baby, thus.
bypassing the birth canal.

After the high court’s ruling, doc-
tors at Griffin-Spalding County Hospi-
tal examined Mrs. Jefferson again
and determined that the placenta had
moved out of the way, a most unusual
occurrence.

Doctors reported after Monday’s
examination that the placenta was
still out of the way, allowing Mrs.
Jefferson to have a normal delivery,
Nero said.

Mrs. Jefferson and her husband,
John, who is pastor of the Shiloh
Sanctified Holiness Baptist Church,
believe .in divine healing and had
refused to permit a Caesarean sec-
tion.

Chromium — an important item in
the diet — is getting serious attention
these days. Chromium is important in
the diet because it is required for
glucose utilization — it enables the
body to put glucose to work. And that
is a necessary function in producing
body energy.

Normally, the adult body contains
less than six milligrams of chromi
um, and most of it is found in a
compound in the body called “‘glucose
tolerance factor” or GTF.

Here's how the whole thing proba-
bly works, according to scientists:
GTF probably acts as a ““cofactor” (a
“partner”) with insulin. Together the
two enable the cells in the body to use
glucose for energy. However, when
the body has less than the normal
level of chromium, its ability to use
glucose decreases. This fact is espe-
cially important to persons with dia-
betes mellitus.

In cases of diabetes in humans,
chromium therapy is a major area
curréntly getting attention. Studies,
so far, have turned up varied reults,
but there are indications that the
“trivalent form’ ‘of chromium (the
form found in brewer yeast) is the
most effective in increasing the
body's use of glucose.

Here is a check list to use in trying
to locate a runaway. Check with other
family members, friends and rela
tives. Most can offer guesses where
the youth might have gone. Check the
teenager’s room for letters from
friends in distant places. These let-
ters might give clues to the planned
destination. Check telephone bills for
out-of-town calls which might give a
suggestion to possible whereabouts of
the teen.

Check with school personnel. Re-
cent interest in other cities, job op-
portunities and transportation routes
might give clues. Check with the po-
lice. In Midland, parents must wait 24
hours to file a missing person report.
However, parents in most states must
wait 48 hours to file a missing person
report. Police in other towns will file
with your police if a youth is picked up
from your area.

Check inexpensive lodging such as
YMCA, YWCA and runaway shelters.
Obtain the names.of shelters from
social service agencies, police and the
local health department. Check with
the National Runaway Switchboard
at 1-800-621-4000.

“Any comparison of the number of
cases of toxic shock syndrome report
ed to the CDC since September 1980
with cases reported to the CDC during
earlier months is very misleading
because of a fundamental change in
the reporting methods,”’ Tassone
said.

“During 1980, there was no require-
ment in, any law or regulation that
toxic shock syndrome cases be re-
ported to a public health authority.
The reporting is entirely voluntary,
and no one knows at any given time
what percentage of the total actual
cases is being reported.”

The CDC had accepted reports of
TSS directly last summer, but
changed its policy in October and
asked doctors to report to state health
departments instead, Tassone said.

“No one knows what effect this
change, coupled with a decrease in
publicity and the fact that the ‘novel-
ty’ had worn off, had on the percent-
age of actual cases which were re-
ported,” he said.

Extensive product research has
found no defect in Rely tampons,
according to Tassone. Independent
medical studies also have found that
the absorbent chemicals in Rely did
not appear to be linked to the dis-

ease.

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Farmers may get more time
on corn price-support loans

WASHINGTON (AP) — Agricul-
ture Secretary John R. Block says he
may give farmers more time to pay
off government price-support loans
on corn stored in the reserve pro-
gram.

The loans, at the current rate of
$2.40 a bushel, involve 994.2 million
bushels of corn in the reserve’s inven-
tory as of Jan. 30.

Block says if the loans are extend-
ed, farmers will have to pay interest
for the additional time. There is no
interest now on loans for grain in the
reserve.

The program provides that the
loans be repaid after market prices
reach a specified ‘“‘call” level or else
the grain must be turned over to the
government.

A group of American Agriculture
Movement leaders meeting here
Monday told Block that farmers are
worried about the depressing market
effects the loan call is having. He was
asked about measures that could be
taken, including an extension of the
90-day period farmers have to repay
the loans.

“I'm looking at the possibility of
maybe extending it for 30 days or

something like that,” Block said.

If so, the loans would carry an
interest rate of 14 percent or 15 per-
cent, he said, “but at least it (the
grain) wouldn’t be dumped’ all at
once.

There are actually three separate
but related programs called Reserve

I, II and III. A price tormula applies
in each of the reserves.

Loans for about 15 million bushels
of corn in Reserve I were called last
fall and those will be due Feb. 9.

The much larger amount — involv-
ing around 980 million bushels, based
on the Jan. 30 inventory — will be due
April 15 for corn stored in Reserve 11
and III.

Department officials announced
Dec. 30 that loans would be called on
the remaining 665 million bushels
corn in the reserve.

More cattle slaughtered,
butchered in Arkansas fields

MARIANNA, Ark. (AP) — Ranch-
ers here are finding cattle slaught-
ered and butchered in their pastures,
and Lee County Sheriff Robert May
Jr. says the increase in rustling prob-
ably has just begun.

“I know we’re going to have more of
it,” he said. ‘“Times are hard and it’s
gotten worse lately.”

May said rustlers drive along de-
serted dirt roads or along the Missis-
sippi River levee late at night to find
unprotected animals. Then, in the
glare of headlights, the cattle are shot
and butchered on the spot.

The beef is sold to area residents at
cut-rate prices, he said.

‘“Most of the people who buy it are
poor people looking for a bargain and
trying to feed their families,”” Mays
said. “It’s a difficult thing to prove. ...
You've got to have the evidence be-
fore you can prosecute.”

Cattle rustling is classified as theft
of property and is a Class C felony.
Some cattle farmers say they would
like to see rustlers severely pun-
ished.

“Poverty doesn’t give you a right to
do wrong and if we hanged a few
rustlers, it might help,” said H.L.

Guest of Marianna.

One of Guest’s heifers, weighing 350
pounds and worth about $350, was
shot and butchered last December.

Mays said four such butcherings
were reported in the county in Jan-
uary. More have likely gone unre-
ported, Mays said, because farmers
with larger herds don’t always notice
when one animal is missing.

Some farmers are fighting the
black market prices by insuring their
herds. John Kilcrease, a Farm Bu-
reau insurance agent, said a small
percentage of farmers have theft in-
surance on their herds or on indivi-
dually registered cattle.

But he said insurance sales are not
increasing because farmers general-
ly “don’t lose enough cattle to offset
the amount of the premium, or at
least they haven’t in the past.”

This week, President Reagan is
heading a Cabinet-level review of the
embargo. At his news conference last
Thursday, Reagan suggested for the
first time that the embargo could be
expanded. ‘“You have two choices.
You either lift it, or you broaden it,
and we have not made a decision.”

The Cabinet debate may go along
these lines:

—End the embargo: Reagan
pledged during his election campaign
to lift the embargo to woo the farm
vote and there is pressure on him to
deliver on his promise. Moreover, the

same U.S. officials who believe the
embargo had a useful impact in 1980
say it may not make much of a dent in
1981 because the Soviets have found
other sources of supply, especially
from Argentina.

—Expand or retain the embargo:
Despite the embarrassing political
reversal, some advisers are telling
Reagan that with Soviet troops
massed on the Polish border, this is
nardly the time to lift the sanctions
imposed after the Red Army moved
into Afghanistan. At the least, these
advisers insist, Reagan should insist
n getting something in return from
the Soviets.

Not only that, but lifting the embar-
go would deplete U.S. grain reserves
and prompt an increase in consumer
food prices, they add.

The embargo was imposed by for-
mer President Carter on Jan. 4, 1980,
following the Soviet thrust into Afgh-
anistan. Carter extended it into a
second year shortly before he left
Hfice.

While the embargo has been critic-
ized as ineffective, a State Depart-
ment official said the criticism seems
to come from people who thought its

purpose was to force the Soviets to
withdraw from Afghanistan.

““The reason for imposing it was to
have a demonstrable impact on the
Soviet economy, to show the serious-
ness of our feelings,” he said. He
claimed it has done this.

The- official, who asked not to be
identified, said Soviet grain imports
were 8 million to 9 million tons less
than they would have been. Total
imports are put by the State Depart-
ment at 28 million tons for the year
ending Sept. 30, although others think
it was higher than that.

Combined with two consecutive bad
grain harvests in the Soviet Union,
the drop in exports led to ‘‘a discom-
bobulation of the livestock sector’
and a 3 percent decline in meat pro-
duction at a time when the Soviets
were aiming to increase meat output,
the official said.

‘“‘Meat consumption was at 1975
levels. It was the lowest of all Europe-
an countries and considerably behind
Eastern Europe. And this was at a
time when the Soviets were giving
highest priority to consumer wel-
fare,”” the official added in a back-
ground interview.

Embargo: Mission accomplished?

In addition, he said the Soviets had
to pay one-third more for grain they
did import.

The U.S. embargo barred the So-
viets from purchasing 17 million tons
of corn and other grain_they had
planned to purchase, largeli; for live-
stock feed, The embargo didn’t bar
shipment of 8 million tons provided in
a bilateral trade agreement with the
Soviets. ;

While the embargo might have little
impact on the Soviets in the coming
year, Reagan may want to continue it
anyway for other reasons, the official
said. Domestic stocks of U.S. feed
grains are low, he said, and a re-
sumption of normal trade with the
Soviets would draw them even lower.
This could drive up prices to Ameri-
can consumers and add to domestic
inflation, the official added.-

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Doctors worried about new law

SAN FRANCISCO
(AP) — California doc-
tors say they’'re worried
about a new state law
requiring them to tell po-
lice about the sexual ac-
tivities of female pa-
tients under 18 years of
age.

The law makes doctors
who fail to report such
activity liable for crimi-
nal charges and jail sen-
tences.

The language is con-
tained in a law designed
to revamp and clarify
the state’s child abuse
law. But the new law re-
moved language that left
it to doctors’ discretion
whether to report sexual
activities of girls be-
tween ages 14 and 18.

The law took effect
Jan. 1.

It was sponsored by
state Sen. Omer Rains.

but an aide said Monday
the senator was “‘defini-
tely against’ the revised
reporting requirement.

“It is innappropriate
and inefficient,” said
Bob Moore.

“This (result) clearly
was not the intent of the
law. The purpose was to
clarify child-abuse re-
porting in California,” he

- said, adding that the lan-

guage’s inclusion came
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at the instigation of Sen-
ate conservatives.

“Compliance with the
literal language could re-
sult in teenagers becom-
ing reluctant to seek the
medical care they need,”
the California Medical
Association said in a
statement. The group
represents 28,000 doc-
tors.

The law is also present-
ing problems for
Planned Parenthood,
which is trying to seek a
clarification.

David Alois, legisla-
tive director of Planned
Parenthood, said he
heard of one woman run-
ning a birth control clinic
who collected the names
of the minors she saw.

The
cops said no,” he said.

The 11-week court-martial — the
only one to involve alleged collabora-
tion by a POW in Vietpam — was
widely regarded as a test of the U.S.
