WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Reagan administration, retreating from 

an early, rosier prediction, is forecasting inflation of slightly more than 8 
percent in 1982 and little change in unemployment over the next two 
years as its economic recovery program takes hold, sources say.

Several sources, who asked not to be identified, also said Wednesday 
the president’s economic foi;ecast would concede the possibility of a 
“ technical recession”  this vear — a slight dip in economic growth for at 
least two consecutive quaners.

Meanwhile, one of Reagan’s top economic advisers said that “ profound 
— even drastic — changes in federal economic policy”  are required to 
prevent the economy from deteroriating further.

“ Continuation of the policies of the past will not only make our 
economic future worse; it will make it dramatically worse,”  said Murray 
L, Weidenbaum, Reagan’s choice to be chairman of the White House 
Council of Economic Advisers.

Weidenbaum, who briefed reporters to promote Reagan’s upcoming

tax and spending cut package, reiterated the president's contention last 
week that the economy “ is in many ways in its worst state since the Great 
Depression.”

Weidenbaum said, “ The time for symbolism in economic policy is over. 
Slight change in current policies will at best produce slight results.

“ The prescription must be a swift and dramatic change in direction.
I >

Weidenbaum said “ past misguided policies of government itse lf’ are 
at the root of the nation’s economic problems.

The administration is arguing that its drastic plan to reduce the 
government’s role in the economy is the only way to solve the ills.

Reagan’s speech to Congress next week is designed to persuade 
lawmakers to approve sweeping budget cuts they have been reluctant to 
enact previously.

In sharp contrast to an earlier prediction, the administration will 
forecast economic growth in 1982 of about 4 percent, sources said.

Sources said the administration would predict growth of a robust 5 
percent and more moderate inflation of about 6.25 percent in 1 ^ .

The earlier prediction of more rapid economic growth — as high as 7 
percent next year — and inflation falling dramatically to 6.5 percent next 
year was hit by critics as implausible.

One source said the administration expects a slight Increase in 
unemployment this year and a small drop in 1982, leaving the Jobless rate 
at the end of 1982 about the same as last month’s 7.4 percent rate.

Meanwhile, in a report greeted by analysts as encouraging news, the 
government reported sales by U.S. retailers Improved in January for the 
seventh straight month.

The 2 percent increase in seasonally adjusted retail sales over 
December’s performance “ is stronger than most economists had been 
expecting,”  said David Ernst, a vice president of Evans Economics Ihc. 
in Washington.

Freezin g  w e a th e r b u rsts p ipes
'Several hundred' hom es, businesses dam aged

Frozen water pipes in several hun 
dred Midland homes and businesses 
burst after Wednesday morning s rec 
ord low temperature of 10 degrees, 
keeping local plumbt'rs and the City 
Water Department busy with dis 
tressed callers

Bill Tatsch, a City Water Depart 
ment official, said Wednesday after 
noon it would be “ hard to tell" how 
many homes were involved “ until it 
starts freezing again “  However, at 4 
p.m Wednesday, he said there had 
been 100 150 calls from residents who 
were unable to get a plumber and 
wanted their water temporarily shut 
off

Ta tsch  exp la in ed  when pipes 
freeze, they crack, splitting seams or 
tearing holes in the pipes. When the

pipes thaw again, the water leaks 
through the breaks

Although exposed lines outside the 
house usually freeze first, Tatsch 
said about 25 percent of the calls were 
about inside breaks 

Tatsch said when the city gets 
“ real, real cold weather," pipes 
usually break This cold front was 
“ the first time this year that it really 
got cold enough," he said “ llsually 
we have a few (calls) otherwise, but 
not like this."

Tatsch said the breaks were “ not 
limited to old or new houses," and 
that in some of the newer homes, the 
breaks appeared “ in the attic rather 
than the walls “

Geneva Pierre of Billie “ Red" Par 
son Plumbing said they had been 
receiving calls from "all over town 
Oh my God," she said “ Would you 
like to come answer the phone"’ ”

Ms Pierre said, “ The biggest ma 
jority of them (th'e breaks) have been 
indtK)rs — in the ga rag e "  Thin, cop 
per “ icemaker■■ lines leading into ga 
rages for washing machines and 
freezers had been bursting

However, she said, “ bcand new 
houses, old houses, medium sized 
houses — all of them”  were ex 
periencing the broken lines “ On Ray 
mond, I’ arklane, Louisiana, Cotton 
flat Road, Midkiff, Camarie, Schar 
bauer Drive — just all over town 
people have been calling," Ms Pierre 
said.

“ It's been a full day," she said, 
adding some residents had to be 
turned down

Red Parson said, “ A ltogether 
there’s been about 14 — just for me. 
Most of them have been in the walls 
and up in the attic and in the ga 
r a g e "

However, .Sandy Rodriguez of Bill's 
I’ lumhing said that his business had 
received “ not that many — mayb« 
three or four " Mostly, she said, 
“ people have been calling to find out 
what to do about frozen pipes Most of 
the time, they can’t do anything but 
wait until they burst ”

Kav Williams of C&A Plumbing 
said. ”We have had a lot of calls 
today We’ve had them both iod(M)rs 
and out "  .Some, she said, were ’ ’ in the 
attic leaking from the ceiling ”

“ Some arc newer homes.” Ms Wil 
Hams said ’ ’Some are out in the 
country Just all kinds of homes" She 
said the business usually got calls 
after a freeze about broken pipes — 
and they e x p ec ted  many  more  
Wednesday evening after workers ar

LAS VEGAS. Nev. (A P ) — A 23- 
year-old busboy who told police he 
turned in the alarm on the Las Vegas 
Hilton fire has been booked on eight 
counts of murder in the blaze, which 
sent a column of flame roaring up the 
side of the country’s largest hotel.

Homicide (Jetectives said Wednes­
day night they had arrested Philip 
Bruce Cline after the room service 
busboy made “ inconsistent state­
ments” about his role in the biggest of 
the four fires deliberately set in the 
hotel Tuesday night.

The blaze — the second large and 
deadly hotel fire in Las Vegas in three 
months — killed eight people and 
injured 198. Hospitals had said that 
242 people were hurt, but officials 
later said that figure was incorrect.

Cline told The San Diego Evening 
Tribune before his arrest that he tried 
to put out the fire on the eighth floor 
with water carried in a trash can. 
When that failed. Cline said he ran 
down the hall, knocking on doors to 
warn guests.

The busboy also was booked on one 
count of arson Officials had no expla 
nation immediately for the three 
other fires.

F'ormal charges would be filed at an 
arraignment, which officials said 
would take place before the end of the 
week.

In the aftermath of the blaze, which 
Fire Chief Roy Parrish termed “ de­
finitely arson, ” scorch marks scarred 
the side of the Hilton’s east tower, 
where flames burst from eighth floor 
windows and shot to the top of the 
,'U) story building

Knotted bedsheets still hung from 
broken windows and an army of secu 
rity guards was on patrol Police said 
they had questioned some people 
about looting but there were no ar 
rests and no immediate reports of 
large thefts

(iuests who fled rooms in the east 
wing, most severely damaged in the 
blaze, were being escorted in today to 
reclaim abandoned suitcases and 
other belongings

Hundreds of people who lined up for 
hours Wednesday to wait for escorts 
to their rooms found their doors had 
been wrenched open during fire-

The first-floor 
casino was unscathed. The other 
rooms were damaged, mostly by 
smoke

More than 4,000 people fled the 
building during the fire, including 110 
who were plucked from the roof by 
helicopters Among the guests over 
come by smoke was singer Natalie 
Cole, who performed at the hotel 
Monday

Deputy Chief FZric Cooper said Cline 
“ had given an initial statement last 
night (Tuesday) and another state­
ment today (Wednesday) and there- 
were inconsistencies"

44 deaths attributed 
to winter’s worst storm

Winter’s worst storm was blamed 
for the crash of a corporate jet in 
Westchester County, N Y , that killed 
seven people, as deadly winds howled 
across the nation and freezing rams 
turned snow-covered areas into giant 
ice slicks today. The storm’s death 
toll climbed to 44.

Tornados churned through thi- 
South with winds strong enough to lift 
a 59-year old North Carolina man 
from his mobile home, toss him 35 feet 
through the air head over heels and 
hang him in a Chinaberry tree by his 
feet He was not seriously hurt.

Five people froze to death in Iowa, 
Oklahoma. Colorado and Idaho. To r 
nadoes ravaged the Carolinas and 
Texas, leaving at least Five 
Traffic fatalities and weather related 
heart attacks claimed lives in several 
other statBS

Thunderstorms charged out of the 
Great Lakes on Wednesday after 
slinging more snow on the frozen 
Midwest.

Heavy rains pounded New England, 
Florida and North Carolina.

The mercury see-sawed as a burst 
of tropical air broke heat records for 
the day in some areas only to be 
followed by biting cold.

Ken Olivenbaum, a meteorologist 
at the National Weather Corp. in Te 
terboro, N.J . said the weather smor 
gasbord was caused by two storm 
systems over the upper Great Lakes 
and the mid-Atlantic states and a cold 
front sandwiched between them.

In White Plains. N Y., a Lockheed 
jetstar crashed and burned during 
foggy weather Wednesday night near 
the Westchester County Airport Au­

Former Midlander Robert Wesley 
"Bobby”  Barrett, 41, was in stable 
condition early this morning in the 
critical care unit of Southern Nevada 
Memorial Hospital in Las Vegas, 
Nev., after suffering from smoke in 
halation while fighting the Las Vegas 
Hilton Hotel fire Tuesday night.

The first paramedic in the state 
of Nevada, Barrett fought the fire 
some three hours before he fell victim 
to its smoke.

“ I had been there a good three 
hours before I went down,”  he said in 
a telephone Interview from his Ne­
vada hospital room this morning. 
“ We had gone up a number of floors.

“ I was exposed to a lot of smoke and 
intense elements,”  he said mildly. “ I 
think a great part of my going down 
was that I hadn’t fully recovered from 
the MGM fire.”

The MGM Grand Hotel, which 
burned Nov. 21, left 84 dead and more 
than 700 injured. Barrett was one of 
the injured.

“ I was exposed to a great element 
of smoke,”  be recalled. “ I had taken 
in 40 percent of the carbon monoxide 
level. That’s a lethal level, if not 
taken care of immediately.”

While still semi-recovering from the 
MGM, Barrett was called to the Hil­
ton Tuesday night, where eight people 
were later found dead and 198 were 
injured.

“ Both fires were a contributing fac­
tor in ray health,”  Barrett said. Suf-

fering from smoke inhalation, Barrett 
is also undergoing tests for other re­
lated injuries. “ I may have injured 
my heart a little,”  he said. "W e don’t 
know fully yet.”  He said he expected 
to know the results of tests this after­
noon.

While Barrett said, “ The MGM was 
the largest fire”  he was ever involved 
with, “ the Hilton was probably the 
dirtiest.”  Barrett said the “ products 
used to build it — the plastics and 
wood”  caused the Hilton to have one

Forecasters predicted a warming 

trend today that would bring relief 
from a two-day cold snap that was 
blamed for four deaths, set cold- 
weather records as far south as Vic­
toria and forced utility companies to 
curtail natural gas deliveries sta­
tewide.

In Fort Worth, two men huddled 
around a kitchen gas range to seek 
relief from the cold died Wednesday 
when their small apartment caught 
fire from the open flame, city fire 
officials said.

In addition, two people were killed 
and about 15 injured as tornados 
raked the southern half of the state as 
the cold front began moving in Texas 
on Tuesday.

The cold also froze wellheads of 
Lone Star Gas Co., necessitating cur­
tailment of gas delivery to several 
industrial customers, and froze the 
steam inside feeder pipes at electric 
power plants, shutting some of them 
down automatically, utility company 
officials said Wednesday.

The strong Arctic front, which 
barged into the state late iSiesday, 
dropped temperatures as much as 30 
degrees in six hours, winds gusted up 
to 45 mph, and the wind chill factor 
fell to 25-degrees below zero in sever­
al parts of North Texas.

The strong winds also knocked 
down power lines In San Antonio, 
Arlington and Fort Worth.

Overnight lows ranged from 7 
below zero at Amarillo to the upper 
30s In far South Texas and low-tem­
perature records fell all across the 
state, the oldest at San Antonio where 
Wednesday morning’s low of 17 broke 
the mark of 20 degrees set in 1899.

Other records were noted in Dailas- 
Fort Worth, San Angelo and Midland, 
with 10 degrees; Wichita Falls and 
Waco, 12 degrees; Austin, 17 degrees, 
and Victoria, Beaumont-Port Arthur 
and Del Rio, 20 degrees.

However, the bitter cold did not 
reach the Rio Grande Valley citrus 
crop, said Lee Whitlock of Texas 
Cirtus Mutual in Harlingen.

Mrs. Bar­
rett’s parents, Mr. and Mrs. Marvin 
Beauchamp, reside at 2810 Lockheed 
Avp in Midland.

The 20-year-old Midland father of a 
two-month-old boy who died after his 
father allegedly “ shook”  the infant in 
an effort to silence his crying last 
Aug. 15 got no relief late Wednesday 
afternoon after a six-man, six-woman 
jury deadlocked after more than six 
hours of deliberation.

And Judge Pat M. Baskin, who was 
presiding over the case in 142nd State 
District Court, declared a mistrial in 
the injury-to-a-child case. The case 
was Baskin’s first criminal jury trial 
since he succeeded retired Judge 
Perry D. Pickett in early January.

The jury reportedly was dead­
locked 9-to-3 for conviction.

The defendant, Willie Van Johnson 
of 602 S. Webster St., could be tried 
again for injury to his child, Willie 
Lee Johnson, who was bom June 20, 
1980.

But Edward T. Garza, who, along

with Gayle Newman, was co-defense 
counsel in the case, indicated that 
they would not seek a new trial for 
their client. Instead, he said he would 
plea bargain with District Attorney 
Vem Martin and try to get a probated 
sentence for Johnson, who is a porter 
for a Midland new-car dealership.

Chiles proposes 
Social Security 
system overhaul

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Sen. Law- 
ton Chiles, D-Fla., announced today 
he will Introduce legislation to over­
haul the nation’s Social Security sys­
tem in hopes of keeping it afloat 
during the 21st century.

“ If we sit on our hands now, the 
whole system will go broke next cen­
tury when the post-World War II baby 
boom retires,”  Chiles said at a news 
conference.

Chiles said his proposals would 
allow the current payroll tax rate to 
drop from 6.65 percent to 6 percent 
next year. By 1983, the rate would fall 
to 5.79 percent, he said.

“ If we can reduce unemployment 
and inflation, we can increase the 
funds coming into Social Security and 
reduce the amount going out,”  (Whiles 
said.

The fuel consumption curtailment 
issued by TESCO during the cold snap 
eased up about 1:30 p.m.

One was taken by Midland Pa­
trolman Gary Grown on Aug. 16, 
the day the child died in Odessa’s 
Medical Center Hospital, and the sec­
ond one was taken three days later by 
Detective Sgt. Jerry Compton. The 
father was indicted on the following 
day, Aug. 20.

"Willie does not have anything to 
hide,”  Garza told the jury.“ Willie’s 
not a criminal; criminals don’t give 
statements, ladies and gentlemen.

Garza again turned to the state­
ments, which essentially agreed.

‘ “ 'The only time when I could have 
hurt him is when I shook him,” ’ 
Garza again said in quoting from 
Johnson’s statements.

Testimony by Odessa pathologist 
Dr. Richard Cohen indicated that the 
child, who suffered a broken collar 
bone, died of a sub-dural hematoma 
— a blood clot on the brain.

Medical reports reflected that the 
child, first taken by ambulance to 
Midland Memorial Hospital and later 
transferred to the Odessa hospital, 
initially suffered from “ respiratory 
distress.”

In the Odessa hospital. Dr. Ronald 
Manicom, a neurosurgeon, performed 
a craniotomy on the child in a vain 
effort to save his life.

And the state had planned to put the 
neurosurgeon on the witness stand, 
but Manicom, who was not subpoen­
aed to testify, did not report to the 
court after Joers had requested him 
to do so.

And Garza said the lack of Mani- 
com’s testimony was a weak link in 
the “ chain”  to connect the father’s 
shaking of the son to the fatal in­
jury.

“  ’I TRIED for about 15 minutes to 
get the baby to stop crying,’ ’ ’ Garza 
said in quoting Johnson in one of the 
statements. “  ’I might by accident 
have hurt the baby....I would not hurt 
the baby on purpose.’ ”

Garza said that Johnson was look­
ing after the child, while his 16-year 
old wife and the child’s mother, Pam, 
was in church on that Friday night 
last August.

rived home to thawing, broken 
pipes.

Artist's assassination attem pt reca lled

MANILA, Philippines (A P ) — He wrote bitter poetry 
and his paintings were grotesque. Putting on the robe of 
a priest, he slipped into the Manila airport, strode 
toward Pope Paul VI, and stabbed and wounded him 
with a dagger. ••

Ten years later, the figure of Bolivian painter Benja­
min Mendoza looms like a shadow over Filipino o f i ­
ciáis preparing to welcome another pope.

“ We’re considering everybody as a potential Benja­
min Mendoza,”  says a high security official assigned to 
protect Pope John Paul II when the pontiff flies into 
Manila this coming Tuesday for a five-day visit.

When the pope rides in public it will be on a carriage 
raised to enable the people to see but not touch him. 
Even clergymen without official invitations will be 
barred from John Paul’s presence.

For it was in the guise of a clergyman, a crucifix in 
hand, that Mendoza staged on Nov. 27, 1970, the first 
attempt on the life of a pope in modern times. As 
Mendoza swung the 13-inch blade twice, somebody 
punched his hand, throwing him off balance. Then 
police overpowered him.

Pope Paul VI, on the first visit of a pope to Asia, 
looked unscathed. It was only in 1979, after he had died, 
that the Vatican disclosed the pope was wounded in the 
chest.

Convicted of attempted murder, Men^dza served 38 
months in a Philippine prison before he was deported to 
Bolivia in 1974. He has since resumed his wanderings 
around the world, still trying to sell his dark, moody 
paintings, friends say.

The dagger he bought in a Moslem souvenir store is

now in Rome. Bolivia’s consul general in Manila, 
Ruben Ramirez, says he sent it to the late pope as a gift 
“ because he wanted to keep it.”

•A loner nobody knew until he tried to kill Paul VI, 
Mendoza has apparently slipped back into anonymity 
since his much-publicized trial.

“ Trying to kill a pope was a disaster for him and his 
career,”  Mendoza’s Filipino friend, journalist Alejan­
dro Roces, said. “ When people hear of him, they get 
curious and see his paintings but they don’t buy them. 
He is known more as the man who tried to kill a pope. 
That’s the tragedy of his life.”

To Roces, Mendoza is an “ original,”  a powerful 
surrealist painter whose canvasses are haunted by 
violent themes and earthy, sexual symbols.

One watercolor, titled “ Vietnam,”  shows a disem­
boweled man hanging upside down on a cross, his neck 
speared by a bayonet.

Tried in a tower-like courtroom, Mendoza pleaded 
innocent, saying he only wanted to kill the pope “ sym­
bolically, to save the world from superstition.”

To Mendoza, religion was witchcraft, and God a child 
of fear.

Disavowing his lawyer’s plea of insanity, Mendoza in 
court was a colorful figure. He grinned, laughed, 
frowned, or dozed.

On the witness stand, he appeared in an army trench 
coat covered with slogans assailing then-President 
Richard M. Nixon, poverty and war. Once he brought in 
a small coffin to symbolize the pope’s “ death.”

He distributed nylon panties to women stenogra­
phers. When the judge refused to dismiss his case, he 
went out of the courthouse and set fire to a Bibie.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — One of the 
broadest religious gatherings in 
American history, including Hare 
Krisnas and “ Moonies”  as well as 
Christians and Jews, is hearing 
speaker after speaker detail growing 
government intrusion into church af­
fairs.

Some recent instances of it threaten 
“ the silencing of social and political 
criticism by religious bodies,”  said 
Kansas City attorney John E. Stum- 
bo, a United Methodist representa­
tive.

He told how an agency of his denom­
ination, under IRS warnings that the 
church might lose tax-exempt status, 
dropped out of a coalition working for 
gun-control legislation.

The Rev. James E. Wood, a Baptist 
church-state expert at Baylor Univer 
sity, said growing government inter­
vention in religious operations “ con­
stitutes a mounting crisis in Ameri­
can church-state relations.”

It is a “ serious threat to the pro­
phetic role of religion and to the con­
stitutional guarantee of the free exer 
else of religion,”  he said.

The three-day conference, which 
opened in suburban Chevy Chase, 
Md., Wednesday night, is sponsored 
by Christian and Jewish organiza­
tions embracing about 110 million 
members from 90 percent of Ameri 
can religious affiliations.

Garwood 
testimony 
continues

C A M P L E J E U N E , 
N.C. (A P ) — Defense at­
torneys were calling 
their third and final wit­
ness, a psych ia tris t, 
today in an effort to win a 
lenient sentence for Ma­
rine P fc. Robert G ar­
wood, convicted of colla­
borating with the enemy 
in Vietnam.

Chief defense attorney 
John C. L ow e  sa id  
Wednesday he would call 
David Hubbard, an Aus­
tin, Texas, psychiatrist, 
during the second day of 
testimony in the sentenc­
ing phase of Garwood’s 
court-martial.

Lowe described Hub­
bard as “ a State Depart­
ment trouble-shooter 
who has a lot of experi­
ence with hostages.”  

During Wednesday’s 
proceedings, there was 
no ruling from Col. R E. 
Switzer, the presiding 
judge in the case, on a 
defense motion for a mis­
trial. Lowe asked for the 
m istr ia l Monday on 
grounds of judicial mis­
co n d u c t, c h a rg in g  
Switzer with making im­
proper comments to re­
porters during the 12- 
week court-martial.

In an in t e r v ie w  
Wednesday, Switzer de­
clined to say when he 
would rule on that mo 
tion.

Garwood was convict­
ed last week of five  
counts of collaboration 
with the enemy during 
two of his 14 years as a 
prisoner in Vietnam 
That conviction carries a 
maximum sentence of 
life  imprisonment at 
hard labor.

He was also convicted 
of assault on a fellow  
prisoner of war, which 
ca rr ies  a maximum 
term of six months.

Garwood’s attorneys 
did not dispute testimony 
from former POWs who 
said Garwood served as 
an interpreter, indoctri- 
nator and informant'on 
American prisoners. But 
the defense argued that 
Garwood, a 19-year-old 
jeep driver when he dis 
appeared near Da Nang 
in 1965, was driven in 
sane by his captors and 
did not understand the 
criminality of his acts.

During the sentencing 
phase of the trial, the 
defen.se is presenting tes­
timony aimed at winning 
a light sentence, or no 
sentence at all, from the 
jury of five M.aritfe offi­
cers, all Vietnam veter­
ans.

The jury has the power 
to reverse its verdict up 
to the time of sentenc­
ing. I

The prosecution has 
said it would call no wit 
nesses during the sen­
tencing pha.se.

The defense called just 
tw o  w i t n e s s e s  on 
Wednesday; a widow 
who said she loves Gar 
wood, and her 10-year- 
old son, who called the 
34-year-old Marine “ a 
very good friend.”  

G arw ood , who re 
turned to the Unltet 
States in 1979, lives In the 
home of Donna Long, 37, 
the widow of an ex-Ma- 
rine. She told the jury 
Wednesday that G ar­

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Rebuilding the system
Chief Justice Warren E . Burger 

made some good points not long 
ago when he leveled a verbal blast 
at this nation’ s Justice system, its 
schools and its prisons for helping 
to m ake us a ll “ hostages”  to 
crime. '

H e’ s righ t; th ere ’ s p lenty o f 
room for blame in the increase of 
crime in Am erican society. Even 
the Supreme Court which Justice 
Burger presides over cannot es­
cape some o f the blame for con­
tradictory ruiings that have un­
dermined and confused the ac­
tions o f lower courts.

To correct the misconceptions 
o f our past years o f liberaiism  will 
not be easy. We have to get our 
priorities back in order; we have 
to reaffirm  our conviction that our 
love for freedom does not dimin­
ish our resolve to protect society 
from  those who cannot sa fe ly  
coexist with us.

In our zeal to provide crim inals 
the greatest possible degree o f 
humanity, we seem to have gone 
overboard —  we seem to have 
forgotten the other half o f the 
crim e picture, the victim s. We 
seem to have forgotten the pur­
pose o f punishment. Tru e, the 
courts should punish crim inals for 
crimes against society. But they 
also should rem em ber that often­
times the victims of crim e and 
their fam ilies suffer long a fter the

verdict is returned.
R em em bering  the v ic tim s o f 

crim e isn’ t enough by itself. Our 
society must fight the spread of 
crim e by teaching integrity, mo­
rality and personal accountability 
in our schools.

And, as Justice Burger noted, 
we must bring the rehabilitative 
system back to life in our prisons. 
We must tear down the system 
under which a prisoner spends his 
prison time challenging his im ­
prisonment and replace it with 
mandatory vocational and edu­
cational programs.

“ Like it or not,”  Justice Burger 
said in his address before the 
A m e r ic a n  B a r  A s s o c ia t io n ,  
“ today we are approaching the 
status of an impotent society —  
whose capability o f maintaining 
e le m e n ta r y  s e c u r ity  on the 
streets, in the schools and in the 
homes of our people is in doubt.”

Reversing the trend will not be 
easy, but nothing of value ever is. 
Putting things back into perspec­
tive, giving justice back to the 
vic tim s o f cr im e, handing out 
tough sentences to criminals, re­
habilitating the crim inals who can 
be rehabilitated and teaching the 
virtues o f honesty and integrity in 
our schools w ill help to put us 
back on the correct path.

Rebuilding the system correctly 
is important to us all because 
crim e affects each of us.

Carter ignored solicited advice on hostages
WASHINGTON — To help get the 

hostages back from Iran, the Carter 
administration called upon Herb 
Cohen, an internationally respected 
lawyer, whose specialty is negotiat­
ing. He not only told Jimmy Carter’s
people what they were doing wrong — 
while

____  they were doing it — but he
predicted the release of the hostages 
almost to the exact hour.

'There was only one problem; 'The 
Carter strategists paid no attention to 
him. They sought his expert views, 
then excluded him from their deliber 
ations. Not until Ronald Reagan’s ad­
visers consulted Cohen, ironically, did 
anyone listen to him.

He submitted his conclusions in 
writing to Reagan's campaign man­
ager, William Casey, on Oct. 25— 10 
days before the election. “ Khomeini 
and his mullahs know that they are 
selling to an anxious buyer,”  advised 
Cohen. “ Therefore, the maximum 
price that they can extract from this 
administration will be just prior to the 
election ...

“ To put it bluntly, any experienced 
negotiator or bazaar vendor knows 
that on Nov. 5 the Iranians will have 
to put their ‘ill^a lly  obtained mer­
chandise’ on sale at a cut-rate 
price.”

Although the anxious Carter might 
be willing to pay the maximum price, 
Cohen predict^, there wouldn’t be 
time to cut a deal before Election 
Day. The release of the hostages 
would come too late, therefore, to ball 
out Carter. “ And so, it is probable 
that Gov. Reagan will be the Presi­
dent-elect on Nov. 5,”  wrote Cohen.

With Reagan the winner, this would 
put Carter “ in an excellent position to 
negotiate a palatable agreement”  be­
fore the transfer of power. “ If by 
word or deed the President-elect and

his spokesmen make clear that there 
will be a radical departure from the 
existing policies with respect to gov­
ernment-sponsored terrorism ,”  
Cohen advised, “ the Iranians will 
view Inauguration Day as their final 
deadline.

“ As a result, they will select the 
option of dealing with Carter, the 
Satan known, rather than Reagan, the 
Satan unknown.”  Cohen added pro­
phetically: “ There is a negotiating 
truism that most concession behavior 
and all settlements will occur at the 
deadline.”

Reagan issued statements calculât 
ed to exploit the Iranian apprehension 
about him. Cohen correctly calculat­
ed that the statements would Impress 
the Iranians because, he wrote, they 
saw Reagan as “ a person who means 
what he says.”  Thus Reagan re­
sponded as Cohen recommended, and 
the Iranians reacted as Cohen pre­
dicted — on the exact deadline he had 
foreseen.

From the beginning, Cohen studied 
the Koran for clues to Ayatollah Kho­
meini’s behavior. He also brought to 
the hostage crisis his experience in 
dealing with other hostages, as a con­
sultant to the Justice Department and 
the FBI.

He advised Carter’s people to aban- 
their “ passive policy”  and takedon

the offensive. His plan was simple. He 
listed two dozen new sanctions to 
impose on Iran — embargoing food 
and medicine, expelling Iran from the 
satellite communications network, 
cutting off all commercial flights, 
sealing the borders against smug­
glers, etc.

The idea was to impose these penal 
ties, one at a time, five days apart. 
This would put the United States in 
the position of acting instead of react­
ing, Cohen argued, keeping the Irani­
ans off-balance, wondering what was 
coming next.

The plan was rejected if it was ever 
considered. Then on Oct. 23, when the 
Republicans were still nervously won­
dering if Carter would pull an “ Octo­
ber Surprise”  to get the hostages out 
and himself re-elected, Reagan’ s 
campaign manager flew to New York 
City for a five-hour talk with Cohen 
that lasted until 2 in the morning.

Casey asked him to put his views in 
writing, and two days làter, Cohen 
offered this analysis; “ Since Jan­
uary, the ineptitude of the Carter 
administration caused the ‘Iranian 
Hostage Crisis’ to become mired in 
Wonderland, where the Red Queen is 
the sickly, senile K lom ein i, the 
drowsy dormouse ai\ywerican Presi­
dent and Alice, the TTgure of reason, 
has been out on a prolonged coffee 
break.”

Cohen said the Carter administra 
tion had failed to grasp — and exploit 
— the key point in the hostage sei­
zure: It was a criminal act, and the 
Iranian mullahs were kidnappers. 
Cohen faulted Cartèr for having “ no 
coherent and consistent strategy,”  
commenting; “ This uncertainty and 
Impotence have given even ineptitude 
a bad name.”

There, too, from 
9,000 to 10,000 or 12,000 Salvadorans 
lose their lives in political violence 
since former President Carlos Hum­
berto Romeo was, bloodlessly, it 
should be noted, ousted in October 
1979.

Somehow or other, the propagan­
dists have managed to twist each and 
every one of those killings in such a 
way as to blame the United States, 
though neither the U.S. nor the Salva­
doran governments stood to gain 
from the slaughter.

It Is only in very recent weeks that 
dispatches from San Salvador have 
started reporting that the Marxist-led 
opposition obviously does not have the 
mass support that it claims or that 
has been claimed for it.

Bob Rice, in charge of the balloon’s 
weather and tracking crew, had said 
earlier there was “ better than a 50
percent”  chance the expedition could 

Thi ■ ■■ ■begin after dawn Thursday. He also 
said, however, that the winds were 
shifting slowly.

“ We need protection to verify wo 
will miss Iran and miss the Hima­

layas,”  said Rice, reached by tele­
phone at a private weather-forecast­
ing center near Boston.

The balloon is named the Jules 
Verne, in honor of the 19th century 
French novelist who wrote the tale of | 
Phileas Fogg’s 80-day trip around the 
world.

The launch of the 20-story-high bal­
loon has been delayed three times. 
When the weather high above this 
ancient Egyptian city was not a prob­
lem, then politics fouled things.

Anderson became the flrst to cross 
the Atlantic Ocean by balloon when he 
piloted the Double Eagle II from Can­
ada to France in 1978.

The new flight, if successful, would 
take from eight to 10 days of drifting 
through the world’s bitter-cold skies 
at maxiumum altitudes of about 30,- 
000 feet.

The path of the Jules Verne would 
carry the craft across Saudi Arabia 
and south of Iran, south of the Hima­
layan Mountains, which are the 
world’s highest, across China and 
Japan and out into the wintry north 
Pacific.

The air currents would ferry the 
enclosed, but not pressurized, gondo­
la just south of the Arctic Circle off 
the west coast of Alaska, then south 
across the United States, over the 
north Atlantic and on to Europe.

Rice said “ the odds are reasonably 
good”  that the Jules Verne will be 
able to target its landing back in 
Egypt, perhaps not far from its lift-off 
spot.

“ The only way you can steer a 
balloon is to use the different wind 
sheers at different elevations. This

crew can do that. They’re experi­
enced,”  Rice said.

Unmanned weather balloons often 
circumnavigate the globe, sometimes 
landing within a few miles of their

launch sites. Rice said.

Tower, R-Texas, who is on a 10-country tour of the 
Middle East and Europe, described his discussions 
with the Turkish leadership as “ frank, productive 
and very friendly.”

CHICAGO (A P ) — Former independent presidential candidate John B. 
Anderson announced Thursday that he will become a regular commentator for 
WLS-TV news, the ABC-owned television station in Chicago.

Anderson, a former Republican congressman from Rockford, told a 
news conference that he signed a two-year contract Wednesday night to 
do three commentaries a week and to act as a “ special correspondent”  in 
producing documentaries on matters of national and international signifi­
cance.

Anderson would not say bow much he will be paid under the contract.

He hinted that the Reagan administration might 
seek to increase aid to Turkey a level above the MOO 
million in military assistance and $300 million in 
economic aid proposed by former President Jimmy 
Carter for the coming fiscal year.

Poisonings 
linked to
marijuana

S T E U B E N V IL L E , 
Ohio (A P ) — An out­
break of salmonella poi­
soning, normally asso­
c ia ted  w ith food or 
water, has been traced to 
use o f m arijuana, a 
health official says.

Dr. David Taylor who 
came here from the na­
tional Centers for Dis­
ease (^ t ro l in Atlanta to 
investigate the outbreak, 
said It’s the flrst time he 
has ever linked salmo­
nella to marijuana.

At least 37 cases of the 
ailment have been re­
ported in Jefferson Coun­
ty since Dec. 12. There 
have been no deaths, but 
about half those infected 
were hospitalized for 
treatment, according to 
health officials.

Symptoms of salmo­
nella are diarrhea, nau­
sea and abdom inal 
pains.

Only three marijuana 
samples tested in the in­
vestigation were contai- 
minated with salmonel­
la, identified as type 2-C 
Muenchen, Taylor said. 
But because all three 
carried the same type, 
that suggested marijua­
na is the probable source 
of infection, he said.

Taylor asked the pub­
lic to submit samples of 
the illegal drug for test­
ing, in confidence, to the 
county health depart­
ment or a county center 
for alcoholism and drug 
abuse. 'Those turning in 
samples can check later 
for results.

Police tentatively have 
agreed to take no legal 
action against sample 
owners so the source of 
infection can be traced, 
Taylor said:

LOS ANGELES — For 
Fred Weinberger, who 
avoided Hitler’s persecu­
tion by emigrating to the 
United States from Hun­
g a ry , and his w ife , 
Elaine, who bears the 
physica l and mental 
scars of the Auschwitz 
death camp, the recent 
rash of swastikas and 
anti-Semitic slogans ap­
pearing in this c ity ’ s 
Jewish community are 
more than graffiti.

“ It shows hate is still 
being taught to young 
people, and that 'scares 
me and makes me angry 
at the same time,’ ’ Wein­
berger, 64, said. “ But

we’ re not going to be 
prisoners in our own’ 
homes. Never again, and 
certainly not here.’ ’

Weinberger’s anger is 
typical of many of the 
more than half million 
Jews who live in Los An­
geles and have seen their 
homes, businesses, syna­
gogues, cemeteries and 
Jewish centers hit by an 
epidemic of anti-Semitic 
attacks.

Since Dec. 7 there have 
been m ore than two 
dozen incidents in Cali­
fo rn ia  a cco rd in g  to 
David Lehrer, Western 
states counsel for the 
Anti-Defamation League 
(ADL) of B’nai B’rith.

During the firs t 11 
months of 1980, Califor-

nia recorded 27 incidents 
"  a 19 percent increase 
over 1979 -  of anti-Semit­
ic acts including arson, 
firebombings and van­
dalism.

Nationwide, reported 
anti-Semitic incidents in 
1980 totaled 377 -  a 192 
percent increase over 
1979, according to the 
ADL.

Jan. 20, h andb ills  
promising a neo-Nazi 
group  would m arch 
through the Jewish com­
munity and threatening 
“ death and destruction’ ’ 
if any of its 'members 
w ere assaulted were 
nailed to prom inent 
places along the predo­
minately Jewish sections 
of Fairfax Avenue. Two

nights later, anti-Semit­
ic slogans were painted 
on a Fairfax-area syna­
gogue and mortuary.

On Jan. 8, vandals 
painted swastikas and 
Nazi slogans on the 
Simon Wiesenthal Center 
for Holocaust Studies. 

^That happened three 
days a fter two young 
men ~ professing to be 
part of a new neo-Nazi 
group, wearing Nazi in­
signias and speaking 
German -  visited the 
center.

The incidents have 
prompted Jewish com­
munity leaders to call for 
s t r o n g e r  la w s  and 
harsher penalties for 
persons caught vandaliz­

ing or defacing .any reli­
gious institution and for 
a greater public concern 
for the growing anti-Jew­
ish incidents.

Others have th rea ­
tened to take the law into 
their own hands in an 
effort to catch the van­
dals who, except in a 
few cases, generally 
have eluded pol'ce.

Some retaliation a l­
read y  has o ccu rred  
against those suspected 
o f being connected to or 
sympathetic with per­
sons involved in the anti- 
Semitic incidents.

Officially, Jewish lead­
ers said, there is no evi­
dence of an organized 
conspiracy.

They also said that

with the exception of two 
professed members of 
the American Nazi Party 
(also known as the Na­
tional Socialist Ameri­
can Workers Party) ar­
rested in connection with

the $100,000 arson fire at 
a Temple City synagogue 
Dec. 6, there is no evi­
dence of any in vo lve­
ment by estab lished  
anti-Jewish organ iza­
tions.

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Only one percent of Iranians sent home from school

Fifteen months of all- 
out effort by the Immi­
gration and Naturaliza­
tion Service resulted in 
the expulsion of only 
slightly more than 1 per­
cent of the almost 61,000 
Iranian students in the 
United States, federal of­
ficials say.

An immigration ser­
vice spokeswoman said 
that 754 Iranian students 
have departed the coun­
try as a result of the spe­
cial registration and 
verification crackdown 
ordered by the Carter 
administration after .the 
takeover of the U.S. Em­
bassy in Tehran in No­
vember 1979.

Deportation hearings 
are s till proceed ing 
against another 3,008 Ira­
nians, while 2,887 who 
were facing expulsion 
have applied for political 
asylum, postponing, at 
least for the moment, 
their departure, the offi­
cial said.

The results indicate 
the unwieldiness of the 
immigration service as a 
political and diplomatic 
weapon, according to 
som e c r it ic s  o f the 
crackdown.

“ On a cost-effective­
ness basis, it would have 
been a lot cheaper to 
send these kids to the 
university than it was to 
try and send them back 
to Iran," said David Car- 
liner, a prominent Wash­
ington immigration at­
torney and chairman of 
the American Bar Asso­
ciation ’ s immigration 
section.

“ From what we have 
been able to gather, 
there were fewer Iranian 
students departing the 
U.S. in the last year than 
would have normally 
been the case,”  said 
Georgia Stewart, direc­
tor of information of the 
National Association for 
Foreign Student Affairs.

But, added Carliner 
and others, the crack­
down may have had the 
effect, perhaps unintend­
ed by the Carter admin­
istration, of defusing 
public outrage against 
Iran ians during the 
height of the hostage cri­
sis.

Immigration service 
figures show that as of 
Feb. 2, 60,941 Iranian 
students had been inter­
viewed and had under­

gone verification oi their 
academic status since 
the crackdown began on 
Nov. 11, 1979.

Of that number, 54,292 
were found to be in com­
pliance with the legal 
terms of their student 
visas. The remainder — 
6,649.— were placed in 
deportation proceedings, 
which can take years to 
complete.

Nationwide, immigra­
tion service investiga­

tors are still seeking an­
other 3,300 Iranian stu­
dents, some of whom 
may have gone under­
ground and others of 
whom may have depart­
ed the country without 
notifying the immigra­
tion service.

In Los Angeles, Phillip 
Smith, assistant district 
director In charge of In­
vestigations, said that 
“ Los Angeles is the Ira­
nian capital of the U.S.”

with between 40 percent 
and 50 percent of all Ira­
nian students in the coun­
try.

Iranian students be­
came the target of con­
siderable immigration 
service scrutiny after 
several hundred of them 
rioted outside the Bever­
ly Hills, Calif., mansion 
of the late Shah’s sister 
on Jan. 2, 1979.

And when some of the 
students took to U.S.

streets in support of the 
Teharn m ilitants, the 
White House ordered the 
unprecedented and con­
troversial special check, 
which pertained only to 
Iranians.

It was one of the lar­
gest attempts at internal 
control ever undertaken 
by the immigration ser-
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beginning of World War 
II.

Iranian student groups 
challenged the matter in 
court and won a prelimi­
nary injunction from a 
federal district judge in 
Washington which halted 
the registration. That in­
junction was voided by 
an appeals court, a rul-

Officials of the nation­
al foreign student ad­
visers’ group said that

Education affects 
heart disease rate

Dear Dr. Solomon: In one of your 
columns, you mentioned that Ameri­
cans have shown a decline in the rate 
of death from heart disease. Is there 
any apparent explanation for this? 
Also, do other countries show the 
same trend? — Seth

Dear Seth: The decline in the death 
rates from heart disease since the 
mid-1960s has coincided with reduc 
tions in such risk factors as cigarette 
smoking in men, and lower consump­
tion of food products with a high fat 
content. In Europe, where these risk 
factors have not declined, neither 
have the heart disease death rates.

This trend highlights the fact that 
not every medical condition requires 
the use of drugs or some other specific 
procedure; sometimes all that is 
needed is public education and a de­
termination by Individuals to alter 
some of their personal habits.

Dear Dr. Solomon: I ’ve been rather 
successful as a career woman, but 
now would like to start a family. A 
friend of mine who stopped working 
for the same reason when she was 35 
underwent amniocentesis while she 
was pregnant, and learned that the 
fetus had Down syndrome. At age 33, 
what are my chances of having such a 
child? — Mrs. W.L.

Dear. Mrs. L.: As you imply, the 
chances of having a child with Down 
syndrome increase with the age of the- 
mother. 'This is particularly true after 
age 40. About one-fourth of all babies 
with Down syndrome are born to 
women over 35 years of age, even 
though these women account for only

four percent of all pregnancies in the 
United States.

Women under 30 years of age have 
less than one chance in 1,000 of having 
a child with Down syndrome. At age 
35, the possibility increases to one 
chance In 400; at age 40, one in 100; at 
age 44, one in 35; and at age 48, one in 
12.

Dear Dr. Solomon: The papers and 
radio and television have carried a 
number of stories about the use of 
cocaine by people in the public eye. In 
view of all this publicity, how can you 
convince an Impressionable teen-ager 
that the drug can be harmful? Doesn’t 
the medical profession have some 
responsibility in this regard? — Mr. 
J.J.K

Dear Mr. K.: The medical profess­
ion has commented on the apparent 
recent Increase in the use of cocaine, 
but their remarks do not seem to have 
received the publicity given to the use 
of the drug. Back in September, 1978, 
for example, the American College of 
Em ergency Physicians issued a 
statement which read, in part: “ 'The 
American College of Em ergency 
Physicians, concerned over the sen 
sational and irresponsible treatment 
given cocaine usage by the lay press, 
has issued a warning to potential 
users that cocaine is a highly danger­
ous drug....

“ The college warns that cocaine is 
medically dangerous and the public is 
urged to refrain from usage.”

That’s a pretty clear statement, but 
one which some people obviously 
have chosen not to heed.

R IVE RSID E , Calif. 
(A P )  — Many o f the 
long-lived poisons that 
now f i l l  tox ic waste 
dumps could be changed 
into harmless and easily 
disposable substances 
though a new chemical 
process, a University of 
California chemist says.

The process detoxifies 
many petroleum-based 
compounds, from notori­
ous pesticides such as 
DDT to common cleanig 
fluids, Donald Sawyer of 
the Riverside campus 
said Tuesday.

“ When you f l ip  a 
switch, it would convert 
these (hazardous) sub­
stances into what we be­
lieve to be virtually in­
nocuous substanes,”  he 
said in an interview.

“ It could be a reason­
ably compact system: 
larger than a breadbox 
but smaller than a refri­
gerator,”  he said.

Molecules of carbon te­
trachloride, a cleaning 
solvent that can cause 
liver damage and pos- 
siby cancer, are broken 
up and rearranged into 
“ something that is the 
equivalent o f baking 
soda,”  Sawyer said.

The university has ap­
plied for a patent on the 
process, which was re­
ported in this month’s 
issue of the Journal of 
the Amerian Chemical 
Society. The system was 
developed by Sawyer 
and co-worker Julian Ro­
berts, now of the Uni- 
versty of Redlands.

“ It’s not a panacea; it 
won’t solve al the prob­
lem s,”  Saw yer said.

“ The range of toxic sub­
stances is huge and this 
is just one, very narrow 
class. But in terms of 
volume, it’s a very im­
portant class and these 
are among the more 
challenging substances 
that are very difficult to 
degrade.”

Sawyer said the pro­
cess is relatively simple 
and “ the raw materials 
are essentially atmo­
spheric oxygen — plain 
old air — and electrici­
ty.”  ■

He said electicity sent 
through air contained in 
a water-free solution 
produces a type of oxy­
gen, called Superoxide, 
that carries a negative 
electrical charge. The

superoxides are able to 
shatter the chemical 
bonds that hold certain 
toxic compounds togeth­
er.

The big problem with 
many toxic wastes Is that 
they remain dangerous 
for many years — cen­
turies In some cases — 
and are difficult to de­
stroy.

The most common and 
least exensive legal solu­
tion to the modem flood 
of toxic wastes Is to bury

them. But dumps for 
such chemicals are be­
coming increasingly con­
troversial in the wake of 
reports that poisonous 
wastes have escaped the 
confines of some dumps 
and percolated into un­
derground water.

Sawyer said his pro-  ̂
cess won’t work In the" 
presence of water, so It 
couldn’t be used to clean 
up contaminated ground 
water.
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Study attempting to link 
cancer, radiation jobs

OAK RIDGE, Tenn. (AP ) — Trying 
to link cancer to jobs in the nucler 
field by identifying victims of the dls 
ease among atomic workers Is like 
looking for a needle in a haystack, a 
researcher says.

But with the use of computers. Dr.
C C. Lushbaugh, member of an Oak 
Ridge Associated Universities re­
search group, and Dr. M.A. Irahim of 
the University of North Carolina are
searching for that needle.

They are trying to detect effects of 
long-term, low-level exposure of ra­
diation among 50,000 workers In 25 
federal government atomic research 
facilities since the nuclear age began 
in World War II.

" I f  we didn’t have computers, if we 
had to do this with a lead pencil and 
paper, we’d never get It done, Lush­
baugh says. “ Boxes to store the paper 
would fill three or four huge ware­
houses.”

So far the study, which after sever­
al years of collecting data M s pr^ 
duced records for about 40,000 work­
ers, indicates very few were exposed 

, to dangerous levels of radiation and 
most received less than 20 percent of 
annual exposure limits, Lushbaugh

“ Either our study Isn t finding 
body who may have been «(fected or 
the danger isn’t as bad as the proph­
ets of doom sty It Is.

• “ There’s a lot of other toxic proper­
ties besides radiation,”  Lushbaugh 
said. “ It’s hard to tell the difference 
between lekemia cased by another 
toxin or radiation. We have to find out 
If the person was exposed more to one 
thing than another. We have to know 
if they smoke or drink. 'There’s things 
outside the work place that could be 
just as hazardous.”

The research is guided by satisfies 
and metric measurements represent­
ing probabilities of exposure, chances 
of cancer cauSed by exposure and

• ratios relating other work condiions 
to health.

The study, which received $2.37 | 
million in the fiscal year that began 
last October and ends in September, 
will last until scientists establish find­
ings on all 500,000 workers on federal 
projets, Lushbaugh said.

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MAD proposal 
for stamp ads 
not made in ¡est

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Nearly 15 years ago, MAD 
magazine suggested satirically that advertisements 
be sold to postage stamps.

Now, a congressman is proposing the same thing 
— seriously this time — to raise money for the U.S. 
Postal Service and thereby delay or reduce future 
increases in the price of stamps.

Rep. Barry Goldater Jr.’ s proposal, caled the Free 
Enterprise Postage Stamp Act, would allow domes­
tic corporations to promote their logos on stamps.

Through a competitive bidding process, corpora­
tions would be allowed to buy space on the face of a 
postage stamp. The government would then sell the 
stamps to the public for the same prices as its other 
stamps.

Under the bill, there woud be a one-year test 
program with 100 million stamps going on sale to 
2,000 corporations at a minimum bid of $10,000. The 
Postal Service produces 6 billion stamp each year.

“ If, upon the success of his idea, wc expanded the 
program to all 6 billion stamp produced annually, a 
minimum of $1.2 billion could be raised," Goldwater, 
a California Republican, said.

A somewhat less serious concept was put forth in 
July 1966 by Alfred E. Neuman, the freckle-faced, 
“ What Me Worry?”  kid who is the star of MAD 
mgazine. A three-page spread in the humor magazie 
showed stamps advertising rental cars and Burma 
Shave cream, as well as soap opera stamps with 
stories unfolding monthly,

Goldwater’s aide, Stan Reid, said the congressmen 
didn’t know of the MAD article when he first intro­
duced the stamp ads legislation last November.

Al Felstein, MAD’s editor, said this week the 
article created by Al Jaffee “ was an idea we pro­
posed tongue-in-cheek. Man of the satirical idea we 
propose become a reality.

“ It was an amusing article,”  he said. “ It was the 
kind of article our readers have come to expect. They 
are used to the absurd.”

Asked If he thought the .Goldwater proposal is 
absurd. Feldstein chuckle and said, “ Yes, I think it is 
absurd.”

Goldwater’s father. Sen. Barry Goldwater, R- 
Ariz., is sponsoring a similar bill in the Senate.

Under the elder Goldwater’s bill, no more than IS 
separate Issues of special stamps coud be printed in 
the test year and the combined total of stamps issued 
could not exceed 300 million.

The bill also provides that the minimum accept­
able bid for a series would be 5 cents per stamp, or 
$130,00 for a minimum series of 2,6 million stamps. 
Goldwater said the minimum of 2.6 million is needed 
because the Postal Service considers that the break­
even point at which the full printing costs can be 
recovered.

His son is pushing to have hearings on the legisla­
tion by the House Post Office and Civil Service Com­
mittee before April, when the new postal rate 
increases of up to five cents on first-class mail are 
expected to go Into effect. It now costs a minimum of 
IS cents to mail a letter flrst-class.

When Goldwater first proposed the bill in Novem­
ber, some serious stamp collectors reacted angrily.

“ I ’d hate to see It,”  said Richad Sine, editor of 
“ American Philatelist Monthly,”  a major periodical 
In the field. “ It could make American philately a 
laughingstock.”

U.S. judge imposes 
sentence, deadline

NEW YORK (A P ) — Texas lobbyist James C. Day 
has been given until March 10 to surrender to U.S. 
marshals and begin serving a four-year prison term 
for a fraud scheme that falsely implicated fellow 
Texan John C. White, a former state agriculture 
commissioner.

The sentence was imposed by U.S. District Judge 
Richard Owen on Tuesday, following Day’s guilty 
plea in November. Prosecutors said the scheme 
falsely involved White, then-chairman of the Demo­
cratic National Committee, in an effort to get a 
$l-million payoff from Libya.

Day, « .  of Brookshire, Texas, admitted he falsely 
claimed that White would help him secure the 
release of eight embargoed military airplanes Libya 
was trying to get from the U.S. government.

In a separate matter. Day also made White the 
unwitting subject of an Abscam investigator who 
tried to bribe the former Texas agriculture commis­
sioner, court records showed.

‘I can’t undo what I ’ve done,”  Day told the judge. 
“ The one thing I can do is apologize for it. I got in 
over my head — trying to make a dream come true 
— to become a super lobbyist.”

But Owen was unsympathetic to defense claims 
that Day’s scheme was “ puffery.”

“ This is not puffery, this is just fraud on the 
highest level,”  the judge said.

Day, in his guilty plea, admitted to the scheme 
which involved getting $30,000 from “ investors”  to 
finance a deal that was supposed to collect a $l 
million payoff from Libya. Object of the scheme 
Day said he told investors, was to get a U.S. embargo 
lifted on Libya’s order for the military planes.

Assistant U.S. Attorney Raymond Levites said 
Day did, as part of the conspiracy over 1978-79 
Induce White to meet with a Libyan diplomat.

White acknowledged the meeting, but denied dis­
cussing the planes or bribes.

Levjtes also said that Day had a confederate pose 
as White during a meeting with investors.

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Kelso police department 
mounts ‘pedal patrol’

KELSO, Wash. (A P ) — The newest 
police patrols cruising this town of 
12,000 have no sirens or flashing 
lights. But they do have something 
that can surprise even the coolest of 
criminals — two wheels.

When Police Chief Tony Stoutt was 
told to trim his budget, he figured he 
could save on squad-car costs by 
mounting his police on bicycles.

And although Stoutt had to lay off 
two Kelso patrolmen, he was able to 
pocket a third pink slip by starting the 
bicycle corps. Officers helped him 
save even more by using their own 
bikes.

In some ways, a cop on a bicycle is 
more effective than one in a squad 
car, officials say.

“ Bikes really throw burglars,”  said 
Lt. Dan Price, who organized the 
patrols. “ They can see a police car a 
block away by its silhouette. But even 
if they have stereos under their arms, 
the sight 'of a person on a bicycle 
doesn’t intimidate them.”

“ You see things on a bike you can’t 
from a ca r,”  said another two­
wheeled officer. Chuck Dunnavant. 
“ When you’re driving, you have to 
pay more attention on the road.”

Surprise, approval and a few cat­
calls were common responses to the 
bikes by local citizens, Stoutt said in 
an interview Tuesday. The bikes have 
been in use about two months on the

force, which has 16 full-time officers 
and 13 reservists..

“ Cycling cops may be new here, but 
it’s really a throwback to the tradition 
of walking the beat,”  said Price. “ It 
brings back what police departments 
had a long time ago with meeting 
people.’

Generally, two officers are on bicy­
cles each shift, riding for three or four 
hours in the evening — or long enough 
to numb the toes when temperatures 
drop into the 30s. One officer wears 
long underwear for his stint.

Cyclists say they have the advan­
tage of being able to go where cars 
can’t — like a cluster of retirement 
apartments or a frequently vanda­
lized elementary school.

Stoutt said he expected to save $5,- 
000 to $7,000 this year by using bicy­
cles during the afternoon and evening 
hours. However, a police car is also on 
patrol while bicycling officers are on 
duty.

Officers have made no major ar­
rests while astride bikes, he said, but 
they have crept up on some people 
who didn’t expect an officer to be 
there.

“ We don’t have what you’d call 
major major crime here,”  he said. 
“ We have your occasional murder, 
but it’s not your L.A. (Los Angeles). I 
would be hesitant to put anybody out 
in anything less than a tank down 
there.”

W a sh in g ton  — I f  
Jimmy Carter was still 
president, the report this 
week by the investiga­
tions arm of the House 
Armed Services Com­
mittee on last summer’s 
disclosure of the super­
secret “ Stealth”  technol­
ogy would be political dy­
namite.

But even with a new 
occupant in the White 
House, the report is still 
politically charged.

It is an important re­
minder that the nation’s 
military command is not

infallible, and that the 
potential exists for politi­
cians to use the country’s 
most sensitive security 
secrets for their own per­
sonal gain.

It also raises anew the 
question of whether a na­
tion whidh values free­
dom of the press like no 
other, must consider re­
stricting that freedom 
when military secrets 
are involved.

The report, by the in­
vestigations sulKommit- 
tee of the Armed Ser­
vices Committee, was 
prompted by the disclo­
sure last August of the 
existence of “ Stealth”  
technology, a highly

complicated electronics 
system designed to fool 
Russian radar and there­
fore “ hide”  the presence 
of approaching bombers 
and other aircraft.

The disclosures came 
in two ways. First, the 
Washington Post and 
Aviation Week magazine 
printed leaked accounts 
of the existence of the 
technology. And ABC 
television news broad 
cast its own story.

Two days a fter the 
broadcast, then Secre­
tary of Defense Harold 
Brown held a press con 
ference to discuss some 
details of Stealth, telling 
questioners that the

news leaks made furthei
secrecy unnecessary 
The leaks themselves, he 
said, had not damaged 
the nation’s security.

B r o w n ’ s a c t io n
prompted charges from' 

ibllRepublican politicians 
that the Carter adminis­
tration was trying to 
overcome a reputation 
for being insensitive to 
the nation’s security by 
disclosing Stealth.

That’s when U.S. Rep. 
Samuel S. Stratton, a 
conservative Democrat 
from Schenectady, N.Y., 
entered the picture.

Then the chairman of 
the investigations sub­
co m m itte e  (h e  now
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chairs the procurement 
subcommittee), Stratton 
was outraged that the 
Stealth program had 
been disclosed.

As the investigation 
proceeded, his outrage 
increased.

Investigators for the 
subcommittee found a 
message from General 
Richard H. Ellis, com­
mander of the Strategic 
Air Command, to (îener- 
al Lew Allen, chief of 
staff of the Air Force, in 
which he concluded, in 
contradiction to Brown’s 
later assurances, the fol­
lowing about the disclo­
sure of Stealth.

“ Today’s Washington 
Post story on the possible 
development of an ad­
va n ced  te c h n o lo g y  
(S t e a l t h )  b o m b e r  
brought the hair up on 
the back of my neck. I 
don’ t have to tell ad­
dressees that giving the 
Soviets (censored num­
ber) years advanced 
warning of a new tech­
nology system they must 
counter is to sound the 
death knell of that sys­
tem.

“ As the current com­
mander of the combatant 
command that would 
eventually operate such 
a system, I ask that you 
take immediate action at 
the necessary levels to 
discredit the story and 
otherwise defuse the sit­
uation.”

Partly on the basis of 
that message, the report 
concluded that Brown re­
leased details on Stealth 
“ to make the defense de­
partment and the admin­
istration look good in an 
election year....”

And the report says 
that the re lease  was 
harmful to the nation’s 
security.

“ The release of this 
information was a seri­
ous mistake and did seri­
ous damage...to the secu­
rity of the United States 
and our ability to deter 
or to contain a potential 
Soviet threat.”

W hile Stratton and 
other members o f the 
committee suspected the 
Carter administration 
was responsible for the 
original press leaks, they 
were unable to prove it.

What they found, how­
ever, was a security situ­
ation at the Department 
of Defense which would 
have made leaking infor­
mation on Stealth or 
other top security pro­
grams relatively easy.

“ The status of the ma­
chinery for protecting 
secrets in the Penta­
gon,”  says the report, “ is 
in deplorable shape and 
desperately needs a total 
overhaul.”

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Reagan drops demand for probe info nun's deaths
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WASHINGTON (A P ) 
— In a reversal of former 
President Carter’s poli­
cy, the Reagan adminis­
tration is dropping U.S. 
insistance on an investi­
gation into the deaths of 
four churchwomen as a 
condition for giving eco­
nomic and military aid to 
El Salvador.

The decision, disclosed 
Wednesday, reflects the 
new adm inistration’ s 
poiicy of giving priority 
to security considera­
tions over human rights 
questions in dealing with 
other nations.

S ta te  D ep artm en t 
spokesm an W illia m  
Dyess said Wednesday 
the administration still

wants the deaths to be 
i n v e s t i g a t e d  bu t 
“ through private diplo­
matic channels.’ ’

But ;  co lleagu e of 
some of the slain women, 
Sister Annette Mulrey of 
the Maryknoll Order of 
the Rcfman Catholic 
Church, said there had 
never been an adequate 
investigation into the 
murders last Dec. 2. 
Three of the women were 
nuns and two belonged to 
the order.

“ I certainly think it is 
a strange thing when citi­
zens of the United States 
... are involved in diffi­
culties in another coun­
try, even involving their 
death, and they (the U.S.

government) have not 
done anything about it,’ ’ 
she said.

“ It does seem the gov­
ernment owes us some­
thing,’ ’ she addied in a 
teiephone interview from 
M arykno ll, N .Y . She 
heads the social justice 
o ffice  o f the reiigious 
order.

The four siain women 
were Ita Ford, 40, and 
Maura Clarke, 46, both 
M a r y k n o l l  n u n s ; 
Dorothy Kazel, 40, a nun 
of the Ursulan order, and 
a lay worker, Jean Dono­
van, 27. A ll were in­
volved in refugee assis­
tance work in El Salva­
dor.

Three were shot in the

head and one in the 
chest, and at least two 
apparen tly  had been 
raped.

There have been no ar­
rests, and State Depart­
ment officials privately 
concede the investiga­
tion has not been done 
well or properly. Still, 
they say they must de­
pend on the Salvadoran 
government.

Sister Muirey’ s criti­
cism was directed at the 
Carter administration, 
as much as the Reagan 
administration. Carter 
suspended economic and 
military aid to El Salva­
dor after the slayings but 
resumed it before leav-

ing office.

Sutcliffe facing 20  
charges of murder

DEWSBURY, England (A P ) — Truck driver Peter 
Sutcliffe, the man indicted last month for one of the 
killings blamed on the “ Yorkshire Ripper,”  is to be 
charged with 12 other murders and seven attempted 
murders, the state prosecutor said today.

The prosecutor, Maurice Shaffner, told the magis­
trates court here that the director of public prosecu­
tions ordered him to say that further charges will be 
preferred against Sutcliffe before he is committed to 
trial.

“ These further charges consist of 12 charges of 
murder and seven charges of attempted murder. In 
all there will 2(f charges of murder and attempted 
murder,”  he said.

Sutcliffe, 35, from the northern city of Bradford, 
was arrested Jan. 2 in a red-light district of nearby 
Sheffield.

He was charged.three days later with the murder 
of Leeds University student Jacqueline Hill, who 
police said was one of 13 victims of a vicious killer 
dubbed the “ Yorkshire Ripper.”

Police spoke jubilantly of winding down their hunt 
for the mass murderer, whose reign of terror in the 
north of England began with the slaying of a prosti­
tute in Leeds on Oct. 30, 1975.

C rater not a 'cozy' spo t

I STOOPED to pick up 
a sm all rock w ith a 
b r i^ t  yellow spot. Nice 
to take home for the kids.

Five major childhood diseases 
at an all-time low last year

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Five major 
childhood diseases — m easles, 
mumps, rubella, tetanus and diphthe 
ria — were at an all-time low in the 
United States last year, federal health 
officials report.

They credit a nationwide drive to 
immunize children against these pre­
ventable diseses for the success and 
say they are on target toward a goal 
of eliminating measles among Ameri­
can children by October of 1982.

According to reports compiled by 
the U.S. Center for Disease Control 
in Atlanta, there was only one case of 
diphtheria among children under 15 
years of age last year and five cases 
among adults. In 1979 there were 59 
cases overall.

There were 3,837 cases of rubella, 
down from 11,795 in 1979; 8,531 cases 
of mumps, down from 14,225, and 74 
cases of tetanus, down from 81.

While the 13,430 cases of measles 
was down only slightly from the 13,597 
in 1979, both years totals were down 
sharply from nearly 27,000 in 1978 and 
57,000 in 1977.

Moreover, measles outbreaks grew 
less frequent as 1980 wore on, culmin­
ating in a record low of only 13 cases 
anywhere In the country during 
Christmas week.

Although most children recover 
without incident from a bout with 
measles, one in 10,000 dies. Prior to 
development of a vaccine, in 1963, the 
disease afflicted up to 500,000 Ameri­
can children each year.

The government started an immu­
nization drive in April 1979 at a time 
when outbreaks of measles and rubel­
la were (in the rise, and immunization 
levels among children ranged from 66 
percent to 75 percent for the major 
diseases and polio.

By the 1979-80 school year, a CDC 
study found that among 2.5 million 
children entering school, 94 percent 
were vaccinated for measles, 93 per­
cent for polio, rubella and DPT (diph­
theria, tetanus and pertussis), and 86 
percent for mumps.

Among 28 million students from 
kindergarten through 12th grade, the 
national immunization levels were: 
91 percent for measles, 83 percent for 
rubella, 8 percent for mumps, 89 per­
cent for polio and 90 percent for 
DTP.

Don Eddins of the CDC’sImmuniza- 
tion Division in Atlanta said In a tele­
phone interview Tuesday, “ Immuni­
zation levels in this county are proba­
bly higher now than they’ve ever 
bmn. All 50 states now require chil 
dren to be immunized before they can 
get into the school systems.”

Many schools are requiring a note 
from a physician or health depart­
ment attestng a child had shots In­
stead of just relying on the parents’ 
assurance, he said.

Eddins is coordinating the drive to 
eliminate indigenous measles by Oc­
tober 1980. Even if it succeeds, it Is 
likely 100 cases will be imported into 
this country each year, he said.

That means children will still need 
immunization against measles, said 
Eddins. Only a worldwide eradication 
of the disease, such as has happened 
with smallpox, would eliminate the

For people just wanting to cut down on their salt, also known as sodium 
chloride, Ms. Martin said to stay away from canned vegetables, canned 
soups, instant products, buttermilk, instant cocoa mixes, processed 
chwses and fast foods. She added that lite salt has half the sodium 
chloride of regular table .salt.

The blow ing w ip e  for Spaghetti With Meat Sauce, which was 
prepared by the hospital’s head cook Chuch Shipley, is big on spices 
which, according to Ms. Martin, have a very little .sodium. If any at all.’

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HINTS FROM HELOISE

Anti skid tape for slippery shoes
DEAR HELOISE:

If you ever have bought a pair of siippery-soled 
shoes, you know the “ walking-on-glass-eggs”  feeling 
of trying to carefully watch every step.

I had a pair of shoes with “ slicker than glass”  
soles. Adhesive tape wouldn’t stay on and a shoe 
repair shop had no answers, but I  liked the shoes 
very much as they were so comfortable.

So, in trying to And something to make those shoes 
a pleasure to wear again, I went to a farm supply 
store and found an anti-skid tape which comes in 
different widths (one and one-half inches, two inches 
and three inches) and is sticky on one side. The 
tape usually is used on ladders, steps, etc.

I traced the shoe sole pattern on three-inch wide 
tape, cut it out and peeled it off the backing, then 
pressed it to the sole of the shoe, which I had 
first carefully cleaned.

I let the shoes and soles get acquainted with each 
other for awhile before wearing and it worked so well 
I covered other shoe soles with it as well.

A word of caution, however. Be careful when 
wearing the shoes on carpet as they won’t slide as 
readily as most shoes do.

The tape is usually sold by the foot and mine cost 
under a dollar. One foot of tape will do a pair of 
shoes. — Eva Megnin

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THE BUTCHER

It is difficult, border­
ing on impossible, these 
days to And anything in 
the meat case selling for 
under |1 a pound; but it 
does happen on rare oc­
casions. Whenever I see 
anything under that 
price, I buy as much of it 
as I can afford — it’s 
almost certain to be a 
good buy.

Last week, one of the 
markets in my neighbor­
hood had breast of lamb 
for 98 cents a pound. I 
bought all they had 
Just over six pounds. It 
was like discovering 
goldf

There are so many dif­
ferent things to be done 
with breast of lamb. It 
can be b a rb e cu ed , 
b ra is ed , boned and 
rolled, cut into riblets 
and baked, stuffed and 
simmered, made into 
stews and soups — the 
list is endless.

The breast o f lamb 
that you And on display 
in most markets has al­
ready been trimmed of 
its outside fat so there 
isn't much waste. It’s a 
simple matter to cut it 
into riblets or bone it 
out to make all manner 
o f good, inexpensive 
dishes.

To make riblets for 
baking or braising, sim­
ply cut between the rib 
bones to make individual 
serving-size portions. To 
bone out a breast for 
stuffing or rolling into

What fa do with a bargain in lamb
noisettes, Arst cut along 
the bones on the under­
side of the breast to loos­
en the tender ’ ’skirt,”  
then turn the breast over 
and cut along the bone on 
the top side to lift the 
meat o f f  in one thin 
sheet« Several of these 
may be rolled together 
and tied to make a lamb

roast, or each may be 
rolled, tied and cut into 
boneless lamb noisettes 
(th e  ch eapes t lam b 
chops you’ll And). What­
ever you do, save the 
bones for lamb stock.

Here are recipes to a 
few of the things I did 
with my lamb breasts 
(and I still have a few in 
the freezer).

CHEAP LAMB CHOPS
1 breast of lamb
1 Ige. onion, chop.
2 carrots, chop.
Salt, pepper
1 tsp. dill
1 cup lamb stock or 

water
2 tsp. Dijon mustard
1 egg, beaten
1 cup Ane, dry bread 

crumbs
2 to 3 tsp. melted but­

ter
Bone and roll the lamb 

b reas t, secu re  w ith 
toothpicks at one-inch in­
tervals, then cut into 
one-inch noisettes. Put 
the chopped vegetables

in the bottom of a shal­
low baking dish, arrange 
the lamb on top of the 
vegetables. Season with 
salt, pepper and dill. 
Pour in the stock, cover 
and bake in a 325-degree 
ovpn for hours. Re­
move from the oven and 
cool. (This part can be 
done w e ll ahead o f 
time.)

When cool enough to 
handle, rem ove  the 
chops. The pan drippings 
may be used to make a 
sauce i f  you lik e , or 
added to your lamb stock 
pot.

Spread a coating o f 
mustard on both sides of 
each chop. Dip in egg 
and then in b re a d ­
crumbs. Arrange the 
chops on a broiler pan 
lined with foil. Drizzle a 
little melted butter over 
each and brown under 
the b ro ile r , turning 
once.

They 
traced the suspect’ s 
home address, got a war­
rant, and found the 
tombstone just where the 
tipster had said it would

be. Next to it was a news­
paper story about the 
theft.

The suspected tomb­
stone thief, however, was 
on the road in his truck. 
He was still being sought 
on New Mexico warrants 
for larceny and burglary 
late Tuesday.

When news o f the 
tombstone’ s recovery 
got out, Hattabaugh and 
Russell were deluged by

Russell, “ that they con­
sidered this tombstone 
theft just slightly less se­
rious than murder.’ ’

In a telephone inter-

view. Sheriff McBride 
said yessir, he did think 
it was a pretty serious 
piece of villainy, but not 
all that close to being on 
a level with murder.

Population 
center shifts

LOS ANGELES — Secretary of Transportation 
Andrew L. Lewis Jr. said Tuesday that the Reagan 
administration is considering placing significant re­
strictions on imports of cars from Japan as a means 
of helping the ailing U.S. auto industry.

At a news conference here, Lewis said that the 
administration might consider asking that imports 
of Japanese vehicles be cut up to 20 percent from 
their present levels. 'This is less than has been 
suggested by U.S. auto makers and union leaders, 
but would be enough to create a furor not only among 
importers and their dealers, but also in the Japanese 
government.

Lewis is the first top government official in recent 
times to suggest that holding down the level of car 
imports might be needed to assure the future health 
of the U.S. auto industry. The Carter administration 
sidestepped the issue in the months before the 
election last November, instead vowing to abide by a 
ruling on the issue from the International Trade 
Commission.

The ITC ruled in November that the U.S. auto 
Industry was not being harmed by Imports of vehi- 

'cles from overseas and declined to recommend any 
trade restraint that would reduce the imports.

However, in an appearance here before the Na­
tional Automobile Dealers Association, Lewis said 
that the “ condition of the industry has somewhat 
deteriorated since the (ITC ) report”  and said that 
the Reagan administration could ask the ITC to 
reconsider its stand.

“ The basic policy of the Reagan administration is 
one of free trade,”  Lewis said. “ However, there may 
be some requirement that we look jnto some form of 
mild restraints on Japanese imports.”

Asked later at a news conference what he meant 
by “ mild restraints,”  Lewis suggested a reduction in 
Japanese imports of 500,000 units from 1980 levels. 
He stressed, however, that the administration has 
not yet decided whether to officially propose that or 
any other specific reduction. American dealers sold 
2.4 million Japanese cars and trucks in 1980.

“ I ’m not certain at all that there will be restraints 
on trade,”  Lewis told reporters. “ But when you look 
at the problems of the automotive industry, you have 
to consider all options and obviously this is one that 
has to be considered.”

Lewis said that the issue of trade restrictions and 
other government policies that might help the auto 
industry would be addressed in a report now being 
prepared by Reagan’s auto industry task force, of 
which Lewis is chairman.

The issue of whether to hold down Japanese 
imports is one of the touchiest inherited by Reagan 
from his predecessor. The Japanese accounted for 
nearly 86 percent of all vehicles imported Into the 
United States last year as import dealers chalked up 
their best year in history.

But at the same time, nearly half of the U.S. 
industry’s 700,000 workers were laid off in 1980, and 
about 200,000 are still out of work as domestic 
manufacturers struggle through their worst down­
turn since the depression. Politicians and labor 
leaders from states where auto plants are idle have 
been pressing for government action to cut back 
imports as one means of help8ng the industry during 
the period when it is retooling to build smaller 
cars.

However, import officials argue that the American 
industry’s problems are related not to unfair compe­
tition, but to the 1980 recession, high interest rates 
and a shortage of small, fuel-efficient U.S.-built cars. 
Sales of U.S.-built cars were down 1.8 million units in 
1980 from the previous year, while import sales 
increased by 06,000 from 1979.
' H ie Japanese auto makers have acted quietly to 
cut the level of exports to the United States in an 
effort to defuse support for trade n-strictions that 
might sour relations between the two nations. The 
Japanese Automobile Manufacturers Association re­
cently reported that In the fourth quarter of 1980, car 
exports to the U.S. market were down 1.9 percent 
from the year-earlier level, and shipments in Decem­
ber were off 7.5 percent from the year-ago period.

Census Bureau o ffi­
cials estimate the new 
center is located in Jef­
fe rson  County, Mo. 
That’ s about 40 miles 
south-southwest of the 
G atew ay Arch in St. 
Louis, the memorial to 
the pioneers who passed 
the same way a century
ago.

The precise location 
cannot yet be calculated, 
officials said, but it is 
expected to be near De- 
Soto, Mo. By April or 
May, when final census 
figures have been com­
piled for every county in 
the nation, the center 
will be pinpointed exact­
ly-

The center of popula­
tion is the point at which 
an imaginary flat map of 
the United States would 
balance if weights were 
placed on it so each iden­
tical weight represented 
the location of one per-
son .

In 1790, the first census 
located the center of pop­
ulation 23 miles west of 
Baltimore, Md.

By 1850, it had migrat­
ed to Parkersburg, W. 
Va., and at the turn of the 
century it was in Colum­
bus, Ind.

Joel Miller of the Cen­
sus Bureau’s population 
division said the center’s 
movement reflects popu­
la tion  grow th in the 
South and West, while 
the North and East lag 
behind.

New York, for exam­
ple, lost population dur­
ing the 1970s and states 
like Pennsylvania and 
(^ io , which had grown at 
a g o ^  clip previously, 
grew more slowly.

M inority  leadersh ip  vo ice  is n eed ed

Midland and other communities need a voice of leadership in the 
minority communities within them, according to Michael Wil­
liams and Margie Titus who spoke to the Health and Welfare 
Association at the Department of Human Resources Wednesday.

The “ Discussion on Community Leadership,”  presented at a 
noon bring-your-own-lucheon, was designed to promote awareness 
of the needs of minorities to create their own community leaders 
who could gain training to move into the general community 
leadership.

“ The general community should and Indeed must contribute to 
that role of leadership development,”  Williams told the group of 
some 25 local health and welfare professionals.

Williams, who prefaced the presentation with “ we do not tend to 
represent ourselves as the leadership of the black community,”  
called the idea of leadership in the sub-communities an “ attitu- 
dinal concept.”

Williams said leaders in the minority communities need not be 
molded in the typical cast of the leaders in the Anglo-American 
community. “ The leaders in the (Anglo) community tend to be the 
leaders in the general community,”  Williams pointed out.

Where Anglo “ leaders’  ̂ may be respected in local politics as 
well as in the business community as attorneys, petroleum 
engineers or bankers, he said, leaders in the black or Mexican- 
American communities may be respected in their neighborhood 
community as an informed and fair resident.

Williams said too often minority communities allow the general 
community to select its leaders. “ One reason I have been looked to 
as a leader is because I look right,”  he said, using himself as an 
example. Williams said because he dressed the part, was a 
member of the Bar Association and so on, he was more “ so­
cially acceptable”  as a leader. He said “ looking like”  a leader was 
using poor reasoning to find representative leaders.

Williams outlined his concept of leadership abilities as the 
ability to do things on one’s own initiative, to form groups and to 
mobilize and motivate them to solve problems in the commu­
nity. In addition, he said, a leader had to be “ cognizant of things 
going on in the community,”  and had to have “ vision.”

He called for the general community to refrain from selecting 
its leaders by their “ looks,”  and asked they “ rationalize whatever 
kind of leadership pops up.”

“ We can’t shun them,”  he said. “ We have to give them 
opportunities in the general community.”
. Ms. Titus echoed Williams, saying, “ The general community 

should nourish the leadership that comes out of the minority 
community.”  She said the general community must “ listen 
to the needs of the minority communities regardless of their 
status.”

Both Williams and Ms. Titus hastened to add they believed 
there is already leadership in both the Mexican-American com­
munities and the black communities. In January the group 
reviewed aspects of the Mexican-American community leader­
ship in the monthly meeting. As for the leadership in the black 
communities, both said it was “ evident in the number of social 
clubs and churches”  in those communities.

“ A lot of things have been accomplished in the black communi­
ty,”  Williams said, “ but still (here are a lot of things to be 
done.”

Williams said out of the general community leadership positions 
available, “ many appointments are not made to the minority 
community.”  That is due, Williams said, to one of two reasons: the 
general community does not know people in the minority com­
munities as they are not readily visible in general community 
social and business circles, or because the individuals do not “ set 
up to standards”  as the general community looks for a token, 
soft-spoken minority representative.

“ It’s very important to have that institutional mechanism to 
allow minorities to be involved in the decision-making process,”  
Williams pointed out.

Haig weighs response to Soviet violation
WASHINGTON (A P ) 

— Secretary o f State 
Alexander M. Haig is 
weighing a response to 
the Soviet Union’s viola­
tion of diplomatic proto­
col in releasing a confi­
dential communication 
accusing the United 
States of interference in 
Poland and antagonism 
toward the Kremlin.

U.S. officials were de­
scribed as “ flabbergast­
ed”  by the Soviet action, 
a further sign of harden­
ing relations between the 
two superpowers since 
President Reagan took 
office.

The central topic of the 
message from Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei 
Gromyko involved the 
two superpowers’ roles 
in the evolving situation 
in Poland, where com­
munist leaders are striv­
ing to cope with labor 
unrest that threatens the 
governmental structure 
of the nation.

Release of the letter, in 
which Gromyko accuses 
the United States o f 
“ open Interference”  in 
Poland’s internal affairs, 
violated an age-old dip­
lomatic practice that for­
mal communications be­
tween governments are 
not made public without 
mutual consent.

The Jan. 28 Gromyko 
letter accuses the Voice 
o f Am erica and other 
U.S. foreign radio opera­
tions of airing “ provoca­
tive and instigatory ’ ’ 
broadcasts aimed at gen­
erating “ unfriendly sen­
timents”  among Poles 
toward the Soviet Union.

Its release left U.S. of­
ficials literally shaking 
their heads in disbelief. 
One official, who asked 
not to be identifled, said 
the action “ certainly 
runs counter to the long­
standing principle of 
confidentiality with re- 
ga  rd  to  su ch  e x ­
changes.”  • 

Another said it left 
State Department veter­
ans “ flabbergasted.”

Haig was known to be 
considering whether to 
respond to the Soviet ac­
tion or let the m atter 
pass.

AMHERST, N.Y. (A P ) — Cynthia Dwyer, return­
ing from nine months’ imprisonment in Iran to the 
bitter wind and new-fallen snow of her upstate New 
York hometown, said, “ It was nice and warm in 
Tehran, but it’s a lot warmer here, if you know what 
I mean.”

Feeiing “ great”  after her reiease from Tehran’s 
Evin Prison, she arrived here iate Wednesday to the 
hugs of friends and relatives she hadn’t seen since 
leaving for Iran last spring.

A “ Welcome Home Cynthia”  banner was strung 
outside her home, and inside about 20 friends and 
relatives waited with gifts and two cakes, one de­
corated with daffodils and “ Welcome Home Cynthia, 
We Love You.”

The 49-year-old mother of three went to Iran to 
write about the American hostages, but was arrested 
last May, 10 days after the failed hostage rescue 
mission.

Tried and convicted last weekend on espionage 
charges, she was ordered deported and left Tehran 
on Tuesday, flying home via Dubai in the United 
Arab Emirates, Switzerland and New York.

She was reunited In New York on Wednesday with 
her husband, John, and their children, Ben, 14, Dan, 
12, and Susannah, 9, whom she gave a scarf that she 
knitted in prison as a “ souvenir of Evin.”

Aboard the plane to Buffalo, N.Y., she toasted her 
newly regained freedom and explained how she’d 
passed her time.

“ You learn to play mind games with yourself. You 
talk to yourself. There were times I made up movie 
scenarios to keep going (including) Monte Python- 
type things and MGM spectaculars,”  she said.

She was unable to talk with most of the other 
women prisoners at the prison because most spoke 
only Farsi, she said.

And one lesson she learned from her ordeal was: 
“ Don’t ever go to another country without knowing 
the language.”

At an airport news conference before the flight to 
Buffalo, Mrs. Dwyer said she felt her arrest was due

to Iran’s need for a scapegoat after the failed 
mission to rescue the American hostages April 25.

She was taken prisoner not because she was a spy 
but because she “ was a very convenient, naive 
person to grab,”  Mrs. Dwyer said.

As a writer, she asked questions but learned that 
“ the Iranians Just don’t know what a Journalist in the 
free world is....They have talked so long to their 
people about spying — they Just wanted to say to 
their people that we finally caught one.”

She said the State Department had not warned her 
against making the trip. “ I had no contact with the 
State Department.”

Mrs. Dwyer said she was kept alone from the time 
of her arrest until July 20 when she was transferred 
to Evin Prison, which she called an “ obvious politi­
cal prison.”

Her roommates were Iranian womem^held on 
political charges, although she once shared a room 
with Jean Waddell, one of the British missionaries 
still being held in Tehran along with three other 
Britons and a naturalized American.

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Reagan accused of betraying West Bank settlers

TEL AVIV, Isrsel (A P ) — JewUh 
settlers on the occupied West Bank of 
the Jordan River today accused Pres­
ident Reagan of ^ tra y in g  them, 
claiming that the U.S. presidential 
race, a Reagan aide had asked their 
endorsement in order to win JeVrish 
votes.

The accusation was included in an 
angry reaction by the settlers to a 
State Department denunciation 
Wednesday of Israeli plans to expand 
Jewish settlements on the West 
Bank.

Israel Harel, leader of a council of 
41 West Bank settlements, said that a 
few days before the presidential elec­
tion, a Reagan aide telephoned the 
settlers’ headquarters and urged 
American Jewish residents of the 
West Bank to sign a pro-Reagan peti­
tion to be distributed among U.S. 
Jewish voters.

He told The Associated Press in a 
telephone interview that only two or 
three of the 260 American Jews living 
in the West Bank refused to sign.

Harel said the Reagan aide was a

man named Weinstein, but he did not 
remember details, saying the whole 
affair was conducted verbally in hur­
ried transatlantic phone calls.

“ We now feel betrayed by Presi­
dent Reagan’s sharp and unbalanced 
statement on settlements,’ ’ he said.

“ At the time we did not see any 
point in making this too public,’ ’ said 
Harel, “ But now I guess it should be 
told. We were very surprised at the 
statement.”

There was no immediate Reagan 
administration comment on Harel’s 
charges.

The State Department had ex ­
pressed “ deep concern”  on behalf of 
Reagan and Secretary of State Alex­
ander Haig about reports that Israel 
was seizing more West Bank Arab 
land in a rush to expand Jewish settle­
ments before Israel’s June 30 elec­
tions.

Israeli officials drew comfort from 
the fact that the State Department did 
not echo the contention of the Carter 
administration that the settlements 
were illegal. But they expressed re­
gret at the sharp wording of the state­
ment.

A Foreign Ministry spokesman

denied that there was any “ rush or 
acceleration on settlement.”  He said 
the government was trying to pin­
point state-owned, uncultivated West 
Bank land for agriculture and indus­
try. “ It is not a question of appropria­

tion,”  He said. “ The land is not for 
new settlements.”

Harel said he knew of 2,000 acres of 
land in the process of being taken 
over for the settlers, and claimed 
virtually all of it was state-owned, or

Last weekend, anti-Semitic flyers were dumped outside the synagogue and 
several Jews reported they received death threats over the telephone.

Monroe's dad dead

LOS ANGELES (A P ) — Eighteen 
years after Marilyn Monroe’s death, 
the widely held belief that the blonde 
sex syrntwl was bom illegitimate has 
been disproved by authorities who 
found copies of her birth certificate at 
the home of a dead man they believe 
was her father.

Martin Edward Mortensen, 85, col­
lapsed at the wheel of his automobile 
Tuesday in downtown Riverside and 
died of an apparent heart attack. 
Riverside County coroner’s investiga­
tor Lisle Ford said in a telephone 
interview.

Miss Monroe’s mother has been in 
mental institutions since 1953, and 
early studio biographies reported that 
her father was dead Some biogra­
phers reported she was bom illegiti­
mate.

But Mortensen, who worked as a 
gas company serviceman for 50 years 
before retiring in 1965, had told co­
workers and his physician he was the 
late film sUr’s father, giving details 
of his marriage to her mother that 
contradict the biographical ab- 
counts.

At the modest apartment where 
Mortensen lived alone in Mira Loma, 
about 60 miles east of Los Angeles, 
Ford said he found copies of Miss 
Monroe's birth certificate as well as 
marriage and divorce papers for 
Mortensen and Gladys Baker, Miss 
Monroe’s mother.

The birth certificate states Marilyn 
Monroe was bom Norma Jean Mor­
tensen on June 1,1926, in Los Angeles. 
Her father is listed as Edward Mor­
tensen, address unknown, age 29.

The marriage certificate is dated 
Oct. 11, 1924; the final Los Angeles 
Superior Court divorce decree is 
dgted Aug. 15, 1928.

icate. Ford said he is convinced all the 
documents are authentic.

Miss Monroe, whose cooing voice, 
voluptuous figure and platinum hair 
set male pulses racing with such 1950s 
films as “ Some Like It Hot,”  “ The 
Seven-Year Itch”  and “ Gentlemen 
Prefer Blondes,”  died in Los Angeles 
at age 36 on Aug. 5, 1962, of an over­
dose of sleeping pills. Authorities 
ruled her death an apparent suicide.

DeUils of her childhood were al­
ways cloudy, and a publicist said Miss 
Monroe wanted the studio biogra­
phies to say her father had died.

“ It was made up because Marilyn 
wanted it that way,”  said Jet Fore, 
the film publicist who wrote Miss 
Monroe’s first studio biography for 
20th Century-Fox. “ She told me her 
father was dead.”

Fore said he later heard that her 
father had abandoned her mother, 
and was under the Impression that 
Miss Monroe was illegitimate.

“ That’s what we all thought,”  he 
said. “ It’s in several books.”

“ If she was legitimate, I certainly 
have something on my conscience,”  
said Maurice Zolotow, who wrote 
“ Marilyn Monroe,”  one of the first 
biographies.

Zolotow said Mortensen had never 
turned up and no one who knew 
Gladys Baker around the time Miss 
Monroe was born knew of Morten­
sen.

Miss Monroe had said her father's 
name was Mortensen, but “ the feel­
ing was it was a name plucked out of 
the air,”  Zolotow said.

But Mortensen told gas company 
counselor Thomas Burns a different 
story about his marriage and his 
daughter’s birth.

Science programs suffer
Education, projects cut from budget

WASHINGTON (A P ) — While most government 
programs are facing the budget scalpel under Presi­
dent Reagan’s austerity program, nuclear power is 
in line for some sharp increases. .

Backed by a president who campaigned in support 
of atomic power. Energy Secretary James B. Ed­
wards said he is recommending spending increases 
in several of the government’s nuclear programs.

“ We have got to get nuclear on the move again,’ ’ 
Edwards said Tuesday. “ America has lost techno­
logical leadership (in nuclear energy) because of 
the Carter administration. We need to restore our 
leadership.’ ’

Edwards said programs in line for spending in­
creases inciude the breeder reactor and reprocess­
ing plants — two technologies put in the deep 
freeze by former President Carter because of con­
cerns over nuclear proliferation.

He also indicatd the country needed to move more 
quickly to pick a permanent site to bury high-level 
nuclear wastes.

Edwards refused to give an exact figure for the 
amount in spending increases Reagan would seek in 
nuclear power, but said they would be “ substantial.’ ’ 
TTiey come at a time when Reagan is seeking sharp 
cutbacks in all other energy areas and in many 
other government programs.

Those cuts include a 62 percent reduction in spend­
ing to promote solar power, a 60 percent cut in 
conservation efforts and a cut of more than a 33

percent in the ambitious Carter program to develop 
synthetic fuels from coal and shale oil.

(ingress tried repeatedly to force the Carter 
adminlstrtion to build the Clinch River Breetter 
Reactor in Tennessee, including $92 million in the 
1981 budget for It. However, Carter did not want 
to spend the money because of fears the plutonium 
produced in such reactors could be diverted for use 
in nuclear weapons.

But Edwards said other countries are moving 
ahead with breeders as well as reprocessing plants 
— which take spent fuel from nuclear power plants, 
and separate out plutonium and uranium to be used 
again.

Carter closed a spent-fUel reprocessing plant In 
Barnwell, S.C., Edwards’ home state, soon after 
taking office. . . . .  *

Edwards said all of the Carter actions failed to 
take into account the critical role nuclear energy will 
play in the next 30 to 40 years.

“ There is no real place to turn other than nuclear 
to keep from being held hostage by foreign (oil 
exporting) countries,”  Edwards said. “ To say no 
to nuclear energy would be turning our backs on S3 
million Americans”  who will enter the work force in 
the next 20 years and will need Jobs provided by an 
expanding economy.

In other comments Tuesday, Edwards;
—Conceded the American people “ may have been 

misled”  by his prediction that fuel prices would only 
go up 3 to 5 cents a gallon because of Reagan’s Jan. 
28 order lifting all remaining petroleum price con­
trols.

WASHINGTON — President Reagan’s budget-cutters have 
proposed sweeping reductions in government support for sci­
ence, and have made special targets of science education, 
economic and social science research, and a program to replace 
deteriorating instruments at leading laboratories around the 
U.S.

Leaders of American science reacted with shock and disap­
pointment to what they called the “ ideological,”  “ foolish”  and 
“ strategically mistaken”  nature of the cuts, which are laid out in 
documents prepared by the White House’s Office of Management 
and Budget. Rather than spreading the trims across many areas, 
the cuts would kill outright several large and well-regarded 
programs.

The budget documents show details for cuts in three science 
agencies — the National Science Foundation, NASA and the 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration.

TTie targeting of specific programs in NSF is especially 
dramatic. The cuts called for in 1982 include: $47 million from the 
science education budget, bringing it down 42 percent; $30 
million from the social and economic research budget, bringing 
it down 75 percent; the entire $98 million budget of the “ cross-di­
rectorate”  programs Including new instrumentsfor uniersities, 
and programs for women and minorities in science. Also chopped 
out completely is the giant new 25-meter telescope. In the NASA 
budget a handful of planetary exploration programs were com­
pletely eliminated in the budget documents.

Dr. Lewis Branscomb, head of the National Science Board and 
chief scientist at IBM, said that the science agencies themselves, 
under the leadership of the not-yet-appointed presidential sci­
ence adviser, could make far more sensible budget cuts than 
those recommended in what is known as the “ black book,”  or 
working papers, of 0MB director David Stockman.

“ ■hiese cuts are inconsistent with what 1 believe the Reagan 
program called for, and which I fully support,”  said Branscomb. 
He said large cuts were in order but that they must be made in a 
way that protects American defense and industry.,

He said several of the cuts were “ foolish”  and would work 
against the president’s own priorities. “ Some of the (spending 
plans) were put there because of their urgency.”

The programs he and several other leaders in science named 
as crucial included a $75 million NSF program to upgrade 
instruments and equipment at leading U.S. laboratories. This 
would be completely wiped out under the 0MB recommenda­

tions.
Other programs the science leaders named as particularly 

important were the NSF program in science eduction and the 
social and economic research supported by the NSF.

“ If this is the budget for a national emergency, then science 
will have to sit still for what other agencies are getting as well,”  
said Dr. Philip Handler, president of the National Academy of 
Sciences. “ We cannot engage in special pleading.”  But he and 
others added their dismay at several specific cuts suggested in 
0MB documents.

On upgrading the Instruments of leading laboratories, a $75 
million item. Dr. Handler said, “ This is serious. I f  that is cut out; 
it is a serious strategic error. Science is the edge we have on the 
rest of the world; America is made possible by its tools .... But 
over recent years we have allowed the instruments at our best 
laboratories to fall behind the times, to deteriorate. So the 
government instituted this program at the strong urging of many 
people — of almost everyone who has given any thought to the 
problem.”

On the slash of the economic and social research. Handler said, 
“ That’s destructive. That’s destroying a program, not budget­
cutting.... This cut is almost an ideological act, as if they said, 
‘This is a good opportunity to put an end to that stuff.’ ”

William Carey, executive officer of the American Association 
for the Advancement of Science, commented on the proposed 
reduction in the science education budget: “ I am shaken by that. 
That is a poor target. If that goes through we must expect the 
quality of science to go downhill.”  ,

Branscomb of IBM, reflecting the continued nervousness 
among scientists over the failure of the Reagan administration to 
appoint a science adviser, said, “ I would strongly urge the 
president to quickly appoint a science adviser who can give him 
some guidance on his budget stratg®^.”

“ The science adviser would be able to tell him what is the bwt 
way to cut the budget and still maintain the defense of the 
country I don’t see how you can make those decisions at all in the 
absence of science leadership in the White House,”  Branscomb 
said.

Radon no c a u se  for w o rry
FULLERTON, Calif. (A P ) — Levels of a radioac-' 

five gas sometimes associated with earthquakes 
have increased in the San Gabriel mountains, but a 
scientist says there is no reason for worry unless 
other earthquake-related activity increases.

Physicist Mark Shapiro of California State Univer­
sity at Fullerton said radon emissions at three sites 
are no greater than have been seen at times when no 
earthquake followed.

He said high radon readings at several of the 
group’s eight monitoring stations seem to have 
preceded earthquakes but the connection is not 
clearcut.

“ We don’t consider (the changes in radon gas 
levels) suspicious unless we also see some changes in 
other”  quake-related phenomena, such as stresses 
on nearby rocks, he said.

“ As far as we can tell, there are no other changes 
in the immediate area of the (radon-measuring) 
units that would look suspicious,”  he said in a 
telephone interview.

Shapiro, a visiting associate at the California 
Institute of Technology in Pasadena, has been study­
ing radon levels in Southern Califonia for sever­
al years.

He said while the gas may be driven by tectonics, 
the forces that feed stress into earthquake faults. It 
also could be driven by environmental factors, such 
as changes in underground water movement.

“ We don’t get at all concerned until we begin to see 
evidence of tectonic influences,”  he said.

Scientists around the world are studying radon as 
a possible signal of a coming earthquake. Soviet re­
searchers claim to have predicted at least one earth­
quake on the basis of radon levels.

The gas is found in harmless concentrations 
throughout the earth’s crust.

Some theories suggest the gas may escape from 
tiny cracks that begin forming in rocks before they

finall collapse into an earthquake.
Last month, he sid, “ we have seen small changes 

at Stone Canyon (Reservoir in West Los Angeles) 
that seemed to relate to two small earthquakes very 
close to the units.”

He said the quakes, which measured 3.0 and 3.2 on 
the Richter scale of ground movement, came about a 
week after the high readings, and one was within 
about six miles of the monitoring site. Since last 
summer, Shapiro said, units at Kresge in northwest 
Pasadena and Dalton Canyon Dam north of Glen­
dora have shown a gradual increase in emissions, al­
though with “ quite a bit of fluctuation.”

In the last few weeks, he said, both have shown 
“ moderately large spikes”  in the readings. A third 
unit, a new monitor near the Pacoima Dam, also 
has been shwing high levels but Its history is too 
short to determine whether they are unusual.

Interpretation is difficult, Shapiro said, and the 
long-range radon changes may only reflect a general 
increase in seismic activity in Southern California, 
rather than any specific future earthquake.

dated, piecemeal federal 
criminal code.

N oting that he had 
joined Kennedy in intro­
ducing and pushing a re­
vision bill that passed the 
Senate last year but not 
the House, Thurmond 
said there were “ some 
conservative members 
(o f  the Senate ) who 
didn’t like some provi­
sions'”  in that bill.

Thurmond said there 
were some objections he 
had to the bill, citing as 
an example the lack of a 
provision for capital pun­
ishment for murder on a 
federal reservation.

As a whole, he said, the 
bill “ contained so many 
good things”  — although 
there were some ‘ ‘ he 
(Kennedy) didn’ t like, 
some I didn’t like”  — and

he expressed hope that it 
would be passed.

Thurmond said he ex­
pected President Reagan 
to scrap the merit com­
mission system set up by 
the Carter administra­
tion to recommend can­
didates for federal appel­
late judgeships and, in 
some states, d istrict 
court judges.

“ A senator has been 
elected by the people of 
his state, and it might be 
that his opinion will be as 
valuable as someone not 
e le c ted ,”  Thurm ond 
said. “ Senators can be 
held responsible (for a 
bad choice), but merit 
selection boards can­
not.”

Thurmond said his 
panel would emphasize 
legislation to reduce and 
sim plify government 
regulations a ffecting 
business and individuals. 
He said it also would be 
concerned with adoption 
o f a co n stitu tion a l 
amendment to require a 
balanced federal bud­
get.

Thurmond said he had 
not discussed the pro­
posed budget amend­
ment with Reagan or his 
aides since the election, 
but noted that the presi­
dent favors a balanced 
budget.

“ I ’ve been here for 27 
years, and my experi­
ence is that Congress has 
not shown — and proba­
bly will not in the future 
— sufficient restraint to 
balance the budget,”  
Thurmond said. “ I t ’ s 
going to take a constitu­
tional amendment to 
mandate It.”

In all, a total of 17 per­
sons took part in the 
demonstration, which 
began shortly a fter 9 
a.m.

Waving banners that 
said “ Love Thy Enemy”  
and “ Security — in the 
bomb or in God?,”  the

demonstrators said they 
were affiliated with the 
Atlantic Life Communi­
ty, a Washington D.C.- 
based umbrella organi­
zation for several region­
al anti-nuclear activist 
groups. A spokesman for 
the organ iza tion  de­
scribed the protest as 
being “ peaceful and non­
violent.”

Once Inside the outer 
fence, the six protesters 
formed a circle and re­
cited prayers, observers 
said.

Dodge was being heavily courted by 
the Texas Aggies.

“ I'm glad to get it all over,”  said 
Dodge. “ I always wanted to go to 
Texas. I ’m glad Brent decided to go 
We talked about staying together but 
you still have to do what Is best for 
you. It turned out both of us liked it at 
Texas.

“ I enjoyed my visit to A&M but I 
guess I would have always wondered 
what it would have been like If I had 
gone to A&M and not gone to 
Texas.”

DODGE ALSO visited Missouri 
where his grand fa th er went to
school.

Texas also got bluechip linemen Bill 
Heathcock of North Garland and John 
Stuart of Clear Lake and scored late 
in the day when the Longhorns wrest­
ed running back Jerome Johnson of 
Pilot Point away from Baylor.

The Aggies landed the most sought- 
after bluechip lineman in the state, 
6-6, 240-pound Ray Childress of Ri-

chardson Pearce. Coach t A ti Wilson 
made Childress his first signee when 
it became legal at 8 a.m.

Wilson then cashed yet another 
bluechip when he signed 6-4, 240- 
pound Greg Porter of Humble, one of 
the fastest linemen in the statrter has 
run a 4.6 over 40-yards.

THE NATIONAL signing day Is 
next Wednesday and only the Aggies 
and Baylor released their full roster 
of SWe signings to the media.

White’s first 
year a letdown

KEY BISCAYNE, Fla. (A P ) — It’s 
been a year since the C leveland 
Browns selected Charles White as 
their No.l draft pick.

into the starting lineup.”

White’ s lackluster 1980 p erfo r­
mance was in stark contrast to the job 
turned in by 1978 Heisman Trophy 
winner and 1980 NFL rookie Billy 
Sims, who gained over 1,303 yards in 
his first season with the Detroit 
Lions.

DALLAS (A P ) — The National Col­
legiate Athletic Association Is con­
ducting an investigation of the South 
ern Methodist University football 
program, according to college Presi­
dent Dr. Donald Shields.

The Dallas Times Herald said today 
the NCAA notified SMU officials last 
fall of certain alleged violations and 
the school is conducting its own inves 
tigation.

Shields would not reveal the type of 
violations alleged, but Issued a brief 
statement to The Times Herald.

“ The NCAA has been in contact 
with the university and has raised 
some questions which are concerned 
with possible rules violations in the 
conduct of SMU’s football program,”  
Shields said.

“ As is appropriate under these cir­
cumstances, the university adminis­
tration has been conducting a com­
prehensive fact-finding analysis re 
garding these questions and will 
respond to the NCAA when this analy­
sis has been completed,”  the state­
ment concluded.

Shields would not discuss particu­
lars of the investigation and declined 
to say whether it Involved possiblc 
recruiting violations.

Head football Coach Ron Meyer 
was out of town on a recruiting trip 
Wednesday and was not available for 
comment.

The Mustangs finished regular sea­
son play 8-3, good enough for a sec 
ond-place tie with Houston in the 
Southwest Conference and a trip to 
the Holiday Bowl. The Mustangs lost 
to Brigham Young 46-45 in the closing 
seconds.

SMU Athletic Director Russ Potts 
was to hold a news conference todaj 
to announce his departure to become 
vice president for marketing for the 
Chicago White Sox baseball team.

Potts said his departure has nothing 
to do with the NCAA Investigation.

“ Under no circumstances was this 
(Potts’ departure) connected to the 
investigation,”  an unidentified source 
told The 'Times Herald.

The NCAA will not discuss pending 
investigation.

SMU’s football team was on proba­
tion between 1974 and 1976 because of 
allegations that players were paid for 
such accomplishments as recovering 
fumbles. The probation kept SMU 
from appearing in bowl games or on 
television for two years of the proba­
tion.

Wallace, who serves on the Wildcat 
Club executive board, said, "We had 
gathered some money together and 
presented It to the university, but they 
fe lt it was at that time inappro­
priate.”

University President John Schaefer 
said the offer was rejected because of 
legal uncertaij^ties.

Grand Slam tennis tournament here this weekend. 
He’s won it four straight years.

Borg Is 6-3 in matches so far in 1981, and added to 
that is the default last Sunday to Connors in the 
consolation match of the $500,000 Tennis Challenge in 
Toronto.

Earlier, he lost to Connors and John McEnroe In 
Toronto. Borg also lost a meaningless match to Gene 
Mayer in the Volvo Grand Prix Masters in New 
York, but went on to win the tournament.

“ There’s no way you can win all the time,”  Borg 
said. “ You’ve got to lose once In a while. And they 
were playing well, especially Jimmy. I didn’t play as 
well as I wanted to.

Borg said he was “ pretty sick with the flu the week 
after the Masters. I was a little down during the 
Toronto tournament but I had no fever. Otherwise, 
I ’m fine and I have no injuries. I ’m looking forward 
to the tournament this week.”

His competition in the first round Friday will be 
Guillermo Vilas, and then, if he wins, the winner of 
the John McEnroe-Brian Teacher match Saturday.

The tournament, which invites winners of the 
tennis’s top events, awards a $150,(XK) first prize.

Borg said last year’s marriage to Mariana Slmlon- 
escu hasn’t affected his game.

LOS ANGELES (A P ) — UCLA bas­
ketball Coach Larry Brown says hi.s 
criticism of what he considers some of 
the university’s shortcomings doesn’t 
mean he’s headed back to the pro 
coaching ranks.

“ I don’t mean it that way. I don’t 
want to threaten anybody. I just 
wanted something better for the 
kids,”  he said Wednesday when asked 
if he was disillusioned about remain­
ing in Westwood.

Brown, whose name has been linked 
with the New Jersey Nets coaching 
job, earlier this week spoke of his 
dismay at delays involved in improv 
ing the schools’ athletic program, in­
cluding construction of new facilities. 
He also said that more seats in Pauley 
Pavilion should be allotted for stu­
dents.

“ I said what 1 had to say,”  said 
Brown, whose eighth-ranked Bruins 
host Arizona Thursday night. “ I want 
what’s best for the athletic program

and I want what’s best for the kids.
“ I just more or less said they (ad­

ministration officials) were dragging 
their feet in a lot of ways and that 
bothers me.”

Earlier, Brown admitted that his 
criticism sounded like that of a coach 
“ headed for J ersey ,”  but he ex ­
plained Wednesday that the comment 
was made in jest.

“ The conversation got kind of 
crazy,”  he said. “ Every week thej 
tell me I ’m going somewhere else. 
I ’m not threatening to leave. It’s not a 
threat.

“ I’m not angry. I ’m frustrated. I ’m 
tired of hearing we did It this way 
and we won without you.’ That doesn’t 
answer my question. It’s not that I 
don’t respect the way they did It, but 
things change.

“ I ’m the guy that Mr. Morgan (the 
late UCLA athletic director J.D. Mor­
gan) hired for the job and they put a 
lot of responsibility on me. I think if

I ’m going to run the program I have 
to do it my way.”

Brown’s name has come up at al­
most every NBA coaching vacancy in 
the 114 years he has been at UCLA, 
but to date he has stated a preference 
to remain at UCLA and generate 
more interest in the school’s entire 
athletic program.

He took a team that finished fourth 
in the Pacific-10 Conference — a 
league it once dominated — to the 
final of the NCAA championships last 
year and the Bruins are 14-4 this 
season.

Brown primarily was upset at what 
he views as UCLA’s lack of encour-

agement for student attendance at 
basketball games.

He said the school has reduced the 
student seating section to about 4,000. 
Pauley Pavilion has a capacity of 
12,800 for basketball games.

But Brown added, “ I ’m not asking 
for specific things for basketball. 
That’s what I want to make every­
body aware of. And I ’m not afraid to 
be a spokesman. I ’m not trying to step 
on anybody’s toes.

“ I just want what’s best for those 
kids who matriculate at UCLA and 
take part in the athletic program.”
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. “ Not yet, anyway,”  he said. “ I don’t think It 
should. Before we were married, I was living with 
her four or five years and the only thing different 
is that we got married.”

“ Doctor Kerlan, his 
sta ff and M agic have 
done all that should and 
can possibly be done and 
I am assured that he is as 
ready as he can be to 
return to competitive ac­
tion,”  Buss said.
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* Borg’s coach, Lennart Bergelin, isn’t worried.
“ There has been no change in his attitude or 

desire,”  Bergelin said. “ He’s still very disciplined. 
He still practices a lot and is trying his best all the 
Ome.”

V irgin ia won the tap and Lee 
Raker’s layup put the Cavaliers on 
top to stay. Jeff Lamp’s driving layup 
gave them some breathing room as 
they extended the nation’s longest 
winning streak to 26 games, 21 this 
season.

“ You can’t tell me that was a jump 
ball,”  Valvano snorted. “ It looked to 
me like they were trying to foul. We 
were up and time was running down. 
Was it a questionable call? You tell 
me.

“ We could have had a three-point 
lead, but we turned up with a jump 
ball. It happened right in front of me.

Payton is highest paid NFL player
SAN FRANCISCO, Calif. (A P ) — 

SUr running back Walter Payton of 
the Chicago Bears was the highest 
paid player in the National Football 
League last year with $475,000, ac­
cording to a study published today by 
the San Francisco Chronicle.

The newspaper, matching names to 
figures in a supposedly secret NFL 
annual salary survey, also reported 
that veteran Bob Griese of the Miami 
Dolphins eahied more than any other 
quarterback — $400,025.

The survey did not take into ac­
count incentive bonuses, which would 
have raised running back Earl Camp­
bell's pay to about $500,000 from the 
reported $300,000, the paper added.

None of the players on the Super 
Bowl chahipion Oakland Raiders 
were at the top of the NFL pay scale 
for their positions.

Only two o f the Raiders were 
among the five best-paid players at 
their spots; quarterback Dan Pas- 
toripi and linebacker Ted Hendricks.

The Raiders generally have been 
noted for paying substantial — though 
not extremely high or low — salaries 
to their players.

Pastorini, who earned $358,333, was 
injured five games into the season 
and was replaced by castoff Jim 
Plunkett, a $180,003 a year player who 
led the team to the Super Bowl cham­
pionship.

The paper said Plunkett’s salary 
turned out to be a great bargain — but 
that it was a lot to pay for a player 
who had been cut after the 1977 season 
by the San Francisco 49ers and who 
didn’t play at all in 1978.

Cancer Society to 
have coping course

Texas the exception 
to winter grain crops

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Winter grain crops re­
mained generally dormant last week becase of sharp 
drops in temperatures, says the government’s 
weather watcher. The exception was in Texas.

'"Substantial precipitation was limited to the Gulf 
coastal areas and the Northeast,”  the Joint Agricul­
tural Weather Facility said Tuesday in a report 
covering the week of Feb. 2-8. “ At week’s end, a front 
brou^t moderate rain into southern California and 
a winter storm was developing in the southern 
plains."

Crop conditions continued favorable for corn and 
soybeans in the Southern Hemisphere, but in the 
Northern Hemisphere it was dry in Spain and 
northern Italy as well as in the United States, the 
report said.

Agriculture Secretary John R. Block said Wednes­
day he w ill not try to blame middlemen for

lUll. rising food prices.
"W e know that, in the past, the food industry has 

taken much of the blame for accelerating rates of 
inflation." Block said. "But this administration 
will not engage in any finger-pointing."

Fanners get only about 40 cents of each dollar 
' consumers spend for groceries, meaning that those 
who transport, process and sell food after it leaves 
the farm get the larger share.

But Block reiterated his positioA that "American 
food buyers are getting a bargain”  by comparison to 
“ other sectors of the economy and in relation to other 
countries."

Block made his commento in remarks prepared for 
deUvery at a meeting here of The Food Grwp. an 
association of prodOssorsyand others affiliate with 
food and fiber industries.

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East Texas sheriff 
arresting policemen

EAST MOUNTAIN, Texas (A P ) — SherlfTa depu­
ties armed with arrest warrants combed through 
this small East Texas town, looking to arrest 
avery city law enforcement agent on charges of 
mpersonating a police offler.

City Marshal James Morgan and two of his reserve 
officers, Phillip Luchau arid David Patterson, were 
arrested Monday on five separate charges by 
Upshur County ^ e r i f f  Dale Dewkes, who said he 
was enforcing the orders of a county grand Jury 

Morgan, elected City Marshal in May 1960, was 
booked into the county jail, then released on $500 
bond after his arraignment before Justice of the 
Peace W.V. Ray. The same thing happened to 
Patterson and Luchau and Jewkes said warrants 
have been issued for five more reserve officers.

The sheriff said the arrests came after a grand 
ury recommended charges against the maithal and 
lis reserve officers because they had not completed 
a state certification course within six months of the 
time they assumed their duties, as required by 
state law.

Jewkes said the investiation began last August, 
triggered by complaints about a “ speed trap" in the 
town, which was incorporated three years ago. Any 
officers who issued tickets or made arrests but had 
not been certifed was violating state law.

Jack Ryle of the State Commission on Law En­
forcement standards, which also took part in the 
investigation, said, "In  effect, what they were doing 
is to impersonate a police officer."

The charges said Morgan recklessly appointed a 
police officr and that his reserve offeers recklessly 
accepted appointment a a peace officer.

City Commissioners met Monday night and voted 
to seek no changes in Morgan’s department, despite 
having been advised of the certification requirement 
last year.

‘We voted to continue our present police depart­
ment ... not suspend anyone and to back the depart­
ment 100 percent,”  said Commissiner Fabe Pace.

East Mountain Mayor Ralph Collins said the 
charges are the result of a group of dissatisfied 
people trying to dissolve the city government be­
cause o f the taxes needed to pay for munici­
pal services.

District Attorney Dwight Bannon said Tuesday the 
situation has resulted in dismissal of several speed­
ing tickets written in East Mountain, and refusal to 
house East Mountain prisoners in the county Jail.

“ The county is in a sticky situation," he said. " I f  
we house a prisoner in Jail and the officers making 
the arrest are not certified, it becomes a difficult 
legal question."

Londoners seeing 
red over new plan

LONDON (A P ) — A plan to paint British telephone 
boxes yellow is making traditionalists see red.

Like bulls enraged by a matador's red cape, the 
noblemen of the House of Lords ranted at the plan to 
erase another of Britain's fleeting traditions.

The Conservative Earl of Cowrie told the Lords 
Wednesday that the plan to give Britain’s tradition­
ally Royal Red phone boxes a paint Job was “ utter 
folly.’ ’

“ I do earnestly implore the Post Office people to 
abandon this ridiculous scheme," said the peer, a 
poet and art dealer by trade.

Lord Gridley, another veteran Conservative, sug­
gested that British Telecom, the Post Office depart­
ment that runs the phone service, would be do better 
to spend the estimated $2.33 million It will cost to 
paint the 77,000 phone boxes on improving the phone 
service.

The true blue Daily Mail launched a campaign to 
torpedo what it called “ the Yellow Peril."

Britain’s red phone booths are now an endangered 
species, one of the last symbols of the old country’s 
heritage and culture, the Mail lamented in a front­
page editorial.

“ Keep Our Phone Boxes Red,”  the paper declared, 
reeling off a long list of losses such as the disappear­
ance of pounds, shillings and pence through dMimi- 
lization; and yards, rods and furlongs through me­
trication.

Daily Mail columnist Christopher Booker said the 
Telecom scheme was “ greeted by such a howl of 
derision and mockery that one can only think there 
was some deeper reason for the near-universal 
explosion of exasperation.

“ One gets the feeling that after years of mindless 
tinkering about with one aspect of British life or 
another ... This plan to remove yet another little 
piece of our familiar national furniture is somehow 
the straw that has broken the camel’s back.”

Despite the protests, Telecom’s "experiment”  has 
already started. Some London phone booths, those 
that have survived the vandals’ graffiti, have al­
ready been painted in colors ranging from pale 
buttercup to gold.

“ Actually all we’re doing is testing out a new 
vandal-proof paint," a spokesman explained. “ We 
haven’t decided yet what color we’ll use."

Nor has the new paint scheme impressed the 
British art world.

The Royal Fine Arts Commission, approached by 
Telecom for its opinion of Plan Yellow, said the 
phone boxes should stay red.

Paint expert Theophilis Gimbal, who runs a color 
reseach center west of London, warned Telecom that 
yellow boxes are bad news.

“ Yellow puts most people in a state of nervous 
tension and Insecurity,”  he said in a letter to the 
phone company.

He didn’t say how the red call boxes affect custom­
ers.
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Hotel Quests trample 
through fire-ruined halls 
to retrieve belongings

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (A P ) — Hours after the fire, smoke still hung in the air of 
the Las Vegas Hilton hotel, someliallways were ankle-deep in black \^ter and 
soot clung to walls, furniture and carpets.

As returning guests trooped through the fire- and smoke-ravaged hotel to 
retrieve their.hastily abandoned belongings, they found doors smashed open 
with crow bars — the work of firefighters who searched frantically for survivors 
of the deadly blaze.

Eight people died and 198 were injured Tuesday when four fires, all the result 
of arson, erupted in the 30-story hotel.

Hundreds of guests who waited for hours Wednesday to be escorted to their 
rooms were confronted with an eerie sight.

Hallway lights glowed dimly In a smoky haze. Everything,-from floor to 
ceiling, was coated with a thick layer of soot.

Actual flame damage, however, was confined to one elevator shaft and a few 
isolated rooms.

A reporter who reached the 20th floor of the tightly secured resort found 
corridors still inundated with black, ankle-deep water.

Inside one room, a half-e^ten sandwich sat in a tray atop a desk covered with 
grime.

“ We’re In the farthest wing away from the fire and everything in our room 
was black,”  said Bob Hoene, an advertising executive from Helena, Mont. “ It’s 
frightening to imagine the rest of the hotel.”

“ My biege suit is now brown,”  said Nancy Jones, 30, of Fargo, N.D.
Escorted by hotel employees, guests took elevators to their rooms and came 

back pushing carts heaped with luggage, some ruined by water and heat.
Stelios Paul, a businessman from Athens, Greece, stood at a counter In the 

main lobby waiting for a refund. He said he and his wife were watching dancer 
Juliet Prowse perform when the audience was asked to leave. “ We didn’t even 
get to eat the meal we paid for,”  he said.

Rows rows of slot machines stood silent in the vacant casino, which was 
untouched by the blaze.

Nearby, a security official Instructed bellboys to watch for signs that rooms 
had been entered. “ If dust has been smeared, we’ll know somebody’s been in 
there looting,”  he said.

Guests who suspected there had been looting were told to file a complaint with 
the police. Several people had been questioned about looting Tuesday but all 
were released, and there were no reports of major thefts.

Larry Robinson, a 27-year-old bartender from Niles, Ohio, was waiting to 
draw a $100 advance underwritten by the hotel.

His brother escaped from the hardest-hit area — the middle floors of the east 
wing — after Robinson called to warn him that the hotel was on fire.

"Coming out here was his first time in an airplane,”  he said. “ Now we’ll never 
get him higher than the first floor of a highrise.”

Woman, husband talk 
on phone during fire

BALTIMORE (A P ) — Richard Parker was safely at home in Balti­
more, but he could hear the panicked screams and howling sirens at the 
blazing Las Vegas Hilton hotel. ,

Parker spent 90 minutes on the telephone with his wife, Helen, before 
she was rescued from the hotel Tuesday night.

“ I could hear everything — the screams outside, the television 
announcer in the background telling the hotel guests to stay in their 
rooms and be calm. It was incredible,”  Parker said.

“ Every once In a while she’d have to go to the window for air,”  he said. 
“ Once I heard her trying to calm this elderly man on the floor above her. 
He was leaning out his window and apparently was hysterical.”

Eight people were killed and 198 others Injured Tuesday night as four 
separate fires, all believed to have been started by arson, erupted in the
30-story hotel. «  «  u.

Mrs. Parker was rescued .at about 1;30 a.m. EST when firefighters 
pounded on her door, he said.

“ She yelled out, ‘The door’s open and I ’m OK.’ Then she said, ‘ I II see 
you. I love you.’ She just dropped the phone.”

Parker, 32, an art director at an advertising firm, said he spoke with his 
wife later once she had reached the hotel lobby.

“ You could still hear people screaming everywhere. It was pandemoni-
, um,”  he said. . „  , , . ,

Mrs. Parker, a 34-year-old marketing director for Baltimore Federal 
Savings and Loan, was at the Las Vegas Hilton for a convention. She 
noticed the smoke as she stepped out of the shower in her Ilth floor room,

Here are capsule profiles of seven of the eight people to die in Tuesday 
night’s fire at the Las Vegas Hilton. "The victims were identified by Clark 
County Coroner Otto Ravenholt.

No information was available immediately on Zeny Santos Carvalho, 64, 
Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.

Harry and Lorraine Gaines, retirees, almost always stayed at the Flamingo 
Hilton on their frequent visits to Las Vegas. This time, the Los Angeles couple 
was shuffled to the Las Vegas Hilton, where they died in smoke and flames. 

The Gaineses, reportedly in their 60s, “ traveled as much as their means
allowed,”  said a cousin, Paul Starr. w. j  i. j

Gaines was a retired optometrist. Mrs. Gaines had taught adult dance 
classes for the Los Angeles school district.

Bill Monk, a resident of the five story West Hollywood apartment house 
where the Gaineses had lived for 15 years, said they were unable to get 
rooms in their usual hotel because of the crush of conventions in town.

Mrs Gaines, who had been recovering from cancer surgery, was not a 
gambler. Monk said. “ Harry played a little blackjack,”  he said. “ Nothing 
big, he wasn’t a high roller.”

John Peterson, president of the concern, described McFar­
land as “ just the type of person everyone would want to work 
with.”

McFarland was in Las Vegas attending a convention of 
the U.S. League of Savings Associations and had planned 
to return home Thursday.

“ He was just a heck of guy; the kind of guy who would 
always call you by your first name. This is a terrible 
thing,”  said Kevin Rahfeldt, of radio station KWBG, who 
worked with McFarland on several community projects.

“ You’ll have to pardon me; he was an awfully good friend.’ 
McFarland was married and has three children.
“ The community was his life, except for his family,”  Rahfeldt said.

Cline said he looked 
down the .hallway and 
saw 9 couch and part of a 
curta in  burning in a 
lobby near the four guest 
elevators.

busboy at the Hilton for 
two months, said he “ ran 
to (room) 874, knocked

on the door. There was a 
man and two women. 
They got out.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Carol E.
I Dinkins, nominated by President 
Reagan to be the nation’s chief en­
forcer of environmental laws, is a law 
partner of former Republican presi­
dential candidate John Connally and 
has worked in environmental law for 
the last decade.

In a telephone interview Wednes­
day from her Houston law office, Mrs. 
Dinkins said the majority of her prac­
tice has been helping corporate cli­
ents comply with federal environ 
mental regulations and laws and still 
get their projects built.

" I  help them prove that what they 
want to do will comply with the en­
vironmental laws,”  Mrs. Dinkins 
said. “ They don’t want to be in the 
position of breaking the law.”

The 35-year-old lawyer is the only 
female partner at the Houston firm of 
Vincent and Elkins. The firm, one of 
Houston’s largest, has about 280 law­
yers. The most prominent is Connally, 
who has served aS^goVemor of Texas

as a Democrat and Treasury secre 
tary in the Republican administration 
of former President Richard Nixon.

Mrs. Dinkins said much of her work 
has been with such federal agencies 
as the Army Corps of Engineers, the 
Department of Interior and the En­
vironmental Protection Agency to ob 
tain permits for such projects as a 
deep-water port in Galveston, Texas, 
a petrochemical plant in Corpus 
Christi, Texas, and oil and gas pipe­
line projects.

She has dealt with the EPA on 
ocean disposal of dredging wastes 
under the Clean Water Act, which is 
one of the laws she will be responsible 
for enforcing when she takes over as 
assistant attorney general in charge 
of the Justice Department’s division 
of land and natural resources.

She said she had served on occasion 
as counsel to a client defending per­
mits it had been issued by the federal 
government. In some of those cases, 
she said, she and Justice Department 
lawyers from the division she will 
head once she is confirmed by the

granted after proper environmental 
evaluations. The opponients in these 
cases were usually environmental 
groups, she said.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Invoking 
the name of Ronald Reagan and the 
specter of “ bomb-throwers, spies and 
revolutionaries,”  a group of conser­
vatives is trying to revive a congres­
sional committee disbanded after 
controversy over its investigations 
into communist influence in the Unit­
ed States.

“ You can help President Reagan 
close the door to wild revolution­
aries,”  writes Rep. Daniel Crane, 
R-Ill., in a recent fund-raising letter.
“ I need $14,800 to kick off my anti-ter 
rorism campaign.”

The letter does not say how the 
funds will be used, but it is sprinkled 
with references to Reagan’s need 
to reconstitute the House Internal Se­
curity Committee, successor to the 
old House Committee on Un-Ameri 
can Activities.

Deputy White House press secre­
tary Larry Speakes said there would 
be no comment on the letter. Reagan 
has reached no opinion on whether a 
new congressional investigation of 
terrorist organizations is needed, 
Speakes said.

Crane insists it is. His letter says 
“ trained Communist revolution­
aries”  were among the 125,000 refu­
gees who came to the United States 
from Cuba last year and adds, ‘ "For 
all we know, terrorists are plotting 
subversive attacks right under our 
noses. And our hands are tied by the 
liberals.”

IN RECENT YEARS, the House 
has consistently blunted efforts to 
bring back the internal security 
panel. Crane hopes the conservative 
resurgence in Congress will change 
that. In an interview , he said 60 
members of the House are already 
supporting legislation to reinstate a 
committee to investigate terrorist 
threats of all kinds.

The Senate Judiciary Committee 
this year created a new subcommit­
tee on security and terrorism.

In making his pitch for funds, the 
Crane letter describes a situation in 
which Cuban agents of Fidel Castro 
and perhaps Iranian saboteurs sent 
from Tehran are operating freely in 
the United States. He writes: “ Cas­
tro’s agents have already stirred up 
riots in relocation centers. Burning 
buildings. Destroying American prop­
erty.”

The Crane letter implores, “ Ronald 
Reagan ... needs your help in closing 
Am erica ’ s ‘ open door’ to bomb 
throwers, spies and revolution­

aries.”
Ironically, the FBI says the number 

of terrorist bombings in the United 
States has been on the decline in 
recent years. The bureau declined 
comment on the allegations concern­
ing alleged Cuban terrorists.

The House committee was disman­
tled eight years ago after several 
decades of controversy over its 
probes into alleged communist influ 
ence in the United States. It was often 
called the “ most un-American thing 
in America,”  by Harry Truman in the 
1950s and by liberal lawmakers in the 
1960s who criticized its inquiries into 
anti-war protests.

It was the springboard to fame for a 
Califoriiia congressman named Ri­
chard M. Nixon who grilled Alger 
Hiss on whether he had been a Com­
munist spy operating in the State 
Department. When Hiss was convict­
ed of perjury, then-Rep. Nixon had 
made the mark that would help win 
him the Republican vice presidential 
nomination in 1952.

CRANE’S LETTER URGES that 
the public send funds and fill out a 
questionaire on whether there is a 
need to “ crack down”  on radicals and 
revolutionaries.

“ President Reagan has no way of 
telling how many terrorists Castro 
sent,”  Crane’s letter says. “ For that 
matter, there’s no telling how many 
terrorists from Iran and other un­
friendly countries slip through 
America’s open door.”

The proceeds from Crane’s fund­

raising appeal will go to the Council 
for Inter-American ^curity, a Wash­
ington-based conservative group 
whose president, Ronald F. Docksai, 
said he thought the money would pay 
for various “ monographs and mail­
ings.”

A spokesman for the council said 
the letter was sent to 280,000 persons 
and characterized the response as 
“ quite positive.”

Crane’s letter resemble^«official 
congressional correspondence but 
was marked in one comer “ unofficial 
business.”

L. Francis Bouchey, executive vice 
president of the council, said he was 
unsure exactly who wrote the letter 
but that it was based by research 
done by council staffer Phillip Abbott 
Luce, a one-time campus radical who 
now edits a newsletter called “ Pink 
Sheet on the Left”  which attacks radi­
cals.

Crane was not available for com­
ment. When Crane aides were asked 
about his letter, they quoted a 1979 
“ fact sheet”  provided by Rep. Larry 
McDonald, D-Ga., saying there are 
“ 2,000 bombings a year ”  in the coun­
try. McDonald has long crusaded for 
re-establishment of the Internal Secu­
rity Committee.

TOE FBI DISPUTES McDonald’s 
statistics. Figures from the F B I’ s 
Terrorist Research Center show that 
bombings for which political extrem­
ists claimed responsibility numbered 
100 in 1977, 52 in 1978, 42 in 1979 and 10 
in the first six months of 1980.

Mexican-American says hope 
remains for good relationship

Anti-crime bill gets compromise
'Oil field language' greases the way

WASHINGTON (A P ) — A Mexican- 
American social activist says hope 
remains for a good relationship with 
the Reagan administration despite 
some early disanoolntments.

“ Hopefully, the last 22 days will not 
be the pattern, will not be the norm,”  
Antonia Hernandez, the new director 
of the Mexican-American Legal De­
fense and Education Fund’s Washing­
ton office, told reporters Wednesday. 
“ I think that we can get a lot done by 
trying to approach them In a positive 
manner.”

She said one indication could be 
President Reagan’s scheduled meet­
ing today with leaders of Hispanic 
activist groups. It would be the presi 
dent’s first session with Hispanic rep­
resentatives other than his Republi­
can supporters since his election.

Among the names on the guest list 
are Ruben Bonilla of Corpus Christi, 
Texas, president of the League of 
United Latin American Citizens; 
Vilma Martinez of San Francisco, 
MALDEF president; and Raul Yza- 
guirre of Washington, president of the 
National Council of La Raza.

Ms. Hernandez .said one disappoint­

ment so far has been the absence — 
“ zilch”  — of top-level Hispanic ap 
pointments.

Two Hispanic names have circulat­
ed recently as leading contenders for 
key positions. They are John Hernan­
dez of Las Cruces, N.M., for adminis­
trator of the Environmental Protec­
tion Agency and Jose Manuel Caaano 
va of Miami for Immigration and 
Naturalization Service commission­
er.

Ms. Hernandez, a California native 
who was a Senate Judiciary Commit­
tee staffer for the past two years 
before moving to MALDEF, said His 
panics were confused and disappoint­
ed by the recent withdrawal of bilin­
gual education regulations.

“ The withdrawal of the regulations 
was a shocker,”  she said. “ The His­
panic community was not consult-

Ms. Hernandez said other potential 
Hispanic battlegrounds shaping up In 
Congress or at the White House in­
clude the Voting Rights Act and its 
bilingual provisions, immigration 
laws and the overall program of bud­
get cuts.

AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — “ Oil field 
language”  between Gov. Bill Clem­
ents and an East Texas senator who 
drills wells apparently has greased 
the way for part of the governor’s 
anti-crime package.

Clements met privately with three 
senators Wednesday and worked out 
a compromise knocking Attorney 
General Mark White off a three-mem­
ber committee that would control 
state funds to fight crime.

A vote was scheduled for today on 
Sen Bill Meier’s bill to re-establish 
the Criminal Justice Division in the 
governor’s office.

Sen Chet Brooks said colleague 
Peyton McKnight, D-Tyler, negotiat­
ed in “ oil field language”  with C em 
ents, the founder of an oil well drilling

service. “ They communicated ex­
tremely well,”  said Brooks, D-Pasa- 
dena. “ Sen. Meier and I sat there in

McKnight said Clements had threa­
tened to veto a substitute offered bj 
him and Brooks that would place the 
Republican governor on an executive 
funding committee with State Comp­
troller Bob Bullock and White, a Dem­
ocrat who been at odds with Clements 
numerous times.

No anti-crime funds could be re 
leased without approval of two of the 
three members.

The compromise would replace 
White with Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, a 
Democrat who already has an­
nounced for re-election next year.

Another change requested by Clem­
ents would remove from the bill addi­

tional court charges to finance a state 
fund for crime victims. Brooks said 
Clements had agreed to submit that 
proposal as an emergency if it were 
placed in a separate bill.

The compromise bill also creates a 
21-member advisory board to review 
and recommend grants to the gover­
nor.

The showdown was the second in 
the month-old Legislature between 
Clements and lawmakers, with the 
governor apparently getting his way 
again. The first time, legislators 
backed down on a 6.8 percent employ­
ee pay raise after the governor said 
he would veto anything higher than 
5.1 percent.

The Criminal Justice Division 
would channel funds for local and 
statewide projects. It was first creat­

ed in 1971 and has been using federal 
funds, which are being phased out. 
The state grant money would come 
from special court costs on criminal 
convictions.

“ It’s not that I don’t trust Gov. 
Clements,”  said Brooks. “ It’s simply 
good business sense to put safeguards 
on the flow of money.”

Brooks said some see the issue “ as 
a power grab by the governor”  to 
control millions of dollars for anti­
crime programs, but Brooks added 
“ that’s a radical viewpoint.”

Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port Arthur, 
objected that giving the governor sole 
authority to approve grants would 
“ be arming a person not only with 
discretion but arming him with a 
large political club he could wield in 
geographical areas of the state.”

Postmaster warns union chiefs to be realistic
WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Postal 

Service would have to seek a second, 
even larger rate increase, perhaps by 
the end of the year, if it Is not allowed 
now to charge a nickle more for mail­
ing first-class letters. Postmaster 
General William F. Bolger says.

The independent Postal Rate Com­
mission is scheduled to announce its 
decision Feb. 19 on the Postal Ser 
vice’s request to raise first-class 
rates to 20 cents per letter.

An in-house consumer advocate at 
tbe commission has recommended 
the increase be 3 cents, to 18 cents per

leWer- . jBolger, speaking Wednesday at the
ri National Press Club, said the 20-cent I* charge, coupled with higher rates for 

other classes of mail, “ represent the

minimum revenue we need to carry 
on our work.”

If the raté* commission approves 
only part of the request, “ the Postal 
Service would have no choice but to 
seek new, even higher, rates, perhaps 
before 1981 is out,”  he said.

I f  the commission fails to grant the 
full increase, Bolger said considera­
tion should be given to abolishing the 
rate-making body.

He said litigation over the rate re­
quest has cost about $12.5 million and 
that the commission’s 80 empibyees 
have no duty other than to consider 
Postal Service requests. ■

Bolger also appealed to postal union 
leaders to pursue a policy of modera­
tion in negotiations on a new labor 
agreement this spring.

Public statements of some of postal 
union leaders “ disturb me greatly 
and lead me to believe they have not 
fully grasped the state of our natiohal' 
economy,”  he said.

He did not name the union leaders, 
but presidents Moe B iller of the 
American Postal Workers Union and 
Vincent Sombrotto of the National 
Association of Letter Carriers, the 
two largest postal unions, were sitting 
at the front of the audience as Bolger 
spoke.

Both were elected since the current 
labor agreement was negotiated 
three years ago and both are consid­
ered more militant than their prede­
cessors.

“ As federal employees, all of us 
who work for the Postal Service have

a special responsibility.... We cannot 
ignore the unemployment and other 
economic ailments that afflict our 
fellow citizens. Nor can we ignore 
what unreasonable demands would do 
to the future of the Postal Service,”  
Bolger said.

He said statements by union lead­
ers imply “ that the public owes some­
thing to them, rather than the re­
verse.”

Pointing out that the 580,000 union­
ized postal employees earn an aver 
age of more than $19,000 a year plus 
numerous fringe benefits, Bolger 
said: “ Some people consider postal 
employees overcompensated. I think 
total postal compensation is, in the 
mean, fair, but I also believe there 
are limits to further gains.”

HOLLYWOOD (A P ) — That National Lampoon 
gang is iMck again.

Having demolished college fraternities in “ Animal 
House,“  they are now out to massacre time-honored 
movie cliches. The new project: “ National Lampoon 
Goes to the Movies.”

The honcho of this organized nonsense is Matty 
Simmons, the man who has turned a humor maga­
zine into an empire. After licensing the title from the 
Harvard Lampoon, he launched the national maga­
zine and followed with stage revues (which introdu- 
cedChevy Chase, John Belushi, Gilda Radnor), radio 
series, t^ks, record albums and then “ National 
Lampoon’s Animal House.”

The 1978 comedy astounded everyone, especially 
Universal pictures brass. Simmons says that it cost 
$2.7 million and so far has grossed $210 million. It 
ranks 13th in Variety's list of all-time money 
makers. NBC. which paid $8.5 million for three 
showings, will show a somewhat laundered version 
Feb. 15.

Such a smash would call for a followup, but 
National Lampoon is only now lauching a new 
project. Why the delay?

“ Jaws 3, People 0,”  Simmons explained. That’s 
the satire he’s been preparing at Universal. “ I had 
an exclusive contract with Universal, and that was to 
be my next picture.

The musical, written 
by Dale Wasserman with 
music by Mitch Leigh 
and lyrics by Joe Darion, 
won all the major theater 
awards for the year of 
its opening — 1965. It was 
named as best musical 
by the New York Drama 
Critics’ Circle, The Outer 
Circle, The Variety Poll 
and Saturday Review, 
plus it won 10 Tony 
awards.

No doubt. Theatre Mid­
land’s production will not 
win awards or receive 
such raves. However, it 
is a meritorious produc­
tion with few flaws.

Miguel R. Bustilioz, as

is  e x c e l l e n t .  H e 
thoroughly convinces the 
audience that he is San­
cho.

Not all of the stellar 
p e r fo rm an ces  w ere  
turned in by leading per­
formers. And it could be 
said that not all of the 
leading thespians turned 
in stellar performances;

m assacre films with n e w  satire

Selection of singers for roles in the 
upcoming Midland College produc­
tion of “ The Merry Widow”  will be 
announced in the next few days.

This year’s auditions have been 
open auditions conducted in front of a 
Jury. At this point the Jury is busy 
matching “ vocal requirements of the 
parts with available voices,”  said Dr. 
Charles Lawson, the opera’s general 
director.

The opera has been restructured as 
the Midland Opera Theatre, a produc­
tion of Midland College. It will be 
entirely locally product with a local 
cast, Lawson said.

The administrative structure is 
composed of an advisory council and 
a professional committee.

The four Saturdays in March 
will be set aside to block the entire 
production and actual rehearsals^ will 
begin April 1, Lawson said.

Costumes and sets are being rented 
this year from the San Diego Opera.

“ Despite our differences, we’re still friendly. In 
fact. I ’m preparing ‘Animal House II,’ which I ’ ll 
produce for Universal. It’s even funnier than the first 
one.”

Simmons and National Lampoon branched out as 
soon as Universal took the reins. A series pilot for 
NBC, “ Joy of Sex”  (only the title of the best seller 
will be u.sed) for Paramount, “ Two Weeks at War”  
for ABC’s theatrical film division. The first project 
to go is “ National Lampoon Goes to the Movies.”

“ An executive from United Artists called me to 
ask if I had anything I could make for them,”  said 
Simmons. “ I told him I had been thinking about a 
parody of four movie genres. ’Let’s do it,’ he said.”

The producer followed the same system as with 
“ Animal House” : he handed the project to five of his 
National Lampoon editors. Originally he planned to 
have four directors but settled on two: Henry Jaglom 
( “ Tracks,”  “ Sitting Ducks” ) and Bob Giraldi, a top 
maker of TV commericals.

The two directors are shooting simultaneously in 
and around Los Angeles. Simmons decided on the 
tandem production so the film would be ready for a 
June release. Production cost is $5 million, a bargain 
by today’s standards.

Stan Kenton’s book lòadèd 
with facts about musician

NEW YORK (A P ) — 
Stan Kenton spent 48 of 
his 67 years on earth tak­
ing big bands on the 
road, producing such 
modern Jazz stars as 
Maynard Ferguson, Art 
Pepper, June Christy, 
the Four Freshmen.

In 1945, his band 
p'ayed a date in Fort 
Worth, Texas. Bill Lee, a 
young trumpet student 
from North Texas State, 
was there. A classical 
cat, he nonetheless be­
came an instant fan of 
the Kenton sound;

“ I ’d never heard any­
thing like it. Fantastic 
volume. The force of the 
band Just blew the hair 
off yopr head and splat- 
ted you a ga in s t the 
wall.”

A b u r ly , b ea rd ed , 
easy-going native of Gal­
veston, Lee is 51 now, an 
educator, the dean of 
music at the University 
of M iami. And still a 
Kenton fan. He’s Just fin­
ished a 727-page book 
about him.

“ Stan Kenton; Artistry

in Rhythm”  is the tome. 
It’s packed with facts, 
figures, interviews and 
even the great-to-terrible 
reviews involved in the 
bandleader’s long, inno­
vative, often controver­
sial career in modern 
Jazz.

He first met Kenton in 
1950 while playing with 
Gene Krupa’s band and 
kept in touch with him 
over the years until Ken­
ton’s death from a stroke 
in August 1979. His as­
sessment of the man:

“ He wasn’ t a great 
piano player, wasn’ t a 
great writer. But he was 
a great coordinator. He 
had the moxie to bring in 
great talent, make them 
stars, yet keep that dis­
tinguished sound of his.

“ He also was a leader 
in extending instrument 
ranges, the highs and 
lows, and in playing at 
high school and college 
Jazz workshops. That 
was a major cohtribu- 
tion. Now, everyone does 
it.

He left his whole music 
library — some 400 com­
positions and arrange­
ments — to North Texas 
SUte.”

L e e ’ s book now is 
available only by mail 
order from  C rea tive  
Press in Los Angeles, run 
by Kenton’s estate. He 
began it in 1978, inititally 
at the request of another 
publisher:

“ Stan was very hesi­
tant about it initially be­
cause o f a 1973 book 
about him that reads like 
the National Enquirer — 
who got stoned when, 
who romanced who, how 
much money his ex- 
wives got.

“ It had nothing to do 
with the band, really. He 
was very bitter about it. 
But finally he said, ‘OK, 
you’re a friend, a musi­
cian, you’ll do it right.’ 
And I flew out to Holly­
wood where he lived.”

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CBS chalks up ninth straight 

victory in w e e k ly  ratings fight
NEW YORK (A P ) — With a little help from 4.R. 

Ewing and Burt Reynolds, CBS chalked up iU ninth 
stra^ht week as the No. 1 network in the prime-time 
ratlins battle, figures from A.C. Nielsen Co. say.

“ Dallas" flnished first in the ratings race for the 
11th time in 14 weeks, while “ Hooper,”  a 1978 
Reynolds picture making its TV debut, clobbered 
the competition — ABC’s “ East of Eden”  and “ Kent 
State”  on NBC — in a head-to-head race for viewers 
Sunday night.

CBS’ rating for the week ending Feb .8 was 20 .8, 
with ABC second at 19.5 and NBC third at 16.9. The 
networks say that means in a average prime-time 
minute during the period, 20.8 percent of the nation’s 
TV-equipped homes were tun^ to CBS.

“ Dallas,”  the dominant prime-time series since 
early in November, registered a rating of 31.6. 
Nielsen says that means of all the homes in the 
jountry with television, 31.6 percent saw at least part 
of the dealings of the Ewing clan.

The big collision came Sunday night, as the net­
works roared into the February “ sweeps”  — the

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W hat do the rich folks watch?

LOS ANGELES (A P ) — 
There were two very in­
teresting articles, in­
directly related, in the 
te lev is ion  press last 
weekend, one concerning 
the viewing habits of the 
rich and the other giving 
perspective to the place 
of television in our so­
ciety.

This last, written by 
Boston TV critic Jack 
Thomas, pooh-poohed 
what he called the "Tele- 
Babits”  of this world, 
that joyless bred of peo­
ple who carefully nur­
ture anti-television airs. 
Thomas says that those 
people are not only miss­
ing out on a lot of fun,' 
they’ re isolating them­
selves from a vital social 
f o r c e .  T e l e v i s i o n ,  
Thomas suggests, is our 
national hearth.

It’s hard to argue with 
that.

The story on the view­
ing habits of the rich ap­
peared in the TV maga­
zine, Panorma. The rich, 
according to this piece, 
aren’t exactly TeleBab- 
bits; that is they ap­
parently watch televi­
sion, but are limited in 
their viewing by the im­
peratives of their sta­
tion.

Indeed, the article ulti­
mately narrows into a 
compendium of  p ro­
gram-types  that the 
wealthy won’t (or can’t) 
watch: Late-night talk 
shows and movies, be­
cause on weekdays the 
wealthy party and on 
weekends, they relax in 
the countiV; physical-fit­
ness shows, because the 
rich have their own In­
structors; shows with 
household or kitchen 
tips, for obvious reasons; 
middle-class domestic 
sitcoms, which don’ t 
tickle blue-blooded ribs; 
m inority-related pro­
grams or police shows, 
subjects the rich would 
rather not confront in lei­
sure hours.

However, the rich sim- 
p ly  a d o r e  “ T h e  
La%rence Welk Show,”  
which is unthreatening 
and re in forces their 
value system.

The impl icat ion of 
these two articles, con­
sidered together, is that 
pointy-headed 'TeleBab- 
bits and the rich aren’t 
wanning themselves at 
the national hearth, then 
it must be the rest of us, 
r egu lar  folk$, so to 
speak, who compose the 
v iewing audience and 
who stoke the prime time

p ro g ra m m in g  f i r es  
through the Nielsen rat­
ings. Obviously.

Declarer was locked in his 
hand with no way to get to 
dummy. Although he even­
tually succeeded in getting 
the defenders to lead a 
spade, thereby scoring the 
queen on a finesae, he could 
come to only eight tricks— 
two spades, four tearts and 
one trick in each minor suit.

While declarer could have 
brought in the whole dia­
mond suit by playing the ace 
on the second round, there 
was no sound reason for do­
ing so as the play developed. 
Declarer's error occurred 
when he played a low dia­
mond from dummy at trick 
two!

Declarer had avaifable a

line that would have given 
him a considerable extra 
chance for the contract at no 
risk whatsoever. He should 
have overtaken the jack of 
diamonds with the table's 
queen. East's only chance is 
to hold up, and declarer, who 
started with seven tricks, is 
now up to eight.

Before repeating the dia­
mond finesse, declarer 
should test spades by leading 
a spade to the queen. When 
this finesse wins, the dia­
mond finesse becomes super­
fluous-declarer has nine 
sure tricks. He can then lead 
a diamond to the ace and, 
when the king drops, he will 
end up with ail the tricks!

WHITE PLAINS, N.Y. (A P ) — A 
pathologist remains unshaken in his 
opinion that Scarsdale Diet doctor 
Herman Tamower was shot while 
w ard ing o ff an attack, despite 
charges from Jean Harris’ defense 
attorney that prosecutors indbced 
him to He.

Assistant District Attorney George 
Boien strode out of the judge’s cham­
bers in a rage when defense attorney 
Joei Aurnou suggested that the pa­
thologist, Dr. Louis Roh, had been 
“ suborned”  td perjury, or induced to 
iie under oath, during Mrs. Harris’ 
murder trial.

“ I am a human being and can take

so much after five months of legal 
proceedings,”  Bolen said, after he 
apologized for slamming a door in the 
face of Judge Russell R. Leggett.

The prosecution alleges that Mrs. 
Harris, 57-year-old former headmis­
tress of The Madeira School for girls 
in McLean, Va., shot Tamower, her 
longtime lover, to death March 10 in a 
jealous rage over his affair with his 
38-year-old divorcee office assistant.

Roh, the pathologist who performed 
Taraower’s autopsy, testifled during 
the prosecution’s rebuttal he found 
tissue from Taraower’s hand was em­
bedded in his chest, a finding the 
prosecution used to suggest Tamower 
was shot with his hand outstretched in 
a gesture of defense.

In an attempt to impeach Roh, Aur­

nou suggested in the judge’s cham­
bers that the Westchester District 
Attorney’s office had induced him to 
He. Bolen walked out, prompting Leg­
gett to reconvene court, which had

been in a recess.
“ M r. B olen  w a lk ed  out and 

slammed the door on me. Apparently 
I can’t keep him in court unless I ’m in

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Burger s right, but wrong, soys solon SECTI

WASHINGTON — CSiief Justice Warren Burger is 
right about flghting violent crime in this country, but 
very wrong about why there is so much of It, says one 
of Capitol Hill’s leading experts on crime and crimi­
nals. '  .

While the chief Justice’s concerns are commend­
able. he has chosen the wrong weapons, contends 
Rep. Don Edwards, D-Callf., and by trying to 
take rights away from criminal defendants, he could 
endanger the rights of all of us.

“ The chief justice totally ignores the basic causes 
of violent crime in the United States,’ ’ declared Ed­
wards, a former FBI agent with 18 years on the 
crime subcommittee of the House Judiciary Com-
mittee. . , , ,

“ All you have to do is look at the criminal popula­
tion to understand where violent crime is coming 
from. The criminals come out of the ghettoes.’ ’ 

Addressing the American Bar Association last 
Sunday, Burger declared “ we must not be misled by 
cliches and slogans that if we but abolish poverty, 
crime will also disappear.’ ’ , , .

The chief Justice attacked the nation’s Justice 
system, schools and prisons for helping make 
Americans “ hostages”  to crime. He said we as a 
nation give too much protection to the accused, too 
little to their victims.

“ I agree that violent crime Is totally out of control 
— that there is an epidemic, and that something 
must be done about it,”  said Edwards.

“ I certainly agree we need a total reform of the 
penal system — there is no rehabilitation taking 
place at all. And I agree with the chief Justice that 
there should be speedy trials and certain justice. I 
have no quarrel with him there.”

But those things will have little effect on actually 
reducing crime, Edwards said, and they do not deal 
with its root causes.

“ Anybody who knows anything about crime would 
disagree with the chief Justice. When you’re talking 
about violent crime — not white collar crime — the 
causes are in the ghettoes: broken families, disease, 
racial discrimination and poverty.

“ The slum kid who starts out stealing a pen and 
winds up committing armed robberies isn’t thinking 
about deterrents — about getting caught or going to 
prison. He’s thinking about getting money.”  

Edwards noted that at this moment, three percent 
of the country’s entire population of non-white young 
males — those under 21 — are in prison. That 
is about 11 times the percentage of young white 
males in prison, he said, adding:

“ The last time I looked at the figures, there were 
468 prisoners awaiting execution —  and 290 of them 
were non-white. And something over half of all 
violent crime in this country is committed by young 
non-white kids who never had a chance.”

Edwards said Burger could not prove his claim 
that the deterrent effect of swift and certain Justice 
is a greater factor in crime than poverty, although 
that might be true of white collar crime.

Burger also challenged the process by which con­
victed criminals spend years filing habeas corpus 
petitions, suing prison wardens and parole boards 
and trying to get new trials by citing errors In their 
first trials or arrests. .  ̂ ‘ .

“ I strongly disagree,”  said Edwards, chairman of 
the civil and constitutional rights subcommittee and 
a leading civil rights advocate.“ Most appeals that 
alleged criminals seek are simply applications for 
due process — the fellow whose confession was 
beaten out of him or whose house was ransacked 
without a warrant.

“ We are all entitled to those procedures — they are 
our rights. I f you do away with due process In this 
country you are going to have a police state.”

Edwards did not object to Burger’s criticism of 
bail laws which forbid Judges from considering a 
defendant’s potential danger to society when setting 
bail. But he sees it as being of little consequence in 
dealing with the overall problem of violent crime.

“ Certainly, people out on bail commit too many 
crimes, and we’ve got to put a limit on that. But 
you’re talking about a very tiny group of people 
compared to all of those who are committing crimes 
in this country.”

Prisons and the problems they breed among the 
criminal population are a bigger problem, Edwards 
said, with some prisons so overcrowded Judges have 
said they constitute cruel and unusual punishment. 
Some communities have no prison space and no 
personnel to manage them, he noted.

“ It’s too bad,”  Edwards said sadly. “ We have 
more than 20,000 prisoners in California, at a cost of 
$15,000 to $20,000 a year each. And every new 
cell we build costs about $50,000 per bed. It would be 
cheaper to send all those prisoners to Stanford or 
Harvard.

‘ “There’s something very wrong with such a sys­
tem.”

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Trouble brews over offshore talk

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Interior Secretary James 
Watt, on the Job less than three weeks, has stirred up 
his first firestorm of controversy with talk of allow­
ing oil and gas exploration off some of California’s 
most scenic beaches.

Watt said he was considering reversing a decision 
made by the Carter administration because of Presi­
dent Reagan’s strong commitment to boost oil and 
gas exploration in this country.

The four areas in controversy lie off Northern 
California’s famed coastline. Former Interior Secre­
tary Cecil Andrus, responding to objections from 
Gov. Edmund G. Brown Jr. and other environmen­
talists, removed the tracts from the proposed lease 
sale last October.

But Watt asked Brown for comment Wednesday on 
a proposal to offer the areas for leasing to oil 
companies in late May.

“ I have made no final decision as to whether all, or 
any, of these basins will actually be offered at the bid 
opening in late May, but the president has instructed 
me to take the necessary steps to increase the 
domestic production of oil and gas, and I firmly 
intend to take those steps,”  Watt said in his letter to 
Brown.

Environmental groups and members of the Cali­
fornia congressional delegation were quick to attack 
the proposed change. ^

In a telegram, 11 congressmen said leasing the

tracts would be “ a tragic mistake ... which the 
people of the central and northern California coast 
will not tolerate.”

The congressmen said Watt’s proposed action 
would overturn a decision reached by Andrus after 
years of study that the economic and environ­
mental dangers of drilling far outweighed the poten­
tial benefits. ' „ ,  „  ,

In separate statements, Sens. S.I. Hayakawaj 
R-Calif., and Alan Cranston, D-Calif., expressed 
their own reservations. Cranston said the tracU 
should not be offered “ not only to protect the sensi­
tive and fragile environment of California s beautiful 
and largely unspoiled coastline, but also to protect 
the right of state and local governments to manage 
their coastal resources.”

The proposed California sale approved by Andrus 
in October included 115 tracts in the Santa Maria 
basin off San Luis Obispo. Watt’s proposal would add 
127 tracts in the deleted basins — Eel River, Point 
Arena, Bodega and Santa Cruz — for a total 
of 1.3 million acres. „  j  ,

The disputed tracts are near Eureka, Mendocino, 
Point Reyes and Big Sur, Calif.

Watt said he had under review not only the Califor­
nia case but also the entire five-year leasing pro­
gram Andrus issued in June 1980 to see whether 
revisions in that schedule are necessary and desir-
able.”  , . ..

During the campaign, Reagan criticized the 
Carter administration for unnecessary delays in 
offering federal land for oil and gas exploration.

IFTC tempers crude market remedy

f  WASHINGTON (AP) — While hold- 
^ in g  to Its claim that eight giant oil 
^companies illegally control crude oil 

markets, the Federal Trade Commis­
sion staff is tempering its proposed 

- remedy.

FTC attorneys now say they plan to 
ask only for a partial order requiring 
the firms to divest refining assets or, 
as an alternative, to seek only orders 
limiting the businesses’ conduct.

The case, filed in 1973, has been 
viewed as an effort to break up the 
eight companies, each of which is 
involved in petroleum production, 
transporting, refining and market­
ing.

In a new filing in the case, FTC 
attorneys still maintain the eight 
companies “ tacitly agreed not to 
compete on (crude oil) prices,”  thus 
hurting smaller, independent refiners 
who do not have their own supplies of 
crude oil.

But the FTC is no longer seeking a

m a j o r  b r e a k - u p  o f  t h e  c o m p a n i e s .
The case probably will go to trial 

next year before administrative law 
judge James P. Timony. Appeals to 
the five-member commission and to 
federal courts are likely afterward. 
So far, it has largely been a legal 
battle over FTC access to corporate 
information.

WASHINGTON — The Reagan administration has 
sidelined two major federal labor regulations op­
posed by business, according to information filed 
Tuesday for publication in the Federal Register.

One rule, scheduled to Uke effect Friday, would 
have increased the base weekly salaries of profes­
sional, executive and administrative employees who 
are not allowed overtime pay under the Fair Labor 
SUndards Act. ImplemenUtion of that regulation, 
drafted by the Labor Department’s Employment 
SUndards Administration, has been “ sUyed inde­
finitely,”  according to the information to be pub­
lished ’Thursday in the Federal Register.

In addition, the administration has canceled a 
proposed regulation that would have required specif­
ic identification and labeling of hazardous sub­
stances in the workplace. ’The proposal was backed 
by the AFL-CIO and other labor organizations.

The hazardous-substances regulation was drawn 
up by the Occupational Safety and Health Adminis­
tration under then-President Carter. In a statement 
published Nov. 24 in the Federal Register, Carter 
administration officials said the regulation "is ex­
tremely important becaue it will allow employees to 
identify the chemical substances and know the 
workplace hazards to which they are exposed, there­
by enabling them to Uke actions to better protect 
themselves from these hazards.”

However, various businss lobbies objected to the 
proposal on the grounds that it was too narrowly 
drawn and ignored alternatives that they considered 
to be fairer and more workable.

In its Federal Register filing, the Reagan adminis­
tration seems to agree with business, “ l l ie  proposed 
rule is withdrawn (to) permit the department to 
consider regulatory alternatives that had not been 
fully considered; and then, if appropriate, to repro­
pose the regulation.”  the administration said.

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People support 
Reagan proposals

NEW YORK (A P ) — I f  President Reagan man­
ages to cut the site of government, as p n m l^ ,  «  
won’t happen without cries from critics that m  is 
insensitive to the needs of people. It is inevitable.

Amid the howling, therefore, how long are the 
people”  likely to stand behind their President?

Two years, at least, says Richard Lesher, 
dent of the Chamber of Commerce and an ouUpoken 
exponent of the ’ ’ let’s rebuild America”  theme, a 
theme he chose, in fact, as the title of his recent
book d ̂

Two years is Lesher’s minimum estimate, b as^  
on the unUkely chance the president will make 
almost no progress toward his goals of cutting taxes, 
spending and regulaUons. But if Reagan s u c c ^  as 
Lesher expects him to, then the support, Lesher 
says, ’ ’will be indefinite.”

Unlike those analysts who claim the recent e l a ­
tion shouldn’t be interpreted as a mandate for 
Reagan’s fiscal conservatism, Lesher Insists it is 
iust that. And, he says, when the tax and other cuts 
are in place the president probably may generate 
even greater support. .

It is Inconceivable that Reagan won’t show early 
progress, he says, and he claims that some of mat - 
progress even now is beginning to show in the dwline 
of Interest rates, a direction he expects to continue.

“ And there absolutely will be a tax cut, he 
said.“ A deep personal cut and a cut in business 
taxes,”  as well as reductions in the marriage P*»*** 
ty, capital gains and taxes on Interest, dividends and
royalties.  ̂ ,

Soon, Lesher believes, there will be evidenre of 
huge spending cuts. He predicts that ’ ’both the 
energy and education departments will be dlsnaan- 
tled,”  and that many regulations will be Umed or
eliminated. * »1. .

“ Our candidate is OSHA,”  he said, referring to the 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration, co ^  
sidered by some businessmen to be an agency of 
harassment rather than one dedicated to remedying
abuses. _  u -

Lesher is convinced voters will support such a 
program as it evolves, and he believes they will 
remain with the president as he reviews and strips 
government from energy Issues, develops foreign 
trade and builds the country’s military strength.

Some critics of Reagan’s mlllUry program con­
tend it is at odds with the thrust of other goals, which 
lir|C6ly involve cuts in spending and the reducuiw of 
government’s role in the economy. Military spending 
is, after ail, government spending. “ Big govern­
ment”  spending. ^ . .u

It doesn’t disturb Lesher. It is. he says, what the 
people want. And, yes, he added. It is consistent with 
the (Clamber’s vision of returning to basic American 
principles. Defense, he said, is such a principle.

But what of the cost? How will overall spending 
and Uxes be cut while military spending increases? 
How will tt be financed?

First, through cuts in projected spending in o ^ r  
areas, said Lesher. And then through “ normal defi­
cit spending." , j  j  «  u

In Lesher’s view, the otherwise despised deficit 
spending technique is inevitable through fiscal 1984, 
with budget balance not being achieved until fiscal 
1985, which begins October 1, 1984.

By then, however, all those spending and tax cute 
and the freedom from regulatory harassment will 
have unleashed the power latent in the American 
economy. The economy will, so to speak, be paying
its way. ^

That’s the theory, anyway, and It s why the Cham­
ber Is behind it, deficit spending and all. And It’s the 
reason why. says Lesher. that the Chamber feels the 
American people are behind President Reagan.

Weinberger wants 
neutron warhead

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Defense Secretary Caspar 
Weinberger says he still supports use of the neutron 
warhead in Europe, but he emphasizes that he is not 
speaking for the Reagan administration.

The neutron warhead “ could do quite a lot”  to 
offset the Soviet advanUge in tanks along the NATO 
front, Weinberger said in an interview published 
Wednesday in The Washington Post.

He repeated that he felt President Carter made a 
mistake when, in 1977, he decided against production 
and deployment of the weapon.

After Weinberger announced his support for the 
neutron warhead at a news conference last week, the 
State Department felt compelled to reassure the 
country’s European allies that American policy on 

-I the weapon had not changed.
-! Secretary of State Alexander M. Haig told the 

allies that they would be fully consulted before any 
change was made in U.S. policy on the warhead.

The neutron warhead has become controversial 
because of its ability to kill human beings while 
leaving surrounding buildings intact. It is designed 
as an anti-tank weapon that can be fired on artillery 
or Lance battlefield missiles.

Weinberger told the Post that “ the enhanced ra­
diation warhead could do quite a lot to restore some 
kind of balance”  between the NATO and Warsaw 
Pact forces.
