WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan and his top fxo- 
nomic strategists began today the tough job of selling a 
multi-billlon-dollar mix of Ux and spending cuts to ^ n g ress , 
vthere enthusiastic Republicans already were hearing from 
nrominent Democratic critics.

Reagan told news media executives in the White House East 
Room that ‘‘the people are ready” for his economic program, 
and he discounted widespread criticism from labor leaders. 
‘‘Sometimes they’re out of step with their rank and nle, he 
said. “They were in the last election.”

Treasury SecreUry Donald Regan praised the president s 
proposaU at the White House breakfast as “one of the most 
stimulating things to happen to the American economy. He 
and budget director David A. Stockman then carried the 
message to Capitol Hill.

Stockman, appearing before the Senate ®“^8et C om m it^, 
urged Congress to approve Reagan’s tax and budget cutting 
proposals “rapidly and as a package.”

The two Cabinet offlclab testified barely 12 hours after the 
president recommended spending cuts of $41 billion for 1 ^  and 
tax cuts that would be worth $1,456 over four years ending in 
1964 for a mldille-lncome family of four.

Reagan, in office only 29 days, pronounced the government 
“somewhat out of control.” He said his ‘‘program for econorn c 
recovery” would balance the budget, halve Inflation and create
3 million new jobs by 1964. n* >- h«

said Wednesday in a nationally televised speech to a Joint 
session of Congress.

One Texan decries 
‘war on the poor’

WASHINGTON (AP) — Many 
Texas congressmen are calling Presi­
dent Reagan’s plan to slash federal 
spending workable and desirable, but 
there is at least one exception.

"I must reiterate that I’m really 
sorry that the president has declared 
war on the poor, particularly the 
working poor,” Rep. Mickey Leland, 
a Houston Democrat, said Wednesday 
after Reagan addressed Congress.

Leland, the only black member of 
the sUte’s congressional delegation, 
said such cute as the ones Reagan 
proposed for food sUmp and school 
lunch programs would have a devas- 
Uting effect.

“I’m optimistic that we re going to 
get a significant coalition going to 
block some of the president’s propos­
als,” Leland said. “But I think we re 
going to lose in some significant
areas.” , .

Other Texas congressmen jumped 
in with praise for the president’s pro­
gram.

Rep. Phil Gramm, a College Station 
Democrat, said he was enthusiastic.

“I’ve been waiting for 10 years for a 
president to level with the American 
people about how severe our problem 
is ” he said. “I think tee president has 
done that and I’m going to support

*'*Rep Charles Stenholm of Stam­
ford, who has emerged as the spokes­
man for a group of almost 40 conser 
vatlve Democrats, said the mood on 
Capitol Hill generally is one of sup­
port for the president.

“The quicker we get on with tee 
program, the better off we’ll be,” he
said. , . ,

Stenholm said his main problem 
would be going along with a tax cut if 
it means a budget deficit will contin-

” “̂Obviously, I strongly agree with 
the general direction that tee presi­
dent’s program has taken even 
though l ‘ve got some unanswered 
questions,” he said, “ On balance, 
there’s not a great deal of it that rm  
going to have problems with.”

Texas Republicans greeted the 
president’s program with extrava- 
gent praise.

“I’m very excited, tremendously 
excited. In fact, I think you can say 
I’m bordering on ecstasy,” Rep. Jack 
Fields a freshman Republican from 
Humbie. said. “I feel we’re truly at 
the proverbial fork in the road.

“1 feel like the spirit of 'Thomas

Jefferson is smiling down on us to­
night,” Rep. Bill Archer, a Houston 
Republican, said at a hometown news 
conference.

He called Reagan’s program com­
prehensive and courageous.

“It is a well thought out plan calling 
for a return to greater state and local 
government control — a plan which 
challenges the private sector to bring 
this nation out of its economic dilem­
ma,” Archer, a member of tee tax­
writing House Ways and Means Com­
mittee, said.

Rep. Jim Collins, a Dallas Republi­
can, said he was prepared to go much 
farther with tax and spending cute 
than the president proposed.

“I’d go way beyond it,” he said. 
“But as a practical political matter, 
most people are not as conservative 
as they are in Dallas, Texas.”

Collins said he thought Reagan sug­
gested about as much in the way of 
cuts as the American people are pre­
pared to swallow.

Sen. Lloyd Benteen, D-Texas, said 
he had “serious concern” about Rea­
gan’s call for a 10 percent tax cut in 
each of the next three years.

“I can well understand the political 
popularity of massive personal in­
come tax cuts, but locking this coun­
try into a 30 percent tax cut over a 
three-year period will obviously stim­
ulate consumption dramatically. 
That will spur inflation and that, in 
turn, leads to bigger deficits and even 
higher interest rates,” Benteen said. 
“He has a better chance to get a 
one-year, 10 percent cut than what ’ne 
is proposing.”

In a statem ent that followed a 
White House briefing, the senator 
said he agreed with the need to cut 
federal spending.

“I’ve supported that and I'm going 
to try to be helpful to the president,” 
Benteen said.

Rep. J.J. Pickle, an Austin Demo­
crat who is also on the ways and 
means committed, echoed Bentsen’s 
doubts about the extent of the tax 
cuts.

He said Congress might be “a little 
more careful” than the program Rea­
gan proposed.

“1 think the president gets an Oscar 
for his appeal, for his sincerity and 
for his personal commitment for tax 
cuts and for a cut in spending,” Pickle 
said. “I would think the Congress 
probably would have a little bit 1*®* 
on both spending cuts and tax cute.

California man held in death of Midland girl

A Vacaville, Calif., man is being 
held in the county jail this morning 
under $100,000 bond for the murder of 
17-year-old Midland High School stu­
dent Karen Wynell Rickey.

Her mutilated body was discovered 
shortly before 8 a.m. Wednesday, just 
inside a barbed wire fence on the west 
side of County Road 1110 South, a 
half-mile south of the Garden City 
Highway.

Charged with her death is Stephen 
Wayne Morse, 19, who was employed 
by a Pasadena, Calif., geophysical 
survey firm doing work in Midland 
Cniir«*”

He was arrested at Midland Park 
Mall about 12:15 p.m. Wednesday, 
following an intensive investigation 
by the sheriffs de trim en t, assisted 
by city police and Texas Rangers.

As of this morning, sheriffs investi­
gators were awaiting an autopsy re­
port to determine the exact cause of 
death and a motive has yet to be 
established, said Lt. Pat Fuller, who 
is supervising the on-going investiga­
tion.

The Rickey girl, a junior at Midland 
High and the daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. William Rickey of 817 W. Golf 
Course Road, apparently was run 
over by a car and beaten with a large 
rock. A blood-soaked rock was

found at the scene, which is about 
seven miles east of Midland.

The barbed wire fence was down. 
Indicating a vehicle had driven across 
it into the barren field where her body 
was found.

'The vehicle then apparently was 
driven back across the fence in leav­
ing the area.

Evidence at the scene led investiga­
tors to the Desert Inn Motel on the 
Bankhead Highway.

Upon arrival, officers said several 
residents of the motel were ques­
tioned and the trail wound up at Mid­
land Park Mall, where Morse was 
placed under arrest on a murder war­
rant signed by Justice of the Peace 
r'harllp Snrayberry, who later set

the $100,000 bond.
A 19708 model Dodge Coronet was 

found near a lounge on the Garden 
City Highway and is being held as 
evidence in the case.

Other officers Involved in the inves­
tigation Included Capt. R.A. Stratton, 
Deputy David Cobos, Sgt. C.W. Cupp, 
Investigator Benny Matlock, Chief 
Deputy George Thompson, Sgt.

Hospital again posts 
month of record revenue

Midland Memorial HospiUl trust­
ees learned Wednesday the hospital 
once again had a record revenue 
month during January when patient 
revenues amounted to more than $1.5

The Increased revenues, which do 
not reflect the recent room rate in­
creases, topped the latest record set 
in October at $1.425 million.

'Trustee Doug Scharbauer, who ad­
vised the board of the matter, cau­
tioned, “The room rate *»crease t ^  
effect Feh. 1 and does not affect the 
fact that we had a record revenue
month in January.”

After depreciation, the hospital is 

reporting a deficit for the month of 
$1016 'The financial officers were 
expecting a deficit for January of 
$35,600, as outlined in the budget, 
leaving the hospital with a favorable 
variance of $34,583 for the month, 
Scharbauer said.

For the year to date, the hospital 
records show a deficit of more than 
$197,000. 'The budget predicted by Ih® 
end of January a year-to-date deficit 
of more than $452,000. So. the hospital 
is some $255,000 in the black of budget 
expectations.

Patients per day at the hospltel 
averaged 136.6 for January, while 
132.5 were expected for the month’s 
average. The hospital is currently

Some 35 Mldlanders gathered Wed­
nesday night at Midland College for 
their thlrdday of “sobriety” as they 
underwent their fourth class on how 
to “kick the habit.”

'The free course, which began Sun­
day, is an International, non-denomln- 
ational one made famous by the 
church. The Five-Day Plan offers 
films, physicians and ministers to 
teach smokers about the ill effects of 
the habit and to encourage them to 
quit.

Rex Frost, pastor of the Seventh- 
Day Adventist Church in Midland, 
said one of the reasons the program Is

so successful Is “we come at it from 
all different angles.”

He said the church members be­
lieve smoking is a social, physical, 
psychological and spiritual habit. 
“Man is a whole person,” Frost said, 
“and we need to attack the smoking 
habit from all of those different 
angles. We have to educate the people 
and motivate them to stop.”

The motivation for the Individual 
comes from different influences; 
their health, their family, their self­
esteem — even their walkt. But the 
initial encouragement is what an 
smokers need to quit.

“The principals that we follow are 
really out of the BiMe,” Frost said, 
adding, however, that the church 
members do not stress religion in the

intensive course.
“They (the smokers) didn’t come 

here to get religion," he explained. 
“They came here to quit smoking. 
Now if there’s a spiritual feeling 
aroused, that’s fine.

Some 12 to 15 smokers attending the 
sessions have already given up smok­
ing completely since Sunday, he said. 
Others are slowly weaning away from 
the pack or two they had puffed on 
daily.

The five days of evening sessions 
include films on lungs, heari and 
other organs and bodily functions af­
fected by smokers, in addition to lec­
tures from local doctors on the sub­
ject. Pastoral services include group 
discussions on reactions and encour­
agement to continue, including ideas 
on what to do when “you get the

may experience — and what to do 
about them — and things the smoker 
can eat to curb his desire for ciga-
rettes.

Dr. Larry Rusk, local dentist and 
member of the team teaching the 
course, said part of the problem 
smokers have in quitting is giving up 
things they do when they smoke — 
like drinking. Rusk said smokers 
have to “get along without coffee, tea 
or alcoholic beverages, as well as 
tobacco. These beverages weaken the 
willpower and encourage a craving 
for tobacco,” he continued.

“We have placed them on a diet of 
fruit, fruit juices and water — without 
other foods — for the first day,’’ Rusk 
explained. ’’This diet is designed to 
hasten the elimination of poisons (nic-^ 
otine) in the body which have accu­
mulated through the use of tobac-
co.

booklet with a different section for 
each of the five'nights including pos­
sible withdraw! effects the smoker

The plan was developed by the 
church In New England with one of 
the first courses in Garemont, N.H., 
with pastor Elman J. Folkenberg and 
Adventist physician Dr. J. Wayne 
McFarland. Of 40 persons attending

the course, 30 quit smoking.
Since that time, preliminary sur­

veys have revealed that by the third 
day of group therapy, approximately 
SO percent of the participants lose 
their craving for tobacco and some 70 
percent either lose it or have con­
trolled it by the fifth day.

Part of the willpower to quit comes 
from a self-help sentiment. As Frost 
told the group W ednesday, the 
smokers have to think: “I choose not 
to smoke today”  And, gradually, the 
smoker can increase that to longer 
periods of time into a week, a month 
or a year.

Cardiologist Dr. Brian Mohr ad­
dressed the group Wednesday night 
on complications smoking causes on 
the heart.

A former smoker himself. Dr. Mohr 
began by saying “the first manifesta­
tions of heart disease in two-thirds of 
the population is death.”

He went on to say that death from 
any cause is nearly twice as fast for 
the smoker. Death from heart disease 
in the smoker is three times the nor­
mal risk, while chances of death for

Area men join opposition for
Odessa cancer equipment

Two Midlanders have joined the 
fight with Midland Memorial Hospital 
to oppose Odessa Medical Center 
Hospital’s application for a cancer 
treatment machine.

Filing their opposition with the Per­
mian Basin Health Systems Agency 
(PBHSA), Reagan Legg and Charles 
Aldridge say the application for the 
6MEV in Odessa will financially hurt 
the Allison Permian Basin Cancer 
Therapy Center, causing an in­
creased tax burden for them.

Medical Center Hospital has ap­
plied for a certificate of need to re­
place its cobalt radiation unit with a 
6MEV linear accelerator — the major 
piece of equipment to be installed in 
the Allison Center in March and ex­
pected to have the heaviest use.

MMH is opposing approval for 
Odessa’s 6MEV as hospital officials 
feel the installation of an additional 
cancer machine of this sophistication 
within the 17-county HSA II area will 
be detrimental to the financial stabili­
ty of the Allison Center.

Legg and Aldridge became “unat­
tached” third parties to the suit that 
will come before the Texas Health 
Facilities review committee next 
week in Austin. That committee will 
hear testimony from both sides of 
the case beginning Wednesday and 
lasting through Thursday.

Legg and Aldridge are expected to 
appear at the hearing, along with 
officials from both hospitab, attor­
neys and members of the Midland 
Chamber of Commerce.

In other board news, Branson re­
ported that AssisUht Administrator 
of Finance Robert B. Abemethy had 
filed his resignation as of March 20 to 
take a position with Hospital Affili­
ates International.

Stranded man burns cabins; 
Forest Service wants dam ages

KELLOGG, Idaho (AP) — After four days strand­
ed in a mountain snowstorm, John R. Miles, a 
56-year-old diabetic, figured he didn’t have long to 
live. So he set fire to two cabins in an attempt to 
attract rescuers.

Miles contends he had a “moral right’ to torch the 
government-owned buildings. But (he U.S. Forest 
Service wanted its cabins included in the National 
Historic Register and is seeking $80,000 in restitu­
tion.

“The federal government spends millions every 
year to save people, and all I did was spend a couple 
of thousand dollars to try and save myself,” Miles 
said in an interview earlier thb week from his bed In 
West Shoshone General Hospital here. He has since 
been released.

“ I had a moral right and a moral obligation to do 
what 1 did. If they sue me. I’ll fight,” said Miles, a 
resident of Sheridan, Wyo.

“We’re all dumbfounded and shocked by what 
happened to those beautiful cabins up there,” said 
Vic Lees, Shoshone County undersheriff.

Miles’ saga began Feb. 7 with a trip to Seattle to 
see a-termlnally ill nephew. Miles passed through 
Wallace, near the Montana border, but said he 
became confused by a detour sign on Interstate 90 
and failed to notice he was on the wrong road.

He then found himself driving up remote Spyglass 
MounUin Road, with snow failing heavily and dark­
ness descending.

When his car could go no farther. Miles hiked down 
the mounUin to a vacant camp, the Magee Ranger 
Station in the Coeur d’Alene National Forest, found 
an open building and spent the night sandwiched 
between two bedrolls.

Miles said he ate only snow, two black potatoes, 
two carrots, a half-cup of margarine and some 
maple syrup while stranded.

AUSTIN — Sen. Pete Snelson of Midland feels he’s 
come up with a bill that is bound to appeal to his col­
leagues: a proposal to help handicapped children 
that will save the sUte money in the long run.

Snelson held a press conference Wendesday to 
announce IntroducUon of SB 630, a measure desimed 
to provide services to handicapped children from 
birth to three years of age.

Cost of the program would be $10 million for the 
biennium, but Snelson says the program would be far 
less expensive than institutionalizing the children at 
a later age — and would assist them in overcomlhg 
their handicaps.

Snelson says the legislatkw would make use m 
existing programs, expanding them, and establish­
ing new programs in areas where services aren t 
now being provided, through a grant system.

The legislation grew out of the effoits of the

Interim Study Committee on Early Childhood Inter­
vention, which Snelson chaired.

The program would attempt to provide develop­
mental services during the most critical period, 
Snelson said.

“We are at the dawning of another era in services 
for the handicapped child,” Snelson said.

“This legislation seeks to establish a solid founda­
tion for evolution of a sUtewlde early childhood 
Intervention system,” he added.

He esUmated that it would cost $3,000 per child 
under the legislation, compared to $17,000 to $24,000 
per child for InsUtutlonal care — so that the measure 
would be “cost effective.”

He also noted that the measure was approved by 
the Senate in 1979, but failed to receive consideration 
In the House during the last-minute logjam of leglsla 
tioh.

Rep. Bill Blanton, Carrollton, will sponsor the 
measure again in the House.

There have been fears voiced 

since Ronaid Reagan took office 
Jan. 20 that the emphasis form er­
ly placed on hum an rights worid- 
wide by President Jim m y Carter 
will be undermined and that, in 
effect, the cru sad e  for hum an 
rights wiil take a back seat to 
other concerns.

To backtrack from our posture 
on basic hum an rights would be a 
m istake. To continually push for 
reco g n itio n  of h u m an  r ig h ts  
worldwide in a realistic m anner is 
the proper course for the Reagan 
adm inistration and the one we 
believe the president is espous­
ing.

President Reagan has indicated 
this nation would not become in­
volved in the intem ai poiicies of 
other nations. That does not mean 
his adm inistration would hesitate 
to speak out against obvious and 
b la ta n t  v io la tio n s  of hum an 
rights.

There definitely is a need for the 
United States to continue to stress 
recognition of basic hum an rights 
throughout the world. A recent 
evaluation of global hum an rights 
by Freedom House, a non-parti­
san , p riv a te  U.S. o rganization , 
noted that in 1980 only about a 
third of the U.N. m em ber nations 
could be labeled free societies. 
Furtherm ore, the evaluation indi­
cated that m ore than 1.9 billion

people living in 62 nations are 
"not free.” And people in 76 other 
nations were in some way res­
tricted In their practice of politi­
cal and civil liberties and, thus, 
only "partly  free.”

It’s a well-known fact through­
out the w orld th a t A m ericans 
enjoy a g rea ter degree of freedom 
than any other people. Other na­
tions look up to us for the life we 
are allowed to enjoy.

It becom es im p era tiv e , then, 
that the United States champion 
f re e d o m  gnd h u m a n  r ig h ts  
throughout the world.

For example, we may not get 
involved physically in Poland’s 
struggles for g rea ter liberty. But 
we can lend m oral support; we 
can stress that the Polish people 
continue their struggles because 
freedom is worth the price.

That doesn’t m ean we have to 
becom e righteously  indignant 
every time there is an incident in 
another country  th a t does not 
please us. Other nations are  de­
veloping more slowly, generally, 
than the United States developed. 
And the early days of this nation 
were no bed of roses. So, it can be 
dangerous, sometimes, to m ea­
su re  o th e rs  by o u r own y a rd ­
stick.

But this nation should never di­
minish its support for freedom 
and human rights. If we don’t 
carry  that standard, no one will.

The ‘o ff-b u d ge t’ b u d ge t
Among the huge gobs of fat in 

the budget that form er President 
C arter fashioned for the current 
year are  those calling for $23.2 
billion in "o ff-budge t”  federal 
spending.

“Building a bus for New York City 
is not the same as developing a moon 
vehicle. There were so many un­
known factors that Grumman had to 
deal with. New York streets have a 
far harsher atmosphere than the 
moon. For one thing. New York’s 
craters are much larger than any­
thing up there. For another, the 
environment in Manhattan is so un­
predictable that no one can be sure 
what pressures a bus will encounter 
when it tries to crawl across town.” 

“But surely the Grumman people 
must have tested its Flxible bus be­
fore it delivered it.”

“Of course they did, but all they had 
to go on were aerial maps of Manhat­
tan taken from five miles up.

“They had no idea what they would 
face once the Flxible model was ac­
tually put on a street. Everything 
worked perfectly in the lab, and 
Grumman scientists were certain

Amin toyed with plan to help free hostages

com m erce and housing c red it, 
$5.9 billion, community and re ­
gional development, $1.4 billion, 
education, $1.1 billion, income se­
curity, $1.5 billion, general gov­
ernm ent, $100 million and general 
purpose assistance, $100 million.

It is typical of the deplorable 
budgetary policies that prevailed 
prior to the Reagan adm inistra­
tion that despite repeated calls for 
an end to scandalous “ off-budget” 
spending, it was increased rather 
than eliminated.

Obviously the Reagan adm inis­
tration won’t be able to stop this 
scheduled back-door spending at 
once. But it should propose a plan 
for phasing it out as quickly as 
possible. It represents an era of 
fiscal irresponsibility unrivaled in 
the nation’s history.

WASHINGTON — One of the most 
bizarre footnotes to the Iranian hos­
tage crisis was the intercession of 
exiled Ugandan dictator Idi Amin on 
behalf of the imprisoned Americans.

The brutal Amin is an unlikely 
peacemaker. Yet in an unsolicited 
statement from exile, he volunteered 
to intervene as a mediator to free the 
hostages from Ayatollah Khomeini’s 
clutches. The offer came to nothing 
and was quickly forgotten.

But I can now report the even more 
bizarre origins of Amin’s cameo ap­
pearance in the hostage drama. Amin 
was led on by an American con man 
and gunrunner named Frank Terpil, 
who had supplied Amin with military 
equipment and was conspiring with 
him to arrange a triumphant return to 
Uganda.

This was the deal: If Amin would 
appeal to Khomeini for release of the 
American hostages, Terpil would see 
that Amin’s 24 children were allowed 
to come to the United States. This 
would also make more palatable 
Amin’s efforts to overthrow the gov­
ernment that had driven him from 
Uganda.

Terpil had no authority to make 
deals for the U.S. government. Far 
from it; he was under federal indict­
ment for illegal munitions traffic with 
Libya. In any event. Amin’s appeal to 
Khomeini was a flop—and Terpil fled 
the United States to avoid prosecu­
tion.

The weird attempt by the indicted 
gunrunner and the exiled dictator to 
cash in on the hostage situation was 
known to U.S. officials. The telephone 
Terpil used to call Amin in Saudi _ 
Arabia late last summer was tapped. ' 
My associates Indy Badhwar and 
Dale Van Atta have obtained a tape of 
the recorded conversation.

The expansive Terpil was free with

advice and promises; he even offered 
to help Amin return to Uganda. And 
Amin sounded confident that his 
comeback would be as easy and tri­
umphant as Napoleon’s return from 
Elba.

“We have got leaders ready wait­
ing, less than 400 miles away,” Amin 
boasted. “We are not worried about 
what type of army they have inside 
there.”

Amin instructed Terpil to tell his 
presumed congressional and United 
Nations conUcU that Amin’s primary 
goal in returning to Uganda was “try­
ing to stop the communists.” Terpil 
promised to “leak the information to 
the right people here.”

“And what I want from your people 
there is ... a loan if you could put it 
down,” Amin went on. He would need 
money, he explained, to get Uganda 
back on its feet.

“ Is the football team  ready , 
though?” asked Terpil.

Amin: “'The football team are In
side.”

Terpil: “They have all the equip­
ment?”

Amin: “They have complete equip­
ment with them. They don’t need any 
supplies.”

Terpil: “That’s good. Everybody is

Just about ready.”
The two men closed their conversa­

tion with some banter about one of the 
dictator’s favorite movies: “ The 
Dirty Dozen.”

Amin: “They can rescue somebody, 
these boys. One dozen.”

Terpil: “Maybe we can make a 
dozen ourselves. We need some key 
people. We need some commandos. 
We’ll train our own commandos.” 
They both laughed.

As it happened, Amin’s comeback 
attempt was a fiasco. A month after 
the taped conversation, about 1,000 of 
the cocky ex-dictator’s troops invad­
ed northern Uganda. They were rout­
ed after capturing four or five vil­
lages.

FREEDOM TO DECEIVE?: Last 
December, Elliott Jones suffered the 
horror of having her husband. Dr. 
Michael Halberstam, shot and faUlly 
wounded a few feet from her by a 
burglar in their Washington home. 
Now her grief and shock have been 
compounded by a reporter she took 
into her confidence a few days after 
the cold-blooded killing.

Jones feels the reporter, Hillary 
Johnson of Life magazine, deceived 
her by not mentioning that Life was 
planning a story on her husband’s 
suspected killer, Bernard Welch. If 
she had realized this, Jones said, she 
would have thrown the reporter out. 
Instead, she welcomed Johnson into 
her home for three days, answered 
her questions and gave her letters and 
pictures for what she thought was to 
be a sympathetic article on Halber­
stam.

In the end, Life’s story was all 
about Welch, including eight pictures 
for which the magazine paid the su­
spected killer $8,000. Elliott Johnson 
isn’t even quoted in the story.

A  CHANGING WORLD

Reagan speaking softly while big stick’s being developed

A Life spokesman claim ed the 
Welch story was a response to the 
widow’s own expressed wish. Jones 
told a newspaper reporter she would 
like to know more alMut the man who 
allegedly killed her husband, the Life 
spokesman said.

Retired television news analyst 
Eric Sevareid said it best of all; 
“Kidnapping and terrorism are the 
special strengths of the shameless.”

President Reagan said it right 
twice when he said; “Any future tak­
ing of American hostages will be met 
by swift and effective retribution.” 
Also; ‘”rhe Soviet Union reserves the 
light to commit any crime, to lie, to 
cheat” in a persistent campaign to 
promote global revolution and a 
worldwide Communist state.

Secretary of State Alexander Haig 
said it right when he said: “Let me 
state categorically today — there will 
be no military equipment provided to 
the government of Iran, either under 
earlier obligations and contracturai 
arrangements, or as yet unstated re­
quests.”

These statements were made dur­
ing the excitement, joy and euphoria 
attending the release of the hostages 
and they were the proper statements 
for that gratifying period of American 
history.

We were a nation reunited, perhaps 
for the first time since World War II, 
and we were flexing the muscle that is 
a necessary part of any major free 
nation’s right — a right long neglect­
ed by former President Carter in 
favor of nonsense he called “human 
rIghU.”

Now, however, we must face cer­
tain realities and it is correct that Mr. 
Reagan, Haig and others In the ad­
ministration are not following those 
valid statements of principle and in­
tent with more rhetoric, bombast, 
threats and saber-rattling. Having 
said their collective piece, they now 
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are making the strategic and tactical 
military plans — and quietly — to 
make sure their promises of action 
will have genuine validity. They are 
following President Theodore Roose­
velt’s advice to “speak softly and 
carry a big stick.”

This is not being made easy for the 
president by extreme right-wingers 
plus retired admirals and generals 
who are ready to risk a world war that 
they will have no responsibility for — 
all in the name of headstrong and 
reckless plunges into actions thatsthe 
president has called “not worthy of 
this great nation.”

The very fact that there have been 
1,400 terrorist incidents sim ilar to 
the dastardly acts of the Iranian mili­
tants since 1968 shows clearly that 
such conduct is completely irratio­
nal.

This means that the wild threats 
and demands Gf Am erican a rch ­
hawks will not discourage such ac­
tions but rather incite them, com-

Sred to the one-time statements of 
r. Reagan and Haig, plus their 
careful, quiet and mostly secret prep­
arations for what will be, inevitably, 

another “Iran” type assault o n /  free

nation’s — perhaps an .American — 
embassy.

The Rand Corp., which has com 
piled a history of the 1,400 terroristic 
incidents, also notes that 43 embas­
sies have been seized in 10 years, with 
Egypt (5) and the United States (4) 
being the favorite targets. And, these 
seizures, plus five attempts that 
failed, have increased dramatically 
in the last two years. '

Active duty American military 
leaders are saying little or nothing 
about plans for armed Intervention or 
rescue, and they might caution their 
retired colleagues to behave similar­
ly. The retired military men, who 
performed with credit in several wars 
— but in eras of vastly different cir­
cumstances — might heed the words 
of Edwin Meese III, the president’s 
No. 1 aide. Meese said plans are being 
speeded, but then cautioned report­
ers, “This president Is not going to tell 
any future adversaries precisely 
what they can expect from us.”

'There Is another reason for elimin­
ating the bombast from what can at 
any moment, become another serious 
confrontation.

America’s allies, particularly those 
on the European front facing massive 
Soviet military strength, are nervous 
about continual wild charges and 
threats that might incite Moscow 
to armed adventure.

West German Chancellor Helmut 
Schmidt, for instance, still talks in 
b itte r term s about ex-P resident 
Carter’s refusal to consult North At­
lantic Treaty Organization partners 
on U.S. plans, but he also cautions 
President Reagan not to close the 
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door completely on the process of 
negotiation.

Whatever Mr. Reagan’s strategy 
may be, it cannot hdp but be an 
improvement. This is true when one 
considers that it took Mr. Carter from 
Nov. 4, 1979, until April 17, 1980, to 
break relations with Iran and formal­
ly suspend exports. And, that it took 
even longer, until April 24, a total of 
172 days since seizure, to mount an 
ill-advised, hopelessly executed res­
cue attempt. This was a classic case 
of “too little, too late.”

Even the hostages themselves, 
while praising the bravery of the 
would-be rescuers, called the opera­
tion foolhardy — and feared a second 
attempt might cost them their lives.

'The lesson in all this is that a 
strategy is going forward to thwart 
and punish would-be terrorists in the 
future. And, the less said about the 
specifics the better.

“If the trunnions hold up to these 
rugged tests, they should be able to 
survive anything that could happen to 
them in Manhattan.”

“Does the failure of the Grumman 
Flxible bus mean that our entire 
space program on Earth will be de­
layed?”

“ No, it only means that New 
Yorkers will have to do their explora­
tion on foot until the engineering mis­
takes have been ironed out. We can’t 
afford to send another bus to New 
York City until we’re sure it will 
work. Actually, the failure of the 
Grumman Flxible could be consid­
ered a plus for the space program.

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Missouri farm er wants ruling
on ownership of soybeans

BERNIE, Mo. (AP) — A fanner 
who commandeered his $2SO,000 soy­
bean crop from a bankrupt grain 
eievator so he could sell it was de­
manding a ruling today from U.S. 
Justice Department on the ownership 
of the beans.

T he  s o y b e a n s ,  t i e d  up  in  
bankruptcy proceedings along with 
millions of dollars worth of grains, 
cannot be sold without verified ware­
house receipts certifying the crop’s 
ownership.

Wayne Cryts, a fanner from Puxf- 
co, worked out an agreement with 
federal officials Wednesday to store 
the 30,000 bushels at the MFA Eleva­
tor. He had taken his crop Monday 
after breaking into the bankhipt Ris­
iine Grain Elevator In New Madrid.

He set a deadline today for a legal 
opinion from the Justice Department 
on the receipts.

“If no decision is made, the farmers 
of America will assume they (the 
receipts) are not valid,’’ he said.

Cryts has not said what action he 
would take if no decision were made 
or if it were unfavorable. But Alvin 
Jenkins, a spokesman for the Ameri­
can Agriculture Movement, said an

Dear Dr. Solomon: My 
doctor used a long word, 
which I don’t recall, to 
d e s c r ib e  my b lood  
pressure. What he meant 
is that he could not tell 
me why my pressure' is 
high. I know you say 
you will not diagnose 
from a distance, and I’m 
not asking you to do so, 
but I wonder if you would 
discuss the possible 
causes of high blood 
pressure. — Charlie

Dear Charlie: Your 
doctor probably de­
scribed your high blood 
pressure as “ idiopath­
ic,” meaning without 
known cause. This is the 
case in most persons 
with high blood pressure. 
Only occasionally can a 
specific reason, such as a 
kidney disorder, be pin­
pointed as the cause.

Some of the possible 
causes of high blood 
pressure include heredi­
ty (you have a better 
chance of getting high 
blood pressure if either 
of your parents had it), 
stress (which can cause 
a temporary increase in 
blood p re s su re  and 
which, if continued, can 
permanently damage the 
mechanism that controls 
it), obesity (the more 
overweight you are, the 
better the chance that 
you will develop high 
blood pressure), and diet 
(for example, an excess 
of salt in the diet can 
result in the retention of 
fluid and an increase in 
the volume of blood in

your body).
However, in about 95 

percent of the people 
with high blood pressure 
the cause is unknown.

Dear Dr. Solomon: I’m 
writing this letter after 
seeing my daughter off 
for a weekend of skiing. 
Actually, if It were up to 
me, she would not have 
gone. I don’t know if tele­
vision or the movies tend 
to exaggerate the situa­
tion by the way they de­
pict it, but when I think 
of skiing, I think of some­
one with a leg in a cast. 
Is the sport really that 
dangerous? And isn’t 
there some way a person i 
can learn to be a safe 
skier and avoid injury? 
— Mrs. A.V.

Dear Mrs. V.: In view 
of the widespread in­
crease in the number of 
people who ski, it is not 
surprising that the num­
ber of sM injuries also 
has in c re a s e d . The 
American Medical Asso­
ciation has estim ated 
that three of every 1,000 
skiers on the slopes each 
day suffer some injury; 
and, if skiing conditions 
are poor, the ratio may 
go as high as 13 injuries 
for every 1,000 skiers on 
the slopes.

Most of these accidents 
involve inexperienced 
skiers who do not under­
stand or appreciate the 
limits of their ability. 
The single most impor­
tant cause of accidents is 
loss of control — that is, 
going too fast to be able 
to stop in the event of an

Reagan’s ideas would take benefits 
from all sorts of people — the near 
poor and the very rich, but especially 
from the middle class whose votes put 
him in office.

His budget document called the 
middle class “an obvious focal point’’ 
of budget cuts

Almost all of Reagan’s proposals 
require Congress’ approval to Uke
effect, and that promises to be a 
struggle that will preoccupy Washing- 
to n w  the rest of the year.

The president’s gamble Is that the 
middle class will agree that his pro­
gram wiU curUU inflation sharply 
and quickly and will be willing to ^ve  
up some of the benefits government 
bestows with the people’s Uxes.

Everybody stands to lose from 
some Reagan proposals. For exam­
ple, postage would go up more rapidly 
if the government subsidy is phased 
out, as Reagan suggests. The subsidy 
pays 7 percent of the Postal Service’s 
costs.

4 Other cuts are very specifically 
aimed. The Coast Guard, for exam­
ple, would charge a fee on those it 
rescues.

Reagan’s proposals mean that a 
family sending a youngster to college 
on a govemmoit n a n t or a low-inter­
est loan may no longer qualify.

A. The roof vents may 
be covered during rain if 
you have proper air cir­
culation from other vents 
along the walls in the 
attic. The proper relation 
of louver openings to 
attic area is one square 
foot of louver opening for 
every 330 square feet of 
attic floor space. Some 
recommend one square 
foot of louver to every 100 
square feet. The louvers

spoon. Any basic French 
cookbook will have a rec­
ipe for demiglace. Mona­
co uses Jacques Pppin’s 
from “ A French Chef 
Cooks At Home.”

“ Have your butcher 
save veal and chicken 
bones,” Monaco adds. 
“ Making demiglace is 
cheap entertainment for 
a weekend, when I run 
two stock pots. The de­
miglace freezes beauti­
fully.”

Some cooking author­
itie s  (Ja m e s  B eard  
among them) say canned 
beef gravy can be used in 
a pinch. Also, there are 
frozen p rep a ra tio n s  
available in some stores 
that carry “ gourmet” 
items. There’s really no 
comparison with home­
made, however.

Roquefort together in a 
small mixing bowl with 
a wooden spatula until 
they become smooth and 
creamy. Separate the 
mixture into four or flve 
chunks and set them 
aside.

Heat the oil in a heavy 
bottomed skillet until the 
oil is near sm oking. 
Lower the heat to me­
dium-high and add the 
filets. Saute the filets on 
one side for about three 
minutes, then turn them, 
sp rin k le  on f re sh ly  
ground pepper to taste 
and continue to cook the 
filets for another three 
minutes.

The f ile ts  w ill be 
cooked to rare. Transfer 
them to a heated serving 
platter and keep them 
warm.

Throw out the oil and 
add the demiglace. Heat 
and stir to deglaze the 
pan, scraping up any 
brown bits. Add Port 
wine to taste.

Heat a few tablespoons 
of Cognac and carefullv 
ignite it with a match 
and pour the flaming Co­
gnac over the sauce. 
Simmer it until the sauce 
is reduced slightly. Re­
move the pan from the 
heat and whisk in the 
butter and cheese mix­
ture to thicken the sauce. 
The pan should be off the 
heat or the butter will 
melt before it reaches a 
nice napping consisten­
cy.

Arrange the steaks on 
a serving platter and nap 
them with the finished 
sauce. Sprinkle on the 
pine nuts and serve them 
immediately.

Note: Walnuts or sli­
vered alnionds can be 
substituted for the pine 
nuts.

While the beans and 
dressing for this salad^ 
can be prepared in ad­
vance, the two shouldn’t 
be combined until the 
la s t m inute, Monaco 
says, because “ the beans 
will turn gray if they sit 
in the dressing for longer 
than IS or 20 minutes.”

The Ravenna strike entered its 54th school day 
today, matching the length of a strike last spring in 
Antonlto, Colo., which the National Education Asso- 
ciatloa said had been the longest teachers strike in 
U.S. history.
, On Wednesday, 17 teachers and a negotiator were 
released from jail after Portage County Common 
Pleas Judge Joseph Kainrad allowed them to sign 
personal recognisance bonds in an effort to “defuse 
the situation and allow negotiators to resume in a 
healthier climate.”

The 18 had been Jailed Sunday after refusing to

ATLANTA (AP) — An 

around-the-clock Investi­
gation of the slayings 
and disappearances of 18 
black children already 
has cost the city close to 
$1 million, and the blU is 
mounting at the rate of 
more than $200,000 a 
month, officials say.

The detailed summary 
of expenditures in the in­
vestigation was present­
ed to Gov. George Bus- 
bee’s staff WednMdav as 
city officials stepped up 
their effort to obtain fi­
nancial aid.

The city asked the fed­
eral government several 
weeks ago for help, but 
Vice President George 
Bush’s press secretary, 
P e te r  T ee ley , sa id  
Wednesday no federal 
funds were available to 
help Atlanta authorities.

Mayor Maynard Jack- 
son called Teeley’s re­
mark “speculation” and 
said he would communi­
cate with Bush and Pres­
ident Reagan to reiterate 
the city’s need for assis­
tance.

Public Safety Commis­
sioner Lee P. Brown esti­
mated earlier that the 
investigation into the 17

deaths and one disap­
pearance had cost the 
city more than $500,000.

However, the sum ­
mary released Wednes­
day marked the first at­
tempt by the city to Jus­
tify  its spending.

Jackson, meanwhile, 
said the city will accept 
the federal government’s 
offer of $2M,000 worth o f .. 
technical assistance in 
the inquiry, but added 
the city needs money a 
lot more than it n e ^  
advice.

“The horses are on the 
track, so to speak, and 
the race is being run 
very w ell,”  Jackson  
said. “We need to feed 
our horses, and the city 
is running out of feed.”

Busbee has been stu­
dying the city’s financial 
nee^  in the investiga­
tion and is expected to 
ask the Legislature soon 
to provide some amount 
of state funding for it.

NAACP returns $ 1 0  fee  
paid by Klan leader

FALLBROOK, Calif. (AP) — The 
National Association for the Advance­
ment of Colored People is returning 
the $10 membership fee paid by a 
state Ku Klux Klan leader.

Ben Solomon, the NAACP’s South­
ern California vice president, said 
Wednesday the civil rights organiza­
tion has rejected the membership ap­
plication Klan leader Tom Metzger.

He said the fee would be retunied, 
but added the avowed racist “can do 
what he wants with the card.” 

M etz^r applied for membership a 
month ago under the sponsorship of 
Henry Corey, a retired Marine who 
described himself as a life member of 
the NAACP. S<domon said Corey is no 
longer a member.

After noticing an item  about 
Metzger’s application in a newspa­
per, Momon said he checked with the

NAACP’s New York hedaquarters.
“This man Just sent it directly to 

New York, knowing that we would 
have rejected it automatically at the 
regional office,”  Solomon said. 
“When I learned about it, 1 thought he 
just made a mistake with one letter 
and wanted to get into the NAAWP — 
that new organization for whites.

“We would never let a member of 
the Ku Klux Klan Join,” said Solomon, 
adding almost a third of the NAACP 
members in his area are white.

The news seemed to disappoint 
Metzger, who said a common and 
crucial issue — the influx of illegal 
alksis — bound blacks and Klans- 
men.

“If I get my money back, I’ll be in 
conUct with the NAACP as a member 
of the Klan and we’ll try to discuss 
issues tiiat way,” Metzger said.

Anne died in the Belsen concentradon camp on an 
unrecorded day in March 1945, only two months 
before Holland was liberated and Just before her 16th 
birthday. Her diary covered a period of two years 
while the family and friends hid from the Nazis in a 
secret annex of the house.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Prisoa om crow M if la 
Texas m i^ t  have been eased by now if Gov. BUI 
Clements bed not vetoed Texas Departmaat of Cor­
rection buUdtng hmds in iMt, according to AttoiMy 
General MarkWhlte.

White said Clements’ veto made it harder for the 
attorney general to defend ’TDC egelnst a dvO rights 
suit fliRd by inmates.

“I’m not laying any blame. I think the facto are 
there,’’ he said.

Mve 
fair accommodations to those people confined to Out 
prison," White said of Clements' 1978 veto.

U.S. District Judge WUUam Wayne Justtce has 
ruled that Texas prisons are dangerously over­
crowded. His 248-page opinion w u  critical of many 
prison operations and faculties. Overcrowding in the 
30,000-inmate system was listed as one of the prUnc 
problems.

About 2,600 inmates now sleep on the floor.
“It’s not a happy subject to spend texpayera' 

dollars on prisons but I think it's a fact of l in  we 
must have additional facilities to take care of the 
population in TDC,” he aaid. “I wlabed It would havt 
happened sooner.’’

Parties in the civU rights suit — including the 
state, the inmates and the U.S. Department of 
Justice — will submit proposed orders Friday «.White 
said.

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Ten die in bus crash; 
Accident cause baffling
QUANTICO, Va. (AP) -  Sides were 

clear and the roads were dry when a 
commuter bus bound for the Washing­
ton suburbs went sailing over the side 
of a bridge, killing 10 people, and 
investigators say they’re baffled 
about what might have caused the 
accident.

The one person who m i^ t  have 
been able to help them, the bus driv­
er, Carl F. Earl of Stafford County, 
Va., was killed. ^

“It’s very mysterious,’’ said Troop­
er S.G. Gregg, who was investigating 
the accident along Interstate 95 that 
sent 14 people to area hospitals.

PoUce said early today they be­
lieved the 10 killed and the 14 hurt 
accounted for all who were aboard the 
D and J Transportation Co. bus when 
it plunged down an 80-foot embank­
ment and into a creek during the 
evening rush hour Wednesday.

Many of the dead were government 
workers from Fredericksburg and the 
surrounding counties, according to 
medical examiner Dr. F.A. Phillips. 
The bus had come from Washington.

He said some of the victims suf- 
fered fatal head Inlurles, while some

may have drowned in the creek.
According to State Police Sgt. Paul 

Reardon, who was driving behind the 
gray and white bus at the time of the 5 
p.m. accident, the bus was bearing 
right from the left-hand lane “and 
Just kept on bearing.’’

“He just went airborne over the 
side of the bridge,’’ said Wayne iU- 
chey, a truck driver who saw the 
accident.

“All of a sudden he just kept going 
to the right... right into the guardrail, 
skimmed the guardrail, hit the comer 
of the bridge (over the creek), just 
like a piece of paper being blown by 
the wind.’’

The bus ended up on its side — its 
engine still running. Its front demo­
lished, some passengers trapped — in 
a foot of water in die C%opowamsic 
Creek on the sprawling Marine base 
here.

The passengers “were screaming 
but not panicky. Most of the people 
that Were alive were in shock,’’ Ri­
chey said.

Traffic on the heavily traveled in­
terstate was backed up for at least 
two hours during rush hour as police 
closed the southbound lanes.

Truck hits restaurant 
killing at least three
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FROSTBURG, Md. 
(AP) — Police and flre- 
flghters were looking for 
more victims today in 
the smoking wreckage of 
a downtown restaurant 
destroyed when a run­
aw ay lu m b er tru c k  
plowed into it and ex­
ploded in flames, killing 
at least three people.

Police found the bodies 
of two people early today 
in the mangled wreckage 
of a car that had been 
pushed into the restau­
rant by the truck.

A third victim, the wife 
of a local judge who saw 
the Wednesday accident, 
died when her car was 
struck by the rig outside 
Stoop’s Restaurant, state 
police said.

“We’re still looking for 
bodies,’’ said state police 
Sgt. James Lough.

“It’s definitely a trage­
dy,’’ said Mayor William 
Davis. “We live in con­
stant fear of this type of 
thing living in this hilly 
terrain.’’

At least 15 people were 
injured, and the truck 
driver, who was thrown 
clear of the wreck, was in 
critical condition.
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The tractor-trailer rig 
a p p a re n tly  lo st its  
brakes on U.S. 40 and 
careened down the steep 
main street of this west­
ern Maryland communi­
ty, slamming into parked 
cars on both sides of the 
street, police said.

It jacknifed, and the 
cab plowed into Stoop’s, 
a hangout for students 
from Frostburg State 
College, police said.

The fire raged out of 
control for almost three 
hours.

“It was a runaway. It 
was hitting cars on both 
sides of the street, then 
the tractor itself went 
into the building and the 
tra ile r flipped over,” 
said Wayne Schrock, a 
gasoline statibn atten­
dant who saw the acci­
dent at 4:30 p.m.

“It was literally throw­
ing cars all over the 
street," he added.

The dead were identi­
fied as Charles H. Mitter, 
61, of Luke, Md.; his son- 
in-law, the Rev. Gary E. 
Marsh, 31, pastor of the 
Frostburg (^urch of the 
B reth ren ; and Ruth 
Bowen, 50, wife of Dis­
trict Onirt Judge Miller 
Bowen.

LOS ANGELES (AP)
— Fred of a Thousand 
Days ...?

Since the moment of 
his ascendency to the top 
of NBC in June 1978, the 
matter of Fred Silver- 
man’s descent has been 
an inspiration to TV in­
dustry observers. That 
the fall would come was 
considered inevitable. 
The question was when, 
and how spectacular it 
would be.

The conjecture has 
been a natural by-prod­
uct of the situation: Sil­
verm an, the w izard , 
couldn’t possibly have 
Lived up to his billing (or 
his |1 million annual sal­
ary).

So, the rumors. They 
cooled a bit last fall when 
RCA, NBC’s parent com­
pany, renewed Silver- 
man’s contract in a show 
of confidence. But con­
tinually laggard ratings 
for the network’s prime 
tim e program s and, 
especially, a change at 
the top of RCA have 
stirred new talk of a Sil­
verman demise.

Silverman has more 
than once stoked the 
fires himself. There was 
the splashy flop, “Super­
tra in ,” which quickly 
tarnished the Silverman 
image; then he promised 
last year to have the net­
work No. 1 by Christmas. 
When he failed there, Sil­
verman set for himself 
another public ultima­
tum — springtim e or 
bust.

And so it is said that 
Silverman’s fate will be 
decided th is sp ring , 
probably in March, when 
the RCA board convenes.

Many reckon that the 
NBC president will get 
the boot, basing their 
contentions on the so-so

performance of Silver­
man’s do-or-die schedule 
(the programs on the air 
now) and on the depar­
ture of RCA Chairman 
Edgar Griffiths, who has 
been Silverman’s cham­
pion.

He has a broader base 
of hits than ever before, 
with “Little House on the 
Prairie,” “Lobo,” “Real 
P eop le ,”  “ D lff’ren t 
Strokes” and “(}uincy” 
performing as well as or

better than expected. 
And three of NBC’s new 
shows, “ Brady Girls,” 
“ Harper Valley”  and 
“Barbara Mandrell” are 
winning their time slots 
with some consistency.

While “Walking Tall” 
has proven a ratings fail­
ure in addition to being a 
tas te le ss , exploitive 
abomination, three other 
new shows, currently  
low-rated, show signs of 
life. Forem ost among 
them is “ Hill S tree t 
Blues,”  the best new 
show of th is season, 
which is beginning to at­
tra c t  word-of-mouth 
trade. “Nero Wolfe” and 
“The Gangster Chroni­
cles” also have possibili- 
ties.

The second circum ­

stance benefitting Silver- 
man is' ABC’s decline, 
temporarily halted by 
the success of “East of 
Eden, which won its time 
slot on all three nights 
last week. With “Eden” 
gone, ABC figures to 
slide back into a contest 
for th ird  p lace with 
NBC.

T hat d eve lopm en t 
would allow (ind<^, has 
allowed) Silverman to 
claim big gains on ABC 
— which, when por­
trayed  as NBC’s im ­
provement rather than 
ABC’s decline, has some 
PR value.

With some help from 
ABC, Silverman should 
survive the spring. His 
next deadline will be 

 ̂summer.

Most visi­
tors here seeking rem­
nants of the famed au­
thor stop at the Old Curi­
osity Shop in Portsmouth 
Street or at his home in 
Doughty Street and then 
call it an era and move 
on elsewhere.

The London that Dick­
ens really knew is still to 
be discovered, with a lit­
tle effort.

The Old Curiosity Shop 
which tourist buses visit 
is quaint but not authen­
tic. ’The one near Leices­
ter Square, which Dick­
ens wrote about, has~as 
he wrote-“been pulled 
down.”

Near the new Covent 
Garden, however, not far 
from the Strand, are two 
streets with strong Dick­
ensian connections. One 
is Goodwin’s Court. If 
you walk up from Tra­
falgar Square north into 
St. Martin’s Lane, it’s 
the fourth street on the 
right. A narrow little 
s tre e t with bow-win­
dowed shops and hissing 
gaslamps, it’s one of the 
most beautiful in Lon­
don. A century and a 
half ago when Dickens 
visited the lane he was 
accompanied by a heavy 
escort of Bobbies.

To find the o th e r  
street. Lower Robert 
Street, walk east up the

Strand from Trafalgar 
Square and on the right 
you will come to Villiers 
Street. Walk down it two 
blocks. Turn left on John 
Adam Street. The third 
turning to the right will 
take you to Robert Street 
and the subterranean 
Lower Robert. 'This, in 
tu rn , leads to a tiny 
courtyard.

They also cook steaks 
over ancient open grills 
set in the walls, just as 
they did for Mr. Pick­
wick and Sam Weller 
when they lodged there

At a Christopher Wren 
church, St. Peter’s Com­
hill, a suitor attacked the 
heroine in “Our Mutual 
Friend” and in another 
Wren church, St. Bride’s 
on Fleet Street, an iron 
coffin is on show in the 
crypt. It was designed to 
foil the D ickensian  
ghouls who dug up bodies 
to se ll to m e d ic a l  
schools.

Still another church in 
the Dickens’ ken was St. 
Lukes’s, Chelsea, where 
he was married in 1836.

There are  various 
other locales here con­
nected with the geat Vic­
torian novelist.

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‘Iron lady’ image hurt 
by surrender to strike

LONDON (AP) — Prime Minister 
Margaret Thatcher’s surrender to the 
threat of a nationwide coal strike did 
severe damage to her “iron lady” 
image today and raised the prospect 
of more vigorous union assaults on 
her economic policies.

With some 50,000 of Britain’s 230,000 
coal miners on strike and the rest 
expected to vote today to walk out, the 
head of Britain’s Conservative gov- 

,emment Wednesday night and can­
celed plans to closed 23 money-losing 
mines.

The independent Financial Times 
said it was “probably the biggest 
public reverse for the government 
since it took office” by a landslide in 
May, 1979.

“Surrender and humiliation,” said 
the pro-Conservative Daily Mail. 
Under the headline “The Big Climb- 
down,”  it said the “ fiasco will 
s e r io u s ly  c o m p ro m is e  M rs. 
Thatcher’s credibiiity as the Iron 
Lady of British politics. The impiica- 
tions could be devastating for the 
government’s battle to hold the line 
on the rest of the industrial front.” 

Miners in Durham, in northeast En­
gland, sang and danced in the streets. 
In Nottin^amshire, where the gov­
ernment planned to close several pits, 
miners toasted their victory in beer.

Government officials said Mrs. 
Thatcher caved in because of fear of a

repetition of the long miners’ strike of 
1974 that helped bring down the Con­
servative government of Prime Min­
ister Edward Heath, put the Labor 
Party in power for five years and 
made it possible for her to supplant 
Heath as party leader and prime min­
ister.

A coal strike would seriously dam­
age British industry, already on the 
ropes because of recession and Mrs. 
Thatcher’s tight-fisted economic poli­
cies, and probably would end any 
chance of economic recovery.

Officials predicted that the miners’ 
victory would spur workers in other 
nationalized industries to demand fi­
nancial concessions while she is fight­
ing to streamline government com­
panies or liquidate them because they 
are uneconomical.

— Joe Gormley, the moderate leader 
of the N ational Union of Min- 
eworkers, said he would recommend 
that his executive board cancel the 
strike ballot. But leaders of many of 
the miners who went out Tuesday or 
Wednesday said they would not re­
turn to work until they receive “cer­
tain safeguards.”

“We’re dealing with cunning peo­
ple and, for the moment, we have a 
guarded mistrust of the new situa­
tion,” said Jack Collins, a leader of 
striking miners in southeast En­
gland’s Kent county.

Polish farmers settle, 
some students hold out

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WARSAW, Poland (AP) — One of 
the last two trouble spots on Poland’s 
labor horizon cleared today when pri­
vate farmers agreed to end their 
seven-week sit-in in the southern city 
of Rzeszow. But striking students in 
Warsaw and other ciUes said they 
were waiting to see what Lodz Univer­
sity students got in their strike setUe- 
ment.

The farmers, who lost their bid for 
an independent union, settled early 
today for a compromise pledge of 
agricultural reforms aimed at putting 
the private farmers — who own 68 
percent of Poland’s farm land and 
produce 78 percent of its food — on a 
par with state farms.

Warsaw Radio said the government 
promised the farmers equal availabil­
ity of credit and farm machinery as 
well as a government review of poli­
cies on farm prices, land manage­
ment, and rural education, welfare 
and religious programs.

The accord also calls for a commis­
sion to study improvements in rural 
schools and development of nursery 
schools, the state radio said.

The farmers had sought authoriza­
tion for an independent union like the 
giant Solidarity federation that repre­
sents an estimated 10 million industri­
al workers. The Supreme Court ruled 
they could not form a union because 
they were self-employed, and the gov­
ernment agreed to put through a law 
that would make a farmers’ union 
possible.

The other continuing focal point of

tension had been the university in 
Lodz, Poland’s second largest city, 
where 5,000 students had been sitting- 
in for 27 days demanding the right to 
form an Independent union plus aca­
demic reforms.

Leaders of the Lodz students and 
the government signed an agreement 
Wednesday legalizing the students’ 
union, but sympathy sit-ins continued 
at Warsaw University and in several 
other cities. Students leaders in those 
cities said they wanted to check the 
Lodz agreement thoroughly before 
they decided whether to hold out for 
more.

Details of the agreement were not 
published.

The Rzeszow and Lodz agreements 
were seen as major gains for the 
military premier named last week, 
Gen. Wojciech Jaruzelski, who had 
warned that continuation of the labor 
unrest could lead to fratricidal war 
and appealed for a 90-day moratori­
um on strikes.

Poland, already sUggering under a 
debt-ridden, under-productive econ­
omy, has been troubled recurrent 
strike crises since July, when workers 
protesting an end to government 
meat price subsidies sparked a na­
tional labor rebellion that led to lega- 
lizationof the first labor movement in 
the Soviet bloc independent of Com­
munist Party control.

With meat shortages continuing, 
Warsaw Radio announced Wednes­
day that national meat rationing will 
begin in April.

BIG SPRING — Coach Shirley Ste­
phenson’s Midland Lee girls will be 
gunning for their fourth consecutive 
trip to the sUte basketball playoffs 
here today at 7 p.m. at Dorothy Gar­
rett Coliseum when they square off 
against the San Aimelo Bobcats In a 
District 5-5A playoff battle.

The Clemson Tigers kept trying to 

beat a Top Twenty team ... and they 
finally got it right.

After losing to top-rated Virginia 
and No. 20 Maryland last week, the 
Tigers powered ¿ e ir  way to a 19-point 
lead and upset fifth-ranked Wake For­
est 81-71 Wednesday night.

“Our effort was good, but it was no 
better than in the losses last week,” 
said Clemson Coach Bill Foster.

Clemson’s record is a not-too-shab- 
by 18-8 and six of the losses have come 
at the hands of Top Twenty teams, 
including a two-point squeaker to 
Wake Forest in Winston-Salem, N.C., 
last month. This time, the shoe was on 
the other foot... and the game was on 
the other court, namely, Clemson’s 
Littlejohn Coliseum.

Wake Forest was the only ranked 
team to lose, while four others, in­
cluding a trio of Southeastern! Con­
ference powers, won. Fourth-ranked 
Louisiana State defeated Auburn 58- 
47 for its 23rd consecutive victory. No.
8 Tennessee edged Mississippi State 
73-70, lOth-ranked Kentucky turned 
back Florida 69-56 and No. 13 North 
Carolina trounced William & Mary 
81-55. ,

Nebraska maintained its one-game 
lead in the Big Eight as Andre Smith 
scored 24 points to lead the Ck)m- 
huskers to a 81-61 rout of Iowa State. 
Nebraska shot 73 percent from the 
field in the first half and finished with 
66 percent. The Cornhuskers also 
made 13 of 14 free throws.

David Magley scored 14 points to 
lead Kansas over Kansas State, 58-50, 
and leave the cross-state rivals In a 
second-place tie.

LSU had to struggle before running 
its SEC log to 15-0 — 23-1 overall — 
thanks to six late points by Ethan 
Martin and a stingy defense. The 
Tigers assured them selves of no 
worse than a tie for their second SEC 
crown in three years.

Martin and Rudy Macklin had 17 
points apiece, with Martin scoring all 
six of his second-half points in the 
final five minutes.

“When things don’t click for you, 
your defense has to hold you up. 
That’s the mark of a good team,” said 
LSU Coach Dale Brown, whose tena­
cious Tigers forced 18 turnovers to 
help overcome an atrocious 30.9 
shooting percentage. “A team that 
isn’t flexible could have been blown 
out shooting the way we did.

“I didn’t think we had fun tonight. 
We labored at winning the game. 
Maybe the tension of winning (the 
SEC crown) was with us.”

Dale Ellis scored 26 points to lead 
Tennessee (19-4) over Mississippi 
State, but the Vols had to sink 11 of 13 
free throws in the final 1:41 to turn 
back the stubborn Bulldogs. Ellis 
scored 10 points from the line while 
Howard Carter was 8-for-8 from the 
free throw stripe and finished with 20 
points.

“For us to win, we have to be able to 
go to the line and make our free 
throws,” said Coach Don DeVoe.

K entucky’s Chuck V erderber 
scored 12 of his 16 points in the second 
half as the Wildcats (19-4) defeated 
Florida before the largest crowd — 
10,210 — ever to watch a basketball 
game in the Sunshine State.

Tbe Gators, who were swamped by 
Kentucky 102-48 last month, were In 
the game until the final three minutes 
when the Wildcats turned a five-point 
edge into a 15-point cushion.

“Florida played very good, main­
taining their poise,” said Kentucky’s 
Joe B. Hall. “On a given night, any­
body in the country has to worry 
about us now,” said Florida’s ^orm  
Sloan. “We can be in the game with 
any team in the country.”

North Carolina had little trouble 
with William & Mary, Jumping to a 
20-point halftime lead en route to its 
11th consecutive 20-vlctory cam­
paign. The Tar Heels, who have lost

six times, were led by A1 Wood with 16 
points, Jimmy Black with 13 and 
James Worthy with 12.

Defending national champion 
Louisville continued its rebound from 
a horrendous start. The (Ordinals 
(16-8) won their 10th In a row and 
avenged a stunning loss to Iona last 
season by walloping the Gaels 91-57. 
Substitute Roger Burkman came off 
the bench to make four steals and 

j;ontribute an assist in a 1:16 span 
early in the second half after the 
Cardinals led 48-25 at the intermis­
sion.

Jerry Eaves topped Louisville with 
19 points and Derek Smith chipped In 
with 17.

“It shows maturity when you’re 
25-30 points ahead and still play 
hard,” said Coach Denny Crum. “It 
was the first time we have really 
played hard and extended ourselves 
when we were that far ahead.”

HARTFORD, (k)nn. (AP) — Roger 

Staubach says that former Dallas 
Cowboy teammate Thomas Hender­
son often acted strangely, but the 
former quarterback said he never 
realized drugs were behind the char­
acter changes he witnessed.

“I saw the change. I wasn’t aware 
of it (Henderson’s drug use) speciH- 
cally,” SUubach said Tuesday.

Henderson, who joined Dallas in 
1975 as a rookie, recently admitted 
that he had developed an expensive 
cocaine habit while a linebacker in 
the National Football League. He was 
fired during the 1980 season for ham­
ming it up in front of television cam­
eras and is currently undergoing 
treatment for the cocaine habit.

But she played so con­
sistently it was close right to the 
end," said Bunge, who now has won 
three of the meetings with Stove.

“I had planned to run her, but she 
ran me. I didn’t play badly, she was 
just tough,” said Bunge, who won the 
Peruvian Nationals at age 13 while 
her family lived in that South Ameri­
can country.

Bunge and Stove matched each 
other game-for-game in the first set 
before Bunge held Stove scoreless in 
the tiebreaker to win.

Montana offers Bighorns
A relatively small area of Western Montana has 

emerged as the very best producer of large Rocky 
Mountain Bighorn Sheep in North America. Armand 
Johnson’s big Sanders County ram had a prelimi­
n a r  Boone A Chrockett score of 200H in 1979.

T w  big sbeep is a trophy of note for both Montana 
and for North America. If the score is not changed by 
a panel of Judges who exam ine all high-scor­
ing big game trophies entered in North American 
Big Game Awards competitions, it will rank No. 8 in 
the Boone A Oockett Record Book.

The two beads listed as No. 3 and 6 were not killed 
by a hunter, but were “pickups” . (>>nsequently, this 
Bighorn Sheep is the largest taken by a hunter in 
North America since 1924. That is significant.

Bighorn Sheep ( Ovfs C. Canadensis) is one of 
four separate varieties of sheep found in North 
America. The sheep are generally divided into 
“thlnhorns” and “Bighorns". The thlnhorns are the 
Dali Sheep (Ovfs dalJl dailg and the Stone Sheep 
( Ovls dalU atonef). Technically the Stone Sheep is a 
sub-species of tbe Dali sheep, but hunters accept 
them as distinct from the Dali or White sheep.

Most widely distributed of any American Mountain 
Sbeep, with the possible exception of the Dali, are the 
Rocli^ Mountain Bighorns. Bighorns are found from 
southwestern Alberta and southeastern British Co­
lumbia through the Rocky Mountains to Northern 
New Mexico. It is the largest of the two Bighorns and 
has a massive head and heavy horns.

Hw Desert Bighorn Sheep ( Ovfs Canadensis nel-

sont ranges from New Mexico, Arizona, West Texas 
and lower California into the northern reaches of 
Sonora and Chihuahua in old Mexico.

The Sanders County area of Montana, which pro­
duced what will likely be the No. 8 sheep, has also 
produced many other large rams in recent yean. 
The hunting seasons of 1978 and 1979 saw eight rams 
taken with B and C scores of better than 175-6/8. 
Five Of those rams taken with B and C entry 
minimum score of 180.

The one negative aspect of what is happening in 
Sanders County is the quality of the hunt is often 
lacking. Many of these high quality ram s are 
killed after being driven from their summer range 
by heavy snowstorms. They then concentrate on the 
open hillsides where the snow is scarce on what is 
referred to as winter range where they are more 
easily seen and stalked than when they are found iq 
the high country. On occasion, they are killed by 
hunters who don’t even bother to leave their vehicles

I don’t have a Bighorn ram on my wall, but I’ve 
made some mighty flne extended hunts for sheep 
that were nothing short of physically arduous. 
The hunt is where the satisfaction is.

The Sanders County area of Western Montana does 
offer the opportunity for hunters to have a quality 
hunt and still have the opportunity to bag a 
record book ram. There are more of those record 
rams in that country, and some are very big rams, 
according to my Montana contacts.

Two of my Montana friends, Paul Reynolds of 
Conner and Ken Allaman of the West Fork of the 
Bitterroot, Darby, are two of the most knowl­
edgeable and competent guides in the country. They 
believe in quality hunts and they know where the 
sheep are. They are the men to contact if the 
prospect of a good sheep hunt turns you on.

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Pope begins touring 
southern Philippines

CEBU, PhiUppines (AP) — Pope 
John Paul n  began a tour of the
southern Philippines today after an 
overture to China’s communist rulers 
and a “Mass for peace” celebrated 
before a crowd of more than a million 
people, including 800 demonstrators 
against President Ferdinand E. 
Marcos.

The pontiff received a tumultuous 
welcome on his arrival in Cebu, the 
archipelago’s second largest city, 
where Ch^tianity came to Asia in 
1521. Marcos’ wife, Imelda, flew down 
ahead of him unexepctedly and greet­
ed him with Cardinal Julio Rosales, 
the archbishop of Cebu.

The pope will visit three other is­
lands and return to Manila on Satur­
day.

Before leaving Manila, the pope 
celebrated Mass at the Quezon Memo-
rial in neighboring Quezon City and 

1 thetold the vast crowd there: “In order 
to communicate peace in accordance 
with Christ’s w or^, we must live that 
peace....Only then can our proclama­
tion and communication of peace be 
effective.”

About 800 demonstrators, who had 
kept an all-night vigil at the Universi­
ty of the Ph ilipp ines and then 
marched to the traffic circle in which 
the memorial is located, stood quietly 
holding signs reading; “Free political 
prisoners,” “Stop political repress­
ion,” “Restore the right to strike,” 
and “Stop military atrocities.” A few 
wore priests’ cassocks, explaining 
that they hoped this would protect 
them from arrest.

There were no disturbances during 
the Mass. But after the pope left, the 
demonstrators and more than 2,000 
others began to march down a busy 
highway. Some 200 truncheon-swing­
ing police clashed with them and 
broke up the march after a brief 
scuffle.

Quezon City is named for Luis Man­
uel Quezon, the first president of the 
Philippine Commonwealth in 1935-44.

Since his arrival here on a 12-day 
Asian tour that will also take him to 
Guam, Japan and Alaska, the pope 
has spoken out strongly against 
human rights violations. He told 
Marcos on Tuesday such violations 
cannot be Justified. Marcos lifted 
martial law a month ago but is still 
criticized at home and abroad for the 
detention of political prisoners and 
his generallv authoritarian regime.

John Paul’s bid to the Chinese in 
Peking cam e during  a speech 
Wedne^ay to Manila’s Chinese com­
munity in which he offered to re-es­
tablish relations with China and ex­
pressed a longing to visit that coun­
try. He assured Peking that the 
Vatican “desires no privileges” and

Guam teachers

find no jobs
AGANA, Guam (AP)

has no political or economic goals in 
China or any other country.

His remarks were translated into 
Chinese by a Chinese priest and re­
layed to the mainland on a special 
45-mlnute broadcast by the church’s 
Radio Veritas. But there was no im­
mediate comment in Peking.

Peking and the Vatican broke rela­
tions after the communist takeover in 
1949, and restrictions on (Kristian 
worship in China were lifted only two 
years ago. Catholic churches have 
reopened in major cities but they are 
under control of an association sanc­
tioned by Peking with no ties to the 
Vatican.

The Vatican is thought to have car­
ried out informal discussions with the 
Chinese government, but there have 
been no Hrm signs that Peking is 
ready for reconciliation. The Vatican 
beUeves there are 500,(M0 to 2 million 
baptized Catholics in China.

The pope has made overtures do 
Peking in two previous speeches but 
Wednesday’s statement was the first 
to offer to resume friendly relations.

Also on Wednesday, the pontiff hon­
ored the country’s 42 million Roman 
Catholics by giving them their first 
candidate for sainthood, told the 
country’s professional elite to serve 
the poor and not to worry about 
money and power, advised students 
at the University of Santo Tomas that 
the “pent-up energy” of youth does 
not frighten the church and told them 
to observe self-discipline and “aim 
high.”

As the pope was leaving the stage at 
the university, 19-year-old engineer­
ing student Lou Calugcug broke 
through a security cordon and dashed 
toward him. Security agents grabbed 
him but Calugcug said he got a papal 
embrace.

“1 kissed his hand and told him I 
loved him very much,” the youth 
said. The incident, televised national­
ly, appeared to some as an attack on 
the pope and many thought the young 
man had a knife. He said he was 
carrying only a rosary and police 
released him after seven hours of 
questioning.

Ute pope stuck to his schedule after 
the incident, but switched from a 
limousine to a bus en route to the 
notorious Tondo slum area. He didn’t 
stop to talk to any of the slum 
dwellers as he customarily does, and 
his chief bodyguard. Bishop Paul C. 
Marcinkus, pushed photographers 
from the stand.

The area where the pope spoke had 
been spruced-up and the only hovel 
that he could have seen was obscured 
by three newly erected soft-drink 
stands. In his speech, the pope said 
the church has a duty to defend “ the 
human dignity of the poor.”

MANILA, PhiUppines (AP) — The Vatican sec­

retary of state visited 43 death-row inmates and 
33 political prisoners after they were excluded 
from a prison Mass he said on behalf of Pope 
John Paul II.

“Take courage,” Cardinal A^ostino Casaroli ad­
vised the poUtical detainees, transferred from a 
military stockade to the civlUan prison with the 
UfUng of martial law one month ago.

The inmates gave Casaroli a handmade4>oat 

in a bottle and a miniature ship’s steering wheel.
Casaroli on Wednesday also visited a lepro­

Official says tax suspension needed

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Suspend­
ing the state’s nkkel-a-gallon motor 
feels tax on gasohol to essential for 
the birth of a Texas alcohol Industry, 
the House Ways and Means Commit­
tee was told Wednesday.

Cut Consumer 
Price Index first

NEW YORK (AP) — There is aimost no way in 
which President Reagan can cut federal spending 
without producing outrage, because almost every 
family is involved in one way or another with 
government assistance.

Well, there’s probably one way, but more about 
that after a bit of backpounding.

If the government is on almost everyone's back, as 
the old campaign slogan put it, then it’s true too that 
almost everyone is on the mvemment’a payroll. 
Each, you might say, is into the other deeply.

If you exclude military expenditures and Interest 
on the public debt, benent programs account for no 
less than 70 percent of budget outlays. Try excising 
anything undersirable from that without angulahea 
cries.

You cannot tamper with Social Security, civil 
service. Jobless assistance, student assistance, hous­
ing assistance, food stamps, child nutrition. Medi­
care or Medicaid without some pain. To cut the 
budget means almost Inevitably to cut benefits to 
specific human beings. Even to slow the rate at 
which benefits are growing can cause much howl­
ing.

In 1965, Federal payments for individuals amount­
ed*to $34 billion. In 1960, they were estimated at more 
than $280 billion. The growth was at a rate faster 
than Uiat for military or most other spending cate­
gories.

The result; individuals, families, institutions and 
the govemmept are in each other’s clutches. It will 
take a mighty and emotional wrench to separate 
them. The grip is as strong as that of parent and 
child.

What can be done?
One of the simplest restraints would be to remove 

benefit payments from measurement by the Con­
sumer Price Index. Most payments increase as the 
CPI increases, and the CPI is acknowledged to 
overstate inflation.

The CPI, in fact, is so flawed, it seems, that nobody 
but the federal government takes it seriously any­
more. It doesn’t measure increases in the cost of 
living. What it does measure, it measures inaccura­
tely.

What the CPI actually measures are increases in 
the products that make up what is called a market 
basket of goods and services. The government rarely 
changes that market basket, but individuals shop­
pers clearly do.

That is, shoppers switch to other goods and ser­
vices when traditional ones become more expensive. 
They switch to chicken when beef prices rise sharp­
ly; they buy vegetables in season to avoid hl^i 
prices.

Even more criticism it directed at the CPI for the 
unusual weight it ÿves to mortgage interest rates 
and home prices. Not everyone Duyt a house in a 
given year or month, but the CPI errs in assuming 
they do.

This error it then compounded by using conven­
tional lending sources for its estimates of Increases 
in mortgage Interest costs, when last year it became 
clear that sellers were providing buyers with financ­
ing at rates far below those offered by banks and 
other institutions.

Finally, the Inaccurate figures are applied impro­
perly, most glaringly in regard to Social Security 
benefits. Older people who are dependent upon So­
cial Security are rarely buyers of homes. More likely 
they own their home or rent, and thus are immune to 
mortgage cost increases.

Nevertheless, the CPI is used as an index in 
computing increases in Social Security payments, 
which In 1980 amounted to about 14 percent, an 
increase well above that won in raises by most 
American workers.
