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President Reagan ready  
to 'sit down on the job'

WA^INGTON (AP) — President 
Reagan, declaring. “ I walked in here 
and I am Ming to walk out,” left 
George Washington University Hospi­
tal under heavy guard Saturday, 12 
days after a bullet struck his left lung 
in an attempt on his life.

Wearing a red sweater and sports 
shirt, the president left by a secluded, 
canopied hospital door He said he felt 
“great,” but intended to “sit down” 
as soon as he got home to the White 
House.

Only the Secret Service, police. 
White House staff and a small pool of 
reporters, whose identification had 
bcM checked, were permitted near 
the hospital exit. Bystanders were 
kept across the street.

At the White House, 200 staff mem­
bers, Cabinet secretaries and their 
families, huddled under umbrellas to

ward off the relentless rain, cheered 
the arriving president. “ We love 
you,” one person shouted.

Reagan was greeted by Vice Presi­
dent George Bush and kissed by 
Bush's wife, Barbara. A “Welcome 
Home, Mr. President,” sign was 
draped across the White House. Rea­
gan and his wife, Nancy, also dressed 
in red, waved and went inside.

From the hospital to the White 
House seven blocks away, security 
precautions were extraordinary. Se­
cret Service spokesman Dick Hartwig 
said it was because “ there was a lot of 
interest” in the president's depar­
ture.

Agents guarding Reagan wore po­
lice-type badges “to make'sure that 
we are readily observable,” Hartwig 
said.

Traffic along the downtown route

had been cleared in advance and the 
president’s motorcade used the entire 
broad expanse of Pennsylvania Ave­
nue.

A half-block away from the White 
House gate, the motorcade departed 
from the normal presidential route by 
turning the wrong way on a one-way 
street, thereby avoiding having to go 
an extra two blocks. A small crowd 
outside the gate cheered.

Usually, presidents travel through 
Washington streets with the police 
sirens clearing traffic as the motor­
cade approaches.

About an hour after Reagan re­
turned home, U.S. Park Police ar­
rested a man who attempted to enter 
the White House grounds in his auto­
mobile. The car was stopped by a 
locked gate and the driver was taken 
to a mental hospital for observation

Clouds cast 
some doubt on 
shuttle launch
CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) —The space shuttle Columbia, its computers 

now fine-tuned and its astronauts eager to fly, was expected to ti7  again today 
— the 20th anniversary of man’s historic flrst stab into the heavens.

Overcast skies threatened to interfere.
Pilots John Young and Robert Crippen made training landings early Saturday 

and said the cloud cover, if it persisted, would create “ a pon-acceptable 
condition” for launch.

The forecast for today was more of the same, and launch director George 
Page said, “We’ll see what it’s like when we get to launch time...we can hope for 
a hole in the cover.” The astronauts need g ( ^  visibility in the event they have 
to abort and land back at Kennedy Space Center here.

Weather was perfect Friday, but Columbia’s computer system wasn’t and 
caused the launch to be scrubb^. Instead of circling the earth, the astronauts 
returned fb their quarters, their disappointment evident. But Saturday Young 
told Page, “Shucks, these things are going to happen. We’re ready to go 
tomorrow.”

The countdown to launch resumed at 5 p.m. CST, and the loading of the 
shuttle’s external tank with more than a half million gallons of supercold liquid 
hydrogen and liquid oxygen began at 10 p.m.

The astronauts went to bed at 5 p.m. after a dinner of pork roast, sweet

potatoes and scalloped apples. Their cook was preparing steak and eggs, orange 
juice and coffee for breakfast.

The problem that kept Young and Crippen and the Columbia earthbound was 
a difference in timing between two of the shuttle's primary computers and a 
backup unit, officials said Saturday.

The difference, called a ”40 millisecond skew” by space agency specialists, 
scrubbed the first launch attempt. Without the computers, which control the 
spacecraft, the Columbia could not return safely to earth.

Returning safely to Earth is what the Columbia is all about. It is the flrst 
spaceship designed to be reflyable, bearing little resemblence to the bell-shaped 
capsule that Yuri Gagarin rode into orbit on April 12, 1961.

Lift-off was rescheduled for 6 a.m. CST today, 59 minutes after dawn. John 
Yardley, head of the shuttle program for the National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration, ordered the countdown to be restarted at 5 p.m. Saturday.

“At present all computers are up and running properly,” a space agency 
announcement said.

“We were quite fortunate to nail the problem as quickly as we did,” said 
Richard Parten, deputy chief of data systems at the Johnson Space O n te r in 
Houston. “Sometimes these things take several days to find and correct.”

But, he added, “ In our Judgment it poses no threat to the flight tomorrow.”
NASA officials expected troublesome cloud cover, and Page guessed 

there might be some delay in the 6 a.m. launch target. He said a Monday launch 
was possible if the clouds did not part anytime this morning.

The weather was forecast to be clear at emergency landing sites at Edwards 
Afr Force Base in California and the White Sands Missile Range in New Mexico. 
High winds at Edwards posed a slight concern.

At the time Friday's launch was scrubbed, it was thought that the malfunction 
was in the fail-safe back-up computer. Actually, experts discovered the problem 
in the primary system.

On April 12,1961, Gagarin in his Vostok 1 capsule, opened the door in space to 
humans Ivith a one-orbit flight lasting one hour, 48 minutes.

A startled America caught up with Mercury and Gemini, went to the moon 
with Apollo, and stopped its efforts soon after to develop the more utilitarian 
shuttle. The Soviets pressed oiL-with their man-in-space program; two cosmo­
nauts are in orbit now.

NASA officials are betting the shuttle’s fid-billion development cost that the 
new transportation system will erase that lead.

For Young and Crippen, the rescheduled launch meant bed in midaftemoon 
Saturday, a 1:05 a.m. wake-up time Sunday and another chance to ride a 
spaceship different from any others.

On Columbia’s trial flight, they will be the Wright brothers, Gagarins and Neil 
Armstrongs of their time. Their object K to fly the shuttle, a winged rocketship 
resembling a DC-9 airliner, around the world 36 times and glide to a wheels 
down landing two days, 64 hours later.

On Monday and Tuesday, officials 
from Midland Memorial Hospital will 
once again appear before a governing 
body to oppose an application by 
Odessa's M ^ical Center Hospital for

a 6 Million Electron Volt linear accel­
erator, described as the “state of the 
art” in cancer radiation machinery.

Recently acquired at the Allison 
Permian Basin Cancer Therapy Cen­
ter, the 6MEV is cited by (3dessa 
as the "natural replacement” of its 
10-year-old AECL Teratron-80 cobalt 
radiation therapy unit.

Midland argues its machine — and 
cancer center — will not have a 
chance to become cost efficient if 
Odessa is permitted to acquire the 
same machine cast in 1979 as the 
Allison Center's major workhorse

unit for the 17-county area of West 
Texas.

With two days of hearings slated 
before the THFC, the decision could 
bo rinalized by the end of the month. 
Generally, the THFC decisions are 
handed down two to three weeks after 
the hearing, according to THFC offi­
cials.

Currently, the twahospitals are tied 
coming into the final round, each with 
a “playoff win” under its belt.

When MCH initially appeared be­
fore the Projects Review Committee 
of the Permian Basin Health Systems

Agency 12, the committee recom­
mended denial of a certificate of need 
for the device Dec. 13, after MMH 
officials objected to the request.

LANCASTER, Calif. (AP) — If and 
when the space shuttle Columbia 
makes its scheduled landing at Ed­
wards Air Force Base, it will be the 
biggest one-day stand for this Mojave 
Desert community.

"It’s the biggest thing we’ve ever 
had in drawing a crowd for one day,” 
said Fred Hann, mayor of this city 
about 30 miles south of Edwards Air 
Force Base, the primary landing site 
for the shuttle. “ I guess it will be one 
of the biggest days in the history of 
the city.”

Lancaster, population 54,000, was 
prepared to swell to more than four 
times its size Sunday when the Co­
lumbia was to make its descent, but 
that date was pushed back after Fri­
day’s delayed launch.

Rut city officials are not too disap­
pointed about the delay because the 
cash registers are still ringing all 
over town. ’

"It sounds horrible, but economic­
ally wc’ll be helped by the delay,” 
said Betty Smith, manager of the 
Lancaster Chamber of Commerce. 
"Most of the people who had reserva­
tions have stayed on and they’ve got 
to have places to eat while they wait 
for the landing”

.A midweek landing may not prod­
uce the traffic jams that had been 
predicted for Sunday, but city offi­
cials and police said most of the 30,000 
auto passes to view the landing from a 
distant vantage point will still be 
■used.

Lancaster and neighboring com­
munities have become boom towns 
since it was announced that the shut­

tle would land here this month. Most 
hotel rooms were booked four months 
ago and people are now being lodged 
in hotels in Bakersfield about 100 
miles away. Some Lancaster families 
are even renting out their homes to 
shuttle watchers.

Edwards Air Force Base has al­
ways had a benefleial effect on the 
area, Hann says, because many em­
ployees live in Lancaster.

“Most of these people either work 
or know someone who works at Ed­
wards,” Hann said. “Most everyone 
feels itiat they’ve got a stake in the 
shuttle.”

The enthusiasm hasn’t yet mani­
fested itself in banners or storefront 
signs, and Hann says, "Maybe that’s 
because aviation is so commonplace 
in this area.”

Coalfield residents 
ready for long strike

The p«-ople of the Appalachian coalfields, where the United Mine 

Workers union holds sway, went about their business this weekend, but it 
definitely wasn't business as usual.

Things have slowed down in the coalfields since the coal strike began 17 
days ago and p<‘uple in a position to know — the barbers and beauticians 
of southern West Virginia — say things are going to get a lot slower before 
the strike is over.

And when will that be?
“Well, everybody 1 talk to says it could be months,” replied Donna 

Stafford, who runs a barber and beauty shop at Kopperston, W.Va. "My 
customers have already made their plans for the strke, and it amazes 
me; they’re talking about taking fishing trips and long vacations.”
Like Mrs. Stafford, Charles Lowe, who runs a barber shop at Williamson, 
said his customers were fatalistic about the strike "They're prepared 
for a long one That’s what they all say.”
• Carmen Fannin, who has a beauty shop near Logan, said the strike is 

like the weather because everybody talks about it but nobody can do 
anything.

"They^all say it’ll be a long one,” she said, sighing. " I’m looking for 
business'to fall way off after next week. They’ll spend their last pennies 
on their Easter hairdos, but after that ...”

Most of the miners picked up their last paychecks last week and soon 
will be eligible for food stamps.

Welfare officials in West Virginia and other states are expecting a 
deluge of stamp applications beginning this week. Officials in West 
Virginia and Illinois, where some 40,000 miners are expected lo ask for 
stamps, set up temporary field stations to handle the workload.

Coalfield barbers and beauticians also said many of their coal mining 
customers also are upset with the way UMW President Sam Church has 
handled contract negotiations.

The I MW International Executive Board gave Church a resounding 
vote of confidence Thursday, but .some union officials across the 
eoalfields said later the rank and file would reserve its final decision-on 
Church until they saw the next contract proposal.

"The meinlxTshlp Is not satisfied r l ^ t  now,” said Bobby Justice, 
secretary-treasurer of UMW District 30 in Pikeville, Ky. "They’ll have 
confidence in him if he gets a good contract. If he comes back with 
another shabby contract, he’s destroyed.”

Church, who faces election next year, personally stumped for the 
contract he negotiated with the Bituminous Coal Operators Associa­
tion.

"bombs, tt l ilcli the Londoners nick- 
named Buzz bombs and which came 
over immediately following our suc­
cessful landing on the continent of 
Europe, did more damage psycholo­
gically than anything else.

With the success of the Canadian 
and British and French troops on 
I) Day, the British heaved a collec­
tive sigh of relief. The German air 
force now would be too busy protect-- 
ing Europe and would surely dis­
appear from the skies above their 
own country.

But instead of German planes, the 
damn Buzz bombs came over, fol­
lowed somewhat later by the V-2s, 
sort of a skyrocket weapon. It went 
up very high and came back again 
very fast, and there was no an ­
ticipating it.

However. Britain had prepared by 
then Tfie deTense 76r~B0th;^vtrich was 
the bombing of their launch sites. 
Luckily both were short-range weap­
ons so that their home ba.ses were 
along Ihe European coast and within 
easy reach.

We in the United States have seen 
some bad days, and turned them 
around. Every American who re­
members where he was on Pearl Har­
bor Day, December 7, 1941, recalls 
the shock of that sneak attack. Vic­
tory seemed a long way away, but it 
eventually came to a nation capable 
of rising to a difficult occaclon.

The record shows that solidarity in 
time of trouble is freedom’s greatest 
weapon. As a few glances at his­
tory tells us, you cannot measure 
solidarity with a computer.

The United States has allies who 
have remained steadfast in the past, 
and will in the future.

What appeared to be a quiet, tranquil scene Saturday was 
actually anything but. NASA workers were constantly working 
around the space shuttle Columbia, readying it for a scheduled 6 
a.m. CST liftoff this morning.

Former Iranian hostages plan 
reunion at famed luxury resort

Mount St. Helens 
still rumbling

VANCOUVER. Wash. (AP) — 
Rumblings beneath Mount St. Helens 
diminished Saturday, a day after the 
volcano’s first steam and ash erup- 
lion of 1981.

" rnere s been STlccllne in activi­
ty,” said Susan Russell-Robinson, a 
U..S. -Geological Survey geologist 
here. “But we still have an eruption 
alert. We’re still cautioning that more 
eruptive activity may occur.”

The eruption Friday, in which a 
plume of steam and ash blasted to 
15,.500 feel about sea level, was the 
sixth ash eruption since the volcano 
blew its top last May 18. leaving 61 
people dead or missing.

AL least 38 of the 52 Americans wpo 
spent 444 days captive in Iran will 
arrive here Tuesday with their fami­
lies. The reunion and workshops will 
be held at the famed hotel that serves 
as a home away from home for the 
rich and famous.

The visits will Include discussions 
with the .State Department medical 
team that exam in^ the hostages 90 
days ago in Wiesbaden, West Ger­
many, as well as rest and relaxation, 
all expenses paid

The meeting is part of the follow up 
medical research designed to help the 
medical team determine the effects of 
prolonged captivity and assist any«L 
the freed Americans who might have 
had problems adjusting to freedom 
and the glare of publicity, said State 
Department spokesman David Nall in 
Washington.

More than 100 reporters and photog­
raphers are expected at the resort.

"This is a medical meeting, not a 
media event. And I’m afraid there are 
going to be some disappointed report­
ers when they find that out,” said 
James Searle Jr., director oP sales 
and marketing for The Greenbrier, 
which has a private medical clinic.

Closed sessions have been sche­
duled for Tuesday afternoon and all 
day Wednesday and Thursday. Nall 
said requests for interviews would be 
passed along to the hostages and their 
families,"but we’re thereiq  attempt 
to give them the option of privacy.”

"When-we learned they would be 
coming, our parent company — CSX 
Corp. — offered to pay for them and 
their families,” Searle said. He de­
clined to say what that will cost the 
resort, where a hot dog sells for $3.75 
and rooms start at $75-a-dayr^vltlF 
additional charges for most activi­
ties.

Now in its 203rd year. The Green­

brier is listed on the National Historic 
Register and boasts more employees 
— 1,400 — than guests.

The resort developed around min­
eral springs that attracted statesmen 
and society belles in the early 19th 
centuiy, and now includes three golf 
courses, indoor and outdoor pools and 
private stables on the 6,500-acre 
grounds

During World War II. it was a place 
of opulent confinement for more than 
a thousand German. Japanese and 
Italian diplomats who eventually 
wore traded for Americans held over­
seas.

MOSCOW (AP) -  The Soviet 

-Union on Saturday strongly_de- _ 
fended the existence of the Ber 
lin Wall, which Defense .Secre­
tary Caspar W, W einberger 
called a "prison w all" that 
proved the failure of commu­
nism

Weinberger, who toured the 
East-West border during his Eu­
ropean tour, said Thursday that 
“ the Soviet empire needs walls 
to keep its own population in.”

A commentary by the official 
Tass news agency said, “As for 
as the Berlin Wall, which so 
upset Mr, Weinberger, one can 
say only this: The wall symbol­
izes the determination of the 
countries of the Socialist com­
munity to give a rebuff to the 
scheming of all those who would 
like to test these countries’ unity 
and cohesion. And he who tries 
to do it will burn his fingers.” 

The Soviet Union and East 
Germany traditionally  have 
maintained that the wall is to 
keep out East Germany’s ene- 
mics, rather than tu pen in the 
East German population.

for MMH — will appear in Austin 
alongside the hospital officials and 
participants from the Odessa team to 
testify at the hearings.

Midlanders opposing the applica­
tion say becau.se the Allison Center 
will be subsidized by hospital district 
taxpayers for the first two years of 
operation, the Odessa machine will 
rob the center of income necessary 
for its future financial stability, caus­
ing taxes to increase.

If patients who were cited  ̂to be in 
the “need area” of the Allison Center 
go to Odessa for treatment during the 
center’s crucial financial beginnings, 
it could lose much of its proposed 
clientele, opponents contend.

Medical Center Hospital argues it is 
not competing with the Allison Cen­
ter, but rather updating its current 
equipment.

The cobalt machine in'use at MCH 
since 1971 is less accurate than the 
6MEV, and the energy source — the 
cobalt block in the center of the ma­
chine — must be replaced as It is

expendable in five to seven years. As 
the source becomes spent, MCH offi­
cials argue, radiation time must be 
increased to allow for the same dos­
ages.

The advance machine has the 
precision to pinpoint the rays to de­
stroy cancerous cells, while disturb­
ing only a limited amount of healthy 
tissue.

According to THFC standards, no 
hospital may add services or equip­
ment which will significantly dupli­
cate those of its competitor unless 
community need warrants additional 
hospitals to have those capabilities, 
in the case of the 6MEV — expected to 
provide 80 percent of the Allison Cen- 
ter’s therapy — an additional 6,000 

* ’ treatments on caneqr patients would 
warrant the purchase of a second

machine in the area.
The 6,000 treatment figure came 

from the certificate of need approved 
for the Allison Center which showed 
the population it would serve to be a! 
a level to require 6,000 treatments on 
some 240 patients a year in the 17- 
county HSA-12 area.

Lp until that decision, the law had 
been interpreU‘d to hold cities respon­
sible for physical, not visual, obstruc­
tions.

The bill would place that interpre­
tation into the state statutes.

The House will consider the bill 
once again Thursday.

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Charlie's friends always hanging around

Charlie Sprayberry's guardian Is a friendly, over­
hanging moose who makes the Justice of the Peace's 
office more of a zoo than a chamber.

"Sometimes people are charged here, but not by 
the animals," quipped Sprayberry, who's got George 
and Henry and nameless other heads from the wilds 
to keep him company and his visitor entertained or 
startled.

His office is an imposing menagerie which mo­
mentarily lends itself to intimidation, especially 
from the moose head.

"Judge," Srayberry said a fellow told him recent­
ly, "I had heard about your office down here, and it 
was almost worth getting arrested to come in and see 
it."

What this fellow, whom the Judge said "wasn't a 
bad dude," was beholding was Sprayberry's hunting 
trophies from Texas to Alaska.

One is the bust of a bull moose, the ungainly 
vestige of a beast who will never grunt to his name 
“George" or nibble leaves, swim and ford streams, 
polish his great antlers on trees or call to his mate 
and seek her out. George, after some struggle to live, 
fell to repeated blasts from Sprayberry's .30-caliber 
rifle in Alaska in 1973.

THE JL'DGE IS PROUD of George and his 
breed.

“They don't hardly ever eat a person," joked 
Sprayberry, who, at 6-foot-3 and 230 pounds. Is moose 
big. "They're large enough to eat three of 
you but they don't it."

George, the moose, field dressed out at 1,800 
pounds, stood eight feet tall from hoof to shoulder, 
and sported antlers 60 inches across.

“And that is big," boasted the judge.
Sprayberry, an avid hunter, took the trip up to 

Alaska after he had "sold a place (real estate) and 
made more money than I owed and blew it."

The big moose was “just coming out of velvet" 
when Sprayberry took aim and fired off several 
rounds.

“When I saw him, I wanted him as a mount," he 
said gleefully of that October day in 1973. "He was a 
magnificent animal."

George fell and vainly fought to live.
"After you squeeze the trigger, the funs stops, and 

the work starts," noted Sprayberry, who said he 
brought back 850-pounds of boned moose meat 
which, he said assuredly, “ is better than any meat 
you can buy."

ANOTHER BUST gracing Sprayberry's office is 
that of a hand.some Rocky Mountain billy goat, who 
will never bleat to his name "Henry" and who will

never again agilely scale mountains, graze on the 
verdant valleys or scan the horizons with his 
eagle-eye vision.

Likely, there'll be more wildlife to fall victim of his 
aim even if his time is taxed with his duties as a 
fledgling peace justice.

Before his election, he was dealing in real estate, 
remodeling homes and selling vacuum cleaners; he 
still does the latter. "I had the ability to make 
more (money) out amongst the world," he said 
without sounding the least bit haughty.

But his gave up much of his free enterprise time 
for the $23,510-a-year judge's job.

"I always had the ability for fair play," he rea- 
■soned, “and thought I'd put it to practice."

ACROSS THE WAY from moose-face George is the 
head, sprawled-out skin and fur, and paws of a black 
bear. The bear is draped near two turkey beards and 
the bust of a Wyoming antelope he slaughtered in 
1969.

"1 was bear hunting (near Augusta, Mont., in 
1972), and this particular bear poked his head up," 
the judge recounted. "He happened to be cross­
ing the road, and wc happened to be thtre at the 
same time... We were sharing the same area."

The bear lost out to the report of a gun.
At 40, Sprayberry has made occasions to extend 

his finger's aim with more than firearms. He's a 
bowman as well.

He brought down a Corsica ram in Colorado In 1967 
with an arrow catapulted from a 60-pound recurve 
bow.

House and State Depart­
ment spokesmen — came

In a prepared state­
ment, State Department 
spokesm an  W illiam  
Dyess suggested tha t 

^violence in El Salvador 
was instigated by "ex­
tremist forces” and ar­
gued that such incidents 
will continue until the 

■'government can “ re ­
store stability.”

A State Department 
official said Friday that 
the Treasury police, the 
branch of the Junta’s 
armed forces which re­

portedly carried out the 
Tuesday raid, were look­
ing for a secret meeting 
of guerrilla leaders when 
the killings occurred.

The official, who re­
quested anonymity, said 
the Treasury police have 
told the U.S. embassy 
that guerrillas opened 
fire, wounding three po­
lice agen ts, and the 
deaths resulted from the 
ensuing gun battle.

However, the official 
said th a t version of 
events does not explain 
why the bodies w ere 
moved to a nearby street 
where they were found at 
dawn. Reporters who vi­
sited the scene also said 
som e of th e  b u l le t  
wounds appeared to be 
inflicted at close range.

Critics of the adminis­
tration’s military aid to 
El Salvador complained

that the reaction to the 
deaths appeared to be 
part of a pattern of de­
fending the Junta when­
ever its troops are ac­
cused of a killing.

"There’s always a ten­
dency to put the best 
light on events,” said 
Rep. Michael D. Barnes, 
D-Md. "It’s going to be 
more difficult for the ad­
ministration to assume 
that its statements will 
get much credibility.” 

"They (administration 
officials) always hem 
and haw and try to ratio­
nalize it,” said another 

■ congressional critic . 
Rep. Gerry E. Studds, D- 
Mass. "I wish they would 
Just for once condemn an 
incident like this as un- 
JustiHable.”

Studds said the “most 
grotesque example’’ of 
the administration’s de­

fense of the Junta was 
last month’s statements 
by Secretary of State 
Alexander M. Haig Jr. 
about the murder of four 
American churchwomen 
fast December.

Haig said “ the most 
prominent” theory about 
how the m urders oc­
curred was that the three 
Catholic nuns and a 
laywomen were killed 
when they tried to run a 
police roadblock.

Relatives and friends 
of the women accused 
Haig and other adminis­
tration official of trying 
to Justify the killings and 
waging a “smear cam­
paign" to discredit the 
missionaries.

Even State D epart­
ment officials involved in 
the investigation said 
privately that the Haig's 
roadblock theory was

never a leading explana­
tion for the murders.

One official, who asked 
not to be identified by 
name, said a key ele­
ment in Haig’s theory — 
that glass, possibly from 
a windshield, was found 
in a bullet wound of one 
of the women — has been 
dismissed. The official 
said the FBI determined 
that the particles found 
in the wound were not 
glass.

The adm inistration 
has sought to blame left­
ist guerrillas for most of 
the 10,000 political mur­
ders in El .Salvador last 
year. Many Catholic and 
human rights groups, 
however, have blamed 
the governm ent and 
right-wing paramilitary 
groups for the vast ma­
jority of slayings.

At a news conference 
last month. President 
Reagan argued that the 
United States was on the 
side of human rights in 
supporting thi* Junta b<> 
cause the guerrillas hud 
boasted of killing 6,0041 
people — or more than 
half of the civilian dealhs 
— last year.

Haig suggestion supporteiJ
BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Sporadic artillery and 

sniper fire threatened a Syrian-Christlan cease-fire 
Saturday. Christian Phalangists, meanwhile, wel­
comed a suggestion by Secretary of State Alexander 
M Haig Jr. that more U.N. peacekeeping troops 
might needed in Lebanon.

any expansion of that force to cover the Christian 
city of Zahle and Beirut, where Syrian forces battled 
Phalangist militiamen and units of the Lebanese 
army last week.

Haig, winding up an 8-day, 9-nation tour, met with 
French President Valery Giscard d’Estaing in Paris.

(Lebanese) situation,” he said. “Perhaps It will be 
necessary, if the parties themselves cannot deal with 
it effectively, to consider a peacekeeping force of 
some kind.”

A multi-national U.N. peacekeeping force already 
patrols southern Lebanon as a buffer between right­
ist Christians and Palestinian guerrillas.

Walesa em erged as 
and head of the indepen­

dent labor union during 
last summer's strikes.

In the sun-scorched Mexican village of Santa Elena, 
where adobe* huts lay dwarfed by the Rio Grande can­
yon whose mouth yawned awesomely amidst the 2,000 ft. 
.Mesa de Anguila, it was a matter of survival to .lose- 
phine Lopez.

Now it is one of preference.
No longer must she kneel over a hand-chiseled metate 

in a daily ritual along the banks of the muddy river 
which hewed its course over a million years through a 
desolate mesa. There, with mano — hand stone — 
grippi>d firmly in fingers, she ground mair (corn soaked 
in lime) against the black, porous, volcanic stone to 
make tortillas — one of the essentials of life to her and 
her family.

They are not as essential anymore, but still nutritious 
and appetizing Every afternoon in her .Midland kit 
chen Mrs. Lopez still bends over the front of the three 
legged, slightly sloped metate she bought fnim Tn ' 
4ians in-Santa-Rosalia X:umacgu. Coahuila, in 1940 for 15 
pesos (less than «0 cents in 1981 American currency) 
and rasps the mano across it with a gritty sound.

But there is a difference The grains of mail, w hich she 
battled for 20 years in grinding into a paste known as 
masa have been replaced by pre-processed corn meal. 
And the open pit fire over which she cooked the tortil 
las on a comal— a flat griddle — has given w ay to the 
flames of a natural gas range.

In a display of this ancient, all-but-forgotten art, Mrs 
Lopez worked quickly and deftly, the years of expe­
rience showing in the fingers and in her dark eyes. .She 
began by displaying Masa Havina, a commercialiy 
produced corn meal that is avaiiable in Midiand super 
markets. She mixed an ample portion with water in a 
large bowl and began to kneed, the dough clinging to her 
fingers.

When satisfied with its texture, she spread it out along 
the b«*veled length of the ,Vt pound metate and Umk the 
mano in both hands Then, like a'housewife washing 
clothes on a scrubboard, she began to grind, forward, 
backward, the distinctive grating noise encompassing 
her entire home. The paste began to form, clinging to 
the blackened stone at its lower end, and in a few 
minutes’ time the masa w as ready

She took hand-sized masses, squeezed, placed them in 
a pile on a nearby plate, and when the metateonce again 
held only the mane, she IuituhI her full attention to 
them.

.She clasped a portion, pressed it against her palm, and 
bi‘gan to flatten it with rhythmic, almost genjie pats, 
creating a sound like quiet clapping filling the air. She 
paid carefui attention to the edge, rounding it with the 
tips of her fingers, satisfying herself no gashes or thin 
places existed. " *•

When finished, she held it across her index finger, a 
virtually circular saucer of yellowish masa that droop<*d 
limply along either side —  ' ------------- ----------

The coma/awaited it now.
AT Ihe*Trove, She dabbed 3-“spoonful -of nteat grea*e- 

across the flat iron griddle huggiKl by blue flames and 
tenderly layed the masa on top T^en she returned to the 
plate, patting another portion Of paste into a sphere 
wrhtl» awaiting the proper moment to turn the masa.

At just the right second, it seemed, she flipped' it. 
revealing one side cooked to a deep golden. And a minute 
later, the tortilla— ground, mixed, cooked in as close to 
the ancient fashion as the conveniences of modern-day 
Midland permitted — sought mouths and stomachs 
unaccustomed to any but those that litter the refri 
gerated section of the local supermarket.

In Santa Elena, the tortillahad served as bread, plate 
and even napkin for Mrs Lopez and “her family — 
an absolute necessity.

Here in her kitchen, it has become a delicacv.

VIENNA (AP) — Aus­
tria’s forests are infested 
with ticks, officials say, 
and a nationwide cam­
paign is w rrning that 
some of them bear a 
form of meningitis which 
can cause paralysis and 
death.

Biliboards in sickiy 
pink, green and purple 
warn Austrians they are 
“ better tick-inoculated 
than brain damaged”

Danger zones for ticks 
bearing early summer 
meningo encephalitis in­
clude southern forests in 
C arin th ia , northern  
woodlands in lower and 
upper Austria and parts 
of the w orld-fam ous 
Vienna Woods around 
the capital.

At the roo t of the 
dreaded infection is a 
quarter-inch-long wing­
less, blood-sucking in­
sect. millions of which 
have multiplied and pro­
spered over the years in 
Austria's still-dense for­
ests.

TICK TIME, tick dan­
ger and anti-tick inocula­
tion have become house­
hold words as a result of 
the campaign supported 
by the g o v ern m en t, 
druggists, doctors — and 
the company producing 
the vaccine to immunize 
potential victims.

In 1980,470 people were 
bitten by virus-infected 
ticks. .Some of them grew 
seriously ill and seven 
died of meningitis.

Alfred Stachl, an Aus­
trian sports reporter, 
who recovered from 
what was feared would 
be permanent paralysis, 
is now lending his voice 
for repeated warnings 
over the radio.

A team of doctors, led 
by Christian Kunz, direc­
tor of the Institute for 
Virology of Vienna Uni­
versity, say the tick dan­
ger can be avoided if 
people are immunized 
with the medicine they 
developed.

“ Our vaccine gives 
you complete protection 
without any side e f­
fects,” Kunz said. But in­

oculation, though widely 
publicized, is neither 
mandatory nor free.

Under an agreement 
between the medical pro­
fession, pharm acists, 
and the government, 
doctors charge a reduced 
ra te so that one shot 
costs about $13.

IMMUNIZATION calls 
for two shots within four 
weeks plus another in a 
year’s time. It must be 
renewed by one dose 
every three years.

But authorities have 
apparently done little or 
nothing so far to system­
atically protect the mil­
lions of foreign tourists 
vacationing in Austria 
every year.

A spokesman for the 
Austrian Tourist Board 
said his office was not re­
sponsible. and the Aus­

trian  Health Ministry 
was equally evasive.

An official said he had 
heard that in some in­
fested areas local au­
thorities were warning 
tourists. But there ap­
peared to be no clear-cut 
program for foreign visi­
tors.

“You know that by far 
not every tick dropping 
on humans or host ani­
mals is infected, and the 
chance of a foreigner 
being among the 400 an­
nual cases is indeed re­
mote,” he said.

Experts say that for a 
variety of reasons parts 
of Austria seem more 
susceptible to infestation 
than other countries, al­
though most European 
countries, with the ex­
ception of the Mediter­
ranean region, have a 
tick problem to some ex-

Play dramatizes 
emigration issue

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — The heat in their New 
York apartment has been cut off. Unpaid bills are 
piling up. He spends his day brooding and sleeping. 
.She wanders around the shopping center— “ It’s nice 
there. Dutch cheeses, aftershave lotions...”

They are nameless, these two slovenly, foul- 
mouthed herot's of “TEL AVIV—NEW YORK—TEL 
AVIV,” but the audience knows them well. They are 
yordim — emigrants — who have turned their backs 
on their native Israel and gone in search of a better 
life in America.

The play by 36-year-old Rami Rosen comes at a 
time when yerida — emigration — is becoming one of 
Israel's most painful issues.

.Statistics point to an increase in emigration, 
spurn'd by Israel's economic difficulties, a rise in 
crime and a general sense of a decline in the values 
that built the Jewish state.

A recent report says more than 300,000 yordim and 
their offspring live in the United States Reviled here 
as traitors and deserters, they are regarded as the 
unsightly flipside of the Zionist ideal, in which the 
only place for a Jew is Israel.

The problem was underscored last month by dis­
closures that the yordim of recent years include 15 
representatives of the Jewish Agency, overseer of 
Jewish immigration to Israel, who had been sent to 
the United States on three-year tours of duty to 
attract new immigrants to the Jewish state.

A parliamentary subcommittee is recommending 
that yordim bc‘ stripped of their Israeli citizenship 
after five years abroad and be denied the right to 
bring tax-free household gcx>ds into Israel if they 
return

The hero of TEL AViV—NEW YORK—TEL AVIV 
has left a wife and two children and come to the 
United States for three months to launch a painting 
career. That was several years ago. He now lives 
with an Israeli woman in a rented apartment among 
a jumble of suitcases, subsisting on goulash and 
coffee- He has just lost his job — as a Jewish Agency 
official.

"It’s all your fault, ” he screams at her in one of the 
shouting matches that fill their waking hours “You 
could have had a U.S. passport.” Their holy grail is 
the Green Card, which would make them legal 
immigrants. .She often weeps and wishes they could 
return to Israel. But he says he would loathe "the 
whispering behind my back”

A boyhood friend, Ixie, turns up to spend the night. 
He has just arrived fnim Israel to join his American 
girlfriend, but she has stood him up

At first Ixie is glad to be out of Israel “Just 
thinking about Tel Aviv makes my head clog up," he 
says But his enthusiasm dims as he observes the 
plight of his friend That night he sees a neighbor 
commit suicide by jumping out a window .

Arguments about whether to go back to Israel 
fizzle amid disagreement over whether to bring back 
tax-free appliances. Ixie finally persuades the two to 
go back with him They will start a new life together, 
open a business.

Then the phone rings It is Ixie’s girlfriend. Ixie 
decides to stay.

Playwright Rosen says he was never a yored. and 
that his bleak view of emigrants and America is 
drawn from yordim he met on a visit to New York.

His message, he says, is one of understanding for 
the yordim. “They are a lot like us who stay in Israel 
but are never sure what they’re doing here or what 
their purpose is.”

Like many young Israeli-born play wrights, Rosen 
speaks for a generation that carries little of the 
ideological baggage that its fathers brought here. 
The immigrants who founded Israel talked inces­
santly about building a perfect society.

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Blood rurjs down the face and onto the jack e t of a London
policeman injured in Brixton Saturday  during renewed clashes
between police and black youths.

London you ths  b a tt le  p o lice
LONDON (AP) — About 500 black youths joined by a few whites battled police 

with bricks and gasoline b9mbs Saturday in south London’s Brixton district and 
officials said 47 policemen were injured, five seriously.

It was the second night of racial violence in Brixton, a predominantly black 
district with a jobless rate nearly double the national average of 10.3 percent.

Bands of marauding youths overturned several police trucks and set them 
afire. They commandeered a London Transport bus and wrecked it and looted 
shops and saloons throughout the area, police said. A fire engine that tried to put 
out the fires was forced back by the mob.

Rioting erupted Friday night when a policeman attempted to help a wounded 
black youth and a crowd, thinking the youth was being arrested, attacked the 
officer, officials said. They reported street battles broke out again Saturday 
night when two patrolmen stopped a black youth for questioning and other 
blacks began hurling bricks at the officers.

One of the injured policemen was struck in the face by a gasoline bomb and 
his eyes were burned, police reported. They said another officer was burned 
when his uniform was set ablaze by a fire bomb..

Among the shops looted was a jewelry store that was raided by about 50 
youths, police said.

Black community workers who tried to pacify the youths told reporters the 
fighting would go on until riot squads were withdrawn from the area.

“As long as the police remain here, there is a chance everything will be blown 
out of proportion,” said one leader who declined to give his name.

He said gasoline had been poured over some streets and the youths were 
threatening to set it alight if the squads did not withdraw.

Tension had been growing in Brixton following the Friday night incident when 
a patrolman found a young black with a stab wound in the back and attempted to 
take him to a hospital, according to the police account.

“They thought we were trying to arrest the boy,” said Police Commander 
Sydney Nicholson. “They snatched the youth away from us. There was a lot of 
punching and pushing, then things quieted down. But when another police car 
arrived, one of the youths threw a bottle through the windscreen and immedi­
ately fighting erupted again.”

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Council to hear housing complaints
A neighborhood -that objects to a proposed apa rtment 

complex to be located on Delmar Street behind K-Mart will be 
given a chance to air complaints and hear the develope r’s side 
of the story during a 6 p.m. public hearing Tuesday. The 
meeting wlU be held in a ty  Hall Council Chambers.

Midland City Council will be taking time out of its r egular 
meeting, which starts at 10 a.m. that day, to condvict the 
hearing.

The issue started about a month ago when the (council 
approved giving the city’s Housing Assistance Plan to the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development. HUD want­
ed to study the plan in conjunction with a proposal from 
Friedman and Associates of Houston and Mary Rich Adams, a 
developer from Carrizrao, N.M., for an 86-unit apartment 
complex.

If the proposal is approved by HUD, 40 of those units w l̂li be 
rental-subsidized with 10 of them reserved for elderly and 
handicapped persons. The other 46 will be rented on a 
competitive market basis, with rents ran^ng from $300 for a 
one-bedroom unit to $500 for a three-bedroom apartmen t.

At the March 24 council meeting, about 100 residents from 
the Delmar area appeared in the Council Chambers to pi-otest 
that development, even though the council advised them i t was 
no party to the project.

In l i^ t  of the objections, the council agreed to bring' Ms. 
Adams to the Tuesday meeting and explain the project to  the 
nei^bors.

The rest of the agenda deals primarily with routine ite ms.
The council may attempt to r^uce the amount of smolie in 

the air as it will discuss an ordinance to restrict smokinig in 
certain public areas.

A represenUtive from the Midland Housing Association 
should make a recommendation concerning code enforcen lent 
in housing construction for low-income families.

Traffic tie-ups at the intersection of Big Spring Street and 
Wall Street during the day’s busiest hours may have promcited 
the council to take a look Tuesday at providing a left-turn lin e  
on Wall Street.

The council will consider a resolution to purchase a nei gh- 
borhood park site in Northgate Addition. And the panel n-iay 
look at changing several ordinances pertaining to parks and 
recreation.

Additional personnel for Mid'Tran will be discussed duiing 
the session, as will whether or not to resubmit a grtmt

application for the public busing system.
Other agenda items include planning and zoning requests, 

changes in parking along various streets, resolving a problem 
of installing sewer lines in the South Park Addition, and 
approval of second readings.

County Commissioners

item agenda, which possibly may be highlighted by a closed 
executive session on the fate of Midland County Public 
Library, at 10 a.m.

Protest breaks up Ku Klux Klan rally
SAN JOSE, Calif. (AP) — Several Ku Klux Klansmen weire 

reported injured as 17 of them were driven from a rally in a ha II 
of cans, debris and profanity Saturday while riot-helmeted police 
scuffled with protestors, arresting 26 of them.

The Klansmen, most of them white-robed and hooded, huddled 
on a speaker’s platform for about 15 minutes attempting to  
protect themselves from the pelting with wooden shields embis - 
zoned “KKK” while 1,500 protestors chanted. ’’Death, death, 
death to the Klan! ”

Steven Seager, who obtained the Klan’s permit to conduct a n 
informational rally, said “three or four” Klansmen were Injurei l, 
although he said he did not know how seriously and declined to  
Identify them.

Two persons were treated at hospitals for minor injuries,^ 
authorities said, athough they were not identified as Klan 
members.

The Klan rally was the first held in this city of 600,000, about '.'M

miles south of San Francisco, authorities said.
Demonstrators drowned out the Klansmen’s attempts to speak 

over amplified equipment, and some tried to break through 
police lines at the rally site in downtown St. James Park.

But police formed a protective ring around the Klansmen and 
escort^ them from the area as mobs followed, continuing to pelt 
the robed figures.

Several persons were handcuffed and led away as the crowd 
estimated at 1,500 people confronted lines of police who blocked a 
street the Klansmen used as an escape route.

Police said the arrests were on minor charges. One man was 
seen brandishing a knife.

Seager, who had predicted 50-60 Klansmen would attend the 
rally, offered no explanation for the smaller KKK turnout.

“When white men get out there and speak their views they are 
stomped on,” Seager said. “They’re supposed to be hating the 
Klan but they’re hating Christians.”_________________________

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N i c k l a u s  b l o w s  f o u r - s t r o k e  l e a d  t o  W a t s o n
AUGUSTA, Ga. (AP) — Jack Nicklaus blew a four-shot lead, made It 

up in a dramatic turn-around, then bogeyed the final hole to give Tom 
Watson a one-stroke advantage Saturday in the third round of the 4Sth 
Masters.

It was one of the most wide-swinging, changeabie situations in the re­
cent history of golf. '

First there was the mighty Nickiaus, generaiiy considered the grea­
test player in the history of the ancient game, holding a four-stroke lead 
when play started on the warm spring day. '

SHORTLY AFTER the turn on the 6,905 yards of rolling hills that make 
up the Augusta National Golf Club course, the first of the big swings took 
place, five strokes in Watson’s favor in a three-hole stretch. From a 
one-stroke leader, Nicklaus suddenly trailed by four shots.

With the grim-lipped determination that has helped him to a record 17 
major professional championships, he pulled it together, halted the slide 
and turned it around.

He made up those four shots, pulled back into a tie and then meekly sur­
rendered the lead again, three-putting from off the green on the 18th.

Watson, who established himself as golfs No. 1 performer with a 
victory over Nicklaus in this tournament in 1977, shot a 2-under-par 70 
and had a 209 total, seven strokes under par.

Nicklaus went 10 strokes higher than his magnificent 65 in Friday’s 
second round and was at 210 going into Sunday’s final round of the chase 
for the green Jacket that goes to the winner of this prestige-laden event, 
(he first of the year’s four major tests of golfing greatness.

While most of the attention centered on the struggle between golfs 
two greatest players, Nicklaus and Watson, they were not alone going 
into the final round.

A host of men moved into position to challenge.

Greg Norman, the blond Australian who owns such impressive interna­
tional credentials, was the closest. The current holder of the Australian 
Open and World Match Play titles, Norman matched par 72 and was only 
two strokes back at 211.

Rob Blyth rescues

San Antonio had the tying and go-

SO GOING into tonight’s 6 p.m. tilt, 
this series of one-run verdicts is all 
even at l-I. Manager Roy Hartsfield 
will go with Carlos Gil, a 15-game 
winner at ()uad Cities last year, while 
San Antonio’s Ducky LeJohn will 
counter with lefthander Rich Rodas, 
up from Lodi of the C alifo rn ia  
League.

Lefferts took a 5-3 lead into the 
ninth and gave up leadoff singles to 
Leq Hernandez and Ross Jones. That 
brought on Blyth, who had pitched 
only four innings this spring as a 
result of a freak injury. Steve Sax 
singled to left, his seventh hit of the 
series, to load the bases. Tom Beyers 
then executed a picture-book squeeze 
to get one run in and move the other 
runners into scoring position with the 
Dodgers’ meat-and-potatoes men 
coming up.

“ I HUNG an 0-2 slider to Sax and I 
. was. just lucky he didn’t hit it out of 
the park,” Blyth reviewed after the 
game. “Bradley (the Dodgers’ top 
RBI man last year) is always tough 
for me but I’ve had good success 
against Holman (SA’s top hitter in 
’80) with my slider and it worked this 
time”

Bradley looked at a third strike and 
Holman went down swinging, but 
when the ball got away, Mike Diaz 
had to make the throw to first. He hit 
Holman in the back, but umpire John 
Masden ruled the runner out for inter­
ference. Not realizing the play was 
over, Craig Kornfeld scooped up the 
ball and threw it to Blyth, who wasn’t 
looking for it and wound up doubled 
up in a heap on the ground when it hit 
him in the stomach.

IT WAS Randy LaVigne’s first 
homer of the year, an authoritative 
solo homer to right with two out in the 
sixth that proved the eventual win­
ning run, giving Midland a 5-3 lead. 
The Cubs took a 2-0 le4d in the Second 
when Kornfield hammered a triple to 
right center, scoring Diaz, who had 
doubled and Dave Owen who had 
walked.

Lefferts had two out in the fifth

when a two-base throwing error by 
third baseman Carmello Martinez 
was followed by a Steve Sax double 
and Beyers single to tie it at 2. Mid­
land went ahead 4-2 in the fifth when 
Tom Grant doubled. Jack  Upton 
walked and singles by Diaz and Owen 
plated the runs.

Lefferts appeared to be losing his 
stuff, when after the two runs in the 
fifth, Holman led off the sixth with a 
homer to center and Mike Zouras
singled.

CAMBRIDGE, M ass. (AP) — 
Tracy Caulkins set her fourth Ameri­
can short course record in four races 
and became the biggest winner ever 
among women swimmers in national 
competition at the U.S. Indoor Swim­
ming Championships Saturday night.

But the 18-year-old Caulkins, from 
Nashville, Tenn., had to share part of 
the spotlight with Jill Sterkel of Haci­
enda Heights, Calif., who tied Caul­
kins for high point honors at the meet 
and set an American record in the 
100-yard butterfly.

Caulkins set an American record of 
one minute 1.13 seconds in the 100 
breaststroke, surpassing her own 
mark by .40 and at the same time 
winning her 3Ist event at a national 
meet. Her closest competition was 
Kim Rhodenbaugh of Cincinnatti, IH 
seconds behind.

Ann Curtis, the first woman ever to 
win a Sullivan Award as America’s 
top amateur athlete, won 30 races in a 
six-year period from 1043-48. Caulkins 
has won her 31 events in the last five 
years.

With her latest victory, Caulkins 
tied the mark of two men swimmers, 
Johnny Weissmuller from 1922-28 and 
C.M. Daniels from 1904-11. But she

will have to wait until the long-course 
national championships in Milwaukee 
next August to break the overall rec­
ord.

Sterkel was timed in 52.99 seconds 
for an American record in the 1,200 
butterfly, but her margin of victory 
was a tiny one-hundredth of a second 
over Mary T. Meagher of Louisville, 
Ky., who holds two butterfly world 
records. Sterkel’s previous American 
record was 53.10. •

Caulkins and Sterkel finished with 
the maximum number of 80 points at 
the meet in Harvard’s Blodgett Pool, 
both with four victories.

The men’s high point winner was 
Bill Barrett of Alpharetta, Ga., with 
68 points, including a second-place 
finish in ^ tu rd ay  night’s 100 breast­
stroke behind Dave Lundquist of Jon­
esboro, Ga. Barrett had two seconds, 
a first and a fourth-place finish at the 
meet.

Kim Linehan of Austin, Texas, 
completed a sweep of the three dis­
tance freestyle races with a victory in 
the grueling 1,850. Linehan was timed 
in 15; 50.23, Just a second over her 
American record, while the second- 
place finisher, 14-year-old Tiffany 
Cohen of Mission Viejo, Calif., 
touched in 15:54.86.

the establishment of a Texas Migratory Bird Stamp. This bill is an addi­
tional tax on all waterfowl hunters In addition to the Federal Migratory 
Bird Stamp which we already have to purchase before hunting ducks and 
or geese.

OF COURSE this bill passed 27-1, probably without the votees knowing 
or even taking the time to study the bill carefully. And^he way the bill 
reads, it will not benefit the Lone Star State on their waterfowl 
management program.

Provisions of the bill would send 45 percent of the stamp’s revenue to 
the Texas Park and Wildlife Department. Another 10 percent would be 
used for administration and the remaining 45 percent would be sent to 
“an appropriate international non-profit organization for the purpose of 
acquiring, developing and maintaining waterfowl propagarion areas 
within the Dominion of Canada that provide waterfowl for the Central 
Flyway.’’ And that “or organizations’’ is Ducks Unlimited.

Hunters, there’s really no reason this should have slipped by the Senate 
that easy. And, in my opinion, we do not need our money (if passed) to go

out of the state. And, I’m not against DU. They are a truly fine organiza­
tion. But Texas wildlife agencies have been curtailed on wildlife money 
each and every year for several years. Now’s the time for out state to 
reap the benefits off Texas sportsmen’s monies.

then sending it to Canada for their propagation of waterfowl. We spend 
that money on the Federal Duck Stamp and memberships into DU for 
that purpose. We need to keep some of our money here in Texas.

There are 21 other states that already have their own duck stamps, 
most keep the money and use it within their own territories.

Now some people want to know Just how much money a state migratory 
bird stamp would generate in Texas.

Based on the number of Federal Migratory Bird Stamps sold in Texas 
last year (137,000), a state stamp selling for $5 would generate almost 
$700,000 per year.

According to the bill, the Parks and Wildlife Department would also re­
ceive about $315,000 per year for the preservation of habitat for 
migratory waterfowl. But those who oppose the bill clearly point out that 
the Parks and Wildlife Department could receive twice that amount if all 
the money was kept in Texas.

Those
sponsoring the bill have stood up and straight forwardly said that.”

— The delicate 
question of what fish makes the best 
eating has been a subject of debate 
for centuries among gourmands of 
the earth.

Propo­
nents of the mahi mahi insist it is $0 
good it was named twice — like Walla 
Walla

tell the difference between the fish 
and the paper bag

from California waters long ago, the 
rape of the anchovy today upsets 
sports fishermen and recreational 
boat operators, who must yield the 
albacore to commercial vessels which 
pursue them 300 to 400 miles at sea.

Captain of charter boats for 30 
years, Russ Izor has just sold his 
65-foot cruiser "Peace,” deciding that 
the pain of finding albacore for sports 
fishermen is too great.

OFTEN, WE listened to the late 
Diazy Dean extol the savory beauty of 
the channel catfish.

Diz always trav­
eled by train, never trusting anything

Since a large segment advances the 
albacore as its favorite table fish, 
explaining the wondrous versatility of 
a foodstuff that can be canned, 
smoked, broiled, or barbecued, and 
can solo on a plate as readily as it can 
join scrambled eggs, you can imagine 
the despair today of albacore sports 
fishermen as they watch the slow 
demise of their heroes.

A fleet of roughly 200 that used to 
leave this port when word sounded 
that the albacore had arrived at the 
California coast and in the nearby 
waters of Mexico has been reduced by 
maybe half. Many of the boats have 
converted to whale watchers, taking 
folks out to inspect the giant grays 
making their annual odyssey to Baja 
Califonia at a time of year they fall In 
love.

The albacore isn't stu­
pid He may like California but not 
well enough to Starve.

With the muscle he develops, he 
becomes one of the prime fighting fish 
of the ocean. And since the white 
meat he offers is firm and tasteful, 
you can see why those who fish him 
fall into depressions when they see his 
numbers decline.

What the fishermen and the boat 
operators may need is i  public rela­
tions campaign, aimed at convincing 
the albacore that the anchovy is over­
rated.

Sardines are among the best catfish baits around 

but most fishermen claim you can’t keep them on a 
hook because canning softens them. True, but if you 
ball them in a piece of nylon hose and attach this to 
your hook, they’ll last long enough to catch a 
catfish.

Here are other tips from the April issue of Sports 
Afield:

Why all the different sizes of bobbers? The idea is t 
use one no larger than needed to hold your bait just 
over the bottom or in between where fish may be 
feeding

Un hot summer days fish want shade just as much 
as you do They find it deep under concentrations of 
we^s- where they’re hard to reach. Someday try 
cutting a hole in dense weeds, or other cover, then 
return to fish through it later.

When you locate a deep, dark hole in a lake, try 
fishing it from all directions, not just one. This is 
because the fish, especially bass, walleyes or pike, 
might be feeding on only one side of the hole.

It’s easier to keep minnows alive and lively if you

occasionally drop an ice cube into the minnow 
bucket. Don’t overdo it and chill them-just cool them 
intermittently. The cube also adds oxygen to the 
water.

After bass spawn, the big females leave nest-tend- 
ing to smaller males who will average under four 
pounds. (There is no record of a male bass weighing 
over six pounds.) So, the time is comparatively short 
when you can catch m onster fem ales from a 
spawning bed.

'Chain Lightning' circling globe

“ I guess my comeback is really underway,” says singer and song writer Don 
McLean

It certainly looks like it is. For one thing, except for America, he hasn’t been 
away. And in America, “Crying” was No. 6 on the best-selling singles charts the 
last two weeks in March. The LP it’s from, “Chain Lightning,” was No. 45 and 
climbing March 28. Stereo Review magazine named “Chain Lightning” the best 
album of the month in its April issue.

McLean and a band including Garth Hudson, once of The Band, started a 
two-month North American tour on March 20. In the summer, he’ll cut his next 
record, “Believers,” and play some outdoor places.

” It*s nice to hear a guy sin^ng with a guitar under the stars,” says McLean. 
“And I love to sing outdoors. I'm a big outdoors man anyway. I like to camp out. 
My house is very rural. I'm not much on the cities.”

McLean's best-known song is the eight-minute “ American Pie” which he 
wrote and sang into a huge, and much-quoted, hit in 1971.

“ Anything that you're identified with can really become difficult,” McLean 
says. “That is, if you’re not counting your blessings. It could be worse. You 
could be singing at the local bowling alley. Nothing says you’re entitled to be 
successful. I’d much rather fight success than failure.

“Now, ‘American Pie’ is a part of my credits. It is now a part of the list.”
McLean, who was bom In New Rochelle, N.Y., in 1945, made his first LP for 

Medians in 1969. It had been turned down by 34 companies. From 1971’s 
“ American Pie” to 1976 he was on United Artists. Arista Records released one in 
1977, and “Chain Lightning,” his eighth U.S. LP, is on Millenium.

“When I left UA, I w ork^ It out, in nine territories of the world, choosing the 
best record company in each. So my records came out, on schedule, everywhere 
else in the world.”

In America, it wasn’t so smooth. McLean says, “ In 19771 signed with Arista, a 
three-year deal, for an album a year. ‘Prime Time’ they released and quickly 
withdrew. ‘Chain Lightning’ they didn’t want. I asked if we could amicably split. 
They said yes and gave me back the masters as an inducement to leave.

“The company that enticed me from Arista did not give me a deal. They were 
cutting back. That lost me a year or maybe more. But the foreign success of the 
single and the album got me a great deal with Millenium.

“This is the first time I have a really great feeling about a record label. In 
spite of money, if a record company doesn’t understand who you are and what 
you’re doing, they’re In your way.”

The “Chain Lightning” now released is the same album Arista rejected.
“Nobody gets them all,” McLean says. “We all pass on great and good things. 

That’s the way it goes.”
He decided that “Chain Lightning” should be the first Millenium release. 

“You can easily say, let’s make something new. But I knew ‘Crying’ was a hit 
record.” ____________  __________________ _____  _____

Also, Dallas Ballet Company dancer Rodwic Fu- 
kino was very effective as the old Dr. Coppelius. As 
one observer said, “He is a little young for the role, 
but then ballet companies have difficulty casting this 
type of role because most dancers are young.” And 
in spite of the age discrepancy, he handled the role 
well.

During Act II, Andrea Comola appearedas an 
Oriental doll. Her doll-like movements were authen­
tic and, although she may have wanted to, she 
didn’t break character by smiling.

In fact. Act II was the most effectively staged act. 
The dancers wound up and down at the right time 
and, for the most part, appeared more like dolls than 
people.

The overall choreography for the Midland presen­
tation was done by Miss Burton. Both Miss Burton 
and Tuzer teach special workshops on a contract 
basis for the PCBA.

Sets were designed and executed by Doris Bumpas 
and Jackie Comola. Costume designer and wardrobe 
mistress was June Swift.

Music was provided by the Midland-Odessa Sym­
phony Orchestra, directed by Dr. Thomas Hoh­
stadt.

The production was a community endeavor. And 
one obMrver, who is new to Midland, remarked 
during the second intermission, “You would never 
see this type of production in a larger city or in many 
cities of this size. It is really a treat to see so many 
people work together in this type of community 
effort.”

NEW YORK (AP) — Michael Fuchs is the man responsible for 

developing programs for Home Box Office, the No. 1 pay-cable 
network, and he approaches his work with a clear sense of 
purpose:

“If there’s a first duPont award for cable,” he says, referring 
to the annual Alfred I. duPont-Columbia University awards in 
broadcast journalism, “we’ll get it.”

To achieve that goal, Fuchs says much of his attention is 
focused on programming produced expressly for HBO, a consid­
erable portion of it consumer-oriented.

“I can’t see the day when movies will not be the primary 
programming vehicle on HBO,” says Fuchs. “But the public 
knows we don’t produce the movies we show, and if we’re going to 
establish a character in this business, it’s got to be through 
original programming.”

Fuchs, who joined HBO in 1976 as director of special program­
ming and sports and was promoted to his present position, senior
vice president for programming, precisely a year ago, says the

“There is a significant percentage of original programming on 
HBO,” he says, “ that Is not escapist entertainment — more than 
the networks provide, even if you factor In the news.’’

Fuchs lists as examples HBO’s “Consumer Reports” series, 
based on the magazine of the same (tame, which he describes as

“brutally honest, in a way the networks cannot be,” and another 
magazine takeoff now in the works, “Money.”

To most subscribers — HBO lists more than 6 million — pay TV 
still means current motion pictures.

“I think the position and growth of original programming, 
Fuchs says, “has been governed largely by the economy. And we 
have had union difficulties which have prevented us from dipping 
into the talent pool that might otherwise have been available. 
We’re working on that. , *

“There is a standard,” he says. “We don’t want to attempt to 
do something we could not at least do better than the networks.

“Point one: We will be a high-quality, low-quantity network. If 
you’re producing 9 zillion series, and 9 zillion made-for-TV 
movies, I don’t know how you can keep your quality up.

“Two: We are a monthly service. We don’t have to deliver so 
many people per minute. We want people to watch, but it is very 
possible to give them even one or two special programs a month 
and have them say, Tt was worth the money.’

“Movies drive the service,” says Fuchs, who joined HBO after 
two years with the William Morris Agency, where he was 
involved in packaging shows for television, “but we’re looking to 
do things a couple of times a year that no one can duplicate.’’ 

Settlement of cable TV’s labor troubles, centered largely on 
methods of compensation for actors and other professionals, will 
open the gates to other forms of original programming. But 
Fuchs says the new marketplace will have to be approached with 
caution.

LONDON (AP) — Britain stood 
firm Saturday against granting politi­
cal status to prisoners convicted of 
terrorism despite the election to Par­
liament of IRA guerrilla Bobby 
.Sands, who declar^ he has no inten­
tion of resigning or ending his 42-day- 
old hunger strike.

A spokesman for the British gov­
ernment in Northern Ireland said 
Sands' hunger strike would cause “no 
change of policy on political status — 
the government has made clear on a 
number of occasions the principles by 
which it is guided”

Prison officials also said Sands 
would receive no special privileges 

— bcrainr nf hl.s new|y won status as a 
member of Parliament.

Sands, a member of the Irish Re­
publican Army, was Jailed in 1976 for 
14 years after a gunbattle with police. 
He began his hunger strike at Maze 
prison near Belfast March 1. Sup­
porters say he has lost 35 pounds and 

<is suffering from the initial signs o 
‘ starvaton, including dizziness, head­

aches and difficulty taking water. 
'They say he could be dead in two 

weeks.
* Sands' victory in Thursday’s by- 
; election severely undercut Prime 
; Minister Margaret Thatcher’s securi-
* ty strategy for Northern Ireland, tom 

by 11 years of sectarian violence.
The 27-year-old Roman Catholic 

Sands defeated Harry West, a Protes­
tant hardliner. In the Northern Ire­
land’s predominantly Roman Catho­

lic Fermanagh and South Tyrone dis­
trict. The area is a battleground 
between Catholics seeking to reunite 
the province with the Irish Republic 
and Protestants who support contin­
ued British rule.

Sands, who has not taken the Oath 
of Allegiance required of members of 
the British Parliament, could resign 
and force and another by-election as 
he Indicated he might do during the 
election campaign.

But after the election, he sent word 
from his hospital bed that he has no 
intention of either resigning or giving 
up his hunger strike.

The other possible options are that 
Sands could be expelled from the 
Commons by resolution of its mem- 
iMrs, West could ask the election 
court to unseat Sands on the ground 
that he cannot represent his constitu- 
flR7, w  Sands eould continue his 
hunger strike to the death, forcing 
ano&er special election to fill the 
seat.

Meanwhile, the Rev. Ian Paisley, 
the militant Protestant leader, told 
nearly 2,000 people at a rally in Glas­
gow, Scotland, that Sands’ election 
showed there were “over 30,000 peo­
ple prepared to vote for the IRA and 
for a campaign of violence." Sands 
defeated West 30,492 votes to 29,046.

Paisley also reiterated his allega­
tion of a conspiracy between Mrs. 
Thatcher and Irish Premier Charles 
Haughey aimed at compromising the 
Protestant position in Britain. Mrs. 
Thatcher has said repeatedly there 
would be no change in the govern­
ment’s attitude toward Northern Ire­
land.

East German warns Poles 
not to alter communism

BERLIN (AP) — East German 
leader Erich Honecker warned Polish 
authorities Saturday not to stray from 
the Leninist line, saying there was no 
alternative to Soviet-style commu­
nism. He also called for a Soviet bloc 
economic summit on Poland’s eco­
nomic chaos.

“Without a single deletion, Lenin’s 
recognition that there Is no third way 
between bourgeois and socialist ideol­
ogy remains valid today," the East 
German Communist Party chief 
m IcI.

“Models for a ‘renewed socialism,’ 
from wherever they come, always 
show themselves unsuitable," Hon­
ecker told the opening session of East 
Germany’s six-day Communist Party 
Congress.

The term “renewal’’ Is used to de­
scribe the social and political liberal­
ization under way In Poland since last 
summer’s labor strikes that ended 
e^th government .recognition of the

independent union Solidarity.
Repeating Soviet slaps at the West 

for Poland’s turmoil, Honecker said 
attempts at “ renew al’’ had not 
worked "regardless of how much the 
Western news media vouch for 
them.”

Honecker defended party-con- 
trolled labor unions, calling them 
"schools of socialism ,’’ and said, 
“The more actively the unions fulfill 
their assignments the greater will be 
their authority among the people.”

Honecker also endorsed Soviet 
President Leonid Brezhnev’s propos­
al In February for a Soviet bloc sum­
mit on economic problems, chief of 
which is Poland’s $23 billion debt to 
the West.

The chief Kremlin ideologist, Mik­
hail ^ slov , is in Rerlin and is expect­
ed to address the congress, which 
appears certain to figure in a coordin­
ated Soviet bloc campaign to control 
events in nelghhj^ng Poland.

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D am aged  
supertanker 
trailing oil

DURBAN, South Afri­
ca (AP) — A damaged 
supertanker trailed a 70- 
mile-iong oil slick along 
South Africa’s southeast­
ern coast Saturday as of­
ficials worried about po­
tential pollution of Indian 
Ocean beaches.

The Liberian-regis­
tered, Hong Kong-owned 
Energy Endurance was 
carrying 205,000 tons of 
Saudi Arabian crude oil 
around the Cape of Good 
H ope w h en  It w a s  
smashed in the bow by a 
towering wave Thursday 
night.

The ship’s captain ra­
dioed that he expected to 
arrive in Algoa Bay near 
Port Elizabeth, 430 miles 
southwest of here, Sun­
day night, according to 
the South African Press 
Association.

A.B. Eksteen, South 
Africa’s director-general 
of transport,^ said an­
other tanker would ren­
dezvous with the Energy 
Endurance, presumably 
in Algoa Bay, and take 
off its cargo.

Reporters flying above 
the 300-yard-long vessel 
saw tl)e bow pressed  
deep into calm waters as 
it chugged along at five 
knots, about a third its 
normal speed. No dam­
age was apparent above 
the w aterlin e , but a ,  
maritime official said 
some of the ship’s bow 
plating apparently was 
wrenched loose and 
peeled back.

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City's first councilw om an  
keeping cam paign prom ise

No one could ever accuse Doris Howbert of not 
sticking to her guns. •

When she ran for City Council four years ago and 
won the post, she planned on staying in it for four 
years. Before that fourth anniversary popped up this 
year, Mrs. Howbert kept her promise ana announced 
she would relinquish her hold to the black leather- 
upholstered chair and let someone else keep it 
warm.

And in spite of how others on the council voted on 
various issues over the year, Mrs. Howbert re­
mained steadfast to her beliefs.

The first woman to serve on the council that 
guides Midland through thick and thin, Mrs. How­
bert will be retiring from her Place 1 spot at the end 
of April. Her replacement, Jesse Hatfleld, will take 
over in May.

Those four years have been like watching a teen- 
aged city and the problems it faces of being in limbo 
— too small to continue thinking in small terms, not 
big enough to deal with problems as a metropolis 
would. I

It’s been four years^fraught with problems, all of 
them primariiy stemming from Midland’s rapid 
rate of growth. There was the North Loop Road and 
the possibility the idea might crumble, a debate 
between residents and a developer over a shop­
ping center, opposition from outsiders who didn’t 
want to be pulled inside the city limits, and daily 
complaints about congested traffic and lack of 
parking.

AS THESE ISSUES surged before the council in 
waves of controversy, one issue saddled the crest 
and drenched the council each year — the Communi­
ty Development Block Grant application that includ­
ed the federal government’s requirement of gluing to 
the grant a rental subsidy plan.

Her amber-framed glasses perched on her nose, 
Mrs. Howbert reflected on her hours spent on the 
six-member council.

She wasn’t unfamiliar with the city’s growth boom, 
having seen the same thing happen back in the early 
1950s when Midland was a much flatter city.

“ It’s just like the 1950s all over again,” she says. 
Coming here in 1951 with her husband. Van, who 

had just graduated from the Colorado School of 
Mines, and a 6-week-old baby, Mrs. Howbert still 
remembers the attraction of Midland’s small-town 
friendliness and its expanding attitudes.^,This was a 
stark contrast to her native Colorado and big-town 
background.

Today, she tends “to hold on to the image of 
Midland as a small town. But it’s becoming a big city 
and we have to accept the change tha t goes 
with it.”

Volunteer work had been Mrs. Howbert’s forte 
with the Midland Memorial Hospital Auxiliary and 
United Way high on her resume. Then came an 
appointment to the city’s Planning and Zoning Com­
mission where she worked her way up to chairman 
by 1977. That spring, she was a s k ^  to run for City 
Council Place 1, which was being vacated by Martin 
Neill.

OTHER WOMEN had run for the post in previous 
years, but failed. Mrs. Howbert laughingly suggests 
that for a successful campaign, “Run unopposed,” 
which is what happened on her first try.

The timing, personally, also was right. “ It was a 
good time in my life. My children were gone and I 
had the time to do it,” she reflects.

That “time,” continues the sandy-haired woman, 
involved more than just attending the council meet­
ing twice a month. And as the work increased, her 
volunteer jobs had to wait.

Mrs. Howbert hit the council at a time the munici­
pal government had started to flex its muscles qnd 
add several city buildings.

By 1977, work had begun on expanding Midland 
Regional Airport. Mrs. Howbert was involved in the 
building projects of the Central Fire Station in Crier 
Park, a new substation on Haynes Avenue, and the 
redesigning of the abandoned fire substation at 
Orcle Drive Into a Senior Citizens Center.

“OF ALL THE BRICKS and mortar, I associate 
most with Midland Center,” she says. She and Mayor 
G. Thane Akins were appointed as liaisons between 
the council and architects. “ I’m really pleased with 
it. We’re getting ready to finish off another portion of 
the basement, making it into a large meeting room 
with a divider. It’s an all-around facility, which is 
what we hoped it would be.”

For awhile, her liaison committee considered an 
underground parking garage on the land next to 
Midland Center to ease the downtown parking 
shortage. But the costs appeared astronomical.

“ I would like to see it (underground parking 
garage) if it could be done at a reasonable cost,” she 
adds in a wishful voice.

Downtown traffic tie-ups, she believes, could be 
relieved with one-way streets and expects the coun­
cil will go that way soon. “Speaking as a con­
sumer, I don’t think one-way streets will hurt busin­
esses. If I want to go to a store. I’ll get there.”

The council’s closing of portions of Midland Drive, 
Midkiff Road and Gat^eld Street provoked criticism 
from all segments of the community, including Mrs. 
Howbert’s husband.

“I hear complaints from him every day about 
that,” she says with a laugh. “But the problem is 
with the paving contractors. There is no good 
time to close a road, and when the contractors say 
they’re ready you have to go with it.”

Her first assignment on the council was attending 
a meeting in Austin concerning rights of way for 
Loop 250, then called North Loop Road. With 
the resolution of that problem. Midland’s growth 
appeared to take off in all directions like a blast of 
dynamite.

Whether or not the Loop is responsible is debat­
able. “I had a feeling iha t it was going to happen 
even without the Loop,” she says. “There had been 
talk by developers beforehand of going north of FM 
868 before the Loop” was finalized. Midland al­
ready was scraping at its outer limits then.

THEN CAME THE controversial issues in spurts. 
Dubbed Magnatex, this fight between developer and 
nearby residents centered on a shopping center 
planned for north Midland. The meetings dragged on 
until midnight and it was months before the com­
plainants could reach a compromise.

“I was pleased with the way it turned out,” 
reflected Mrs. Howbert. “The cooperation between 
the two groups is what it’s all about. It was a 
very trying experience for both sides, but the result 
came to everyone’s benefit.”

Not too many months after that issue was settled, 
the City Council decided to take a look at annexing 
6^  square miles north of the city limits. The battle 
wasn’t easy with these county residents who took 
offense at the city wanting them inside the boundary, 
she recalls. But After months of lengthy public 
hearings, the council approved the outreaching 
move to annex.

If there was anything Mrs. Howbert regrets about 
leaving the council, it’s the fact she won’t be involved 
in working with the $I million in Community Devel­
opment funds if the application is approved.

After several years of refusing to apply for the 
funds, the council mustered enough votes last fall to 
approve submitting an application, which includes

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Gin samples indicate
much cotton damage

LAMESA —The U.S. DeparTment of Agriculture’s Marketing Services 
office here classed 305,200 samples of cotton from 71 gins in nine 
counties.

Ninety-four percent of those baies were classed on the HIVI (hlgh-vol- 
ume instrument) lines, and 6 percent — about 18,000 bales — were classed 
by hand.

The volume of samples reflected a year beset by drought and then by 
untimely seasonal rains, which damaged cotton riping for harvest.

By comparison, the 1979-80 bountiful harvest allowed for 700,000 bales 
to be classed here. l

Don Lewallen, director of the USDA office said, said the operation may 
get two more HIVI lines.

Of the cotton tested, 25 percent feil into the low middling light spotted 
class, 24 percent was low middling spotted, 21 percent was strict low 
middling light, and 18 percent low middling spotted.

The sampling was heavily Staple 31. The average staple length was 
31.93, which turns out to be 32nd of an inch.

Food distributor suspected
DALLAS — A Littie Rock, Ark., whoicsale food distributor suspected 

of commerciai bribery has been charged by the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture with violating the Packers and Stockyards (P&S) Act by 
making illegal payments to food buyers to induce their patronage.

The USDA civil complaint against the Jay Freeman Co. was brought 
under a 1976 P&S Act amendment which extended the deHniton of 
“meat packers” to include brokers, distributors and wholesalers of meat 
and meat-food products.

The USDA is charging that the company and its owner, Jesse James 
Freeman, were making payments in money and premiums, such as 
household appliances and trading stamps, to buyers employed by their 
customers and thereby induced the purchase of Freeman products. 
Employers of buyers were unaware of the inducements, the USDA 
says.

USDA seeks cotton rote change
LUBBOCK — The Ronald Reagan Administration may continue the 

cotton loan-setting formula at a statutory minimum of 52.5 cents per 
pound, but the U.S. Department of Agriculture wants a 57-cent rate, 
according to a report by the Plains Cotton Growers Association.

Administration proposals are coming from a bill reviewed by the House 
Cotton Subcommittee, and the other comes from USDA Secretary John 
Block.

U.S. Rep. Charles Stenholm of Stamford had sought to amend the 
subcommittee bill to require a minimum loan at 65 percent of parity, but 
his amendment was defeated.

The Reagan administration would eliminate disaster payments on low 
yields and preventive planning. However, the subcommittee voted to ex­
tend disaster payments through 1982 to all counties and to extend it 
through 1985 in counties were Federal Crop Insurance is not made 
available.

On acreage provisions, the administration would discontinue National 
Program Acreage, Program Allocation Factor, set-aside and Normal 
Crop Acreage provisions while retaining paid acreage diversion au­
thority.

RALEIGH, N.C. — Cotton Inc., the cotton-touting farmers’ group, re­

cently held a three day seminar to sell textile executives on the virtues 
of cotton for knitwear.

The seminar focused on cotton for knitwear, which has been dominated 
by synthetic fibers since the knitwear revolution of the 1970s.

Screwworm cose identified
MISSION — Treatment and surveillance work is under way on Texas’ 

second identified screwworm case of 1981, according to U.S. Department 
of Agriculture entomologist Dr. Lloyd Wendel

A sample with four screwworms and 10 Phormia (black blow fly) lar­
vae arrived at the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) 
Screwworm Laboratory here on April 3.

The sample was collected by Benito Magana R at the Texas A&M 
University Experiment Station 25 miles south of Sonora in Sutton County. 
He found the laiHae in docking wounds in lambs.

On the day after the find, aircraft released sterile screwworm flies in a 
20-by-20-mile area south of Sonora.

Screwworm Adult Suppression System (SWASS) pellets were distri­
buted in the area on April 5.

Screwworms feed on living flesh in open wounds of warm-blooded ani­
mals.

The year’s first positive screwworm sample was found in a dog in El 
Paso.

Anyone finding animals with signs of screw worm-infested wounds may 
take samples of the larvae and send them to the laboratory in Mission via 
kits which are available at veterinary clinics, feed stores, county agents 
offices and animal health officials.

The USDA Mission Screwworm Laboratory staffers may be contacted 
by dialing 512/585-1645.

$500,000 for housing rehabilitation.

“PROBABLY THE HARDEST vote I ever made 
was on CD money. Being told by the federal govern­
ment that we had to attach  a ren ta l subsidy 
program went against my grain." But she saw the 
need for the money and voted to accept it.

Voting the other way was former mayor Ernest 
Angelo Jr. “I would talk with Ernest about the funds, 
but he never asked me to vote his way. There was no 
attempt made by him to change my mind.”

What made her raise that hand for approval was 
the thought “that housing is a crying need here. 
Apparently, there is no such thing as low-cost 
housing,” she says.

The council created mobile home districts as a 
cheaper alternative to conventional housing. In ex­
plaining the move, she noted that mobile homes “are 
a good answer to the shacks and sheds you see 
around Midland.”

Councils in other cities have been accused of 
deciding before a meeting what stand they would 
take. But Mrs. Howbert laughs off that idea for Mid­
land, saying that “a coalition is foreign to me. I’d go 
into a meeting and not have the faintest idea what 
the others were going to do. The council is an 
independent group of people.”

Howbert explains. “I don’t think you ever finish — 
you’d be on there forever” with the projects that 
never seem to end.

If nothing else, Mrs. Howbert says her four years 
have given her an understanding of and sympathy 
for the slow process involved in getting any­
thing accomplished in city government.

“It takes a long time to see anything come to 
reality, and it’s frustrating until you understand the 
system — the bidding, the plans, the construction 
time.”

In spite of the problems and the long meetings, 
Mrs. Howbert ' ‘found it to tally  in teresting . 1 
wouldn’t have given up those four years for any­
thing. 1 enjoyed it because it’s Midland; there’s 
enough here to keep you going.”

The sudden disappearance,of those Iwice-a-month 
meetings from her schedule won’t leave Mrs. How­
bert twiddling her thumbs. It’s Jiack to the hospital 
auxiliary, she said.

“And the council appointed me to the Midland 
Center board,” she says with a laugh. “They didn’t 
want me to quit cold turkey.”

AUSTIN — As the 1981 Legislature moved into the 
final two months of its regular session, senators 
argued about oral confessions, while House mem­
bers passed major bills on redfish and defective 
products. The motions passed on voice votes, which 
are not recorded.

The Senate voted to block consideration of Sen. 
Oscar Mauzy’s (D-Dallas) bill to allow introduction 
of oral confessions as evidence in criminal cases, 
with opponents arguing the measure doesn’t go far 
enough.

Mauzy failed in an attempt to bring the bill up for 
consideration by a vote of 8-22, with Sen.

Bill Clements’ 
anti-crime package.

On the House side, representatives gave final 
approval to Salado Rep.

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Some Atlanta volunteers search creek banks
ATLANT A (AP) — About lOU volunteers tramped 

along muddy ereeks and poked through dense woods 
southwest of Atlanta Saturday looking for two miss­
ing children connected with the unsolved slayings of 
23 young blacks.

Searchers organized by the United Youth Adult 
Conference split into three parties. One headed out to 
Douglas County to search the banks of creeks flow­
ing into the Chattahoochee River while a helicopter

hovered overhead.
Search coordinator Roderick Smith said volun­

teers hoped to find 10-year-old Darron Glass, missing 
since last September. He called the site a lightly 
traveled, “ideal dumping ground” that had not been 
searched adequately before.

The bodies of two young blacks, Eddie Duncan, 21, 
and 13-year-old Timothy Hill, were found floating 
less than two miles apart in the Chattahoochee last

month.
The other two search parties fanned out over two 

wooded sites to hunt for Joseph Bell, 15, reported 
missing March 3. That area was picked because it is 
relatively near Bell’s home, and Smith said some 
bodies had been found there in February shortly 
before Bell vanished.

A special police task force is investigating the 
disappearances and killings of 25 young blacks since 
July 1979.

The searchers’ ranks were bolstered by 32 volun­
teers from Trenton, N.J., who rode down in buses 
Friday night to search and donate money.

Norman Starks, CETA program director for Tren­
ton, presented the UYAC with two 4-foot-tall green 
bottles stuffed with doliar bills. Green has come to 
symbolize the nation’s concern over Atlanta's miss­
ing and murdered children.

UYAC coordinator Michael Langford said the 
money, which had not been emptied from the bottles 
and counted, would go to the group’s neighborhood 
patrols and weekend hunts for clues.

Langford urged the searchers not to lose heart 
even though the turnout for searches recently has 
dwindled to less than half what it was two months 
ago.

“We are the chosen few,” he told the predominant­
ly black crowd of searchers who gathered in a church 
gymnasium before the search. “Our children need 
our help. Please continue to support us. Please 
continue to come.”

PARIS (AP) - Yves St. Laurent’s ready-to-wear show this week was full 
of Paris chic without shyness. The great designer is such a classic now 
that he feels no need to make waves with weirdo clothes to be bought, 
worn once and heaved into the garbage.

His whittled-down double-breasted trouser suits looked better than 
ever, and even the bride wore a sharp tuxedo. Taken right over from last 
summer’s haute couture were the leather-tweed combinations, espe­
cially the lean beige leather skirt in combination with a caramel easy 
jacket or dark leathers worn with long belted silk tunics.

Tartan, a big idea here, is light-years away from any dowdy preppy 
style. He puts a long classic solid-color duffle coat oyer a tartan kilt and 
tops this with tartan stoles edged with striped dyed furs — adding cock 
feathers to the jaunty b rim m ^ hat.

He can do more with tartans than anybody in town, pairing “windmill” 
paneled skirts with velvet jackets, slinging a fringed shawl over sharp 
tweed knickerbockers, topping plaid skirts with fingertip-length leather 
blouson tops, a favorite new sporty coat look.

Tapping maple trees 
is family tradition

ALLENS MILLS, Maine (A P )-  
When Raymond Titcorab of Faryning- 
ton says the sap is running two weeks 
early, he should know.

He is the fifth-generation Titcomb 
to tap maple trees and make syrup in 
the Farmington area since his great- 
great grandfather, Stephen Titcomb, 
started the family business 200 years 
ago.

Titcomb works 20 hours a day at the 
height of the season at his 45-acre 
sugar camp in the woods ouUide this 
western Maine town. He doesn’t even 
stop to travel the few miles to his 
farmhouse for meals.

His wife, Virginia, sends him hot 
meals that he often eats while watch­
ing over the sap as it flows in a zig zag 
pattern through the 12 connecting 
troughs in a S-by-14-foot meUl tank 
called an evaporator.

“It's just like sailing. You have to 
do it when the wind is blowing,*’ said 
the 52-year-old Titcomb as he paused 
to gaze across the steam-filled wood 
shack that houses the evaporator.'

He says a few weeks of 20-degree 
nights, days in the low 40s, and a 
not-too-dry winter combine to unthaw 
the trees and allow him to make about 
3,500 taps.

The steam rising above the bub­

bling sap-syrup is so thick it obscures 
the back wall of the shack. As he 
throws more rock maple logs into the 
fire underneath the evaporator, water 
condensed from the steam drips onto 
his jacket and cap.

“We can evaporate 240 gallons of 
moisture an hour,’’ said Titcomb, ex­
plaining that more than 90 percent of 
the sap escapes into steam.

For every 35 to 40 gallons of sap that 
flows from tubes into the tank, only 
one gallon of maple syrup flows out of 
a faucet on the side of the evapora­
tor.

New locations and a few pieces of 
modem equipment are about all that 
has changed the Titcombs’ syrup­
making process over two centuries.

Many buckets are still used to col­
lect sap, but yards of plastic tubes are 
also hooked into many trees on slopes. 
The sap, pulled by gravity, flows 
naturally into a holding tank next to 
the evaporatoY.

Mrs. Titcomb, who keeps the rec­
ords and does the correspondence for 
the business, said making maple 
syrup is in the family’s blood.

There are no more male Titcombs 
to carry on the family’s business, but 
Titcomb said the women have often 
kept it alive. His father, Clarence, 
dM  when he was a little boy and his 
late mother, Esther, was responsible 
for keeping up the family legacy.

Quilts m ade for descendants have bits of fam ily history

TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) — Della 
Plumb has four children, 22 grand­
children, 38 great-grandchildren and 
one great-great-grandchild . And 
somewhere during her 85 years, the

native Arizonan has found time to 
make quilts for each one of them.

She also has found time to pass on 
her folk art techniques to her descen­
dants — at least the ones old enough 
to use a needle.

Family is greatly revered in the 
Mormon woman’s life, as displayed

‘on the mantel and shelves in photo­
graphs almost as numerous as the 
tiny stitches in a king-size quilt.

In Mrs. Plumb’s cozy home here, 
the dining room is used for working on 
her craft and for storage. The tight 
quarters allow just enough space for

Good light 
a must for 

beauty aid

(AP) — It won’t fit in 
your makeup kit, but 
proper lighting is as im­
portant a beauty aid as 
blush or mascara. “Put­
ting on a face” without 
it, especially a picture- 
perfect one. is difficult. 
The l i^ t  a woman uses 
to make up under will' 
make a difference in the 
way she photographs, 
lighting experts agree.

For making up and 
dressing up, the Duro- 
Lite Home Lighting In­
s titu te  in F a ir  Lawn 
offers these home-light­
ing suggestions;

For accurate makeup 
application as well as 
nick-free shaving for the 
man in your life, provide 
shadowless, balanced 
light that illuminates the 
face of the person look­
ing in the mirror, not the 
mirror itself. Border the 
reflecting glass with 
three lights — one situat­
ed above the mirror and 
two at eye level, spaced 
at least 30 inches apart.

Energy-sparing fluo­
rescent lighting is often 
used in the bathroom, 
both for general illumi­
nation and task lighting. 
Border an average-size 
m irro r with 20-w att 
tubes, 2 feet in length, 
along the top and sides. 
Larger mirrors would 
use 3-feet long 30-watt 
tubes. Sunlight-simulat­
ing fluo rescen ts  a re  
especially effective in 
bathroom lighting. They 
show skin tones, makeup 
and clothing in true-to- 
llfe colors — as they 
would look outdoors in 
sunlight and appear in 
color photos.

To evenly illuminate 
the area, the institute 
recommends placing a 
pair of lamps 36 inches 
apart and as close to the 
m ir ro r  as p o ss ib le . 
Height of the lam ps, 
measured to the middle 
of the shade, is ideally 22 
inches above a 36-inch- 
high d re sse r and 15 
inches above a 30-inch 
vanity. Shades should be 
white or Ivory for best 
transmission of light.

For a theatrical effect, 
surround the vanity mir­
ror along the top and 
sides with bulbs that pro­
vide a soft, even, flesh- 
tinted glow, free from 
shadow and glare.

Whether in the dress­
ing room or on a closet 
door, a full-length mirror 

.with adequate lighting is 
a good-grooming essen­
tial. To appraise overall 
appearance, the viewer 
must not be distracted by 
shadows or reflections 
caused by poorly placed 
light sources.

Linear-design fluores­
cents provide even illu­
mination when mounted 
vertically on the wall or 
door, alongside the mir­
ror.

I is deciding on career

One of the* major choices people 
make is the way they earn their liv­
ing. This can be a sound decision or 
one of the biggest mistakes of their 
lives.

For most persons this choice hap­
pens by accident. Some people may 
feel trapped because they Hnd that 
they are miserable in their job, and 
have discovered that life is too short 
and too valuable to endure the best 
third of each day doing something 
they can barely tolerate.

There are many persons who feel 
their jobs are just work. They -wish 
they could earn their living doing 
what they enjoy. I see bookkeepers 
who would like to be salesmen, teach­
ers who wish they were cab inet­
makers, and businessmen who want 
to be teachers. We grow and change 
and what was satisfying years ago 
may not be fulfilling today.

The problem in this is that people 
who are in a job they do not like for a 
long period can become very moody, 
nervous, or they tire easily and be­
come a victim of indigestion and in­
somnia. If this emotional pressure is 
continued, they may soon have feel­
ings of frustration and grow sour on 
life.

It’s not always necessary to change 
to a completely new line of activity. A 
businessman was on the verge of a 
nervous breakdown. Part of the diag­
nosis was that he was dealing with 
things when what he basically wanted 
to do was to deal with people. I re­

commended that he stay in the field 
he knew, which was business man­
agement. Using that skill he found 
that he could find a job where he dealt 
directly with people. He found a job as 
a business and personnel manager of 
a hospital and is now a happy man 
working with people. .

The main thing is to devi.se a plan 
which lets you shift the emphasis on 
one career to another area over a 
period of time Make time work for 
you, but when you start making ex­
cuses for postponing action you are 
doomed to stay where you are. Ex­
cuses are almost universally one of 
these "I don’t have the money,” 
“ I don’t have the time,” or "My 
family won’t let me.” These are 
things to talk through with a profes­
sional counselor.

The three factors which decide 
your success in any job, new or old, 
are: 1. Your capacity getting 
along well with the people you work 
with. 2. Your ability to do the job. 3. 
Your actual desire to do the job.

According to studies, desire to do 
the job well Is more important than 
initial ability. Ability can be deve­
loped but not so with desire.

Altogether too much emphasis has 
been placed on what we ought to do 
rather than what we want to do. 
Whether you are driving a truck, or 
building a skyscraper, selling sau­
sages, or teaching,’ your greatest sat­
isfaction will come from the fact that 
you want tremendously to do some­
thing very well, and you enjoy doing 
it.

“Some of them 
are smoking, and I really worry about 
them.” Newman said. Also, oral con­
traceptives tend to increase absorp­
tion of viumin A, copper and iron and 
diminish absorption of B6, B12, ri­
boflavin, folic acid, vitamin C and 
zinc, so supplements including those 
nutrients may be needed.

Women tend to lose calcium from 
their bones as they age, a process 
called osteoporosis. "A m erican 
women eat too much meat, which is 
high in phosphorus.” Newman said. 
Too much meat, fish and poultry 
Increases the need for calcium. “Con­
suming less meat and increasing 
vegetables and grains seems a good 
idea to prevent bone loss."

A* concert pianist who. lost his sight 
when he was 7 has developed a 
way for the blind to learn to play the 
piano, using Braille.

Edwin Kowalik, a renowned record­
ing' artist, says a blind person can 
learn piano by feeling Braille with the 
left hand while playing the piano 
with the right.

“Then the process is reversed,” he 
said. A student memorizes the music 
for each hand, and then puts the two 
hands together.

After a recent concert here, the 
resident of Warsaw, Poland, said 
he had flrst learned music from a 
blind teacher simply by memory.

Later he learned music from the 
limited classical music available in 
Braille at the time — mainly Bach 
and Beethoven. He has worked for 
15 years to develop a universal sys­
tem, combining the European, Anglo- 
Saxon and American systems.

His career was interrupted by the 
Nazi invasion of Poland, and again in 
1957 when he lost his memory in a car 
accident and had to re lea rn  his 
music.

Speaking through an interpreter, 
Kowalik explained his devotion to 
his career. “I have a lot of energy. It’s 
something I feel within. It’s deHnite- 
ly my fate in life — the road I’m to 
choose.”

Kowalik, 52, lost his sight as a result 
of a fall when he was 7. He knew 
he was destined for a career in music 
when he first touched a piano. He 
first performed at the age of 10 at a 
Warsaw radio station.

He graduated with honors from the 
Lodz State Conservatory, and went on 
to win prizes at the International 
Competition in Bucharest, Rumania, 
and later at the Fifth International

Piano Competition in Rio de Janeiro.
Kowalik compared learning music 

by Braille to learning a poem in a 
foreign language. “You learn each 
word, then a sentence. You translate, 
and learn a verse. Finally you get the 
whole meaning out of it.”

An acute memory is essential. “A 
blind person must learn music the 
way an actor has to learn his lines — 
so that no matter what happens, you 
don’t forget.”

He has performed regularly in Po­
land as well as Rumania, Belgium, 
East Germany, France, Czechoslova­
kia, the U.S.S.R., South America and 
Canada.

He also publishes a monthly musi­
cal magazine for the blind, “ Ma- 
gazyn Muzyczny,” and has worked on 
a Braille edition of “Frederic Cho­
pin’s Collected Works.” He is produc­
ing a documentary film on methods of 
teaching music to the blind.

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LHS foreign languages teacher has life of drama, suspense

At a first hasty glance, 
she seems to be just an­
other American teacher 
in a p re d o m in a n tly  
white, upper middle- 
class environment in a 
prosperous Southern 
town.

She is petite, inconspic­
uous, and likeable.

The only hint of any 
d iffe rence shows up 
when she opens her 
mouth — and one hears 
an accent quite unlike 
the West Texas drawl.

This could very well 
explain the fact that she 
teaches foreign la n ­
guages, F rench  and 
Spanish — and, if need be 
— German, at Robert E. 
Lee High School.

But Agnes Atkins’ life 
has been unlike any 
other in this part of the 
country.

In fact, within the 42 
years of her life, she has 
m anaged to get into 
more trouble than the 
rest of us manage in a 
lifetime.

It is a life straight out 
of the movie “ Doctor 
Zhivago” — scenes of a 
drafty train ride across 
the sub-zero Slavic land­
scape, refugee camps, 
midnight escapes, CARE 
packages and countless

other incidents beyond 
the imagination.

She and her family al- 
w ays seem ed  to be 
“catching the last train 
out of town” before the 
world collapsed around 
them, she said.

Her story is a tale of 
poignancy, tenacity, her­
oism and escape — the 
story of the human spirit 
trying to break free.

Atkins was bom in a 
time of turmoil. The Sec­
ond World War had just 
begun in 1939.

Preceding the war, the 
Russian revolution had 
occurred, turning the 
lives of the privileged 
Russians topsy-turvy.

Atkins' father, though 
born in Russia “had the 
distinct misfortune of 
being a foreign (G er­
man) citizen in St. Pe- 
tersburgh,” Atkins said. 
St. Petersburgh was re­
named Leningrad after 
the revolution.

He owned a piano fac­
tory, which Atkins said 
“still exists under a dif­
ferent brknd and un­
speakable quality.” Her 
mother was Russian and 
they had four children.

The new government, 
finding private owner­
sh ip  an a n a th e m a ,  
stripped him of his facto­
ry and placed him under 
arrest. He was impri-

soned seven times “ and 
stayed one step ahead of 
the authorities” by living 
in different parts of the 
Soviet Union.

When the Germans oc­
cupied Poland, her par­
ents moved there and 
stayed there for four 
years. Atkins was bom 
at the end of the war.

At the end of the war, 
with the Germ ans de­
feated and the Russians 
closing in, it was time to 
move again.

Agnes recalls that “we 
managed to get on the 
last train” out of Posen 
in Poland with thousands 
of fleeing re fu g ees. 
Clutching their thread­
bare belongings, in the 
middle of a cold winter, 
they arrived in the out­
skirts of Berlin.

The journey under nor- 
m al c irc u m s ta n c e s  
would take but a day and 
a half. But it lasted a 
“ long day and a night,” 
she said.

Berlin at this point was 
bombed out by Allied 
raids and Russian artil­
lery. The refugees were 
being settled in small 
tow ns and v il la g e s  
around the city.

The family settled in 
Trebbin, south of Berlin. 
Atkins had reached the 
te n d e r  age of th re e  
months by then.

They stayed here for 
four years in a refugee 
colony. Whole families 
bunked to g e th e r  in 
“ grimy leaky rooms” 
with communal bath ­
room facilities.

It must have been her 
iron constitution that 
kept her alive because 
she said that she twice 
contracted pneumonia 
and “almost died.”

The Nazi war machine 
in Eastern Europe cmm- 
bled under the relentless 
barrage of the Red Army 
and the Soviets swept 
across the continent to 
Berlin.

Trebbin fell into the 
Russian zone and the 
family had to confront 
them again.

According to Atkins, 
Stalin, at this time had 
reached “an accord with 
Churchill" over repa­
triating all the Russian 
soldiers who had defect­
ed to the Allies.

The family was visited 
by the Soviet authorities 
who “ ad v ised  them  
about repatriation” to 
Mother Russia.

When her mother pro­
tested that her husband 
was too sick and old for a 
return journey, she was 
advised that his presence 
in the Soviet Union was 
“ andesirable" and the 
new revolutionary order

was “only interested” in 
young children.

A hasty decision had to 
be made. Knowing no 
other recourse, Atkins’ 
mother made a painful 
decision.

Their sick father was 
to be left behind in Treb­
bin to fend for himself. 
Under the cover of dark­
ness, she and her four 
children spirited away 
into the mass confusion 
of troop movem ents, 
bomb-ridden buildings, 
refugee arrivals - and 
Berlin.

They hoped to disap­
pear in this maze of his­
to rica l ev e n ts , said  
Atkins. For once they 
had made a poignant, 
but fortuitous decision.

Their flight preceded 
the Berlin blocade by a 
week, and unbeknownst 
to them, they had walked 
into the American zone.

Here, life settled down 
into a daily routine of 
ration cards, refugee 
camps, bunk beds and 
care packages. Clothes 
usually were hand-me- 
downs and Atkins re ­
calls, “clothes filtered 
down three sisters” be­
fore reaching her. This 
lasted 12 long years.

Three years later her 
sick solitary father died 
in Trebbin. Her mother 
dedided against attend­
ing the funeral “ because 
she feared  the R us­
sians,” Atkins said.

The elder sister attend­
ed the funeral but the 
authorities there refu.sed 
to hand over any of her 
father’s belongings until 
her m other c laim ed  
them personally.

“But Mother knew bet­
te r  and declined  the 
offer,” said Atkins.

Finally peace returned 
to Germany and her sis- 
t e r  h ad  m o v ed  to  
Oberursel near Frank­
fort where she married 
an American Air Force 
navigator.

Atkins’ ailing mother 
died of cancer in I960 and 
Agnes moved to join her 
sister in Oberursel where 
she finished high school 
at the John F. Kennedy 
High School.

Atkins’ brother-in-iaw 
was recalled to the states 
to Dyess Air Force base

near Abilene. She fol­
lowed him a year later 
and enrolled at the local 
high school to learh En­
glish and American his­
tory.

Soon she started mak­
ing plans to attend col­
lege  ̂ The Abilene Cham­
ber of Commerce was of­
fering^ scholarships and 
Atkins applied.

She was interviewed 
by the chamber’s com­
m ittee , who was im ­
pressed by her back­
ground and a scholarship 
to study at McMurry Col­
lege in Abilene was 
granted.

A prominent Abilene 
family, the Floyd Childs, 
invited her to stay with 
the family and take care 
of their polio-stricken 
daughter who was also a 
student at the same col­
lege.

For three years she at­
tended the college and 
studied languages. Dur­
ing her senior year, she 
moved to Lubbock and 
graduated from Texas 
Tech. V

Life has become rou­
tine work and play since 
moving to Texas, she 
said. •

After graduation, she 
was offered a job at Ro­
bert E. Lee High School 
where she has spent “11 
happy years” except for 
a short stint at Midland 
Freshman School.

She teaches English as 
a secondlanguage to His- 
panics and Orientals, 
and foreign languages to 
American students. The 
60 American students 
are divided into four dif­
ferent study levels.

Though languages are 
not required to graduate 
from most American 
high schools, students 
study languages, she 
said, to be accepted by 
prestigious colleges.

Others study them be­
cause th e ir p a ren ts  
speak them or have trav­
eled with oil companies 
all over the world.

“ This is good for a 
teacher because she at­
tracts highly motivated 
students and there is a 
lack of the usual disci­
plinary problems.” she 
said.

M SUW  gives talk 
on Russian icons

Alexandra Morris presented a slide program on 
“Icons” at a recent meeting of the Midland Society 
of University Women held at Nita Stewart Haley 
Memorial Library.

Ms. Morris, a pari.shioner at St. Ann’s Catholic 
Church, is a member of the St. John of Damascus 
Association of Orthodox Iconographer Iconologists 
and Architects.

Rape most serious crime, says Crisis Center director
Rape is deflned by the 

'Texas Penal Code as 
when a man has sexual 
intercourse with a fe­
male, not his wife, with­
out her consent, accord- 
ing to Nan G ordon, 
director of the Rape Cri­
sis Center.

“Rape is the most seri­
ous of all violent crimes 
excepting only homi­
cide,"  she noted. Ms. 
Gordon said that FBI re­
ports indicate rape is one 
of the most underreport­
ed of all violent crimes 
due to fea r and em- 
barassment on the part 
of the victim. She said 
that stereotyped beliefs 
of society concerning 
this crime can be fright­
ening and psychological­
ly damaging to the vic­
tim of rape.

“ It has been ascer­
tained that the low re­
ported incidences of rape 
can be directly related to 
societal myths and atti- 
t u d e s  a b o a u t  th e  
crime/crisis of rape,” 
she continued “ It is im­
portant for victims of 
rape and their families 
that this crime of vio­
lence and degradation be

relieved of the myths 
surroundiang it through­
out history.”

Some of the myths and 
the facts, according to 
Ms. Gordon, are as fol­
lows:

MYTH: Women who 
are raped are "asking 
for it.” Rape is provoked 
by the victim. Decent 
women don’t get raped.

FACT: No woman or 
child “asks” to be con­
trolled, humiliated and 
threatened. Studies indi­
cate that 60-70 percent of 
rapes are at least'par­
tially planned before 
hand. R apists choose 
their victims without re­
gard to physical appear­
ance, age, shape, race 
and social class.

MYTH: The primary 
motive for rape is sex­
ual

FACT: Literature re­
veals that the primary 
motive for rape is vio­
lence or the need to con­
trol; not sex. Most rap­
ists have access to sex 
and they express power, 
violence and hostility 
through raping, i.e. sex 
is used as the “weapon” 
to inflict humiliation and

Distress accepted as 
defense some places

CHICAGO (AP) — Pre menstrual syndrome, a 
sever** form of the emotional and physical distress 
that afflicts some women before their monthly peri­
ods, is being accepted as a legal defense in criminal 
cases in some countries, according to a medical 
journal report.

“The ramifications of this are tremendous,” Dr. 
Katharine Dalton, who is treating dozens of women 
for the syndrome, said in the April 10 issue of the 
Joumai of the American Medical Association.

The report cited the cases of three young women, 
imprisoned in Britain for theft and murder, who 
broke the law only during their pre menstrual days. 
As a result. PMS was accepted as a mitigating factor 
in female crime in the United Kingdom.

In France, PMS can be grounds for a plea of 
temporary insanity.

Ms Dalton has given the women doses of natural 
progesterone, a hormone, as part of a controversial 
new treatment.

Although physicians are unsure what causes physi­
cal and emotional distress before menstruation, 
doctors are focusing research on physiological ori­
gins.

PMS, a term usually reserved for severe cases of 
the syndrome, should be recognized as a real “clini­
cal entity affecting a large segment of the female 
population,” wrote gynecologists in one report.

A small minority find their lives seriously disrupt- 
<*d. Doctors say they have been known to abuse their 
children, or commit violent crimes. Some are said to 
be suicidal.

Common drugstore remedies provide only partial 
relief for some women.

Ms. Dalton nas prescribed progesterone for about 
30 years to ease the symptoms of PMS. She now is 
treating 50 female criminals with the hormone and 
has treated hundreds of women who suffer from 
PMS impairment not linked to crime.

Since virtually no long-term experiments have 
been done on the therapy, some doctors are skeptical 
•about her treatment. One reported giving proges 
terone by injecton and finding it aggaravated rather 
than alleviated symptoms.

Another was impressed by the procedure.
“The treatment is unorthodox, but it seems rea­

sonable,” said Dr. Louis Keith, a gynecologist at 
Northwestern University School of Medicine in Chi­
cago. Keith says he has used natural progesterone 
therapy on a few of his seriously impaired patients 
and is awaiting results.

Dr. Richard Shrader of Tufts University Medical 
School found that administering lithium carbonate — 
normally prescribed to manic depressives — pro 
duced dramatic relief of pre menstrual distress in a 
small group, but he has not tested the treatment on a 
large scale.

FACT: A woman or 
child in a rape situation 
must face the threat of 
physical violence to her­
self or someone else. 
Anyone can be immobi­
lized by fear and the 
threat of violence or 
death.

Ms. Gordon also said 
that rapists have certain 
common characteristics. 
She said they include the 
following:

Who he rapes depends 
on the accessibility and 
vulnerability of the vic­
tim.

Most rapists experi­
ence sexual dysfunction 
during the rape such as 
impotency, premature 
ejaculation and retarded 
ejaculation.

Most rapists repeat the 
crime. FBI statistics in­
dicate that 73 percent of 
arrested rapists repeat 
the crime.

Half of the rapists are 
known to the victim . 
(Either date, friend, ac­
quaintance or relative.)

O ffsh o re  e x p lo ra tio n  to  be acce le ra ted  by 16 percen t
WASHINGTON (AP) — Oil and gas 

exploration off the U.S. coasts will be 
accelerated by 16 percent over the 
next five years, including faster leas­
ing of promising areas off Alaska, the 
Reagan administration annouced 
Friday.

Interior Secretary James Watt and 
Energy Secretary Jam es Edwards 
jointly announced tbe decision to step 
up lease sales, an action both men 
said is needed to decrease American 
dependence on foreign oil.

Watt said his department is issuing 
proposed revisions to the five-year 
leasing schedule approved last year 
by the Carter administration.

The revisions call for 42 lease sales 
over the next five years instead of the 
36 planned by the Carter administra­
tion More acreage will be offered in 
each sale, environmental hearings 
will be “streamlined” and leases off 
Alaska will be moved up by as much 
as a year under the proposal.

Environmental groups immedi­
ately attacked the plan, which will not 
be adopted under December after 
public comments are accepted.

Friends of the Earth said the Rea­
gan administration is moving ahead 
on leases in frigid Alaska waters even 
though technology is not yet available 
to assure environmental safety and

The vice-chairman George C. Har­
din Jr., was the Ashland Exploration 
0 ).'s president until the company sold 
its energy Interests.

Integreted Energy is authorized to 
issue common stock valued at 6250 
million resulting in 25 million shares 
of 610 dollars each. The compay will 
use these funds to borrow on the 
tendered interests at its banks and

use the money for oil and gas ex­
ploration and drilling.

The company intends to pledge 
newly discovert reserves for addi­
tional borrowing from the banks. The 
investors will qualify for a tax defer­
ral under Section 351 of the Internal 
Revenue Code which delays recogni­
tion of a taxable gain or loss on a 
drilling fund venture until eventual 
sale of the investors interest in a new 
instrument, the common stock.

This is the first time a company has 
used this qualifier to convert oil and 
gas interests in other companies into 
its own shares.

The Wall Street brokerage firm of 
Bache Halsey Stuart Shields has 
helped market the concept and is 
tendering the offer. The firm ’s Is 
sponsoring a free luncheon seminar 
noon Thursday April 16 at the Mid­
land Hilton Ballroom.

N orm an  
D’Amours, D-N.H., complained the 
plan included 76 environmentally sen­
sitive tracts in the Georges Bank 
fishing grounds off the Northeast 
coast.

The National Oceanic and Atmo­
spheric Administration had recom­
mended the tracts be excluded, and

D'Amours said the Interior Depart­
ment previously had agreed to drop 
them in exchange for a promise by 
environmentalists not to block lease 
sales in less sensitive areas of the 
Georges Bank.

“This new action clearly shows that 
Interior Secretary Watt has chosen to 
ignore environmental concerns and 
dws not intend to respect the spirit of 
an agreement designed to protect the 
integrity of tbe world's richest Hshing 
area,” D’Amours said.

Watt also announced that a May 
sale planned off the coast of O ntral 
California in the Santa Maria basin 
will proceed. The interior secretary 
rejected a request from Califoria

Gov. Edmund G. Brown Jr. to delete 
34 tracts from that sale for environ­
mental reasons.

Brown also has attacked a Watt 
proposal to lease four areas off some 
of Northern California’s most beauti­
ful beaches. Watt said he would not 
make a final decision on those sales 
until late May or early June.

However, an Interior Department 
briefing paper distributed Friday la­
beled as false arguments that en­
vironmental risks are too great to 
allow the Northern California sales.

Senate Minority Whip Alan Cran­
ston, D-Calif., said Watt’s decision on 
the four northern tracts “appears to 
be more of an attempt to improve his

More phenol 
spills into river

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — A carbolic 
acid spill in the Mississippi River has 
fouled tap water in the New Orleans 
area for the second time in as many 
months, but officials say the contami­
nation poses no critical health prob­
lem.

A spokesman for the New Orleans 
Sewerage & Water Board said Thurs­
day that tests showed 4 parts of the 
chemical phenol per billion parts of 
water at the Carrollton intake and 3.4 
parts per billion at the Algiers intake 
20 miles away.

“In both instances, the extent of 
phenol in the water ... was less than 
the phenol spill experienced in Febru­
ary,’’ said board spokesman George 

■ Montgomery.
The February discharge of 21 tons 

of phenol was traced to the (>eorgia- 
Pacific (2orp. chemical plant in I^ r -  
ville Parish, about 100 miles upriver 
from New Orleans.
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U.S. DRILUNG INCREASES
DENVER — U S. drilling for oil and 

gas during the first quarter of 1981 
exceeded the record 1980 pace, Petro­
leum Information Corporation said.

A total of 16,556 wells were complet­
ed during the first quarter, up to 19.4 
percent from the 13,862 wells during 
the same period last year. The 1979 
first quarter total was 11,800 wells.

At the present rate of activity, drill­
ing this year appears certain to breat 
the 1980 all-time record for total com­
pletions — 62,704 wells. In fact. Petro­
leum Information said, indications 
are that a January prediction of 70,000 
completions for the year may be sub­
stantially surpassed at the present 
rate.

The 1981 first quarter totals includ­
ed 8,027 oil well completions and 3,614 
gas wells. The 1980 first quarter total 
for oil wells was 6,565. The 1980 gas 
well total at the same time was 3,434. 
Despite an increase in both oil and 
gas wells, the overall success rate 
dropped slightly — from 72.1 percent 
last to 70.3 percent.

Total footage for the first three 
months of the year climbed 12.1 mil­
lion fet compared to last year, with 
more than 76 million feet of hole 
drilled. At the same time, the average 
total depth of completed wells was 
less than in 1980. The average first 
quarter well was drilled to a total 
depth of 4,594 feet, or 19 feet shallower 
than in the first quarter of 1980.

The shallower average depth re­
flects a continuing emphasis on devel­
opment drilling in several of the na­
tion’s more m ature hydrocarbon 
provinces. Total development wells 
drilled during the first quarter were 
13,155 — or 79.5 percent of all wells 
drilled.

New field wildcat and other explor­
atory drilling also Increased. PI re­
ported a jump of 23.9 percent In new 
field wildcats, or purely exploratory 
wells, with 2,044 completed in the first 
quarter. Among the completions were 
189 new oil field discoveries, an in­
crease of 36 from the same period in 
1980, and 163 new gas discoveries, 14 
more than during the first quarter of 
last year.

In other exploratory drilling, in or 
near existing fields, a total of 1,357 
first quarter wells were completed. 
That figure is 217 — or 19 percent — 
higher than the comparative 1980 
total.

AGREEMENT SIGNED 
WASHINGTON — A cooperative 

agreement between the Department 
of the Interior (DOI) and the Depart­
ment of Energy (DOE) to allow two 
test shafts to be drilled at the pro­
posed Waste Isolation Pilot Plant site 
in Eddy County, New Mexico was 
signed on April 2, 1981. The agree­
ment was signed in Washington, D.C. 
by Acting Bureau of Land Manage­
ment (BLM) director Ed Hastey and 
Bob Morgan, acting assistant .secre­
tary for Defense Program, DOE.

The Waste Isolation Pilot P lant 
project is a defense activity of the 
DOE. It is being planned and con­
structed to provide-a research and 
development facility to demonstrate 
the safe disposal ef rad ioactive 
wastes resulting from the defense ac- 
tivties of the United States. It is ex­
empted from regulation by the Nucle­
ar Regulatory Commission.

The cooperative agreement will 
allow the DOE to begin drilling t^o 
shafts to a depth of 2,100 feet at the 
site. The shafts will be 12 feet and 6 
feet in diameter and will provide an 
entry passage and ventilation shaft to 
the underground salt rock formation 
to be tested to determine its suitabili­
ty for radioactive waste storage.

The site is about 25 miles est of 
Carlsbad, New Mexico and includes 
17,200 acres of public land managed 
by the BLM. DOE announced in Jan­
uary 1981, that the new Mexico site 
had been selected for the project and 
work was scheduled to begin in June 
1981.

The cooperative agreement allows 
drilling of the shafts, construction of 
some temporary support facililites, 
underground mining and testing of 
the geological formations. No radio­
active waste material will be intro­
duced at the site during this phase of 
the project. The agreement is indefi­
nite in duration but may be modified 
by agreement between the two agen­
cies.

Cooperative agreements of this 
type are used commonly by the BLM 
to authorize individuals, groups or 
other agencies to construct something 
on public lands. Projects may range 
in size from the WIPP shafts to a 
cattleguard. Hundreds of cooperative 
agreements are in effect throughout 
the western states.

The BLM is holding an application 
filed by the DOE in November 1980 to 
withdraw 8,960 acres of public land at 
the site from future mineral leasing 
activties. The Interior Department is 
currently reviewing this application.

TECHNOLOGY DEVELOPED
DALLAS — New technology to help 

combat soaring oil industry drilling 
and projection costs due to inflation, 
government rules and regulations; 
and developing hard to find and 
produce reserves is being invented 
and perfected to meet the challenge, 
in the opinion of L. Frank Pitts, head 
of Pitts Oil (Company and chairman of 
the World Oil & Gas Show and Confer­
ence’s Independent Oil Men’s Com­
mittee.

Pitts, who is one of the independent 
oil men who drill over 80 percent of all 
U.S. wells each year, says survey 
figures on exhibits shown him by 
Martin Dwyer, general manager of 
the World Oil & Gas Show, indicate 
that much of the new technology will 
be available for oil men to see Dec.

LOUISIANA COAST STUDY
McClelland Engineers, Inc., an in­

ternational geoscience consulting 
firm, is completing a reconnaissance 
engineering-geologic study of part of 
the upper Louisiana continental 
slope.

The program will determine the 
general nature of geological and geo­
technical conditions that may effect 
deep water drilling activities or influ­
ence siting and design of permanent 
structures.

STOCK ACQI IRED
SAN ANTONIO — Valero Energy 

Corp has announced it has acquired a 
50 percent stock interest in .Saber 
Energy Inc. of Houston.

Cost of the stock was $51 million. In 
addition, Valero has purchased an 
option at a cost of $33 million to 
acquire the remaining 50 percent of 
Saber in five years. Cost of the re­
maining 50 percent is expected to be 
approximately $86 million, less $33 
million option payment. The option 
payment is in the form of a note 
payable over five years.

In conjunction with the Saber ac­
quisition, Valero will al.so purchase 
Corpus Christ! Marine Service in a 
transaction valued at about $7 mil­
lion. CC Marine is engaged in marine 
bunkering and petroleum transporta­
tion services along the Gulf Coast. 
Completion of this acquisition is ex­
pected during April.

Valero announced in October 1980 
the signing of a letter of intent to 
acquire the 50 percent interest in 
■Saber and in December signed a de­
finitive agreement to do so. Plans for 
acquiring CC Marine were announced 
in January.

Saber has begun construction of 
heavy-oil cracking facilities next to 
its existing refinery in Corpus Christi. 
The facility will be capable of pro­
cessing 46,000 barrels of reduced 
crude oil feedstock per day.

Bill Greehey, Valero Energy presi­
dent and chief executive officer, said 
that installation of heavy oil cracking 
facilities is expected to significantly 
enhance the future of profitability of 
Saber and Valero.
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Greehey noted that the current de­
pressed residual feedstock market, 
which is expected to continue, has 
created a g o ^  investment opportuni­
ty in Saber for Valero.

“What we plan to do is take high- 
sulfur, residual fuel oil, currently 
u.seful only as an inferior boiler fuel or 
bunker fuel, and turn that residual 
into premium products, primarily un­
leaded gasoline. This process will up­
grade the entire bottom of the barrel, 
leaving no residual of low-grade prod­
uct,’’ Greehey said.

Greehey said the new facility is 
expected to be about $350 million. 
Valero will assist Saber in arranging 
necessary financing. Construction is 
expected to be completed by mid-1983. 
The construction contract recently 
was awarded to H.B. Zachry of San 
Antonio. M.W. Kellogg of Houston is 
project engineer.

Valero Energy Corp. is principally 
engaged in natural gas transmission 
and processing, and has begun an 
expansion program into other en­
ergy related activities.

“The ice on which the roads are 
built is floating ,” said Walden. 
“Auger pumps are sed to pump water 
from underneath the ice to the sur­
face, where it freezes, forming a new 
layer of ice on top.’’

Walden said four feet of new ice 
must be added to the top of approxi­
mately two feet of existing ice to 
make enough depth for a road. Once 
the ice is thick enough, bulldozers 
smooth the ice, and graters periodi­
cally clear the road.

“The construction of ice roads is a 
very slow process,” Potter said. “ It 
takes about a month to build up 
enough ice to provide support for 
heavy equipment,” added Walden.

One mile of ice roads costs apprxi- 
mately $500,000. Without them, how­
ever, everything into and out of this 
hostile environment would have to go 
by aircraft since ice obstructs ship 
transportation practically  year 
round.

Rep. Toby Moffett, D- 
Conn., chairm an of the 
House Government Opera­
tions subcommittee on en­
ergy, said the waiver means 
that decisions by Deputy Sec­
retary-designate W. Kenneth 
Davis could have a direct 
impact on the profits of the 
Bechtel Corp., where he is 
now a vice president.

Moffett said Davis’ partici­
pation in such decisions “is 
unreasonable and highly Im­

proper,” and demanded an 
explanation from Energy 
Secretary James Edwards.

In a letter to Edwards re­
leased late Thursday, Mof­
fett said Bechtel, an interna­
tional energy company, has 
more than $100 million in 
contracts with the depart­
ment.

In a separate statement 
Thursday, Moffett said 
Bechtel received $140 million 
in additional contracts last 
month. He argued that En­
ergy Department decisions 
“will have clear implications 
for Bechtel’s pecuniary in­
terests.”

Moffett also questioned 
how Davis qualifies for a 
waiver. He said the section

under which the waiver 
would be issued allows such 
actions only in the case of 
exceptional hardship to the 
employee or where failure to 
grant such a waiver would be 
contrary to the national in­
terest.

“It is clear that your ap­
proval of a waiver ... de­
mands a full and complete 
justification,” Moffett said in 
his letter to Edwards, which 
was dated Tuesday.

“Absent such a (justifica­
tion), I would view the is­
suance of this waiver as 
highly improper and detri­
mental to the public confi­
dence necessary for DOE to 
effectively carry out its poli- 
cy-and decision-making re­

sponsibilities.”
Phil Keif, an Energy De­

partment spokesman, said 
late Thursday that he could 
not respond immediately to 
Moffett’s charges because he 
had not seen the letter or 
documents.

However, in a speech be­
fore the National Press Club 
last week, Edwards com­
plained that conflict-of-inter­
est laws were so stringent 
that be was having trouble 
recruiting talented execu­
tives. He said one man com­
plained that if he were to 
take a job Edwards offered, 
he would have been required 
to sell off his investments at 
a loss of $150,000 a year.

BRUSSELS, Belgium 
(AP) — Soviet depen­
dence on high technology 
to stay self-sufficient in 
energy has given the 
West a formidable weap­
on to influence Soviet be­
havior, a North Atlantic 
Treaty Organization se­
minar was told Friday.

Such leverage could be 
best used to keep the So­
viet Union from inter­
vening in the Middle 
East, according to a re­
port submitted by Frie- 
demann Muller, an ana­
lyst for Rand Ck>rp., a 
California-based private 
research center.

His assertion agreed 
with statements by other 
business, academic and 
government officials at 
the three-day, NATO ec­
onomic seminar.

A conference report 
said the Soviet bloc prob­
ably would remain large­
ly self-sufficient in en­
ergy through the 1980s, 
but it would depend on 
significant quantities of 
equipment and technolo­
gy from the West.

Muller said the West 
could prepare “a pack­
age that combines an 
offer to the Soviet Union 
for more cooperation in 
exploiting Soviet energy 
resources with a code of 
conduct that obliges her 
not to intervene in Mid­

dle E ast domestic af­
fairs.”

He added, “Since the 
Soviet Union depends 
more on long-term sta­

bility of this cooperation 
than the West, it can be 
expected that she would 
respect ag reem en ts 
about stabilizing behav­

ior in crisis areas if these 
agreements were linked 
to the energy coopera­
tion agreement.”

Muller suggested the

Soviet Union would have 
less interest in the Mid­
dle East and its oil flelds 
if it knew it had enough 
self-produced oil to keep

its economy going.

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A bi-national problem
The recent series by Reporter- 

Telegram staff writer Patrick  
Dearen on loshnojados — illegal 
aliens from Mexico — and the 
renewed raids by the Border Pa­
trol once again have focused at­
tention on the multi-faceted ille­
gal alien problem in the United 
States.

But the attention prompted by 
the raids should not overshadow 
the realities of the problem creat­
ed by the influx of Mexican na­
tionals into the Permian Basin 
and elsewhere throughout Texas 
and the nation.

The illegal alien question is a 
bi-national question. Neither the 
United States nor M exico can 
solve the problem alone; it will 
take the diligent efforts of offl- 
cials from both nations if success 
is to be realized.

Mexico is the starting point for 
the problem. Because the Mexi­
can economy is so unstable, so 
rooted in poverty, Mexican na­
tionals migrate northward seek­
ing Jobs that are either non-exis­
tent in their homeland or too low- 
paying to support their families. 
They find better-paying jobs in 
the United States, including the 
booming Permian Basin where 
workers are in demand. Many 
employers say they need the ille­
gal alien work force just to meet 
labor demands; some add that a 
curtailment in the flow of illegal 
aliens into this region would cre­
ate hardships for employers.

But not everyone sees it that 
way. Some Americans complain 

*that Mexican nationals displace 
American citizens in the work­
place. They dispute the contention 
of those who claim Americans 
would refuse to accept the jobs 
now being filled by Illegal aliens. 
M exican  n a tio n a ls  m ak e it 
tougher on Americans seeking  
work, they say.

Then there’s the question of how 
effective the Border Patrol can be 
at trying to plug the virtual flood 
of Mexican nationals Into this na­
tion. Statistics show some Mexi­
can nationals are apprehended 
and expelled numerous tim es; 
they always return.

What do we do? Well, many 
people claim to have the answer, 
but most of the answers put forth 
violate humanitarian concerns or 
prove unworkable or too costly on 
closer inspection. One of the most 
.common proposals is to make it 
illegal for employers in this coun­
try to hire Mexican nationals. 
That proposal would add to the 
overgrown federal bureaucracy 
and create more problems than it 
would solve.

It’s obvious that a cutback in 
the services performed by the 
Border Patrol would be a mis­
take. Such a move only would 
throw open the floodgates to liter­
ally thousands of Mexican nation­
als seeking an escape from their

lives of seem ingly inescapable  
poverty.

Any Hnal solution must come 
from within Mexico. An expanded 
and improved industrial base 
there would create jobs and boost 
prospects for an improved lifes­
tyle. There would be less reason 
for Mexican nationals to enter the 
United States illegally in search of 
work.

The United States government 
willingly should give Mexico ad­
vice and encouragement in that 
regard; by helping Mexico out of 

jher economic problem, the United 
States wili be helping relieve the 
burdens of the illegal alien prob­
lem in this country.

One thoughtful recom m enda­
tion already put forth by Texas 
Gov. Bill Clements appears to 
have merit. The governor has 
suggested establishing a “guest 
worker’’ program under which 
visas would be issued to Mexican 
nationals much in the manner of 
those used in som e European  
countries.

Under such a system, Mexican 
nationals legally could enter the 
United States to find temporary 
employment. The governor seems 
to feel such a program would ben­
efit both the United States and 
Mexico since some parts of the 
United States need workers, Mex­
ican nationals do need work and it 
would offer a system by which the 
United States would have at least 
a measure of control over the 
illegal entry of this country by 
Mexican nationals.

The Southwest Regional Border 
Commission also offers promise 
for dealing effectively with the 
illegal alien problem. The com­
mission will sponsor its 2nd An­
nual U.S.-Mexico Border Gover­
nors Conference in El Paso June 
22-23. The governors of six Mexi­
can states and four American  
states along the U.S.-Mexico bor­
der will again delve into the topic 
of the undocumented worker.

While not being able to act spe­
cifically to solve the illegal alien 
problem, which rightfully should 
be addressed at the international 
l eve l ,  the g o v e r n o r s  should  
forward th eir  c o n c e r n s  and  
thoughts to President Ronald 
Reagan and Mexican President 
Jose Lopez Portillo, who have in­
dicated their concern about the 
illegal alien question.

It’s past time to begin working 
diligently toward a solution. The 
logical flrst step should be ap­
pointment of a fulltime commis­
sion to study the situation and 
recommend«a solution.

With the rapport and under­
standing established between the 
governors whose states form the 
U.S.-Mexico border, the selection 
of com m issioners should begin 
within that group. It’s time for 
action. A solution to the problem 
is within reach. " ■

W ASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND

Flat-rate tax system would remove inequities
WASHINGTON — Like millions of 

Americans at this time of year, I find 
myself staring in exasperation once 
again at the hopelessly confusing in­
structions the Internal Revenue Ser­
vice sends along with its income tax 
forms.

There are forms for this and forms 
for that, and pages of incomprehensi­
ble directions that supposedly explain 
how to figure out the tax I should pay 
if I don’t want to go to prison. Though 
I fancy myself as funcUonally literate 
and reasonably Intelligent, the IRS 
in stru c tio n s fran k ly  leav e  me 
bewitched, bothered and bewildered. 
Like one out of every four Americans 
who file income tax returns, I throw 
in the towel and pay a professional 
tax expert to be my guide dog through 
the blinding miasma of arcane rules 
and regulations.

At last count, the tax code and its 
implementing regulations comprised 
a staggering total of 9,042 sections, 
totaling nobody knows how many 
pages. (It varies with the size of the 
type and pages.)

No one but a lawyer or accountant 
who has devoted his life to the tax 
laws can feel even remotely confident 
that he has mastered all the rules to 
the IRS’ satisfaction. Even these ca­
reer experts frequently run afoul of 
the government clerks in their cubi­
cles, who may interpret an exemption 
or deduction differently.

Under the present complex system, 
the rich get loopholes, ^ e  poor get 
exemptions and the middle class gets 
stuck. If the poor ought not to be 
begrudged their exemption from in­
come taxes, there is no Justification 
for letting millionaires off the hook.

Clearly, there is something terribly 
wrong with our tax system. Congress 
pays pious lip service to the sanctity 
of family life, for example, but passes 
legislation that makes married cou­
ples pay more income tax than those 
who choose to live together out of 
wedlock.

And a government that supposedly 
offers equal opportunity to poor and 
rich alike still countenances a system 
that gives tax breaks to those with 
enough money to buy a home. They 
take deductions on their mortgage 
interest and property taxes that are 
not available to those who rent their

homes.
Oitics of the tax system are not 

limited to the gouged, the outraged 
and the wild-eyed. They include con­
servative fiscal experts of solemn 
mien who recognize that the long­
term effect on the nation’s economy is 
counterproductive.

“ It is a system that encourages 
consumption more than saving and 
discourages investment and enter­
prise,” former Treasury Secretary 
William Simon told my reporter De­
borah Latish

Incentive has always been the basis 
of the free enterprise system. If a 
cap italist saw a chance to make 
money by investing in a risky enter­
prise, he would put up his money. If a 
working man saw a chance to better 
his lot by working overtime, he'd put 
in the extra hours.

But with our cockam am ie tax 
setup, the investor who makes money 
finds he is penalized by confiscatory 
taxes, instead At being rewarded for 
his initiative. A laborer who sweats 
more than his fellow workers sudden­
ly realizes — come April IS — that his 
efforts have simply put him in a 
higher tax bracket, and Uncle Sam is 
mugging him for a huge share of his 
overtime.

Incentive to earn more money has 
been effectively eliminated by the tax 
system. So instead of plun^ng into 
enterprises that might Increase pro­
ductivity, the rich put their money 
into tax shelters that don't do a thing 
for the stagnant economy. The work­
ing class has little incentive to climb 
up the economic ladder when taxes 
are going to push them back one step 
for every two they climb.

The resulting lack of productivity 
and lack of productive Investment 
lead to the remorseless march of in­

flation When savings or investment 
are penalized by the government, ev­
eryone spends, giving inflation an­
other nudge. Surely there must be a 
better way.

And there is. By eliminating all the 
loopholes and exemptions for rich and 
poor alike, and instituting a straight 
across-the-board tax rate on every­
one, Treasury experts estimate that 
the same amount of revenue could be 
raised as under the present insane 
system. Their guess is that the tax 
rate could be reduced to 14 percent or 
IS percent, still letting the poor avoid 
taxation they obviously cannot afford. 
Some of the tax-sheltered wealthy 
would lose under such a program — 
but not very much. And the rest of us 
would save a bundle of money and an 
inestimable amount of aggravation

The benefits of such a system, as 
one economist put it. are “efficiency, 
ease of collection and the certainty of 
what your Ux is.” Instead of taking 
hours to prepare your tax return, the 
job could be done in a matter of 
minutes.

Taxpayers who would lose deduc­
tions would more than make up their 
loss through the lower rate they paid. 
And a fiat rate, applicable to every­
one, would do what President Reagan 
promised to do — get the government 
off our backs.

Perhaps more important, the IRS 
would no longer feel compelled to 
poke into every aspect of taxpayers’ 
lives — religion, marital status, edu­
cation, home ownership — to decide 
which deductions are valid and which 
are not.

Would such a system work? A ver­
sion of the flat-rate tax system is in 
use in Hong Kong. After a basic ex­
emption of about $2,200, the tax rate 
goes from 5 percent to 15 percent. The 
government provides many assis­
tance programs for the needy and the 
elderly, as well as the usual public 
services like education and public 
works — all paid for out of the simpli­
fied tax structure.

The only opposition to a simple tithe 
would come from those who benefit 
most by the present incredibly com­
plex system — tax lawyers, accoun­
tants and the tax-sheltered rich.

But for the rest of us, it wouid be a 
relief almost beyond imagining.

Did prophecies in ‘Clockwork Orange' begin with shooting of Reagan?
WASHINGTON — The shooting of 

President Reagan sparked many 
reactions Including some from young 
people who said they were pleased, 
and wished he had bmn killed.

Ihis nihilism disturbs me as much 
as the prevalence of handguns, but 
how do you register nihilistic youth 
Insensitive to such violence? Are the 
prophecies in “Clockwork Orange,” 
that orgiastic film of conscienceless 
cruelty and mayhem, being ful­
filled?

‘Too bad he (Hinckley) missed,” 
wrote Dominic Manno, 23, In the Daily 
Pennsylvanian, campus paper at the 
University of Pennsylvania. “That’s 
the result of sending an amateur to do 
a professional job ... I hope Reagan 
diet.”

Hie Baltimore Sun questioned G4 
people on the street and, while most 
said they were shocked and saddened 
by the shootings, 15 said they were 
unmoved, and 11 responded that they 
were glad it happened.

“1 wasn’t shocked. He had It com­
ing to him," a young city employee 
told the Sun. “ rvestU liI g^myjdb, but

for how long I don’t know.”
A gas station attendant said, “ It 

couldn’t have happened to a better 
man.” A woman security guard, 20, 
told the Sun: “What did he expect, 
stepping on poor people this way? I’m 
going home to celebrate.”

At Deal Junior High School in the 
District of Columbia, a teacher asked 
the class to raise hands if they wished 
Reagan had been killed. This was a 
stupid thing for the teacher to do, but 
three of 24 pupils raised hands.

Another teacher reported that some 
of her students said “they felt glad” 
when they heard the president had

been shot, “but changed their minds 
when they saw the television shots 
and reaiized he was human.”

One Deal boy said Hinckley “should 
be set free so if he missed the first 
time, he could get him the second.” 
Another pupil, 14, said: “ A lot of 
people were really happy that Reagan 
got shot ... I can’t blame them be­
cause of the (budget) cuts ... but I 
don’t think anybody likes to see him 
brutally murdered.”

There are other such reports 
around the country, and how can they 
be explained?

Now, Manno, the young columnist, 
saw the shooting as a political act by 
Hinckley, so “upset and angry” that 
he “used a bullet to cancel out the 
ballot.” Manno concluded: “A lot of 
people feel that way about the sys­
tem, Including me.”

Prom their protesting letters to the 
editor, it was clear that many Univer­
sity of Pennsylvania students did not 
share Manno’s sentiments. Nor did 
the paper’s student board of manag­
ers, which stripped Manno of his co- 
lumm, causing him to resign from the 
daily. u

a '

In his goodbye column, Manno in­
sisted that he “did not wish Ronald 
Reagan dead” nor did he advocate 
violence. This was quite a comedown 
from the original column which saw 
the assassination attempt as “ regi­
cide,” tut-tutted that Reagan knew 
the risks of being worshiped like a sun 
god, and wondered what his position 
was on gun control.

Implicit in the aforementioned ap­
palling remarks by young people is 
the notion that attempted murder is 
acceptable, even commonplace. If a 
person is threatened or hurt, strike 
back with magnum force.

At age 17, having spent more hours 
in front of TV sets than in classrooms, 
how many stereotyped, cardboard, 
symbolic figures were “blown away 
... wasted ... iced” by adversaries, 
good or bad, for the entertainment of 
Utese young people? Thousands, tens 
of thousands? Had violent death be­
come an abstraction for them, or 
were their thoughtless remarks am­
plified echoes of political rhetoric 
against President Reagan?

There was violent rhetoric against

Reagan when he was a candidate last 
year, and more of the same from 
some so-called leaders this winter and 
spring. Vernon E. Jordan Jr., presi­
dent of the National Urban League, is , 
somewhat exceptional because he de-' 
dared, after the shooting, that he 
wants to back Reaganwhen he thinks 
he’s right, try to educate him when he 
thinks he’s wrong, and doesn’t want a 
gunman to “deprive me of my presi­
dent.”

But Jordan is older than those youth 
who have seen countless murders and 
acts of violence in the abstraction of 
television. Besides, Jordan was shot 
himself once, and Reagan visited him 
in the hospital. So he feels compas­
sion.

Youngsters only old enough to 
crawl see, on television, that guns kill 
people and people kill people and the 
viewing is distilled into abstraction 
and tucked away in the recesses of 
their minds.

What is real is when bullets pierce 
your own flesh and organs, when you 
instantly sicken from the knife thrust 
into your innards, or when a rapist 
s n ^ ^ s  a fist in your face.

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AUSTIN — Speaker Bill Clayton 
has promised lawmakers that he’ll 
provide them with some reading ma­
terial to while away the hours of their 
Easter holiday — copies of the 1982-83 
general appropriations bill.

And while the prose of that exten­
sive measure isn’t likely to pose any 
threat to the laurels of James Mi- 
chener, and isn’t of the “soon to be a 
major motion picture’’ variety, it will 
be one of the most read items in 
Austin this spring.

It is, one member says, “the only 
bill the Legislature has to pass.’’ 

True enough, the general appro­
priations bill is pretty much the heart 
of the governmental process, since it 
is the document which sets out how 
much money is allocated to a particu­
lar agency, how many employees that 
agency is to employ, and in some

cases, what state policy is on particu 
lar subjects.

And the “riders” — those provi­
sions setting out policy or ordering a 
particular action — oh, those can be 
very, very interesting.

One set of budget writers, for in­
stance, slipped approval of horse­
race gambling into one bill years 
ago, as an example of the sort of 
games which can occur.

Putting together the biennial appro­
priations bill is always a major task 
for those involved — and over the 
years the process has seemed to be­
come more difficult rather than less 
difflcult.

Part of the problem has been the 
growth in the size of state govern­
ment, a growth dictated in part by 
increasing population, in part by the 
need to comply with federal require­
ments, in part by increased demands 
by particular groups and by the pub­
lic generaily for more services.

In response to the editorial “Mid­
land's Housing Need" which ap­
peared on Monday, March 30, the 
question is not “Do the interests of the 
landowners in the location under con­
sideration take precedence over the 
needs of the Midland population as a 
whole in regard to housing?” The 
question is “Where will subsidized 
rental units be located within our 
city?” The strip of land behind K- 
Mart on Delmar Street in west Mid­
land has been targeted for this partic­
ular proposal, but it is by no means 
the only vacant property in Midland. 
Your area could be next! HUD pro­
ceeded to advertise for developers to 
come into Midland even before the 
Midland Housing Assistance Plan has 
been submitted. HUD cares not what 
the residents of the area want.

Of course, our main concern is our 
property values. It is doubtful that the 
properties in the area will appreciate 
with a project of this type in the 
area.

To qualify for this type of housing, a 
person must be elderly, handicapped 
or have dependent children, so a sec­
ond concern is overcrowding of 
schools in the area. Many of the class­
rooms are now filled to capacity and 
beyond.

According to our information from 
the developer, these proposed apart­
ments would rent in the $300-500 range 
to anyone who qualifies — the able- 
bodied as well as the handicapped and 
elderly and on a first-come, first- 
served basis. We feel that apartments 
of this price range were proposed not 
so much to alleviate the housing shor­

As anyone who 
has undiertaken support of an unpopu­
lar cause quickly understands, too 
many Americans respect the r i ^ t  to 
dissent only in the abstract; the full 
force of local and federal police has 
often been brought to bear upon those 
who have sought only, as Martin 
Luther King once said, “ to make 
America live out the true meaning of 
its creed.”

Why then do Charley Reese's com­
ments (in his column of March 31, 
1981) appall me so? Perhaps it is his 
nak^  distrust of democracy, his bla­
tant disregard for the very freedoms 
he fears he will lose to “ world com­
munism.” I am sorry to say that in his 
urging that Americans band together 
in a mindless excercise of name-call­
ing, labelling any opinion with which 
they disagree, “communist,” Reese 
has already lost the battle for free­
dom; he is himself the enemy he 
so fears.

For Reese simply ignores our right 
to free speech, making the small 
concession that if there is “excess” in 
this purge of “communist” teachers, 
actors, and writers, “ that is a price 
we must pay.” But of course Reese 
will not have to pay tha t price: 
only those who disagree with him will 
suffer by his refusal to tolerate those 
opinions which he considers to be 
subversive; by his efforts to “neutral­
ize,” as he so euphemistically puts it, 
those opinions.

Last miracle may be that some know Christ

WASHINGTON — The last miracle 
of Christ. I once suggested to a Chris­
tian friend, is that the mystery of 
Jesus has survived, despite 2,000 
bloody years of Christianity. The 
friend did not reply. Perhaps he prays 
for me.

Under the term s set out in the 
Apostles’ Creed, I am not today a 
Christian. Yet I still feel the intimacy 
of Jesus, having spent so many hours 
in the earnest years of my youth 
listening to his words and searching 
the parables for truth. I am still Intri­
gued, if no longer enthralled, by the 
mystery. Certainly I am still con­
vinced that Christ’s paradoxical mes­
sage of power and love Is the opera­
tive truth of the human condition. 
Whether it is also the keys to the 
kingdom, I am unable to say.

So, as a once-removed Christian, I 
>yish to pose a provocative question, 
partly to stimulate honest questioning 
but also, perhaps, to prick the rigid 
righteousness of all those famous 
preachers who presume to speak for 
God. We are, as everyone knows. In a 
new era of religious certainty, the 
Christ of moral anger. In which deep­
water evangelists and their fellow- 
traveling politicians tell us to disbe­
lieve our eyes and ears, bur minds. 
The truth of is simple and harsh. 
Listen to the preacher and obey.

My question is this: If Christ came 
to Washington, would he dine at their 
table? Would he recognize these righ­
teous ones as his own and take his 
place in their pulpit? Would he sum­
mon these TV preachers to his lap and

dispatch the rest of us to perdition?
Or would Jesus find Christian heirs 

in strange places? I am not thinking 
of the poor and the lame and the little 
children. Of course, he would gather 
them in his flock. I am thinking of 
strange places which offend the con­
temporary preachers of certitude. A 
psychiatrist's office, perhaps, where 
one seeks self-knowledge and free­
dom from worldly fears. A feminist 
rally where speakers denounce the 
social order of male dominance. A 
laboratory where men and women of 
supposedly godless science search out 
smail pieces of the cosmic. Incompre­
hensible whole.

Here is a stunning thought: despite 
those old-time religionists, is it possi­
ble, I wonder, that Jesus would seem 
to us thoroughly modem?

In December 1945, an Egyptian 
peasant discovered in a cave near the 
town of Nag Hammadi an extraordi­
nary legacy of “Underground” (Chris­
tianity — 13 papyrus books, bound in 
leather, which were probably hidden 
there sometime in the fourth century 
after Christ because the orthodox 
church denounced these texts as 
Gnostic heresies. The books were 
written by Christ’s followers — some 
may even predate the orthodox gos­
pels of the New Testament — but 
these gospels were successfully sup­
pressed because they describe God 
and Jesus and life it self in terms 
antithetical to the Christianity that 
survived.

“It is the winners who write history 
— their way,”  h istorian E laine 
Pagels of Barnard College observed. 
“No wonder, then, that the viewpoint 
of the successful majority has domin­

ated all traditional accounts of the 
origin of Christianity. Ecclesiastical 
Christians first defined the terms 
(naming themselves ‘orthodox’ and 
their opponents ‘heretics’); then pro­
ceeded to demonstrate — at least to 
their own satisfaction — that their 
triumph was historically inevitable 
or, in religious terms, ‘guided by the 
Holy Spirit.’ ”

For those who are curious about the 
alternatives which history rejected, 
Pagels’ book, “The Gnostic Gospels” 
(Random House, 1979, now reissued in 
a Vintage paperback), provides a fa­
scinating and portentous account of 
the earliest Christian arguments that 
raged among true believers in the 
first and second centuries. (Christ’s 
followers were small bands scattered 
around the Mediterranean, trying to 
keep his vision alive in the world but 
disagreeing among themselves about 
the nature of Jesus, his teachings, his 
death and resurrection.

Pagels is not a bom-again Gnostic. 
On the contrary, her central point is 
that the political structure demanded 
by orthodox Christianity — the au­
thority of bishops and priests and the 
uniformity of doctrine — was essen­
tial, in historical terms, to the surviv­
al and flourishing of the faith. If 
Christianity had b ^n  left to the Gnos­
tics, it might well have splintered into 
myriad small sects and joined the lost 
religions of human history.

Nonetheless, Pagels found in the 
heretical Gnostic texts a strong fore­
shadowing of modern experience, a 
sense of God and self which resonates 
mysteriously with so much of our own 
contemporary gropings. Gnosis was 
knowledge or self-iliscovery and.

rather than rely on the authority of 
bishops, the Gnostics held that each 
believer must make his or her own 
search. The search began within.

According to the heretical (Gospel of 
Thomas, Jesus taught; “If you will 
bring forth what is within you, what 
you bring forth will save you. If you 
do not bring forth what is within you, 
what you do not bring forth will de­
stroy you.”

The Gnostic Christians, Pagels 
points out, saw actual events as less 
important than their perceived mean­
ing. Like modern psychoanalysis, 
they concentrated on interpreting the 
nonliteral meaning of words, dreams, 
actions — “the internal quality of 
experience.” The Gospel of Philip: 
“Truth did not come into the world 
naked, but it came in types and 
images. One will not receive truth in 
any other way.”

God is indescribable for the Gnos­
tics but must be imagined In various 
parts^ the ineffable, the depth, the 
primal Father and grace, silence, the 
womb and Mother of all. Thus, unlike 
the Hebrew and orthodox Christian 
traditions which portray (k>d as mas­
culine, the gnostic deity encompassed 
both male and female qualities.

This distinction in doctrine and the 
absence of a priestly hierarchy made 
a practical social difference to the 
worshippers. If each must seek the 
divine individually, if the divine was 
all embracing, then all believers 
could be equal — men and women. In 
most gnostic communities, they were, 
according to Pagels. Members of a 
gnostic circle in Lyons drew lots to 
see who would serve a meeting as 
priest or teacher or prophet.

Lawmakers work to change condominium law

AUSTIN — Efforts are continuing 
in the Legislature to overhaul Texas’ 
“antiquated” condominium law — a 
task which looks increasingly impor­
tant in view of predictions that more 
than half the state’s population will be 
living in such units by the turn of the 
century.

Sherman Rep. Bob Bush-D, who 
headed an interim study on condo­
minium laws, is working with the 
various interest — including the State 
Bar, developers, building owners, 
lenders and tenants — on the com­
plex, 80-page-plus proposal.

’Latest draft of the bill, HB 2233, is 
pending in a House Business and In­
dustry Committee subcommittee.

Larry Niemann^ Texas Apartment 
Association and Building Owners and 
Managers Association representa­
tive, says Texas currently operates 
under a “horse and buggy condomin­
ium act,” and is “badly in need of 
a change.”

In addition to residential condomin­
iums, Niemann says, office condo­
miniums are showing up in Texas — 
and condominiums generally are “ the 
thing of the future.”

In Austin, Niemann notes, con­
struction of condominiums has been 
rising steadily in the last several 
years — and is estimated this year at

35 percent of the total for residential 
construction.

By 2000, he reports, it’s estimated 
that half the nation’s population will 
be living in condominiums — with the 
percentage in Texas perhaps even 
higher.

Bush notes the proposed bill is 
based on a model condominium act — 
but the proposal has moved through a 
number of drafts and is being “nego­
tiated section by section, sometines 
line by line.”

HB 1248 by Rep. David Cain, D-Dal- 
las, billed as “group insurance for 
retail customers,” is under study by 
the House Insurance Committee after 
encountering opposition from the Of­
fice of the Consumer Credit Commis­
sioner and Texas Consumer Associa­
tion.

Under the bill, bonrowers could pur­
chase a coverage combining existing 
credit life, credit accident and health, 
and credit casualty (property dam­
age) coverage along with insurance 
against credit card loss and “ involun­
tarily unemploymmy.”

Cain says such coverage is avail­
able in 42 states — and the proposal is 
supported by some insurers and the 
Texas Committee for Consumer Cred­
it Protection. Similar lesislation

failed in 1979.
OCCC Commissioner Sam Kelley 

expressed concern that such com­
bined coverage could result in bor­
rowers having to purchase coverages 
they don’t n e ^  in order to get cover­
age which they might need — and 
noted that Federal Reserve Board 
Regulations already limit credit card 
loss liability to $50.

Kelley also noted the proposed cov­
erage would be “3t-day retroactive” 
— meaning no coverage would be 
available unless the policyholder 
were hospitalized or out of work for 31 
days or more — with coverage limited 
b  nine minimum payments on the 
policyholder's account.

Similar objections were raised by 
the Texas Consumer Association, 
with Rebecca Lightsey saying the bill 
could result in confusion — and could 
encourage overspending by persons 
on their credit cards.

State Board of Insurance, which 
took no position on the bill, reported it 
would need an additional $118,000 an­
nually to adminisbr the measure.

O il prices drop^ 
for a new change

NEW YORK (AP) — Conservation 
has struck the oil business, and prices 
are beginning to edge lower.

The oversupply of oil on world mar­
kets is providing some good news for 
consumers who were hit by big price 
hikes early this year. It is giving oil 
companies the clout to get some oil 
exporters members to r^ u c e  prices, 
but it will also lead to lower earnings 
for the companies.

In recent days, Ecuador and Mexi­
co have been forced to cut prices on 
some grades of oil. Kuwait has found 
oil companies refusing to pay the 
premiums it had been charging on its 
oil, and there is speculation that 
Libya or Nigeria may have to reduce 
prices.

The cuts reflect the fact that con­
sumers in the United States and Eu­
rope have cut back on oil use in 
response to the last big round of oil 
price increases. Gasoline use in the 
United States is running 6.2 percent 
below levels of a year ago.

As a result of that, gasoline prices 
“ leveled off and actually declined a 
little” in March, according to the 
Lundberg Letter, an industry publi­
cation.

A number of oil companies have 
either cut wholesale prices or institut­
ed rebates for stations that sell

Consumers said
more optimistic

NEW YORK (AP) — Consumers are more opti­
mistic about business and employment prospects, 
and April should help determine whether the up­
swing will last, according to a survey released 
today.

The Conference Board, a business-funded research 
organization, said, its Consumer Confidence Index 
scored an impressive gain in March.

Based on a consumer confidence level of 100 
established in 1969-1970, the Conference Board said 
the March rate was 71.3, up more than 10 points 
from February.

“It is still too early to make too much of this 
improvement in consumer spirits,’* says Fabian 
Linden, director of consumer economics at the Con­
ference Board, “but this latest turn of events is 
encouraging.

“ April survey findings should help determine 
whether this upturn reflects activities in Washington 
or (is) a sign that business conditions are improv­
ing,” he says.

The survey of 3,000 households is conducted 
monthly for the Conference Board by National Fami­
ly Opinion Inc. of Toledo, Ohio.

From February to March, the number of consum­
ers planning to Iwy new or used cars in the coming 
six months rose from 7.3 percent to 7.9 percent. 
Home-buying plans rose to 2.9 percent from 2.3 
percent, and plans to buy major home appliances 
rose from 24.3 percent to 25.3 percent, the Confer­
ence Board says.

A separate survey of 750 clients by the internation­
al executive recruiUng Arm Korn-Ferry Internation­
al indicated that inflation and the Reagan adminis­
tration’s economic program should generate job 
opportunities for tough corporate managers, espe­
cially in financial services, electronics and manu­
facturing.

JOUNIEH, Lebanon (AP) — Chafing with rage, bitterness and 
pain, scores of Lebanese Christian families have gathered up 
what belongings they could carry and left their shell-scarred 
homes in Beirut to take shelter in this sea-side town.

They looked more defiant than defeated, some vowing revenge 
against the Syrian troops that shelled their homes.

Most r e fu g e  came from East Beirut’s Ashrafieh district, a 
stronghold of the rightist Christian Phalange Party which fielded 
the strongest militia in the 19-month civil war that ended in the 
summer of 1976.

“I’ll send my two boys to Zahie to fight alongside the Phalange 
against the Sirrians,” said one elderly woman, settling with 
relatives here. “We will not go down without a fight. The Syrians 
came to lebanon to protect us, and now we need protection 
against them.”

The woman was con^laining about the eight-day Syrian 
shelling of Ashrafieh, in Christian East Beirut, and the Christian 
city Zahie, 30 miles to the east, by Syrian forces.

The Syrians came to Lebanon as peacekeepes to polie the 
armisUce that ended the civil war between the ChrisUan militias

and an alliance of Palestinian guerrillas and leftist Moslems 
Phalange spokesmen claim they have become an occupation 
force and are trying to spread their control throughout Christian 
areas of Lebanon. Syria says Phalanglst gunmen provoked the 
clashes.

“My family and myself are the sad epitome of the (Lebanese) 
crisis,” said Jacqueline Ghalib, 18, “My father susUined a bullet 
wound In 1976, a shrapnel injury in 1978, and now we are 
homeless. Our (Ashrafieh) apartment was burned by a (Syrian) 
rocket four days ago.”

The family sought refuge in Jounieh, along with others, but 
later decided to return to Ashrafieh and took refuge in a 
basement shelter.

“Now we have nothing, no income, no home, not even the food 
for our day,” said her father, who huddled with his wife and 
children in the shelter.

When the flrst shells hit Ashrafieh “ I left my employer’s office 
and ran home to be with my parents,” Miss Ghalib said.

“ It took me three hours to cover the two miles between office 
and home,” she recalled.

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Rubble yields jobs, prosperity
WICHITA FALLS, Texas (AP) — 

Two years ago Friday, a killer torna­
do carved a mile-wide path of devas­
tation through Wichita Falls, killing 
46 persons, injuring 3,200 others and 
leveling the hpmes of at least 20,000 
residents.

The scars the twister left behind are 
scattered. Along the southwestern 
edge of the city remain a few piles of 
rubble, the contorted frames of 
homes and shops that were among 
those destroyed. Fresh flowers blos­
som on the nearby graves of those 
who lost more than their homes on 
April 10,1979.

But out of the debris that was Wichi­
ta Falls two years ago has risen a new 
economic prosperity. The storm 
brought destruction, pain and grief, 
but it has since also brought money 
and jobs.

After the tornado had passed volun­
teers and assistance began pouring 
into the city from throughout the na­
tion, and residents maintained their 
sense of humor despite the grisly

surroundings.
Hours after the twister disappeared 

in the clouds east of the city, an 
optimistic Wichita Falls Chamber of 
Commerce put in an order for some 
bumper stickers that read, “Wichita 
Falls is coming back strong and 
fast.”

Signs, such as “Now showing Gone 
With The Wind” and “We’re off to see 
the Wizard” appeared in the devas­
tated neiighborhoods, sometimes 
painted on the battered walls and 
remains of homes.

Two years later, officials estimate 
that 90 percent of the residences have 
been rebuilt. Most businesses are 
back to normal, and many new firms 
have opened their doors. Several new 
housing developments also have been 
built.

The drastic need for housing and 
the influx of state and federal money 
following the disaster created a boom 
that helped builders escape a con­
struction slump that affected much of 
the rest of the nation.

The B lack P ress ; In M arch , the 
p ress of b lack  A m erica w as IM y e a rs  
old. I t  w as on M arch 16, 1827, th a t 
Sam uel Cornish and  John  B. Russ- 
w orm  sUtrted publishing F re e d o m ’s 
Jou rna l. They felt th a t “ for the p ress  
and the pulpit we h ave  su ffered  m uch 
by being incorrec tly  re p re se n te d .”

The purpose of F reed o m ’s Jo u rn a l 
w as not only to  rep re sen t co rrec tly  
b lack  A m erica to  the w orld, bu t also  
to give useful m ean ing  to  p as t and 
cu rren t even ts in b lack  life. R ecently  
the N ational B lack M onitor decla red :

BOOKER T. WASHINGTON once 
said: “ I confess th a t I do not envy th e  
w hite boy as 1 once did. I have  lea rn ed  
tha t success is to be m easu red  not so 
m uch by the position one has reach ed  
in life as by the o bstac les he h as 
overcom e while try ing  to succeed .... 
Yet out of the h a rd  and unusual s t ru g ­
gle which the black youth is co m ­
pelled to pass, he gets a s tren g th , a 
confidence, th a t one m isses w hose 
pathw ay is com para tive ly  sm ooth by 
reason of b irth  and ra c e .”

More than  one half the w orld  goes to 
bed hungry , accord ing  to the M onitor. 
F or food, m ost of the w orld ex is ts  on 
w hat is largely  a m onstrous ce rea l 
diet. T here a re  insuffic ien t resou rces 
for m ear. Throughout p a rts  of A frica, 
Asia and South A m erica (the  South­
ern H em isphere) the d ea th  ra te  for 
children  is 20 tim e h igher than  for 
children  bom  in the N orthern  H em i­
sphere.

U nder the d irection  of the U nited  
N ations, a grow ing num ber of m ee t­
ings have been held to d iscuss w ays of 
overcom ing the huge econom ic gap  or 
gulf, betw een the nations th a t have  
and the nations th a t have  not. The 
rich e r nations of the N orthern  H em i­
sphere (the  U nited S ta tes included) 
control the w orld’s technology, c la im  
w hat a re  p resen tly  the m ost fe rtile  
lands, own the lions’ sh a re  of the 
w orld’s money and own or contro l 
m ost of the m inera l w ealth  of the poor 
nations as well. R em em b er the w ords 
of Jesus: “ When I w as hung ry , you 
fed m e” ? Can we do less.

Don't Be Misled
There are few things in life more important and of a more personal 

nature thon providing life insurance for the protection of one's fomily. 
Becouse of the olmost sacred nature that is usuolly associated with a 
family's life insurance program, it would only seem logicol that a family 
would proceed very coutiouslv if onyone suggests that their insurance 
progrom be obondoned,' in favor of something new.

Whatever else their suggestions 
might be, the main thrust of their approoch seems to be based on- 
replocing policies that are already in force. Be very coreful if someone 
opproocnes you with such a suggestion. In foct, the following guidelines 
might prove to be helpful:

,(1) Contact your local insurance agent and get his opinion. 
Closely compare the benefits of both your present policy or 
policies with those you are being offered. It may surprise you to 
find out whot benefits you may lose if the chonge is mode. A 
comporison of this type should either confirm that you ought to 
moke 0 chonge or thot you might be makino a mistake

(2) If the salesperson represents himself as a Finoncial Planner, 
Consultant, etc., find out if he has o permonent license. Depen­
ding on individuol circumstonces, the person with a temporary 
license might not be oround long enought to service what he 
sells. Since you are contemploting doing business with him, you 
owe it to yourself to find out.

Elderly folks should 
‘ask before acting'

All consum ers sh a re  a com m on bond — grow ing  
older. T hrough m uch of life, add itional ag e  is an  
asse t in the m ark e tp lace , b ring ing  w ith it e x p e ri­
ence and sophistication  th a t y oungste rs  an d  o th e r 
novice shopper lack.

E ven tually , how ever, ag ing  can  red u ce  the  a w a re ­
ness needed in m aking  m an y  consum er tra n sa c tio n s . 
Too often unscrupulous o p e ra to rs  will ta k e  a d v a n ­
tage  of o lder A m ericans’ loss of v ision o r  h ea rin g  
ability , o r loneliness, only to leave  th e  v ic tim s 
bew ildered and  disiilusiouned — and  d e frau d ed  of 
the ir m onthly allo tm en ts o r life sav ings.

The best adv ice the s ta ff  a t  the B e tte r  B usiness 
B ureau can give the e lderly  is an  im p lan ta tio n  o f th is 
sim ple motto: Ask B efore Acting. L isted  below  a re  
several schem es in w hich the e ld erly , in p a r tic u la r , 
can becom e victim s:

—W ork-at-hom e schem es. S ince re tir in g  on a  fixed 
incom e can  m ake fighting  inflation  d ifficu lt, m an y  
senior citizens answ er ad s in m agaz ines o r  n ew sp a ­
pers which offer “ huge p ro flts”  w hile w ork ing  a t  
hom e. Upon fu r th e r  in v e s tig a tio n  i t  is  u s u a l ly  
found th a t the pu rchase  of equ ipm en ts o r  supp lies is 
required  before beginning w ork and  th e re  a re  no 
g uaran tees th a t any  m oney will be ea rn ed . W hethe r 
it be stuffing envelopes o r ra is in g  w orm s, sen io r c it i­
zens should avoid any  deal w hich req u ire s  m oney for 
instructions o r m erchand ise  before  te lling  how the 
plan operates.

—Investing. With sto ries constan tly  being c ircu ­
lated  of how a sm all in v es tm en t tu rn ed  in to  a 
bonanza, m any o lder people a re  en ticed  in to  using 
the ir life savings to invest in such shaky  specu la tions 
as oil o r gas royalties, fu tu res  com m odities , in ­
vestm ent d iam onds and rea l e s ta te  for tax  sh e lte rs . 
The card in a l ru le when investing  is “ Only invest 
money you can afford  to  lose.’*

—Insurance . E lderly  people som etim es a re  v ic ti­
mized by unscrupulous in su ran ce  ag en ts  w ho sell 
expensive, unnecessary  policies. They a re  fr ig h t­
ened into buying add itional policies by sa le sm en  who 
paint p ic tu res of financial d is a s te r  should an  illness 
occur. C om parison shop for the  best co s t/b en e fit 
ra tio  when buying add itional h ea lth  in su ran ce  to 
supplem ent M edicare and  M edicaid. I t is im p o r­
tan t to obtain a copy of the policy before  sign ing  an 
o rder to com pare  the s a le sm a n ’s p rom ises a g a in s t 
the w ritten  te rm s. Sen ior citizens should care fu lly  
eva lua te  the m eaning  of various te rm s  used , e sp e ­
cially  the w ords “ h o sp ita l”  (does it include nu rs ing  
hom es, e tc .) , “ p re-ex isting  cond itions,”  and  “ w a it­
ing periods.”

All in su rance  should be re -eva lua ted  a f te r  re t i r e ­
m ent, especially  life in su rance . R em em b er th a t 
death  protection p rov ides benefits for b enefic ia ries , 
not for the person insured .

—Home repa ir. T hese rack e ts  occur in all seasons, 
but hit th e ir peak in the sp rin g  w hen it in e ra n t re p a ir ­
m en and fast-ta lk ing  d o o r-U ^ o o r sa le sm en  ta k e  to 
the road. Most hom e re p a ir  gyps h av e  com m on 
ch a rac te ris tic s: phony b a rg a in s , tr ick y  financing , 
g uaran tees  not honored, m a te r ia ls  m is r e p r e s e n t^  
and perfo rm ance  ex ag g e ra ted .

R oofers will d rive  th rough  neighborhoods looking 
for roofs needing re p a ir  and hom es of the e ld erly . 
U sually a fan ta s tic  p ric e  is o ffered , b u t m oney for 
m a te ria ls  is req u ested  in  adv an ce . T he re p a irm a n  
will com plete a portion of the jo b  and  then  leave  
town.

—H ealth c a re . W orried  about th e ir  h ea lth , m any  
senior citizens a re  e a sy  ta rg e ts  for d is rep u tab le  
hucksters who p rom ise  cu res  fo r c a n c e r, a r th r i­
tis, deafness and o th e r p lagues of old age. Not only 
a re  th e ir “ c u re s”  ineffective and  expensive , bu t 
even w orse, th e ir  rem ed ies a re  often h a rm fu l to  the 
body and delay  p ro p er m ed ical tr e a tm e n t un til it is 
too la te  for healing  to occur.

One of the b iggest ra c k e ts  spaw ned  by q u ack s is 
the sa le  of h earin g  a id s  w ithout ad eq u a te  m ed ica l 
diagnosis of a h ea rin g  p rob lem . S en io r c itizens 
should consult a  physic ian  if a h e a rin g  p rob lem  is 
suspected , and before  buying a h ea rin g  a id  check  the 
com pany’s repu ta tion  w ith friends, re la tiv e s  and  the 
BBB

—Mail o rder com pan ies. S ince m an y  sen io r c iti­
zens a re  confined to th e ir  hom es, m a il-o rd e r shop­
ping is an absolute necessity . C om plain ts a g a in s t 
m ail-o rder com panies top  the list of m ost B B B s, led 
by delays, non-delivery of m erch an d ise  and  p roduc ts  
th a t do not perform  as advertised .

Many health  c a re  products a re  sold th rough  m a g a ­
zines and m ail-o rder ca ta lo g s w hich p ro m ise  the 
u ser will becom e h ea lth ie r w ithin an incred ib ly  
short period of tim e. No health  p lan  should be s ta r te d  
w ithout the adv ice  of a physician .

L a te r th is m onth, sen io r c itizens will be ab le  to 
take advan tage  of the M idland Gold S erv ice  D is­
co u n t P ro g ra m . U n d e r th is  p ro g ra m , w h e n e v e r  
a senior citizen p resen ts  a M idland Gold c a rd  to  a 
partic ip a tin g  business, the m e rc h a n t will a u to m a ti­
cally  give a d iscount. The B e tte r  B usiness B u­
reau  endorses th is p ro g ram  becau se  it enco u rag es 
ou r o lder c itizens to use  re liab le  businesses in the 
com m unity.

We encourage  all sen io r citizens to  en ro ll in th is 
p rogram .

DR. NEIL SOLOMON

Not all diabetics 
become impotent

D ear Dr. Solomon; My husband  and I a re  both in 
our forties He is a d iabetic  and , a s  we expec ted  for 
som e tim e m ight happen, he is hav ing  Increasing  
difficulty perform ing sexually . We have a g re a t deal 
of a ffec tio n  fo r one a n o th e r  a n d , if  t h a t 's  th e  
w ay things a re  going to be, w e'll ju s t lea rn  to m ake 
the n e c e ss a ry  a d ju s tm e n t. We w e re  w o n d e rin g , 
though, w hether you m ight have  any suggestions. Is 
there  any trea tm en t th a t m ight be helpful in the 
situation I describe? — M rs. F .P .

D ear Mrs. P .: Your s ta tem en t th a t you "ex p ec ted  
for som e tim e"  th a t th is m igh t happen m ak es  m e 
w onder w hether there  m ay  be m ore to y o u r hus­
band 's  im potence than  ju s t the d iabetes. A pparen tly  
you a re  not aw are  th a t not all d iabe tics  becom e 
im potent, and th a t when im potence does occu r, it is 
not alw ays due to the d iabetes. Is it possible th a t 
your expectation  has resu lted  in a self-fulfilling 
prophecy?

I am  rem inded of a study done som e tim e  ago th a t 
showed th a t the num ber of b irth s  in a c e rta in  
com m unity d ecreased  considerab ly  a t  the sam e  
tim e th a t the sto rk  population in th a t com m unity  
showed a sh a rp  d ecrease . H ow ever, no one would 
a ttribu te  the low er b irth  ra te  to  the d e c rea se  in the 
num ber of storks.

By the sam e token, a m ale  d iab e tic ’s im potence 
m ay not be re la ted  to the illness. W hile his chan ces of 
becom ing im potent a re  g re a te r  than  if he did not 
have d iabetes, im potence is not inev itab le . A lthough 
som e studies indicate th a t m ale  d iab e tic s  h av e  a 
fifty-fifty chance of becom ing im po ten t by the tim e 
they a re  50 o r 60 years  of age, it is im p o rtan t to re a l­
ize th a t som e nondiabetic m en of th a t age g roup  also  
becom e im potent for a v a rie ty  of reasons.

F or exam ple, em otional p rob lem s, such  as fe a r  
and anxiety , can  affect nondiabetic m en  a s  well as 
diabetics. The sam e is tru e  of physica l illnesses, 
d isorders of the nervous sy s tem , and  d ru g  and  
alcohol abuse. Since th ere  is no sing le  cau se  of the 
problem , there  is no single tre a tm e n t; ra th e r , the ap ­
proach to tre a tm en t will be d ic ta ted  by th e  cau se .

If the person is suffering  from  an em otional p rob­
lem , som e form  of counseling o r p sy cho therapy  m ay  
be in o rder. If  the im potence is cau sed  by a blood clot 
which is in terfe ring  w ith the p ro p e r flow of blood, 
su rgery  m ay be helpful. And if the condition is the 
resu lt of d rug  o r alcohol abuse , th e  p a tien t m ust be 
helped to overcom e the addiction .

Even if a  m a n ’s im potence is re la te d  to the 
d iabetes, th ere  a re  m easu res  th a t can  be taken . F o r 
exam ple, if the person h as no t been ca re fu l e ith e r 
with his d iet o r m edication , b e tte r  m an ag e m en t m ay  
be the answ er. Good contro l of blood g lucose levels 
m ay  be all th a t Is needed to im prove  potency.

However, if im potence is the re su lt of n e rv e  d a m ­
age, as often happens, the  p rob lem  becom es m ore  
complex. In such cases , the p a tie n t m igh t w an t 
to consider the adv isab ility  o f •  pen ile  tm p lan g v h ich  
would perm it him  to sim u la te  an  erec tion .
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Reagan s tra teg y  w o u ld  sep ara te  food stam ps
WASHINGTON (AP) — If Congress accepts the Reagan 

administration’s strategy, farm legislation would be divorced 
from food stamps for the first time in eight years.

The strategy was made clear Thursday when, after weeks of 
delay, the administration’s farm bill finally reached Capitol Hill. 
It did not include a provision for food stamps.

Agriculture Department officials said a food stamp bill would 
be sent to Congress later. It has been known for some time that 
the administration’s primary aim in new food stamp legisiation 
is to curb rising federal costs.

The four-year farm bill initially was supposed to go to Congress 
on March 24 but was delayed until the finishing touches had l^ n  
approved by the Office of Management and Budget.

The administration also wanted to give Congress an opportuni­
ty to complete legislation to skip an automatic increase in dairy 
price supports that had been scheduled for April 1. That measure

passed overwhelmingly.
For soybeans, wheat, com and other feed grains as well as rice, 

the Reagan farm bill would give the agriculture secretaiy almost 
unprec^ented leeway in setting rates for price support loans for 
specific commodities.

For cotton and peanuts, the bill prescribes formulas or price 
guidelines that are more specific than for some other crops, but 
still falls short of the existing law’s detailed loan rates for various 
commodities.

The ioan rates under existing law represent how much money 
farmers can borrow from the government by using their crops as 
collateral. The normal practice, when market prices remain 
above the loan rate, is for fanners to either repay the loans and 
sell their products for cash, or to use them.

Science proves man 
not guilty of crimes

M ILW AUKEE (A P ) — J u ro rs  d ec id e d  F ra n c is  
H em auer abducted , ra p e d  and  stab b ed  a l.'i-year-old  
g irl. A fter he s a t  in a  p rison  cell fo r S^'/i y e a rs , 
technology proved  them  w rong.

The 57-year-old c a rp e n te r  b roke  into tear: 5 W ednes­
day when a c ircu it co u rt judge , ac ting  on th  e  p leas  of 
p roseoutors and  defense a tto rn ey s, ag reed  t h e  w rong 
m an  had  been  convicted  of th e  1968 crim e.

The final, decid ing  ev idence w as a blood le s t  th a t 
had not been av a ilab le  In 1972, w hen H e m a u e r  w as 
sen tenced to  60 y e a rs  in prison.

“ I am  so overw helm ed  w ith being  free, I don’t 
have m uch to say , fellow s,”  H em au er s a id  sho rtly  
before going into seclusion w ith his fam ily .

“ This is a  tra g ic  ca se  of m istaken  id e n ti ty ,”  sa id  
defense a tto rn ey  T hom as P . Fox. " E a c h  i i a y  h as 
been a te r rib le  personal hell for him  and  hiis fam i­
ly .”

No one condem ned the p rosecu to rs .
“ They w ere  ju s t doing th e ir  job , I g u e s s ,  apd  

thought he w as gu ilty ,”  sa id  H em au e r’s d a u g h te r  
L aurie , 25.

H em auer, who stead fastly  m a in ta in ed  h is  inno­
cence, w as convicted a f te r  a teen -age  g irl idem tified 
him  from  police m ug shots and  a lineup  as  the; m an  
who forced h e r  into a c a r , rap ed  h e r  and  stabbe< l h e r  
30 tim es before leav ing  h e r  for dead .

H em auer nev er w ould h av e  been p ro s e c u te d  if 
labora to ry  te s ts  com m only used  now in s e x u a l  a s ­
sau lt cases had  been ava ilab le  in 1972, sa id  L e e  J .  
Wells, an a ss is ta n t M ilw aukee County d is tr ic t  iitto r- 
ney.

The c a rp e n te r’s fam ily  spen t $12,000 in e f fo r ts  to  
prove him  innocent and  W ells o rd e red  new  te s ts . 
They showed th a t sem inal fluid on th e  v ic t im ’s 
clothes w ere from  a m an  w ith type  B b lood . H e­
m au e r’s blood is type A, and  the v ic tim ’s, type 0 .

In 1972, the FB I c rim e  lab  could only d e te rm in e  
th a t sperm  and  sem en  w ere  on the c lo thes, n o t the 
blood type of the rap is t. W ells said .

A rthur J . V arria le , h ead  of the  sero logy  d e p a r t ­
m ent a t  the W isconsin C rim e L ab o ra to ry  a t  N ew  
B erlin, testified  W ednesday th a t , in h is opinion, “  Mr. 
H em ai/er is excluded as a donor of th a t  se m e n .”

Fox said  his c lien t’s Hght to c le a r  h im se lf " is  not 
intended to h u rt the v ictim  of a b ru ta l c rim e . He fee ls  
nothing but sy m p ath y  for the v ic tim  of the c r im t;.”

R obert H em auer sa id  im p riso n m en t h it h is  b ro th ­
e r  hard , p rom pting  him  to tu rn  to  relig ion. In th e  
Waupun and Fox L ake p risons, R o b ert sa id , H e­
m auer took c lasses  in sev era l su b jec ts  and  w orkeil in 
prison p h arm acies  and  in firm arie s .

Bunker Hill h ired  P om m eren ing  in 1974 to study  rev eg eU tio n  in its  p a r t 
of the S ilver V alley. The m in e 's  su lfu r dioxide g as em issions h av e  h am p e red  
n a tu ra l reg ro w th  a f te r  t im b e r la n d  th ro u g h o u t n o r th e rn  Id a h o  w as  d e s ­
troyed by fires, floods, d rough ts and  av a lan ch es  in th e  e a r ly  1900s.

F ertilize r and  w eed k ille r com b ina­
tions a re  designed to ap p ea l to the 
inherent lazy s tre ak  p re sen t in a lm ost 
a ilb o m e  g ard en ers . T he idea of fe r ti­
lizing the law n and killing  th e  w eeds 
all in one app lication  is d ifflcu lt to 
resist.

Weed killers when used  p roperly  
can  be g re a t tim e-sav ers  an d  e lim i­
nate  a lot of back -b reak ing  work. 
However, they m ust be used  acco rd ­
ing to the d irections g iven on the 
con tainer if they  a re  to  be effec tive  
and endanger va luab le  p lan ts  in the 
landscape.

The sam e chem icals th a t will kill 
the weeds a re  frequently  h a rm fu l to 
the trees, sh rubs and vines used  in the 
landscape. Since tree  roots go ou t into

the law n a re a  and usua lly  ex tend  
beyond the b ranch  sp re a d  it  Is d iffi­
cu lt to ap p ly  a  fe r ti l iz e r -h e rb ic id e  
m ix tu re  to the law n a re a  w ithout 
dan g er of d am ag e  to th e  d esirab le  
p lants in the hom e landscape . The 
sandy  soils n a tive  to M idland and  
th e ir high leach ing  c h a ra c te r is tic  fu r­
th e r increases the risk  of using  the 
weed-feed com binations.

All too often the tim e to  app ly  fe r til­
ise r is not the c o rrec t tim e  fo r effec- 

' tive  weed control. E ach  type  of h e rb i­
cide m ust be used a t  s p ^ i f i c  ra te s  
and a t a  c ritica l tim e to  be effec tive  
for killing weeds.

While fe rtilize r should be app lied  a t 
th e  re c o m m e n d e d  r a t e ,  t h e r e  is  
usually  little  h a rm  if the hom eow ner 
fails to ca lib ra te  his d is tr ib u to r co r­
rectly  and  m akes a sligh tly  h eav ie r 
ap p lic a tio n . I f  h e rb ic id e s  a r e  c o n ­
tained  in the m ix tu re , th is e r ro r  can

be very  dam ag in g  to  th e  d es irab le  
vegetation. A nother difficulty  w hich 
frequently  a rise s  is th e  p a r t  of the 
sack of m ix tu re  th a t m ay  be left over 
a fte r  the law n h as been  fertilized . 
F requen tly  th is is le ft in th e  g a ra g e  o r 
tool shed until fe r tilize r is needed  for 
the flower bed o r  rose bed. T he fac t 
th a t the fe rtilize r con ta in s a  herb ic ide  
m ay  be forgotten , and  irrep a rab le , 
d am age is done to a  fav o rite  b e a u t] ' 
spot in the g arden .

M any of the m ore  p o p u lar la n d ­
scape trees  including oaks, m u lb e r ry , 
pecan and o thers  a re  highly  suscepl. i- 
ble to weed killers. W hen co n tem p la  t- 
ing the use of a  herb ic ide  o r h e rb ic id e  
and  fe rtilize r m ix tu re , a lw ay s re n d  
all of the p recau tions g iven on tl.ie 
label. H ow ever, th e re  still m igh t be 
som e problem s due to  th e  g re a t  d i f ­
ferences in our soil types and  roo ti ng  
pa tte rn s of tre e s  th a t v a ry  from  re ­

gion to  region.
R em em ber w eeds in a  law n a re  

usually  an  indication  of poor m an ag e ­
m en t p rac tices . T hrough p ro p e r fe r­
tilization, co rrec t mow ing p rac tic e s , 
and adequa te  m oistu re  the g ra s s  will 
be vigorous enough to crow d out the 
weeds.

I t  is often those a re a s  b enea th  tre e s  
w here excessive shade  w eakens the 
g rass  th a t w eeds invade, b u t h e re  the 
use of herb ic ides is ex trem ely  risky . 
I t m ay  be b e tte r  to rep lace  the g ra ss  
with a shade-to le ran t g round cover.

R em em ber, when using an y  type of 
pesticide it is the m isuse  of these  
m a te ria ls  th a t usually  c au se  p rob­
lem s.

If  you tra n sp la n t seed lings o r con­
tainer-grow n trees  o r sh rubs into the 
open ground, w a te r im m ed ia te ly  w ith 
the d ilu te solution of tran sp lan tin g  
horm one; then  begin w a te rin g  w ith a

“ s ta r te r ” solution contain ing  fe rtiliz ­
e r, ra th e r  th an  ju s t  p lain  w a te r. S ta r t­
e r  solutions p rovide young p lan ts  w ith 
e s s e n tia l  n itro g e n  an d  p h o sp h o ru s  
until new  feed e r roots develop. T his is 
especially  im p o rtan t when cool soils 
reduce roo ts’ ab ility  to  tak e  up  phos­
phorus.

You can  m ake  a s ta r te r  solution 
w ith am m onium  phosphate , any  d ry  
fe r t i l iz e r  c o n ta in in g  10 p e rc e n t o r  
m ore of n itrogen th a t is w a te r soluble, 
o r use liquid fe rtilize r. D issolve one 
tablespoon of d ry  fe rtilize r in 1 gallon 
of w ater, o r use liquid fe rtilize r a t  
about h a lf streng th . The reco m m en d ­
ed proportions a re  som etim es p rin ted  
on the product label. U se th is solution 
in place of reg u la r w a te rin g  un til 
p lants begin ac tive  grow th.

W ant som e quick com post to en rich  
your garden? T he A m erican  A ssocia­
tion of N urserym en  recom m ends the

following m eiiiod for m ak in g  sm a ll 
am ounts of com post in a  fa ir ly  sh o r t 
tim e. ’

C rum ble a bushel o f leav es in to  a  
clean polyethene p las tic  bag , ad d  tw o 
gallons of w a te r and  5 pounds of a 
high con ten t n itrogen  fe r tiliz e r (20-ll>- 
S o r 15-3-5). P lace  bag  in a sunny  spo t 
and  tu rn  It over ev e ry  o th e r d ay . In 
th ree  o r four w eeks you should  h ave  a 
good qu a lity  com post. I t  can  be  sto red  
in a shady  p lace  un til re a d y  fo r use.

H e w as Spotty  o r b ig  R ed o r M om m y-0  and  th a t  w as v e ry  sad  
indeed.

So now B eav e r’s pens a re  filled w ith n am e le ss  p igs. B u t he still fee ls  a 
tinge of rem o rse  w hen he loads his livelihood in  a  big tru c k  an d  to  m a rk e t 
he goes.

“ The m ore you’re  around  them , the m o re  you know each  hog’s own look, 
his own p erso n a lity ,”  he says . “ You k inda  feel like a v u ltu re  tak in g  life 
when you live w ith so m uch life .”

P igs a re  s m a r t , B eav er Says. T hey  don’t need  to  be tau g h t to  u se  the 
a u to m a tic  w a te r  d is p e n s e r  th a t ,  w ith  th e  p r e s s u re s  o f a  sn o u t, sp i l ls

w a te r into a  sm a ll trough . “ A dog  w ould d ie  o f th i r s t  b e fo re  he  f l g u r ^  it  
o u t.”

T hey  a lso  haw e  v e ry  good m e m o r ie s ,  h e  s a y s .  “ Y ou d o n ’t  p u ll th e  
sam e tr ick  on a hog tw ice .”

If pigs have  a d raw b ack , i t ’s  th a t  they  a re  in c red ib ly  cu rio u s  —  “ th e y ’re  
w orse than  a  k id ,”  say s  B eaver.
