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Polish leaders cultivating farmers’ union

WARSAW, Poland (AP) — Representatives of Poland’s private farmers and
the communist government signed an agreement today that calls for registra-
tion of an independent farmers’' union by May 10, a spokesman for the
independent union Solidarity said.

The signing in the northwestern city of Bydgoszcz was delayed for several
hours by wrangling over final details. Sources said the breakthrough occurred
after the farmers agreed to recognize the leading role of the Communist Party
in Poland. -

A spokesman for the Solidarity chapter in Bydgoszcz the farmers’ union will
be made up of about 800,000 of Poland's 3.5 million independent farmers.

The spokesman said a month-long 'sit-in at thé pro-communist United
Peasants Party building in Bydgoszcz and a sympathy protest begun Thursday
in nearby Inowroclaw would be called off as a result of the signing. The
demonstrations were to pressure the government into negotiating.

A Soliarity spoesman said before the agreement was signed that the farmers’
leader, Jan Kulaj, wanted the pact to ‘‘say clearly that the union will be
registered,”” while the government apparently believed a declaration of intent
was sufficient.

communist world, as was the acceptance of Solidarity, a 10 million-member
federation of trade unions that is independent of the Polish government.

Private farmers formed the organization Rural Solidarity last summer,
shortly after the communist leadership recognized Solidarity. But while the
labor federation was chartered by the government, Poland’s Supreme Court
said Rural Solidarity could not be given similar recognttion without specific
Parliament action. ¢

On Thursday, Warsaw Television reported that a parliamentary committee
had approved legislation needed for formal recognition of a farmers’ union.

It said language recommended by the special committee for implementation
of social contracts “would ensure the possibility of the establishment of trade
unions of individual farmers.’’ The language will be added to an omnibus unions
bill currently being drawn up to codify the rights won by Polish workers, the
televsion broadcast said.

Agriculture in Poland already is unique among the heavily collectivized
Soviet-bloc countries since the nations’s private farmers own 75 percent of the
land and produce 80 percent of the food. Rural Solidarity claims to represent as
many as 1 million of the farmers.

The Bydgoszcz farmers began their sit-in March 16. Three days later, when
union activists refused to leave a meeting with government officials to discuss
farmer grievances, police forcibly ejected and allegedly beat 23 of the them.

Colorado
coal miners

found dead

REDSTONE, Colo. (AP) — Rescue
workers found the bodies of 15 coal
miners early today, a day and a half
after an explosion ripped through the
Dutch Creek No. 1 mine in the Colora-
do Rockies, a spokeswoman for the
mine operator said.

The discovery of the 15th body just
after sunup today concluded the
search for those killed in the explosion
Wednesday afternoon, said Marvin
Meyers, personnel director for Mid-
Continent Resources Co., which oper-
ates the mine 30 miles west of
Aspen

The cause of the explosion was not
immediately known, but there was
speculation that the miners might
have hit a methane gas pocket, which
triggered the blast. Miners say being
near a methane exposion in a mine
shaft would be like being in an ex-
ploding gun barrel.

The Federal Mine Safety and
Health Administration closed the
mine today after the last body was
removed, and it may be several
months before the federal investiga-
tion ends and the mine is reopened,
another Mid-Continent spokesman
said.

Nine bodies were discovered in the
main tunnel just before midnight
Thursday, and five more were found
about three hours later in a branch
corridor about 1,000 feet from the first
group, said spokeswoman Mary Bo-
land.

Meyers said the last miner, identi-
fied as Kelly B. Greene, 25, of New
Castle, was found 3% hours after
rescue workers found the second
group of bodies. ;

Ms. Boland said Mid-Continent
President John Reeves was with the
rescuers who discovered the first nine
bodies, and he reported that the vic-
tims appeared to have been Kkilled
instantly by the explosion.

The first nine victims were identi-
fied as Kyle Cook, 33, of Silt, Colo.;
Richard Lincoln, 22, Glenwood
Springs; Loren Mead, 35, Rifle; Ron-
ald Patch, 34, Carbondale; Terry Lu-
cero, 28, Glenwood Springs; Glen
Sharp, 31, El Jebel; John Ayala, 40,
Carbondale; John Rhodes, 29, Car-
bondale; and Robert Ragle, 29, New
Castle.

Meyers released the names of the
five other victims: Thomas Vetter,

24; William E. Gutherie, 32; Daniel
Litwiller, 21; and Hugh W. Pierce Jr.,
20, all of Glenwood Springs; and Brett
Tucker, 30, Carbondale.

He said the bodies were being re-
moved from the mine district office to
Farnham Richardson Mortuary in
Glenwood Springs.

“It’s so heartbreaking,!’ he said. ‘I
hired some of those guys and sent
them into the mine, and look what
happened.” 2

Some of the miners’ families were
huddled around campfires near the
gate at the mine road entrance when
someone ran up shoutlng. “They’re
all dead! They're all dead!” ;

Members of the family of one miner
jumped up, their bodies racked with
sobs.

Widows of slain fishermen
file lawsvit against accused

SAN ANGELO — The widows of two
men slain while fishing near Mertzon
March 22 have filed a wrongful death
suit against the suspect in the mur-
ders, 76-year-old Mortimer “‘Bubba’
Hall.

Hall is being held under guard in a
San Angelo hospital, following mur-
der indictments returned Wednesday
by an Irion County grand jury. He
entered the hospital Wednesday af
ternoon for treatment of high blood
pressure and alcoholism.

The civil suit, filed here Thursday
by Linda Bernardon and Alona
Adams, alleges Hall “‘wantonly and
with malice shot and killed” their
husbands — John Barnardon, 34, of
Midland, and 32-year-old David
Adams of Rollin Acres.

The men had been fishing from a
rowboat on Spring Creek. Their
bodies were found on a portion of the
creek that winds through Hall’s prop-
erty. Hall has been described as a
wealthy Mertzon rancher with “odd

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ways.”” Court records show he has had
several complaints lodged against
him for shooting incidents over the
years.

No one was injured in those alleged
shootings and only one of the com-
plaints was ever prosectuted. That
complaint resulted in a $200 fine
against Hall for disorderly conduct in
1976. The other complaints were
either dropped by the complaining
parties or were not pursued by local
authorities, sources say.

Although no monetary damages
are specified in the suit, it seeks
compensation for wages the victims
would have earned in their lifetimes,
punitive damages because the shoot-
ings were ‘‘of a malicious nature”
and all funeral and burial costs.

San Angelo attorney Aubrey Stokes
is handling the suit for the widows,
and Jerry Johnson, also of San Ange-
lo, is representing Hall in the criminal
case. It was not immediately known if
he would also defend Hall in the civil
case.

HOUSTON (AP) — Ku Klux Klans-
men, who allegedly have told Viet
namese fishermen to get out of Gal-
veston Bay, say they welcome a law-
suit by former refugees seeking
federal protection because it “shows
we're effective.”

The Vietnamese Fishermen's Asso-
ciation, which represents 58 fisher
men who own 51 boats, filed suit in
federal court Thursday seeking in-
junctions against the Klan and the
protection of federal deputies.

It also seeks the possible assistance
of the U.S. Coast Guard in the bay,

Chico bank robbed

Stockman guarantees recoup on budget plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — Budget
director David A. Stockman is guar-
anteeing that the setback the Reagan
administration suffered at the hands
of the Republican-dominated Senate
Budget Committee will be reversed
swiftly when Congress returns to
work.

Three Republicans sided with the
panel's Democrats last week in pro-
viding the votes needed to reject a
budget blueprint drawn to meet the
specifications of President Reagan’s
tax and spending proposals.

But Stockman, appearing Thursday
in the White House briefing room,
said, ‘I would guarantee to you here
today’ that the problem that led the
three Republicans to vote against the
president will be solved quickly.

He offered no details, but his com-
ments echoed those of Sen. William
Armstrong, R-Colo., who voted
against the budget plan.

“In all likelihood, we're going to be
able to put it together with very little
difficulty,” a vacationing Armstrong
said by telephone from Florida. Both
houses of Congress are on a two-week
recess that ends April 27.

At the same time, a top Treasury
Department official predicted that
the administration’s economic poli-
cies would moderate inflation and
that interest rates should moderate
later this year.

“We anticipate as the year contin-
ues we'll see further evidence ... that
g:lcces are no longer surging upward

ause we have changed policy,”
said Beryl W. Sprinkel, undersecre-
tary of the treasury for monetary
affairs.

“If we continue to get stable, mod-
erate growth of money, I expect that
on average, interest rates are going to
continue on downward,”” he told a
news conference Thursday.

The administration predicts that if
its policies are followed, inflation will
drop from a 12.4 percent rate in 1980 to
about 7 percent in 1982.

Reagan’s lnu-ln,ndoﬂ‘ proposals

include cutting the federal budget and
urging the Federal Reserve Board to
maintain a steady, slow growth of the
nation’s supply of money. He also has
called for tax cuts that he contends
would stimulate real economic
growth.

On Thursday, Treasury Undersec-
retary Norman B. Ture, a principal
architect of Reagan’s proposal to re-
duce personal income taxes by 30
percent over three years, said he
never suggested a compromise on the
tax-cut plan during a meeting last
week with House Budget Committee
Chairman James Jones, D-Okla.

THE DISCUSSION set off a flurry
of congressional claims — and White
House denials — that the administra-
tion might accept a one-year tax cut
plan instead of the three-year propos-
al pushed by Reagan.

Reagan has said he is not willing to
compromise on the multiyear tax-cut

proposal.

Stockman, meanwhile, insisted that
a new study by the Congressional
Budget Office demonstrates that the
president’s program will maintain a
“‘safety net”’ of protection beneath the
nation’s neediest.citizefis.

“We welcome the CBO study be-
cause we think it demonstrates that
the president’s safety net is still in-
tact,” he said.

file suit against school district

FORT STOCKTON — The parents
of three Van Horn girls killed in a
school bus accident near here March
14 have filed a wrongful death suit
against the Culberson County Inde-
pendent School District.

The suit, filed Thursday, alleges
negligence on the part of two track
coaches who apparently were chang-
ing driving duties while the bus was in
motion. The bus ran off Interstate 10
about 17 miles west of Fort Stockton
and slammed into a piece of heavy
road equipment parked along the
highway.

The coaches were identified as
Shirley Chandler and Victor Munoz.
They were no-billed by a grand jury
that looked into the case

The coaches were in charge of the
Van Horn High School girls' track
team, which was on its way to a
meet in Iraan at the time of the
accident. Also named in the suit is the
Allen Construction Co. of Midland,
owner of the highway equipment
struck by the bus, and the Interna-

The
accident happened about 7 a.m., some
100 miles from Van Horn — pro
ducing an average speed of 50 mph.

The plaintiffs, however, allege the
bus didn't leave until approximately
5:45 a.m., resulting in a speed of 80
mph. School officials have declined
comment on the matter because it's
in litigation.

San Angelo attorney Sam Sparks is
handling the suit, which is expected to
be heard in 83rd State District Court
at Fort Stockton.

- Have your car throughly serviced before any trip.
At this time of the year, two really important areas
are the cooling system and tires.

- Hav'e every person in the car properly restrained.

f‘or children under four, that means a crash-tested
infant carrier or child seat, properly used. For all
others, that means a seat belt and a shoulder
harness, if the harness fits properly across the
chest and not across the face and neck. Restraints
help keep drivers behind the wheel in an emergency
and keep passengers from becoming missiles.
_ - Plan activities for youngsters who will be travel-
ing...quite activities that will help them pass the
time without getting out of their restraints or both-
ering the driver. Any toys provided should be soft,
have no sharp edges, etc. Midland College Traffic
Safety Planning does have a limited supply of Traffic
Safety Bingo cards and Symbol Scout games avail-
able frée to the public while the supplies last.

- When/packing your car for travel, secure all
luggage in the trunk or luggage carrier so that your
vision is clear on all sides and you have no
flying missiles if you have to brake suddenly. Ob-
jects that are placed in the interior of the car should
be on the floor board.

- Using the two second rule can relieve the stress of
long distance driving. Here’s how to do it: locate a
sign or post down the road; as the vehicle in front of
you passes that sign, count ‘‘one-thousand-one, one-
thousand-two;”’ if you pass that sign before you
finish the two second count, you're following too
close for safety.

- On long weekends, traffic can be unusually
heavy. Make sure you have enough room when you
want to pass. Signal your intentions and pass as
quickly as is safe. Make a visual check over your
right shoulder for clearance before returning to your
lane.

JUST FOR FUN: Texas may seem rough on DWI's
but its nothing like the USSR.

Federal workers observe fraud, waste _

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Almost half of federal
workers participating in
a survey say they perso-
nally observed fraud,
waste or mismanage-
ment at work within the
past year — and 70\ per-
cent of them did nothing
about it.

Of those who did report
the wrongdoing to their
superiors, 43 percent feel
nothing happened as a
result.

Many of those who
looked the othes way say
they took no action be-
cause they feared repri-
sals or thought nothing
would be done if they re-
ported what they saw.

In 9 percent of the
cases, the waste, mis-
management or fraud
that was observed cost
the government more
than $100,000, according
to an analysis of the sur-
vey.

The survey was con-
ducted by the Merit Sys-
tems Protection Board,
created in 1978 to protect
whistleblowers from re-
\prisals. Whistleblowers
are government employ-
ees who report wrongdo-
ing.

A questionnaire was
sent to the homes of 13,-

000 randomly selected
employees among the
757,000 in 15 civilian gov-
ernment agencie$, and
responses were received
from 8,500 of them.

The questionnaire list-
ed examples of wrongdo-
ing and asked if the
worker had observed or
obtained direct evidence
of any of them. The ex-
amples were: stealing
government money or
property; accepting
bribes or kickbacks;
awarding federal funds,
goods or services to those
ineligible to get them;
buying unnecessary or
deficient goods or ser-
vices; serious misman-
agement; abusing offi-
cial positions to obtain
personal services or
favors; giving unfair ad-
vantage to a contractor,
consultant or vendor; to-
lerating a dangerous sit-
uation; and committing
a serious violation of fed-
eral law or regulation.

Sen. William V. Roth,
R-Del., chairman of the
Senate Governmental
Affairs Committee, ex-
trapolating from the sur-
vey results, estimated
that $23 billion would be

saved if waste, fraud and
mismanagement were
eliminated.

He called the situation
“sad and inexcusable”
and asked the govern-
ment to make federal
employees more aware
of protections existing in
law to guard them

aghinst reprisals for re-

porting wrongdoing.
Ruth T. Prokop, chair-
woman of the Merit Sys-
tems Protection Board,
said a number of employ-
ees could have witnessed
the same instance of
waste, fraud or misman-
gement. That would have
made it seem that there
was more wrongdoing in

government than actual-
ly exists. (!

Mrs. Prokop called the
findings worrisome. She
said workers’ ‘fear of re-
prisal appeared to be
justified ause a fifth

of those who said they
had reported wrongdoing
said they had suffered as
a result.

Singapore gets
model airport

SINGAPORE (AP) — The finishing
touches are being put on a new Singa-
pore airport designed to cope with
civil air traffic well into the next
century

Construction of the $717 million
Changi International Airport is on
schedule, officials said. The formal
opening is scheduled for July 1

All scheduled flights will be trans-
ferred from Paya Lebar Airport on
that date, said project coordinator
Goh Keng Chew

The older facility will handle di
verted commercial flights until 1983,
when a second runway will be com-
pleted at Changi, and will also serve
military planes

Conversion of the former British
military airfield on the northeastern
tip-of Singapore island was ordered in
May 1975. By then, expanding passen-
ger traffic was jamming terminal
facilities at Paya Lebar, which had an
expected life of at least 30 years when
it opened in 1955

More than 5 million passengers
passed through Paya Lebar last year
The new H-shaped terminal at Changi
is designed to handle 10 million a
year. Space has been set aside for
three more passenger terminals.

Phase one of the project also in-
cludes aprons with parking bays for

FBI chief says agent’s
remarks caused problem

ATLANTA (AP) — An FBI agent
who alleged earlier this week that
parents killed some of the 23 young
blacks slain in the Atlanta area in the
past 21 months may be in trouble, his
supervisor says.

““There's a potential problem there
for Mike Twibell,”" Special Agent
John Glover said Thursday. ‘‘But it's
a sensitive issue and I'm not at liberty
to discuss it.”

Glover refused to comment on
whether Twibell, the head of the.
Macon FBI office, had been disci-
plined or relieved of duty because of
his statements, made Tuesday night
to a Macon civic club.

Twibell's statement brought an
angry reaction Thursday from the
head of a group that includes many of
the parents of the 23 slain and two
missing young blacks.

Camille Bell, mother of slain Yusef
Bell and head of the Committee to
Stop Children's Murders, sent FBI
Director William Webster a letter
that said:

““As parents and relatives of 25
young Americans either murdered or
missing in Atlanta for more than 20
months, we stand united and dedicat-
ed to let almighty God alone be our
judge.

‘‘For this reason we urge you, based
on alleged available evidence, to
place under arrest immediately those
parents suspected of mercilessly tak-
ing their babies’ lives,” she said.

If such arrests are not made within
24 hours, Mrs. Bell said, ‘‘we ask that
you personally inform-the nation of
this error in judgment and miscom-
munication.”

In Washington, FBI spokesman
Dave Divan said Thursday night that
the letter-had not been received at
FBI headquarters and Webster would
have no comment. He said the agency

does not.plan to respond to the letter
until Glover has “made an assess-
ment of the situation.”

Twibell’'s comment that ‘‘some of
these kids were killed by their par-
ents”’ came one day after Webster

Slaton, whose office would handle
the prosecution in at least 18 of te
cases i arrests were made, said he
doubts that several of the cases “will
ever be tried no.”

““Itused to be that we could question
people without advising them of their
right to an attorney as long as we
didn’t abuse them in any way,” he
said. ‘“‘Now we can’t. Some of the
cases might have been solved and
brought to trial if those rules weren't
on the books.”

Slaton would not identify the more
than four “‘isolated” slayings in which
he said authorities ‘*have someone in
mind”’ as the culprit. He said that in
some of those cases, police investiga-
tors have different opinions as to
whether they have a ‘“‘strong sus-
m‘,.'

This is a matter of staging and it is up
to the director to achieve the desired
effect. If Moloney was trying to cre-
ate confusion, he succeeded.

There is no character development
in the play. The thespians were car-
toon representations. When viewed as
representing cartoon people, each did
an admirable job of achieving that
goal.

Perhaps the most memorable char-
acterizations were done by Todd
Weiler, J.J. Baskin and Laura Wolf.
Weiler’s stance, eye movements and
mannerisms convincingly carried off
a cartoon characterization of Adolph
Hitler. Baskin’s movements, voice in-
tonation and facial expressions were
the replica of the typical villian. Miss
Wolf also performed a believable car-

toon characterization of Shake-
speare’s power happy and insanely
greedy Lady Macbeth,

It appeared that Ken Barragan was
trying to portray Macbeth, Mr.
MaGoo style. Several of his lines were
garbled and the viewer was uncertain
if his ambling around the stage was
designed to create a MaGoo image or
if it was just ambling. This again is
the job of the director. And it is often
difficult to direct what one is close to.
And as the writer of the play, Moloney
is certainly close to what he has
created. Otherwise, Barragan did an
effective job.

THE STAGE WAS entertaining and
its construction helped create a Jack
in the Box feeling. What was confus-
ing was the lack of consistency in the
clothing:

Since the play was in the Punch and
Judy style, the dialogue had many
Mr. Kotter (as in the television se-
ries) type put downs and the action
centered around punching each other.
It contained a lot of cartoon vio-
lence.

Moloney, who has written several
other plays, seemed to be trying to

say, violence creates violence, even-
tually destroying itself. However, the
message, if there was one, was not
clear.

Although the audience responded
with laughter at some of the appropri-
ate times, it shuffled and squirmed
during several of the last rounds.

It appears to this reviewer that
Moloney started with what he wanted
to say and then tried to say it by using
too much. Simple is almost always
best.

And as John Gardner said, in his
book ‘‘On Moral Fiction,” “‘Art is as
original and important as it is be-
cause it does not start out with a clear
knowledge of what it means to
say...Art in sworn opposition to chaos,
discovers by its process what it can
say. That is.art’s morality...Hence
the old but important commonplace:
the meaning of a work of art is the
work- of art.”

Hopefully the theater will continue
to experiment with new plays because
they provide the audience with an
opportunity to grow and learn.

As for Moloney, do try again.

Careful action needed

While everything appears fairly
well in order, at this point any-
way, on the request Tuesday for a
specific use permit for construc-
tion of a heliport near downtown
Midland, the city council is show-
ing wisdom by not rubber-stamp-
ing its approval.

Councilmen Tom Sloan and Gor-
don Marcum II voiced concerhs
about potential safety and noise
problems whieh could result from
the private-use heliport proposed
for construction atop the three-
story BTA Oil Producers building.
Those are primary considerations
and should be answered fully
prior to any final council action.
Likely the answers will be known

prior to the April 28 public hear-

ing.

Ed Harbold, regional manager
of Lone Star Helicopters which
flies the helicopter BTA uses,
noted that safety always is the big
consideration. ‘‘We want it to be a
safe operation,” he said.

Harbold detailed restrictions al-
ready placed on the proposed heli-
port by both the Federal Aeronau-
tics Administration and local gov-
ernmental entities. According to
the restrictions, the BTA heliport
could only be used by a twin-en-
gine helicopter that would be
operated in such a manner that if
one engine malfunctioned, the
craft could continue to operate on
the other engine. The heliport

would be for daytime use only and
there could be no approaches or
departures to or from the east
(the direction of Midland’s down--
town skyscrapers). .

Further, if multi-story buildings
were later constructed either to
the north or the south of BTA, use
of the heliport would have to be
discentinued, Harbold added.

According to Harbold, the BTA
heliport would only be used by
about five flights per month. But
council members appear to be
rightfully concerned about a pro-
liferation of heliports throughout
the downtown area.

Perhaps the heliport would be a
progessive step for Midland. Cer-
tainly we do not want to be ac-
cused of holding back progress.

But there are numerous oil com-
panies and other business con-
“cerns in the downtown area which

likely would enjoy the conve-
nience of heliports and, if all
chose to pursue that route, the
traffic situation above downtown
Midland could start to resemble
the traffic situation at ground-
level in downtown Midland. Care-
ful planning can circumvent
many potential problems.

It’s best to look carefully at this
request, not for what it will bring
to the city initially, but what the
result -‘may be five or 10 years
from now. The city council seems
to have -those considerations in
mind, and that is reassuring.

A voice to heed

World leadership has many di-
mensions — economic, military,
intellectual.

Basic
research as a fraction of the fed-
eral budget has decreased by
27 percent, research and develop-
ment by 36 percent. Investment
by industry in relation to sales has
dropped by 32 percent.

And, Atkinson warned the.
panel, the serious decline in the
nation’s defense industrial capa-
bility places our national security
in jeopardy.

His concern should be heeded
by the several government agen-
cies with a stake in science and by
industry.

‘Disinformation’ strategy
still pursued by Soviets

The novel, “The Spike,”” which was
written by two respected newsmen,
deals with the Soviet KGB’s ‘‘disin-
formation” efforts.

Though the book is fiction, the KGB
disinformation program is not. Only
recently, French intelligence agents
arrested a well-know Paris journalist
who for years had been handed infor-
mation by the KGB.

This particular program of the So-
viet intelligence agency is designed to
discredit anti-communist or anti-So-
viet leaders, to disarm the public, to
confuse it, to mislead it, and to play a
part in undermining Western re-
sponses to Soviet expansionism. .

It should come as no surprise that
the Soviets would seek to both infil-
trate and to influence the press in
countries it has targeted for subver-
sion and eventual conquest, including
the U.S.

Nor should it come as any surprise
that such an effort would be relatively
easy. A great many journalists tend
to be left-of-center in their thinking
anyway; thus, it is easier to see the
defects in an anti-communist country,
such as Chile, than it is in a leftist
country such as Cuba or, now, Nicara-
gua. They are receptive to informa-
tion which tends to confirm their own
prejudices.

It is a fact, for example, that nu-
merous American leaders, both mili-
tary and Congressional, began to
warn that the Soviet Union was racing

WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND
Justice covers up chiefs’ misbehavior

WASHINGTON — Attorney Gener-
al William French Smith’s top priori-
ty isn’t violent crime, but reform of
tze systematic, high-level coverups
within the Justice Department, which
threaten to undermine the effective-
ness of the nation’s chief law enforce-
ment agency.

Smith is not responsible for the
‘“‘see-no-evil” attitude of subordinates
he inherited, of course. But the re-
laxed way that Justice Department
probers go after allegations of misbe-
havior by the big fish remains at the
scandalous level reached under the
Carter administration.

One examplé involves Peter Ben-
singer, whose unquestioned compe-
tence and political savvy have ena-
bled him to remain head of the Drug
Enforcement Administration during
three administrations. Bensinger's
success as a narcotics bloodhound is
attested to by numerous spectacular
busts, which resulted in confiscation
of hundreds of millions of dollars’
worth of illicit drugs.

My associates Jack Mitchell and
Indy Badhwar have learned that the
Reagan transition team was offered
substantial charges of misconduct by
Bensinger. The allegations include
misuse of DEA agents for personal
convenience and exotic shopping trips
while Bensinger was traveling on of-
ficial business.

In addition, I've received reports
that the Justice Department is aware
of allegations that DEA agents were
assigned to chauffeur Bensinger's rel-
atives around various vacation spots
abroad. And his mother has been
helped through customs by DEA
agents on a VIP basis on several
occasions.

Furthermore, when the allegations
against Bensinger by DEA employees
were made to Senate investigators
and offered to the White House transi-
tion team, the informants said they

could get virtually dozens of agents to
testify under oath on their knowledge
of the abuses charged.

1 should emphasize that Bensinger
hasn’'t been found guilty of any
wrongdoing. But the widespread
knowledge of the allegations within
the DEA has affected employee mo-
rale. If for no other reason, the
charges should be given a thorough
airing.

One serious charge of improper be-
havior was referred to the Justice
Department recently. It got the same
halfhearted investigation that has be-
come the hallmark of the depart-
ment's handling of political big
shots.

According to the allegation, Ben-
singer or a subordinate sent a DEA
agent from New York to Washington
just to hand-carry a Latin American
vase the director had bought over-
seasﬂ‘o give the trip some faint color
of official business, the agent’was
given a dictation tape to deliver to
.Washington. According to a DEA
source, another agent had feared an
impropriety and had already refused
the assignment.

The agent who did make the trip
said in a taped conversation that he
didn’t think it was a proper use of his
time. He turned Bensinger's vase
over to a DEA official at Washing-
ton’s National Airport — and mailed
the dictation tape the next day.

Without it, the president cannot com-
municate with submerged U.S. sub-
marines; they must come close to the
surface and trail their antennas.

Why, then, did the Navy risk con-
gressional wrath and the commander
in chief’s personal affront by cancel-
ling ELF? The full reason is shrouded
in Pentagon mists, but defense spe-
cialists — including many sub-
mariners — say the reason was sim-
ple greed for defense appropriations.

The Navy brass deci the $34
million earmarked for ELF in the

coming fiscal year could be used to

develop a futuristic aircraft for com-
municating with submarines called
TACAMO. Then, in another year or
two, it could return to ELF, knowing
that growing congressional support of

livery o .

In so doing the Navy betrayed its
friends who, on April 7, had won a
referendum over the environmenta-
lists in Ashland County, Wis., where
the first part of ELF is being built.
Supporting ELF in the name of na-
tional security, veterans groups have
spent thousands of dollars to argue
there is nothing to fear from the
underground antenna. The VFW had
wired Adm. Hayward, chief of naval
operations, two weeks earlier that
cancellation would destroy Navy
credibility.

The decision reversing the admirals
was made by the White House on two
grounds: First, ELF is the only fore-
seeable system to give the president
command-and-control access to mis-

Some people decry even the sug-
gestion that foreign intelligence agen-
cies or ideological leanings influence
the news <in the American press. |
believe that is a naive position. We
have the historical record which
proves of course that communist do
end up on the staffs of American
publications. Whittaker Chambers,
for one, was senior editor at Time. We
have evidence that the KGB does use
journalists to plant stories.

I would think, however, that the
degree of penetration by KGB agents
or communist is relatively small. Just
the natural limitations of our craft,
however, makes it vulnerable to un-
witting manipulation. Most papers,
for example, rely on native stringers
in foreign countries and objectivity is
not a jounalistic tradition in any
countries.

The wire services today frequently
rotate their foreign correspondents
with the result that it is rare to find a
wire service journalist stationed
overseas who speaks the language of
the country in which he is serving.
This is a tremendous disadvantage.

Still, it behooves every editor and
publisher to at least be aware o
KGB disinformation program and to
watch for signs of it. It's far better to
clear our own houses than for the FBI
to do it for us.

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Administration
won't address
dress code issue

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Reagan administration, saying beards &nd
‘bras are no business of the federal government, is moving to scrap a rule
that allows high school students to file federal complaints about restric-
tive dress codes.

Education Secretary T.H. Bell said Thursday he will propose eliminat-
ing dress codes from the purview of his department’s Office for Civil
Rights, which enforces a law against sex discrimination in education.

The move immediately drew fire from leaders of women’s and Indian
groups, who charged it would give local school officials a free hand to
install discriminatory dress codes.

But Bell called the dress code section of the Title IX regulations
‘‘another example where we’ve stretched and tortured the law out to the
point of absurdity.”

I don’t think Congress ever intended that the department would be
enforcing matters that relate to length of beards, hair and skirts and
whether or not you come to school braless or with bra,” Bell said in a
telephone interview with The Associated Press.

The Office for Civil Rights has 46 grooming and appearance complaints
pending.

Kurt Blue Dog, a staff attorney with the Native American Rights Fund
in Boulder, -Colo., charged that the action would abridge ‘‘both the
education and religious freedom of Indian people.”

The issue may seem frivolous to-many people, but not to Indians
growing up in a culture ‘“‘that traditionally has depicted Indians as being
drunks, winos, bums (and) freeloaders,” said Blue Dog, a Sioux In-
dian. ¢

Wearing long hair promotes for Indians ‘‘a positive self-image (that
helps them) relate to their own cultural and religious heritage.”

Robin Gordon of the Project on Equal Education Rights, a women’s
group, said, “It’s clearly allowing sex discrimination because it allows
school districts to set unfair rules which apply to one sex and not the other

. arbitrarily. We have always maintained these sorts of rules ought to be
made by parents.”

This is the third about-face in as many years by top federal officials on
the dress code rule. Former Health, Education and Welfare Secretary
Joseph A. Califano Jr. proposed withdrawing it in December 1978, but his
successor, Patricia Roberts Harris, rescinded Califano’s move a year
later.

It also marked Bell's second foray against education regulations. Two
months ago he withdrew proposed bilingual education rules.

Bell said the dress code rule would have forced him to issue ‘‘silly
citations...and send out legions of OCR people to enforce (it).”

Bell will have to publish a notice of his intent to amend the regulations
in the Federal Register and give the public 60 days to comment on it.

Title IX is part of a 1972 law that banned sex discrimination in any
educational institution that recefves federal funds. HEW issued lengthy
regulations for enforcing the statute in 1975.

It states schools must not ‘‘discriminate against any person in the
application of any rules of appearance.” Civil rights enforcers said that
meant schools could not set hair lengths for boys alone or mandate
brassieres.

But Bell said that reasoning ignores the ‘‘differences in the physical
appearances of males-and females.”

‘““Can we pretend that there aren’t any differences and that therefore
we can have a uniform rule for everybody?" he asked. ‘‘And if a principal
wants a rule that young high school women ought not to come to school
without adequate covering about their chests, is it a violation of the civil
rights of these women and had we ought to rush in and defend their rights
to come to school braless unless we have a similar rule that applies to
males?

“I just don't think the federal government has any business in this sort
of thing,” Bell said .
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Man’s pending parole horrifies his victim

MONTGOMERY, Ala. (AP) — After suffering
through forced sex acts, escaping two slaying at-
tempts and losing an eye in a beating, Nancy Conn
testified against the man accused of attacking her
and killing two other women, and the man went to
prison.

Now, eight years later, she has watched in horror
as Richard Mark Ellard, who had escaped from
prison twice, was released by the Alabama Pardon-
Parole Board and sent to prison in Georgia, where he
is eligible for parole next month.

‘“My concern is the unbelievably horrible example
this is setting.— to think that eight years is sufficient
time for what a person like him has done is incredi-
ble,” Mrs. Conn, of Birmingham, wrote in an open
letter to Alabama newspapers Thursday.

Her anger was shared by the state attorney gener-
al, who is threatening to sue the board, and the
Alabama House, which voted to censure the board.

Ellard, 35, was convicted of murder in Alabama in
the killing of Mrs. Conn’s cousin, Charlotte Parks.
He was also convicted of assault in Mrs. Conn’s case
and convicted of murder in Georgia in the killing of
Sandra Swisher. He was paroled March 2 and trans-
ferred to a Georgia prison because of the conviction

in Miss Swisher's death.

The Alabama House adopted a resolution Thurs-
day censuring the parole board for its ‘‘irresponsible

a;'ole.“ The Senate was considering a similar reso-
ution.

Attorney General Charles Graddick threatened to
sue the board members for ‘‘gross abuse of discre-
tion.”

The parole board asked Graddick’s office on..
Thursday whether it can reverse its decision, but
board members didn’t say whether they would re-
verse their decision if they could.

The parole board voted 2-1 to release Ellard. Board
member John Porter, a Birmingham minister who
voted for the parole, said he made the decision
believing that Georgia would not release Ellard
immediately. ’

“I've been on the parole board for four years,”
Porter said, ‘“‘and I have paroled hundreds of prison-
ers. When you take an office like this you know that
there will be controversies. I know that some of the
decisions I make will be unpopular.”

The chairman of the Georgia parole board, James
T. Morris, said the board could delay paroling Ellard
for up to three years. But he didn't indicate what

action the George board would take.
- Porter said he hoped the educational oprorumlt!u
in the Georgia prison system could help prepare
Ellard ‘‘for his ultimate release back into society.”

‘‘We released him upon the recommendation of the
warden and the institutional parole officers. We had
done as much as we could for him,” Porter said.

Bomb exploded prematurely

AJACCIO, Corsica (AP) — The
time bomb that killed a young tourist
at the Campo Dell’Oro Airport, just as
President Valery Giscard d’'Estaing’s
plane arrived, exploded seven mi-
nutes ahead of schedule, bomb ex-
perts said today.

They said a telephone warning
three minutes before Thursday's pow-
erful blast did not give authorities
enough time to evacuate the airport,
located three miles east of here.

Eight people were wounded in the
explosion, including 19-year-old Peter
Hitz of Switzerland who died this
morning at a Marseille hospital. Gi-
scard d’Estaing was unaware of the
attack until informed by aides aboard
the plane. He came to Corsica, a
French department, to attend a politi-
cal rally in his campaign for the April
26 French presidential elections

Police experts said the bomb was
made of about nine pounds of dyna-
mite and a timer and placed in a
locker in the main lobby of the air-
pu:} which was crowded with passen-
gerd waiting for regularly scheduled
flights and a crowd of people hoping
to catch a glimpse of the president

Investigators said the timer was set
for 5:30 p.m. but the bomb went off at

5:23 p.m., just as Giscard d’Estaing’s
plane was taxiing to a waiting car on
the runway. Aides said the president
never intended to enter the airport.

A caller identifying himself as a
member of the outlawed Corsican Na-
tional Liberation Front — FLNC —
called the airport at 5:20 p.m. and
said: ‘*This is the FLNC. A bomb is
going to explode,” police said

Giscard d’Estaing and the other
presidential candidates condemned
the bombing.

Socialist candidate Francois Mit
terrand, who polls indicate is the
president’s strongest opponent, ex-
pressed his ‘“‘absolute condemnation™
of the attack, saying problems must
be solved by the ballot.

The violence was also condemned
by Georges Marchais, the Communist
candidate.

“l understand their (Corsicans’)
anger, but it is by the struggle that
they will obtain'the changes that they
want, not by violence.”

“Democracy will not tolerate such
methods, said Paris Mayor Jacques
Chirac, the Gaullist candidate for
president.

An under-the-table view of Mid‘land s restaurants

Drive through the parking lot at 2501 W. Wall Ave.
on any weekend night and it’s jammed with cars.
Walk inside the establishment’s pale blue lobby and
expect to find long lines prevalent at every lunch
hour.

Business ‘“‘buzzes’’ at the Blue Star Inn.

The restaurant, which serves predominantly Chi-
nese food — and daily chicken-fried steak specials —
boasts one of the most loyal clientele in Midland.
However, despite its well-established popularity, the
Blue Star Inn has maintained a tumultuous tug-
of-war with the Midland City-County Health Depart-
ment since its opening 30 years ago.

The restaurant first caught the attention of the
health department in the '50s, when inspectors noted
animals, such as possums, were being shot and hung
in the back of the building — an area unscreened
from the kitchen.

After more than seven visits by the health depart-
ment over the past year, inspection reports show the
Blue Star Inn has been steadily reprimanded for
continual roach infestation; signs of flies and ro-
dents, dirty employee restrooms, uncovered food in
refrigerators and walk-in vaults and general unsani-
tary conditions.

Although the restaurant has received consistent
poor ratings by the health department, it has sur-
vived several ordered shut downs and intermittent
cancellations of health permits.

‘““Actually, 1 don’t like a dirty place myself,” said
Joe Chung, owner-manager. ‘‘But we do have a little
trouble and we do get’behind some days.” Although
Chung said the restaurant is sprayed nightly for
roaches — a problem all restaurants face since the

banning of DDT — he emphasizes most of the
problems stem from unreliable, transient help.

BEHIND THE KITCHEN DOORS

Other restaurants whose health standards have
concerned the health department on a number of
occasions in the past include the following:

Johnny's Barbeque, 316 N. Big Spring — issued
heaith permit suspension warnings two years ago
after an inspection discovered beef scraps were piled
several feet high behind the service counter.

Golden Dragon, 1 Imperial Shopping Center —
recently closed for “kitchen repairs” after dead
roaches were found in ice cream containers and
stored food was failing to meet temperature require-
ments.

Montana Mining Co., 1 Oak Ridge Square — health
inspectors expressed concern during a routine in-
spection last year which revealed the restaurant was

storing insecticide on top of refrigerator in the
kitchen.

Dorothy’s Steak House, 304 E-Florida — after an
irate customer rose from his seat and killed a mouse
in front of other lunching patrons last year, the
restaurant was ordered to close to seal mouse holes
in the walls.

Red’s Drive Inn, 1807 E. Front — initially resisted
orders to close last year after an inspector criticized
the-restaurant’s source and quality of meat as well
as unsanitary.surroundings.

In addition to a number of restaurants, Midland’s
three country clubs have had minor confrontations
with the health department concerning dirty Kkit-
2hens, equipment and utensils.

Despite recent improvements, the Midland Coun-
try Club, where memberships cost $7,500 in addition
to $100 monthly fees, has tended to border on
the unsanitary side, according to health inspection
reports. The club has been cited for presence of
mice, employees smoking around. kitchen areas,
peeling paint, improper food coverage and dirty
kitchen equipment and food surfaces.

Three health inspectors stand between Midland
residents and diseases like salmonella, botulism,
bubonic plague and typhoid. Although few cases of
food poisoning have been documented, sanitarians
said they are surprised there has been no significant
occurrences or major outbreaks.

“I've seen very few cases in the past 17 years,”
said health inspector Waltér Teinert.

To the una , the enforcement: of strict safety
requirements may seem frivolous, or arbitrary — a
complaint among restaurant owners and man-
agers. But innocuous-sounding violations can trans-
late into contaminated food and possible food poison-
ing incidents.

Improper temperatures are the major cause of
contaminated food, according to health inspectors.
Bacteria can flourish between the temperatures of 45
and 140 degrees. Thus, restaurants are required to
refrigerate perishable items below this irement
and heat food to 140 degrees or higher before serv-

ing.

geveral Midland restaurants have been cited for
leaving meat, dairy ucts and desserts at room
temperature — possible breeding grounds for salmo-
nella or staphylococcus,

One example of such a situation was brought to the
health department’s attention last year. After cus-
tomers complained the management at Albertsons,
1002 Andrews Highway, was selling barbequed ribs
infested with maggots, sections of the delicates-
sen were ordered to close temporarily. Faulty steam

—

table equipment was repaired which had been failing
to cook the meat at proper temperatures.

“It could have happened to anybody,” said Jewel
Smith, chief sanitarian for the Midland City-County
Health Department. ‘“They were very cooperative in
correcting the situation.”

Another similar circumstance was again referred
to the health department last year after a customer
who lunched at Taco Bell, 800 N. Big Spring, reported
he had become sick after eating two Burrito Su-
premes and drinking a sugar-free Pepsi. The health
department investigated the complaint which led to
the suspicion the restaurant had placed a bottle of
sour cream next to a steam table.

Although it was not determined the customer had
actually contracted any disease, similar circum-
stances could result in staphylococcus poisoning,
an illness which stems from the improper refrigera-
tion of foods. ;

‘“Health maintenance usually depends upon the
owner. It all goes back to the management,” said
Smith.

Restaurants which have maintained clean slates
and have remained generally unscathed under
the health department’s scrutiny include the Grana-
da Club, 3312 W. Wall; EI Chico, 45 Plaza Center;
Furr’s Cafteria, Midkiff and Cuthbert; Mario's
Spanish Inn, 3411 Thomason; Tampico Spanish Inn,
2411 W. Wall; Taco Villa and Taco Bell chains;
Luigi’'s, 111 N. Big Spring; Mr. Gatti’s, 3205 W.
Cuthbert; Robert’s Copper Pot, 3211 W. Wadley;
The Spot, Midland Tower; the Roundabout, San
Miguel Shopping Center and Cook’s Pantry Buffet,
2001 N. Big Spring.

“They’re clean and cooperative,” Smith said. “‘If
there's any discrepancy, it gets correctéd. There's
never any question about it. The problems we run
into is that other restaurants are aware of discre-
pancies; they just don’t do anything about it.”

Those restaurant managers who have had repeat-
ed confrontations with the health department claim
much of their problems. stem from undependable
help and shortages in the labor market.

“It's hard to find kitchen help, and employees
don’t show up on time,” said Hal Scoggins, a new
manager at Montana Mining Co., who has helped the
restaurant overcome past difficulties with the health
department. “The kitchen help is basically unreli-
able and there’s usually a four to six month turnover.
I’'m amazed the employees here have stuck around
as long as they have.”

reappear the following week and issue a health
permit suspension warning if the establishment has
allowed conditions to deteriorate during the lunch
hour. All restaurants are required to post inspection
rating cards in view of the customer’s eye which
indicate A, B or C gradings

Health inspectors are rotated among Midland’s
400-plus restaurants to allow for fresh outlooks. “‘If
the same sanitarian continues to see the same place,
they start to overlook things,”” Smith said.

After evaluations are submitted, they are re-
viewed and if a pattern of violations are developing,
Smith makes a personal visit — ‘“They don’t
know me from Adam’’ — or writes a letter giving the
owner 10 days to correct the problem before suspen-
sion is ordered. A sanitarian can close a restaurant
on the spot if there is no refrigeration.

‘A guy who doesn’t want to conform can get pretty
nasty with you,” Smith said. ‘“‘Although he won’t
come out and say it, he'll try to negotiate with you.

“The health department is like the military. No-
body likes us until there’s a war,”’ he said. “'If there
is any inconvenience, even the general public doesn’t
want these regulations enforced.”

Although Smith said the health department re-
ceives about 20 complaints a week, usually concern-
ing the same restaurants, he said many charges are
difficult to enforce — simply because they are so
widespread.

Most calls come from agitated customers who
have discovered hair in their food. ‘‘With more than
400 restaurants, it's difficult to enforce hair net
rules,” Smith said.

Regardless that all complaints are quickly acted
on, the health department hestitates to take a restau-
rant to court for violations. Rather, sanitarians
prefer to pursue a “‘problem” restaurant or business
with patient persistance.

“It’s a waste of time to take these restaurants to
court,” said Teinert.'‘Spending two to three hours
for a $10 fine just doesn’t accomplish much. We're
better off shutting them down.” ,

However, while a ‘backlog in court-delayed at-
tempts to prohibit a seafood dealer to continue
unsanitary sales, the operator was able to con-
duct business from his open pick-up truck for three
weeks.

Fresh seafood markets are restricted from operat-
ing in Midland unless the mérchandise is frozen or
packaged due to the possibility of fecal coliform ==
organisms present in Intestinal tracts of warm-
blooded animals. When injested, these organisms
can give rise to cholera or t)":‘l:.oid.

‘“My philosophy Is the last thing we want to do is to
g0 to court,” Smith said. ““When a sanitarian goes to
court, the health department has failed. We're not
policemen, we're educators..’

“If ever there were a prize for
positive thinking, I think Birthright
volunteers should win. Norman Vin-
cent Peale would applaud our efforts,
because if there’'s one thing we're
positive about, it's life,”” said Birth-
right president and volunteer Dottie
Slatter.

She was attempting to explain the
workings of an organization in Mid-
land—Birthright, a volunteer pro-life
organization, located at 805A W. Mis-
souri.

“Our job,” she contimued, ‘‘is to
help those pregnant women who for
one reason or another need help
to continue their pregnancy.”

Motto of the group is: The right of
every mother to give birth; the right
of every child to be born. ‘“This
is something that we try to follow,”
she said.

“Our attitude is that this baby is
God’s creation, and as part of the
society that permitted her to become
pregnant, we shouldn’t turn around

‘and demand that she bear the burden

alone.”

The president said that what the
group tries to do is find out the needs
of each client, then explore with
her methods of attaining those
needs.

“She may need Housing, and in
Midland, that's a giant problem be-
cause there's very little/ low-cost
housing,’’ said Ms. Slattery. “In that
case, she may decide as several have
that it would be better to return to
that state or city where her relatives
live, 5o we recommend her to whatev-
er Birthright chapter that will be near
to her in that state. We sent a
young girl to Missouri this past
week."

The local chapter also helps with
problem pregnancies, even for those
who are married. Inflated doctor bills
and medical costs may pose a prob-
lem. In some cases, they may be
eligible for the Midland County Pre-
Natal Clinic, a. service about which
they may be unaware.

“And then, there's the young girl
who comes to us for a pregnancy test
and when she finds that she really is
pregnant, she can only think of an
abortion,” said Ms. Slattery. “We're
set up to show her that there are other
ways to conquer her problem. We can
recommend adoptive homes such as
Edna Gldney, or the Methodist South-
west Maternity in San Antonio or a
score of others.

“Most of these homes will provide
housing and medical care and she is
given the choice of whether to give the
baby up for adoption or keep it. If she
decides to kep her baby, she must
then pay for the housing and mdical
costs, but these homes are ideal
in that they provide comfortable,
well-regulated care while she is preg
nant.”

The small garage apartment that
serves as the Birthright office at 805A
W. Missouri houses the Birthright
hotline telephone, baby clothing and
baby furniture that are offered to
whomever is in need. Literature is
also available, explaining the devel-

opment of the baby. Free pregnancy
tests are also available.

The Birighright president also
noted that Bithright will show films
on the development of the baby to any
interested group. “What these films
show,” she said, ‘“‘is what happens
like a blob to the unaided eye, is
really a person in miniature—tiny,
but all there. One of the films, ‘“The
First Days of Life,”” show the develop-
ment of the baby from the fertiliza-
tion of the ovum, the first cell divi-
sion, and even some time-lapse photo-
grahy that show the neurons in the
brain developing.”

Birthright has about 12-15 volun-
teers who man the office, collect baby
clothing and furniture, and make
film presentations to various groups.

The office is open from 10 a.m to
12: 30 p.m. Monday through Friday.

Birthright director Connie Brooks,
who has worked previously with

Birthright of El Paso, commented on
her work in Midland. “Midland is a
boom town, so different from El Paso
which had a 12 per cent unemploy-
ment rate when I was there. In.
Midland, jobs are easy to find.

‘““However, in such an affluent town,
those women who are pregnant really
don’t hve to look to agencies for help.
And as such, the counseling area of
Birthright is not our main thrust.
There is a real need for young girls to
know what abortion really is—de-
stroying a human being,” she said.
“They should be aware of the physi-
cal and pychological marks it may
leave on the mother. That is why we
work to promote our films.”

On the house: Roof

Wind, rain, hail and
snow all play a part in
shortening the life of a
roof, but the biggest
enemy is the sun, which
causes it to become dried
out, brittle and faded.

How can you tell when
a roof needs replacing?
Sometimes it isn’t too
easy to tell, especially
when everything ap-
pears to be intact, but
there are some general
signs home owners
should be alert for rather
than waiting for leaks.
These include excessive
loss of protective min-
eral granules, which can
be determined at the
base of downspouts or in
the gutters; cracked and
blistered shingles; and
curled or missing shin-
gles.

If a roof is relatively
new and has suffered
limited damage n a
storm or falling objects
— or has developed a
small leak — the chances
are that it can be re-
paired easily. Shingles
that are damaged or
have blown away can be
replaced. Loose shingles
can be renailed and leaks
around flashing points
can be patched. But
when a roof of standard
shingles is 15 years old or
older and then develops
trouble symptoms, it is
a prime candidate for
reroofing. Most of
today’s nsghalt shingles,
for lnstal ce,m:rel;l:‘;
signed to last from
25 years, depending on
the type.

A roof can be inspected
from the ground with the
use of field glasses, a
recommended procedure
for the home owner, al-
though an on-the-roof in-
spection by a roofer is
necessary before pro-
ceeding with actual
reroofing.

He can determine
whether the old shingles
can be recovered or must
be removed and whether
the roof deck and sup-
ports will hold additional
weight.

Rockets exchanged
in Beirut suburb

BEIRUT,
(AP) —Police reported a
30-minute exchange of
rocket-propelled gre-
nades between Syrian
and Christian forces in
Beirut today, nine days
after a cease-fire was to
have taken hold in this
embattled city

However, no other vio-
lations of the cease-fire
were reported here — or
in Zahle, a Christian
stronghold 30 miles to the
east which is under siege
from Syrian soldiers.

Residents in Zahle re-
ported by telephone that
church bells did not toll
for Good Friday and
most of the city's 200,000
predominantly Roman
Catholic inhabitants re-
maining indoors to avoid
sniper fire. They said the
city was awaiting its first
convoy of food since Syri-
ans soldiers attacked the
city’s Christian militia 18
days ago.

Arthritis susceptibility genetic

ty to rheumatoid arthri-
tis has been traced to a
genetic defect. Dr. Peter
Stastny, who headed a
group of researchers
from the University of
Texas Health Science
Center in Dallas, and the
University of Alabama
Medical School in Bir-
mingham, arrived at this
conclusion after studying
12 families, each of
which had at least two
members with the dis-
ease. The research group
demonstrated that sus-
ceptibility to the disease
stemmed from a genetic
defect in the parents.
Dear Dr. Solomon: I
have been informed that
‘I will have to undergo
surgery for removal of

my prostate because of a
malignancy. Does such
an operation result in
impotence in all cases?
— Mr. J.J.L.

Dear Mr. L.: Total
prostatectomy (surgical
removal of the prostate
gland) because of malig-
nancy usually results in
impotence; however,
some patients do retain a
significant amount of
sexual feelings. More-
over, for those unable to
perform sexually follow-
ing the operation, pros-
thetic devices are avail-
able that can provide pa-
tients with varying
degrees of sexual satis-
faction.

Reagan puts federal

WASHINGTON (AP) — Whatever the final numbers in, the
struggle over federal taxes and spending, President Reagan
already has won one point: he’s put the debate on his terms.

There have been setbacks and there surely will have to be
compromise. Even the president’s Republican allies acknow!-
‘e’dgle that, despite White House insistence that it won’t

eal.

“If I start compromising before we even start, I'm going to
look like I didn’t mean what I said,” a House Repgubligcan
quoted Reagan as saying.

But it is no longer the traditional liberal-conservative
argument about spending more or spending less, about ex-
panding or contracting the role of the federal government,
Congressional Democrats are as firmly committed as Repub-
licans to the premise that smaller is better.

They aren’t buying Reagan’s three-year_tax cut, but their
one-year alternative does-include provisions that used to be
pushed by Republicans and spurned by Democrats.

The area of debate has narrowed, Democratic rhetoric
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tax, Spending debate on his terms

notwithstanding. The disagreement is over tax formulas and
budget-cutting targets, and there will be ample argument, for
those differences are real and significant. The Democrats
argue economic orthodoxy; Reagan argues that his three-year
tax reduction would enhance productivity and generate rev-
enues without fueling inflation. Democrats call that a free-
lunch theory. :

Still, the dispute is not over objectives. It is over how to get
there, both sides agreed that spending and deficits should be
curbed. The arithmetic depends on whether Democrats or

An Analysis

Republicans are doing the figuring. The Democrats say they
want to cut more than Reagan, and balance the budget more
rapidly.

Fifteen years ago, when Lyndon B. Johnson was assembling
his Great Society program with the help of lopsided Democrat-
ic majorities in Congress, he set the agenda. The debate
was not over whether the government should do more and

spend more on social programs. It became a debate over how
much more. .

Now the push is in the opposite direction. And the conserva-
tive message of the voters who elected Reagan and a Republi-
can Senate is not lost on Democrats, even liberal Demo-
crats.

“A national consensus has developed behind slowing the
growth rate of federal spending, reducing the size of govern-
ment — including its maze of regulations — and providing tax
relief to those whose taxes have grown because inflation has
forced them into highér tax brackets,”” House Democrats said
in a declaration of their economic policies. The words could
have been written for Reagan.

“Democrats will support each of these goals, and we will
work with the new administration to achieve them,” the House
Democratic caucus said.

The Democrats took issue with details of the Reagan budget
plan, saying they will reject a program ‘‘that puts the main
burden of fighting inflation on the backs of the middle- and
low-income workers while providing unprecedented benefits
for the privileged few.”

Former hostages disperse

WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS,
W.Va. (AP) — What may be last
chapter of a saga that shocked much
of the world and united America is
coming to a quiet ending at a moun-
tain resort 12,000 miles from where it
began.

Thirty-one Americans held hostage
in Iran, bound by 444 days of captivity
and 90 of fervent acclaim, were say-
ing goodbye to each other today and
preparing to head for new jobs in
posts around the world.

A small number planned to stay
through Easter weekend at The
Greenbrier, a plush Allegheny Moun-
tains resort where they relaxed and
underwent medical and psychological
tests for three days. )

Most of the former hostages who
attended the reunion said they felt it
was time to go their separate ways.

“It's over now," said Frederick
Kupke. ““I see no reason to have any
more hostage celebrations or re-
unions. It's time to get on with

‘hm .'I
wfﬁ m Keough agreed waying,
“It's finally ending, like the sun set-

ting on the horizon.”

A team of 20 government psychia- |

trists and psychologists met with the
former hostages several times during
their stay, which was sponsored by
the State Department and paid for by
The Greenbrier. On Thursday, the
doctors gave the returnees a clean bill
of heatth.

“The ex-hostages are functioning
well within their family and peer
groups and are returning to work,"”
the doctors said in a statement.

They added that “‘lessons learned
from the group should be of use
should a similar situation occur in the
future.”

State Department spokesman
David Nall said the physicians, mem-
bers of the same medical team that
examined all 52 of the hostages upon
their release Jan. 20, chose not to
meet with reporters and answer ques-
tions about their findings.

“I don't know if they ever will

Negotiators for the UMW
return to bargaining table

WASHINGTON (AP) — Amid iso-
lated reports of violence from the
coalfields of Appalachia, negotiators
for the United Mine Workers and the
nation’s soft coal industry returned to
the bargaining table today in an effort
to end the 22-day-old coal strike.

Talks between the UMW and the
Bituminous Coal Operators Associa-
tion had recessed Tuesday with the
two sides far apart on a contract that
would allow some 160,000 miners to
return to work.

UMW President Sam Church said
the union was returning to the table
today with a package similar to one
rejected by the industry on Tuesday
A union spokesman said later that the
revised package merely put earlier
general proposals into formal con-
tract language

Chief industry negotiator B.R.
Brown declined to talk with reporters
as he entered the negotiating session
this morning. In the past, however, he
has said he is not optimistic that an
agreement can be reached quickly.

UMW spokesman Eldon Callen said
in response to a question that an
industry counter-proposal today
“would show that real progress is
possible. If they come in with a flat
no, that definitely slows things
down."”

When the talks ended Tuesday, the
industry accused the union of trying
to reopen negotiations in seven areas
that had been agreed to previously
The BCOA said it. flatly rejected the
proposals, claiming they represented
“a serious lack of bargaining disci-
pline” on the part of the UMW.

Meanwhile, officials reported that
shots were fired Thursday in Ken-
tucky and Pennsylvania and that
pickets in West Virginia and Virginia
engaged in rock-throwing incidents.
No injuries were reported.

Pennsylvania state police said
three shotgun blasts and shots from a

.25-caliber weapon were fired from a
vehicle outside a non-union strip min-
ing company in Blandburg. In Ken-
tucky, police said several shots were
fired at a coal truck near Pikeville.

A judge in West Virginia's Raleigh
County ordered pickets at Consolida-
tion Coal Co.'s Clear Creek mine to
“‘cease all threatening and violent
behavior™ after a rock-throwing inci-

dent there.

The strike has now seen shootings in
at least five states, with violence
charged to both union picketers and
company guards.

Police in some states are beefing up
their forces in coal areas, although
coalfields in Indiana, Utah and Ohio
were reported quiet Thursday.

Dump action launched
against interior boss

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Interior
Secretary James G. Watt must be
replaced, the country's leading con-
servation group said as it Launched a
wide campaign to convince Congress
and President Reagan that Watt is too
great “‘a liability.”

The 200,000-member Sierra Club,
combining with_Friends of the Earth
and other environmental groups, an-
nounced a campaign Thursday to
gather a million signatures on peti-
tions aimed at dumping Watt.

Sierra Club Executive Director Mi-
chael McCloskey told reporters Watt
is a ‘“pro-development extremist’
and a “front man (for) principal ex-
ploiters of our public land resources.

“We are convinced that the stron-
gest possible message must be sent to
our elected officials ... in Secretary
Watt's first few months in office he
strategl ... that he is

a man who shows no concern for the

protection aid emhancement of our -

environment.”

In Washington, Douglas Baldwin,
Watt's assistant and chief spokes-
man, said, “James Watt is the best
friend the environmental community
ever had.”” He called Watt’s measures
‘‘very good things for this country.
They’re positive initiatives.”

Mark Weinberg, assistant White
House press secretary, said Watt ‘‘re-
tains the president’s full confi-
dence.”

ELK CITY, Okla. (AP) — In this
second-time boom town perciied on
the rim of the high plains, there's a
place for anyone who wants to work —
but not everyone who comes to work
can find a place to live.

The natural gas boom in Elk City is
largely hidden from motorists pass-
ing through on Interstate 40, the old
Route 66. The forest of derricks that
marked earlier boomtimes is gone
due to an Oklahoma law limiting drill-
ers to one deep gas well per 640
acres.

But the figures still add up to
“boom town.”

February's sales tax collections
were 24 percent higher than February
1980, and the town's three banks and
three savings and loans have estimat-
ed assets of more than $200 million —
about $20,000 for each man, woman
and child in this.town of 10,000,

The 1980 census shows a 29.7 per
cent growth rate in the 1970s. Towns-
people think it was more. Nearly a
quarter of the 182 telephone directory
Yellow Pages is listings for* compan-
ies in the oil and gas business.

Elk City first struck it rich on oil in
the 1940s and '50s. Five years ago
another wave of prosperity rolled
over the town, located 110 miles from
Oklahoma City, when oilmen began
drilling for gas locked deep in the
Greater Anadarko Basin.

Experts estimate the entire basin
holds about 88 trillion cubic feet of
recoverable gas in deep zones below
15,000 feet. Shallow zones may con-
tain an additional 30 trillion cubic feet
or more.

The boom -has brought money and
people to Elk City, but it has also
brought trouble, as growth threatens
to outstrip the town’s capacity to pro-
vide essential services like housing.

Drilling foreman Jerry Grace, 31,
supervises two rigs 15 miles north of
town. If a man gets off the bus in Elk
City, dead broke and unskilled, Grace
says he’'ll put him to work that after-
noon, at $10 an hour. With an annual
50 percent turnover in roughnecks,
Grace's operation is hungry for men.

But some who come to work must
turn around and leave for want of
shelter.

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Six die, 35 hurt
in five-alarm fire
in Kansas City

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) — A smoky, five-alarm
fire erupted in a 10-story mid-town apartment build-
ing early today, killing at least six elderly residents
and injuring 35 others, including six firefighters,
police said.

There's ‘‘a very good chance there will be more
fatalities (among the injured),” said Harold Knabe,
a public relations spokesman for the Fire Depart-
ment.

Police initially had listed eight dead because of a
ml‘:lup with a hospital report, police Sgt. Jim Treese
said.

Treese said there were 27 people injured, most of
them elderly, and nearly all were suffering from
smoke inhalation.

The fire in the Westport Central Apartments was
discovered shortly after 2 a.m. and was reported
under control about two hours later.

The blaze was contained on the first floor, but
thick, black smoke filled the building and poured
from apartment windows. Rescuers, initially unable
to enter the building because of the smoke, plucked
residents to safety from ladders.

The second floor suffered extensive heat and
smoke damage, officials said.

Authorities said some 184 people, most of them
elderly, lived in the apartment building.

The cause of the fire was under investigaton.

“If people had kept all their doors closed and
stayed in their rooms, every one of them would have
gotten out,”” Knabe said.- ‘“‘But, of course, it was a
panic situation.”

Treese said ‘‘there was an awful lot of smoke in the
building and that seems to have been the killer.” .

Police were the first to arrive, and about 25
officers entered through the rear of the building and
went up and down the halls and floors waking the

residents and advising them to go out the back, he |%

said.

The building, erected in 1941, is all concrete and
brick. Fire officials said there were no smoke alarms
in the bhuilding except for a few purchased by
individual residents.

Treese and Knabe said firemen made two full

searches of the building and were convinced there |9

were no other victims in the building.

Treese said all of the victims appeared to have
died of smoke inhalation.

Police said four of the victims were found between
the second and ninth floors, including a 23-year-old

woman, identified as an employee of a delicatessen |MeN

on the first floor, whose body was found-in an
elevator. Officers said she lived on the 10th floor and
apparently was trying to flee the building when she
was overcome.

N. Carolina, Florida
forests charred in fire

By The Assoclated Press

While firefighters in North Carolina tried to keep
stubborn forest fires away from homes in Onslow
County, Florida crews were working to contain a
blaze in Everglades National Park before it could
disrupt the area’s fragile ecology.

The blazes charred 13,000 acres in Florida and
consumed 20,000 acrés of prime timberland in North
Carolina.

Damage in North Carolina was estimated in the
millions of dollars. No serious injuries were report-
ed.

“Idon’t care if it rains on my Easter parade,” said
forest service fire prevention specialist Tom Hegele.
“I don’t think anybody would.”

By Thursday afternoon, a fire at Piney Green had
destroyed about 5,000 acres. In the Great Sandy Run
Pocosin, fires raged through 5600 acres in one
section, 7,000 in a second and 2,000 in a third, said
Hegele.

Three fires in the same general area of the Dixon
community south of Jacksonville burned about 15,000
acres, most of it owned by the International Paper
Co.

Most of the Dixon fires were blamed on arson. In a
military-like campaign, forest service workers sef
up a temporary headquarters under the Dixon fire
tower and worked more than 36 hours with only brief
breaks to eat.

New fires broke out Thursday in Jones, Onslow,
Craven, Curritick and Columbus counties, Hegele
said.

Five firefighters were injured at the Piney Green
blaze, none seriously, Hegele said. Late Wednesday,
three volunteers from the Swansboror Fire Depart-
ment were injured when they either fell off a truck or
were thrown from it. They were treated and re-
leased.

In Florida, firefighters Thursday began lighting
“backfires’’ — intentionally set blazes to strip land
and block flames from spreading.

The latest fire began Monday near Chekika State
Park and spread to the Everglades National Park
area, said state forestry dispatcher Carl Colbert.
Three other fires near the tip of the Florida peninsu-
la were declared under control Thursday, said urban
forestry coordinator Bill Slaymaker.

Officials were trying to keep the flames from
spreading into several stands of cypress and pine at
Pay-hay-okee, a popular tourist spot 65 miles south
of Miami. :

State forestry officials said the national park fire
has burned more than 13,000 acres. Two fires in

arby Broward County last week burned more than

%—ﬁxlcres in what officials said was the worst
Everglades fire in a decade. Those fires were under
control earlier this week.

State Forester Bob Duty said the cause of the
largest fire is still being investigated, but he blamed
two fires on carelessness and said another started
after someone burned trash in a-backyard.

The Kansas City Kings are survivors, the Houston
Rockets are strugglers, and both face critical tests
tonight in their improbable drives through the Na-
tional Basketball Association playoffs.
The Kings and Rockets, who posted 40-42 records
during the regular season, are each just one game
away from becoming the first sub-.500 teams in 14
years to reach the next-to-last round of the play-
offs.
Kansas City, leading 3-2, hosts the Phoenix Suns in
one Western Conference semifinal while Houston
visits the San Antonio Spurs in the other, which is
tied at three victories apiece. In tonight’'s other
game, the Philadelphia 76ers, leading 3-2, try to
wrap up their East semifinal at Milwaukee against
the Bucks.
The Kings have the homecourt advantage for the
final time tonight against the Suns, but one more vic-
tory is all they need to complete their stunning upset
of the Pacific Division champions, who won 57 games

in the regular season and were heavily favored in
this series..

“IT'S HARD to surviveand we shouldn’t be sur-
viving now,” said Kings Coach Cotton Fitzsimmons,
whose team has played this series without star
guards Phil Ford and Otis Birdsong, both of whom
are injured.

The Kings will again use their makeshift back-
court of Scott Wedman and Ernie Grunfeld, and Fitz-
simmons will try to get as much mileage as possible
out of his top six remaining players.

in the center of a boxing ring for the
services and public viewing Thursday
at which more than 5,000 persons filed
past the coffin to pay their last re-
spects.

The public viewing began a memo-
rial observance to be culiminated
Tuesday with Louis’ burial at Arling-
ton National Cemetery in the gentle
green hills of northern Virginia. Pres-
ident Reagan waived armed forces
regulations that normally weuld have_
barred Louis from being buried in the
nation’s most historic national ceme-
tery.

Other pallbearers Friday were to
be World Boxing Council heavyweight
champion Larry Holmes and fight
promoter Don King, while the honor-
ary pallbearers included many box-
ing stars of yesteryear .

We're all 25 years older today. Joe
Louis is gone. He takes a piece of our
times with him, he takes our youth.
We won’t see his kind again.

Joe is Depression America. Joe is
ice wagons on a tarred city street,
train whistles on a summer night. Joe
is part of America growing up.

I guess we all remember where we
were when Joe first swung into.our
consciousness, like remembering
where you were when a war started, a
president died. I remember I was a
young kid listening to a re-creation of
his fight against Primo Carnera out-
stle a newspaper office in New En-
gland on a sultry night in June, 1935. 1
sat next to an Italian man, a cripple,
his legs a ragdoll useless mass under
him, his locomotion a skateboard, in
the day when it was a prosthesis, not a
sport. He listened in growing melan-
choly as the fight unfolded. It was a
brutal fight. Joe Louis split the Italian
giant’s mouth open with the first
punch, and systematically reduced
him to a scuttled hulk thereafter,
knocking him out in the sixth round.
The Italian was philosophical, if
somewhat heartbroken:.“ “Well,”” he
said, ‘““that was the wa¥y-they said it
was going to be. This Louis, he.is a
terrible force.” o

Not hardly. Joe Louis was one of the
most benevolent forces this society

can ever have. His contribution to the

Republic is incalculable.

Do you realize how Joe Louis’ suc-
cesses ministered to group esteem? If
you think he administered a battering
to Max Schmeling, can you imagine
the one he administered to racial
pretences? Comprehend what a pow-
erful lecture against demagoguery
and bigotry he delivered with his two
fists. No outburst of learned philip-
pies from a battery of college profes-
sors could ever match the lessons he
taught the world with six-ounce
gloves. He taught a whole generation
the meaning of equality, the idiocy of
supremacy. From the dogtrack hol-
lows of West Alabama to the silk and
fur avenues of North Harlem, he
made a people hold its head high. As
Honest Bill Daly once said hyperbolie—-
ally, “Lincoln freed the slaves, Louis
made them equal.”

In the ring, he was the most devas-
tating force the game has ever seen.
Only Dempsey on his good nights
could approach him in ferocity. Out-
side the ring, he was one of the most
beautiful human beings you will ever
see. Oh, Joe had his weaknesses. But
they were the weaknesses of the gods,
not the contemptible, petty little
weakhesses of the ordinary beings
around him. There was a purity about
Joe Louis, a childlike invulnerability,

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) — It's been more than two
years since Cindy Hill last won a tournament on the
LPGA tour, but she’s still not overjoyed about being
tied for the lead after one round of the $100,000
Florida Lady Citrus tournament.

“It’s too early to get excited about being in the
lead,” Hill said Thursday after she, Beth Daniel and
rookie Kyle O’Brien fired four-under-par 68s to take
a two-stroke lead on the 6,138-yard Rio Pinar Coun-
try Club course.

“In the 1973 U.S. Open in Rochester, I led after the
first round with a 68 and shot 79 the next day,” Hill
continued. *‘I learned something from that.”

fied.

Many brought heavy wooden crosses to carry
along the narrow alleyway that leads from the place
where Pontius Pilate condemned Christ, to the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre, traditional site of his
crucifixion and entombment.

Jerusalem was bathed in warm spring sunshine as
hundreds gathered for the annual pilgrimage that
marks the saddest occasion in the Christian calen-
dar. .

Israeli troops kept an inconspicuous but watchful
guard to prevent any possible Palestinian guerrilla
attacks.

With Easter and the Jewish Passover holiday
partly coinciding, some 100,000 tourists have flocked
to the Holy Land, and police are issuing pleas to the
public to look out for suspicious objects.

The military said it strengthened its alert along the
Lebanese frontier following an attempt by guerrillas
Thursday to fly into the Jewish state from Lebanon
in a hot-air balloon. Israeli troops shot down the
balloon and killed the guerrillas.

The Jerusalem muhicipality has been repaving the
Via Dolorosa after digging it up to replace its
drainpipes as part of a major urban renewal project
in the old walled city.

Outside the Third Station of the Cross, where
tradition says Jesus fell the first time under the
weight of the cross, the street has been paved with
the same stones believed to have lined the Via
Dolorosa during Christ’s lifetime.

Whether Christ actually trod on these stones is
open to debate, since scholars do not agree on the
actual route he took to Calvary.

The stones were dug up by chance during the
pipe-laying.

At the Garden Tomb north of the city walls, where
many Protestants believe Christ was crucified and
entombed, prayers were conducted throughout Good
Friday in German, Dutch, English and the Scandin-
avian languages.

Son of U.S. soldier

has himself crucified

MANDALUYONG, Philippines (AP) — A Filipino laborer had himselt
nailed to a cross today atop a rocky hill in this Manila suburb in hopes his
crucifixion will lead to a meeting with the former American GI he says is
his father. :

Grimacing in pain, Donald Rexford Jr. cried, ‘‘Oh God, forgive us our
sins!”’ and remained hanging on the cross for about a minute until his
friends, dressed as Roman soldiers, helped him down. About 2,000 people,
most of them women and children, watched in silence.

The"tableau would have been an eerie one even if this wasn't Rexford’s
second crucifixion — and if four men and a woman had not had
themselves crucified in similar fashion in two other Philippines towns
today.

In San Fernando, 30 miles north of here, 20,000 witnesses were on hand
as three men were nailed to crosses on a hill overlooking a rice paddy.
Officials called the event a major tourist attraction.

A 23-year-old faith healer re-enacted the crucifixion in a village
churchyard at Kapitanangan, 20 miles north of the capital. She was the
only woman to do so.

“Jesus asked me todo it ... to cleanse the world of sins,”’ Luciana Reyes
told reporters as five-inch nails were driven through her palms and
feet.

It was the fifth time she underwent true-to-life crucifixion.

About 5,000 people watched as the woman remained impaled on the
cross for about three minutes.

Sacrifice and pénnance are a deeply rooted EasterWeek tradition in the
Philippines, Asia’s only predominantly Catholic nation.

For most of the country’s 48 million people, this takes the form of quiet
prayer in their homes and churches.

But others take the scriptures more literally. At Easter time, many of
the devout can be seen along streets and highways flogging themselves,
recalling the agony of Christ on the day of his crucifixion by the Romans
2,000 years ago. \

Catholic priests in the Philippines frown on extreme forms of *‘physical
sacrifice,” but their admonitions appear to be falling on deaf ears.

Rexford, 34, re-enacted Christ’s crucifixion down to the last detail. He
dragged an 88-pound cross on his shoulders across four towns.in a
nine-hour, barefoot march. Along the way, the “‘soldiers” lashed his back
with leather and bamboo whips.

About an hour past high noon, with the hillside here ablaze in the
summer heat, two “‘soldiers’’ drove five-inch stainless steel nails through
Rexford's palms with hammer blows.

Less than a hundred yards away, at the Sacred Heart Catholic church,
the Rev. Jaime Mora shook his head. T

“The value of a sacrifice depends on the intention,”” he said. “'If the
intention is not right, there is no value. What is the merit of doing
something if what you want is publicity?"

Rexford, meanwhile, was telling reporters he hopes his sacrifice “will
lead to a meeting with my father in the United States'’ — a father he has
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slipped into a booth in-
side St. Peter's Basilica
at midday on Good Fri-
day and confessed sever-
al worshippers. Later he
planned to commemo-
rate the death of Jesus
Christ by walking the
Stations of the Cross.
The pope also heard
confession last year on
Good Friday. That was
the first time a pontiff
had ever performed the
sacrament in St. Peter’s,

John Paul, wearing a
full blaek cloak over his
white robes, heard con-
fession first from a
Franciscan monk who
ordinarily confesses
Hungarian visitors to St.
Peter’s. The pontiff re-
mained in the confes-
sional for an hour.

A steady rain threa-
tened to dampen the
pope’s plans to symboli-
cally retrace Jesus's
steps up the hill where he

The rain, which broke
a dry spell and was
greatly appreciated by
Italian farmers, caused
road accidents and long
lineups on expressways
as millions of Italians
traveled to mountain,
lake and seaside resorts
in a traditional Easter
exodus.

Several dozen tourists
and pilgrims recognized
John Paul when he en-
tered St. Peter's and ap-
plauded.

Witnesses at the task force’s opening day of hear-
ings Thursday said violence, dn'x);s aﬁd n{’oney :re
inseparable and additional drug enforcement could
help curb violent crime.

‘“The addict population is growing younger and
seems to be much more involved in violent crime,”
said Dr. David N. Nurco, a professor in the Universi-
ty of Maryland’s psychiatry department who studied
narcotics addicts in Baltimore between 1952 and 1976
and another group of addicts in 1979. r
‘ !!e also cited a study by Dr. James Inciardi of the
University of Delaware which found that about half
the addict population checked in Miami engaged in
violent crimes.

‘““Dealing with the opiate problem is an important
way to make an impact on crime in the United
States,” Nurco said. He noted that a study found that
fewer than 1 percent of the addict crime resulted in
an arrest.

FBI Director William H. Webster said 39 percent of
bank robbers identified in 1980 were found to be
narcotics users. He said he was discussing the
expansion of the FBI's role in narcotics enforce-
ment, particularly through increased cooperation
with the Drug Enforcement Administration in track-
ing the finances of major drug traffickers in south
Florida.

‘“You cannot ignore the role of the federal govern-
ment in narcotics and its impact on violence,”
Webster said.

Drug Enforcement Administrator Peter Bensinger
told the task force, ‘‘Your work is going to have a
greater impact on our agency than perhaps any

Hanging may be drug-related

MOBILE, Ala. (AP) — Testimony that rigor
mortis had set in before Michael Anthony Donald’s
body was hanged from a tree should lay to rest
allegations that the 19-year-old black man was
lynched, a district attorney contends.

Forensic pathologist LeRoy Riddick testified
Thursday- at a preliminary hearing for three white
suspects in the case that Donald was dead before he
was hanged from a camphor tree. His body was
found March 21, :

Donald, a brick masonry student at a technical
college and a part time newspaper employee, was
beaten, cut and strangled to death and hanged from
a ‘‘classic hangman’'s noose," said Riddick.

District Attorney Chris Galanos said the testimony
ruled out “‘lynching’’ as a cause of death and ‘‘ought
to lay those absurd rumors to rest forever.”

Some leading blacks contend the incident was a
lynching. .

Three whites — Ralph Eugene Hayes, 23, and
brothers Jimmy L. Edgar, 22, and Johnny Edgar, 26,
all of rural Mobile County — have been charged in
the slaying.

District Judge Nicholas Kearney ordered the three
bound over to a grand jury, which convenes in two
weeks, on murder charges. He left their bonds at
$250,000 each. !

Hayes, a pulpwood worker, and Jimmy Edgar, a
sheetrock hanger, have prison records. Police have
described all three as “‘junkies.”

“The havoc wrecked by violent crime in our
society is clearly linked to, if not fostered by, the
illicit trafficking in and abuse of controlled sub-
stances,” Bensinger said. “It is not only the drug
traffickers that are integrally involved in violent
criminal behavior. Many of the nation’s drug
abusers resort to property crime and crimes of
violence to support their addiction.”

Bensinger vehemently proposed a stiffer federal
bail law and got a good reception from the panel. He
noted that one smuggler of a half-ton of heroin made
$1 million bail in 15 minutes and is now back in
Bolivia.

“Bail is like a parking ticket or a normal business
expense to our offenders,”” Bensinger said.

He proposed that federal judges be allowed to
consider the potential danger to the community in
setting bail. % e

Norman Carlson, director.of the federal Bureau of
Prisons, told the task force that one-third of the
24,500 federal prisoners have had a drug problem at
one time. He also noted that the percentage of
federal prisoners who committed violent crimes has
increased from 20 percent in 1970 to 33 percent
today.

Assistant Attorney General D. Lowell Jensen,
head of the Justice Department’s Criminal Division,
said its 25-attorney narcotics section can play an
enhanced role in prosecutions of traffickers and in
sharing their skills with local prosecutors interested
in seizing drug profits. «

Detroit Police Chief William L. Hart, a member of
the task force, said local investigators often don’t
know what they can seize or not seize in complicated
conspiracy cases and need advice. ‘‘Your 25 people
available for such advice looked like an army to
me,’’ he told Jensen.
