READING, VU (AP) The Navy
used a bomber to dump metal canis
ters filled with radiocactive wastes
into the Atlantic Ocean off New Jor
sey in 1947, a former Navy pilot

George Earle IV, 64, said the canis
ters were dumped from a B 17 bomb
er flying low over the ocean 100 nauli
cal miles south-southwest of Atlantic
City on three flights in October 1947

He described the operation as ‘very
hush-hush,”” and said the planc was
checked for radiation contamination
after each Might

He said the Navy and the federal
atomic energy officials did not re
spond to requests he made by letter
about six months ago for an investi
gation of whether the canisters are
leaking

Earle said he does not know the

Iran has latest U.S.

The Algerian intermediaries in the
hostage crisis arrived in Tehran
today and handed over the U S. reply
to Iran’s demand for $24 billion
Western reporters in the Iranian capi
tal said. There was no immediate
comment from Iranian officials

\ leading Tranian clergyman said,
meanwhile, that Iran should stop bar
gaining over the 52 Americans and
put them on trial like any other crimi
nals because they are spies, not hos
tages

The three Algerian intermediaries
were met at Tehran Airport by repre-
sentatives of Prime Minister Moham-
mad All Rajai and later turned over
the US. reply to officials directly
concerned with the hostages seized 14
months ago, the reporters said

The Algerians declined to speak
with the correspondents

Informed Washington sources said
the US. reply offers to deposit about
$12 hillion of Iranian assets in an
escrow account in a neutral country,
presumably Algeria, and that Iran
could claim the funds once the hos-
tages are released. ~

The
sources said Tranian acceptance by
Jan. 16 would give the Carter admin
istration time to implement the pro
posals before going out of office

The Post said Carter does not want
to leave negotiations “in an ambigu
qus state that limits the options of his
successor,”’

The Iranian Parliament decided
two months ago the hostages would be
freed if the U.S. government re
turned the wealth of the late Shah
Mohammad Reza Pahlavi, released
$8 billion in Iranian assets frozen in
U.S. banks, cancelled pending law-
suits against Iran and pledged not to
interfere in Iran’s affairs.

Last week, Iran said the United
States had to deposit $24 billion in the
Algerian Central Bank before the hos-
tages could be freed. But Iran’s chief
hostage negotiator said early this
week a US. counterproposal on the
money would be accepted if the Alge-
rians went along with it.

On Thursday, a leading Iranian
clergyman, Ayatollah Allameh
Wahya Noori said documents found
when the Americans and the US.
Embassy in Tehran were seized 426
days ago provided proof that the cap-
tives had been engaged in espionage.

Noori said there was no provision in
Islamic law for ransom, criticized the
government for demanding $24 bil-
lion, and said ‘m’s demand for a

U S. pledge not to interfere in Iran’s
affairs was “like asking a scorplon
not to bite.”

His statements appeared in the
Tehran Tlmm as Tehran Radio said
with the U.S. “final reply’ being
handed over to the Algerian interme-
diaries, it looks as If the matter Is
somehow nearing its end."

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) The
owners of the explosion devastated
Norfolk Hotel said today they believe
a time bomb was responsible and that
police are searching for a man and a
woman who occy the room where
the bomb went off, killing at least 16
New Year's Eve revelers and injuring
A5 others in the dining rooms below

Jack and Edward Block said the
man had stayed at the hotel for sever
al days before the bombing and was
visited by the woman The owners
refused o say whatl name the man
used to register, or to comment on
unconflirmed reports that he carried a
Maltese passport

The Block brothers, whose father a
poor Jewish immigrant, built a fami
ly fortune after purchasing the hotel
53 years ago, refused to comment on
speculation that the bombing may
have been linked to Arab Israeli
quarrels

“There are far more important
Jews in the world, " Jack Block said
1 think it is far removed from us ’

His brother Edward said the bomb
er “could be a crank You can't tell
what a lunatic will do

Police refused to comment on the
hotel owners' statements Authorities
have not yet conceded that the blast
which wrecked a large part of one of
Africa’s oldest and best known hotels,
was caused by a bomb

The Blocks sald 14 bodies were
found in the rubble. although police
spokesmen contend 16 were killed

The hotel owners said 50 persons
were unaccounted for, including hotel
staff and guests They sald most of
the missing were believed to be guests
who moved elsewhere but had not
made their whereabouts known to
police, or employees who had not
returned to work after the explosion

The US Embassy said one Ameri
can was killed, eight were missing
and eight were injured The only
Americans identified so far were W C
“Pat” Quinn, his wife, Donna. and
their two children, Noah, 11 and Julie
15, all of Hudson, NH They were
reported in satisfactory condition
after suffering extensive burns and
cults

No official list of victims was avail
able. and authorities said the task of
identifying bodies and notifying rela
tives was going slowly bacause many
of the victims were badly burned

A British diplomat said two Britons
— a 10-month-old infant and a {-year
old child — were killed, three were
missing and 19 injured. The Italian
Embassy listed one Italian missing
and two injured.

Hua apparently has been étripped
of his powers as chairman and even
has given up control of the party's
military commission to his rival,
Vice irman Deng Xiaoping, ac-
cording o diplomatic sources.

For the time beln; however, Hua
retains his title. A Foreign Mini
spokesman sald, “Hua Guofeng still
is chairman of the Central Commit-
teee of the Chinese Communist
Party.”

In answer (o & journalist's question,
the spokesman said Hua is in Peking
but he gave no further information on
Hua's status

All Chinese newspapers gave prom
inent display to the ascendancy of Hu
Yaobang, who presided over a major
New Year's party by the Central
Commitlee

Hu, 67, Is an old ally of strongman
Deng Xiasoping and currently heads
the powerful party secretariat which
handles day-to-day party business

His appearance as the spokesman
of the party confirmed reports of the
political demise of Hua, who has not
been seen in public for 36 days Al
though nominally the chairman, Hua
was not even mentioned in the long
list of those attending the New Year's
celebration

Hua inherited the chairmanship
from the late Mao Tse-tung but he
recently has been severely criticized
for supporting many of Mao's discre

The latest departure is Pat Dye, a
Georgian who arrived in Laramie a
year ago, shivering in the snow, but
pledging to restore Wyoming's win-
ning tradition and not use the job as a
stepping stone.

Dye called it quits after coaching
the Cowboys to a respectable 6-5 rec-
ord — Wyoming's first winning sea-
son in four years and only the second
of the decade.

Reagan and his ad-
visers have called for alternatives to
federal rules that require school dis-
tricts to provide special classes in
foreign languages to students who do
not speak English $stheir first lan
guage

Tuesday's action also marks the
end of a bitter five-year struggle be-
~ tween federal officials and the county
~ that included federal threats to with-
~ hold up to $18 million in federal funds
. and promises of lawsuits by Fairfax
. County and the state of Virginia

In a letter to F$irfax school author
ities Tuesday, federal officials hailed
recent strides in the county's $2 mil
lion program, which serves students
who speak an estimated 50 different
languages

The letter said achievement-test
scores of students in the program
showed that they had made ‘‘consis
tent and significant progress”’
through intensive English classes,
and concluded that the system's
teaching methods were an acceptable
alternative to federal requirements
based on Title VI of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964

“We're just delighted that this
thing, after all these years, has finally
come to an end,” said William J
Burkholder, deputy superintendent
for support services, who worked with
federal education officials to engineer
the agreement

Several national Hispanic groups
have long fought for bilingual educa
tion, maintaining that it is essential to
providing equal educational oppor
tunities to low-income, Spanish
speaking youngsters.

Tuesday's decision is expected to

The Fairfax County Board of
Sup3rvisors voted last fall. to chal-
lenge proposed federal regulations
that would stiffen requirements for
bilingual education at the local level
Virginia Attorney General J Mar
shall Coleman aiso threatened to file
suit toblock imposition of the regula-
tions, calling them an “‘unwarranted
intrusion’’ on state ' rights

Neither the coTnty board nor Cole
man wenl forward with the threa
tened suits, however, before Fairfax
and federal' education officials re
solved their-differences

In evaluating the Fairfax program,
federal officials applauded the coun
ty's allocation of approximately $750
per student for intensive English
classes for an estimated 2,700 county
voungsters who speak little or no
English. That amount is in addition to
the county’s regular expenditure of
$2.696 per pupil It is estimated that
approximately 6,000 Fairfax County
students have a primary language
other than English

Based on results from several na
tionally recognized achievement
tests, the Department of Education
found that youngsters in the Fairfax
program were doing well, generally
scoring close to or above the 50th
percentile in science, social studies,
mathematics and language arts

But does that mean you shouldn't
take aspirin when you've got a pain in
the head, or neck?

This means that aspirin is not only
the more effect pain reliever in cases
of arthritis, it is also the product of
choice for the pain of menstrual
cramps and injuries to joints, such as
knees

As a fever reducer, the two drugs
are considered basically equivalent
But, again, many hospitals prefer to
use acetaminophen as a fever reducer
because it will not upset the patient's
stomach, as aspirin may

Acetaminophen products have be
come extremely popular with parents
because they come in sweet-Lasting
liquids and are far easier to adminis
ter to young children than the fla
vored children’s aspirin tablets

The very attractiveness of these
products, however, is a danger: chil
dren may view the medicines as
candy and, Kaplan warns, while ace-
taminophen does not cause stomach
problems as aspirin does, ‘it can kill
faster than aspirin can.”

An overdose of aspirin does much of
its damage in the stomach, which
usually will heal itself, or can be
surgically repaired. An overdose of
acetaminophen, however, can dam-
age the liver and kidneys, and while
there are antidotes to acetaminophen
poisoning, the very fact of the poison-
ing sometimes does not become
known for several days, when the
damage already has been done

So while the products are safe and
effective for children, they must be
kept out of children's reach and chil-
dren must be made to understand that
these products are medicine, which
can be very dangerous if taken im-
properly.

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas (AP) —
Explosions rocked a refinery on the

| northwest edge of this midcoast city

early today, knocking out the refin
ery’s central control unit and starting
a fire that raged for two hours, fire
officials sald

There were no major injuries, said
Assistant Fire Chiel Victor Garcia
There was a report of one related
injury, which came when a bystander
was hit by a car, said firemen at the
scene

The first explosion, about 5 40 a m ,
went off in a hydrogen cracking unit
of the Quintana Howell Refinery,
Garcia said It set off ““two or three”

smaller explosions which disabled the
refinery’s own water-pumping units,
rendering company firefighting
equipment useless, said a spokes
man

All available city firemen and
equipment were sent to the scene and
contained the flames within 90 mi
nutes, Garcia said

Police started an evacuation of a
six-block area, but canceled it as the
fire was brought under control, a
police dispatcher said

Flames leaped 300 feet into the air
at the height of the fire. The explosion
knocked out electrical power near the
refinery, putting radio station KRYS
off the air
